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BECOMING A PARADIGM OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

The article discloses the essential component of the paradigm of sustainable development,
which is based on the combination of three components (economic, social and environmental).
This involves balancing the social, economic and environmental components of development by
overcoming their evolutionary disorganization. According to the criterion of such development, the
growth of the integrated socio-economic-ecological potential in the conditions of preservation and
improvement of the qualitative parameters of the natural environment, human and economic potential
is increasing.

Ensuring sustainable development is achieved by balancing the social, economic and
environmental components of development. Theoretical, methodological, practical aspects of the
sustainable development in public administration system in Ukraine, as well as the formation of a
state policy of sustainable socio-economic development, management mechanisms and sustainable
development were explored in works, in particular: A.V. Antonova, O.K. Gordeeva, V.M. Yemelyanova,
V.T. Lagna, O.S. Leeva, O.l. Lyashevskaya, A.O. Nadejenko, S.S. Polyushkina, P.Ya. Ungurean.

The paper objective is to determine the conceptual foundations for the formation of a sustainable
development paradigm. Sustainable development involves balancing the social, economic and
environmental components of development by overcoming their evolutionary disorganization.

The main content of the sustainable development concept is the preservation of capital as
created by mankind (artificial capital) and that which is natural. In order to achieve sustainable
development, it is necessary to increase the total amount of these capital.

It deserves attention to the level of the international community development in the context
of the implementation the concept of sustainable development. International law allows the use of
environmental resources of a certain country other. Thus, the interchange and complementarity of
the aforementioned components of the capital of sustainable development, artificial and natural, are
realized.

Among the main problems of the sustainable development mechanism implementation, the
following are also defined:

— imbalance in the application of the means of economic, social and environmental components
this mechanism;

— the great dependence of sustainable development on the financial mechanism due to the
high costs of environmental protection and protection the natural environment, and, consequently,
constant criticism regarding the balance of the ecological component;

— a lesser extent there is the same problem with regard to the social component of sustainable
development;

— insufficiently high level of environmental education of the population;

—the presence in the national issue of sustainable development of a significant global
component, which needs to be constantly informed about the emergence and state of solving world
economic, environmental and social problems;

— the attitude of the leadership of the country and state authorities to the problems of sustainable
development, and others.

Thus, according to the results of the study, the essential component of the paradigm of
sustainable development, which is based on the combination of three components (economic, social
and environmental), is disclosed. This involves balancing the social, economic and environmental
components of development by overcoming their evolutionary disorganization. According to the
criterion of such development, the growth of the integrated socio-economic-ecological potential in the
conditions of preservation and improvement of the qualitative parameters of the natural environment,
human and economic potential is increasing.
