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COOPERATION BETWEEN GOVERNMENT BODIES AND THE PUBLIC
ON COMBATING VIOLENCE AS A HYBRID THREAT IN ARMED CONFLICTS

Anotaunisi. Cooperation between authorities and the public is a factor in combating violence
as a hybrid threat in armed conflicts. The main goal of combating gender-based violence during
armed conflicts is to restore violated individual rights, namely, ensuring the right to respectful,
decent, dignified and humane treatment. Gender and sexual violence in families and communities of
Ukraine, as an element of mixed threats, is one of the most serious forms of human rights
violations. Public administration tools and mechanisms for combating violence are diverse. Our
research has shown that new strategies and tools for interaction between authorities and the public
on issues of preventing gender-based violence are effective in combating hybrid threats. However,
this potential remains largely unrealized to this day.

The article examines practical aspects and problems of combating violence in families and
communities in wartime conditions in Ukraine using the example of the Transcarpathian and
Kharkiv regions. It is confirmed that the components of violence in wartime conditions are a factor
in the hybrid threat.

The features of the implementation of tools to combat violence in Ukrainian families and
communities in wartime are summarized.

Modern approaches to combating violence in families and communities in wartime in
Ukraine should take into account: mechanisms for interaction between authorities and the public,
models of support and training, as well as new concepts of interaction between authorities and the
public in combating violence and threat factors in armed conflict.
