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PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF INCLUSION IN UKRAINE
(USING THE EXAMPLE OF KHARKIV AND TRANSCARPATHIAN REGIONS)
Annotation. The main principle of the state policy on inclusion at the local level is the
creation of equal opportunities for all population groups and their participation in social processes.
Providing rights and opportunities to all segments of the population contributes to the development
of their potential. The main task of this innovation in Ukraine is to create a network of services for
various social groups at the local level. This is especially important in conditions of armed conflict,
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as the problems of integrating internally displaced persons (IDPs) into local communities and
adapting to social life in new territories are becoming increasingly urgent.

A study was conducted on the features of the implementation of the system of local
inclusive measures in the context of specific conditions of localities in Ukraine. Practical aspects of
current problems and challenges faced by individual social groups that have certain difficulties with
"inclusion" and adaptation were studied using the example of the Kharkiv and Zakarpattia regions.

The article examines the features of the functioning and main directions of development of
the system of local inclusive measures in the context of modern prospects. The following
components of the system of inclusive measures at the local level (functional elements, tools and
principles) are considered: the creation of a program and tools for training social service specialists;
assistants for children with special educational needs; inclusive resource centers for children with
special educational needs; official pages in social networks about services provided to children with
special educational needs; partnerships between local councils and public organizations; mobility
conditions for people with disabilities.
