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Summary

A. Cherednichenko. On the Direction of Migrations of the Earliest Indo-Europeans

The article is devoted to one of the most important aspects of the Indo-European
problem. A comprehensive analysis of data of linguistic palaeontology, archaeology and
etymology suggests that the direction of migrations of the earliest Indo-Europeans was in
line with vector “west — east”, i. e. from the Balkans, the Aegean region and the Danube
region through the northern Black Sea region, to the eastern and southern Pontic regions,
to the Middle East and internal areas of Eurasia.

Summary

A. Martemyanov. Village Landmarks of the First Centuries AD from the Territory of
Lower Moesia and Thrace

The fact that the villages of the Thracian lands in the first centuries AD had precisely
defined, properly formed frontiers is supported by the found landmarks which fixed these
boundaries. Of special importance are three identical inscriptions from the territory of
Philippopolis, indicating that by the order of the legate of Thrace Q. Atrius Clonius,
apparently in the 211 AD, &pot dypot BevSimapwv were installed (IGBR, III/1, Ne 1455,
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1472; V, Ne 5534). There are reasons to believe that they were found in situ and it seems
to be a unique opportunity to imagine the size of a Thracian village’s land holdings. However,
the landmarks do not indicate that Bendipara is koun, and yet the area marked for one
village is too large — it stretches for over 10 kilometers from the south-west to north-east.
Given the fact that some archaeological materials with the traces of settlements from the
Roman period have been discovered in the area, burial mounds recorded, V. Dinchev comes
to the conclusion that Bendipara was not the village but kopapxia — an administrative
union of several neighboring villages. Such a conclusion is, in principle, justified but before
the results of systematic excavations have been obtained on the territory designated by
boundary stones, this hypothesis should be accepted with caution: there is a possibility
that Bendipara was an estate, and, given its size, most likely, the emperor’s. As conclusive
evidence of the existence of Bendipara kwpapxia can only be a confirmation of this fact by
written sources.

Summary

O. Petrechko. Religion as a Policy Instrument of Pompey the Great

Pompey manifested special respect to the divinities of victory. His religious policy was
under the influence of the religious policy led by Alexander the Great, Mithridates the
Great and Sulla. Pompey did not formulate his own clear, completely thought-out and
acceptable to the majority of Romans religious concept. His religiousness was connected
with superstitiousness. He showed no particular adherence to principles in matters of re-
ligion and preferred to honor this or that deity depending on the political situation. Pom-
pey showed special attachment to Venus in Rome, and in the Greek East to Athena. He did
not feel any discomfort over the fact that Athena supported Achaean against the Trojans,
from whom the Romans were descended. Pompey used religion for political purposes, not
shunned honors, which were close to divine.

Byzantine Spices as a Daily Byzantine Cuisine Part

picery, preservatives and seasonings were widely used in the daily
cuisine of Byzantine Empire, succeeded the traditions of ancient
Greece and Rome. They were in the list of the main components
of the diet of a Middle Byzantium. But due to change of territorial
boundaries, contact with new peoples and development of intercon-
tinental trade service the assortment of Roman td dapduata
(10 Gpopo — aromatic herb, spice), and the forms of their use have

been rather changed. Therefore, it is necessary to clarify the range
of this goods, direction and terminal points of its import-export trade movements, to
find out the issue on professional specialization of trade in spicery, which were ap-
preciated and really valuable. At that the spices popularity had not been decreased as
they were in the same demand as the preservatives for their special ability to inhibit
bacteria (bactericidal action), mainly putrefaction bacteria, and so to promote continued
preservation of food.

Byzantine historiography of the issue is rather narrow. Usually the researches study spe-
cies in the context of Byzantine Empire’s cuisine or perfumery (Ph. Koukoules, M. Griinbart,
J. Koder, A. Dalby and especially I. Anagnostakis), or less — Roman trade (J. Irmscher,
A. Laiou, N. Oikonomides, C. Morrisson). The works of M. Montanari relate more to me-
dieval Italy and Western Europe culinary tradition, but also contain some references to Byz-
antium in context of trade relationship [1, 2, 3, 4, 5]. There are studies of this kind applied
to the history of ancient Greece and Rome such as works of J. I. Miller [6], M. Detienne [7],
K. F. Vickery [8], D. P. Kehoe [9], P. Garnsey [10, 11, 12], B. Sirks [13], E. Gowers [14],
V. E. Grimm [15], R. I. Curtis [16], the latest studies of D. L. Thurmond [17] and G. ]. Oli-
ver [18] and particularly F. De Romanis [19, 20], who pays special attention to the trade
relations of Rome with the countries of East and Africa. While the Byzantine ordering deep
scientific research of this issue is not involved, therefore it is necessary to fill this gap because
the works dedicated exclusively to Byzantine spicery in connection with the trade specializa-
tion have not been arrived yet. As regards of sources which deal with the questions on
Byzantine spicery, here we can mark a Byzantine agricultural encyclopedia, collection of the
ancient works — Geoponica (10" century), and official codex of Constantinopolitan handicraft
statutes and trade corporations — Book of the Prefect (10" century), providing the data on
professions related to trade in spicery. Certain episodes related to spicery are encountered
in Byzantine chronography (Theophylactus Simocatta, Theophanes Confessor, Theophanes
Continuatus) and some other narrative sources (Ibn Chordadhbeh “The Book on the journeys
and countries”, Constantine VII Porphyrogennetos “On the Administration of the Empire”,
Ptochoprodromos works, Ioannes Tzetzes letters and others).

Let’s start from terminology. It is commonly believed that spicery (also it is called
spiciness, kitchen herbs) represents the different parts of plants which are the aromatic
leaves, roots, fruits, that have specific and stable fragrance (smell), different pungency
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degree and palatability traits. They give fragrance along with racy flavor appreciable only
in the food, especially while heating. Spices are being professionally called by the cookery
specialists as the set of the most saleable spicery and seasoning (also it is called condiment)
including salt, sugar, vinegar, mustard. This class intend primarily for changing the flavor
and then to fragrance.

In ancient Greece spicery was called 70 dpwuo, dpwpudroc what meant “sweet smelling
and fragrant herbage” [21, p. 254]. In ancient Rome it was used the word scitamenta,
scitamentorum that means “choice morsels, delicacies, tit-bits” [22, p. 1707]. This term gave
birth the name of spicy plants family — Scitamineae — order of monocotyledonous plants
that consist of the banana family (Musaceae), ginger (Zingiberacae), cannes (Cannaceae)
and marants (Marantaceae). The name of this order is conditioned by the fact that many
plants of listed families give to the humanity spices (scitamen), such as ginger, turmeric,
cardamom, arrowroot, etc. The word species was presented in the medieval Late Latin as
something presented to view, a spectacle, sight, splendor and pomp [22, p. 1799] and also
implanting respect, valuable, significant, considerable, brilliant and beautiful [23]. This
name was not related to spicery properties as itself, but rather to the high evaluation that
they received in the Middle Ages Europe.

Already the Hellenes and especially the Romans knew the most part of exotic spicery
further known by Byzantines. However, the history of dpduaza, by the Greek terminology,
is much older. In the most ancient Eastern civilizations such as China, India and Egypt the first
references of spicery were found near five thousand years ago. Sweet flag (Acorus calamus),
for instance, was known in Egypt in 3000 BC, and cinnamon first had been described in
China in 2700 BC [24, c. 15]. In the Middle Ages Byzantine Empire became the monopolist
in trade with Eastland, and its capital Constantinople disputed the Alexandria’s title of the
world center for trade in spicery. The Arabs were the successful intermediaries in this trade.
At that the advantage belonged to the Great Silk Way, connected the East Asia with the
Mediterranean. Ibn Chordadhbeh noted that Jewish traders called ar-Razani, that is “who
knows the way”, within their transit trips through China and the Mediterranean supplied
musk, wood, aloeswood, camphor, cinnamon and other exotic products of Eastern countries
into Constantinople [25, p. 114-115; 26, c. 124, § 72 6; 27, p. 32, doc. 6]. It may happen that
Syria was the main center of concentration of these tradespeople and they became cosmo-
politans due to profession, and not due to the absence of motherland.

By long-standing tradition all sweet-smelling goods brought from Middle and Far East
the Byzantines considered to be the Indian ones [Cp. 28, p. 294 (VIIL. 13. 6); 29, c. 196;
30, c. 66—71]. The Digesta noted «fragrances» (aroma Indicum), opium (opia Indica) [31,
XXXIX. 4. 16. 7] among them. Georgius Cedrenus reported that in gratitude for the pre-
diction come true Leo V the Armenian (813-820) sent to monk Philomilius “...fragrances,
the same as those arrived to us (to Byzantines — K. §.) from India” [32, p. 54]. “Incenses
of the Indian trees, which have ever been seen and heard by no one” were distributed
every year among the members of Constantinople Senate — Synkletos in late autumn dur-
ing Brumalia feasts [33, p. 457; 34, c. 189]. In fact, not all these goods were imported from
India. Syria and Palestine, whose fragrances, ointments and perfumery reached the most
distant markets through the intermediaries, were their traditional exporters.

“The goods related to fragrances and coloring” were imported to Byzantine Chaldia
and Trebizond from somewhere in East may be through the North branches of the Silk
Road, “in order to be resold into other centers of Empire” [35, X. 2]. So only Italy faded
in its former importance of one of the main production centers and supply of fragrances
towards the Late Antiquity end, but the West of Asia and Syria remained among them
[Cp. 36, c. 14-15; 37, c. 103; 38, c. 283-284].

