The article examines both the definition of the concept and the
financial security system of business entities and the influence of state regulation on the processes of opposition
to the dissemination of the Pandemic COVID-19, overcoming the consequences and prevention of bankruptcy
and liquidation of business entities. For the period 2021-2024 The influence of the risks of the Pandemic of
COVID-19 on the financial security of the Ukrainian economy and business entities are rated. This may be the
main tool for ensuring financial security under the COVID-19 pandemic.
