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ARTAXIAS II AND THE MURDER OF THE ROMANS
IN GREATER ARMENIA!

In 30 BC, by the order of the king of Armenia Artaxias II, all Romans in the kingdom were
killed. However, this crime had virtually no effect on the reign of the new king of Armenia.
A significant Roman presence in Armenia during this period is confirmed neither
by material sources nor by numismatic evidence. More rational may be the hypothesis
about Roman merchants who fell victim to the Armenian sword, but their presence
in Greater Armenia is just an assumption. In our view, there were simply not enough
Roman citizens for a massacre in Armenia. Most likely, if there were victims (and this
cannot be denied, since it was Artaxias who seized his father's kingdom), then they were

Roman soldiers who might not have had time to leave the kingdom to help Antony. Given

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the means of communication available in this era, this would not be surprising.
But the king of Armenia simply did not have the opportunity to carry out a massacre
similar to that perpetrated by Mithridates in Asia. In our view, the story of a murder
of Roman citizens by the order of Artaxias II, which, for objective reasons, could
not have been a mass event, can be attributed to Roman propaganda, which was
preparing the ground for a possible forceful removal of the king of Armenia. However,
the refusal of Augustus to take active steps in the East in the 20s BC apparently
weakened the intensity of the spread of rumors about a massacre of Romans. The method
of overthrowing Artaxias II no longer required the popularization of stories about
the murder of Roman citizens, which probably did not go beyond Italy and found virtually
no reflection in the sources. At the same time, Augustus himself probably believed that
propaganda had formed such a negative image of Artaxias II in the Roman eyes that
the possibility of turning Greater Armenia into a Roman province could be openly

discussed.

The struggle between Mark Antony and Octavian led to notable upheavals
across both the Roman possessions in Asia and the allied states of the East.
One such event was the re-accession of Artaxias (Artaxes, Artashes) II
as king of Armenia in 30 BC and the expulsion of Artavasdes (king of Media
Atropatene and a Roman ally) from Greater Armenia. The legitimate son
of Artavasdes II, king of Armenia, Artaxias II tried to take the throne
of Greater Armenia in 34 BC, after Antony had captured his father and divided
thekingdom between the son of Cleopatra VIl and the king of Media Atropatene.
Artaxias II could not retain his dominion in confrontation with Atropatene
and the Roman legions for a long time, and was soon forced to flee to Parthia.
The situation changed radically in 31 BC, when Antony summoned all Roman
troops from Greater Armenia to fight Octavian?. In 30 BC Artaxias I1, probably
with the help of Parthia, regained his father's throne®. The re-accession
of the king of Armenia was accompanied by an unprecedented act the likes
of which Rome had not encountered in the East for many years. By order

Appevig Popaiovg drektover’. (I shall omit most of these cases and mention
only two. Of his own accord he restored lotape to the Median king, who
had found an asylum with him after his defeat; but he refused the request
of Artaxes that his brothers be sent to him, because this prince had put
to death the Romans left behind in Armenia®).

However, this crime had virtually no effect on the reign of the new
king of Armenia. The alleged murderer of Romans reigned for ten years
without any Roman interference, and even in his overthrow Rome took
only an indirect part. Augustus only refused to extradite the relatives
of Artaxias II, who had been removed from Armenia by Antony’.
But the Romans did not have to fulfill this demand in any case, since
the ruler of Greater Armenia was an open ally of Parthia. In fact, there was
no Roman reaction to the murder of Roman citizens.

Absolute, as faras we know, majority of modernresearchers unconditionally
accept the message of Cassius Dio (Baumgartner 1896, 1326; Asdourian 1911,
67; Debevoise 1938, 135; Grosso 1957, 242; Pani 1972, 10; Timpe 1975, 163;
Volkmann 1979, 617; Sullivan, 1990, 290; Chaumont 1992, 181; Garsoian

> The verb «amokteivm» can be translated both as «to kill» (it is this meaning that most
dictionary entries indicate in the first place) and «to execute». Cassius Dio himself
repeatedly used this verb (more than 300 times) both in the meaning of «to kill»
and «to execute». Modern translations offer «to kill» (German translations, French
translations and an Italian translation) or «to execute» (Russian translation), or «to put
to death» (English translation). However, in our case, the choice of the meaning of the key
verb is not so important.

33; Panov 2008, 11; Vardanyan
2018, 39; Luther 2018, 188.), without questioning the killing of Roman citizens,
which, according to Th. Mommsen, put the ruler of Greater Armenia on a par
with such an enemy of the Republic as Mithridates VI Eupator (Mommsen
1921, 369), king of Pontus. The inaction of the Romans in the 20s BC
is traditionally explained in literature by Augustus’s unwillingness to worsen
relations with Parthia (Mommsen 1921, 371; Asdourian 1911, 67, Chaumont
1979, 74; Scullard 2011, 209)%. However, the Romans did not in fact shy away
from direct intervention in Parthian affairs in the 20s BC (Debevoise 1938,
136-137). In our view, the lack of response to the murder of the Romans
in Greater Armenia had other reasons.

It should be noted that this event is mentioned only in the work of Cassius
Dio and once only, even though the sources repeatedly describe events
directly related to Artaxias II, namely, his overthrow and the accession
of Tigranes III in 20 BC. However, our sources offer no direct indication
of a connection between the change of power in Greater Armenia
and the killing of the Romans.

At the beginning of Augustus’s journey to the eastern possessions
of Rome in the late 20s BC, it became known that a conspiracy against
Artaxias II had arisen in Armenia, and the conspirators turned to the Romans
with a request to put on the throne of Armenia Tigranes III, who was held
in Rome as a hostage. Augustus summoned his stepson Tiberius from Italy
with troops and Tigranes, and sent them to Armenia. Even before the arrival
of the Roman troops, the conspirators killed Artaxias II and the accession
of Tigranes III was peaceful®’. Thus, in the overthrow of the Armenian
monarch, Rome was not the initiator. The Romans obviously had not
planned a coup, since Augustus did not bring with him either his protégé
or the necessary troops (Sherwin-White 1984, 323; Panov 2008, 116). It can
still be assumed that rumors about the planned trip of the princeps provoked
a conspiracy, but direct Roman participation in it seems unlikely. Under
these conditions, the actions of the Romans did not need to be justified,

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since they answered a request from the Armenians themselves, but the lack
of references to a retribution against Artaxias for the murder of Roman
citizens still looks strange, especially if we recall that the voluntary issuance
of Roman legion badges by the Parthians at the same time was presented
by Augustus as a brilliant victory and almost as a subjugation of Parthia.
However, there are no direct references to the massacre in question
in the Res Gestae Divi Augusti, the official propaganda account of the reign
of the Roman emperor. Augustus’s assertion that he could have made Greater

Armenia a province'

seems to have required some kind of argumentation,
and in this case bringing up the Roman massacre by Artaxias II
would be appropriate. But this event is absent from the text. Nothing is said
about the murder of the Romans and a retribution by Velleius Paterculus,
who twice mentions the Armenian mission of Tiberius'. There is no report
on the massacre in the Annals of Cornelius Tacitus, who at the same time
relates in detail the overthrow of Artaxias I1'?. Neither Flavius Josephus'® nor
Suetonius™, who repeatedly refer to the events in Armenia, know anything
about the murder of the Romans. There is no hint of the crime of Artaxias
in the writings of Strabo, who left a detailed description of the position
of Greater Armenia”® and knew about the mission of Tiberius!®. Roman poets
do not use the massacre story, including Horace, who mentions the events
in Armenia'. Cassius Dio, who tells about the accession of Tigranes III,
does not return to the crime of Artaxias'®.

But it is not only the silence of the sources that makes it possible
to doubt the reliability of the report on the massacre of Romans in Armenia.

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It is equally important to determine the real possibilities for committing such
a crime.

The source clearly states that the murder of the Romans took place after
the withdrawal of the Roman garrisons from Greater Armenia. Consequently,
it was mainly Roman citizens of peaceful professions that could have come
under attack. But how could they have ended up in the kingdom of Armenia?
The occupation of Armenia lasted only three years. During this period,
Roman merchants, tax-farmers, or artisans simply would not have had
time to settle in the region. Roman civil administrators could not have
been victims either, since formally Armenia did not become a Roman
province (Smykov 2018, 114), but was ruled by a king, the son of Anthony
and Cleopatra. The granting of Roman citizenship to local residents did not
have time to become a widespread phenomenon. A significant presence
of Romans in Armenia during this period is confirmed neither by material
sources nor by numismatic evidence. More rational may be the hypothesis
about Roman merchants who fell victim to the Armenian sword (Reinhold
1988, 82; Levick 1999, 13; Patterson 2015, 93), but their presence in Greater
Armenia is just an assumption. In our view, there were simply not enough
Roman citizens for a massacre in Armenia. Most likely, if there were victims
(and this cannot be denied, since it was Artaxias who captured his father's
kingdom), then they were Roman soldiers who might not have had time
to leave the kingdom to help Antony (Timpe 1975, 163). Given the means
of communication available in this era, this would not be surprising.
But the king of Armenia simply did not have the opportunity to carry out
a massacre similar to that by Mithridates in Asia.

How then can one explain the passage in Cassius Dio? Most likely,
we are dealing with preparatory work by Roman propaganda, which
did not prove useful and therefore did not pass on into later sources.
If we assume that the overthrow of Artaxias was on the agenda in the early
years of Octavian's reign, then strong reasons were needed to justify active
actions by the Romans. The same Roman propaganda presented Artaxias
as a victim of Anthony's policy, as shown by Tacitus”®. The overthrow

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of a murderer of Romans, a «new Mithridates», would have been quite
justifiable. Within the framework of this hypothesis, it is possible to consider
the transfer of control over Lesser Armenia to Artavasdes of Media Atropatene,
the exiled king of Greater Armenia®, as a constant tangible threat to the new
king of Armenia (Syme 1939, 301; Magie 1950, 443; Timpe 1975, 168,
n. 59; Sherwin-White 1984, 325; Gruen 2005, 159). However, the overthrow
of Artaxias II did not take place, and the story of the murder of the Romans
remained unused. In the end, the method of accession of Tigranes III
did not require justification for the Roman actions.

However, in our view, an echo of the story of the «massacre in Armeniay
is nevertheless, albeit indirectly, reflected in the Res Gestae, where much
of Chapter 27*' is devoted to Greater Armenia. The most interesting to us
is the beginning of paragraph two: «Armeniam maiorem interfecto rege
eius Artaxe, c[ulm possem facere prouinciam malui maiorum nostrorum
exemplo regn[u]m id Tigrani, régis Artauasdis filio, nepoti autem Tigranis
regis, per T[i(berium) NeJronem trade[r]e, qui tum mihi priv[ig]nus erat».
((2) Greater Armenia I might have made a province after its king, Artaxes
had been killed, but I preferred, following the model set by our ancestors,
to hand over that kingdom to Tigranes, son of King Artavasdes and grandson
of King Tigranes; Tiberius Nero, who was then my stepson, carried this out?).

It seems to us that the key point in this passage is the bringing up
of apossibility of creating a Roman province (c[u]m possem facere prouinciam)
in place of the kingdom of Greater Armenia. It is obvious that this passage
about a province that did not happen carries some weight, because the Res
Gestae does not always mention even the actual creation of a new Roman
province (Makhlayuk 2019, 660), and the transformation of the Ptolemaic

kingdom into a Roman province takes up one line of text?.

# Probably, in the case of Egypt, Augustus deliberately refrained from a detailed
description, as he tried to avoid mentioning his enemy in the civil war (see Makhlayuk
2017, 179), and no less so the last queen of the Ptolemaic dynasty.
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In modern studies, the argumentation known to us that is put forward
to explain the phrase about the possibility of creating a province is connected
exclusively with the explanation of Augustus’s refusal to annex Armenia*
or with peculiarities in the use of terminology (Richardson 2008, 142).
However, as far as we know, no one has tried to explain the key message
of the phrase, that it was after the death of Artaxias II that Augustus could
make Armenia a province?. The reference to the assassination of the ruler
of Greater Armenia clearly indicates that this possibility is directly related
to the figure of the king of Armenia, and not to the kingdom as a whole.

However, directly linking the death of Artaxias with the possible
provincial future of Greater Armenia is not consistent with the known
circumstances of the crisis in the kingdom in 20 BC. The Roman troops,
as already mentioned, did not overthrow or kill the king of Armenia; they
only supported the request of the Armenian nobility to pass the Armenian
throne to the Roman hostage Tigranes I1I. Artaxias was deposed and killed
by his own relatives. Even if the actions of the Armenian opposition were
agreed with the Romans or their allies, such as Archelaus (Pani 1972, 20-
22), the king of Cappadocia, the Romans obviously had not planned the coup
itself and, most likely, had not expected it, since Augustus arrived in the East
without sufficient troops and without Tigranes III, who had to be sent to Rome
for (Sherwin-White 1984, 323; Levick 1999, 13.). As a result, Tiberius with
the legions came to Greater Armenia not to seize the kingdom, but to crown
Tigranes 111, the legitimate claimant to the throne of Artaxias. The actions
of Tiberius could not have been anything but a show of strength and support

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to the Roman protégé (Levick 1999, 14; Ridley 2003, 206). Under these
circumstances, when a pretender to the throne of Armenia, specially brought
from Rome, was in tow, the liquidation of Greater Armenia would hardly
have been logical. In other words, the circumstances of the overthrow
and death of Artaxias II gave Rome no reason to turn the kingdom into
a province?.

