«VIRTUAL WATER»: THE IMPORTANCE OF «VIRTUAL WATER» IN WORLD PRODUCTION AND INTERNATIONAL TRADE

One of the ways to solve the problem of water supply upgrading is to improve the spatial organization of global economic activity on
the basis of a deeper accounting and rational use of the water factor. The study of the costs of the so-called “virtual water” in the context
of countries and branches of the world economy can play an important role therein. The concept of «virtual water» as well as the essence
of definition of «the water footprint of a product» is revealed. The possibility of considering them as synonyms in scientific research is
justified.

The achievements of foreign scientists in research related to «virtual water» and its consumption of various sectors of the world
economy and countries worldwide are shown. The article emphasizes that according to the concept of «virtual water», revealed by Allan
J.A. in his works, it could serve as an additional source of water for countries with an arid climate through its import and export as a part
of finished goods (as «the water footprint»).

The paper highlights the list of countries with the largest volumes of export and import of «virtual water» through the comprehensive
analysis of foreign publications on «the water footprint of a product». On the basis of the correlation analysis it is proved that the tight
connection between the countries’ water availability and their export of «virtual water» is almost absent (R = 0,24). On the contrary, the
correlation coefficient between the water resources availability of the main importing countries of «virtual water» and the volumes of their
imports is high (R = 0.76).Consequently, «virtual water» nowadays partly affects the global commodity policy and the development of
economic activity worldwide. In the future, with the growth of the water factor, the role as well as the importance of «virtual water» will
increase, which in turn will pose amendments in world production and international trade.

GEOGRAPHY OF WORLD WATER CONSUMPTION: STATE, DYNAMICS, PROSPECTS

The lack of fresh water is becoming the one of the most threatening challenges to mankind. It is pertinent to solve the problem of
finding ways to overcome the impending danger. The features of the allocation of water resources and their use in the modern world are
considered. Based on correlation analysis it is shown a relatively high correlation between the population and water resources, on the one
hand, and volumes of water consumption, on the other, in the context of different world parts, and the absence of such correlation in the
context of individual countries of the world.

It describes the state and dynamics of world industrial, communal and domestic water consumption. There are calculations on the
forecast of the state of water resources, taking into account the increasing volume of their exploitation, irrevocable water losses and
pollution of water sources. It shows that the dynamics of their use leads to a threatening water management imbalance on a global scale.
The measures taken toupgrade the water supply systems for population and economy will not lead to an improvement of the situation. It
is necessary to find ways of solving the problem on the international level, including organizational, political, economic, and technical
aspects. One of such ways is to improve the water consumption territorial structure on a planetary scale based on the strengthening
importance of the water factor in the organization of industrial and, in particular, agricultural production.

Conclusions: the water factor should become decisive in determining the economic specialization of countries within the framework
of the international division of labor. The second way includes the extension of the practice of inter-basin redistribution of river flow with
the creation of interregional and international zones of unified water consumption with the appropriate water management complexes.

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The relevance of the study is due to the fact that one of the countries of the European economic system is Germany,
which occupies a leading position in many indicators and in the global technology market. The subject of research of the
article is the innovative development of the EU. The goal is the strategic priorities of technological leader - Germany in
innovative development of the EU. The objective is to research the comparison of tasks of the national high-technological
strategy of Germany and the strategy of the Innovation Union of the EU.

A tool for achieving strategy a rational growth throughout the territory the EU was the creation of an Innovation Union
that united the national innovation systems of all member states EU. The essence of building the Innovation Union is to
maintenance research and scientific development throughout Europe to improve the scientific and technical base and
increase the competitiveness of the EU in the priority scientific fields, simultaneously solving such socio-economic tasks
as job creation, improvement education, involvement youth in science, creation of innovative products and services, im-
provement of the healthcare system, transport infrastructure, as well as increasing energy efficiency, saving natural re-
sources and caring for learning the environment.

Being closely linked to the global idea of building an Innovation Union in Europe, the national strategy of high-tech-
nological development in Germany is similar to the overall European strategy goals and objectives. At the same time,
Germany is not only one of the members of the Innovation Union, but a leader in technological development in many
sectors of the economy.

General scientific methods are used, such as system analysis. The following results were obtained: the national Ger-
man innovation strategy proposes measures in five key inter-sectoral areas: (1) improving the relationship between sci-
ence and industry; (2) enhancing R & D and innovation work in private the sector of the economy, (3) to ensure the
dissemination of new advanced technologies in the economy, (4) to internationalize scientific research, development and

introduction of new technologies, and (5) to promote the development and further of talents.

Conclusions: on the basis of the conducted research, it was concluded that all these proposed strategies of high-
technologic development in Germany are aimed at simplifying and reducing the path from idea to implementation innova-
tion, which will continue to ensure the technological leadership of Germany in the EU economic system.

One of the countries of the European economic sys-
tem is Germany, which occupies a leading position in
many indicators and in the global technology market.
This is due to the presence of a strong scientific poten-
tial of the country, high level expenditures on the sci-
entific-research and experience-design work (further R
& D), as well as the number of patents received per cap-
ita. Traditionally, the strength of the German economy
was based on the rapid diffusion of new technologies.
However, as innovation cycles become shorter, this
German advantage is rapidly shrinking. In addition,
numerous competitors from European countries and
other countries world present a threat to the main posi-
tions of German enterprises, and their technological
level allows successfully to fight for traditional German
sale markets [6]. This necessitates research of features
of the strategy high-technological innovation develop-
ment of Germany in the European economic system.

The development of various aspects of the research
of technological leadership led to the advent of scien-
tific scholarship of many scholars, such as the scholars
(D. Bpeznits, D. Woops, P. Dagos, J. Kao, P. Koo,
M. Popeut) [8-9, 12-14, 17], as well as domestic ones
(O. Bilopus, D. Lukyanenko, A. Popuchnik, E. Saveliev,
J. Pakhomov, V. Tpofimova, S. Yupiy) [1, 2-5, 7].
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The main idea of all programs and strategies Euro-
pean Union is to provide a competitive and dynamic
development based on economic laws. Back in 2000,
the basis of the future development of the EU economic
system was the Lisbon Strategy, one of the main points
of which was the maintenance of research and working
out, which ensure the technological development of
the commonwealth of countries. But due to the fact that
by the scheduled date (2010) the main objectives of the
strategy have not yet been achieved, this strategy has
been replaced by a new — Strategy “Europe 2020", the
main idea of which was the development of three basic
parameters: reasonable growth (ensuring efficient in-
vestments in education, research and development in-
novation), sustainable growth (involves the use of tech-
nologies aimed at environmental development with the
efficient use of resources) and comprehensive growth
(orientation to overcoming unemployment and poverty
eradication).

A tool for achieving strategy a rational growth
throughout the territory the EU was the creation of an
Innovation Union that united the national innovation
systems of all member states EU. The essence of build-
ing the Innovation Union is to maintenance research
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and scientific development throughout Europe to im-

It should be noted that this strategy EU includes
solving any tasks aimed at innovation and technologi-
cal change. Namely, the improvement of the health
care system does not involve an increase in the number
of staff or hospital beds, but the introduction of qualita-
tive technological changes: new equipment, new meth-
ods of fighting diseases; new energy-saving technolo-
gies, technologies for the creation of new energy
sources, etc. Combining the efforts of all member states
EU in the research and scientific development within of
the Innovation Union involves the organization of inno-
vative partnerships in Europe, which should contribute
to the development of countries. Also, the Innovation
Union performs functions a political coordination of ac-
tion business, universities, research centers that form-
ing an innovation system that brings together all coun-
tries EU and provides access to finance not only at the
level of individual countries but also across the Euro-
pean Union [15].

The basis for the formation of the Innovation Union
of the EU is the programs and strategies for the devel-
opment of innovation at the national level. At the same
time, there is also an inverse relationship — the Inno-
vation Union at the European level aims at stimulating
the development of high technologies in the member
states of the Union, defining indicators of technological
development at the level of more developed in the tech-
nological sense of the countries EU. Thus, there may be
a two-way relation between the pan-European and na-
tional strategies of high-technological development.
On the one hand, the pan-European strategy for high-
technological development is a combination of na-
tional strategies, and, on the other hand, its provisions
are the guideline for the formation of tasks of national-
level strategies. Therefore, the obtained results of the
implementation of the national strategies in the field of
technological development formulate the new goals
and objectives of the further high-technological growth
of the overall strategy of Europe [10].

In order to increase the level of technological devel-
opment, the Federal Ministry of Education and Scien-
tific Research of the Federal Republic of Germany in
2006 developed the "High Tech Strategy 2020 strategy
for Germany", as specified in the wording of 2010 and
2014. The strategy of Germany, as well as the strategy
of whole of the European Union is aimed at achieving
the set goals by 2020, which will be a time of summing
up and correction of future development. “High Tech

Strategy 2020 for Germany" is the first comprehensive
strategy for high-technological development in the
country, with goals, objectives, tools and methods for
stimulating innovation, as well as key areas and indus-
tries that will form the basis for the development of the
whole economy [16].

Being closely linked to the global idea of building
an Innovation Union in Europe, the national strategy of
high-technological development in Germany is similar
to the overall European strategy goals and objectives.
At the same time, Germany is not only one of the mem-
bers of the Innovation Union, but a leader in technolog-
ical development in many sectors of the economy. This
is illustrated by a comparison of the goals and objec-
tives of the German national strategy and the Innova-
tion Union of the EU, which characterizes the unified
strategy of high-technological development in Europe
(Table 1).

The set of tasks posed by national and pan-Euro-
pean strategies form the main goal aspire to Germany
and Europe — a decent response to global challenges:
climate change, lack of natural resources, demographic
change, ensuring a high standard of living through the
development of high technology that contribute to
solve the emerging problems of further development of
the EU and the formation of a strong, competitive econ-
omy.

The main goal of the high-technological develop-
ment strategy of Germany — increase its competitive-
ness, achieve economic growth and welfare, improve
quality of life, produce new products and services, re-
store the position of the leading exporter, ensure effi-
cient use of resources, protect the environment, estab-
lish a high level of development of medicine and infor-
mation technologies. The main objective laid down in
Germany's technological development strategy deter-
mines and a priority the indicators at the moment, the
achievement of which by means of the development of
high technologies is the most significant for the further
development of the country [16].

The goal, formulated in the strategy EU, is a rather
general but strong and competitive economy that is ca-
pable of responding to the social, economic or environ-
mental global challenges of implementing the national
strategies of high-technological development of all its
members, is the main direction of the European Union's
development. In order to fulfill each task stated in the
strategy, a separate program has been developed, both
at the national and European levels. And, as the shows
analysis, the goals and objectives of German and pan-
European strategies conceptually coincide, which is
due to the importance of building an innovation part-
nership in order to achieve a high level of competitive-
ness as a priority trend in the development of the Euro-
pean Union's economy.

Similarly, the direction and content are also pro-
grams for solving the problems of innovation develop-
ment. Forming the possibility of obtain funding at both

the national and European level, as well as the possibil-
ity of participation in a large number of projects and the
search for partners not only within the same country
but throughout the EU, which can significantly im-
prove the quality of research work and the likelihood of
developing and the further introduction of innovations
not only in Germany, but also in Europe as a whole (Ta-
ble 2).

All EU programs are part of the Eighth Framework
Program “Horizon 2020", which provides financing for

all key initiatives announced by strategy "Europe
2020" and the Innovation Union programs. The Euro-
pean Union's programs are comprehensive and aimed
at achieving a common goal — development of high
technologies in all member states of the EU, in contrast
to Germany, which meet the challenges of high-tech-
nological development, based on the characteristic
economic features of the country.

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The following features of the German economy in-
clude: presence of a large number of small and medium
enterprises that make up the backbone of its economy,
gap in the level of economic development between the
regions of the eastern and western parts of Germany,
leading position and the need for strengthening them
in such areas as biotechnology, microelectronics, aero-
space technology, information technologies, etc. Thus,
national high-technological development programs
are more specific and clear, but are fully consistent with
the objectives of the initiatives EU as part of a global
project to create a highly developed and high-techno-
logical region called “"Europe 2020" [11].

The European Union has realized the importance of
high-technological development in the modern world.
The development of innovation is the core of current
strategy "Europe 2020". Implementation of innovations
and technology development in line with the strategy
should become the driver for the growth and prosperity
of the European Union. Despite the current potential —
the presence of large enterprises-leaders in the aero-
space, energy, telecommunications, biotechnology
and a number of leading research institutes, high-qual-
ity education, the EU is still inferior to the United States
and Japan in innovative development. Therefore, Eu-
rope's innovation development strategy and its innova-
tion policy form the model of innovation and techno-
logical development in Germany, which aims to lead
Germany to a leading position in the innovative and
technological development of not only Europe but also
the world.

Historically, in Germany was formed the complex
structure of the system of research and innovation ac-
tivities, which includes many institutions and depart-
ments, which is due to the division of functions of R &
D management between the federal government and
land governments. Since 1972, the Federal Republic of
Germany has been operating in the Ministry of Science
Research and Technology, which deals with general is-
sues of science and technology policy, planning and
management of the whole sphere of scientific and tech-
nological activities (with the exception of universities),
organizing research in the field of atomic energy, space
technology, informatization, new materials, etc. Also,
the tasks of scientific and technological development
are solved within the framework of the functioning of a
number of other federal ministries (education, defense,
internal affairs). Financing and control for research and
innovation activities is carried out by land govern-
ments.

The coordination of the work of the Federal Govern-
ment of the Federal Republic of Germany with the gov-
ernments of the federal lands is carried out with the
help of the Scientific Council and the organization
"Public Scientific Conference", which since 2008 re-
placed the Commission on the interaction of the feder-
ation with the federal lands. The Scientific Council at
the request of the Federal Government certifies federal

organizations of the area R & D during this period that
received the highest marks. Growing role in supporting
R & D plays the European Commission (Germany is one
of the largest donors of the EU), which directs funding
for scientific research and development in Europe,

The complex structure government management of
R & D in Germany did not allow the implementation of
a management model based on the implementation of
joint programs of scientific and technological develop-
ment. Therefore, in Germany became popular the
branch programs in the most important areas of R & D
(energy, environmental protection, etc.).

As it is formed Germany's innovation policy it has
evolves a number of distinctive features, including a
widely developed network of innovation centers. To-
day there are more than 400 such centers, which in-
clude over 5000 innovative companies, scientific-re-
search institutes and organizations that provide ser-
vices for the implementation of innovative develop-
ments. Innovation centers working in close coopera-
tion with industrial companies are the basis of a na-
tional and international cooperative system aimed at
maintenance innovative projects of importance for the
structural reorganization of the German economy [16].

One of the main tasks of innovation centers —
maintenance of small high-technologic firms. In 1988,
was created the Federal Association of Technological
and Innovative Centers — ADT, which now includes
more than 200 members. The Association will organize
the interaction of the German centers among them-
selves, as well as with similar centers in other coun-
tries [16].

In Germany, has been formed an effective system of
scientific associations, which is an effective instrument
for implementing state policy in the field of innovation
investment. The most well known of them — the Ger-
man Scientific-Research Society, Society named after
Max Planck, Society named after Fraunhofer, Commu-
nity named after Helmholtz and others [16].

For example, the German Research Community
(DFQ), existing on self-government includes: 69 lead-
ing universities, 16 inter-university scientific-research
centers, 8 academies, and 3 scientific unions. Financing
DFG is in the following proportion: 58% funded by the
federation and 42% - federal land. It currently allocates
annually for needs almost 20000 different research pro-
jects more than 1,2 billion EUR. DFG is the central self-
governing institution of German science and a major
partner for foreign scientific-research organizations
that promotes collaboration between scholars, mainte-
nance young scientists and interdisciplinary research,
as well as the creation of networks in the field of scien-
tific research [16].