As can be seen, the spicery was designated by Romans the same as the fragrances —
w0 dpduota, and aromatic component of both terms, obviously, was taken as the basis for
the name. As mentioned above their value was also in bactericidal power (availability
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of phytoncids in the plants — biologically active substances, which suppress the develop-
ment of bacteria, fungi and protozoa), and hence the ability to continued preservation
of the food. That is why they have been used as preservatives since olden times. Among
them wine vinegar (7o 6&og, 70 6&vg, w0 déeidiov) [39, Col. 1740 B; 40, c. 281; 41, c. 581; 42,
VII, 33] in Byzantine had become the most popular kitchen commodity after the salt.
Sometimes it had been mixed with garum (fermented fish sauce with herbs used as a con-
diment) and it had become hot spicy 10 6&oyapdv [43, p. 208]. Actually, garum or garon
(6 yapog, Tov ixGowv yapov [21, p. 339], 10 yapiov [42, X, 46.2.10], the very same yopcddng [44,
p- 325]) had not lost its popularity, won in Roman times [45, S. 27-55], staying among not
only local provincial trade, but the popular part of Byzantine export at least until 8—9* cen-
turies [1, p. 411]. For example it was carried along with pepper by Comacchio people
through the Po river to Piacenza for being sold to Langobardia according to the com-
mercial contract of 715 [46, S. 123; 1, p. 411]. Garum was widely used in Italy. The polyp-
tychs of St. Columbanus of Bobbio (543—615), also record the annual purchase of garo by
the Genoese church of St. Peter, for the needs of the brothers. As well as garum is discussed
in the Capitulare de villis of Charles the Great (748—814) [1, p. 410—411]. In addition,
after the garum mixing with wine another type of condiment — w0 oivéyapov [44, p. 797]
had been received [47, p. 149]. However, not just garum sauce was quite popular. In the
houses of aristocracy the food was very often seasoned with subtle spicy, usually very dense
sauces, which included grape juice, honey, mushrooms, cinnamon, cloves, celery, dill, wild
mint and other aromatic herbs and spicery apart from salt, pepper and vinegar [48, c. 291].

Continuing the theme of bactericidal efficiency of plants it should be said that a big
part of sold aromatic plants and oils were used for wine conservation and preservation
[42, VII. 13]. Among them we can indicate: aloes (1 Codaion, o dydloyov) |21, p. 1191] —
resinous heartwood that forms in trees genus Aquilaria when they are infected with a par-
ticular type of mold; sprikenard or muskroot Nardostachys jatamansi (7§ vdpdog, 10 vépdov
atdyvg, 10 vapddatoyvg, and more popular in Byzantium 7o vépdog) [42, 7.13.1; 21, p. 1160];
incense (10 Aifavov, Aipavog, T0 Odpiope) — an aromatic resin obtained from trees of the ge-
nus Boswellia; myrrh (1 oudpvav, ubppa) — resin (a natural gum) of tree species of the ge-
nus Commiphora (usually Commiphora abyssinica or Balsamodendron Myrrha) [49, vol. 7,
p- 699], grown in South Arabia and Sub-Saharan Africa (Ethiopia, Somalia) [35, X. 1; 50,
S. 226-227]. Aloes tree or it’s the same name Agarwood, also known as oud (7 &laidn, o
aydloyov ), brought from South and Southeast Asia [35, X. 1; 50, S. 228—229] was used for
preparation of wine ¢ duuvvaiog oivog [42, VIII. 22] — one of the several types of medicinal
wines (oivew viyiev@v oxevaoior ) [42, VIIL. 1]. Aloeswood was also applied for resinification
of pithoses for storage of must — the freshly pressed grape juice and wine [42, VI. 6. 2;
VL. 8. 1]; for preparation of panakia mixture (# navixeio) [42, VII. 13. 1], which make the
wines heavy (strong) particularly to stop fermentation process and to start the setting-out;
Agarwood was also used in composition of aromatic herbs in order to add zest — the old
taste to young wine [42, VII. 24. 4]. Except the wine also another beverages from mix of
caraway, fennel, honey and grape syrup were successfully prepared. Caraway beverage was
called d edrpazog, ebkpnrog, edkparov (verbatim well tempered, temperate) and could be
seasoned also with the pepper or anise [51, p. 116; 21, p. 719]. Like most of other spices
caraway also has a medical power that was known already in Byzantine times. Thus talk-
ing about food in monasteries the Byzantine writer and monk of the 13™ century Nikephoros
Blemmydes argued that caraway and fennel (Foeniculum) help greatly to prevent flatulence
and stomach weight, which probably was the widespread problem for churchmen: their
diet was the first of all consisted of a large amount of bean [51, p. 116]. He also noted the
interesting ability of fennel to support cheerfulness, to be watchful, similar to modern caf-
feinated drinks [51, p. 116].

The most consumable spicery was the pepper (w0 némept ), entered from Southeast Asia:
India, Burma, Ceylon, and it was of several varieties (Piper nigrum, Piper longum ). It had
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been outsold all other for cooking of meat and fish dishes, cheese and wine seasoning
(6 oivog mmepdrog ), and as a digestant as well [31, XXXIX. 4. 16. 7; 42, VIL. 36; 42, VIII.
25, 31, 35, 39; 42, XVIII. 19; XX. 15; 35, X. 1; 52, S. 89, 162-165; 53, S. 26; 35, c. 203; 30,
c. 67; 50, S. 223—224]. The Romans, using its favorable transit position between Europe
and Asia, in their turn, re-exported pepper [28, p. 294 (9); 29, c. 196 (VIL. 13. 6)]. In any
way, this spice was included into Langobardic import from the Byzantine regions of East-
ern Italy in 7-8" centuries [46, S. 123]. In 910" centuries the inhabitants of Chersonesus
used pepper as money in payment to nomads for execution of any orders for them, includ-
ing those ones of commercial nature [54, c. 40].

India also had supplied such spicery as the cardamom (Elelmria cardamomum)
[49 vol. 2, p. 175] and so-called «Indian tree» (10 Tvoikdv &dlov) or cinnamon (i kasio,
70 mvvayw,uov) — bark of a tree of Cinnamomum sort [55, p. 46]. The Digesta call three
types of it (cinnamomum, cassia turiana, xylocassia) in the list of goods, subject to im-
position of customs duties. The Book of the Prefect — also three types, but the other ones
(70 &AnBvov, 1o Evlokivvduwvov, o tpuwiow) [31, XXXIX. 4. 16. 7; 33, p. 457; 53, S. 104;
30, c. 67; 47, p. 149]. In both cases, the prefix «vlo» pointed to the good in the wood,
timber or bark type. Already in times of ancient Rome cinnamon Cinnamomum zeylanicum
(verum) [79] and cassia Cinnamomum obtusifolium (aromaticum) [49, vol. 2, p. 73; 79] —
cinnamon of interior quality, were known as different species: cassia was more associated
with the region of Somalia, while cinnamon — with South Arabia [20, p. 199-200]. Cin-
namomum verum has delicately fragrant aroma and warm, sweet flavor and Cinnamomum
cassia is more strong and acrid spicery with pungent, less delicate flavour (it is thicker
than cinnamon verum bark). May be it had been meant by Philostorgius (V century), he
called such sort of the spicery as kadooouov [56, col. 488 B]. Also well-known «Indian leaf»
(70 pvALov Tvdov, o piidov Tvdukév ), mentioned by Theophylactus Simocatta and Theopha-
nes the Confessor [28, p. 294; 29, c. 196 (VII. 13. 6); 57, p. 429. 10], added a bright cin-
namon flavour to the Roman dishes. Modern name — tejpatta (tejpatta or malabathrum,
Malabar leaf) means the leaves of the plant Cinnamomum tamala [49, vol. 2. p. 73],
growing in India. But a bark of the tree on its aromatic properties yield greatly to the
classic cinnamon Cinnamomum verum, and evidently for this reason it was not used in Byz-
antine cookery, at least we do not find mention of it in the sources.

India also supplied kostos (6 kéotog, T Kéatov ) [28, p. 294; 29, p. 196 (VII. 13. 6)], known
at the time of antiquity. Its modern name is costus or saussurea — plant of Saussurea
genus [49, vol. 10, p. 1102] — Asian spice with a heat. This is a root of the tall herbaceous
plant Saussurea Lappa, growing in the Kashmir Mountains at present and is called putchuk
in the local language. Theophylactus Simocatta says that during military confrontation
of Avar and Romans in 6 century at Tomis city khagan asked Indian spices from Byzantium
instead of the food offered. Strategos met a request of ferocious barbarian. The list
of the shipped gifts included: pepper, Indian leaf, cassia and the very kostus. According
to the source khagan was so satisfied with the spicery that he decided not to conduct
military operations until the end of the Resurrection of Christ [29, 196 (VIIL. 13. 5-7)],
the most important holiday for the Romans.

Along with the spicery sufficiently used for Byzantium, such as the cloves w0 kapvd-
pvAlov, 10 kapvobvilov (Eugenia caryophyllata or Syzygium avomaticum) [58, XI, 15. Col.
445 D; 80, c. 82-83] — dried flower bud of the clove-tree, coriander o xoliavopov, 1o
Kopiavdpov, 10 kdpiov [59, col. 312 D; 42, XI1. 1] and caraway (Carum carvi) 4 [42, IX. 28],
the assortment of condiments included rather exotic. For example, 70 dpyéAdiov was prob-
ably coconut, which was quite popular in the Byzantine at the time of Cosmas Indicopleus-
tes (6 century) [58, XI, 11. Col. 444 D, 445 A]. Furthermore, the «Christian topography»
written by this medieval traveler contains the reference to sandalwood (10 cévdoiov,
70 oavtaiov, i tlavodva. ) [44, p. 978, 1080] — the tree of Santalum sort [49, vol. 10, p. 1030],
which oil and wood were used in medicine and perfumery [58, col. 445 D (X1, 15.); 60, p. 56].
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A. Dalby assumes that Red Sanders or Red Sandalwood — so called redwood of Pterocar-
pus santalinus sort (do not confuse with Santalum album) could be used as food grade dye
in cookery, in essence, not real sandalwood (white or black), but it had appeared in texts
under the name of usual gdvralov [60, p. 56]. Also probably not widely spread were sesa-
me seeds (Sesamum). They were added for making bread, some baked goods and were
reported by Ptochoprodromos [61, IV. 399-401; 51, p. 119].