It can be presumed that, since the time of Pompey's Syrian venture,
the transformation of a kingdom into a province did not require detailed
argumentation, and Augustus, following the already noted pattern
in the Res Gestae in talking about provinces, did not have to mention at all
the reasons for the possibility of creating a Roman possession in place
of Greater Armenia. However, on the one hand, the Armenian question
was not as unambiguous as the Egyptian one, which really did not need
any explanation, and on the other hand, Greater Armenia had been too
much of a headache for Rome for decades (Rich 2009, 158), as confirmed
by the detailed description of the Armenian affairs in the Res Gestae,
to not mention the reasons for a possible creation of a province in these lands
if Augustus himself brought up such a scenario.

In our view, the expression «...after its king, Artaxes had been
killed» should be taken not as an indication of the time of the event,
but as a justification for the possibility of turning the kingdom into a province.
Consequently, it was the figure of the king of Armenia? that could be
the basis for the creation of a province. In other words, some criminal actions
of this particular ruler of Greater Armenia must have made it possible
to absorb it into the Roman state. Artaxias II was indeed seen in Rome
as a protégé of the Parthians, but for Asian kingdoms balancing between
the two powers was not uncommon, without becoming the reason for a loss
of statehood. In addition, Artaxias did not demonstrate his pro-Parthian
orientation in any way, and his accession could have aroused sympathy

in Rome, since his father was presented as a victim of Antony's adventurous

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policy condemned by Augustus?®. And Augustus himself, who maintained
contacts with Artavasdes 11%, did not accuse Artaxias of using Parthian aid
in his accession and did not deny his right to the throne. Obviously, the crime
of the king of Greater Armenia known to the Roman reader lay not only
in his «pro-Parthiany position. In our sources, one can find only one direct
explanation for the negative image of Artaxias II in the Roman eyes —
the killing of Romans attributed to him. By referring specifically to Artaxias,
Augustus showed that a king on whose orders Roman citizens were killed
could be enough of a reason for turning a kingdom into a Roman province.

There is no doubt about the compositional unity of the first two
paragraphs of Chapter 27. The first paragraph talks about the creation
of the province of Egypt, the second — about the possibility of creating
a province in Greater Armenia. In the first case, the reader of the Res
Gestae did not need an explanation, since the abolition of the kingdom
of Cleopatra was a direct consequence of the confrontation between
Octavian and Anthony. However, in the second case, it was necessary
not only to explain the refusal to create a province in Armenia, which
Augustus did referring to tradition, but also to site the facts that would
explain the possibility of annexation. Otherwise, undesirable associations
with Anthony could arise, who, if one were to accept Octavian's propaganda,
virtually abolished the kingdom of Armenia based on personal rather than
state interests. Simply stating the death of a local monarch was obviously
not enough, since there was (or could be) no will to pass the kingdom
to Rome; so, a different explanation was required. Such an explanation
was the bringing up of King Artaxias, whose image, as already mentioned,
was supposed to elicit a negative reaction from Romans.

If our assumption is correct, then what prevented Augustus from directly
stating the reason for the negative attitude towards Artaxias II — that is,
publicly calling the king a murderer of Romans? Most likely, the answer
lies in the circumstances of the death of Artaxias, who died not at the hands
of the Romans, but as a result of a domestic conspiracy. The king in fact

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escaped Roman retribution; hence, mentioning the death of Romans whose
killer was not punished would have obviously reduced the propaganda effect
of this chapter of the Res Gestae.

Certainly, we do not know how justified were Augustus’s expectations
for the existence of a negative attitude towards the king of Armenia in Rome.
They most likely were not so, given the silence of the vast majority of our
sources. However, this should not surprise us — very often propagandists
end up seeing less the real state of affairs than the ideal model they have build
through their own propaganda.

The peculiarities of the Greek translation of the Res Gestae, at first
glance, create an opportunity for even more radical conclusions, but it should
be admitted that the specifics of the document allow only for cautious
assumptions to be made. This is due to the fact that we cannot say with
certainty that all the differences between the Latin and Greek texts
can be explained solely by the original intent of the translator, rather than
by the technical circumstances of the inscription’s creation®.

The Greek version offers an almost accurate translation of paragraph
27.2, but does not mention the name of Artaxias. Despite the poor state
of preservation of this part of the Greek version of the Res Gestae, it is obvious
that the name of the king of Armenia cannot be fit in the lacunae (Botteri
2018, 56.). This was already recognized by Th. Mommsen, who noted in his
edition that the name of the king is absent in the Greek version®. If we are
not dealing with the inattention of the carver or the technical details of how
the inscription was made, then the disappearance of the name of the king

3 n studies devoted to the Greek translation of the Res Gestae, almost no attention has been
paid to the absence of the name of the king of Armenia. While Th. Mommsen pointed
out the absence of the name in the analysis of the Greek text but did not note this fact
in the enumeration of the differences between the Latin and Greek versions (Mommsen
1883, 109), in the recent edition of the Res Gestae by J. Scheid the absence of the name
of Artaxias does not come up at all (Scheid 2007, xxxii). In the latest translation from Greek
into Dutch, the name of the king of Armenia appears in the text without any explanation
(Hunink 2019, 258), although in the commentary the translator states the wish to show
the differences between the Greek and Latin versions (Hunink 2019, 261.
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from the text for the Hellenized population may indicate that mentioning him
seemed unnecessary?. Consequently, for a resident of Asia Minor, the name
of the Armenian ruler was not supposed to be associated with crimes that
would have given grounds for the transformation of an independent kingdom
into a Roman province. This suggests that the story of the massacre
of the Romans did not spread in the East and remained exclusively a feature
of Roman propaganda in Italy.

It is important to note that the disappearance of the name of Artaxias led
to a change in the meaning of this section of the Res Gestae, to the effect that
the kingdom could be turned into a province not because of any anti-Roman
actions of Artaxias II, but simply because of the king’s death. Obviously,
the text thus became more confusing, but this did not stop the translator.
In addition, this, oddly enough, corresponded with the peculiarities
of the Greek translation, which presented the power of Augustus as virtually
monarchical (Vanotti 1975, 324; Wigtil 1982, 636; Rochette 1997, 12-14;
Makhlayuk 2019, 658), in contrast to the Latin original. The Greeks probably
expected explanations for foreign policy actions of the Roman princeps even
less than did the Romans™®.

Thus, the story of the murder of Romans by the order of Artaxias I1, which,
for objective reasons, could not have been large-scale, can be attributed
to Roman propaganda, which was preparing the ground for a possible
forceful removal of the king of Armenia. However, the refusal of Augustus
to take active steps in the East in the 20s BC apparently weakened
the intensity of the spread of rumors about the alleged crime. The method
of overthrowing Artaxias II no longer required the popularization of stories
about the murder of Roman citizens, which probably did not go beyond Italy
and found virtually no reflection in the sources. At the same time, Augustus

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himself probably believed that propaganda had formed such a negative
image of Artaxias II in the Roman eyes that the possibility of turning
Greater Armenia into a Roman province could be openly discussed.

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30 gold nomismata, a notary would need to draft at least 60 written acts with a minimum
fee of 12 keratia per act or around 10—15 documents with fees of 2—3 nomismata each.
The intensity of notarial work appears consistent with the level of economic activity
in early medieval Byzantium and its economy. On average, during the 20 working days
per month (excluding Sundays and holidays), a single notarial office handled no more
than two to three agreements or contracts daily. Even in populous Constantinople
by the late 9th century, 24 notarial offices sufficed to meet demand, collectively serving
50-70 significant clients daily during workdays. Most Byzantines engaged with notarial
services relatively infrequently, primarily for transactions exceeding the value of one litra
of gold. Nevertheless, the annual total amounts to an impressive figure: approximately
15,000-20,000 notarized documents produced by Constantinopolitan offices alone,

excluding provincial notarial activity.

The level of commercial and business activity in the Byzantine
Empire would have been utterly inconceivable without the notarial system
and the professional class that served the needs of the Byzantine economy.

Meanwhile, apart from the undeservedly overlooked work of
N. Ljapidevsky, for a long time the principal study on the early Byzantine
notariat and its structure remained Franz Dolger’s essay «The Medieval
Private Legal Act». (Ljapidevskij 1875; Dolger 1956, 338-345). Only three
decades later did significant contributions in this area emerge, notably
through the foundational research of I. P. Medvedev and the Canadian
Byzantinist H. Saradi-Mendelovici, who defended a dissertation
on the subject in 1985 (Medvedev 1979, 124-147; Medvedev 1988, 100-
129; Saradi-Mendelovici 1988, 167-180; Saradi-Mendelovici 1989, 117-
130; Saradi-Mendelovici 1991). Even after these advancements, the issue
of differentiation and specialization within this sector of the services market
remains somewhat unclear. Moreover, the task of identifying the professional
composition of the Byzantine notariat and tracing its evolution during
the early Middle Ages has so far been addressed only tangentially. It has

typically been examined indirectly through assessments of documentary
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material and is often tied to the analysis of procedural aspects. This approach
has lacked the necessary depth and clarity and, most importantly, has
overlooked notaries as key participants in the tertiary services market.

One of the most common functions of notaries was the registration
of purchase and sale transactions. The most widespread category of private
legal acts was the bill of sale, referred to as praterion engraphon («written
deed of salew) or simply praseis, diapraseis. Occasionally, it was specified
as prasis katharaone («pure sale»), meaning a straightforward, unencumbered
sale. (Medvedev 1988, 48). However, judging by the 897 bills of sale from
the archive of the Great Lavra on Mount Athos, other, less common terms
could also be used, such as libellos tes apotages or ekchoresis kai diaprasis,
with the specification engraphos asphaleia (Actes 1970, 89-91, No. 1).
At the same time, it is important not to overlook other types of contracts
(symbibaseis) and acts (symbole, graphe symbolaion), which had their own
rules for legally competent documentation.

In the 6th century, such private acts were subject to insinuatio, that is,
registration in municipal registers (Saradi-Mendelovici 1989, 117-130).
For example, documents from the Exarchate of Ravenna and the Pentapolis
show that, until the early 7th century, individuals would notarize sales and lease
agreements with municipal councils — the curiae of Byzantine provincial
cities — while the curia itself evolved into a kind of bureaucratic corporation
(Tjader 1955, Ne 29-42, 45, 46). The Church also played an increasingly
important role in the registration of legal acts, alongside the civil authorities
(Franzius 1967, 197; Saradi-Mendelovici 1988, 167-180; Borodin 1991, 96-97;
Medvedev 1988, 138-139).

The location where the professional recording of a legal act took place
was determined by the interested parties, who would invite the notary.
However, it seems that this location had to be within a specific territory
(Medvedev 1988, 136-137). In the 6th century, a favored location for notaries
in Constantinople was the embolai of the Great Imperial Palace, with their
booksellers’ shops (politirion), near which «...rhetors, reporters, and all
others who handle such matters» conducted their legal business. (Procopii
1964, 1. 11. 12, p. 207). Justinian's law clearly indicates that tabelliones
worked in their offices (stationes, stationos), located in public spaces
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(Corpus 1908, XLII.4.7.13; XLVIIL.10.15.7; Corpus 1895, VIIL.11.12 [an. 440];
Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, cap. 1-2). It was not necessarily the case that they
were the owners of these stationes (stationes dominus, o tou stationos
kyrios); as seen in the famous novella from August 537 AD, the «master
of the station» could be any outside person (Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, cap. 1
[2]), even someone not working there but still receiving income from it.
What mattered most was that the authorized notary possessed the right
granted by the state (auctoritas, authentia) to engage in notarial work
as a free profession (Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, cap. 1 [1]).

The same term was used to denote a notarial office of the tabularius —
tapovAra’plog (tes taboularikes stationos), although in the Book
of the Eparch the word «kathedra» (ka0edpa — literally «seat») appeared
alongside the word «station» and even more frequently (Vizantijskaja
1962, 1, 3, 9, 23, 25). A. Stockle and M. Y. Syzyumov, who adopted his
viewpoint, believed that the term kathedra referred to an urban notarial
district or quarter under a notary’s jurisdiction (Vizantijskaja 1962, 115,
1.3; Stockle 1911, 57). However, the context of one paragraph, discussing
a formal procession to a kathedra and the inauguration of a newly appointed
tabularius sitting upon it, suggests that this term refers to the notarial
office itself, that is, a specific place of work or premises. Similarly,
another directive, which mentions a tabularius who should respectfully
meet another tabularius coming to the kathedra, indicates that it refers
to an office or place of business (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1.9).