The issue of maintaining Germany's leading posi-
tion in the world of technology is considered in the
country much wider than the mere maintenance of ad-
vanced research and development. Proceeding from
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the thesis that science is an integral and essential com-
ponent of German culture, depends on the general
recognition of the quality of German technology that
the international credibility of the country, and one of
its consequences is its place in the world market, the
maintenance of a high level of national science is in-
cluded in the system of state priorities Germany. In

Germany, actively developing research in such innova-
tive areas as nanotechnology, new materials, ICTs, mi-
croelectronics, biotechnologies is being implemented
that is, the actual trend of developing NBIC-
technologies.

Academic sector in Germany is represented mainly
by universities, where both applied and fundamental
research is conducted.

In researching the mechanism of providing techno-
logical leadership as a set of different institutes that
jointly and individually contribute to the creation and
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dissemination of new technologies, it has been re-
vealed that to date there is no approach to a qualitative
assessment of the level of information interaction of
subjects of the system institutions of scientific-research
activities and dissemination of technologies as an infor-
mation system [2].
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Therefore, we propose an approach to a qualitative
assessment of the level of information interaction the
subjects of the system of institutes of scientific-re-
search activity and the spread of technologies based on
the criterion of informational communicativeness. The
main criterion that characterizes the strategic function
of scientific-research activities and the spread of tech-
nologies is integrity, and ensures its integrity.

The existence of a direct relationship between the
communicative nature of the subjects of the system of
institutes of scientific-research activities and the dis-
semination of technologies was revealed, and the stra-
tegic efficiency of the introduction of new technologies
and the formation of Germany's technological leader-
ship in the EU market as an economic system, while the
dominant tasks of the institutional provision of German
technological leadership were identified (Table 3).

These tables represent a matrix of the responsibility

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This article analyzes the efficiency of innovative activity across countries and industries. Innovation determines the

vector of development of the subject. They form a complex of practical inquiries, define scarce aspects in the functioning
of organizations. However, the generation of new ideas is based on a detailed, clear system of actions: the study and
analysis of the situation on the market, the demands of society, the formation of an algorithm for creating innovative
solutions, schemes for their implementation in the practice of organizations. In the article, the authors proposed a meth-
odology for assessing the level of innovative development of the country. The methodology is based on the use of quan-
titative indicators in three areas: the effectiveness of the use of labor resources; efficiency of the use of financial resources;
efficiency of the use of invested funds.

The authors offers his interpretation of the concept «model of innovation development». Tools for the quantitative
assessment of level of innovative development of countries and formation of the vector of economic development based
on indicators grouped under the following three components were developed: labor, productivity and cost. This study also
investigates the structure of domestic expenditure on innovation in the main sectors of investment (by country). Based on
the testing of the developed tools, recommendations for the innovative development of the country are offered.

A set of quantitative indicators will allow performing a qualitative analysis of the dynamics of the country's development
in the innovation vector of functioning, identifying weaknesses (existing shortcomings) in activities. This will allow to form
a set of effective recommendations on the activation of innovative activities in the country with the aim of raising the level

of competition.

Key words: economic innovation, tools, development trend, innovative level, factors, recommendations.

The modern era of rapid development of infor-
mation technologies, automated systems, creative
methods, and new types of products, sets tough condi-
tions for ensuring market competitiveness. These con-
ditions, which include originality, economy, standards,
environmental friendliness, mobility and a number of
others, dictate the urgent need for rapid adaptation to
market metamorphoses, manifested in the activation of

innovative activity on the principle of «being in the
lead» (with an emphasis on the indicator of the quality
of the result, and not a quantitative basis). Thus, inno-
vations are the dominant source of socio-economic
growth of a country, creating a platform that forces
technical and technological excellence, economic and
environmental benefits, and social security.

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On the one hand, a country's total aspiration for in-
novation determines the potential for improving the
quality of life, the diversification of economic activity,
and ensures the barrier-free functioning of the state.
However, on the other hand, there may be an increase
in incidents of unfair competition, which can result in a
significant "overflow" of capital from "“underdevel-
oped" countries to the innovative development of “de-
veloped" countries, which will ensure an already huge
economic development gap between individual coun-
tries (Figure 1).In Russia, the largest share of innova-
tion organizations logically lies within the high-tech

sector of manufacturing (32% of the total number of or-
ganizations in the country), and the smallest - within
the sector of the production and distribution of electric-
ity, gas and water (5.1%) (Figure 2).

In Belarus, a high share of the innovative develop-
ment of the country is concentrated on the acquisition
of machinery and equipment (53%), which can be char-
acterized by the consumption function (the consump-
tion of existing innovations, rather than their independ-
ent creation) (Figure 3).

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Looking at the role of innovative products and tech-
nologies of any era, it is crucial to observe a country's
state of development. Moreover, the comparison of the
current level of development and potential opportuni-
ties, as well as the model of innovative development of
the current and projected, serve as the underlying mo-
tive of this work.

Modeling issues of innovative development is given
the lion's share of research, which is associated with the
economic effect of using their results in practice.

The modeling of an organization's innovative devel-
opment is given special attention in the works of Aver-
ina T.A. [1], which summarize the following types of
models: the model of technological change; the model
of a destructive event; the model of generations of in-
novative development; the model of the dependence of
the economic efficiency of implementing innovations
in the real sector of the economy from the trajectory of
innovative development by product. In the works of
Milevskaya T.S. [8] three models of innovative devel-
opment of countries are distinguished: Traditional, Eu-
ropean, Asian; all based on the life cycle of the innova-
tion process and management structure.

The prioritization of development, the existing po-
tential for excellence, and incentive mechanisms, ex-
plain the differentiation of the levels of innovative de-
velopment of countries and possible trends in their de-
formation. We created a model that includes a set of
tools and methods a country can use to move in a tra-
jectory of innovation. We have proposed the following
interpretation of this kind of model: «A model of inno-
vation development is an integral vector of develop-
ment based on the improvement of organizational,
managerial, technical-technological, and economic
processes of functioning, forming a platform of com-
petitiveness and socio-ecological and economic secu-
rity of the country» [2, 14].

Based on the methods that are used to stimulate the
innovative activity of the existing technical, raw mate-
rial and intellectual base of the planned positions on a
global scale of economic prosperity, different types of
models are singled out. The study of the works on this
subject made it possible to generalize existing models
on two grounds: territorial features and a set of mecha-
nisms for the implementation of the innovation vector.
In order to quantify the level of innovative develop-
ment of countries and form the «vector of the future»,
the following system of relative indicators (with the aim
of unifying the applicable indicators and the possibility
of intercountry comparison) is proposed [3, 12]. The in-
dicators are grouped according to the leading compo-
nents [7, 9]:

- The labor component:

. 1-Budget for minimum wage/wage

. Proportion of population with a higher educa-
tion

. Proportion of those who have those who have
presented their work in order to get a PhD

. The proportion of researchers with a degree
within the total number of researchers.

- Efficiency component:

. Proportion of active innovative organizations.

. Proportion of innovative products within total
production.

. Proportion of exports of innovative products
within the total volume of shipped products.

. Proportion of patents granted within the total
number of applications filed.

. Proportion of global innovations within the
country's total volume of innovative products.

- The cost component:

. Proportion of costs for innovation within the
total volume of innovative products.

. Proportion of expenses for innovation activity
within the total volume of investments in the country
(region).

. Proportion of worn-out machinery and equip-
ment.

This set of indicators will provide an opportunity to
assess the level of innovation development for the cur-
rent or retrospective period, and also act as a platform
for the country's development strategy to improve its
level of innovation [4, 6, 13, 13].

One of the most important factors and conditions
for the activation of innovative activity are investment
funds that ensure the implementation of multi-vector
functions, the development of certain tasks, as well as
the approbation and implementation of innovations in
practice (Figure 4).

The largest share in the structure of domestic costs
within a country is entrepreneurship (except for Latvia,
since their priority is high school), which is the lever of
economic dynamics and innovative metamorphoses at the
micro level [5, 10]. It ensures the wide-spread application
of new products that have already passed the initial stage
of testing.

Intellectual resources are the main factor of innovative
development, the structure of which varies considerably
by country (Figure 5).

Mechanisms for stimulating the country's innova-
tive development, tools for assessing its level, and pro-
spective development trajectories all form models of in-
novative development, the differentiation of which can
be represented in the following structure:

1. Productive (each type of innovation provides
high indications).

2. Cloning (specialize in the development and
creation of one type of innovation, not all).

3. Catching up (by their own efforts, but at a
slower pace, they create their own innovations).

To assess the level of innovative development, the
proposed method was used to calculate and analyze,
according to the algorithm described above, for the
comparison of Republic of Belarus and the Russian
Federation (Table 1)

As for recommendations on expanding opportuni-
ties and increasing the degree of innovative develop-
ment of countries, we suggest the following:

1. Strengthening of measures of material stimula-
tion for workers in the development of the economy's
innovation sector (introduction of the differentiated
system of progressive awarding, expansion of programs

2. Formation of alliance economic systems (based
on vertical and horizontal integration schemes ensur-
ing prompt delivery, quality of raw materials, real buy-
ers).

3. Development of innovative infrastructure (ex-
pansion of the number of technology parks, innovation
funds, venture firms, approbation of start-up projects).

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PROSPECTS FOR TRADE IN HIGH-TECH PRODUCTS BETWEEN UKRAINE AND JAPAN, THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

Introduction. Today in the context of the deployment of the fourth industrial revolution for developing countries (such as Ukraine) the
problem of preserving and increasing exports of high-tech products in the conditions of curtailment of production is exacerbated. The
question of determining the prospects for the development of trade in high-tech products between Ukraine and the Asian countries-leaders
by 2020is extremely relevant. Materials and Methods. Methods of statistics, morphological and logical analysis, comparative studies, and
correlation-regression analysis have been used for the purpose of research.

Results.As result of the study, it has been established that Ukraine has comparative advantages in trade with Japan, China and the
Republic of Korea in such groups of goods as air floats and spacecraft, as well as medical equipment and optical instruments. On basis
of correlation-regression analysis, relationships between factors were identified and regressive models of foreign trade of high-tech goods
of the studied countries were constructed. Recommendations for increasing the efficiency of trade in high-tech goods of Ukraine with
Japan, China and the Republic of Korea are developed.

Conclusion.For increase Ukraine's high-tech exports to leading Asian countries - technological leaders, it is expedient to implement
the following measures: (1) state support and encouragement of private and state-owned enterprises to high-tech production; (2) creation
of "technological infrastructure" by adapting education to the current needs of production, developing industrial clusters, etc.; (3) increasing
the competitiveness of Ukrainian high-tech exports, especially those sectors where comparative advantages were found; (4) searching
for opportunities to enter new markets.

Almost in the first quarter of the third millennium, in many countries of the world, there is a progressive dynamics of linguistic conflicts,
which sometimes turn into an armed conflict. Of course, language conflicts have a very long history, but their present is even brighter. At
the heart of the language conflict, as is known, is linguistic inequality, which is characterized by the status of language. The subject of the
study is the impact of the globalization processes of the twenty-first century. on the development of modern language conflicts and the
possibility of their settlement. The goal of the work is to reveal the essence of modern language conflicts, to clarify their peculiarities; the
study of the dynamics of linguistic conflicts in the XXI century, the possible development and outline ways to solve them. The objective to
analyze the dynamics of linguistic conflicts of the XXI century and to determine their possible development, outlining ways to solve con-
temporary linguistic conflicts. General scientific methods are used: analysis, synthesis, hypothetical method.

The following results are obtained: the process of national self-affirmation, the observance of the language and culture of its legal
rights must be developed and implemented by the country's elite. This process must be constant and steady; the linguistic conflict, how-
ever, is an undesirable phenomenon in the life of society, which is a kind of obstacle in solving the problems of the social life of people of
all nationalities. Only non-violent method of overcoming linguistic conflicts will lead to harmonization of society. Linguistic conflict can help
in this.

Conclusions: a "clearing up" and neutralization of linguistic conflicts can be assisted by a sound linguistic policy and concerted efforts
to reconcile all the warring parties, seeking consensus, and most importantly, fair determination of the significance of conflicting languages
and equalization of the possibilities of realization in all spheres of life.

UKRAINE-TURKEY: POLITICAL AND ECONOMIC ASPECTS OF DEVELOPMENT AND PROSPECTS

The issues of studying of the modern Ukrainian-Turkish relations and their role in the foreign policy strategy of both countries are paid
not enough attention; however, they are critically important, taking into consideration the importance of these relations for both Ukraine
and Turkey. The subject of the research is the Ukrainian-Turkish relations. The goal of the article is genesis of establishment and devel-
opment prospects of the basic foreign policy vectors of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey.

The objective is to analyze genesis of establishment of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey since acquisition of the inde-
pendence by Ukraine; to determine the primary priorities of collaboration of Ukraine and Turkey; to consider the main stages of establish-
ment of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey; to define the political constituents of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey;
to specify the overriding priorities and indexes of economic partnership between Ukraine and Turkey; to substantiate the possible scenar-
ios of the development of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey.

The general scientific methods are used, such as: the system analysis — for the determination of the peculiarities of establishment
and development of the basic foreign policy vectors of the relationship between Ukraine and Turkey; the factor analysis — for the formali-
zation of the cause-and-effect relationship of the studied impact factors between Ukraine and Turkey; and also the scenario method
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whereby the most appropriate scenario of the development of the relationship between the mentioned above countries from 2010 till 2020,
that it is suggested to name coherent.

The following results are obtained: on the basis of the conducted analysis the problem aspects in the political and economic spheres
are drawn out, particularly, it is substantiated that Turkey with regard to Ukraine is characterized with economization of relations; the
economic components that facilitate the expansion of the amount of Ukrainian goods in the Turkish market are identified, specifically, it is
analyzed that creation of the free trade zone will result in the extension of the commodity circulation between countries at least twice.

The conclusions: the role of the economic factor in the relations between two countries is exposed; comparison of some economic
indicators is done; the basic indexes of the export and import are analyzed; the prospects of the trade and economic cooperation and
advancement of the Ukrainian export to Turkey are determined; three possible scenarios of progress of the collaboration till 2020 with
pointing the most appropriate and the most impermissible ones for Ukraine are defined.

MAIN THEORETICAL APPROACHES TO A CONCEPT EVOLUTION RESEARCH INTERNATIONAL SECURITY

A lot of scientific papers are devoted to the issue of international security. At the same time, there are almost no works devoted
precisely to the tools of the methodology of studying the concept of international security at the present stage of evolution in the scientific
discussions, that greatly reduces the effectiveness of the research process. The subject matter of the article is selection of the main
theoretical approaches to the study of the evolution of the concept of ‘international security’. The goal is to analyze the latest approaches
to the evolution of the concept of ‘international security’ and the methodology of its study in the modern international political science. The
objective is to study the main stages of the evolution of the flagship theoretical approaches to the definition of international security and
the methodology of its study. Common scientific methods are used: the historical approach — in identifying the main stages of the devel-
opment of the concept of ‘international security’ in the political science, generalization and retrospective analysis — in the study of the
methodology of this concept in modern political science.

The following results are obtained: general methodological approaches to the definition and study of international security are sum-
marized, the main principles of its system formation, models and mechanisms of provision are outlined. The newest methodical ap-
proaches to the scientific analysis of this concept are analyzed. The author specifically discloses the modern threats that have arisen in
the conditions of security at global and regional levels and that are caused by the planetary problems of the international political process,
such as globalization processes, global humanity problems, transnational terrorism, etc.

Conclusions: there is a large number of new theoretical trends that enter into controversy with the classical ones concerning the
possibilities and methodology of knowledge of contemporary challenges of international security in modern political science of international
relations. At the same time, the analyzed approaches determine the current understanding, the content and essence of international
security in all its manifestations from the formation of the national interests of individual states in this area to the practical mechanisms of
the functioning of the global system of international security. The effective functioning of the collective security mechanism is an integral
part of international security. This problem is extremely relevant and can become the subject of separate expert discussions and studies
in the field of international relations.

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The turbulent events of the last quarter of the 20th century (the collapse of the socialist system and the transition of

the post-socialist countries to a market economy, China's accession to the world market and the successive trends of
trade liberalization in a number of countries) do not doubt that trade and technology play an important role in changing
the structure of production and wages throughout the world.