Another uncommon condiment is noted in Chinese source of 9* century — “You-yang-
za-zu” — the work of Duan Chien-shi, a writer of the T’ang dynasty who provides valu-
able information about one more Roman spice [62, p. 258]. According to the treatment
of Chinese researcher Chen Zhiqiang this treatise tells about asafetida (Ferula assa-foeti-
da) [49, vol. 1, p. 644], alias «bad smell» (or «bad spirit») — fetid. Let us note some inac-
curacy: it is mentioned that «plant in height of 8—9 chang (21,6 m) with olive-yellow bark.
It sprouts a new leaves, which are like the ears of a mouse, in the third month of every
year, but without flowers and fruits» [62, p. 258]. The case is that chang (Zhang) is a tra-
ditional Chinese unit of length (1 chang = 100 cun is approximately 3 meters, because
it was different for different times of China history) gives us impassible height of 26,4 m,
even more than 21,6 m, declared in the text. Furthermore this description doesn’t fit to
asafetida at all, which is umbellifer perennial herbage plant in height of up to 1,5-2 m. If we
assume that Chen Zhigiang talked about medieval unit of measure chi (“Chinese foot”),
than 8-9 chi are actually stacked in approximately 2 m. Nevertheless, the main thing is that
asafetida could be well used by the Romans. Even nowadays from the milky sap of this
plant’s roots is received a spice, which heavy smell reminds a mix of garlic and onion. When
stalk is cut — the milky sap comes out and becomes brown by exposure to the air and
then struck motionless into latex. It is used in cookery in a dried form. This indirectly
confirms in the Duan Chen Shi’s description: “When its branches are cut, its sap oozes out
of the wound. The sap is like maltose, and it coagulates after a long time, and this is what
is called asafetida” [62, p. 258].

We should also mention the local Roman condiments. First of all chicory (Cichorium)
and odorous wild mint (Mentha arvensis) [41, c. 581]. The Byzantines had rarely used
Rosemary (Rosmarinus), in spite of popularity in the Mediterranean, in cookery; they
gave preference to it only while decorating the streets and premises for Imperial ceremo-
nies and processions [35, p. 39]. Finally green-stuff — the cabbage, lentils, chick-pea,
celery, cress, spinach, fruits — the apples, pomegranates, nuts, almonds may be served
as usual condiment [63, c. 132]. Geoponica indicate some types of the mushrooms (6 fwlijng,
d Pwlitng ), varieties of artichokes (1§ kivopa, 1 kavdokivapa ), of the same nature, which were
added, for example, to fish [42, XII. 39; XX. 31; 41, c. 581]. Revising the Ptochoprodromos’s
poem (12 century) one may conclude that the Romans successfully cooked different sorts
of the fish, including grey mullet, red snapper, striped bass and flatfish, seasoning it with
exotic spicery — clove, cinnamon, caraway and saffron [61, IV.172-88; 51, p. 119]. How-
ever, saffron (the stigmas of Crocus sativus flower) was not a spice of daily diet, probably
due to its marked tonic effect when using in quantity [55, p. 44]. On a par with other
spiceries — rue, parsley, aniseed and ginger — saffron was considered by Byzantines
as aphrodisiac [64, p. 78]. Ginger also has other useful qualities: it was recommended in
6th century to the King of Franks as a digestant by Byzantine physician Anthimos, while
according to an Arab tradition, the Byzantine emperor sent a jar of ginger as a gift
to the prophet Mohamed [64, p. 78]. Parsley was quite well known by Byzantines (mainly
under the name “kodimenton” but also as “makedonisi”) and its leaves and seeds were
used to prepare drinks. This name — makedonision or petroselinon makedonikon (Pet-
roselinum sativum, crispum, bortense berb) was given after the particular region of Mac-
edonia from what this plant was considered the best one since ancient times [65, p. 39].
Mustard — seeds of the plant Sinapis, was also the local product. Theophanes continuatus
marked that the Company (Dionysus assembly) of Michael III (842-867), blaspheming,
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filled the sacred golden vessels exactly with it and a pepper [66, col. 528; 33, p. 200. 15 sq.;
33, p. 243. 3 sq.; 34, c. 87 (IV. 38); 67, p. 66. 2 sq.]. German researcher Michael Griinbart
talking about the preservation of food by the Byzantines and using the retrospective
method, addresses to the later data of Agapij Landos (Cretan) — Athos monk, who had
mentioned in his work the storage way of sun dried grape together with mustard or in
salted water in pithoses [68, p. 40].

In addition, one more local spice — mastic (1 uaotiyn ) traditionally produced on Greek
island Chios [44, p. 735; 55, p. 44], was used in Byzantium for making bread, preparing
cakes and wine. This is a resin of Mastic tree Pistacia lentiscus that gives to a dish rather
bitter, a little pine or cedar tint, and its natural “resin” texture allows serving it as stabi-
lizer or basis for a form.

It should be mentioned that the spicery cost rather expensive. This was explained by its
own often high cost price, and also by duration and hazard of it transportation by the land
or sea. Very small amforas (“unguentaria”) presumably reflect high value of spices, medi-
cines, and perfumes, which were usually transported together [69, p. 97]. In the trade it was
used a different measure of weight depending on the value level of this or that spicery.
Thus, for example pepper was reckoned in pounds or sacks (presumably a multiple of pounds).
Cumin also was counted in pounds; cinnamon and costus were measured in ounces [69, p. 708].
In 312 cassia cost 500 denarii for pound, and there was an increase of its value year by year.
Black pepper at the same time cost three times more expensive. In 327 cassia already cost
6 talents for pound that was half of price of pepper in 329 [20, p. 199-200]. Often their price
was made equal to gold, silver and precious stones [55, p. 47]. Theophanes Confessor
(758-817) says that when the Byzantines occupied Dastagerd — the residence of Sasanian
Empire king, within the war with Persia in 628, the spicery — aloe, ginger and sugar had
the seat of honor among their trophies, brought from the Chosroes II Parviz Palace [71,
c. 278]. Byzantine writer and poet of 12 century Ioannes Tzetzes in his letter to Alexios
Pantechnes thanks him for gifts among which the spicery (dpdpota) is mentioned along
with alive partridges and some exotic birds that were also very expansive [72, Ep. 4. 20-22,
p. 7; 68, p. 46].

As for the further transportation spices to Europe it should be noted that as we have
seen in Rome, Venice, and Po valley, exotic spices and fragrances were available on the
Italian side of Alps. Notwithstanding occasional assertions to the contrary, these were very
high-value, low-volume goods certainly reached the north. But the additional transport
and the more dispersed geography of demand raised cost and diminished volume. Tell-
ingly, south of the Alps, the casual vocabulary of exotic substances tends to be richer and
more precise: one hears of serostyrax, cotzumber, and olibanus. North of the Alps, it is
often simply “spices” (pigmenta) or “incense” (incensum ), implying that the supply offered
less choice and variety [69, p. 708]. Indeed a lot of spices the Byzantines used would not
be used again in the West for a long time [70, p. 55].

It is important to note that under all innumerability of condiments types and the
spicery used by the Byzantines, they were not traded by some specialized tradesmen,
such as ¢ dpriparag or 6 dprouarirog, known by Egyptian papyruses of 3rd century [73, c. 127].
Obviously the spices were realized in Byzantine by the same professionals who sold in-
censes, dyes, medicines, that were of dpwporonparar (6 dpwudronaing) [74, col. 932 D]
and of uopewoi [35, X. 1], and in Early Byzantine — also ¢ uwpdmodng (oi pvpomolai),
traded predominantly imported goods in specialized perfumer’s shops ergasterions
(6 épyactijprov) called o uvpordriiov [75, p. 16 (No 1829-2063), No 2054. 4 (579); 76,
p- 125-129, 14-151; 77, c. 128—129]. Although, involvement of traders like salgamarius —
haberdashers/grocers [Cp. 35, X. 6; 35, XIII. 1] in this trade was entirely possible. Only
the producers of garums, marinades — of yapeyai (6 yapewag) [78, p. 251 (IV. 2. 22)], who,
generally, were the entrepreneur-producers and sellers at the same time were singled out
in particular specialty.
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Thus, a comprehensive analysis of materials gave the first opportunity to gather the ter-
minology of the main Roman spicery and condiments (w0 #érepi, #j kaoia, to Kivwiuwmuov,
d Kda70¢, T0 KapLéYVLALOV, TO KoAlavdpov, 1f kivapa and others) related to the articles of prime
necessity — food products and professional specialization related to it. At that, it was
established that the profession of the spicery seller was of exceptional commercial (trade)
nature. This circumstance explains the practical absence of specialization in this field.
Therefore in Byzantine the same professionals who sold incenses, dyes, medicines, that are
d dpwpoarorparog and o uipewds, and J uopémoing in the Early Byzantine Egypt, sold also the
spicery. Involvement of the salgamarius — grocer in this trade was not excluded. In par-
ticular specialty just producers of garums and marinades were singled out.

Regards the territorial area of this trade, it can be argued that Asia Minor, Syria and
Palestine were among the producers and suppliers of incenses, perfumery, medicines and
dyes in early Middle Ages. The absence of similar products in Italy had been compensated
by stable and broadest import of the appropriate ingredients of vegetable and animal ori-
gin from the East (Iran, Arabia, Central Asia, Tibet, China, India, Eastern Africa). How-
ever, since 7" century there was a general lack of spices and flavourings in Byzantine
countryside. It is also necessary to keep in mind some new gastronomic attitudes and
practices in Byzantium after 6" century due to the impact of climate cooling and invasions
of Persians, Avars and Slavs to the Greek East, and later — the loss of Egypt, Syria and
Palestine as a result of the Arab invasion. Byzantium no longer had direct access to the
Red Sea and the trade in spices, so essential to the elaborate Byzantine sauces and flavor-
ings for the cuisine of the rich, the nobles and the Byzantine court, though these precious
goods would continue to reach Trebizond via the Caucasus [70, p. 50]. All this again con-
firms high communication skills of the Romans on the establishment of intercontinental
contacts, in which the Great Silk Road was due in an important part during many centuries.

Summary

The article is devoted to the problem of ideological contradictions among Saxon
evangelical theologians in the age of Lutheran confessionalization. The preconditions of
ideological differences among the theologians, main points of discussions, methods of over-
coming these contradictions are considered. The main content of the Formula of Concord
in 1577 is characterized and its role in the creation of orthodoxy is defined. The conclusion
about the ideological confrontation among Gnesio-Lutherans and Philippists as a kind of
“crisis of growth” of Lutheranism is made. It is remarked that its overcoming created the
basis for the formation of Lutheran orthodoxy.