Immersion in the terminology of Byzantine notariat uncovers even
greater diversity, and thus instability, in the titles for the profession
responsible for drafting contracts of sale, marriage agreements, deeds
of gift, wills, and various other legal documents. In the 7th century, John
Moschus suggested equivalence between a notarios (notary) and a «sign
writer», or semeiographos, when he recounted that children whose parents
aspired for them to become nomikos (legal experts) were educated under
the guidance of a semeiographos and a grammatikos (scribe or teacher)
(Beati Ioannis 1976, 3085A). Another contemporary of Moschus,
Anastasius of Sinai, mentioned semeiographoi and their private offices,
called semeiographeia, observing that their work closely resembled that
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of a rapid writer or stenographer — ypographeus or tachygraphos (Anastasii
1860, 85A, 188D). Working alongside them were professional notaries,
whose status was likely most aligned with that of bureaucratic officials. This
certainly applies to «imperial notaries» (basilikos notarios), as evidenced
by legal and sigillographic sources (Corpus 1895, XII. 49. 2-4; Panchenko
1904, 356, 371, 394). The seal always served as a symbol of official authority
in the Empire, making such finds particularly significant, even in remote
provincial towns. For example, from Cherson in Taurica comes a lead seal
(molyvdoulon) bearing a three-line inscription: ...Theodoro notario («...
To Theodore, the notary»), which was tentatively dated to the 7th century
by I. V. Sokolova, who published it (Sokolova 1991, 213, no. 56). A lead
seal (molyvdoulon) of notary Dimitrios, dating from the late 8th to early
9th centuries and likely used to authenticate an official document, was
found near Cherson on the southern coast of Crimea, in the large settlement
(polisma) at Laspi, which contains the remains of several large multi-
chambered buildings constructed in the opus mixtum technique, with marble
decorations. These buildings were likely the residence of the local prostates
(Alekseenko 2015, 19).

Indeed, many notaries served in various governmental departments
and held corresponding positions in the state hierarchy. In the Taktikon
of Uspensky, compiled around 842—843 AD, they are listed among the lower
ranks of the fourth class, including the notary of the eidikon (17th position),
the notary of the sakella (25th position), and the notary of the vestiarion
(26th position out of 69) (Uspenskij 1898, 127).

In the Taktikon of Philotheos, written about half a century later, notaries
are found in the rank of spatharioi among the third class. They are listed
as imperial notaries of the sakella, imperial notaries of vestiarion, imperial
notaries of the eidikon, and notaries ton arklon tou genikou (positions 30-33
out of 45), signifying their exclusive service in the administrative-financial
apparatus. Meanwhile, in the lower ranks, there are chartoularioi and notaries
ton (lechthenton) sekreton kata tous bathmous ton eauton ophphikion
(2nd position), and notaries ton asekreteion apratoi (14th position out of 33)
(Uspenskij 1898, 125-126, 128).

Another closely related, if not identical, category of notarial professionals
was the symbolographos. Information about it is found in the Novels
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of Justinian. These sources indicate that the capital's symbolographoi
belonged to a special guild and were under the control of the praefectus
praetorio (Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, prooem, cap. 4). They had assistants,
presumably copyists or scribes, referred to as ypourgounton (Corpus 1904,
Nov. 73, cap. 7 (1)), but they were required to draft documents personally
(Corpus 1904, Nov. 73, cap. 7 (1)). Moreover, they were personally liable
and, in the case of handling an illegal transaction, faced permanent exile
as punishment (Corpus 1904, Nov. 7, prooem.).

According to the constitution of Anastasius I and the aforementioned
Justinianic novella from August 537 AD, the responsibility for ensuring
the correctness of the conclusion and formalization of private transactions
was also assigned to tabelliones (tou tabellionos), who were essentially,
it seems, indistinguishable from symbolographoi — the two terms were
even used interchangeably in the text of the same law (Corpus 1895,
VIII. 53 (54). 32; Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, cap. 2). However, according
to Justinian's constitution of June 1, 528 AD, in the case of a purchase
and sale transaction, the drafting and writing of the relevant document
could be done not only by the tabellion, but also by the parties involved
in the transaction themselves, who were required to confirm it with their
signatures (subscriptionibusque partium confirmata) (Corpus 1895, I'V. 21.
17; Brunner 1880, 58-59; Dolger 1956, 349, Anm. 1). The procedure in this
case might have looked as follows: first, the tabellion (or symbolographos)
would draft a document of the transaction — called a sheda — at the oral
request of the contracting parties. Then, after both sides approved the
draft, a scribe — known as a graphontos, or ipourgus — would write out
the final version of the purchase and sale document, known as a mundum
(Ljapidevskij 1875, 42). However, another approach, which became
increasingly preferred over time, can also be suggested. For instance,
the Isagoge and Procheiron pointed out the necessity for both the seller
and the fabellion to participate in the creation of the transaction document,
while the other party (the counterparty) had no role in its drafting, which
of course simplified the procedure (Epanagoge 1892, XXIII. 2; Imperatorum
1837, XIV. 1).

Tabellion was originally proposed as a synonym for the term
taboullarios (Corpus 1895, 1V. 21.17; VI1.23.29.7; Corpus 1904, Nov. 44,
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cap. 1; Basilicorum 1840, XXII.1.76). The laws of Justinian, the Ecloga,
the Basilika, and the Procheiron consistently show that taboullarioi, like
scribes (grammateis), provided notarial services not only in the capital
and provincial cities, but also in villages (Corpus 1895, VI. 23.31; X. 71.3;
Ecloga 1983, V. 8; Basilicorum 1843, XXXV. 2.19; Imperatorum 1837,
XXL15).

Taboullarioi could, at the same time, serve as scribes and copyists,
although writing a document concerning a transaction and creating this
document (completio, telesma) were interpreted ambiguously in legal
terms and were functionally differentiated (Corpus 1895, IV. 21. 17;
Basilicorum 1840, XXII. 1. 76). An indefinite, hard-to-grasp distinction
can still be observed between them and symbolographoi. From the novella
of 537 at least, it can be inferred that the symbolographos drew up
the document, while the taboullarios certified the signatures (felesthen
de ypo symbolographou kai para te taboullariou ten ypographen echon)
(Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, cap. 2, p. 273). By the 9th century, and perhaps
even earlier, this distinction disappeared, as evidenced by Novel 115
of Leo VI, «De tabulariis», which, according to the convincing conclusion
of A. Schminck, was not an independent novella but rather stemmed from
a well-known section «Peri taboullaron», which was later incorporated
into the final edition of the Book of the Eparch. (Les Novelles 1944,
Nov. 115, p. 376-377; Schmink 1990, 195-209). In it, the terms taboullarios
and symbolographos turn out to be entirely identical in meaning, although
the latter was used much less frequently — in three paragraphs compared
to 19 (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 1, 3-9, 11-14, 17-20, 22, 24, 26 — taboullarios;
I. 10, 15, 23 — symbolographos). What is particularly noteworthy is that
in one instance, both terms were used together (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 25).
Neither is any distinction in functions revealed by another document, almost
contemporaneous with this novella of Leo VI — a deed of sale from 897 AD
for a suburban plot of land granted to Euphemius, the abbot of the Monastery
of St. Andrew, which was written and certified by the «cleric, libellios,
and symbolographos of our God-protected city (Thessalonica) Nicholas»
(Actes 1970, Nel, p. 90, 1. 29-30).

The capital’s notaries (taboullarioi, symbolographoi) and the scribes
and copyists they hired were united into a professional sistima (cvotnua)
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under the authority of the eparch, who approved the election of the head
of the corporation — primikerios / mpyunplog (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 22-
24; Vogt 1908, 148-149). Only those taboullarioi and symbolographoi who
were included in this urban association (syllogo) were allowed to record
any transactions or agreements (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 15). The exclusive
right to this work could only be shared with them by a notary who served
the needs of a governing institution, monastery, or charitable establishment
(eite oiko euagei e archontiko eite monasterio e gerokomeio) but was not
a member of the sistima (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 20). These notaries worked
in the so-called «archontic houses», which in this case served as official
institutions rather than private estates of dignitaries. These were the houses
of archons (Gpyovtec) — officials of state departments, the Patriarch,
and the imperial court. In this case, an archon was understood to be a person
responsible for public property, who, by virtue of his office, prevented
the execution of illegal transactions (Corpus 1904, Nov. — Ed. Just. XII
(an. 569); Les Novelles 1944, Nov. 105; Epanagogel892, VI. 5; Bratianu 1936,
43 sq.; Beck 1965, 18; Kurbatov 1971, 204).

The age requirements for those offering their services as taboullarioi
were not clearly defined, except for the vague phrase about a «sufficient
age» (echein ton chronon plerestaton). This term most likely referred
to an appropriate level of physical and, particularly, intellectual maturity
necessary to master this complex profession (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1.2).
From the Novels of Leo VI, it can be inferred that their position (nome)
as notarioi, like that of their primicerioi, was held for life. However,
the head of the primicerius / mpyuiknplog received a state pension when,
due to the inability to perform his duties, he relinquished his title to another
and ceased to work (Les Novelles 1944, Nov. 41-44, 115). Notaries
did not receive a pension.

By the 10th century, the law required two main qualifications
for taboullarios—symbolographos: each of them «... must know by heart
forty titles of legal guidance (egcheridion nomou) and sixty books
of the Basilika», and, moreover, be able to «... personally (cheiros graphe)
draw up a document, written in a fluent style and accurately expressing

the intended meaning» (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1.1, 2). The guidance consisting
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of 40 titles (chapters) most likely referred to the Procheiron, literally
«Manualy, a legal guide compiled at the very beginning of the 10th century,
in 907, under Emperor Leo VI the Wise (886-912) (and not between 870
and 879, as previously believed). Thus, the Procheiron was the latest reference
book by the time the Book of the Eparch was edited. Even mastering just
this text by heart would have been a challenging task, let alone the very
long ta basilica nomima — the Basilika in sixty books. In light of these
highly complex professional requirements, the other necessary qualities
for a notary — a good reputation, moral integrity, and loyalty to the doctrines
of Orthodoxy — appeared as far simpler and more achievable (Vizantijskaja
1962, 1. 1).

The property requirements for taboullarioi were also not established.
However, it is clear that the entrance fee for joining their assembly could
only be afforded by a relatively wealthy person (22 nomismata paid
to the «commony» Constantinopolitan taboullarioi, three to the primicerius
of the «corporation, and six for the table, totaling 31 gold coins) (Vizantijskaja
1962, 1. 14). This amount was nearly equal to the future monthly income
of someone joining the sistima and was almost three times higher than
the average income. Moreover, taboullarioi could be of a higher or lower
rank, which was reflected in the payment for their services (Vizantijskaja
1962, 1. 8). Clearly, the system of seniority was strictly observed, as even
at the table during a taboullarioi meeting they sat «by rank» (kata bathmon)
(Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 9). Despite all this, their treatment was no different
from that of those engaged in «low crafts» (banausos techne). For offenses,
taboullarioi were punished not only with fines but also physically — they
could be whipped and their heads could be shaved, which, all the «ranks»
notwithstanding, indicates their low social status (Vizantijskaja 1962, I. 5,
6,9, 12, 25).

Were any of them unfree and therefore legally inferior? At first
glance, it seems unbelievable. A slave's dependence on his master
made it impossible for him to carry out notarial functions related
to the execution of transactions and other agreements, which could be used
for selfish purposes by the slave's owner. This is why a law of Arcadius
and Honorius from 401 AD, as recapitulated in the Code of Justinian,
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made it impossible for a slave to hold a position previously open to him
in the Roman Empire (Theodosiani 1905. VIII. 2. 5; Corpus 1895, X. 69.
3). However, later in the 9th century, the requirements for taboullarioi
in Novel 115 of Leo VI and in the Book of the Eparch make no mention
of the necessity for these duties to be performed only by a free person. When
joining the notarial corporation, as previously noted, the criteria included
knowledge, professional competence, age, and even moral character,
but not legal freedom (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 1-3). The silence of the law,
as is well known, is already a form of permission. Slaves were indeed
not among the taboullarioi that were heads of notarial offices (stationes).
However, they could occupy other notarial positions. Each district station
(in Constantinople during the time of Leo VI, their number did not exceed
24) consisted of a regular taboullarios and a scribe or copyist (oi grapheis,
oi graphontes) — most likely it was the same person (echeto de graphea
ena) (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 23, 24). Such assistants, aside from slaves, were
primarily drawn from among literate clergy and monks, and were hired just
like any other misthioi (proslambaneto graphea). They were not required
to do anything other than follow the orders of their employers (masters, ton
kyrion), and if they attempted to go against the employer’s will they faced
dismissal (Vizantijskaja 1962, I. 17-19, 24). Thus, slave status did not prevent
individuals from being accepted as servants or oi graphontes (scribes)
to notaries. The Code of Justinian and subsequent legislation demonstrate
that literate slaves, familiar with the intricacies of the notarial profession,
continued to exist; moreover, they were valued highly when sold — up
to 50 nomismata, nearly three times the amount usually paid for a simple,
untrained slave (Corpus 1895, VI. 43. 3; Basilicorum 1846, XLVIII. 14. 4;
Imperatorum 1837, XXXIV. 10-11; Peira 1856, CXXXIV. 28. 21).
Previously, the law allowed metropolitan tabellions to have one deputy
with the rights of a tabellion, officially registered in the magister census list
(Corpus j1904, Nov. 44, cap. 1 (4)). However, it seems that the section “Tlgpt
tapfovriapiov” included in the Book of the Eparch unequivocally indicated
that the right to prepare the final text of a document and to issue the act in full
was reserved exclusively for the taboullarioi-symbolographoi themselves
(Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 6-8, 12, 17, 18). It is likely that the protokankellarioi
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(heads of chancery departments), nomikoi (legal experts and scholars of law),
and kankellarioi (ordinary scribes) were in a similarly subordinate position.
According to the Taktikon (Klétorologion) of Philotheos (899 AD), they served
in the permanent secretariat of the eparch (Constantini 1829, 717). What, then,
prevents us from imagining some of these subordinate assistants to notaries
as being unfree individuals, who could have been tasked with the routine,
technical aspects of the work?