At the beginning of the 20th century globalization tendencies were transformed into a deglobalization. This was par-
tially due to the fact that growth of international trade did not properly contribute to the welfare of people and the mitigation
of income polarization as it was expected to. Although, there is no doubt that trade and technology have played an im-
portant role in the change of production structure and salaries around the world.

The subject of research in the article are the main causes and consequences of the polarization of income in the world
economy. The purpose of the study is to identify the impact of the growth of international trade on human well-being and
reduction of income polarization.The main objective of the study is to analyze the dynamics of income distribution in the
world in the context of the expansion of international trade.

The article uses general scientific methods: system analysis - to determine the features of the development of inter-
national trade, a method of scientific abstraction that allows to present the general nature of the uneven distribution of
income in the world economy and to make assumptions about the expected future through extrapolating data.

Results: Based on the analysis of the dynamics of the change in the basic indicators of income distribution, the
problem aspects of the impact of international trade on the polarization of the world population's incomes are
revealed.Conclusion:According to studies,economic growth rates deepened inequality between countries, as some have
learned to benefit from new opportunities better than others. Moreover, it turned out that trade is affecting the labor market

disproportionately even within one country.

It is assumed that decades following the Cold War
are considered to be globalization times. Trade and
commerce rates have steadily increased among
countries. Since the collapse of the Berlin Wall in 1989
up to the first signs of the global financial-economic
crisis in 2007 international trade flows increased from
39% to 59% of global GDP [1].

But the picture is not like that today. The trade is
stagnant. Is this all evidence of the new, perhaps the
beginning of the era of Deglobalization? We can not
rule out such a turn of events: Globalization tendencies
of the end of the 19th century were transformed into a
deglobalization at the beginning of the 20th century.
Nevertheless, in the absence of shock (World War I or
the Great Depression of the 1930s), the history will
hardly be repeated. It can be concluded, that
globalization is changing, and not remaining stagnant
or turning around [1].

In this context, another question is of great im-
portance. To what extent the growth of international
trade contributes to the welfare of people and the miti-
gation of income polarization? The stormy events of the
last quarter of the era leave no doubt that trade and
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technology have played an important role in the
change of production structure and salaries around the
world. In the beginning of 1990s, a number of circum-
stances changed the world economy. The socialist sys-
tem collapsed, allowing post-socialist countries to
switch to a market economy that was open to interna-
tional trade and investment.

Approximately in this period, China, which began
the process of market formation in 1978, accelerated it,
particularly by allowing many companies to engage in
commercial activities and reducing export and import
barriers. Other developing countries, including Latin
America and India (where large-scale reforms were
implemented in 1991), also opened to trade, seeking to
overcome the consequences of slow, prolonged growth
of nearly a decade. In addition, in many cases the level
of openness for FDI and other forms of financial flows
has increased, which has been an additional stimulus
for export.

With time, these phenomena were not in vain to be
accepted with great enthusiasm. They led to the
formation of the global trading system that did not have
a precedent in its history. Not only did it provide
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economic (and in some cases political) liberties for
billions of people all over the world, but also more
intensive growth as a result of increasing revenue,
consumption, investment and innovation in the world.
In many emerging markets, economic growth rates
have accelerated, which deepened in-country
inequality, as some have learned to benefit from new
opportunities better than others. In such countries as
India and China, for the first time a huge middle class
was formed. It was during this period that the major
implications of global change became noticeable,
especially for workers in the developed countries, who
faced a dramatic increase in the global supply of labor
force (especially low-skilled). As of 2000, China, India
and the post-Soviet countries gave around 1.5 billion
employees to the global economy, thus doubling its
labor resources [2].

According to Stopler-Samuelson conclusion, the
global growth of labor force and capital ratio in devel-
oped countries reduces labor remuneration compared
to capital incomes, and due to this is probably ex-
plained a slight increase in average wages and reduc-
tion of labor force share in GDP in North America,
Western Europe and Japan. This process was
accelerated by decline in the role of trade unions, as
well as the widespread actions of transnational
corporations transferring production to countries with
low labor costs. Stopler-Samuelson scheme also
suggests that in poorer countries the wage rate of low-
skilled workers is growing, whereas in wealthy
countries, highly qualified workers are winning, that is,
the inequality in labor remuneration reduces in poorer
countries and increases in wealthier ones. Neverthe-
less, after the 1980s the gap between qualified and un-
skilled workers' wages increased in both countries. The
fact that the premiums for qualifications grew even
within individual sectors, but and there was no reduc-
tion in the share of employment of a low-skilled labor
force in developed countries as a result of a decrease in
their relative value, also contradicted the Stolper-
Samuelson theory.

Many economists believe [3] that in the 1990s, the
overall increase in qualification bonuses is mainly
explained by technological changes (e.g. changes in
the IT sphere, other global changes), from which highly
qualified workers have gained. However, it is not ruled
out that trade expanding has also played a role in this,
as it became clear that exporting firms from different
sectors usually involve relatively skilled workforce
than non-exporting companies, so trade growth could
have driven the demand for qualified labor force.
Among the likely factors is the transfer of work on the
basis of the relevant agreement: non high-skilled
workplace movements from richer to relatively poor
countries can contribute to the overall growth of
qualification bonuses [4]. Trade benefits usually exist if
countries specialize in specific areas, and trade leads to
redistribution of workforce from industries competing

with imports to export-oriented sectors. This leads to
the reduction of earnings of workers in sectors
competing with imports and to the increase in
employees' earnings in export-oriented industries, at
least in the short term. Disadvantageous impact of
trade on income is also observed in other cases.

International trade can lead to the inequality of
employees' income from different companies of the
same branch. The companies differ by efficiency, and
those showing the best results have greater
opportunities to enter the export markets. Research
conducted in Argentina and Mexico showed that
leading companies use new export opportunities and
"share" with employees with additional income, raising
their salaries [5].

Besides, qualified employees of companies
exporting to high-income countries, in contrast to less
educated employees, receive additional surplus
earnings. How is this explained? Consumers of
countries with high incomes, unlike consumers in
emerging markets, often demand higher quality goods.
The production and consumption of high quality
products, in turn, require skills of more qualified
employees or more efforts, and thus, the gap between
the two groups of employees increases within the
company.

It's important to note that, according to several
studies, trade is affecting the labor market
disproportionately even within one country.

Vietnam is an outstanding example. According to
the trade agreement 2001, the export taxes of the
Vietnamese companies' exports to US were reduced on
average by 23 percentage points. At the same time, tax
reduction significantly differed between branches. The
provinces of Vietnam are specialized in different fields,
and employment in some provinces has been
concentrated in those sectors where taxes have been
reduced and the number of workers in similar branches
in other regions is very small. As a result, the reduction
of export expenditures has affected the state of the
various provinces in a different way.

One study has shown that poverty has more
dwindled in the provinces where the sectors' export
costs have largely decreased [6]. The poverty was
diminished because the US market accession increased
the demand for local labor force and raised wages in the
provinces, especially for those workers whose educa-
tional level did not exceed the primary level
Significantly benefited provinces were initially rich,
that is why with the increase in trade volumes accrued
also the regional disparities in labor rewards.

Research on Vietnam suggests that international
trade creates disruptions between income levels of the
country regions. Some regions are exposed to the
influence of international trade more than the others,
which is conditioned by their production
specialization.
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Let's look at India's example where lived about 1/3
of the world's poorest population when in 1991 the
country went through trade liberalization. This reform
has reduced the quantitative restrictions on trade and,
in 1996, reduced the import customs duties on average
from 87% to 37%. P.Topalova analyzed the impact of
customs duties on imports in various parts of India,
which raised foreign competition [7].

In India, poverty at the national level has declined
during that period. Nevertheless, the survey showed
that poverty decreased less in those agricultural sectors
of India, where import competition was much higher.
Relative poverty has risen as customs duties decline
have diminished the demand for local labor, which led
to a reduction in industrial and agricultural labor
remuneration and disproportionately deteriorated the
state of poor families. Finally, the relative reduction in
per capita consumption was the most considerable in
families with a minimum income of 10 and 20 percent.

It turns out that the results of competition with
imports for local labor markets can be preserved and
deteriorated over time [8, 9]. The recent study
examines the adaptation process for workers over two
decades following the reduction of import customs
duties in Brazil at the beginning of 1990s [10]. Like in
India, this reform has reduced the income of workers in
the regions as a result of increased competition with
imports. However, in contrast to India, inequalities in
Brazil's regions reduced, as the regions affected by the
reform were originally quite rich. Inequities in incomes
may be quite profound, as labor force and capital can
not move freely, and redistribution between regions is
not so intense (especially in developing countries). As
a result, the consequences of international trade
fluctuate for workers, depending on how it affects the
local economy [11].

Although over the past decades income inequalities
declined between countries, inequality has grown in
many, especially in richer countries. Trade and
technology development has accelerated global rap-
prochement (leveling) of income for most of the people
in the poorer countries by changing production
structure and redistributing revenues inside the
country. There are some striking examples of
disparities between countries that can be found in Asia,
in this case it should be mentioned that Hong Kong,
Singapore, Korea, Taiwan, and China transitioned to a
group of high-income countries, as well as the recent
economic growth of India and China. In India, the real
GDP per capita in 1991 was 553 US dollars, and in 2015,
it was 1806 USD. The same indicator in China was 783
US dollars in 1991, and 6416 US dollars in 2015. Taking
into account the large population of India and China,
their success has contributed to a significant reduction
in inequalities in the world's population. African
countries situated south from Latin America and

"'t did not cover all the layers of the population.
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Sahara, where the growth rates are relatively slow, did
not reduce rapidly their fracture with developed
countries, but in less-favorable countries poverty has
dropped dramatically [3].

These successes in reducing income and poverty
are often conditioned by international trade and
investment, moreover, in most cases not due to free
trade policy, but due to external orientation of
production.

However, the gains of this growth are not always
equally distributed between developing and developed
countries. In general, inequality has grown in Asia and
Eastern Europe, whereas in some Latin American
countries (the most obvious example is Brazil), it has
dropped, though it still remains high throughout the
world. Deepening inequality in almost all developed
countries, along with the slowdown in economic
growth, has led to a reduction in long-term growth in
household income, with the exception of the upper
segment (see Figure 1).

The reasons for such a downturn are complicated,
but are partially linked to the global financial-
economic crisis.

The US example serves as a reflection of how eco-
nomic growth in developed economies, along with the
slowdown in the post-war era, have gradually become
less inclusive'. According to the data of US Census
Bureau, the average annual income of the family in
2014 amounted to $ 53,657, which in real terms (taking
into account the inflation) corresponds to the indicator
of 1989. For comparison, let's mention that in 1950-
1980, this figure of income has almost doubled. In the
last quarter of the era, after a period of active economic
progress, the data of which was accessible to the
majority of the population, almost half of the US
families were deprived of this opportunity (this contin-
ued until 2015, when the average income grew sharply
by 5.2% [3].

These events largely reflect the peculiarities of the
country's development, such as progressive taxation
changes, managers' premiums or economy funding
restrictions. Nevertheless, globalization and technical
progress are unique motive forces. Technical
innovations, such as telecommunication technologies,
have enabled expanding trade scales in areas such as
banking services and insurance. Getting access to
export markets or being subjected to competitive
pressure by importers companies can improve their
manufacturing processes through innovations. FDI, as
well as trade, can lead to the exchange of advanced
technologies among countries, which affects the
peculiarities of comparative advantages. In other
words, globalized trade promotes technologies to turn
into global factors [3]. As shown by B. Milanovitch, this
tendency resulted in considerable benefits for the
middle class of the Third World countries and 1% of the
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richest people in the world generally, while the picture
for the lower class of developed countries is rather
irreparable. From the point of view of global prosperity
it is undoubtedly a positive phenomenon: increasing
the income of millions of past poor people has a great
significance, but for a low-income world, it's hardly a
solace.

In the light of this reality, it is even strange that
negative attitude towards globalization expressed so
late, and its consequences are still not so great. Many
predicted turning back to protectionism after the crisis
of 2008-2010, but obvious trade restrictions are still not
noticeable.

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It must be admitted that the more liberal trade and
investment activity movement has probably stopped.
Moreover, it even began to slow down until the global
economic crisis [12].

Of course, the global trade war, which would have
negative consequences for the poorest countries
exporting labour intensive goods, is a rather different
matter. However, if it is achievable to avoid such a
failure, it is possible that the best option is to accept
globalization as a more or less complete process and to
reduce the debate over this issue.

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Modern processes of reforming the agroindustrial complex of Ukraine in the conditions of globalization of world eco-

nomic processes in the agricultural market requires from the domestic agroholdings the improvement and rational man-
agement of production activity. So the tendencies of development of agroholdings and other agroformations in modern
socio-economic conditions are relevant. In order to study the mechanism of their development, models of interconnection
between the components of production of the main types of products of agricultural holdings and the availability of agri-
cultural raw materials are constructed. The main approaches are the multivariate regression modeling of the dependence
of production of agricultural holdings on components of agricultural production. The subject of the study in the article is
the development of the agroholdings. The goal is researching of the tendencies of development of agroholdings and other
agroformations in modern socio-economic conditions. Objectives: research of dynamics of the development of agrohold-
ings of Ukraine in terms of its components in the conditions of globalization of world economic processes in the market of
agricultural products.

Common scientific methods are used: system analysis for to determine the peculiarities of the development of the
agro-industrial production in Ukraine; the regression analysis for calculating of the dependence of production of agricul-
tural holdings on components of agricultural production. The following results: on the basis of the analysis of the dynamics
of changes in the main indices of domestic agricultural production were obtained analytical interdependence of factors
influencing on development of agroholdings. Conclusions: the multivariate regression model of the dependence of pro-
duction of agricultural holdings on components of agricultural production is calculated; obtained researchings are expedi-
ent to use in foreign economic activity as recommendations for definition of the strategy of Ukraine on the world market

of agricultural products.

1. Introduction.

The most relevant task of effective planning and
management of the activities of agroholdings was after
the ratification of the Ukraine-European Union Associ-
ation with the delay in establishing Ukraine-EU free
trade zone. The EU's regulations, directives, decisions
and recommendations, which are included in the an-
nexes to the Agreement, are the part of the legal stand-
ards to be fulfilled by the Ukrainian side and require
agroholdings to produce innovative products with high
quality consumer characteristics, to use innovative
technologies for in-depth processing of agricultural
raw materials and their storing and other elements of
agricultural management. The implementation of these
requirements in order to raise the domestic agrarian
business to a higher level, in particular of European
standards, of stabilization and development of agricul-

tural production, requires the development of the agri-
cultural industry, the formation of new approaches and
mechanisms for its implementation.

Domestic agroindustrial processing industry has a
significant potential, which is able to provide a high
level of scientific and technological development of
Ukraine. At the same time, the predominant sources of
growth in the industrial sphere of agribusiness so far
were the reserves of production capacity and external
economic environment favorable for export of agricul-
tural raw materials.

The maintaining of existing tendencies in the agro-
industrial sector of the country based on low-tech pro-
duction, as well as the continuing decline of production
in agro-industrial complexes, proves the necessity of
applying scientific approaches to research the activi-
ties of agroholdings [1]. At the current stage one of the
priorities of state policy must be the modernization of
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both the whole national industry, in particular, its pro-
cessing industry, on the basis of intensification of ex-
ternal policy on the world agricultural products’ market
in the conditions of globalization, and the most effec-
tive use of its powerful scientific and technological po-
tential.

2. Literature review and problem statement.

This problem is no less relevant to the world com-
munity as well. For the development of external policy
in the world products’ market, the activity of agricul-
tural holdings in the economic development of any
country seems to be extremely important. Thus, in
1977, the special commission of the US Senate made
conclusions about the prospects for the development of
science and technology, which would be given more at-
tention than any other component of national policy or
national programs [2]. "In advanced countries, the de-
velopment and implementation of technological inno-
vation is a determining factor in social and economic
development, a guarantee of economic security. For
example, in the United States, the growth of national
income per capita due to this factor in recent years is
up to 90% "[3].