D. Grechko. About the Evolution of Horse Bridle in the South of East Europe in the VI c. BC.

In the article the details of horse bridle of the population of the South of East Europe
in the VI ¢. BC are under analysis. The desolation of the Northern Black Sea area in the
second-third quarters of the VI c. BC is not confirmed. The changing of types of bridle
was not fast. This happened during the half century — the transitional period of the second-
third quarters of the VI c. BC. There are different complexes of the horse bridle of Early-
Scythian (three-hole and three-loop cheek-pieces) and new type (two-hole and two-loop
cheek-pieces) coexisted. This process we can bounder with the appearance of new groups
of nomadic tribes (admittedly from the Northern Caucasus) which had get this impulse
from the territory of the Central Asia.

Summary

O. Romashko. Metal Boilers are One of the Chrono-indicators of the Monuments of
the Scythian Culture

Metal caldrons had founded in the monuments of the Black Sea Region during a long
period: since the final bronze age — to late middle age. Researchers associated it with the
different groups of nomadic population. In this article we try to use metal caldrons as
determinant of the “wide” frames of monuments. So, the caldrons of type A/II/a get dis-
tribution in V — first fourth of IV BC; type of A/II/b — VII—V BC. The most ancient
caldrons of group B founded in the Celermess barrows (VII—VI BC), but they become the
most popular in IV—III BC. Coldrons of type C presented by two parts: with a round
corps in a plan (the type C/I1/a and C/1I/b used since VII to III BC) and with a ellipse
corps in a plan (type C/I/b — started to use in V BC and type C/1/a — IV—III BC).

Horse remains from Belozerka Culture monuments
of South Moldova

Introduction

espite of a limited number of publications dedicated to horses from Late
Bronze and Early Iron Age of Southeast Europe, this group of horses is
still better studied than horses from other cultures of the region. The first
important research on horse remains from the tumulus burials of Tiraspol
District belongs to Brauner [1]. Brauner proposed a new methodological
approach in horse craniometry and a classification of domestic horse types
based on metapodial robustness. Much later, Zalkin [2] carried out a bio-
metric study and statistic analysis of a rich archaeozoological material
of horse remains from North Pontic area and arrived to the conclusion that the Early Iron Age
horses were comparatively robust with low (128—136 c¢m) and average (136—144 cm) height in
withers, but still larger if compared to the horses from Early Iron Age of North Europe. Ac-
cording to Zalkin [3, 4], there are no statistically reliable differences between horses from Late
Bronze Age, Early Iron Age, and horse remains of Czernyakhov Culture of Roman Age from
Eastern Europe. The studies of Zalkin [2, 3, 4] were focused mostly upon long limb bones and
first phalanxes. Nonetheless, the detailed morphology of dental remains of ancient horses from
Southeast Europe remained unstudied. Quite limited in number horse bone remains from
the Early Iron Age of Uch-Bash (Crimea, Ukraine) was described in my recent publication [5].
The Crimean horse was characterized by a variable relative length of protocone of upper molars
with a small notch on its lingual side and relatively long second phalanxes. Nonetheless, our
knowledge on ancient domestic horses from Eastern Europe still remains incomplete and new
data are needed to improve our understanding of horse breeding in the past.

The article presents a description of horse remains from two Belozerka Culture sites
from South Moldova excavated by S. Agulnikov and S. Popovici from Novosiolovca-1
(= Novoselovka) in 2013 (Taraclia District) and from Olanesti in 2014 (Stefan Voda District)
(fig. 1). Both archaeozoological complexes represent remains of sacrificed domestic animals
(Agulnikov, personal communication, [6]). The horse remains from Novosiolovca-1 (143 bone
fragments that belong to 5 individuals) were found in association with four poorly preserved
bones of hind limb (fragment of metatarsus, second phalanx, and two small tarsal bones)
of cattle (Bos taurus) bones and three isolated teeth (M?, M?, M,) of small cattle (Ovis or
Capra). The archaeozoological material from Olanesti is represented by heavily frag-
mented bone remains of three horse individuals, therefore only isolated teeth and pha-
lanxes were suitable for morphological study.

Some comments on nomenclatural problems of domestic and Eurasian wild horses are
necessary in order to clarify the taxonomy of equid species and forms involved in the pres-
ent study. Linnaeus (1766) based his original description of Equus caballus on the referen-
ces to publications of Gesner (1551), Aldrovandi (1621), Jonston (1652), and Ray (1693).

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Therefore, the descriptions and figures published by the above mentioned pre-Linnaean
authors create an integral part of the species description according to the Article 72.4.1
of the International Code of Zoological Nomenclature (ICZN). It is important to keep
in mind that all pre-Linnaean descriptions of Equus caballus are based on domestic breeds
of horses (Gesner, 1551; Aldrovandi, 1621; Jonston, 1652; Ray, 1693). According to the Opin-
ion 2027 of the International Commission of Zoological Nomenclature [7], the species name
based on a wild ancestral form has priority over the species name based on a domestic
form, even if a domestic form was described and published simultaneously or earlier.
Therefore, Equus ferus Boddaert 1785 has priority over Equus caballus Linnaeus 1758.
Groves [8] considers that the species name Equus gmelini Antonius 1912 broadly used
in Russian literature for wild tarpan from Eastern Europe is a junior synonym of Equus
ferus Boddaert 1785, which is also based on Gmelin’s (Gmelin, 1774) original description.
I accept the viewpoint of Groves [8]. The trinomen Equus ferus caballus Linnaeus 1758
for domestic horse is frequently used in modern scientific literature (see, for instance, [9]).

Material and Methods

The skeletal horse remains from Novosiolovca-1 is represented by cranial fragments,
isolated teeth, complete well preserved metatarsus, metacarpus, talus, posterior first pha-
lanx, anterior and posterior second phalanxes, fragments of humerus, radius, ulna, femur,
tibia, fragments of ribs, atlas, epistropheus, as well as a fragment of metapodium of a ju-
venile individual. The various degree of tooth wear permitted to separate the cheek teeth
of different individuals found in the archaeozoological complex.

The archaeozoological complex from Olanesti consists of heavily damaged and poorly
preserved skeletal remains that belong to three horse individuals (the number of individu-
als is deduced from the better preserved tali). One of individuals is juvenile with deciduous
teeth. Another senile individual is represented by deeply worn isolated cheek teeth. The
third individual is represented by isolated molars on the earlier stage of tooth wear (teeth
are worn approximately at 1/3 of tooth crown height). The available for morphological
study material included the better preserved four M?, one M?, one posterior first phalanx,
three anterior second phalanxes, and one posterior second phalanx.

The state of preservation of the osteological material restricted the choice of meth-
odological approach. The description of horse remains includes morphology of cheek teeth,
as well as proportions of metapodials and phalanxes. A special attention is focused upon
the morphological variation of teeth that allowed to estimate the character of individual
variation, but also permitted to reassemble the isolated cheek teeth in tooth rows in cases
when the individuals under study show a similar degree of dental wear.

The estimation of the height in the withers based on long bone lengths proposed by Vitt
[10] is an important parameter for horseback riding and therefore it is applied in the present
study. The classification of metapodial robustness in horses proposed by Brauner [1] is also
taken in consideration. The measurements are taken according to Gromova [11] and Kuzmina
[12]. The medial length of phalanxes is used in the present study. The anterior and posterior
phalanxes are distinguished according to criteria published by Kuzmina [12]. The relative length
of protocone is calculated as: L tooth crown / L protocone 100. The abbreviations used in the
text and tables: P, premolar; M, molar; L, length; D, breadth; ant., anterior; post., posterior;
prox., proximal; dist., distal; diaph., diaphysis; Lpr, length of protocone; %pr, relative length
of protocone; DLM, latero-medial measurement; DAP, antero-posterior measurement.

Description

Dental remains from Novosiolovka-1. The juvenile individual (individual 1) is charac-
terized by presence of functional molars at the initial stage of wearing and the deeply worn
deciduous teeth, which soon should be changed with permanent premolars. The individual
age at the moment of burial was around 3 years.
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Individual 2. This is a senile individual characterized by an advanced stage of tooth
wear. Premolars are characterized by relatively short protocone with a small notch on the
lingual side. The protocone is relatively long, especially in M! and M? (the highest value
of protocone length index among the compared specimens and samples), but possibly, the
extremely long protocones in molars resulted from the advances degree of dental wear
(fig. 2). The anterior edge of P? is sharp and does not show a characteristic damage caused
by bit (possibly, because of its senile age). The measurements of assembled tooth rows are
shown in the table 1.

Individual 3. This is a mature individual characterized by medium degree of tooth wear.
The lingual notch in protocone of upper molars and premolars is not clearly expressed. The lin-
gual wall of protocone is straight in right M!, with small notch in right P*, and is undulated
in the rest cheek teeth. The some-what swollen basal parts of P3 and P* crowns represent
a peculiar characteristic of this individual. The protocone is comparatively long, especially
in premolars (tab. 2). The grinding surface of P? is sloped toward the anterior, its anterior edge
is rounded as it was shown by Bendrey [13] for domestic horses that wear a snaffle with bit.

Individual 4. The degree of dental wear is the same as in the previous individual. Teeth
are characterized by similarly swollen basal parts of their crowns. The lingual notch of pro-
tocone is clearly expressed in molars. This notch is less sharp in premolars and in some
cases the lingual wall of protocone is rather concave than notched. The protocone is rela-
tively long (especially in M?), as in the presumed domestic horse from the Eneolithic site
of Botai and in wild extinct Equus ferus uralensis Kuzmina 1975 (Late Pleistocene of Southern
Ural Area) (tab. 3, fig. 2).

Individual 5. The cheek teeth are on the medium stage of tooth wear. As in two previous
individuals, the basal parts of crowns of M* and P* are some-what swollen. The lingual wall
of protocone of P* is rather undulated (with a broad shallow notch). It is slightly undulated
and concave in M? and bears a sharp notch in M®. This individual is also characterized by
relatively long protocone, especially in M? (tab. 4), which approaches the length of protocone
in the individual 2 with deeply worn teeth. Therefore, one can draw a conclusion that the par-
ticularly long protocone in some individuals of the sample from Novosiolovca-1 represents
a specific morphological peculiarity, but not just a consequence of advanced dental wear.