Thus, a clear dichotomy can be observed in the Byzantine notarial system
of the post-Justinianic era, oriented towards market services: a division
between professional master notaries and their apprentices — subordinate
assistants, scribes, and copyists (hypourgoi, grammatoi, graphontes) with
limited responsibilities, among whom slaves could also be found.

The roles of both groups in the tertiary market are quite clear. A notary
was required to determine the nature of a legal transaction, including purchase
and sale agreements. Subsequently, he was to draft a so-called schedon
(a preliminary draft of the act), either personally or with the assistance
of a scribe or copyist. After that, the notary would read the finalized version
of the act (mundum, katharographé) to the contracting parties. Finally, he
would present it to witnesses for signature under a testimonial formula.
This formula included the witnesses’ names and occupations, a brief
summary of the case, and a statement affirming that the witnesses had read
the text in the notary’s presence and that the document had been handed
over to the interested parties. The notary would then affix his signature,
which included his rank, title, and name, followed by the scribe’s signature
(Medvedev 1988, 165-166; Borodin 2001, 250-251).

Since only a document executed by a notary in the presence of the client
and witnesses held legal force (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1. 12), the drafting
procedure was evidently conducted exclusively in person. The practice
did not permit a taboullarios to accept commissions at one time and deliver
completed charters at another, meaning the acceptance of a commission
and delivery of the document had to occur on the same day. However, this
did not result in queues of clients waiting to see the notary. The reason
lay in the stipulations of the law. As early as the novella of June 4, 538,
Justinian emphasized the avoidance of the formalities in dealing with «minor
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matters» (pragmaton smikron), defined as those valued below one litra
of gold (Corpus 1904, Nov. 73, cap. 8). To earn the typical average monthly
wage of approximately 30 gold coins, a notary would need to issue at least
60 documents with a minimum fee of up to 12 keratia each, or about 10-
15 documents worth two to three nomismata each (Sorochan 1998, 404-405).
In any case, on average, no more than two or three agreements or contracts
were finalized by a single notary office on each of the 20 days in a month that
were not occupied by Sundays and holidays. This, of course, could hardly
have «exhausted the people» (syntribas ypomenosin anthropoi) who came
there (Corpus 1904, Nov. 73, cap. 8). Such a workload seems quite consistent
with the level of business activity in early medieval Byzantium.

By the end of the 9th century, 24 notary offices were sufficient to meet
the needs of even a megacity like Constantinople. Together, they could
serve 50-70 substantial clients daily — a tiny percentage of the city’s
population, which numbered several hundred thousand. If these estimates
are correct, most Byzantines encountered notarial services only rarely
and irregularly, at least when it came to transactions exceeding the value
of one litra of gold. However, this rarity is relative, as the hypothetical
15,000 to 20,000 notarially executed documents per working year (50-70 acts
times 286 days) is not a small number, especially considering that it applies
only to the capital of the empire, and thus the number would be much higher
if we included the activity of provincial «offices» and notaries.

A Dbroad range of practical matters brought both literate and illiterate
individuals into contact with the taboullarioi. A novella of Empress Irene
from 801 AD stipulated that most transaction types could be independently
formalized by one of the parties involved in the agreement (Burgmann 1981,
16-24). In this case, the individual could proceed without the assistance
of a taboullarios, nomikos, or any other relevant clerk and only needed
to provide the names of trustworthy witnesses to the transaction — such
as priests, archons, or prosperous citizens (eupouroi). It is likely that
many owners, tenants of ergastiria, ship owners, and other entrepreneurs
or craftsmen followed a similar approach. If both parties were illiterate
or prevented from doing so by illness, the person responsible for drafting
the document could «place in front (protassein auton) an honest crossy,
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and clerks at a notarial «station» would handle the rest of the formalities.
According to a novella of Justinian I from June 4, 538 AD, it was required
that for the formalization of a transaction between illiterate (agrammatos)
or semi-illiterate (oligogrammatos) parties not one but two taboularii
should be involved, in addition to witnesses, presumably to reduce the risk
of fraud (insinuatio apud acta) (Corpus 1904, Nov. 73, cap. 8). It is believed
that one of the tabularii served as the official notary, providing necessary
consultations, while the second acted as the scribe and signed on behalf
of the illiterate (Medvedev 1988, 160, note 324). However, the Isagoge
and the Basilika, which incorporated this novella, cast doubt on such
aninterpretation, as they suggest thatthe act was written by both of the rabularii
(ina oi men graphosin) (Epanagoge 1892, XIII. 16). The scholia to the
Basilika clarified that, when the tabularii wrote the text of the document
together, one of them would affix the kompla (i.e., certify the act with his
final signature), while the other would sign on behalf of the illiterate party
(Basilicorum 1833, XXII. 4. 1, schol. 11). Therefore, in this case, from a legal
standpoint, it did not matter which of the two prepared the sheda and wrote
the final version — the katharograph (mundum). The distinction was made
only with regard to the final actions of both notaries, who received equal
compensation for their work.

In general, Byzantine law leaves no doubt that, according to the fully
established notarial doctrine of the 6th century, the system of services
for concluding notarial agreements and ensuring their compliance was quite
well-organized. The state took the formal accuracy of such matters seriously,
which was reflected in the Code of Justinian, its novellas from August 537,
August 31, 537, and June 4, 538, and most systematically in the Basilika
(Corpus 1895, IV. 21. 17; Corpus 1904, Nov. 44, 47, 73; Troianos 1972-1973,
182-186). Clearly, there were instances of either direct forgery or document
falsification (phalseumaton graphas), or the inclusion of sections that
could be interpreted ambiguously to the benefit of one party, thus serving
fraudulent purposes (Vizantijskaja 1962, 1.1).

To conclude, we can say that in the post-Justinian period Byzantine
notaries went by different titles, with tabullarios eventually becoming
the most common (Medvedev 1988, 137; Saradi-Mendelovici 1991, 166).
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However, the core of the profession remained unchanged, carried out
by those working either as independent professionals (for a fee) or as state
employees in various departments (with payment of the roga / poya),
but always under state control. The state never fully monopolized the field
of Byzantine notarial work, just as it did not fully control the equally
important areas of money changers and argentarii in the Byzantine
economy.

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but also significantly influenced the socio-political landscape of the Holy Roman Empire.
The ideological framing of military service during this period illustrates the Reformation's
profound impact on the military ethos. Martin Luther and other Wittenberg reformers
provided moral and spiritual guidance to soldiers, advocating for a sense of duty aligned
with divine justice. This intertwining of faith and warfare not only legitimized military
actions but also fostered a unique identity among the Protestant soldiers, as seen
in the adoption of hymns that resonated with their struggles. Furthermore, the political
ramifications of these conflicts were significant. The shifting allegiances and power
dynamics among Lutheran princes, particularly in the wake of the Schmalkaldic Wars,
reveal the complexities of governance during a time of religious upheaval. The eventual
establishment of the Peace of Passau and the subsequent Peace of Augsburg marked crucial
milestones in the quest for religious tolerance and stability within the empire. However,
as history would show, these agreements did not wholly resolve the underlying tensions,

leading to renewed conflicts in the early 17th century.

To understand the role of religion and politics in warfare, we need
to analyze the historical experience of different eras. The religious
and political aspects of military actions in Germany during the early
modern age are of particular scholarly interest. Germany was
the birthplace of the Reformation, which led to the emergence of new
Christian denominations, such as Lutheranism and Reformed Christianity.
The consolidation of the Reformation’s achievements was closely
tied to protracted military conflicts. Initially these conflicts unfolded
in Germany, but later extended to Switzerland, the Netherlands, and France.

The scale and consequences of these so-called «religious warsy
significantly influenced the development of German and European society,
underscoring the importance of this topic. A series of conflicts characterized
by a significant confessional aspect erupted in the Holy Roman Empire
soon after the onset of the Reformation. Events such as the Peasants’ War
(1525), the First Schmalkaldic War (1546/47), and the Second Schmalkaldic
War (1552) either stemmed from religious tensions or prominently featured
confessional elements. In many respects, this confessional turmoil reached
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its peak during the Thirty Years’ War, which involved all major European
powers at various points. The label «religious wars» has faced criticism
as overly vague. In particular, F. Brendle and A. Schindling, in their
investigation of the phenomenology and typology of the relationship
between denomination and war, propose the term «confessional warsy.
This term is a more accurate descriptor for conflicts within Western
Christendom, considering that true “religious wars” were officially
declared only against the Turks (Brendle, Schindling 2006, 15). More
importantly for this discussion, F. Brendle and A. Schindling emphasize
the necessity of distinguishing between the experiences and interpretations
of these conflicts across four distinct levels: that of policymakers, groups
and individuals directly and indirectly impacted by the events, creators
and consumers of propaganda, and the realm of collective memory. Conflicts
could be viewed differently at each level; for instance, imperial propaganda
often sought to portray wars against Protestant princes as secular
undertakings aimed at restoring order, while confessional propaganda
in both camps highlighted the religious dimensions of the struggle.
Moreover, for the broader populace, confessional and religious motivations
and interpretations were not only credible, but frequently predominant.
Thus, it is essential to consider the role of the military within this context
(Funke 2011, 12-13).

The novelty of the present study lies in its comprehensive approach
to examining the religious and political context of warfare during
the Confessional Age. Historians often focus on specific conflicts, such
as the Peasants’ War (Kaufmann 2024; Miinkler 2024; Pantle 2024)
or the Thirty Years’ War (Pantle 2020; Miinkler 2023). However, we argue
that this narrow perspective should be complemented by a generalizing
approach, allowing for an analysis of the dynamics of religious and political
change in early modern Germany.

The object of this paper encompasses the conflicts of the Confessional
Age, including the Peasants’ War, the First and Second Schmalkaldic Wars,
and up to the start of the Thirty Years’ War. The subject of the study is the
religious and political aspects of these conflicts, including the relationship
between the Church and state, the perspectives of reformers and their
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opponents on the causes and outcomes of military hostilities, the involvement
of clergy in conflicts, and other related issues.

During the early modern era, significant changes occurred
in the organization of armed forces across Europe. This transformation
included a shift from knightly armies to mercenary formations, driven
by socio-economic factors (the decline of chivalry), political factors (the rise
of absolutist states), and military innovation. By the early 16th century,
the use of new weapons and combat techniques necessitated reforms in troop
organization. This led to the emergence of hired forces, such as the German
Landsknechts, who sold their services to both small feudal armies and large
centralized states.

Although there was no specific legislation governing military chaplaincy
in Germany, by the late 15th century German Landsknecht regiments
already featured regimental chaplains. However, during the Reformation,
ideological efforts were made to further strengthen religious sentiment among
soldiers, particularly in mercenary units. This reflected broader attempts
to align military practices with the evolving religious and political landscape
of the Confessional Age.

Reformers’ attention to the problem of military service for hire in German
society during the 1520s arose primarily due to the prolonged wars waged
by Emperor Charles V against France over Italian territories. The mercenary
Landsknechts, often notorious for their looting and violence, incited public
outrage. However, eliminating such military formations was unprofitable
for rulers relying on them. Amid these campaigns, Martin Luther, the leader
of the German Reformation, published a tract entitled «Can Warriors Attain
the Kingdom of Heaven?» in late 1526. This work aimed to guide soldiers
toward military service inspired by devotion to God. Luther addressed socio-
political, moral, and psychological issues of military service from a Christian
perspective. He advocated that soldiers serve their rulers with faith
in the justice of their cause, avoiding greed or ambition. Luther also outlined
the duties of military clergy, emphasizing the chaplain’s role in nurturing
soldiers’ spiritual strength and discipline.

Some Reformation leaders actively participated in military conflicts
as chaplains. For example, Ulrich Zwingli, a Swiss Reformation leader, served
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as a field preacher in Protestant-Catholic canton conflicts and died in the 1531
Battle of Kappel. Similarly, Kurt Grotewal from Braunschweig supported
Lutheran ideals during the German Peasants’ War (Jiirgens 1978, 34).

The Reformation also influenced the Protestant musical tradition, with
Luther composing «A Mighty Fortress Is Our God». This chorale, written
during the 1527 plague outbreak in Wittenberg, embodied Protestant
resilience and became an anthem for Protestant soldiers. Personal excitement
and the atmosphere of pain and suffering inspired Luther to write words
that called for resilience in despair, faith above hope, and fierce struggle.
In the chorale, Luther formulated such important principles of reformist
teaching as devotion to Christian ideas and awareness of the power
of righteousness against the machinations of the Antichrist as enemy of God
and the human race. The melody of the chorale is characterized by clarity
and terseness, which create the impression of simplicity and strength.
H. Heine called it the «Marseillaise of the Reformation»; this characterization
was later repeated by F. Engels. The chorale became the true anthem
of the Reformation, with the words of which Protestant soldiers boldly went
into battle.