In January 2003 in Helsinki, at the initiative of the
Parliament of Finland, as well as UNESCO and
ISESCO, there was a round table discussion "Science,
Technology and Innovation Policy: Parliamentary Per-
spectives" with participation of the parliaments repre-
sentatives of Europe, Asia, Africa and America. Based
on the work of the meeting, the participants approved
the Helsinki Declaration, which is an appeal to world
parliamentarians. This Declaration states that the main
criterion of success is the development of national in-
novation systems, the validity of external policy in the
global market for the production of agricultural hold-
ings in the context of globalization.

Recently, labor-intensive and technologically obso-
lete factories, which pollute the environment, must be
reconstructed. In addition, the crisis and competition in
the international and domestic markets of agricultural
production are escalating. This causes increasing at-
tention to international agricultural enterprises, agro-
holdings and other agribusiness organizations, to their
activity concerning the supply of their products to
world markets, as only its results can give the oppor-
tunity to produce goods, which meet the growing com-
petitive demands in the global markets in a globalized
world [4].

In addition, the requirement to increase the effi-
ciency of the investment resources used, as well as the
desire to receive high profits, encourages the pro-
cessing industries to develop agroholdings, which re-
quire acceleration and effective management of their
production. In Ukraine, the development of agrohold-
ings in different periods had a tendency to both
growth and decline, but in recent years, there has been
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an increase in the share of international processing ag-
ribusinesses [5, 6].

An important strategic direction of Ukraine is the
development of the activity of agroholdings in the con-
ditions of globalization [7, 8]. The achievements of
Ukrainian economy competitiveness where production
and sevices' competitiveness of domestic enterprises
on the external and internal markets has a special role,
is one of the main tasks of economics. An important el-
ement of competitiveness is innovation, which in recent
years has become crucial for the development of agrar-
ian production in a social system based on the
knowledge gained and information resources.

The solution of the food security problem in
Ukraine is a national task that is directly related to the
development of the activities of agroholdings [9-11].
Ukraine has declared the choosing of an innovative
way of its development a lot time ago. A large number
of legislative and normative documents have been ap-
proved to implement this program. Also specialists are
actively working on the issue of reorganization in gov-
ernment bodies, hold conferences, forums and public
discussions, consider the problems of innovations in
numerous publications. But the main thing is the
launch of real mechanisms of innovation development,
which will work in each branch of the national econ-
omy, taking into account national priorities and trends
of world development of scientific and technological
progress [12].

3. The aim and objectives of the study.

Analyzing of the tendencies of development of
agroholdings and other agroformations in modern so-
cio-economic conditions. In order to study the mecha-
nism of their development constructing models of in-
terconnection between the components of production
of the main types of products of agricultural holdings
and the availability of agricultural raw materials.

4. Substantial statement of the problem.

Nowadays, in the structure of Ukraine's exports, the
share of exports of metals, minerals and chemical prod-
ucts accounts for about 60% of its volume, which sug-
gests that the gross domestic product (GDP) of the
country largely depends on fluctuations in world prices
for metals, minerals etc. [13-15]. To increase the GDP
(gross domestic product), it is necessary to diversify the
exported products, which relate mainly to the agro-in-
dustrial complex of the country. In addition, according
to FAO (Food and Agriculture Organization) estimates,
by 2050, global population growth is expected to reach
9.1 billion. Population growth will come mainly from
countries that are developing with accelerated urbani-
zation, which will lead to increased demand for food
[16]. The global challenge for the processing industry
of the agroindustrial complex in the aspect of constant
population growth is to increase production by at least
70%. This was stated by Jean-Jacques Hervé, Advisor to
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the Board of PJSC "Credit Agricole Bank" (Credit
Agricole), during a round table discussion "Introduc-
tion of new technologies: challenges for Ukrainian
companies” [17].

At the opening of the International Investment Fo-
rum in Kirovohrad, which took place in October 2016,
it was noted that a significant share of the country's
GDP was formed in the agricultural sector, and the
uniqueness of the resource base of the industry creates
virtually unlimited potential for its economic growth. It
was also noted that agrarian production is one of the
priority issues in investing [18]. At the same time,
Ukraine has a huge "agrarian" potential. For example,
black earth, convenient geographical location for ex-
port markets, deep-sea ports, developed infrastructure,
which is a large and powerful foundation for the devel-
opment of a competitive agrarian sector, including its
processing sub-sector, which is one of the sources of
growth and development of the economy and raising
the standard of living of the country's population [19].

To quantitative study the factors of influence on the
activity of agricultural holdings, we will determine the
dependence of the indicators of products of processing
enterprises and components of agricultural produc-
tion, providing on the availability of raw materials of
processing enterprises, namely, the indicator of the ef-
ficiency of production of raw material of plant growing
(y1), the efficiency of production of livestock raw mate-
rials (y»), and generalizing indicator of the efficiency of
production of mixed raw material of plant growing and
livestock (ys;) on components that characterized supply
of raw materials of the enterprise). In order to construct
a model for estimating the production of agricultural
raw materials by the processing enterprises of the
agroindustrial complex on the basis of the three re-
duced performance indicators, a stepwise regression
analysis (stepwise regression) of sequential factor ex-
clusion was performed using the Statfield GraphicCen-
turion statistical step package Module StepwiseVaria-
bleSelection based on the data for the period
1990-2016 [20].

The multifactor regression linear model of the eval-
uation of production of agricultural raw materials,
namely, the dependence of the efficiency of production
of raw material from crop production (y1) of the thir-
teen components of agricultural production, has the
form:

Thus, the dependence of the efficiency of products’
production from the raw materials of crop production

( yl) depends only on two components: the average

prices for the sale of grain and leguminous crops (xs), as
well as labor productivity in crop production (x;) and
does not depend on other components.

The calculated model of the dependence of the gen-
eralized index of the efficiency of crop production on

the components of agricultural production is statisti-
cally qualitative, as evidenced by the calculated values
of the Student's T-Test

(1, =3.4166,1, =3.7912,1, =3.2674), Fisher

Least Significant Difference (LSD) test (F=7.21) and
Durbin-Watson Statistics (DW =1,14). The coefficient

of determination shows that the variability of the effi-
ciency of production from the raw materials of crop
production is explained by 95,0% by the variability of
two significant factors: the average selling prices of
grain and leguminous crops (x;) and labor productivity
in crop production (x).

The multifactorial regression linear model of the de-
pendence of the production from animal husbandry
raw materials (y,) on the main components is as follows:

y, =—9188.7+0.2184x, +0.0107x,, .

According to the equation, we can observe that the
efficiency of production from animal husbandry mate-

rials ( y2) depends on the components: the volume of

agricultural raw materials (x;) and the average prices of
livestock and poultry (in live weight) sold by agricul-
tural enterprises (x;3). The calculated model is statisti-
cally adequate, as evidenced by the calculated values
of the Student's T-Test

(1, =—5.8394,1, =—5.8199,1, =—74457),  Fisher

Least Significant Difference (LSD) test (F =27.87) and
Durbin-Watson Statistics (DW = 1.24) .

The coefficient of determination shows that the var-
iability of the efficiency of production from animal hus-
bandry materials based on time is explained by the
95.0% variability of two significant factors: the volumes
of agricultural raw materials and the average prices of
sales by livestock and poultry enterprises (in live
weight) by enterprises [21].

The studied multiple regression linear model of the
dependence of production of mixed materials of crop
and cattle production (ys;) on the components of agri-
cultural production is as follows:

y, =—10042.7+0.2397x, +0.0352x, .

Consequently, the indicator of agricultural produc-
tion efficiency (y) depends on the volume of agricul-
tural raw materials (x;) and average prices of oilseeds
(xs) and does not depend on the remaining eleven com-
ponents of agricultural production. The calculated
model is statistically adequate, as evidenced by the cal-
culated values of the Student's T-Test

(1, =—4.5524,1, =4.5545,1, =4.5191 ), Fisher Least

Significant Difference (LSD) test (F = 12.23) and Dur-
bin-Watson Statistics (DW = 0.92) . The coefficient of
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determination shows that the variability of the index of
the efficiency of production from agricultural raw ma-
terials (y) is explained by 95.0% of the variability of the
volumes of agricultural raw materials and by 87.3% of
the variability of average prices for the sale of oilseeds.

5. Conclusions and future work.

So, the conducted research has shown the signifi-
cance of influence of some factors of raw material agri-
cultural production on the recycling enterprises rely-
ing in their activity on the supply of raw materials. En-
terprises that use the products of crop production in
their production, depend significantly on the average
prices of sales of grain and leguminous crops and labor
productivity in crop production[22]. Recycling compa-
nies specializing in the use of products from animal
husbandry materials essentially depend on the vol-
umes of agricultural production and average prices for

the sale of livestock and poultry (in live weight) by en-
terprises. Mixed companies depend on the volumes of
agricultural raw materials and the average prices for
the sale of oilseeds.

Thus, using the obtained results on the basis of the
tool of economic and mathematical modeling, which is
based on processing of statistical information of retro-
spective nature, the evaluation of individual variables
and their parameters, the interdependence of the most
influential factors of agricultural production was found,
and regression models of indicators were calculated on
the most significant aggregating factors characterizing
the development of the agrarian potential of the
Ukrainian economy.

Itis a practical tool for making managerial decisions
for forecasting tactical and strategic directions of the
development of agroholdingsin Ukraine and export of
agricultural production to the world commodity mar-

kets.

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The article investigates the state of the Eurozone countries’ financial security in the context of the world economic environment glob-
alization. For the purpose of this, financial security is considered in terms of institutional, instrumental, and interdisciplinary dimensions.

The subject of research is the tools of the Eurozone countries’ financial security ensuring. The goal is to research the dependence of
the financial activity of the euro area countries on the results of credit rating assessments by rating agencies using the credit default swap
instrument in the context of the Eurozone countries’ financial security ensuring.The objective is the process of the Eurozone countries’
financial security ensuring in the context of the world economic environment globalization. General scientific methods are used, such as
system analysis — to determine the peculiarities of the financial security ensuring,regression analysis - to determine the relationship be-
tween the spreads of sovereign credit default swaps and the eurozone credit rating class. The following results are obtained: on the basis
of the regression analysis of the spreads of sovereign credit default swaps and the eurozone credit rating classindicators the influence of
sovereign credit risk figure on investment attractiveness of the Eurozone countries is determined; the approaches of the credit default
swaps usage in the context of the researching of the credit rating impact on the investment attractiveness of the sovereigns are systema-
tized; examination of dependence between credit ratings and sovereign credit default swap spreads is applied as the main research tool.

Conclusions: for the sake of the Eurozone countries’ financial security enhancement, the authors offer replacement of the credit ratings
of leading credit rating agencies with alternative credit risk indicators : market assessments of credit risk, instruments for internal credit
risk assessment and third party valuation, as well as the ways of strengthening the Eurozone’s financial security through the establishment
of permanent threat monitoring system and estimation of their quantity and quality variables are suggested in the article.

COMPLEX ASSESSMENT OF THE LEVEL AND DYNAMICS OF THE AGRARIAN CAPACITY OF THE KHMELNYTSKYI REGION

Management of agricultural production in a market environment requires continuous improvement of approaches and methods for
solving this problem. Strategic and tactical planning becomes a part of effective management of a market economy and deserves special
attention.

Adoption of grounded managerial decisions in the agrarian sector economy requires the identification of a comprehensive quantitative
assessment of the capacity that will contribute to the identification of promising goals and the development of a rational strategy for their
achievement. The given task can be solved by using the toolkit of economic and mathematical modeling, in particular the methodology of
integral assessment.

The subject of the study in the article is the toolkit for a comprehensive assessment of agrarian capacity. The aim of the article is to
calculate and identify the level of agricultural capacity of the Khmelnytskyi region, analyze its dynamics and identify trends in its change.

The common scientific methods are used like system analysis — for identifying components of agrarian capacity; statistical analysis —
for identifying dynamics of agrarian capacity components; method of integral index — to identify the level of agrarian capacity; method of
comparison — for assessing efficiency of use of capacity. The results are obtained: the assessment of agrarian capacity of Khmelnytskyi
region during 2012-2016is carried out; trends of changing it components are analyzed; the effectiveness of it use is studied; It was| found
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out that mainly the activities of the agrarian sector are ensured through the effective use of resources. Conclusions: calculated assesses
of agrarian capacity end trends of it changes are proposed to take into account by State Bodies of Khmelnytskyi region when the strategy
of social and economic development is created and improved.

INFLUENCE OF TRANSNATIONAL CORPORATIONS ON THE LEVEL OF LIFE OF THE POPULATION OF THE HOST COUNTRY:
THE EXPERIENCE OF CHINA

The article is devoted to the study of various indicators of China's development since the beginning of the reforms. The subject of
research of the article is the China's development. The goal is to study the results of China's interaction with transnational corpora-
tions. The objective is to examine the growth rates of gross domestic product (GDP) and national income per capita, the level of average
wages, the level of poverty, the index of population’s quality of life, the indicator of pollution. General scientific methods are used, such as
analysis, synthesis, comparisons.

The following results were obtained: China's interaction with transnational corporations led simultaneously to different results. On the
one hand, the country has become rich, shows economic growth, the increasing of wages and urbanization, the level of poverty has
decreased, Chinese banks have become leaders in the global market, the country has become one of the largest investors in the world.
On the other hand, a number of problems appeared: excessive contamination, uneven distribution of income, dependence on food imports.

Conclusions: China's interaction with transnational corporations had both positive and negative effects. According to a number of
experts, China's economy now is evolving in two directions. The first direction is characterized by a slow growth of those industries that
have been traditional for the country: steel production, shipbuilding, industrial production. In these sectors, the government began to
control surplus capacity, compliance with world standards, including environmental ones. Another direction includes industries focused
on the production of services and using new technologies. At present, China is at the stage of structural reforms in economics, during
which it is possible that China will be able to solve its problems.

The subject of research is represented by legislative
framework and its impact on development of the entrepreneurship in agrarian sector of Ukraine. The goal is to substantiate the directions
for further improvements of the legislative environment. The objective is to research the development of situation in the institutional legis-
lative environment and reveal the points, which hinder the development of efficient entrepreneurship in agrarian sector. General scientific
methods are used: system analysis — for determining important markers of legislative environment development, monographic — for re-
searching the legislative environment dynamics, induction and deduction — for developing and substantiating the conclusions.

The following results were obtained: main problems which have to be solved is the absence of complex approach, lagging with imple-
menting needed legislative improvements, lack of financing the goals envisioned by adopted legislation.

Conclusions: activities aimed to solving the aforementioned problem improve the legislative institutional environment in the direction
of forming efficient entrepreneurship in agrarian sector, balancing its needs with the goals of local communities, regions and country as a
whole.

THE OUTLOOK OF ISLAMIC FINANCIAL MODEL IN GLOBALIZATION'S
CONDITIONS

In the modern system of world economic relations, the concept of the Islamic financial model begins to take increas-
ingly strong positions in the world economy. The subject of research of the article is the features of development and
forecasts of the Islamic financial model in the global economy. The goal is to study modern trends of the Islamic financial
model's development; identify the features of the existence of the Islamic economy in the context of the global world
economic system; determine the forecasts for the development of the Islamic economic model in the global economy;
determine the effectiveness of the Islamic financial model in the context of modern economic realities; the formation of
mechanisms for solving challenges associated with the development of the islamic economic model. General scien-
tific methods are used, such as modeling, analogy, deduction, induction, generalization, classification, observation, com-
parison, measurement, experimental methods of research, abstraction, aggregation, statistical, graphical, logical-theoret-
ical, historical-logical, methods of analysis, synthesis, comparative analysis, and others. The following results were ob-
tained: on the basis of the analysis of manuals, monographs, scientific articles of Ukrainian and foreign scientists, reports
of well-known analytical companies, statistical materials of international European institutes and institutions of MENA
countries and resources of the global Internet. Conclusions: lack of greater standardization in legal structures and inter-
pretation of Sharia. This is crucial in order to turn the industry on a sustainable growth path. It is necessary to show the
market how to achieve standardization by introducing standard structures, documentation or steps that emitters must pass
to make batch release simpler and more effective. If standardization is to be achieved, there will be more time for stake-

holders to innovate and create new Islamic finance instruments that will boost growth.
Keywords: Islamic financial model, Islamic financial forecasts, Islamic financial assets, sukuk, takaful.