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Dental remains from Olanesti. The isolated upper cheek teeth are poorly preserved,
therefore, the detailed morphology and individual morphological variation could not be re-
corded. The measurements are presented in the table 5. The differences in measurements
of upper molars are caused by the different stage of tooth wear: smaller teeth are more
deeply worn. Nonetheless, it seems that the degree of tooth wear did not affect the relative
length of protocone. The relative length of protocone, with exception in one left M?, ex-
ceeds 50 % of the tooth crown length.

All horse individuals from Novosiolovca-1 and Olanesti are distinguished from wild
tarpan Equus ferus ferus Boddaert 1785 by relatively long protocone.

Metapodials from Novosiolovca-1. The height in the withers based on the metacar-
pal and metatarsal bones attained, if one apply Vitt’s [10] methodology, to 144-136 cm
that corresponds to the “average height” in withers. This is one of the most frequent
categories (42.9 % of the total number of identified individuals: Zalkin [3]) of Iron Age
horses from steppe zone of Eastern Europe that is just insignificantly lower in number
than the group of “stunted” horses (47.3 %) with height in withers varying between 136
and 128 cm [3].

According to the relative robustness of diaphysis (15.0 %), the metacarpal bone from
Novosiolovca-1 falls within Brauner’s [1] “semi-thin legged” group of domestic horses that
represents the most frequent type of horses from Early Iron Age (50 % of the total number
of metacarpals) studied by Zalkin [2]. The metacarpal bone under study falls within the varia-
tion range of the presumed earliest domestic horse from Botai (Kazakhstan) and is rela-
tively longer than metacarpals of Equus ferus uralensis (fig. 3). The diaphysis robustness

of metatarsal bone from Novosiolovca-1 (11.8 %) also falls within the most frequent variation
type and is close to the mean value (11.95 %) of the sample studied by Zalkin [2].
Phalanxes. The first phalanxes under study where defined as posterior due to their
relatively thin diaphyses (see the morphological criteria in Kuzmina [12]). The posterior
first phalanxes are significantly larger than in the only known complete Shatilov’s tarpan
Equus ferus ferus and the series of sub-fossil remains of tarpan described by Kuzmina
[12]. The main measurements of posterior first phalanxes from Novosiolovca-1 and Olan-
esti approach them to the single known phalanx from Uch-Bash (Crimea, Ukraine) and
to the mean values of the sample from Botai (fig. 4, A). The specimens from Novosi-
olovca-1, Olanesti, and Uch-Bash, as well as the phalanxes from Botai are relatively
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some-what longer that the posterior first phalanxes of Equus ferus uralensis, although
the data are overlapping. One can notice also quite thin diaphyses of the specimens from
Moldova (fig. 4, B).

The anterior second phalanxes from Olanesti are significantly larger than those of wild
tarpan Equus ferus ferus and falls within the range of variation of Equus ferus uralensis
and the horse from Botai. The anterior second phalanx from Novosiolovca-1 is peculiar.
It is relatively longer and slender due to the narrower proximal epiphysis, but still falls

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within the variation range of the sample from Botai (fig. 5, A). The specimen from Novo-
siolovca-1 and the anterior second phalanxes from Uch-Bash are also characterized
by relatively narrower diaphysis (fig. 5, B). Therefore, the slender proportions of the sec-
ond phalanx from Novosiolovca-1 approach it to the sample from Early Iron Age of Uch-
Bash and distinguish this group of specimens from the rest of material involved in the study.

Discussion and conclusions

The horses from Novosiolovca-1 and Olanesti generally are characterized by relatively
long protocone table 6: the index of protoconal length is higher than 40 % in P3, higher
than 45 % in P4 and, with few exceptions, higher than 50 % in upper molars. Some teeth
from Novosiolovca-1 are characterized by the longest protocone among the specimens and
samples involved in the comparison. The length of protocone approach the studied ancient
domestic horses from Moldova to the group of horses with long protocone (domestic horse
from Botay, Equus ferus uralensis, Equus przewalskii) and distinguish them from the wild
European tarpan Equus ferus ferus. The shape of protocone is a variable character
in he ancient horses from Moldova: the studied material contains cheek teeth with undu-
lated, concave, or notched lingual wall of protocone. The shape of protocone may be
variable in different teeth of the same individual. Among the observed individual variation
of tooth morphology should be mentioned also the swollen basal parts of cheek tooth
crowns found in some of individuals from Novosiolovca-1.

The metapodials are poorly represented in the studied material, however, they bring
an important information on “typical” physical parameters of the Belozerka horses from
Moldova or, al list, one of the buried individuals from Novosiolovca-1, which is charac-
terized by the average height in withers (144-136 cm according to the classification
of Vitt [10]) and semi-thin metacarpal bones (according to the classification of Brauner
[1]). Ancient Belozerka domestic horses are characterized by relatively longer phalanxes.
Probably, this is a characteristic trait of all ancient domestic horses from Eastern Europe
and Northern Kazakhstan. It is necessary to mention here the particularly slender and
elongated second anterior phalanxes from Novosiolovca-1 and Uch-Bash. At list, one
of the sacrificed animals from Novosiolovca-1 (the individual 3) was a saddle horse; this
conclusion is based on the characteristic wearing of the second upper premolar caused
by a snaffle bit.

Summary

R. Croitor. Horse Remains from Belozerka Culture Monuments of South Moldova

The article describes dental and postcranial remains of ancient domestic horses of var-
ious individual age from the archaeological monuments of Belozerla Culture Novosiolovca-1
and Olanesti (Southern Moldova). Upper cheek teeth of the horses under study are char-
acterized by relatively long and variable in shape protocone. Single preserved metacarpal
and metatarsal bones from Novosiolovca-1 are quite elongated and slender, showing a close
resemblance to the mean measurement values of horse remains from Late Bronze age and
Early Iron Age from Southeast Europe. Phalanxes of the ancient horses from Novosio-
lovca-1 and Olanesti are slender and elongated too, especially the second anterior pha-
lanxes from Novosiolovca. Generally, the postcranial measurements of the horses under
study correspond to the semi-thin legged type with “average height” in withers (144-136 cm).
One of horse individuals from Novosiolovca-1 shows a specific wear of second upper mo-
lar caused by a snaffle bit.

Summary

V. Aksyonov. Reconstruction of Dress of the Alanian Women in Accordance with the Ar-
cheological Materials of the Early Middle-ages Catacombal Cemetery
in Verkbnii Saltov Village

This paper proposes reconstruction of dress of women, who lived in the territory

of forest-steppe version of the Saltovo-Mayaki culture and belonged to the Alanian ethnos.
For the purposes of reconstruction, there were involved materials of four the most repre-
sentational among the findings and in a good state of preservation burial complexes
of the IVth catacombal cemetery in Verkhnii Saltov Village (catacombs number 30, 52, 111,
119). To make the results of the reconstruction of dress of women from Vekhnii Saltov more
authentic, the materials regarding the cloths and headdresses were engaged, obtained from
the cemetery of the VIII—XI centuries from the Northern Caucasia, where pieces of cloth-
ing because of the natural environment withstood the ravages of time (Moshchevayay Balka,
Nizhnii Arkhyz). There is a great number of personal accessories in the decoration of the
dress for women of the childbearing age from the catacombs VSM-IV. Some of the acces-
sories were designed to protect the owner against the influence of malign/ supernatural
forces. The others, being symbols of positive force, associated with the idea of fertility,
welfare, and richness, were focused on the preservation and augmentation of reproductive
performance of young women. The decoration of the dress, being reconstructed, of every
woman from the catacombs VSM-IV, along with similarity, has individual peculiarities, that
is, belike, due to different age, social and material position, parental status.

Trebuchets of the Genoese Fortress
of Cembalo (XIV—XV centuries)

n XIV—XYV centuries, the Cembalo colony was an important link
of the transcontinental trade way the activity of which in Pontic Area
was controlled by the Genoese Naval Republic. The Cembalo fortress
provided the protection of Genoese interests in the North-West Crimea
(fig. 1).

In 20052011 the joint expedition of Kharkov National University
and National Park “the Chersonesos Tauride” conducted the excava-
tions of defensive co nstructions of Consul’s Castle of Cembalo Geno-
ese fortress in Balaklava (Sevastopol) [1; 2, c¢. 153-154]. The expedition studied the
archaeological beddings of internal space of tower No. 8 located on the steep Northern
slope of Kastron mountain (height — 57 m above the sea level) (fig. 2), and A, B, B sites
neighboring to the tower.

The results of excavations showed that in XIV—XV c. the tower was part of the complex
of “the Consul’s Castle” fortifications. After the seizure of Cembalo by Ottoman Turks in 1475,
tower No. 8 and the territory neighboring to it (A, b, B sites) underwent reconstruction and

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were used for household needs. Thus, in the construction history of this fortress area two main
construction periods are distinguished: “Genoese” (XIV—XV) and “Ottoman” (XV—XVII).

Curtain wall No. 6 is on sites b and B that connected the towers closing the way
to the castle from the North. On site b the remains of walls No. 7, 8 and 9 were discovered;
they formed room No. 3 (about 25 m?). This room was constructed in “Ottoman” period
in Cembalo history (end of XV—XVI). Here, traces of wooden supporting constructions
were found, they indicate that this room was covered with a light shelter. The Turkish
traveler of XVII c., Evlia Cheleby, mentioned, that small military settlements and other
constructions [3, c. 70-73] were squeezed on the Northern slope of Kastron mountain.
The main peculiarity of walls No. 7, 8 and 9 of room No. 3 was that they were laid
mainly from stone balls (fig. 3). Behind the wall of room No. 3 a chaotic pile of stone balls
(36 shots) was discovered, probably, they were moved here during the construction of the
room No. 3 (fig. 4).

The area of room No. 3 was covered by a thick, well beaten floor of hardened clay.
Near wall No. 8, two meters from the Eastern corner of room No. 3, a fireplace was con-
structed. It was of a rounded form about one meter in diameter and was covered with
small and middle raw stone with the height up to 0.15 m above the floor level. The inter-
nal volume of the fireplace was filled with dense laid fragments of cast-iron cannon balls.
The fragments of the balls were covered with the layer (2-3 cm thickness) of dense clay.
This construction of the fireplace, perhaps, provided high heat emission. There are no doubts
that room No. 3 was used for household needs in “Ottoman times”. It is also obvious, that
room No. 3 was located on the site constructed near tower No. 8 as far back as in Genoese
times (fig. 5).