Military historians draw attention to the ideological influence that
religious principles exerted on the consciousness of mercenaries. The question
of the «correct» religion arose not only in the context of efforts to discipline
the military but also as a means of mobilizing soldiers for war. This
is particularly evident in studies that address the role of propaganda. It can
be clearly observed that the question of the «right» denomination, framed
as a religious argument, was functionalized, especially during times of war.

An early example is the pictorial representation of mercenaries
in the 16th century. Initially, visual depictions oscillated between portraying
mercenaries as «godlessy or «God-fearing» Landsknechts. However,
denominational antagonisms increasingly promoted negative representations
(Kaiser, Kroll 2004, 14). For instance, the Landsknechts led by Georg
Frundsberg — a renowned military leader of the 16th century — were
primarily supporters of Luther. According to researchers, this alignment
was influenced not only by theological convictions but also by the widespread
hostility towards Catholic clergy in German society at the time.
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Similarly, during the First Schmalkaldic War (1546—1547), the famous
Landsknecht commander Sebastian Schertlin and his troops fought
on the Protestant side. It is interesting that a segment of the German
Landsknechts who helped Emperor Charles V secure victory over
the Protestants in the decisive Battle of Miihlberg expressed discontent
with this outcome, possibly because it conflicted with their religious beliefs.
Most of these soldiers adhered to the evangelical faith, while their Spanish
counterparts, who also fought for Charles V, were devout Catholics.

In the era of the Reformation, religious leaders began to recognize
the need for clergy to consistently perform their duties in the military setting.
The ideological framework for military chaplaincy, as articulated by German
reformers (notably Martin Luther), significantly influenced the subsequent
organization of chaplaincy services in the armed forces of various countries
worldwide.

The 1540s marked one of the most intense stages of the Reformation
and Lutheran confessionalization in Germany. In the preceding decade,
the authorities of the Holy Roman Empire, constrained by foreign policy
challenges, had been compelled to suspend active measures against supporters
of evangelicalism. However, with the resolution of the Turkish threat
and the signing of a ten-year truce with France at Crépy, Emperor Charles V
could shift his focus to combating internal opposition. By this time, the main
force of the Schmalkaldic League opposing the emperor was the Electorate
of Saxony. This was due not only to Saxony’s military strength, but also
to its active role in the Reformation.

A crucial role in this process was played by the Wittenberg reformers —
Martin Luther’s closest associates, such as Philip Melanchthon, Johannes
Bugenhagen, Caspar Cruciger, Justus Jonas, and Georg Major. However,
following Luther’s death in 1546, the evangelical group found itself without
a unifying national spiritual leader. None of the Wittenberg reformers, despite
their individual brilliance, possessed Luther’s versatility and authority. Each
had his areas of strength: writing theological works (Melanchthon, Cruciger,
Major), conducting visitations (Jonas), or reforming church organization
(Bugenhagen). Luther, however, seamlessly embodied the roles of theologian,
preacher, ideologue, organizer, and pamphleteer. Furthermore, he had
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consistently opposed the use of military force in Germany, fearing it would
jeopardize the Reformation’s progress (as seen in his opposition to Thomas
Miintzer and the Peasant’s War of 1524—1525).

After Luther’s death, his associates struggled to prevent Protestant princes
from joining the war. Yet, military operations in 15461547 did not escape
their attention. In a pastoral letter dated July 4, 1546 and attributed
to Johannes Bugenhagen (with possible input from Melanchthon),
the potential war was described as «great and terrible». The letter warned
of threats from foreigners who thirst for German blood, who do not know
the teachings of Christ and are cruel and ferocious. The authors framed
the enemy’s goals as a drive to restore idolatry, reinstate the old Mass, destroy
clergy families, suppress the true creed, and eliminate the genuine Christian
sacrament of Communion (Hasse 2011, 206). This rhetoric emphasized
the war’s national significance for Germany and portrayed the defense
of German lands as synonymous with protecting the evangelical faith.

As military operations commenced, this narrative continued to shape
the reformers’ works. For instance, in a letter to the Danish king Christian I11
(August 20, 1546), Johannes Bugenhagen described the actions of Emperor
Charles V and the papacy as machinations of the devil, who had risen
above poor Christianity as high as possible'. This dramatic tone reflected
the reformers’ efforts to rally mass support in defense of the evangelical
doctrine, thereby legitimizing resistance against the emperor. However,
King Christian III, who had been a participant in the Schmalkaldic League
since 1538, proved reluctant to oppose the imperial forces directly (Schwarz
Lausten 1984, 163). In a letter dated October 14, 1546, he expressed hope that
God would mitigate the trials facing «his poor Church» without direct Danish
involvement®.

This restraint aligned with Denmark’s strategic priorities. By autumn
1546, Protestant forces had lost several South German cities, including
Neuburg, Donauwdrth, Dillingen, and Lauingen. These setbacks likely
influenced Duke Moritz of Saxony in his decision to join the imperial

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forces. On October 27, 1546, Moritz declared his allegiance to Charles V
and soon invaded the Electorate of Saxony with King Ferdinand’s forces.
These actions forced Elector Johann Friedrich to withdraw his troops from
Swabia to defend his lands (Rabe 1989, 262). Moritz’s defection significantly
bolstered the imperial forces while demoralizing the Protestants.

As the war progressed, the reformers’ writings took on an increasingly
somber tone. In a letter to Prince Joachim of Anhalt (March 21, 1547),
Bugenhagen combined appeals to divine intervention with reflections
on the sins of the evangelical community. The Protestant defeat in the Battle
of Miihlberg on April 24, 1547 and the capture of Elector Johann Frederick
marked a turning point. Even after the imperial forces took Wittenberg
on May 19, 1547, Bugenhagen and other reformers continued their work.
In an August 1, 1547 letter to Duke Albrecht, Bugenhagen wrote that he
must remain in his Church and must also die in Wittenberg®. This sense
of duty is also evident in Bugenhagen’s «History of the Schmalkaldic Wary,
completed later that year (Hasse 2011, 222).

Bugenhagen’s historiographical approach, focused on defending
the Lutheran creed, contrasted with Melanchthon’s humanistic emphasis
on documenting major events. Despite their differing methods, both
reformers faced the challenge of preserving Lutheranism in a drastically
altered political landscape. In an August 1547 report, the Wittenberg
reformers emphasized the need to separate political disputes from
the core tenets of the evangelical teaching (Wolgast 1984, 111). This
position, rooted in Luther’s work «On Secular Authority...» (1523), aimed
to safeguard Lutheran worship, church organization, and academic pursuits
amidst adverse conditions. Wittenberg University’s continued operation
was seen as a testament to God’s mercy and a cornerstone for Lutheran
confessionalization in the post-war period.

However, the achievement of these goals was complicated by the adoption
in 1548 of the Augsburg Interim, in which concessions to supporters
of the Reformation within the Holy Roman Empire were reduced to allowing

lay people to receive communion under both kinds and the abolition

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of celibacy. One of the factors that prevented the full-scale recatholization
of the Electorate of Saxony in these conditions was the position
of the reformers, who had no illusions about the importance of the Augsburg
Interim. Having organized a theological interview in Altzell in November
1548, the Wittenberg theologians eventually worked out an amended version
of the document temporarily regulating confessional issues in Saxony —
the Leipzig Interim. Its compromising stance provoked rejection from radical
adherents of evangelicalism (Nikolaus von Amsdorff, Matthius Flack).
Nevertheless, it had become quite obvious that a forcible restoration of the pre-
reformation church system in Saxony was unrealistic due to the mass rejection
of the dogmatics and church organization of Catholicism. The fact that
the Augsburg Interim in Saxony was not actually put into effect is largely
due to the policy of the new elector, Moritz of Saxony. The elector, after
negotiations with theologians and representatives of city councils, came
to a consensus with them on the religious question (Rudersdorf 2007, 102).

It can be assumed that Moritz was not completely satisfied with the size
of the reward from the emperor received for his betrayal of the Protestant side
during the First Schmalkaldic War of 1547. After all, although he acquired
the title of elector of Saxony, he did not take possession of all the territories
previously owned by Johann Friedrich, and also did not gain control over
the Archbishopric of Magdeburg and the Bishopric of Halberstadt. Moritz’s
position was complicated by the restrained attitude towards him on the part
of Charles V, along with open hostility from evangelical communities,
among whom he received the nickname of the «Judas of Meissen». Perhaps
as a result of this complicated state of affairs, the new elector did not adhere
to the course of consistent eradication of Lutheranism in Saxony. In fact, this
situation is one of the proofs that Emperor Charles V, having won the First
Schmalkaldic War, was unable to take full advantage of its fruits. The main
reason for this lay in serious divisions among the victors themselves,
as a result of which the Schmalkaldic War did not bring about a final defeat
of Lutheranism in Germany, or for that matter in Saxony.

The correspondence between the Saxon elector and the reformers in 1547—
1548 allows us to conclude that contacts between the new territorial ruler
and representatives of the Evangelical Church were gradually strengthening.
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In particular, in a letter to the elector from Kruziger and Melanchthon
dated June 17, 1548, the main attention was paid to the dissatisfaction with
the provisions of the Augsburg Interim widespread in urban communities,
and fears caused by the possible cooling of the populace towards religion
in the event of the document’s implementation. The appeal to the elector
to treat this situation with understanding indicates the hope of the reformers
for a peaceful resolution. As the subsequent development of Lutheran
confessionalization in the Electorate of Saxony showed, this hope was not
in vain.

Thus, the work of the Wittenberg reformers fully reflects the preconditions
and consequences of the First Schmalkaldic War. Based on the religious
and confessional doctrine of Lutheranism, the reformers associated these
events primarily with «God’s providence», while simultaneously striving
to comprehend the realities of both military operations and political
life. The content of the works written by the Wittenberg reformers both
on the eve and during the Schmalkaldic War, as well as after its completion,
allows us to characterize the general course of evangelical theologians
as «moving in the wake» of princely politics. Reaching a compromise with
the new territorial government made it possible for the Wittenberg reformers
to avoid persecution after the defeat of the Lutheran Schmalkaldic League
and continue their active theological, homiletic, and organizational work.
It aided in the relatively rapid restoration of the «balance of power» between
the evangelical and Catholic camps in the Electorate of Saxony, and ultimately
in the achievement of religious peace, which constituted Lutheranism
as an independent denomination within the Holy Roman Empire.

The Peace of Passau, signed on August 15, 1552 as a result of the Second
Schmalkaldic War, was focused on ensuring permanent peace in German
society based on the principle of nonviolence and mutual recognition
of faiths. Freedom of religion was to become the permanent basis
for religious settlement in the Holy Roman Empire. The Peace of Passau also
provided for a release from imperial captivity of Landgrave Philip of Hessen
and Duke Johann Friedrich (Zur Miihlen 1989, 53). The latter achievement
was an important factor in restoring confidence in Elector Moritz among
the Protestants. At the same time, respect for the Saxon elector was also
preserved by members of the Catholic camp (Gehrlein 2015, 23).
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The introduction of religious freedom throughout the Holy Roman Empire,
declared by the Peace of Passau, had a few notable restrictions. It did not mean
the right of subjects to choose their own faith: it only stipulated that local
rulers could make decisions on religious issues for themselves and their
subjects, and that the Emperor should not attempt to convert Protestant
princes to Catholicism. In addition, the freedom of religion provided by this
agreement extended only to Catholics and those Protestants that adhered
to the Augsburg religion — that is, to Lutherans. At the same time, the Peace
of Passau laid the foundations for further settlement of the confessional
and political situation in the Holy Roman Empire, limiting the secularization
of church property and fixing the new structure of the Imperial Chamber
Court*. The agreement also provided that the emperor was not to use foreign
troops in the German lands in the future’. That requirement, in our view, was
an important step in the direction of peaceful resolution of the long-standing
confrontation between the Lutherans and Catholics, since it was supposed
to contribute to the further development of confessionalization primarily
as an internal matter within German society. It was thanks to the adoption
of the Peace of Passau in 1552 that Lutheran rulers sought to gain a leading
role in resolving confessional issues in their territories. In the three following
years, they set about developing for the first time a legal foundation on which
the post-Reformation structure of German society would be built (Leppin
2008, 44). Therefore, in our view, the 1552 Peace of Passau can be reasonably
seen as a kind of preface to the subsequent 1555 Peace of Augsburg.

The military resolution of religious conflicts was officially prohibited
by the Peace of Augsburg in 1555 under threat of expelling the perpetrator
from the empire and levying large fines. The fundamental prohibition
of the use of force in the confessional and political sphere also concerned
relations between the ruling circles of the empire (the emperor and electors)
and the imperial estates, as well as between imperial estates. All issues
relating to disputes between confessions in different states were to be decided
by the Imperial Chamber Court, in which the Catholics and the Lutherans

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had the same number of representatives®. But this official settlement could
not eliminate the real causes for conflict. That is why it was only a matter
of time before a return to forceful methods of resolving disputes.

At the beginning of the 17th century, religious and political contradictions
in Germany intensified. The most striking manifestation of the deteriorating
confessional situation was the «Donauworth Incidenty», associated with
the entry of Bavarian troops into this imperial city, which had previously been
a Protestant enclave in a Catholic environment, in 1607, and its subsequent
recatholization. The forcible replacement of Lutheranism with Catholicism
marked a de facto rejection of the standards of the 1555 Peace of Augsburg.
The formal consolidation of this rejection of the legal norms that
had been in force in the Holy Roman Empire for more than half a century
was the creation of the Evangelical League in 1608 under the leadership
of the Palatinate and the Catholic League in 1609, led by Bavaria (Hauschild
2005, 171). In fact, these actions marked the preparation for a new military
confrontation, which became the Thirty Years’ War.