The Statement of the problem. Due to the fact that
the phenomenon of "Islamic financial model” is no
longer a complex of systems, economic views and an
insignificant "addition" to another comprehensive eco-
nomic aggregate of economic knowledge, but a com-
plete, self-functioning system of economic knowledge
and its functioning.

The Islamic economic model since the mid-20th
century, moving from the state of fragmentary theoret-
ical knowledge to a fully-formed theoretical basis, cor-
responds to modern economic challenges, and from
this moment it begins to actively integrate into the eco-
nomic life of people and states that have chosen the
model of Islamic economic principles for the solution
of economic issues.

In addition to the states of Islamic nature, which ac-
cording to are closer to Islamic principles of economic
management to date, there is a clear interest of secular
states and those states where Islam as a religion is a mi-
nority. That demonstrates the relevance of Islamic prin-
ciples of management in the "non-Islam" countries.

Thus, we assert the study of the Islamic financial
system essence, and its perspectives are an actual topic
of research in view of the rapidly growing capitalization
of Islamic assets and their impact on the economy of
countries around the world. Introducing the theoretical
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and practical value of this area of eco-knowledge,
which is constantly evolving.

Analysis of recent research. Since the time when
the Islamic banks began to carry character of demand
and relevance, some problems began to arise. The fact
is that at the time of the emergence of the trend of the
establishment of Islamic banks there was a lack of liter-
ature and the lack of sources of norms of Sharia law that
hindered development at the beginning of the path.
Over time, this circumstance was abolished by the
Muslims' desire to revive Islam in all aspects of the life
of each Muslim, in particular, the economical one. As a
result, many scholars in the field of Islamic economics
began to appear in connection with the growing rele-
vance of the topic and the demand of specialists in this
field. Among the most famous Russian scientists, the
following who contributed to the development of this
problem: Ahmedova E.S., Bekkin R.I.,, Kamensky M.,
Muftyahetdinova M., Trunin PV, Nasyrov M.K., Haji-
yev ML.P., Razalia I., Zhuravlev A.Yu., Iskhakov [., and
others. Among the Ukrainian scientists can be found:
Sidorov V.I. Gasim S. and others whose view on this is-
sue brought its novelty to a new stage in the develop-
ment of Islamic finance. It is also necessary to separate
a number of foreign scholars who have attained a high
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level of scientific success in the study of Islamic fi-
nance. Of these, the following most authoritative and
prominent scholars can be distinguished: Chapra's
death, Mufta Muhammad Taki Usmani, Hadrat Kha-
lifatul-Masih II, Mirza Bashir-ud-Din Mahmoud Ah-
mad, Abdi Shaweseth and others.

Based on the materials taken from written and elec-
tronic sources of competent scholars in the field of the
Islamic financial model, the results of the analysis are
presented in next section.

The purpose of the article is to determine the out-
look for the development of the Islamic economic
model in the global economy. Determine the effective-
ness of the Islamic financial model in the context of cur-
rent economic realities. Formation of mechanisms for
solving problems related to the development of the Is-
lamic economic model.

Basic material. Today, Islamic financial relations
are experiencing a range of diverse external and inter-
nal challenges to a greater extent due to the political
situation in the world. The new monetary policy of the
United States, the slow recovery of oil prices, and a
number of geopolitical conflicts create a significant un-
certainty of events and their consequences. US exit
from trans-Pacific co-operation, referring to amend-
ment Britain has left the European Union, the growing
anti-immigration stance in Western Europe contribute
to the role and influence of right-wing parties and the

growth of US interest rates over the past 10 years with
the moment of the mortgage crisis [4]. These develop-
ments also unfold at a time when gradual introduction
of newregulatory capital and liquidity requirements in-
itiated by the Group of Twenty and the Financial Sta-
bility Board after the financial crisis began.

The above-mentioned events, in our opinion, will
have important consequences for the world economy.
However, it remains to establish the exact extent of this
impact until there is more clarity about US policy in the
future, as well as the future of economic and political
ties between the countries within the EU and the EU
with the external countries, in particular the UK.

In 2016, for the second consecutive year, there is a
stagnation of the Islamic financial model where aggre-
gate capitalization in the main areas (banking, insur-
ance, stock market) amounted to 1.89 trillion. Dol USA.
(Fig. 1.).

In our view, this slowdown is mainly due to the
change in the value of the world's Islamic banking as-
sets in US dollars due to the weakening of the exchange
rate on the key markets of Islamic banking (Iran, Ma-
laysia, Turkey, Indonesia).

In 2016, the Islamic banking sector is 1493.4 trillion
dol. USA, and mentioned sector continues to dominate the
global Islamic economic model, which is 78.9% of the in-
dustry's assets in 2016 (Fig. 2).

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Compared to 2015 (Fig. 3.) where the capitalization
of the Islamic banking sector amounted to 1.496.5 tril-
lion dol. USA, which demonstrates significantly nega-
tive development results in relation to the previous dy-
namics of 2013-2014, where the capitalization of the Is-
lamic banking sector increased from 1,283.8 trilliondol.
USA. Up to 1,476.2 trillion dol. USA. A capital adequacy
ratio (CAR) and first-tier CAR for Islamic banks shrank

to 12.08% and 9.71% respectively at the end of the sec-
ond quarter of 2016 (Fig. 4).

In Iran, there was also a decrease in the CAR, to
6.3%, and CAR of the first level to 3.3% as Q2. In 2016,
having fallen by 1.7% and 0.9% in comparison with the
previous year. The decline in Iran's relations explains
the general trend of lowering the CAR and CAR of the
first level for the Islamic banking sector.

However, recent political events that led to the abo-
lition of economic sanctions against Iran could be ben-
eficial for the country's economy, as it returns to the oil
market and improves its liquidity and funding position.

Islamic banks of Oman have been seriously capital-
ized since its inception, with an average CAR rate of
81% in 2013. Similarly, the only Nigerian Islamic bank
had 79.7% of CAR by the end of 2013 [2]. The consistent
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growth of deposits and funding allowed Omani and Ni-
gerian Islamic banks to mobilize funds and increase
their financial capabilities, which led to a significant re-
duction in their CAR. As of 2 square. In 2016, the total
value of the Islamic Republic of Iran's Islamic banks in
Nigeria and Oman was 28.4% and 28.6% respec-
tively [6].

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Jordan (21.8%) and Brunei (21.6%) recorded the
highest levels of CAR after Nigeria and Oman by Q2. In
2016, the Sudanese CPC reached 21.1%, compared with
16.6% in 2013 [9]. Saudi Arabian Islamic banks have an
average of 20% of capital adequacy, maintaining a high
level that has not fallen below 19.4% over the entire pe-
riod. Other Persian Gulf states had comparable levels
of CAR - between 18% and 16.5% [9]. With the increase
in external risks for the banking sector as a result of
macroeconomic risks and low oil prices, banks may
face the challenge of maintaining a high level of capi-
talization.

In general, despite the decline in key indicators, in
the Islamic banking sector, it remained generally ro-
bust to difficult economic conditions. But the short-
term liquidity of Islamic banks remains a problem, es-
pecially in the Persian Gulf countries. Islamic banking
assets are still concentrated in several countries, and
large credit rating agencies warn that the prevailing
macroeconomic conditions may have an impact on the

financial situation and the activities of banks, both or-
dinary and Islamic, in some countries where the Islamic
Banking is as stately important.

The prospects for the development of the Islamic
banking sector in 2018 are likely to be breached by
macroeconomic conditions, where government reve-
nues and cost reductions can lead to a potential slow-
down in GDP growth, with a possible decrease in assets,
liquidity and an increase in the cost of financing Islamic
banks. In addition, the need for Islamic banks to com-
ply with the latest regulatory and accounting standards
can increase their compliance costs and affect their
profitability.

Given the above factors, we subsequently decided
to go further and analyze the correlation dependencies
of the Islamic financial model and oil. Considering the
GDP growth rates of the Persian Gulf and Malaysia,
which are among the main suppliers of oil, we have
found that the growth of Islamic finance is highly cor-
related with oil prices (fig. 5.).

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Thus, two factors are responsible for lowering the
growth rate of the Islamic economic model: the impact
of political measures on oil prices and the lack of stand-
ardization in the field where the standards of Islamic fi-
nancial institutions are still based on local considera-
tions.

Since Islamic finance is still concentrated mainly in
oil exporting countries, only the Persian Gulf countries,
Malaysia and Iran make up more than 80% of the indus-
try's assets [16]. In our opinion, falling oil prices, reduc-
ing public investment and current spending have led to
a decline in industry growth. Only Malaysia had a more
stable growth rate, thanks to its diversification. Growth
rates in the Persian Gulf countries declined from 2012
to 2017. On the other hand, Iran in 2016 experienced a
surge in growth after lifting certain sanctions and se-
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lecting the oil sector (Fig. 6). Meanwhile, Iran's econ-
omy will continue to suffer from a lack of funding and
remaining sanctions.

In general, we believe that industrial growth will sta-
bilize by about 5% in 2018, which is lower than the av-
erage in the last decade (Fig. 7.). Later participants in
Islamic activities, such as Morocco and Oman, are
likely to show stronger growth, but their contribution
to the overall Islamic financial sector is likely to remain
insignificant.

We expect that the decline in Islamic banks in the
Persian Gulf will continue in 2018 after asset growth has
fallen to 5.3% in 2017 compared to 10.7% in 2014. In our
baseline scenario, we assume that asset growth will sta-
bilize by about 5%.

As the economic cycle increases its turnover, we be-
lieve that the figures for the number of assets of Islamic
banks in the Persian Gulf countries will get worse in
2018. Such decrease was not noticeable in 2016 and
2017, since, as it would not have been typical, banks be-
gan to restructure their risks according to the standard
to adapt to changing economic conditions. Therefore,
last year we saw an increase in restructured loans in the
Persian Gulf countries. We believe that the decrease
will be even more noticeable in 2018. In general, we be-
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lieve that subcontractors and expatriates will play a ma-
jor role in the economic cycle and make an important
contribution to the formation of new loans.

The fig. 8 shows the statistic method that is shown
in the following dynamic of the Islamic banking sector
in 2012-2020. To do this, we build a simple linear re-
gression model in the Excel program - Fig. 8.

Consequently, according to the results of forecasting,
Islamic banking assets in the global economy in 2020 the
amount of assets will be raised to 1796.08 trillion. dollars
USA.

In our opinion, the profitability of Islamic banks in the
Persian Gulf countries will be deteriorated in 2018; we dis-
covered several factors that come into play:

- The cost of financing has increased, which has re-
duced the bank's credit margin in 2017. Although pressure
weakened a little after some governments issued interna-
tional bonds and defrosted payments to contractors, we
believe that the cost of funding will remain overvalued in
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2018. The recent increase in rates in the US Federal Re-
serve may lead to deposits being converted into invest-
ment accounts with the distribution of profits from curren-
tunpaid accounts. If this happens, it will further increase
the cost of funding. Few Islamic banks have allocated sig-
nificant amounts of reserves for the stabilization of profits
that they have reserved in profitable years and are now
used to stabilize profitability if necessary.

- The cost of risks is increasing. We also expect higher
credit losses in the next two years due to relatively tight
economic conditions. The impact of subcontractors, small
and medium-sized enterprises and retail customers (espe-
cially expatriate) is likely to stimulate growth in credit
risk.
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Therefore, we believe that the growth of Islamic banks'
income will slow down and that they will concentrate on
their core costs to mitigate the effects (for example, by re-
ducing the number of branches). However, like their coun-
terparts, Islamic banks in the Persian Gulf countries
should be able to protect their profitability over the next
two years. Although the merger may be one of the ways
forward in some Gulf countries, we expect that such cases
will remain as exception in the following years.

The problems of using the Islamic financial model in
the world economy. The first solution to the more active
participation of multilateral credit organizations in Islamic
finance present oneself as the production of sukuk and
popularization the offer of Islamic products, on the one
hand, and the more stringent application of the principle
of distribution of profits and losses, on the other hand,
could create future growth opportunities.

The second solution is to achieve greater standardiza-
tion in legal structures and the interpretation of Sharia.
Some market observers believe that the debate about
standardization relates to the past. In our opinion, it re-
mains very relevant. We believe that this discussion is cru-
cial in order to turn the industry on a sustainable path of

growth. It is necessary to show the market how to achieve
standardization by introducing standard structures, docu-
mentation or steps that emitters must pass to make batch
release simpler and more effective. We also believe that if
standardization is to be achieved, there will be more time
for stakeholders to innovate and create new Islamic fi-
nance instruments that should foster growth.

The third solution is to further consolidate the industry
to transform it into a truly globalized sector from its cur-
rent status as a collection of the small industries. We have
developed the main provisions for the formation of the
economic and institutional environments of the Islamic fi-
nancial sector of the world economy (Fig. 9.). It is known
that Islamic finance already has several success stories [19,
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22]. New players could see the previous success of other
market participants as motivations. For example, some
sukuk issuers could benefit from the Malaysian experi-
ence, where the succession process is as smooth as for or-
dinary bonds, according to our understanding.

International mergers are also important, they can help
the industry to combine its interpretation of Sharia. A sim-
ilar experience was observed with several fusion banks of
the Persian Gulf banks in Turkey. In our view, the industry
also needs more integration.

For example, a large issue of sukuk can help takaful
companies invest less in risky real estate, stocks and banks

to manage their liquidity, as well as funds for generating
fixed income and other means to generate additional in-
struments for the exchange of profits and losses. Banks
could begin to offer takaful products more systematically,
if the appropriate regulation for this existed. Progress will
be made if regulatory authorities make a statement about
creating a more favorable regulatory environment, while
academics and lawyers worked together to achieve stand-
ardization [20, 21]. Universities could provide the training
and knowledge to create the necessary new generation of
Islamic finance professionals.

It is necessary that the observance of Sharia in the field
existed side by side with corporate governance. Managers
should ensure compliance with the directives of the Sharia
Council. Therefore, proper mechanisms for monitoring
compliance with Sharia are needed for its proper imple-
mentation. It is also necessary that the leadership of the
Islamic Bank to be vigilant at the stage of approval of the
Sharia decision. Since there were a number of cases where
the Islamic banking product was issued, it first appeared
to conform to the principles of Sharia, but at the stage of
its implementation in connection with the participation of
a person there were omissions of some details which even-
tually led to violations of the Sharia. Therefore, proper su-
pervision of the Sharia Council is necessary at all stages of
product implementation, from its approval to its full im-
plementation. Thus, effective monitoring of compliance
with the principles of Sharia is one of the main factors in
adhering to the fundamental principles of the Islamic fi-
nancial model. The Sharia Councils should ensure compli-
ance with the Sharia directives. The need for proper mon-
itoring mechanisms is indispensable for these goals.

It is important to note that the stereotypical factor to

put an Islamic financial model in acute distrust on the part
of people who are poorly connected with the principles of
work in this industry. So that the influence of this factor
has declined, itis necessary to spread the ideas of conduct-
ing Islamic business to increase the literacy of people in
the relationship of the principles of Islamic financial struc-
tures and reduce the general background of distrust.

You need to solve the problem of "fish". The lack of in-
terest in the Islamic financial model is a fundamental prin-
ciple which, in a special way, gives it uniqueness. In order
for people to believe in the sincerity of the operation of this
model, it is necessary to reconsider a series of Islamic
banking contracts which, albeit working on a non-interest-
based principle, however, cause a number of doubts in
their non-interest-bearing nature. Such contracts as Mura-
baha, Mudarab, Yadzhara, Tavvaruk and others are quite
ambiguous, in our opinion, require a fresh look at their
functioning in order to remove all doubts about their un-
certain areas of operation. If earlier experts spoke about
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the necessity of matching Sharia, then it is now necessary
to consider the depth of products based on Sharia. Contra-
dictions between different Sharia councils should end. It is
necessary to unify resolutions and fatwas.