208 stone shots (table 1) were discovered near tower No. 8 as a result of demounting
of walls No. 7, 8 and 9 and excavations on sites b and B. This impressive “armoury” was
intended to be used in case of attack and siege of Cembalo fortress.

Stone balls for torsion-machines are rather often met [4, c. 341-358; 5, c. 157] on the ter-
ritory of medieval relics. However, shots for powerful throwing machines of trebuchet type
have been discovered for the first time in such quantity.

The majority of shots had spherical form that was perfect for trebuchet shot on lofted
trajectory. The very shots for throwing machines were used in medieval armies from France
to China. The famous Chinese commander and officer of XI—XII ¢., Chan Guy, said in this
connection “If shots have equal weight, then their blows on subjects will be accurate; if their
form is spherical, they will fly at a long distance” [6, c. 154].

Shots made of local stone were the most numerous — the stone was the marble-like
limestone of pink colour (Table 2). This incredibly solid stone takes processing rather badly.
Stonecutters worked up the stone with small careless spalls creating a rough and spherical
form (fig. 6, No. 38, 104, 199). Stone mining to made shots was, probably, done on-site. It is
assumed that a stone quarry was in the saddle between the two peaks of Kastron mountain.
The stone mined here was used for construction needs of the fortress [7, c. 37]. Some stones
were smoothed by the sea and, perhaps, were delivered from the seashore.

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“Marine stone”, diorite, was also used as a throwing bullet because it was perfectly
smoothed and polished by the sea (Tables 1, 2). The majority of stone-bullets from diorite
is ellipse-like or spherical and was not additionally processed (fig. 6, No. 69, 78). Marine
stones as bullets were widely used in throwing artillery. For example, marine stones from
Sicily were used by Normans during their attack on Alexandria in 1174 and the king of
England, Richard Lion-Hearted, during the siege of Acre in 1191 [8, pp. 93, 97]. Appar-
ently, stone transportation at such big distances proved its value. The diorite stones that
were discovered in Cembalo are well known by stone beaches of Eastern Crimea (site of
Soldayya and Kafa). However, possibly these stones were used by Genoese navigators as
a ballast. After the complete shipment in Cembalo, the ballast stone was left in the port
and a new application was found for it.

The balls made of white limestone (table 1) have a regular spherical shape. This stone
is sometimes called “Inkerman” (fig. 6, No. 67). Generally, deposits of silt limestone
on Heraclian peninsula have been well known since ancient times. This stone was used
everywhere in the construction of ancient and medieval cities and settlements. Limestone
balls are well processed, the surface of the stone was smoothed, and many shots still have
tracks of boaster.

Bullets cut out of marble column drums are of peculiar interest. Dressing of the column
drum was done from flat sides, thus, the polished rings of columns have remained untouched
by a stonecutter that allowed to determine rather accurately their diameter (table 1).
Seven bullets are cut out of columns made of coarse gray marble (No. 88, 92, 97, 100, 163,
176, 205). Ball No. 88 was made of segment of marble column of yellowish shade and dif-
fers visibly from the other marble balls for the stone structure. It can’t be excepted that
Genoese people used ruins of ancient or early Byzantine period big construction that was
not far away (probably, instead of modern Balaklava). Here they mined stones from
marble and limestone.

The total weight of charge bullets exceeded 7.7 tones. Bullets with the weight from
20 to 70 kg and mainly 0.25-0.40 m in diameter (table 2) prevail in terms of quantity. Ac-
cording to the studies in many countries, the balls of such dimensions were the most ef-
fective for trebuchet installed on defensive walls. The weight of such bullets allowed to harm
the enemy, but at the same time they could be lifted by one person [8, p. 94; 9, c. 76; 10,
c. 275; 11, p. 18-20]. A notable exception is ball No. 199 made of marble-like limestone
the weight of which was 104.7 kg. The bullets of such weight were usually used by heavy
trebuchets to destroy fortress walls [8, p. 84; 12, V1.1, c. 176]. However, while defending
Chernihiv from Batyj army, prince Mstyslav in 1239 used bullets that could have be lifted
by four strong men [13, c. 114].

The bullets, apparently, were moved many times. They have damages on their surface,
many spalls, and burning trails. More than 20 charge bullets remained in large fragments.
It must be emphasized that 65 % of the bullets had the form of truncated sphere or drum.
A stonecutter cut out one or two planes (fig. 6, No. 79, 126, 47). Probably, such “up-
grading” of the bullet was due to the ball location in a sling bag and movement towards
the directing chute of the throwing machine.

Burning traces at the bottom of the layer No. 4 are found everywhere on b site. The thick-
ness of the burning layer is 1.5-2.5 sm. Perhaps, Genoese people burnt the trebuchet abandon-
ing the fortress in 1475 so that this expensive machine would not get into the hands of enemies.

More than 40 big iron “construction” nails (0.07—0.14 m) were found on site b beside the
bullets. A big segment of wooden construction of the trebuchet was found at the bottom of
the curtain wall: a board (1.67 X 0.21 m) and a bar vertically fixed to it with a side of 0.15 m.
The segment of the construction did not burn because it was deepened into the ground (fig. 7).

Sizes of the site for installation of the stone-throwing machine made 5.65 X 5.05 m. The
site was constructed on a steep slope of the mountain from the internal side of the curtain
wall to the East from the tower No. 8 (fig. 8). A considerable part of the rock was removed

(cut out) to construct a horizontal surface of the site. Big raw stones (0.45 X 0.4 X 0.5;
0.25 X 0.4 X 0.55 m, and etc.), appeared as a result of rock split, were destroyed at the
base of the site, on the flank of the hill. Maximal thickness of the site base made 0,75 m.
Practically half of the site base was made from splitted rock. The rest part of the site base
along the flank of the hill was filled with raw stone and broken bricks. The whole site
surface was covered with the layer of green clay (0.05-0.08 m). The Genoese people used
local green clay in Cembalo as leveling, water proofing and jointing material. In Ottaman
period of Cembalo history the local inhabitants used this flat, regular shape site that re-
mained after the trebuchet burning to construct household rooms. Few crushed segments
of ceramics were found during excavations, mainly of XIV c.

In 2007—-2008 during the excavations there were discovered a well-equipped and painstak-
ingly built platform (larger than 25 m?) meant for installation of a powerful stone throwing
machine the remains of iron lamellar armour. The discovered plates of the armour and their
parts in their shape are most probably related to the same kind of defensive armour [14].

It should be emphasized that Genoese people did not construct the site for the
throwing machine against a defensive wall. The point is that at the moment of a “shot”
the trebuchet was shaken heavily. For example, a big trebuchet, that was used by Nor-
mans in 1185 during the attack of Thessalonica, they called “Daughter of earthquake” [8,
p. 94]. Therefore, trench channel was made between the base of the site of the trebuchet
and low rows of curtain wall laying, and it was filled with dry ground and small stones
(5.05 X 0.55 X 0.75 m). This trench channel served as an antivibration cushion (fig. 8).

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The results of excavations allow to assume that a counterbalanced trebuchet was in-
stalled near tower No. 8 of the defensive system of Cembalo Consul’s Castle. It is known
that as far as in XIV c. the Genoese people constructed big navi ships on a local shipyard
[15, c. 10, ASG AS 3021 DF 1, Ne 60/85]. Thus, the colony had necessary technical, raw
and human resources to make the trebuchet.

Tower Ne 6 is in the port area of the town. A huge cistern for keeping more than
550 m® of water was placed on the lower layer of the Tower. More 20 stone shots were
discovered into Tower No. 6. The upper layer was used as a battle ground (80 m?) for
setting missile machines (fig. 9) [2, c. 154-155].

The counterbalanced stone-throwing machines occupy special place in medieval
throwing artillery. Machines of this type were widely used in Europe and Asia until
the middle of XV c. For example, during the attack of Constantinople by Ottaman
people in 1453, the fighting parties used the trebuchets together with gunshot artillery
[16, c. 77, 88, 90]. There are evidences about the use of trebuchet in XVI and even
XVIII c. [17, p. 65].

According to the opinion of specialists, the advantages of the trebuchet were: high ac-
curacy and density in shooting with bullets of 20—90 kg weight. At the same time, the usu-
al distance of “shot” was about 130-200 m [8, p. 72; 9, c. 76; 10, c. 275]. The defenders
of medieval fortresses used throwing machines, first of all, to destroy the siege constructions
of the enemy. Modern reconstructions show that big trebuchets were capable to send bul-
lets rather accurately to the target with size of 5 X 5 m [18, p. 189-268]. The fortress
trebuchets were installed on special sites or on towers of fortress constructions [6, c. 243;
18, fig. 4; 19, c. 28; 20, p. 6]. For example, S. Ransymer testifies that it could have been
possible to shoot with heavy balls and throw stones from curtain walls and towers of the ex-
ternal wall of Constantinople [16, c. 88].

The trebuchet construction allowed to throw big raw stones, millstones, gravestones
and even animals. Throwing of heads of executed enemies was of great psychological effect.
In the Middle Ages this method was often used in Europe and Asia [6, c. 155; 8, p. 84;
11, p. 20]. In particular, during Cyprus regaining in X c., Byzantine strategist ordered to
fire at Arabic garrison of the city with cut-off heads of their tribesmen [21, 1.8, c. 12]. In
1346 when Kafa was under siege by troops of the Golden Horde of khan Janibeg, the
corpses of people who had died from plague were thrown to the city. The attempt of Genoese
people to escape brought “Black death” to Europe. In some countries plague reduced the
number of population to one third [22, c. 335; 23, p. 123].

The trebuchet installed on the Northern slope of the hill of the Consul’s Castle of Cem-
balo fortress was for the fight with enemy ships (fig. 10). The use of throwing machines
against ships and installation of trebuchet on ships is a well known fact in the history
of siege cause in the Middle Ages [8, p. 81]. Robert de Clary described in details the artil-
lery duel between the ships of crusaders and defenders of Constantinople in 1204. Both
sides used throwing machines of trebuchet type [24, c. 51-53].