Thus, analysis of the religious and political dimensions of warfare
in Reformation-era Germany reveals an intricate interplay between faith
and governance that shaped the course of military conflicts. The period
witnessed the emergence of new Christian denominations, particularly
Lutheranism, which not only redefined spiritual beliefs but also significantly
influenced the socio-political landscape of the Holy Roman Empire. Civil
authorities and military leaders sought to manage religious issues, yet their
primary focus was on establishing a non-confessional legal and organizational
framework. Concurrently, military community was fundamentally supported
by shared Christian beliefs and values. A promising avenue for further
research lies in the study of the changes in the nature of confessional wars in
the 17th century based on the events and developments of the Thirty Years’
War.

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THE WEST FORTIFICATION OF THE BILSK HILLFORT
IN THE FIRST HALF OF THE 17th CENTURY

The Bilsk hillfort is a massive settlement site of the Left-Bank Dnipro forest-steppe.
Its fortifications were built by a Scythian population; after the Scythians left the site,
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it remained uninhabited for a long time. The fortifications covered a large area
and for several centuries were home and refuge to small settlements of Slavic farmers,
but they were never fully inhabited. In the late 16th century, saltpeter mining became
widespread in the southeastern provinces of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. One
of the hubs of saltpeter production in Left-Bank Ukraine was the town of Myrhorod,
where the center of the so-called Saltpeter State was located. On the site of the West
Fortification of the Bilsk hillfort, saltpeter mining began in the early 17th century. There
were large barrows and earthworks in this sector with a high natural saltpeter content.
Initially, temporary camps were established near the Bilsk hillfort, where workers lived
during the warm season. Later, a small stationary settlement, possibly a colony of saltpeter
workers, appeared there. In the 1630s and 1640s, the Bilsk hillfort came to the attention
of the interstate commission to fix the border between the Kyiv Voivodeship and Putyvl
District. Initially, it was proposed to divide the area of the hillfort in half, but later
it was left as part of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. In 1646, the middle reaches
of the Vorskla River were occupied by the private army of Prince Jeremi Wisniowiecki.
At this time, the temporary settlement near the West Fortification was moved east,
to the source of the small Bilsk Spring. Here it was transformed within a few years from
a sloboda colony into an unfortified town that had its own self-government, and in 1648

became part of the Poltava Cossack Regiment.

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The article analyzes a broad selection of letters by M. M. Kovalevsky that reveal
interesting and little-known details of the scholar’s public activities and private life. In his
correspondence, Kovalevsky shared his life and academic plans and reflected on various
historical, legal, political, sociological, and economic issues. Kovalevsky wrote letters
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of this internationally renowned scholar — already widely recognized during his lifetime —

served not only as a means of communication. It also provides valuable insights into his
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private life and his active, multifaceted activities in various countries around the world.
In his letters, M. M. Kovalevsky reflects on his personal life journey, evaluates the words
and actions of his friends, relatives, and acquaintances, and offers critical observations
on the domestic and foreign policies of the Russian Empire and other states. This body
of epistolary sources sheds ample light on the role of Kovalevsky as a prominent scholar
and public figure in the social, political, and academic life of the Russian Empire
and other countries. The article also provides an overview of the external characteristics
of Kovalevsky’s correspondence, highlights the distinctive qualities of the scholar’s epistolary
style, and notes the high literary merit of his letters. An overview of the existing editions
of Kovalevsky's epistolary legacy is also given. Fragments of several letters preserved
in the archives of Ukraine, Russia, and France appear in print for the first time. The author

argues that we could benefit from new publications of Kovalevsky’s most valuable letters.

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conflicts arose was the development of a strong nationalist ideology in Ukraine during
the late 1930s. Other factors contributing to conflicts on the basis of nationality included
the difficult economic situation of students at that time and the personal attitude of some
members of the intelligentsia. The policy of the Polish state and the general political
and economic situation in the city and in the country also had a significant impact
on relations in the academic milieu. In the 1920s, just after Poland had regained
independence, the Polish-Ukrainian conflict intensified at the university, which led
to the establishment of the Ukrainian Secret University. Later, the struggles of nationalist
Polish youth for the introduction of the numerus clausus principle at the university,
and then of a bench ghetto for Jewish students, became more intensive. The objective
of this article is to characterise the academic milieu of the Jan Kazimierz University,
emphasising the role of politics as a factor shaping relations between students of different

nationalities.

The subject of this article is the student body of Lviv’s Jan Kazimierz
University in the interwar period. However, I am interested in student issues
in a specific context. I would like to answer the questions: How did political
activity and political involvement of young people affect the operations
of the university? How did expressions of political views influence relationships
between young people of different nationalities?

The period of the Second Polish Republic was a time of intense political
life for students. Various ideologies and political orientations developed
in universities. The mood among young people reflected the political
situation of the era. The youth promoted views formulated in the programs
of a broad range of political groups and factions. Pressing topics included
issues of Polish-Ukrainian-Jewish relations. In this article, I am interested
not simply in the student milieu, but in how state policy and propaganda
among young people shaped the relations in this milieu. I would also like
to draw attention to issues of national politics, which had a significant impact
on what was happening in universities.

It is worth mentioning at the beginning some of the more important works
and authors that have dealt with the issues of student life at the Jan Kazimierz
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University. A good starting point for exploring this subject is the research
done by professors Volodymyr Kachmar and Marian Mudryj. Volodymyr
Kachmar is the author of many works on the history of the University of Lviv
and its students in the 19th and early 20th centuries. Marian Mudryj has
written on the Ukrainian Secret University (Kachmar 1999; Mudryj 2002).
Other Ukrainian authors interested in problems of student life at the University
of Lviv in the 19th and 20th centuries include R. Kovaliuk and M. Krykun
(Kovaliuk 2001; Krykun 1998). Many Ukrainian authors address in their
work the struggle for an independent Ukrainian university in Lviv at the turn
of the 20th century. This is a particularly important thread for understanding
inter-student relations at the university in the subsequent decades. In Poland,
the problem of the students of the Jan Kazimierz University was discussed
by Andrzej Pilch, Adam Redzik, Jan Draus, and Ewa Bukowska-Marczak.
Andrzej Pilch has studied the student movement in the interwar period, while
Adam Redzik and Jan Draus are the authors of a number of publications
about the Jan Kazimierz University (Draus 2007; Redzik 2015). Notably,
most works devoted to the University of Lviv focus on presenting the history
of the university from the perspective of scholars and departments. Ewa
Bukowska-Marczak offers a slightly different perspective in her research.
In 2019, she published a monograph devoted to Polish-Jewish-Ukrainian
relations at the university in the interwar period (Bukowska-Marczak 2019).
Exploring the everyday life and problems of Lviv's academic youth, Bukowska-
Marczak attempts to explain the causes of conflicts within the student body.
She also draws attention to examples of cooperation and friendship between
students of different nationalities. The present article continues this trend and,
among other things, considers several sources from Lviv archives (mainly
the DALO and CDIAL) that show the way of thinking among the students
and academic staff about pressing problems of university life.

The University of Lviv, which received the name of the Jan Kazimierz
University (JKU) in 1919, was one of the most important academic
institutions in interwar Lviv and one of the most prominent higher-education
establishments in the country at the time. Its operations were directed
by regulations and decisions of the government of the Second Polish Republic
(specifically, the Ministry of Religious Affairs and Public Education),
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decisions of the University Senate, and the provisions of the university
charter. The University Senate was the highest academic authority, comprised
of the rector, the deputy rector, deans, deputy deans, and representatives
of the faculty councils (one from each council). Shortly after Poland had
regained independence, there were four faculties operating within the
University: the Faculty of Theology, Faculty of Law and Political Science,
Faculty of Medicine, and Faculty of Philosophy. In 1924, the Faculty
of Philosophy was split into the Faculty of Philosophy and Faculty
of Mathematics and Life Sciences. In 1930-1939, the Faculty of Medicine
included the Faculty of Pharmaceutics, preparing students for the profession
of a pharmacist. In turn, the School of Diplomacy was established
at the Faculty of Law in April 1930 (Bukowska-Marczak 2017).

Recognising the Jan Kazimierz University as the academic hub of Lviv
that brought together diverse figures, we can recall the names of some
outstanding professors, such as Stefan Banach, Hugo Steinhaus, Kazimierz
Twardowski, Eugeniusz Romer, Franciszek Bujak, Juliusz Kleiner, Oswald
Balzer, and Leon Pininski. The university community included not only
scholars, but also students, although they are not mentioned as often as their
professors. Future prominent artists and cultural figures, such as Emanuel
Schlechter and Henryk Vogelfanger (known under his stage name Tonko),
were among the students of the Jan Kazimierz University. Other well-known
alumni were Jan Karski (Kozielewski), Louis Brunon Sohn, Debora Vogel,
Rachela Auerbach, and Roman Zubyk. Special literature is available on many
of these figures (Redzik 2007, 46—47, Redzik 2014, 245-255). However,
it should be stressed that when we speak of them we only speak of a tiny
percentage of students. This paper is an attempt to characterise the entire
community of young people studying at the Jan Kazimierz University
in the interwar period, in times when the outstanding professor of Roman
law and rector of the university, Count Leon Pininski, was lecturing there.
The complex relationships between the most prominent ethnic and national
groups at the university, namely Polish, Jewish, and Ukrainian students, will
also be discussed.

In the academic year 1921/1922, the Jan Kazimierz University had
4867 students and 318 auditing students; in the academic year 1932/1933,
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the number of students reached 7358. The vast majority of students were
Polish. In terms of religion, the majority of young people at the university
were Roman Catholic (of course, statistics on religious affiliation cannot
be equated with that on nationality; however, due to the lack of precise data
on the number of students of different nationalities, we must use the data
on the religion of students). At the beginning of the university's operation,
in the academic year 1921/1922, the largest group were Roman Catholics
(approx. 53 percent). They were followed by young people of the Mosaic
faith (approx. 43.5 percent), while Greek Catholic students numbered only
2.5 percent. Most Ukrainian students, the majority of whom were Greek
Catholic, studied at the illegal Ukrainian Secret University at that time. In the
academic year 1934/1935, the number of students of the Jewish faith decreased
significantly (they constituted approximately 20 percent of all students),
while the number of Roman Catholics (approx. 65 percent) and Greek
Catholics (approx. 11.5 percent) increased. This change was connected with
the dissolution of the Ukrainian Secret University in 1925. Due to the lifting of
their boycott on the state university, Ukrainian students increasingly enrolled
at the Jan Kazimierz University (Wittlinowa 1937, 50).

Students mostly came from out of Lviv — from the Lwow, Tarnopol,
and Stanistawow voivodeships, and less frequently from the Lublin, Krakow,
and Silesian voivodeships (Wittlinowa 1937, 23). They lived in the University
dormitories at 7 Lozinskiego St., 32 Mochnackiego St., 35 Pijarow St.,
and 10 Stodowej St. Female students had the Student House at 36 Torosiewicza
St. at their disposal. Jewish youth were housed in a student dormitory
at 26a Sw. Teresy St., while Ukrainians were lodged in a building owned
by the Taras Shevchenko Scientific Society, located at 21 Supinskiego St.
It was a luxury to live in a university dormitory and not everyone could count
on a room there. Some found accommodation in the homes of city residents,
and others turned to their families for support (Bukowska-Marczak 2019,
38-40).

Participation in student organisations was a vital aspect of academic
life. Effective propaganda facilitated recruitment to such bodies. Students
beginning their education at the university were instantly informed that
involvement in academic organisations was their moral duty. The Academic
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Union of All-Polish Youth (Zwigzek Akademicki Mtodziez Wszechpolska)
distributing leaflets to encourage students to join is a perfect example here. All-
Polish Youth members used every opportunity to recommend associations that
students should affiliate with and caution against those that were best avoided.
Different clubs and societies were focused on ideological and educational
issues, research, or mutual assistance. The oldest ones included the Academic
Reading Room (Czytelnia Akademicka) and the JKU Students’ Mutual Aid
Society (Towarzystwo Bratniej Pomocy Studentéw UJK), dating back to the
19th century. The former was established in 1867 as a cultural and scientific
organisation. One of its key statutory objectives was to create structures
and spaces for community and research work through such activities
as running a library, hosting meetings, and publishing journals (the society’s
press wing was «Czasoposmo Akademickie» [Academic Journal]). The JKU
Students’ Mutual Aid Society, commonly known as the Bratniak, brought
together students who sought financial support. Through the society, cash
loans were awarded to students and rooms in university dormitories were
assigned. Students could also benefit from discounts in canteens. As regards
ideological and educational associations, the nationalist All-Polish Youth
enjoyed great popularity at the Jan Kazimierz University. In the late 1930s,
one in six JKU students was its member. Most university societies were
in its sphere of influence. According to the data collected by the Lviv District
Administrator’s Office in 1934, national organisations in Lviv were seen
as «setting the tone for academic lifen. The Union fulfilled its objectives
by effectively recruiting young people from rural and working-class
backgrounds. As it had its representatives in the governing bodies of most
mutual aid and scientific societies in Lviv (including the popular Bratniak),
it could offer more to students than other associations. Youth coming from
remote areas of the country thus became dependent on this organisation.
For some students, this support represented the only opportunity to complete
their studies (Bukowska-Marczak 2019, 199-202).