List with solutions for the Islamic financial model:

1) States where Islamic financial institutions operate,
must work with Sharia counselors to develop rules of con-
duct not only for practitioners, but also for Sharia advisers
and advisory councils;

2) Universities and colleges need to implement appro-
priate programs to meet the growing need for trained per-
sonnel;

3) In order to ensure the effective operation of interna-
tional operations of Islamic financial institutions, it is nec-
essary that all rules and regulations are properly unified,
as consistently as possible and accessible for inspection;

4) Should regular conferences, symposiums and work-
shops be held on scientists, universities and colleges, as
well as researchers whom could exchange ideas, and sug-
gest solutions to problems as they arise, for further devel-
opment of the industry;

5) The need to create more scholar grants, scholarships
and donations that should motivate scholars and research-
ers to continue providing an in-depth study of the Islamic
financial model,;

6) Scientists who carry out innovative discoveries or
contributions to the industry should be rewarded on vari-
ous degrees, to motivate the further growth of innovative
scientific activity;

7) Civil courts that do not have experts in Islamic com-
mercial law should not stop taking decisions on issues re-
lated to the Islamic financial model without the presence
of qualified Sharia experts;

8) It is necessary to harmonize the basic Islamic eco-
nomic terms and technical expressions used in the Islamic
financial model in order to avoid confusion;

Thus, all sectors that shape the Islamic economy must
work together to achieve greater integration. In general,
more united and integrated, industry will be strengthened
and have growth pathways.

Inferences.

1. Islamic regulators should strengthen their instru-
ments, paying particular attention to the risks associated
with the close interconnection between deposits and in-
vestments.

2. Challenges are the standardization and harmoniza-
tion of regulatory and supervisory standards of various Is-
lamic jurisdictions, promoting their internationalization
and enhancing their competitiveness in this sector. Islamic
finance must adapt to national legislation, without preju-
dice to its specific financial regulation and tax character-
istics, to allow Islamic institutions to participate in an
equal competitive environment.

3. An active participation of multilateral credit organi-
zations in Islamic finance through the production of sukuk
and the promotion of the offer of Islamic products, on the
one hand, and the more stringent application of the prin-
ciple of distribution of profits and losses, as well as, to cre-
ate future opportunities for growth.

4. Necessary achievement of greater standardization in
legal structures and interpretation of Sharia. This is crucial
in order to turn the industry on a sustainable growth path.
It is necessary to show the market how to achieve stand-
ardization by introducing standard structures, documen-
tation or steps that emitters must pass to make batch re-
lease simpler and more effective. If standardization is to be
achieved, there will be more time for stakeholders to inno-
vate and create new Islamic finance instruments that will
boost growth.

5. It is necessary to consolidate the industry to trans-
form it into a truly globalized sector from its current status
as a collection of small industries.

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Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) are critical components for any country. It demands systematic examination
based on theory and proves its significance. In our case, finding explanations is required why SMEs are important, about
its historical background and what it would deliver in the times to come. As the issue of SMEs is yet to recognize by the
respective governments over time, it is inevitable to identify and find way out to address the concerns of the sector. The
main objective of the paper is to make an inquiry into the increasing importance of SMEs in Nepal. While analyzing Nepal's
SMEs, European SMEs are taken into consideration including other countries in an innovation perspective and technology
transfer.

Based on the empirical evidence and innovation theory of management propounded by the world-renowned scientists,
we have tried to find solutions scientifically related to the weak absorptive capacity of SMEs to go in an innovative way for
their advancement and technology transfer in Nepal SME as the role of SMEs is deemed critical for job creation and
economic growth. The lessons from European and other developed economies could transform SMEs into more produc-
tive ones through innovation and push for the sustenance in the long run. The research shows that defining the SMEs in
the Act itself is not sufficient to promote the sector. Rather, the SMEs should be advanced through the adoption of inno-
vation management techniques and technology transfer with facilitation from acknowledgment management and partner-
ship approach to their sustainability. Conclusion: the country needs to adopt a strategy to define the SMEs in a profes-
sional manner like other countries; introduction of some rules and regulations to encourage the sector in terms of incen-
tives and finance; introduction of SME Policy to consolidate SMEs, which also needs to focus on technology transfer and

knowledge management for adopting innovative approach for the advancement of the sector.

Introduction

Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) are the
backbone of most economies — whether it is in Nepal
or European countries. However, they need to adopt in-
novative approach to sustain and stay competitive in
thelong run. SMEs seem critical for Europe as it creates
more than 85 per cent of new jobs. The SME is defined
for such enterprises, which maintain the staff head-
count, annual turnover and annual balance sheet in Eu-
rope. If an enterprise employs less than 250 people,
does transaction not exceeding euro 50 million and
maintains a total annual balance sheet of euro 43 mil-
lion, these are called SMEs [8]. According to OECD,
SMEs covers 90 percent firms and employ 63 percent of
the labor force globally. When it comes to the defini-
tion of SMEs, it varies from country to country and
lacks universal definition [15].

There exists differences in SME definition based on
international institutions, national laws or industries.
This has been a great challenge to the scientific re-
searchers to find the definition of SME similar for all
countries. The definition of SME in Nepal is done based
on fixed capital of the enterprises. Small enterprises
(besides micro and cottage) that has US$ 0.9 million
fixed capital, medium enterprises starting from the US
$ 0.9 million to the US $ 2 million in a country like Ne-
pal [13].

This main aim of the article is to examine SME and
its future potentials in the perspectives ofinnovation
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management including definition as to how SMEs can
be exploited for economic growth through the innova-
tive way. As the SMEs are defined in different ways
from country to country, it is deeper understanding for
the states and for the students of science in today's
growing world is inevitable.

Increasing need of SMEs in Nepal for socio-eco-
nomic development cannot be undermined and, also
the changed political system projects that this potential
sector to grow to advance economic growth as the sec-
tor contributes immensely for the majority of the popu-
lation for better livelihoods. Belds, 2015 states that the
SMEs make the major contribution to boosting eco-
nomic growth in EU including employment as the sec-
tor is ultimately turning out to be a dominating force in
socio-economic development.

Exploring the potential roles of SMEs in economic
development is imperative but it has to go in an inno-
vative way if they want to survive and exploit its full po-
tentials. The scope of SMEs in Nepal and other parts of
the world is immense but all countries are not perform-
ing as required and seem riddle when it comes to ex-
ploitation of full potentials for sustainable progress. In
such a context, it is logical in theoretical perspectives
to compare other countries' SMEs and find a solution
for their survival in a productive way.

The research of SMEs should rather need to be done
in a scientific way, which is not done yet by anyone in
the country. It necessitates recognizing the rational
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why SMEs are critical throughout the world for shared
prosperity. As the research of science is an independ-
ent process, SMEs, which mostly are in operation in a
traditional way, can be compared with other global
economies in a scientific way. In our scientific research,
the SMEs will be analyzed on its importance in theoret-
ical perspectives for economic development in the con-
text of innovation management.

SMEs are, no doubt, critical components for any
country. It demands systematic examination based on
theory and proves its significance. In our case, finding
explanations is required why SMEs are important,
about its historical background and what it would de-
liver in the times to come. As the issue of SMEs is yet to
recognize by the respective governments over time, it
is inevitable to identify and find way out to address the
concerns of the sector. If not, what consequences it will
lead, would be difficult to understand in the coming
days.

1. Intention for conducting research on SME

As the SMEs are a great field of study, we will dig
the scientific truth, which is useful for scientists and
practitioners as well. The real science behind the emer-
gence of SMEs will be dealt in theoretical perspectives
as it helps us to explore new knowledge through inno-
vation management of enterprises. In the field of scien-
tific research, well-known scientists like Joseph A.
Schumpeter (1883-1950) and Prof Dr. Jan-Urban Sandal
(Norway) [17] including other scientists/authors have
dealt at length to understand the theoretical part in un-
derstanding the industries' potential and for economic
development.

SMEs role is significant, and consumers need to feel
the difference on the use of SMEs products, which can
only be achieved through innovation. For this to hap-
pen, SMEs can adopt the approach the innovation man-
agement theory propounded by Joseph Alois Schum-
peter. The innovation concept covers the following five
cases: "(1) The introduction of a new good — that is
one which consumers are not yet familiar — or of a new
quality of a good. ( 2) The introduction of a new method
of production, that is one not yet tested by experience
in the branch of manufacture concerned, which need
by no means be founded upon a discovery scientifically
new, and can also exist in a new way of handling a com-
modity commercially. (3) The opening of a new market
that is a market into which the particular branch of
manufacture of the country in question has not previ-
ously entered, whether or not this market has existed
before. (4) The conquest of a new source of supply of
raw materials or half-manufactured goods, again irre-
spective of whether this source already exists or
whether it has first to be created. (5) The carrying out of
the new organization of any industry, like the creation
of a monopoly position (for example through justifica-
tion) or the breaking up of a monopoly position" [18, p.
66]. It is implicit that SMEs are found to be the critical

component of the national economy. However, its sig-
nificance and promotion are not yet done in a system-
atic approach through the study of history, developing
theory in today's context. Therefore, SMEs should be
made an indispensable sector of the economies like
Nepal, by identifying the bottlenecks of the sector.
Since this sector is considered as a strong economic
agent of the society for the dynamic change, its proper
classification is the need of the hour in terms of both the
employment and the capital.

2. Literature review

It is evident that there are no scientific papers writ-
ten on SMEs and its role in national economic develop-
ment at the national level, especially in Nepal. Glob-
ally, there are scientific papers and literature on the
role of SMEs based on theoretical perspectives, which
demands at the local level to conduct research scientif-
ically to recognize its importance at the national level
and explore accordingly to the international arena.

The contribution of SMEs in the overall industrial
sector is huge. Its role in economic growth and socio-
economic development seems unrivaled compared to
other economic sectors. Studies and research can be
found globally on SMEs in different countries. There is
a need to go deeper into the theoretical framework to
analyze properly to find out the issues surrounding
with the SMEs for its unexplored potentials. Momtaz
Uddin Ahmed has stated it in an international journal
titled "Theoretical Framework for Analyzing the
Growth. International Journal of SME Development
[1], affiliated with the University of Dhaka, Bangladesh,
theoretical framework needed to identify the weak-
nesses and strengths of SMEs. Inevitably, the problems
faced by the SMEs do vary from country to country
which can be analyzed taking examples from SMEs-fo-
cused countries based on theoretical perspectives.
Many assume that it is difficult to differentiate categor-
ically the problems faced by the SMEs, but finally, they
grow from small and make the world a better place to
live in an increasingly complex industrialized world.
According to Ahmed, the issues surrounding SMEs are
many from technical to behavioral aspects of firms, as
they are not being considered in theoretical perspec-
tives, and seek for examining which becomes useful in
identifying the problems faced by them including op-
erational ones.

In today's world, SMEs — some are being confined
to the family members alone, and are yet to move in a
commercial way engaging professional people. This is
static as the production is not dynamic compared to 25
years ago in Nepal that lacks innovation and inability
in adopting new technology. Workers are engaged in
labor-intensive small-scale and household enterprises.
The technological level of Nepal's manufacturing
products such as textiles, garments, and carpets
(mostly labor intensive) is lowest in the world [14]. If the
SMEs are to be advanced with new innovations, SMEs
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should move in line with a global perspective through
the diversification of the products, change the design,
seek new markets and change the production process
as European countries have already proved so.

While carrying out innovation work of SMEs, there
should be some new form of combinations and activi-
ties by the engaged entrepreneurs, which can only
emerge through creativity/innovation. "Entrepreneur-
ial profit is the proof of success as it is the result of suc-
cessful entrepreneurship. When the entrepreneur un-
dertakes the carrying out of new combinations, new
combinations of land and labor (the first and second in-
put factors in the production function) — an entrepre-
neurial profit will occur under special circumstances.
The market forces channel the entrepreneurial profit to
the entrepreneur. Most fortunes are created by the en-
trepreneurial activities [17].

As the criteria of SMESs in Nepal is somewhat differ-
ent than other countries of Europe, the state should
grant subsidies for innovative development to establish
new enterprises that attract newer technologies, new
products, and services, new workplaces and create de-
mand in the marketplaces that will ultimately boost the
national economy. However, it has to be supported
based on the criteria of SMEs as per the Industrial En-
terprises Act.

Knowledge management seems to be the key com-
ponent to magnify SMEs to expand with an innovative
approach. However, it depends on how the knowledge
management is managed for operating the SMEs in an
innovative way. The use of KM ideas/practices pro-
vides the ability to improve organizational perfor-
mance, facilitate innovation and create a sustainable
competitive advantage of the SME,"SMEs are the real
backbone of the developing economies, knowledge
management support productively if SMEs are to sus-
tain in the long run as per the local environment of the
respective countries"[19].

Innovation motivates for producing new ideas that
ultimately gives a sound environment to become com-
petitive and reap the benefits through the market. It has
been stated substantially that innovative companies
can easily outperform non-innovating companies.
However, innovation depends entirely on effective
management, marketing, scientific, technological, fi-
nancial and business [22].

Innovation involves multiple dimensions from start-
ing to the product, radical to technological [6] that
plays a role in the profile of organization as well. The
debate between scientists is going on innovation and
entrepreneurship as well. Economists state that entre-
preneurship and innovation are interrelated which, and
in absence of either one, affects entrepreneurship ac-
tivities. At the same time, economists viewed that with
an increased level of entrepreneurial activities, com-
mercially relevant innovation can be produced [10].
SMESs contribution in Ireland is found critical, thanks to
its contribution to an economy, as it alone accounts for
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99 percent of enterprises in the European Union, esti-
mated to be 20 million separate businesses. SMEs' con-
tribution in innovation was found useful as it ignited
the process a lot in diffusing the earlier existence and
going for new ones to survive in creating employment
along with new product development of the enterprises
— which can be formal or informal — with the adoption
of innovation process [15].

Innovation plays a critical role in modernizing the
SMESs based on market demand and consumer inter-
ests. It is critical to changing market conditions, com-
petitive tools and effective strategies as innovation is
the secret of competition. Innovation is realized if there
isnew product/service, idea, process or practices in the
interests of consumers and potential customers. Inno-
vation is considered as a tool to think in a creative way
for making useful products [21].

Innovation, in the words of Peter F. Drucker (1909-
2009) is a function of entrepreneurship, which is linked
with existing establishments, public institutions, new
ventures that means by which entrepreneurs can create
wealth-producing resources or bequeath existing re-
sources for producing wealth. Innovation is the tool to
create purposefully, focused change in enterprises'
economic or social potentials [5, 7]. Innovation starts
from small, and it requires knowledge and creativity
along with focus that helps in innovative activities. "En-
trepreneurship is the practice of systematic innovation"
[7, p. 69].

SME:s transformation is required to survive in a sus-
tainable basis, which can be possible only through the
innovation in processes and related policy. This helps
in competition globally. SMEs development is possible
through the combinations of adequate finance, access
to markets and acknowledgment management. Once
this is done, it helps SMEs to go global as well with po-
tential products. The key issue is that in developing
economies, 90 percent plus of all firms outside the ag-
riculture sector are SMEs and micro enterprises which
hold a significant share in GDP [2].

3. Methodology

The research on SMEs needs to be done based on
scientific truth/empirical evidence and primary
sources of information from authorized bodies.It is
done through the identification of evidence related to
SME Scientific journals and discussed on its role in the
national economy and in comparison with other coun-
tries' SMEs. The scientific literature and journals are
analyzed and discussed herein theoretical perspectives
in relation to the enterprises that are mostly SMEs. Not
only that, its traditional way of doing businesses and
modern world requirements is discussed based on the
innovation management theory propounded by 20th-
century economist Joseph Alois Schumpeter and 21st-
century scientist Prof Dr. Jan-Urban Sandal of Norway.
Status of SMEs in Nepal, as per the figures produced by
the Department of Industries [3], as of December 2017
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is analyzed here. It is presented here that how many in-
dustries are established and what number of employ-
ment they have presented.