The Cembalo trebuchet was capable to deliver stone balls of four calibers at distance
of 150—250 m covering, thereby, the narrow entrance to the bay. Here, ships had to slow
down (the speed) and to fulfill complicated maneuvers. The trebuchet was installed on
the height of 57 meters above the sea level. The height of the lofted trajectory of a 50-ki-
logramme shot was 60—80 m. Such a bullet had, certainly, and enormous destructive
force capable to destroy an enemy ship (fig. 10). Near the trebuchet, probably, a neces-
sary stock of throwing bullets was located. It should be mentioned that bullets of differ-
ent weight were in the armoury of trebuchet of Cembalo fortress. Perhaps, in some
cases, 2—3 bullets were put together into a sling bag of trebuchet. Thus, “volley” came
out and this increased the probability of direct hit into the target. The thorough study
of the bay base in this place allowed to discover only three shots. They have may ap-
peared here as a result of fire-fight.

As it is known, in 1433, due to the revolt of local inhabitants, Cembalo occurred

in the fortress was in hands of prince Theodoro [25, c. 156—158]. In 1434, the rapid attack
of warships allowed Genoese people to burst into the fortress and to restore their power
over Cembalo [26, c. 116—117]. Genoese people may have reinforced the fortress after these
dramatic events by installing here a throwing machine of trebuchet type. However, trebu-
chets and other means of defense could not hold the Turkish onslaught in 1475 when Ot-
toman occupied the Genoese property in the Crimea.

Summary

S. Dyachkov. Trebuchets of the Genoese Fortress of Cembalo (XIV—XV centuries)

In 2005-2011, a joint expedition of Kharkov National University named after V.N.Karazin
and National Park “the Chersonesos Tauride” conducted excavation of defensive constructions
of Cembalo Genoese fortress in Balaklava (the Crimea, Ukraine). As a result of excavation,
there were discovered 208 stone shots of spherical form which were intended for a powerful
throwing machine of trebuchet type. Shots were made of local marble-like limestone,
chalkstone, diorite (“marine stone”) and marble column drums, probably, of antique or
early Byzantine period. Bullets weighing from 20 to 70 kilograms prevailed. Total weight
of charge of the “armory” exceeded 7.7 tonnes.

The trebuchet was used to fight against enemy ships. The results of excavation indicate
that the upper storey of the Tower 6 (80 m?) was used as a battle ground for mounting
throwing machines, including trebuchets. The throwing machines were utilized to control
the inner water area of the bay. The fact that trebuchets were used for aggressive defense
proves the high fortification level of Cembalo.

Summary

D. Boteva. The Thracian Silver Greaves (?) and the Silver Vessel from Mastyugino —
Possibilities of an Alternative Interpretation

The human face, still visible on the fragmentary preserved silver vessel from Mastyugino
(Voronezh district, Russia), impresses with the gilt lines, which most probably indicate a tattoo.
They find a close parallel in the Thracian silver gilt greaves dated to the 4th century B. C.
The upper part of these four artifacts, all found in rich graves with tumuli, is shaped as a
human face predominantly interpreted as imaging the Great Mother Goddess. Despite the
obvious similarity between these four items, they form two distinctive subgroups: the human
faces on two of them are tattooed (the parallel with the Mastyugino vessel is self-imposing)
while the human faces on the other two are without a tattoo. Each subgroup shows a similar
or almost similar decoration of the lower part of the artifacts: beneath the human faces not
marked by gilt lines, i.e. by tattoos, different figural scenes are represented, while beneath
the tattooed faces such figural scenes are missing. A thorough analysis of these four items
puts forward the necessity of questioning the traditional opinion that they were produced
and thought about as greaves and of offering an alternative interpretation of the human faces.
Two possible reconstructions of the Mastyugino silver gilt vessel are offered as well.

Summary

P. Delev. Wars in the North, from Philip 11 to Lysimachus

The rather scanty ancient literary tradition on the interrelations between the Balkans
and the North Black Sea area contains many accounts of military campaigns and conflicts.
The present paper discusses several military expeditions, carried out over a comparatively
short period of time, between 339 and 291 B. C,, all in the same direction: from south to
north. The first of these was lead by Philip II against the Scythian king Atheas in 339 B. C,,
the second — by his son Alexander the Great against the Triballi in 335 B. C., the third
brought about, at an uncertain date between 332 and 325 B. C., the disaster of the Mace-
donian general Zopyrion somewhere in the North, and the remaining two were the wars
of Lysimachus against the Getic king Dromichaetes. Our information on all five conflicts
is very incomplete and many uncertainties surround their chronological, geographical and
factual aspects. Attention is drawn on the aims of these five campaigns, which are among
the problems most hotly discussed by modern historians. The author defends the opinion
that there was no systematic and coordinated Macedonian plan for expansion in the North;
the several military expeditions between 339 and 191 B. C. had each their particular objec-
tives, were aimed at different territories and do not seem to have been practically con-
nected in any feasible way.

Summary

I. Todorov. On the Origin of the Name «Philippoplisy — the Name of the Thracian
City Pulpudeva (Nowadays Plovdiv — Republic of Bulgaria)

The Thracian name of the modern Bulgarian city of Plovdiv is most often associated with
the name «Pulpudeva» — a city of the Thracians that has very long history of existence.
In the historical sources the name «Pulpudeva» as a Thracian settlement is attested by the late
Roman writer Jordan. In the works of the ancient writers of the Hellenistic and Roman eras,
however, the city is known as «Philippopolis». The foundation of the city is associated with
the campaign in Thrace of Philip IT of Macedon, that took place in 342/341 B. C. However,
there are certain statements in the historical sources that bind the name of the city with the
military expeditions of Philip V of Macedon. The latter took place in 183 and 181 B. C.
respectively. The city is also bound with the late restorative works related with the name of
the soldier emperor Philip the Arab. The relationship between the name of the city of
Philippopolis and the historical figures from the Hellenistic and the Roman eras could not be
called in question. The problem that is usually present to the discussion of who has given the
name of «Philippopolis» to the Thracian settlement, also known with the transcribed name
«Pulpudeva», has timelines. It stands in direct connection with the names of the Macedonian
kings and the Roman emperor that were mentioned above. The linguistic analysis of the names
«Philippopolis» and «Pulpudeva» is also present in the scientific literature. In the proposed
material apart from the exposure of the existing end-of-print theses and research, an attempt
for an etymological analysis of the name of the Thracian city of Philippopolis will be made.

des Kaisers Galerius bei Gamzigrad (Serbia).
Ein serbisch-deutsches Forschungsprojekt

as Dorf Gamzigrad liegt im Nordosten der Republik Serbien, an einem Zuflufs
zum Timok, einem in der Antike schiffbaren Nebenflufs der Donau. In spétro-
mischer Zeit gehorte der Platz zur Provinz Dacia Ripensis, die 283 n. Chr.
erstmals genannt wird, im Hinterland des Limes an der unteren Donau (Abb. 1).

Hier existiert ein auflerordentlich gut erhaltenes archédologisches Denkmal
aus spatromischer Zeit, das 2007 in die UNESCO-Welterbeliste aufgenommen
worden ist.

Es handelt sich um ein etwa 200 X 200 m grofles ummauertes Areal.

Die Umfassungsmauer ist stellenweise noch bis zu 15 m hoch erhalten, da dieser Platz seit dem
11. Jh. nicht mehr besiedelt ist.

Die Mauer wird durch 20 weit nach aufien vorspringende Tiirme mit polygonalem Grundrif
verstarkt und besitzt in der Mitte der Ost- und der Westseite je ein Tor.

Von den Innenbauten sind fast nur noch die Fundamente sowie einzelne Elemente der aufgehen-
den Architektur erhalten.

Seit 1953 fithren hier serbische Archdologen systematische Ausgrabungen durch. Freigelegt wur-
den bisher zwei Tempel, eine Thermenanlage, ein grofler Reprasentationsbau sowie weitere Gebaude.

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Zu einer spateren Uberbauung der Erstanlage gehdren mehrere christliche Kirchen sowie einige
Produktionsstatten zur Eisenherstellung und —verarbeitung.

Das Osttor bildete den Hauptzugang. Hatte der Besucher das Osttor durchschritten, erhob sich
links von ihm ein grofer Podiumtempel. Von diesem Tempel, der sich fast im geometrischen Mit-
telpunkt der ca. 4,5 ha grofien Anlage befindet, ist nur der massiven Sockel erhalten. Im Bauschutt
fanden sich Architekturelemente aus verschiedenfarbigem Naturstein — Sdulenschifte aus griin-
lichem Andesit, Gebalkteile aus rotlichem Sandstein sowie weifse Marmorteile und das opus mix-
tum des Podiums. AufSerdem wurden in der Néahe zwei sehr unterschiedliche Képfe gefunden: ein
iiberlebensgrofier Iupiterkopf und ein wesentlich kleinerer Herkuleskopf — den beiden Hauptgot-
tern der Tetrarchen.

An der Nordseite des Weges vom Osttor erhob sich eine Sdulenhalle, die die Richtung auf den
Palastzugang vorgab.

Im Bauschutt der Thermen in der Siidostecke des Palastgeldndes wurde u.a. ein iiberlebensgrofier
Portratkopf aus agyptischem rotem Porphyr geborgen, der den Kaiser Galerius (293-311 n. Chr.)
darstellt. Galerius war eines der vier Mitglieder der von Kaiser Diokletian (284-305) gegriindeten
Tetrarchie. Er war zustandig fiir den Grenzschutz an der mittleren und unteren Donau und die Ver-
waltung der Balkanprovinzen. Sein wichtigster Regierungspalast befand sich in Thessaloniki, der
Hauptstadt der Provinz Makedonien. In der Provinz Dacia ripensis soll er um 250 geboren worden
sein und hier einen Ort nach seiner Mutter Romula benannt haben. Dieser Name FELIX ROMULIA-
NA findet sich als Inschrift auf einem ehemals zum Osttor gehdrenden Architekturfragment. Mit
diesen beiden Funden lasst sich die Gesamtanlage als Palast dieses Kaisers identifizieren, und das
Zentralgebaude als den eigentlichen kaiserlichen Reprdsentationsbau.