The Jews and Ukrainians had associations of their own. The activities
of young Ukrainians were, to a large extent, centred around political issues.
A lot of the students belonging to the Students’ka Hromada, one of the most
important Ukrainian bodies operating at the university in the 1920s, were
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affiliated with the Ukrainian Military Organisation (Bukowska-Marczak
2019, 85).

Numerous recent scholars exploring the Polish-Jewish relations
in interwar academic communities (among others Monika Natkowska,
Natalia Judzifiska) stress that Jewish youth were often excluded from
Polish academic organisations due to the introduction of the so-called
«Aryan paragraph» in their charters. It is undoubtedly true. However,
it should be noted that other nationalities were also unwilling to allow «aliens»
to join their associations. The Jan Kazimierz University was not free of that
peculiar atmosphere of segregation. The establishment of separate student
societies for young people of different nationalities did not result only from
the use of the Aryan paragraph by Poles. The charter of the Society of Jewish
Philosophy Students, operating in Lviv and headed by Hugo Steinhaus,
included a clause allowing only Jews to become members. Moreover,
in the late 1920s Jewish youth were planning to establish a separate mutual
aid organisation called «Friendly Aid» («Pomoc Kolezenskay). According
to its draft charter, its membership was to be limited to Jews (Bukowska-
Marczak 2019, 90—-101).

In the second half of the 1930s, enrolment at the university began
to decrease. The economic problems plaguing the youth population
(including high tuition fees) were not the only reason. The decrease
in the number of students at the time was partly related to the harassment
and abuse perpetrated mainly by Polish nationalist youth and targeting
students of Jewish background. In the interwar period, the university was
not free of disputes and conflicts.

In the early 1920s, Jews accounted for approximately 40 percent of the total
number of students at the Jan Kazimierz University (Wierzbieniec 2000,
242). Already at the time, students expressing nationalist views were pushing
for the adoption of a numerus clausus rule. They demanded that the number
of Jewish students at the university be limited to 11 percent of the total.
The students justified their claims by stating that the lecture halls were
overcrowded. They warned against the university losing its Polish character.
Soon thereafter, in the course of enrolment procedures for the academic
year 1922/1923, the deans of the faculties of medicine and philosophy
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demanded restrictions on the admission of Jewish applicants, citing classroom
and laboratory capacity (Zyndul 1992, 59; Redzinski 2016, 585). In late
October 1922, Minister of Religious Affairs and Public Education Kazimierz
Kumaniecki overturned these orders, which caused turmoil in the nationalist
youth circles. Disturbances started with the announcement of an academic
strike, and continued with attacks against several Jews during a rally they
had organised (Biedrzycka 2012, 177). The idea to introduce a numerus
clausus was soon voiced at the Faculty of Law, and supported by the dean,
who claimed that a decrease in the number of students at the faculty would
improve efficiency. He noted the significant proportion of Jews among the law
students. He defined the numerus clausus as a «safety valve» which could
«protect Poland against grave risks to the nation and the state in the future»'.

The nationalist campaign brought measurable results. In the 1930s,
the decrease in the number of Jewish students at the university was notable.
In the academic year 1931/1932, 230 candidates of a Christian background
and 166 candidates declaring Jewish faith applied to the Faculty of Medicine.
In the event, 114 students from the first group were admitted, compared
to only 17 candidates from the second group’.

Polish students acted in line with the principle that Poles should enjoy
most rights in the reborn Poland. They expressed their opposition to Jewish
students’ organising annual dormitory weeks to raise funds for poor students,
just like their Polish counterparts were doing. They opposed Jews wearing
academic association badges similar to those used by Polish students.
They launched a «green ribbon» campaign, boycotting Jewish commerce
and encouraging the purchase of goods in Polish stores. Church authorities
supported some initiatives of the Lviv youth. This was the case with the anti-
Semitic excesses in response to the alleged insult of a Corpus Christi procession
by Jewish gymnasium students in Zygmuntowska St. in June 1929. Three

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bishops, Franciszek Lisowski, Bolestaw Twardowski, and Jozef Teodorowicz
(representing the Armenian rite), despite calling for an end to the excesses
in a letter to the youth, upheld the story about an insult to the procession,
describing the student riots as «noble outrage» (Bukowska-Marczak 2019,
127-146).

In the late 1920s, voices were raised at the Ministry of Religious Affairs
and Public Education calling for the need to reform higher education.
Proponents of reform believed that the existing liberal system allowed too
much freedom to academic societies. Young Polish nationalists were critical
of the draft reform and plans to restrict university autonomy, but, despite
protests, the Ministry under the leadership of Janusz Jgdrzejewicz eventually
managed to bring them to life in the spring of 1933. The nationalists blamed
the Jewish circles, which had been critical of the laws previously in force,
for the enactment of the new regulations. Anti-Semitic protests soon broke
out at the JKU. The youth demonstrating in defence of academic autonomy
blocked access to the university building for Jewish students and hung
a dummy of Janusz Jedrzejewicz dressed in orthodox Jewish clothes
on the university dormitory at Lozinskiego St. (Bukowska-Marczak 2019,
155-164).

In the mid-1930s, the anti-Semitic campaign escalated again. After
1935, the stance of the Polish authorities towards the Jewish population
hardened. At that time, anti-Semitism became one of the most important
points on the agenda of National Democracy. Anti-Semitic attitudes made
it possible to attack the government, which was accused of philo-Semitism.
After Marshal Pitsudski's death, his successors were unable to stave off ethnic
conflicts. In 1937, the so-called Camp of National Unity was established, with
Colonel Adam Koc as its leader. In theory, the aim of this body was to unite
supporters of the Sanation. In fact, the program of the Camp of National Unity
was right-wing nationalist in character, positing that the Polish nation had
to be the exclusive beneficiary of the Polish state. Members of this organisation
upheld the idea of a special role of the Catholic Church in the development
of the nation. The prolonged economic crisis and intensified anti-Semitic
propaganda led to a wave of anti-Semitic excesses throughout the country.
There were also demands for Jewish emigration (Trgbacz 2018, 19-30).
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Nationalist youth across the country started a campaign to drive Jewish
students out of institutions of higher education. The first stage of the campaign
was focused on the introduction of ghetto benches in universities
and segregation between Polish and Jewish students. In a 1936 letter to Rector
Stanistaw Kulczynski, Czestaw Rojek, a student, argued that «the academic
youth cannot ignore the fact that the university educates future teachers
of the Polish language and the history of our Homeland — Jews who are
unable to think like Poles and share a covert anti-Polish sentiment [...].
An order that would block access to the University of Lviv for the Jewish
population and provide separate seating to those who are already enrolled
would not harm the course of scientific work but, on the contrary, it can
certainly be said that the separation of the two hostile groups would surely
contribute to enhancing the prestige of institutions of higher education»’.

Fearing a disorganisation of the work of universities, the minister
of religious affairs and public education decided to make some concessions
to the nationalist youth. On September 24, 1937, in a meeting of rectors, he
authorised regulations regarding the distribution of seats in lecture halls
between Polish and Jewish students (Natkowska 1999, 142).

At the University of Lviv, the nationalists’ efforts would not initially
produce the expected results, as Rector Kulczynski did not agree
to the introduction of ghetto benches. At the end of 1937, crowds of young
people would regularly gather at the university gates, announcing another day
without Jews, who were not permitted to enter the premises. The authorities
ultimately gave in and introduced ghetto bench arrangements in January
1938. The segregation of benches in lecture halls was a major step towards
the realisation of the numerus nullus demand. Jewish students would study
in fear and miss classes, being afraid of assaults. Police were patrolling
the university premises daily, expecting disturbances at any time. Karol
Zellermayer, a pharmacology student, was killed at the university, and two
other students, Samuel Proweller and Markus Landesberg — at the Lviv
Polytechnic (Bukowska-Marczak 2019, 164—190).

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The attitudes of the nationalist youth were, to a large extent, influenced
by the leaders of National Democracy and some in the Catholic circles,
promoting the view that «Poland will either be a Catholic country
or it will not exist at all» (Modras 2000, 245). The opinions of the Catholic
press played a significant role. They criticised the assimilation programme,
trying to prove that the Jews opposed polonisation. In the 1920s, these views
were consolidated among the broad Catholic elites. At the same time, double
identity often turned out to be unacceptable in interwar Poland. Under
the influence of developing racial theories, a growing emphasis was placed
on the «right of bloody, according to which nationality was inherited from
the parents (Landau-Czajka 2003, 125 et seq.)

Students, being young, were susceptible to various types of influences.
Some of them came from rural areas and were raised in the spirit
of traditional folk Catholicism, thus sympathising with the nationalist trends.
The campaigns of Polish nationalists were opposed by socialist, democratic,
and peasant party groups, but these were in the minority at the university.
There were also examples of friendship and cooperation between Polish
and Jewish students. Julian Stryjkowski (a well-known writer later in his
life) recalled that, during his time at the university, he made friends with
Teodor Parnicki and Marian Prominski, who would also become renowned
writers. Many students opposed the ghetto benches and sat with their Jewish
classmates. Some activists representing the All-Polish Youth (for instance,
Witold Nowosad) also opposed aggressive anti-Semitic campaigns.
At the time, expressions of support for persecuted Jewish students required
a lot of courage, as any attempt to help them could have tragic consequences.
Maria Fiderer, a socialist opposing aggressive attacks, was thrown off stairs,
and Teresa Cislowna, a Polish language and literature student who stood up
for her Jewish friends, was assaulted in Kopernika St. Militias, armed with
makeshift weapons, most often attacked students who were walking alone.
There was no sufficient opposition on the part of young people who merely
wanted to graduate as fast as possible after coming to Lviv and were not keen
to risk conflict with members of the All-Polish Youth.

Relations between Polish and Jewish students at the JKU followed
the pattern prevailing both in Lviv and across the country. The idea
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of strengthening Polish identity in the eastern borderlands, to which members
of the All-Polish Youth added theses on the need to eliminate «alien»
(in this case, mainly Jewish and Ukrainian) influence, played a significant
role in Lviv. There were Jewish pogroms across Poland, in Przytyk, Minsk
Mazowiecki, and MySlenice, right before the outbreak of the war (Zyndul
1994, 21-27).

Polish-Ukrainian relations at the Jan Kazimierz University were largely
shaped by the legacy of the Polish-Ukrainian War. Poles living in Lviv were
wary and mistrustful of Ukrainians. In 1921, Ukrainians established an illegal
Ukrainian Secret University (USU). The Ukrainian youth were divided into
two factions — one group enrolled at the JKU, and the other boycotted that
institution and chose the USU. Conflicts emerged between the two factions.
Young Poles from the nationalist camp kept their distance from Ukrainian
students attending classes at the illegal university and reported secret lectures
to the police (Mudryj 2015, 887-911; Bukowska-Marczak 2019, 203-213).

Ukrainian students in the inter-war period were convinced that they were
taking part in a fight not for individual interests, but for the cause of the entire
nation. They created hero figures that could serve as symbols of anti-Polish
resistance. These included Olha Basarab, a member of the Ukrainian
Women’s Union, and Yaroslav Lubovych, a law student. They both died
as a result of actions taken by the Polish police, and their funerals became
large national demonstrations, which left a lasting mark on the consciousness
of the younger generation. The universal homage that was paid to them gave
rise to controversies in Polish circles. Ukrainian university students took
part in the protests organised in connection with the funerals of Basarab
and Lubovych (Bukowska-Marczak 2019, 213-217).

Nonetheless, conflicts between Polish and Ukrainian youth were less
frequent than between Poles and Jews. They usually broke out in circumstances
related to commemoration of the events of November 1918 or the attempts
to establish an independent Ukrainian state in Transcarpathia. In November
1928, to commemorate the 10th anniversary of the Polish-Ukrainian War,
Ukrainians hung yellow-and-blue flags on several major official buildings
(including the university) and splashed paint on the Lviv Eaglets monument
at the Polytechnic. Members of the Polish student corporation retaliated
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brutally by demolishing the Ukrainian Student House at Supinskiego
St. On both sides, conflicts between young people were usually provoked
by nationalist circles. The authorities also indirectly contributed to the tension,
accusing Ukrainians of provocations and restricting their liberties. Even Lviv
democrats, liberals, and socialists would turn a blind eye on anti-Ukrainian
campaigns in the city (Zygulski 1994).

Many Ukrainians were convinced that they were treated as second-class
citizens at the university. Such applicants as Mykhailo Drahan, despite being
eager to take up studies, could not be enrolled at the university shortly after
the Polish-Ukrainian War because they had fought for the West Ukrainian
People’s Republic. Only after two years of tragic events, the relations
between the two sides began to normalise, with some Ukrainian youth still
choosing the Ukrainian Secret University. Even after graduating, employment
opportunities for young Ukrainians were much more limited than those
available to Polish graduates. These factors contributed to the growing distance
between Polish and Ukrainian students. But despite the tensions, friendly
relations could also be found in these circles, as testified by the students
Volodymyr Barahura and Myroslav Semczyszyn (Bukowska-Marczak 2019,
217-239; Semczyszyn 1998, 34, Barahura, b.d.w., 26, 46, 53-54).