According to Nepal Rastra Bank (NRB), the central
bank of Nepal, SMEs contribution in the total industrial
sector of Nepal stands over 90 percent. However, it is pa-
thetic as stated by NRB, Central Bank report in 2016 that,
of the total lending released by the commercial banks,
only 2.5 percent has been invested in SMEs. Of the total
number of industries, 86 percent are SMEs as mentioned
above in Table 1.

Similarly, when it comes to providing employment,
SMEs alone gives 74 percent employment compared to
the one large enterprise, as per the official figures men-
tioned above. This is the fact that the importance of
SME is becoming more critical for Nepal, and innova-
tion is needed to sustain it in the long run.

As per the categorization of SMEs [Industrial Enter-
prises Act, 2016], the SMEs in the context of Nepal are
grouped as mentioned below (Table 2).

These Nepalese SMEs lack technological transfer
even from neighboring countries like India, Bangla-
desh, Bhutan, China including other south Asian coun-
tries and Europe. While the categorization of Europe is
different as European countries have differentiated
SMEs based on both capital and headcount of employ-
ees. As described above in the introductory chapter,
European countries have also categorized SMEs as per
employees' headcount and annual transactions based
on European Union.

According to the report published by the Interna-
tional Finance Corporation, The World Bank Group in
2012, in Nepal, women own about 14,300 SMEs em-
ploying over 200000 workers, as they remained strong
economic agents for the country [9].

4. Technology transfer from Europe to Nepal SME

Technology adoption is very much lacking in the
SMEs in Nepal that has affected the growth and suste-
nance of the sector. It can be replicated from Eu-
rope. Thisis the fact that knowledge-based, technology
or research-driven could lead to innovative entrepre-
neurship. It can only occur if individuals engaged in
SME:s possess technological background and academic
education. Industrial clusters can facilitate knowledge
transfer and knowledge spillovers to make the SMEs

enterprises innovative, and restriction of such re-
sources for SMEs is a barrier to innovation manage-
ment.

Technology is critical to diversify the products and
modernize the company. In SMEs, which are found
weak due to their low capital base and inability to oper-
ate in an innovative way, adoption of new technology
with the potential partners based in Europe can be pro-
ductive for Nepal. The SME policy needs to be intro-
duced in line with other countries' rapid development
of SME that opens doors for partnership in technology
transfer and innovation. The identification of markets
and possible partners to move to technological devel-
opment might be a greater shift strategically in better
products, services, and processes for future growth:
"With the adoption of partnership strategy, SMEs can
retrieve some technologies to go for innovation and ad-
vancement"[4].

There are examples that high-tech SMEs have be-
come the power of economic development as it also
turns out to be the key factor in sustainable economic
growth and innovation of a country. SMEs are known
as the main source of innovation, creating employment
and productivity growth. However, the monitoring
from the state can be effective not to see their closure
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as SMEs starts from venture capital to already estab-
lished SMEs in a dynamic economic landscape [12].

European Scientific Journal published in December
2015 mentioned that SMEs in China had reached al-
most 43 million in 2014 which is about 99 percent of the
total Chinese enterprises and output value estimates
more than 55 percent of the country's domestic prod-
ucts. Not only that, it generates 75 percent of China's
employment and turning out to be a major component
of the economy. Chinese SMEs are also suffering from
outmoded technology and little understanding of inno-
vation method of production. Technology transfer and
knowledge management is still a question in China
[20]. China also enforced the SMEs Promotion Law in
2002 that has further advanced the growth of the sector
with easy financing and other tax incentives.

Findings of the research

This study is focused on the small and medium en-
terprises (SMEs) role in Nepal's economy compared
with European countries based on scientific evidence.
As the role of SMEs is considered critical in any econ-
omy, its innovative strategy seems inevitable to boost
the sector to sustain. However, it might vary from
country to country. In Europe, SMEs alone creates 85
percent of jobs while in Nepal it creates 74 percent. In-
creasing role of SMEs in the adoption of innovation
strategy seems inevitable to sustain the sector. The def-
inition of SMEs varies from country to country. Some
countries have categorized in terms of headcount of
employees and capital investment, and some have
done based on capital investment. It is totally done in
national perspectives and domestic laws of the respec-
tive countries.

The paper is an attempt to portray the clear picture
on how SMEs' role is emerging critically in any kind of
economy. Moreover, in Nepal it is inevitable to ad-
vance further with the adoption of innovative approach
and technology. The rationale for promoting SMEs are
presented based on empirical evidence and scientific
research papers. This scientific paper is prepared based
on the views and opinions of scientists like Joseph A.
Schumpeter (1883-1950) and Prof Dr. Jan-Urban Sandal
(Norway) including other scientists/authors with a
view to understanding the theoretical part in under-
standing the SMEs potential and development for the
economy.

It is significant for economic development to ad-
vance the role of SMEs, which can only be achieved
through innovation. For this to happen, SMEs can
adopt the approach the innovation management theory
as discovered by Joseph Alois Schumpeter. According
to him, The innovation concept covers the following
five cases: "(1) The introduction of a new good — that
is one which consumers are not yet familiar — or of a
new quality of a good. ( 2) The introduction of a new
method of production, that is one not yet tested by ex-
perience in the branch of manufacture concerned,
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which need by no means be founded upon a discovery
scientifically new, and can also exist in a new way of
handling a commodity commercially. (3) The opening
of a new market that is market into which the particular
branch of manufacture of the country in question has
not previously entered, whether or not this market has
existed before. (4) The conquest of a new source of sup-
ply of raw materials or half-manufactured goods, again
irrespective of whether this source already exists or
whether it has first to be created. (5) The carrying out
of the new organization of any industry, like the crea-
tion of a monopoly position (for example through justi-
fication) or the breaking up of a monopoly position"
[18, p. 66].

In Nepal, SMEs are confined only to the family
members and still are not able to go in a commercial-
ized way. This static production environment needs to
be changed for which innovation and adoption of new
technology is paramount. This innovative approach
creates a new form of combinations and activities. This
can be done through a partnership with other countries
or technology transfer through the knowledge man-
agement. In such a context, the country like Nepal can
grant aid to invite newer technologies, introduce new
products and new services as per the interests of new
customers in increasingly competitive markets at the
local and international level.

Overall, it is found that SMEs should be operated in
an innovative approach; adopt newer technology; facil-
itate new knowledge and technology transfer through
the systematic process with the enforcement of SME
Policy.

We would like to give a few recommendations
based on the research such as follows:

. The country needs to adopt a strategy to define
the SMEs in a professional manner like other countries.

. Introduction of some rules and regulations to
encourage the sector in terms of incentives and fi-
nance.

. Introduction of SME Policy to consolidate
SMEs, which also needs to focus on technology transfer
and knowledge management for adopting innovative
approach for the advancement of the sector.

MODERN TRENDS OF DEVELOPMENT AT REGIONAL BUSINESS IN UKRAINE: NATIONAL
TRADITIONS AND INTERNATIONAL EXPERIENCE

The article analyzes the essence of entrepreneurial processes at the regional and national levels, as well as entrepreneurial activity
as a sphere of realization of economic motivation; recommendations on the improvement of the motivational mechanism of entrepreneurial
activity in Ukraine are given on the example of the foreign experience. Within the framework of the article, an attempt is made to system-
atically comprehend the general laws of the development of entrepreneurship in a post-industrial economy and to analyze problems that
related to the integration of the regional business environment into national business processes and seek ways to their solutions.

The subject of research is the trends of development of regional business based on study of Ukrainian national traditions and inter-
national experience. The goal is to determinate the place and role of regional business in the national system of entrepreneurship as an
actual mechanism for supporting the Ukrainian economy and its structural layers. The objective is to analyze the mistakes of an entrepre-
neur in the implementation of their projects and enterprises, as well as to solve problems that impede the development of business
processes in the national economy. General scientific methods are used, such as: method of vertical comparisons — giving the opportunity
to study the structure of phenomena and processes and trends in their change; grouping method — assumes the division of the studied
set of objects into qualitatively homogeneous groups according to the corresponding characteristics; linear method — implies that the
optimal variant is selected from a significant number of alternative options.

The following results were obtained: the real motives of entrepreneurial activity are studied; the exceptional importance of creating
new business technologies is determined; the state strategy of entrepreneurship development are obtained. Conclusions: one of the main
tasks of small business support system in developed countries is to represent and protect the interests and needs of small businesses at
various levels. A special feature of this process is the leading role of main government agencies and their active interaction with profes-
sional, public and other business associations. The basis of modern economic policy of the state should be in using the local and regional
specifics, foreign experience in certain sectors of the economy, as well as support for education, science and private entrepreneurship.

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Taking into account the growing need to expand and diversify the forms of business financing in Ukraine, especially

in the early stages, it is necessary to pay more attention to the study of business angels investment. For the success of
the start-up, at least there should be an original idea with a development perspective, the owner of this ingenious idea
and investors, which may be business angels. In this regard, the activities of business angels are interesting for study and
research.

The subject of research of the article is “angelic” investments as a special form of business financing. The goal is to
explore the essence and to analyze the peculiarities and trends of business angels investment as a special form of busi-
ness financing. The objective is to research peculiarities and current state of business angels investments in Europe and
in Ukraine. Methods: system analysis is used to determine the peculiarities of development of business angels investment
in European countries; trend analysis— to predict future total of business angels active in early-stage investments in Eu-
rope.

The following results were obtained: classification of business angels by different scientists were provided; the main
areas of early stage investment in Europe, dynamics of business angels investment, number of business angels in Europe
were analized; the main problems faced by Ukrainian angels and trends of business angels investment in Ukraine were
systematized. Conclusions: the analysis of the peculiarities and trends of business angels investment as a special form
of business financing in Europe can be efficiently used in early stage investment as recommendations for using non-

traditional sources of financing in Ukraine.

Keywords: business angels, business financing, non-traditional sources of financing, start-up, early stage invest-

ment, investments, venture funds.

Relevance of the research problem. One of the com-
ponents of the national economy development is the in-
novative activity of the business, because the competi-
tive advantages of the country are created with due to
the existing innovative system in the country and con-
stant modernization of production. For entrepreneurs it
is difficult to start and attract investments at the initial
stage of planning and starting a business. The main
problem for businessmen starting their business is the
shortage of own funds or the complete lack of financial
resources for starting and further business develop-
ment. Not all funds have the opportunity to invest in
projects with perspective ideas at first glance, and
banks refuse to provide loans for start-up entrepre-
neurs because of high risk. For the success of the start-
up, at least there should be an original idea with a de-
velopment perspective, the owner of this ingenious
idea and investors, which may be business angels. They
are a distinctive source of finance for entrepreneurial
businesses, making significantly more seed, start-up
and early stage investments than venture capital funds.
Governments are now increasingly targeting business
angels as a means of increasing the supply of early
stage venture capital [10]. For many Ukrainian entre-
preneurs and companies the problem of financing is
very acute, so there is a constant search for new sources
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of solving it. That is why business angels investment as
a special form of business financing requires further in-
depth research.

Analysis of recent researches and publications.
Such scientists as P. Becsky-Nagy and Z. Novak [4], G.
Benjamin and J. Marqulis [5], C. Mason [8-10], S. Mor-
rissette [11] and others devoted their works to research
of business angels and their investment behaviour.
However, despite the existing scientific works devoted
to the research of business angels as a special form of
business financing, some questions still remain insuffi-
ciently studied.

The purpose of the article is to explore the content
and analyze the peculiarities and trends of business an-
gels investment as a special form of business financing.

The main part. The use of the word angel is appar-
ently derived from its use to describe financial backers
for theatrical productions (plays, operas, etc), also
called angels. Throughout history, wealthy individuals
(often the royal family) have sponsored and funded
new ventures: Queen Isabella's funding of Christopher
Columbus' venture in the 15th century is a familiar ex-
ample.

In the 13th century, the famous traveler-merchant
Marco Polo was also funded by angel investors. In his
day, typically the angels received 75% of the profit; the
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entrepreneur 25%. In the 19th and 20th centuries, in-
dustrial giants including Henry Ford and Alexander
Graham Bell were funded by angels. Henry Ford's five
angel investors experienced very good investment re-
turns: in 1903 the five invested a total of $41,500; 15
years later their investment was worth $145 mil-
lion [11].

The term business angel was given to those individ-
uals who perform essentially the same function in a
business context [5]. There is a long tradition of angel
investing in businesses. However, this type of business
financing has only become significant since the 1950s
and 1960s when a lot of the pioneering garage start-ups
in Silicon Valley obtained their initial funding from this
source [10].

William Wetzel from the University of New Hamp-
shire in the USA was one of the first to coin the term
"business angel" for people providing the same kind of
risk investments to young entrepreneurial ventures. He
can be regarded as a pioneer of research on business
angels publishing a seminal study of business angels in
the early 1980s. His study made business angels market
visible and revealed its importance [8].

At that time, the US government was already look-
ing for opportunities for innovative economic develop-
ment and contributed to the creation of venture funds,
the allocation of research grants for R & D and innova-
tive projects. In this regard, efforts to find new sources
of financing for business innovation were encouraged
by the state, which led to the expansion of "angelic" in-
vestments. In Europe, this new form of business financ-
ing has spread relatively recently - over the past 20
years [2].

Business angels are high net worth individuals who
invest their own money, along with their time and ex-
pertise, in unquoted companies in which they have no
family connection in the hope of financial gain [9].
Business angels invest their own money, unlike venture
capitalists who invest other people's money. The fun-
damental difference between them is that venture
funds have formal requirements regarding the level of
profitability and acceptable level of projects risk, while
business angels risk their own capital and are com-
pletely free in their actions. As a result, business angels
invest in projects that, due to high riskiness, cannot be
the object of investing even venture capital investors.
On the other hand, the volume of financial resources
provided by the business angel is much smaller than a
medium-sized venture fund has. So venture funds and
business angels are not rivals. Business angels are in-
volved in financing the company at an early stage,
when the project is only at the level of the existence of
the idea and the formation of a future business, start-
ups and small companies. Venture funds mostly funded
larger companies with existing business and product
(when there is already a sample or small series of this
product) and potential returns that are already subject
to forecasting.

As experience shows most business angels invest in
IT projects and services, industrial production or retail
(usually business angels prefer industries they know).
In addition business angels have not only money but
also useful links in the business community and gov-
ernment that allows them to help implement such pro-
jects.

Business angels investment is a rather complicated
process, where each participant has to process a large
amount of information (an investor has to consider pro-
jects in which it is potentially possible to invest money;
an entrepreneur has to consider conditions from poten-
tial investors). Such cooperation allows getting a syner-
gistic effect by combining opportunities (not only fi-
nancial) of business angels and active, ready-to-com-
pete entrepreneurs. Such associations are called differ-
ently in different countries (networks, associations, un-
ions) and exist in most developed countries of the
world.

Capital provided by business angels is often re-
ferred to as “patient capital”, because business angels
do not require payment of dividend income over a suf-
ficiently long period, which in most cases lasts more
than five years. In addition, business angels unlike ven-
ture funds do not sell their stake on the stock exchange
when they leave the business but sell it to the owners of
the company in the agreed time frame.

Thus, an important feature of business angels is that
they finance and provide support to companies at an
early stage of their emergence when there is no oppor-
tunity to obtain loans from banking institutions and in-
vestment of venture funds. Also business angels are
more promptly making decisions on investments than
venture funds, which makes the company's financing
process more dynamic and flexible. In most cases, busi-
ness angels choose projects that are geographically lo-
cated in their area.

Despite the fact that business angels make deci-
sions on their own, having their own criteria for select-
ing projects, there are several classifications of this
group of investors. Many studies tried to group them by
capturing their common features but the examinations
made in different countries describe a specific region's
or country's angels and they cannot be generalized [4].

The following classification of business angels is now
also common:

1. Typical Angels: experienced individual business-
men who have gathered their capital throughout their
whole business career. They tend to invest despite high
risk and choose various industries. They serve as valuable
mentors and advisors to their invested firms.