Dieser Komplex bedeckt eine Flache von ca. 4000 m* und setzt sich zusammen aus mehreren
Korridoren (A, C, D), die iiber einen grofien Peristylhof (F) zu dem grofien Audienzsaal fiithren (G)
und durch einen weiteren Peristylhof (H) einem Anbau mit kleeblattférmig angeordneten Empfangs-
raumen (P). Die meisten Raume und Saulenumgénge waren mit FufSbodenmosaiken und farbigem
Wandschmuck ausgestattet, die Hofe selbst mit farbigen Marmorplatten ausgelegt.

Eine computergestiitzte
Aufmessung der vorhandenen
Baureste diente als Grundlage
fiir das hier gezeigte Rekonst-
ruktionsmodell des Palastes
(Abb. 2).

Da die Umgebung des
Palastes intensiv landwirt-
schaftlich genutzt wird, haben
sich auflerhalb der Ummaue-
rung oberirdisch keine Archi-
tekturreste erhalten.

Seit 2004 wird daher im
Rahmen einer deutsch-serbi-
schen Kooperation in der Um-
gebung des Palastes mit einem
Fluxgate-Gradiometer eine
grofiflichige geomagnetische
Prospektion durchgefiihrt. Der
geologische Untergrund be-
steht im Wesentlichen aus
vulkanischem Gestein, das

Insgesamt wurden bisher eine etwa 60 ha
groflen Flache geomagnetisch prospektiert und
dadurch mehr als 50 neue Objekte entdeckt, die
ganz neue Erkenntnisse tiber die Geschichte des
Kaiserpalastes selber und die Besiedlungsstruktu-
ren in seinem Umfeld liefern konnen.

Etwa 160 m westlich des Palastes waren bei
den fritheren Grabungen die Reste eines etwa
50 m langen und 18 m breiten, dreischiffigen
Speicherbaues (horreum) untersucht worden
(Abb. 3). Durch die geomagnetischen Messungen
konnte vor der stidlichen Langseite dieses Ge-
baudes eine Reihe von unterschiedlich grofien
Raumen entdeckt werden, die durch eine vorge-
lagerte Sdulenhalle mit dem Horreum verbunden
ist. Vor den anderen drei Seiten des Gebaudes
konnte ferner eine lineare Anomalie festgestellt
werden, die eine Schutzmauer fiir das Horreum
markiert. Dieser Gesamtbefund gestattet auch
ohne zusitzliche Ausgrabung interessante Ein-
blicke in die spatantike Wirtschaftsorganisation:
Der fiir die Versorgung der Palastbewohner mit
Lebensmitteln und sonstigen Gebrauchsgtitern
errichtete Vorratsbau lag aufierhalb der Schutz-

®paHkPypT-Ha-MaiiHe) mauern des Palastgeldndes und sollte daher
durch eine spezielle Einfriedung gegen Pliinderungen gesichert werden. In den Raumen an der
Stidseite des Horreums waren vermutlich Soldaten untergebracht, die die hier gelagerten Vorrate
verwalteten und sie gegebenenfalls verteidigen konnten.

Archéologisch noch nicht eingehend untersucht sind auch drei christliche Kirchen westlich der
ummauerten Anlage, von denen eine von einer rechteckigen Einfriedung umgeben ist. Auch wenn
sie wahrscheinlich nicht alle gleichzeitig errichtet worden sind, ist zumindest ihre nachpalastzeitliche
Entstehung als sicher anzunehmen.

Vor der Stidwestecke der Palastumfassung wurde allein durch die Geomagnetik ein Grab mit einer
gemauerten Grabeinfassung entdeckt (Abb. 4). Innerhalb dieser Einfassung fand sich eine Brandbestat-
tung mit reichen Beigaben: einer goldenen Zwiebelknopffibel, mehrere rituell unbrauchbar gemachte
Waffen. Die Fibel weist den hier Beigesetzten als hohen Offizier des romischen Militars aus, wiahrend
die beigefiigten Waffenteile vermuten lassen, daf} es sich um einen Germanen handelt. Durch ebenfalls
gefundene Miinzen ist dieses Grab mit einiger Wahrscheinlichkeit in das 3. Viertel des 3. Jh. zu datieren.

Nordlich des Kaiserpalastes Romuliana haben die geomagnetischen Prospektionsarbeiten eine etwa
250 X 300 m grofle, von einer Mauer umgebene Siedlungsflache sichtbar gemacht. Dabei kam auch eine
sehr ungewohnliche Baustruktur zutage.

Eine ringférmige Anordnung von 16 Einzelstrukturen, die eine runde Zentralstruktur umgaben.
Die archéologische Sondierung dieser Struktur bestatigte die geophysikalischen Befunde. Es handelt
sich um einen mit einem Ziegeldach versehenen Umgang von 35 m Durchmesser, in dessen Zentrum
sich ein gemauerter runder Sockel (Durchmesser 3 m) erhob, der wahrscheinlich ein Siegesdenkmal
oder eine Ehrenstatue trug. Uber den historischen Hintergrund fiir dieses Monument bei Romuliana
ist bisher noch nichts bekannt.

Nordostlich dieses Rundmonumentes wurde bei den geomagnetischen Messungen ein lang gest-
recktes dreischiffiges Gebaude entdeckt. Die Sondagegrabung ergab, dass es sich bei dem Grofibau wohl
nicht, wie anfangs vermutet worden war, um ein weiteres horreum gehandelt hat, sondern eher um eine
mit Mosaiken ausgestattete Basilica civilis, deren ungewohnliche Grofe-Lange ca. 106 m, Breite etwa
25m — auf eine umgebende stadtische Siedlung mit einer betrachtlichen Zahl von Bewohnern schliefen

lasst. Auffallend ist an dem freigelegten Mauerabschnitt dieses Gebaudes, dass dieser samt der da-
zugehorigen 1 m tiefen Fundamentierung aus Bruchsteinen in solider Mortelbindung nicht mehr
senkrecht stand, sondern um ungefahr 10° nach Osten abgekippt war, ohne dass der Mauerverband
selbst beschadigt ist. Sucht man nach einer Erklarung fiir dieses Phanomen, so bietet sich die Vermu-
tung an, dass die Basilica durch eine starke Bodenbewegung zugrundegegangen ist, deren Ursche
noch nicht bekannt ist.

Es ist sicher noch zu frith, um schliissige Antworten auf die durch die geophysikalische Pros-
pektion neu aufgeworfenen Fragen geben zu konnen, zumal weder die Auswertung der Grabungs-
befunde noch die Bearbeitung des gesamten Fundmaterials schon abgeschlossen sind und auch die
Analyse der Bodenproben noch aussteht. Aber alleine die Tatsache, dass durch die geomagnetischen
Feldmessungen mehr als 50 neue Siedlungsstrukturen im Umfeld von Romuliana entdeckt worden
sind, und zwar nicht allein aus der Palastzeit, sondern auch aus fritheren und spateren Siedlungs-
perioden, er6ffnet neue Moglichkeiten, diesen Herrschersitz des Galerius differenzierter zu erfassen
und ihn in einen rdumlich und zeitlich grofieren Zusammenhang einzuordnen. Dariiber hinaus
lassen sich daraus neue Erkenntnisse auch tiber die sozialen und wirtschaftlichen Funktionen und
Organisationsformen eines kaiserlichen Palastes am Beginn der Spétantike gewinnen.

The Roman fortified complex near Gamzigrad, Zaje¢ar District (North-East Serbia) can
be identified as the Palace Romuliana, built by the Emperor Galerius (293-311 AD). Since
2004, as a part of the German-Serbian cooperative project, geomagnetic surveys, archae-
ological and architectural investigations have been conducted in the surroundings of the pal-
ace. More than 30 objects were discovered and 15 of them could be partly excavated. There
are the grave of a Roman officer and an extensive basilica with remains of multi-coloured
mosaics among them. Preliminary results show that the settlement history of Romuliana
is more complex than was previously thought.

The article deals with the analysis of palaeobotanical materials from archaeological
excavations of 2012-2013 in Gornal hillfort (Kursk region, Russia). Palaecoethnobotanical
(remains of crops and weeds), and anthracological (charcoal) remains were examined.
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The main result of palaeoethnobotanical study is an evidence of the high level of
development of agriculture of the inhabitants of Gornal hillfort. According to the results
of cluster and comparative analyzes, a grain husbandry in Gornal was in general identical
to that from other Romny and Volyntsevo culture sites.

A study of charcoal from archaeological objects of Romny culture allowed to determine
a set of local work timber. Oak (Quercus sp.), maple (Acer sp.), ash (Fraxinus sp.), elms
(Ulmaceae), poplar/aspen (Populus sp.) were identified.

The present analysis of botanical residues from Gornal hillfort is an important compo-
nent for future comprehensive studies of bioeconomic activity of inhabitants of Psel river
watershed in Romny culture and Old Rus period.

V. Ivakin. Elements of Clothing of Old Rus Craftsman-potter (Based on Archaeological
Research Vishgorods Pottery Trading Quarter in 2013—-2015)

Archaeological research of the Old Rus Vyshgorod showed that at the end of IX — up
to the first quarter of the XII centuries in the city functioned outstanding potter’s center
of the Kyiv Rus state. Vyshgorod ceramic production was basically aimed at imports in
other settlements of the Kiev land, first of all, the capital — Kyiv. Transportation and
trading operations could engage by craftsmans. With the participation in trade and exchange
associated with numerous discoveries of import items at the territory of pottery trading
quarter. Due to the 2013-2015 excavations, list details the findings added to the belt sets
from Volga, Baltic and Balkan origin, as well as other items of clothing, which once again
confirms the high social status of Vyshgorod craftsmen-potters.

Summary
S. Liman. Medieval History in Creative Works of A. P. Roslavskiy-Petrovskiy (1816—
1872)

The article dwells on the study of particular problems of medieval history by A. P Ro-
slavskiy-Petrovskiy, Professor of Kharkov University. It is emphasized that in his works he
tried to personify history, distinguish the acts of particular great rulers. Such approach
was evident in his lecture course on Late Middle Ages history, in critical review of Louis
XI rule. A. P. Roslavskiy-Petrovskiy became the first in time scholar of Ukrainian lands of
Russian Empire who prepared a publication totally devoted to medieval history of England
(article “Several Words on Alfred the Great”). Synthetic historiosophic views and research
products of A. P. Roslavskiy-Petrovskiy in general met the level of Russian medievistics of
his time.