Ukrainian-Jewish relations at the university are a fairly complex issue.
In the interwar period, they were often quite amicable. In the press, Ukrainians
warned against joining the mass anti-Semitic movement, and sometimes
even mocked the behaviour of Polish nationalists. However, the Ukrainian
youth generally perceived the Jewish community as a threat to their national
interests. They believed that Jews might compete with them in the fight
for a share in the city’s commerce and ultimately drive Ukrainians out of large
urban centres. At the university, Ukrainians took part in anti-Semitic excesses
much less frequently than Poles did, yet this does not mean that they refrained
from such actions altogether (Bukowska-Marczak 2019, 239-245).

Relations between students of the three nationalities were certainly
influenced by the academic staff, unable to deal with violent anti-Semitic
campaigns. Powerless to find a solution to the problem, the university

authorities limited their response to suspending lectures. Numerous
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professors were involved in political games, losing esteem in the eyes
of their students. Some scholars (such as Rector Edward Por¢gbowicz)
publicly declared their political views, e.g., by disparaging the Ukrainians’
ambitions to have a state of their own. They expressed critical views about
the establishment of an independent Ukrainian university. Those who
strongly opposed radical slogans were often insulted and harassed, and loud
demonstrations were organised near their homes. Most professors tried
not to fall foul of their students. The share of scholars defending the attacked
Jewish youth was negligible, with only a few signing an open letter against
anti-Semitic excesses at universities. Many professors supported the numerus
clausus provision — during a vote at a meeting of the council of the Faculty
of Philosophy on February 1, 1922, 18 members were in favour of the numerus
clausus, and 6 were against (Chrostek 2019, 353). Across the city as well
as at the university, there was no effective opposition to the anti-Semitic
campaign waged by the nationalist camp. However, the academic circles did
include scholars (for instance Ryszard Ganszyniec, Stanistaw Kulczynski)
who openly came out in support of persecuted Jewish youth (Bukowska-
Marczak 2019, 246-265).

As rightly noted by Vil Bakirov and Serhiy Posokhov, World War I
triggered a crisis of the model of the classical university (Bakirov, Posokhov
2017). The researchers stress that the University of Lviv was an institution
«on the periphery», in a borderland where various political and cultural
identities mixed. The war only deepened the internal antagonisms. In this
sense, the university was perceived as a «bastion». This was especially
visible in the interwar period, when there were growing tendencies to build
an independent Ukrainian identity. However, this process began much
earlier, before the outbreak of World War I, represented among other things
by the struggles to create an independent Ukrainian university (Bakirov,
Posokhov 2017).

To sum up, it is important to emphasise once again the enormous influence
of ethnic and national politics in shaping the attitudes of young people. This
process was particularly visible in the eastern territories of the Second Polish
Republic, where the Polish and Ukrainian nationalisms clashed. In Lviv,
Polish-Ukrainian relations were particularly tense during the interwar period.
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This was due to the city's location, ethnic makeup, and the fact that the Galician
capital was the most important Ukrainian political and cultural centre at that
time. The war of 1918-1919 left a lasting mark on the mutual relations. The rapid
proliferation of conflicts was driven by nationalist tendencies developing very
quickly in the Polish and Ukrainian milieus. The National Party in Lviv was
one of the strongest in the country. Many professors had nationalist beliefs
or were associated with this camp. This in turn influenced the popularity
of nationalist ideas at the university and the related development of anti-
Semitism. The radicalisation of academic youth had a significant impact
on the development of anti-Semitic ideology at the university. An added factor
was the change in government policy towards nationalism after the death
of Marshal Jozef Pitsudski.

In recent years, several significant publications have appeared
demonstrating the achievements of the University of Lviv and successes
of individual departments and professors. Relatively little consideration
has been given to the student body. We should not forget the fate of the Jews
and Ukrainians that lived in the same state and were discriminated against
in various ways and deprived of equal opportunities and access to higher
education. It is necessary to stress the role of radical ideologies, which resulted
in the exclusion of certain categories of students from academic associations
and student dormitories, making it impossible for them to pursue university
education. The image of the Jan Kazimierz University familiar to us from
the existing historiography remains incomplete without analysing these issues.

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THE CLERGY OF THE KHARKIV REGION AT THE OUTSET
OF COLLECTIVIZATION (SECOND HALF OF 1929 — END OF 1930)

The paper is concerned with the situation of the clergy of the Kharkiv region in the initial

phases of the forced collectivization of agriculture. The analysis is based primarily
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on archival sources, many of which are introduced for the first time, as well periodicals,
published thematic collections of documents, and academic literature on the subject.
An overview of the historiography leads the author to argue that this subject has been
insufficiently and superficially studied, and a more thorough engagement with it is overdue.
The paper discusses the anti-religious and anti-church policy of the Bolshevik state,
targeting all denominations and aimed at sharply weakening the influence of religion
and ecclesiastical institutions in society during the forced total collectivization.
The legal status of clergy and religious communities in these new conditions is analyzed.
The methods used by the Bolshevik authorities to achieve the goal set by the Communist
Party leadership are considered, including a sharp increase in repressions against clergy,
arrests, dekulakization, exile to remote (northern and eastern) regions of the Soviet
state, imprisonment in concentration camps, intimidation, abuse of clergy, prohibition
(or obstruction) of religious rites, administrative closure of churches and houses of prayer,
the so-called «labor mobilizations» of clerics, active use of punitive taxation to economically
stifle clergy, a sharp increase in mandatory insurance payments imposed on churches
and houses of prayer, exclusion of clerics from any possibility of receiving social assistance
from the state and their discrimination on “class grounds”, and more. The paper also sheds
light on the varied forms of protest and resistance by the clergy and believers of the Kharkiv
region against the anti-church policy of the Bolsheviks in rural areas and on the repressions

against clerics.

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HISTORY OF MEDIEVAL ASIA
IN ACADEMICIAN YE. KOSMINSKY’S «STALIN’S PRIMER»

Soviet textbooks of world history rarely attract the attention of researchers. However,
this category of sources can shed light on various aspects of the development of historical
scholarship, education, and culture. New school textbooks were instrumental in ensuring
the overall success of Stalin’s educational reforms of the mid-1930s. Academician
Ye. Kosminsky's textbook of medieval history for grades 6 to 7 of secondary school
was certainly innovative. He was the first to offer a world history course that covered
the Middle Ages in both Europe and Asia, as well as the medieval history of the peoples
of the USSR. It became a «Stalin’s primery — a classic model textbook for the Soviet
mass school. (Sections devoted to the history of Asia also appeared in Kosminsky'’s
textbooks published in the late 1940s to early 1950s.) Kosminsky was forced to prove his
loyalty to the regime through promoting the ideological postulates of «Marxist theoryy
and propaganda of pan-Slavism, anti-Westernism, and anticlericalism. He established
a «hierarchyy of Eastern peoples. The «progressivey role among them was assigned

to the non-Russian ethnicities of the USSR, led by the Georgians, Armenians, Azerbaijanis,
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and the peoples of Soviet Central Asia. The author included the Arabs, Indians, and Chinese
among the «advancedy peoples of the East. As for nomadic peoples (the Huns, Mongols,
Manchus), as well as the Ottoman Turks and Japanese, they were for the most part
Jjudged negatively. The initial experience of teaching the medieval history of Asian
countries and peoples proved difficult, mainly because of the impossibility of squeezing
the civilizations of Asia into the Marxist theory of socio-economic formations. Kosminsky
had to adapt the historical realities of the Middle Ages to the political and ideological
tenets and requirements of Communist party censorship. The textbook also suffered from
noticeable structural deficiencies. As a result, countries and nations «disappearedy from
the historical context, a broad range of facts and phenomena were distorted, and the living

fabric of socio-political and cultural developments in medieval Asia was disrupted.

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The paper analyzes the development of the American historiography of the cult of Asclepius
from 1945 to the present. It explores the contribution of American scholars to the study
of the religious aspect of the cult and their engagement with its multifaceted nature as a social,
religious, and medical phenomenon of the ancient world. The paper outlines the evolution

of methodological perspectives, including the shift from the text-centered studies by
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E. Edelstein and L. Edelstein to interdisciplinary methods introduced by B. Wickiser
and G. Renberg. The author considers the innovative approaches to the integration
of archaeological, epigraphic, and textual sources that enabled a more comprehensive
understanding of the cult. Considerable attention is given to studies of the cult’s political
and social dimensions, interaction with early Christianity, and the role of ritual in forming
individual and collective identity. Analyses of the incubation ritual, votive sacrifices,
and the cult’s adaptation to socio-cultural change are also examined. Researchers
stressed the cult’s role in societal recovery after crises, in strengthening social cohesion,
restoring civic identity, and ensuring spiritual balance in ancient communities. The paper
Sfurther discusses research on the cult’s interaction with other religions, particularly early
Christianity, and analyzes how this competition influenced the shaping of religious identity
and cultural heritage. Religious rituals are emphasized as crucial to political stability, social
cohesion, and maintaining continuity in the face of evolving societal dynamics and cultural
challenges. The study advances our understanding of ancient religion, the significance
of the cult of Asclepius, and the global contribution of American historiography. It opens
new perspectives for interdisciplinary research on political, socio-cultural, and religious
factors influencing the cult’s formation, development, and enduring relevance in diverse

historical contexts.

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CONTRIBUTION OF UKRAINIAN SPECIALISTS
TO THE RECONSTRUCTION OF TASHKENT

The purpose of the paper is to introduce previously unknown and unexplored facts
from the history of the reconstruction of Tashkent after the 1966 earthquake, drawing
on documents from the Central State Archive of Science and Technology (TsDNTA)
of Ukraine. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism
and objectivity and the use of special historical methods. The historical-comparative method
was employed in examining the reconstruction of the capital of Uzbekistan in the context
of the history of Soviet urban planning. The historical-systemic method allowed the author
to analyze interactions between various agents of reconstruction not just as an episode
of urban planning and development, but also as an example of the mechanisms of official
decision-making and execution in the USSR and of coordinating the actions of union
and republican bodies. The historical-genetic (longitudinal) method, along with
the method of cartographic visualization, made it possible to trace the development
of Tashkent’s public infrastructure and to identify and illustrate general trends in Soviet
residential construction. The paper’s chief contribution rests in the source value
of the previously unexplored and unpublished documents from the TsDNTA of Ukraine
that illuminate the history of the reconstruction of Tashkent, as well as history of Soviet
urban planning in the 1960s and 1970s more generally. This material is brought
to the attention of the research community for the first time. Given the growing academic
interest in the history of the late Soviet city, the study of documents from the holdings
of the TsDNTA of Ukraine relating particularly to urban planning in Soviet Ukraine
is a promising avenue of inquiry. The new evidence allows us to enrich and amend our
knowledge about the contribution of Ukrainian specialists, particularly from Kharkiv,
to the reconstruction of Tashkent, identify the organizations involved in this undertaking,
explore the specifics of Soviet interagency relations, and compare the new Tashkent
“microdistricts” with the urban residential neighborhoods that were being actively

developed in large cities of Ukraine at the time.

The Russo-Ukrainian War has led to the greatest destruction and damage to Ukraine’s
cultural heritage since World War II. The war became a trigger for a rethinking

of the meaning of cultural heritage in Ukrainian society, and caused a «turn» in attitudes
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towards culture more generally. Recognizing the complexity and importance of these
developments, in May 2022 a group of researchers at V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National
University launched the academic project «City and Wary. One of the project’s objectives
was to capture the views of cultural experts on the ongoing processes of destruction,
preservation, and reinterpretation of cultural heritage in Ukraine driven by the Russian
military aggression. To accomplish this task, the project team is collecting in-depth
interviews with representatives of the Ukrainian expert community. The paper analyzes
experts’ reflections on several key issues: 1) systemic problems in cultural heritage protection
in Ukraine; 2) challenges faced by the field during the Russo-Ukrainian War, in particular
since the full-scale Russian invasion on February 24, 2022; 3) strategies for safeguarding
cultural heritage in wartime; 4) the use of digital technologies in cultural heritage
protection during the Russo-Ukrainian War. The article concludes that the interviews
collected for the project offer testimony important for understanding the pre-war specifics
of the field and the current state and future prospects of cultural heritage preservation
and reinterpretation in Ukraine. At the same time, it is noted that cultural experts should
be more proactive in broadcasting their vision of the pressing problems of cultural heritage
protection, and should strive to make their views more accessible to the general public.
It is important that experts effectively interact with other social actors and that they not
only react to public demand, but also take on a more assertive role in the public discussion

around heritage and, to a certain extent, guide the public opinion.

The book under review is devoted to the performing arts in several cities distinguished
by their diverse cultural heritage. Particular attention is paid to the relationship between
the genesis of cultural phenomena in the mosaic of urban communities and the formation
of a heterogeneous urban environment. The main idea of the book is that the cultural
diversity of the urban environment, represented primarily by the performing arts, takes
shape as a result of complex processes of transformation and social conflict and serves
as the foundation for the creative growth of urban communities. The book is of considerable

interest to the Ukrainian reader, as it offers an original view of the role of culture in urban
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development, which may be useful for the post-war reconstruction of Ukrainian cities.