2. Trend Angels: businessmen who invest significantly
in the latest trends of modern technology. Many trend an-
gel investors enjoy the risk of their deals as well as the ex-
hilaration of bringing a novel technology to the market
place. Some may even prefer not to be actively involved
in their invested firms simply because they dislike dealing
with the daily challenges of operating a business.
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3. Entrepreneurial Angels: successful businessmen
who own and operate their own businesses. Their steady
flow of income allows them to make more higher-risk in-
vestments and provide a larger amount of capital for start-
ups. They enjoy the personal fulfillment of assisting en-
trepreneurs launch a successful start-up and rarely take an
active role in managing a company.

4. Corporate Angels: former business executives from
large corporations who have been downsized, have taken
early retirement, or have been replaced. Generally, what
they look for in investing is mainly financial benefit, but
apart from this they can also see their personal interest in
the investment, which is for example, getting job at the
company.

5. Numbers Angels: primarily concerned with the fi-
nancial reward of high-risk investments. Their motivation
behind investing is their perception of what other angel in-
vestor gross income may be. Numbers angels tend to stay
away from investing when market performance is poor and
emerge once the market shows stability and improve-
ment. They view each of their investments as another
company added to their diversified portfolio and rarely be-
come actively involved in the invested firms.

6. Enthusiast Angels: these angel investors are older
(age 65 and up) businessmen who are independently
wealthy before their investments. They often invest small
amounts of capital in many different enterprises and view
investing as a mere hobby. They also do not take an active
role in management.

7. Analysis Angels: considered to be serious angel in-
vestors. Even though many are born wealthy, the majority
of these angels have acquired their success and wealth
through their own independent and strategic efforts. They
often demand a board position and are known to impose
the same strategies they have used with their own compa-
nies towards their invested companies. Rarely do these
angel investors seek an active management role, but tend
to emerge and be more actively involved when their in-
vested firms do not do well.

8. Professional Angels: these angel investors are pro-
fessionally employed as doctors, lawyers, accountants,
etc. who invest in companies in their related field [12].

The angels in the categories show differences in terms
of their wealth, experiences and in motivations. There are
investor types that are included in all the categorizations
above and only differ in their titles [4].

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Sources of business financing in world practice are
traditionally divided into internal (for example, re-
tained earnings) and external (bank loans and securi-
ties). Both bank loans and business financing through
the stock market have both advantages and disad-
vantages. There are also non-traditional sources of fi-
nancing for business that relate to external sources of
funding and have certain features of use (table 2).

The structure of financing entities in different coun-
tries of the world is marked by inequality. Fig. 1 shows
the three main areas of early stage investment in Eu-
rope.

The total European early stage investment market is
estimated to be worth 9,9 billion euros. Business angels
represent the biggest share of the investment market
with 6,7 billion euros of investment, followed by the
venture capital industry investing 2,5 billion euros in

early stages. Equity crowdfunding investments have
been growing quickly and are expected to continue at
a fast pace [7].

The dynamics of business angels investment in Eu-
rope are shown in Fig. 2

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According to Fig. 2 the volume of business angel in-
vestment has a stable tendency to increase during
2014-2016. The share of business angels investments
during the investigated period amounted to 11.5% on

average, depending on the change in the total volume

of investments.
The number of business angels in Europe also has a

stable tendency to increase (Fig. 3).

Fig. 3 shows, that the amount of business angels in
Europe has grown from 241444 in 2011 to 312500 inves-
tors in 2016. Growth is dynamic and stable, indicating
that business angels investment decisions are taken not
under the influence of speculative tendencies and the

stock market. Trend-analysis results indicate a contin-
uation of the growth trend.

The ranking of European countries with the biggest
amount of business angels is shown in Fig. 4. We can
conclude that the leaders are United Kingdom and
France.

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The United Kingdom continues to lead the Euro-
pean angel market with H96 million of investment in
2016. Spain, Germany and France are the following big-
gest players in the Early Stage Investing market. It is

worth noting that the business angels community is de-
veloping not only in the richest and largest countries,
but also in small ones, such as Estonia (table 3).

During the investigated period, the decline in busi-
ness angel investment was only in three countries (Cro-
atia, Latvia and Spain), all other countries have positive
developments in this area.

Business angels mainly invest in companies located
in their home country, which may be due to legal and
tax restrictions on investment in other countries. More
than 90% of investment deals between business angels
and companies is made exactly in the country of busi-
ness angel residence. This is also due to the fact that
most of the business angels are actively involved in the
management of the object of investment, so the loca-
tion matters. The age of most business angels is 40-65
years, 95% of them are men. The vast majority of busi-
ness angels have experience in managing companies,
which was obtained by the management of their own
companies or during the work as top managers. Some
of them are engaged in investment activities in parallel
with the main work, and some devote this activity to
their entire time.

Table 4 summarizes the main information about top-
10 business angels in Europe.

Of course, the number of business angels is much
smaller than investors in the classical sense, but business

angels are already consolidating, forming groups or com-
munities. The European Business Angel Network (EBAN)
was created by the European Association of Development
Agencies (EURADA) with the support of the European
Commission in 1999. EBAN is the pan-European repre-
sentative for the early stage investor gathering over 150
member organizations more than 50 countries today.

The experience of European countries shows that the
organization of business angels networks can be one of the
solutions to the problem of attracting investment, which is
currently an issue for Ukraine. Entrepreneurs will have the
opportunity to submit their projects to several investors
with help of business angels networks, which, in turn, will
be able to consider the proposed projects, while maintain-
ing anonymity until the moment of negotiations with a
particular entrepreneur.

In 2014, UAngel, a full member of EBAN's largest Eu-
ropean network, was created in Ukraine. UAngel tasks
include:

- provision of community members with the flow of
investment projects, taking into account personal profiles
of investors' interests;

- providing members of the community with op-
portunities for syndicated and international agreements;
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- facilitating acquaintance with the right pool of in-
vestors, mentoring for entrepreneurs who are in search of
investments;

- assistance in conclusion of deals, including due
diligence and deal terms negotiations;

- promotion of return of investments;

— educational initiatives, courses and training for
angels and entrepreneurs;

— representative functions in the community of
similar international networks, receiving support from in-
ternational organizations (EBAN, EVCA, etc.)

- lobbying for sectoral interests, initiating new leg-
islative initiatives to stimulate investment in the early
stages;

- improvement of the
Ukraine [3].

named best “European Seed investor” in both 2011 and 2012 by Techcrunch.
Xavier has often been described as France's most influential technology entrepreneur and a
Xavier Niel visionary. He is the founder of the first internet provider in France — Worldnet and Station F.

Xavier is also one of the most active angel investors in the world through his fund, Kima Ven-
tures.

Morten Lund

Morten has founded or co-invested in more than 115 high-tech startups in the last 15 years. He
is Copenhagen-based entrepreneur currently focused on FinTech.

Hansmann

Dr. Johann "Hansi"

Dr. Johann most of his professional life was working as an executive in the pharmaceutical in-
dustry in Europe. He holds investments with a geographical focus on Austria, Germany, the UK
and Spain both in the internet and health industry. “Hansi" Hansmann has also been awarded
"Best European Early Stage Investor 2015" by EBAN.

Luis Martin

Barcelona-based angel investor who started to invest in startups back in 1998. He also set up
his own venture capital fund (Cabiedes and Partners). Luis invested in more than forty Internet

Cabiedes and tech startups, including Ole, Myalert, Acceso, and, more recently, Privalia, Trovit and Of-
ferum.

Sonali De Rycker is one of the main figures in the European VC industry and undoubtedly the

Sonali De Rycker biggest inspiration to all existing and aspiring female VCs. General partner at Accel and co-

leads the firm's London office. Regarded as one of Europe's most experienced capitalists, hav-
ing worked for over 14 years investing in startups.

The problems faced by Ukrainian angels are some-
how different from those in other emerging markets.
Among them is a lack of industry expertise, weak regu-
latory frameworks and low trust levels, a weak entre-
preneurial ecosystem and limited educational re-
sources.

However, the most serious problem is a limited deal
flow of a good quality. A typical conversation between
angels mentions “1000 projects screened and not even
one invested", while good projects stay under a low
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profile until they become too big for angels. Another
huge macro problem that restrains venture market de-
velopment and angel investments is the small size of
the domestic market, with customer behaviour still un-
formed in numerous categories. The reason of less ac-
tive business angel networks is mainly because it's still
unclear for investor how to operate in a right way [14].
Nevertheless, the Ukrainian venture industry has
changed significantly over the last few years, a number
of new members from various spheres have emerged
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and formed an ecosystem. These are funds that target
early and late stage investments, incubators, accelera-
tors, various hubs and co-working spaces, grant and ed-
ucation initiatives for entrepreneurs, numerous branch
events from small meet-ups to internationally recog-
nized conferences, and, of course, the whole segment
of fervent entrepreneurs or those aiming to become
them. As a result, the number of people that can be re-
ferred to as angel investors has increased [14].

In 2016 Ukraine appears in EBAN Statistics Com-
pendium for the first time. It is a good sign that business

angel activity is increasing. According to EBAN, there
are 50 business angels in Ukraine — more than in Cro-
atia or Cyprus. Business angel investment in Ukraine in
2016 was 9,1 million and larger than in Bulgaria, Lat-
via, Croatia, Greece, Cyprus, Luxembourg and Norway
(table 3).

Thus, by examining the essence and some aspects
of the business angels as a special form of business fi-
nancing, we can conclude that it is expedient to apply
the European experience of business angel investment
in Ukraine.

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Turkey has a high level of competitiveness and prerequisites for reaching the leading positions on the world stage of tourist services.
It is a result of the effective state tourism policy, which ensures the stable functioning of the organized national market of the tourism
industry. Therefore, the analysis of the state regulation of the tourism sphere based on the experience of Turkey is relevant and can
contribute to the overcoming of the disadvantages and to the development of strong and unique aspects of tourism national market.

The subject of research of the article is the state regulation of tourism in Turkey, which can become an example for the development
of tourism in Ukraine. The goal is the analysis of the state regulation of the tourism sphere in Turkey and the development of proposals
for improving the state tourism management policy in Ukraine. The objectives are to research the tourism development and the state
regulation in Turkey and Ukraine, to determine the possibilities of adaptation of the Turkish Republic experience in practice of the domestic
tourism. General scientific methods are used, such as system analysis — to determine the peculiarities of the state regulation of tourism
in the Republic of Turkey and in Ukraine, comparative analysis— to characterize the recreational resources, tourism infrastructure, statis-
tical analysis— to review the dynamics and patterns of the tourism development in Turkey and Ukraine.

The following results were obtained: on the basis of the analysis the problem aspects and the priority orientations for the reorganization
of mechanism of the state tourism regulation in Ukraine based on the experience of Turkey were identified. Conclusions: the experience
of the state regulation of the tourism sphere in Turkey should be used as recommendations for determination of the modernized strategy
of Ukraine in the world tourist market.

THE RESORT AREAS OF THE ADRIATIC COAST OF CROATIA: THE PECULIARITIES OF THE DEVELOPMENT
OF TOURISM IN THE REGION

The article is devoted to the investigation of the resort potential of the Adriatic coast of Croatia. Tourism is one of the main branches
of Croatia’s economy which contributes the most part of the profits to this country’s budget. Among the most popular types of tourism is
tourism in order to relax and get new impressions. And the government of Croatia, and business-structures as well, demonstrated the
ability of using the tourist potential of the country very effectively. This experience can become very useful for many states of the world.

The subject of the investigation is the resort areas of the Adriatic coast of Croatia.

The goal of the article is to analyze the peculiarities of the development of tourism of the Adriatic coast. To achieve this goal the author
raises the following tasks: to reveal the reasons of the transformation of the Adriatic coast into the main resort region of Croatia; to
determine the specificity of the tourism development in this region; to point out the role and place of tourism branch in the country’s
economy.

The features of
the development of tourism in the region are revealed. Identified trends in the development of tourist business in Croatia. The peculiarity
of the tourism development of the Adriatic coast is the opportunity of uniting several kinds of tourism. The main stream of tourists to Croatia
consist, first of all, of tourists from the EU countries and from the North America states. The profits from tourism amount about 25 per cent
of the GDP of the country.

THE CAPITAL OF UKRAINE AS A PERSPECTIVE MARKET OF INBOUND TOURISM
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The article analyzes the inbound and domestic tourism market of the capital of Ukraine Kyiv as a priority target audience of consumers
of the all-Ukrainian tourist product. The subject of research of the article is the capital of Ukraine as a perspective market of inbound
tourism. The main goal of this article is to research the Kyiv tourist market in the context of the development and implementation of tourism
strategies of Ukraine as a whole, as well as other Ukrainian cities. In addition, it is important to analyze the foreign visitors and their
behavior for more systematic work on the development of the tourism industry in the country. Another part is to determine the preferences
of internal Kyiv tourists, which must necessarily be taken into account when creating target tourism products for the citizens of Kyiv. The
objectives are to analyze the features of railway and aviation communication between Kyiv and other countries, to research the dynamics
of statistical indicators, as well as the results of economic activity of tourism industry subjects of the city of Kyiv, to represent the results
of marketing research of the socio-demographic indicators of foreign and domestic visitors of the capital, their goals of travel, terms of
stay, sources of information about Kyiv and the amount of travel expenses.

The result of the research is the SWOT-analysis of Kyiv in terms of the tourist attractiveness, challenges and opportunities of the
capital. The conclusions are the main recommendations for subject of tourism activity of Kyiv for increasing the tourist flows to Kyiv,
namely: improving of the image of the capital and neutralizing the reputation of a dangerous city; clear targeting of the consumer market;
creation of a competitive tourist product for certain categories of tourists; holding a large number of world-class events in the capital;
training of Chinese-speaking guides as well as personnel of service facilities; promotion of accommodations to get official category; legal-
ization of the casino as a significant factor in increasing of the tourist attractiveness of the destination; creation of convenient public
transport logistics and navigation in three languages (Ukrainian, English, Chinese); improvement of amenities; establishment of infrastruc-
ture for active recreation, people with disabilities and for children.

CURRENT STATE, PROBLEMS AND PROSPECTS OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE UKRAINE’S TOURISM SERVICE MARKET

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The article deals with the current state, problems and prospects of the development of the tourist services market in Ukraine. It is
analyzed that for the development of the tourism industry in Ukraine there are all prerequisites. So, having a favorable geopolitical location,
Ukraine has a significant recreational potential: favorable climatic conditions, diverse relief, a network of transport connections, cultural
heritage. The priority directions of the inbound and domestic tourism development have been revealed as an important factor of life
improving quality in Ukraine, as a creation of additional jobs, replenishment of the state currency reserves and its credibility in the inter-
national arena increase.

The subject of research of the article is that tourism industry in Ukraine, as well as the whole world, is an important component of
socio-economic development.

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The Problems and prospects of development of curating tourism in the Kharkiv region. The article analyzes the existing potential of
the Kharkiv region as a future destination in the field of curating tourism, determines the factors that slow downs the development of this
type of tourism in the region and the ways of over coming it, as well as priority centers of development ofcurative tourismoftheK-
harkivregionandtoolsformaximizingbudgetrevenues.The subject of research is an analysis of the potential of curating tourism and recrea-
tion activities in the conditions of the existing infrastructure in the Kharkiv region. The goal is to highlight the problems and prospects for
the development of curating tourism in the Kharkiv region.

The method of SWOT analysis are used to identify the strengths and weaknesses of the Kharkiv region's development as a new
destination of curating tourism. The strengths of the Kharkiv region include the cheaper cost of a health-improving product compared to
foreign sanatoriums; powerful health resources that are not inferior in their qualities to Western Ukrainian counterparts; and the orientation
of the Ukrainian consumer to the domestic tourist product. Health tourism complex structure, health resorts and recreational institutions
activities and profits of the Kharkiv region have been analyzed.

The following results were obtained: the output of the health-improving sector of the tourism in the Kharkiv region in a new quality will
positively affect for the level of medical services provided to the population, create a new jobs and increase the revenues to the budget.
Conclusions: the cluster approach to the development of curating tourism in the Kharkiv region, the complex interaction of all resources
to meet the tourist needs will create a more vivid image of the destination and significantly increase Kharkiv region attractiveness.
