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The article examines the current aspects of international technology transfer in the countries of the European Union in
the context of global digitalization. In the modern world, digital transformations are fundamentally changing the mechanisms
of technological exchange between states, companies and research institutions, leading to the need to rethink traditional
approaches to innovation management. The article emphasizes that for the European Union, technology transfer is not only
a tool for innovative development, but also an important factor in geoeconomic sustainability and the formation of a single
digital space. Given the growing complexity and multilevel nature of global economic relations, an effective technology
transfer policy requires an interdisciplinary and interinstitutional approach based on the principles of open innovation,
cooperation and joint development. European digital initiatives, including the Digital Single Market, Horizon Europe, the
European Innovation Council and others, play an important role in this process. They create conditions for the integration
of digital solutions into all links of the value chain — from research and development to commercialization. The article
highlights the problem of digital inequality both within the EU and globally, where countries with less developed digital
infrastructure — Ukraine — risk being on the periphery of technological progress. The article substantiates that increasing
the efficiency of international technology transfer is possible only under the conditions of strategic coordination of digital
policies, the development of a single regulatory framework, the activation of cross-border cooperation and the formation of
inclusive innovation ecosystems. Special attention is paid to the issue of strengthening the role of Ukraine in the European
space of technological exchange as a factor of its economic modernization and gradual overcoming of the digital divide.
Thus, the approach proposed in the article allows for a comprehensive assessment of current trends in technology transfer
in the context of digital transformation, to identify systemic challenges and promising directions for the development of
innovation cooperation policy.

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Formulation of the problem. Global digitalization
is radically transforming the current environment of
international technological exchange, while opening
up new opportunities and posing complex challenges.
For the European Union countries, technology transfer
is becoming a key factor in maintaining innovation
dynamics, strengthening competitiveness  and
integration into global value chains. However, this
process is accompanied by significant asymmetries
between countries in access to digital solutions, uneven
development of digital infrastructure, risks of losing
technological sovereignty, legal regulation issues, and
a growing need for cross-sectoral and international
cooperation. In the context of rapid changes caused
by the rapid development of artificial intelligence,
automation, and digital platforms, there is a need for
an in-depth analysis of effective technology transfer
mechanisms that take into account both the economic
and institutional features of the EU and global trends.

The hypothesis of the study is that increasing the
efficiency of international technology transfer within
the European Union is possible through the synergy of
digital tools, harmonization of regulatory frameworks,
development of open innovation ecosystems, and
active involvement of new partners, including Ukraine,
in the common innovation space. This approach will
minimize the risks of digital inequality and contribute
to the formation of sustainable, inclusive technological
development.

Analysis of recent research. The analysis of
publications on technology transfer in the context of
digitalization demonstrates a number of important
areas covering current challenges and opportunities
in this area. One of the key aspects is the role of new
technologies, such as artificial intelligence, blockchain,
and the Internet of Things, in accelerating the process
of technology transfer. In particular, Balazyuk and
Pylyavets (2022) consider blockchain as a tool for
ensuring transparency and efficiency of technology
transfer in various sectors of the economy. In addition,
Grushko (2024) emphasizes the importance of digital
technologies in the development of the educational
environment, which is also directly related to the
transfer of knowledge and technology between different
countries.

Zinchuk (2024) analyzed mechanisms for the
transfer of innovative technologies, including the
integration of digital platforms for the exchange of
information and technology at the international level.
These digital platforms are becoming important tools
for reducing barriers to technological exchange, creating
new opportunities for international cooperation.
However, despite significant progress in this area,
many aspects of technology transfer remain under-
researched, including cybersecurity and intellectual
property protection, which are critical in the digital
environment. An important topic is the integration of

digital technologies into the development strategies of
countries, which is actively studied in the publications
of Koval and Lyshak (2024). They emphasize the need
to form a single digital market for effective interaction
between countries that are actively developing in the
face of global challenges. This aspect also emphasizes
the importance of cooperation between Ukraine and
EU countries in the field of technological exchange. On
the other hand, Prudka and Chaika (2021) emphasize
the role of technology transfer as an important
element for the development of an innovative model
of Ukraine’s economy, noting that the introduction of
modern technologies is a prerequisite for ensuring the
competitiveness of the national economy on a global
scale. In the context of globalization, the problem of
asymmetry of access to innovations and the digital
divide between countries is also important, which limits
the development opportunities for individual countries,
such as Ukraine, in this process.

Thus, although the issue of technology transfer in
the digital environment is actively studied in current
publications, some aspects, such as cybersecurity,
intellectual property protection, and integration of
interdisciplinary approaches, require further research.
This will allow for a deeper understanding of the
mechanisms of effective technology transfer, especially
for countries seeking to integrate into the international
process of innovation exchange.

The purpose and objectives of the article. The
purpose of the article is to study and systematize the
mechanisms of international technology transfer of
the European Union countries in the context of global
digitalization in order to identify effective tools that
accelerate innovation exchange, overcome digital
inequality and strengthen international technological
cooperation.

Research objectives:

1. To reveal the essence and structure of technology
transfer in the context of digital transformation of the
global economy.

2. To study the main digital tools (blockchain, Al,
cloud services, etc.) that affect the mechanisms of
international technology transfer.

3. Identify the challenges and barriers that arise
in the process of technology transfer in the digital
environment.

4. Analyze the role of the EU and its institutions
(in particular, the Digital Single Market) in shaping an
effective technology transfer policy and outline the
prospects for its development.

Summary of the basic research material. Digital
transformation dramatically affects economic processes in
all industries, increasing productivity through automation
and improvement of business processes [5, c.2].

Technology transfer is an important component
of innovation development, which encompasses the
transfer of knowledge, technology, intellectual property
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andresearchresultsbetween differentactors - countries,
companies, universities, research institutions and other
institutions. Technology transfer involves not only the
transfer of technology itself, but also the appropriate
training of resources, staff development, creation of
infrastructure for the implementation of innovations
and adaptation to local conditions.

Zinchuk T.O. defines technology transfer (TT)
as a sequence of actions in which new knowledge
obtained as a result of fundamental and applied
research in universities and research institutions is
freely disseminated, transferred through the provision
of scientific and technical services or purchased
by enterprises for implementation as a product or
technology [3, c.2].

The main essence of technology transfer is the
process of transformingideas into practical applications,
which may include knowledge sharing through patents,
licenses, joint ventures, research and educational
programs. In the current context of globalization and
digitalization, technology transfer is acquiring new
aspects, including the growing role of digital platforms
and new technologies such as artificial intelligence,
blockchain, and the Internet of Things.

Digitalization is changing the foundations of
technology transfer mechanisms, adding new
opportunities and challenges. First of all, the speed of
data and knowledge transfer through online platforms
is significantly increasing, allowing for more efficient
information exchange between participants in the
process, regardless of their geographical location.
Platforms such as cloud services allow for instant data
transfer and collaboration on innovations [2, ¢.227].
On the other hand, digitalization also creates new
barriers, including cybersecurity, intellectual property
protection, and the risks of technological asymmetry
between countries and companies. Countries that have
limited access to modern digital technologies may
be at a disadvantage in terms of effective adoption
and implementation of new technologies. Problems
with data protection and infringement of intellectual
property rights may also slow down the process of
technology transfer, as imperfect legal and regulatory
systems in some countries may become an obstacle
to international cooperation. Digitalization also
requires new skills and knowledge in IT, data analytics,
programming, and project management, which requires
countries to modernize educational and vocational
programs to ensure that they have the right skills to
effectively implement technology transfer.

International mechanisms and institutions that
regulate technology transfer are important elements
that ensure the effective and legitimate transfer of
technology between countries and companies. One
of the main international institutions that facilitates
this process is the World Trade Organization (WTO),
in particular its Agreement on Trade-Related Aspects

of Intellectual Property Rights (TRIPS) [9], which sets
minimum standards for the protection and enforcement
of intellectual property in international trade.

In addition, international organizations, such as the
United Nations (UN), the World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO), and the European Commission,
play an important role in creating regulations and
recommendations related to technology transfer, as well
as facilitating international agreements that facilitate
technological exchange between states.

One of the important initiatives in this direction
is the EU Digital Single Market, which stimulates
openness, innovation, and effective access to digital
technologies for EU member states [10]. The EU’s
Digital Single Market is an important component of the
Union’s technological integration strategy. The purpose
of this market is to create conditions for the free
exchange of digital products and services between EU
countries, which significantly accelerates technological
progress and simplifies the transfer of innovations. The
Digital Single Market removes the regulatory and legal
barriers that previously hindered the effective exchange
of technology. The Digital Single Market supports
the development of tools such as e-commerce, cloud
technologies, data and service exchange platforms
that allow businesses and research institutions from
different EU countries to interact and collaborate
seamlessly in the field of technology. As a result, the
EU is becoming not only a domestic but also a global
leader in the development and application of digital
solutions, which significantly improves the conditions
for technology transfer at the international level.

Digitalization is significantly changing not only
the economic structure, but also the mechanisms of
technology transfer and exchange between countries
and companies. Thanks to the rapid development
of digital technologies such as blockchain, artificial
intelligence, and the Internet of Things, technology
transfer has become much faster, more efficient, and
less costly [4].

Blockchain, as one of the most revolutionary digital
technologies, is changing approaches to technology
transfer and data storage. Due to its ability to ensure
transparency, security, and the impossibility of changing
information without the knowledge of all participants
in the process, blockchain can become a powerful
tool for preserving intellectual property rights and
ensuring legality in technology exchange. It can provide
efficient and reliable registration of technology transfer
agreements, preventing fraud or breach of contract [1].

Artificial intelligence (AI) also has a significant
impact on technology transfer. Al algorithms can be used
to analyze large amounts of data, which can optimize
the process of selecting the best-fit technologies for
specific conditions and automate numerous stages of
the transfer. They can help identify the most promising
technologies for investment, provide predictive
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outcomes from their implementation, and improve
intellectual property management processes, which is
important for international technology transfer.

Digital platforms have become important tools for
international technology exchange, as they enable the
rapid transfer of data and technological knowledge
on a global scale. Through platforms such as online
technology marketplaces, collaborative research
platforms, cloud services, and specialized portals for
scientific and technical cooperation, businesses can
interact directly with innovation providers and gain
access to the latest developments and expertise.

Digital platformshelp minimize the time and financial
costs of finding and implementing new technologies,
and reduce barriers for countries with limited resources
or access to advanced technologies. They create an
environment for a more open, transparent and efficient
exchange of technologies between countries, which
accelerates innovation and economic development.

Such platforms can also become tools for cooperation
between small and medium-sized enterprises, helping
them to access new technologies and research
results that were previously available only to large
corporations. Integration with global markets and
resources allows small businesses to actively innovate,
thereby increasing their competitiveness.

The process of technology transfer in the European
Union faces a number of challenges and barriers
(asymmetry of access to innovation, cybersecurity and
intellectual property protection issues, and a lack of
qualified personnel) that can slow down or complicate
the effective exchange of innovations.

One of the biggest challenges to technology transfer
in the EU is the asymmetry of access to innovation
between countries, which is part of the overall digital
divide. Differences in the level of development between
Western and Eastern European countries, as well as
between large and small economies, can lead to the
fact that technologies that are developing in some
countries may not be available to others. Countries with
developed digital infrastructures, such as Germany or
France, are better placed to adapt and commercialize
new technologies, while other Member States, especially
in Eastern Europe, may face difficulties in providing the
necessary infrastructure for technology transfer.

The second major barrier to technology transfer
in the EU is cybersecurity and intellectual property
protection. In the context of globalization and high
levels of digitalization, the risk of cyber threats such as
infrastructure attacks, data theft, or criminal activities
related to the illegal use of intellectual property is
growing. The EU is actively working on implementing
cybersecurity regulations, such as the GDPR, which
regulates the protection of personal data, but there are
some difficulties in standardizing security mechanisms
internationally. Different countries may have different
levels of preparation for protection against cyber threats,
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which leads to uneven application of technologies and
complicates their transfer between countries, especially
for small and medium-sized enterprises that do not
have sufficient resources to ensure an adequate level of
cybersecurity [6, p.15].

The last important barrier to technology transfer
is the lack of qualified personnel, particularly in
countries with less developed economies. Successful
implementation of new technologies requires highly
qualified specialists who are able to work with advanced
innovations, develop new solutions and adapt them
to specific conditions. In some EU countries, there is
an urgent need for education and training that meets
the requirements of the digital economy. The gap in
the level of education between EU countries creates
obstacles to the rapid adaptation of technologies and
the introduction of innovative solutions at the level of
the entire Union. For effective technology transfer, the
EU needs to.

The European Union is one of the world’s leading
models in the field of international technological
exchange due to the integration of states and the creation
of a single legal and economic platform for interaction
in the field of technology and innovation. The process
of technological exchange between EU member states is
multilevel and includes both institutional mechanisms
and strategic initiatives that promote innovation and
technology at the European and international levels.

Ukraine has a significant scientific and technological
potential, but lacks the resources and experience to
commercialize its developments and implement new
technologies. International technology transfer can
help Ukraine overcome these limitations and integrate
into the global innovation system [11, p.2].

Ukraine’s integration into the international
technology transfer process is an important strategic
step to stimulate its technological development and
digital transformation.

During 2014-2023, 26395 technology transfer
agreements were concluded for a total of UAH 1246.38
million. The largest number of agreements was
concluded in 2014, but the largest amount of funds
under the concluded agreements was received in 2020 -
UAH 218.74 million [7].

The highest average value of one technology transfer
agreement was achieved in 2020 and amounted to UAH
118.17 thousand, which is 1.7 times higher compared to
the value of the agreement in 2019. The lowest average
value was recorded in 2014 - UAH 12.20 thousand
(Fig. 2).

Over ten years, from 2014 to 2023, UAH
1233.73 million was received under technology transfer
agreements, the dynamics of which and the volume of
their use in the studied years are shown in Fig. 3. The
largest amount under technology transfer agreements
was received in 2020 and 2021 - UAH 218.74 million
and UAH 187.95 million, respectively, and the smallest
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in 2014 - UAH 64.90 million. The largest amount of
funds received under technology transfer agreements
was used in 2019 and 2021 - UAH 118.99 million and
UAH 121.70 million, respectively.

Given the existing potential and significant
opportunities for cooperation with EU countries,
Ukraine has a chance to become an important player
in the global technology market. However, in order to
realize this potential, a number of barriers need to be
removed, including legal regulation, infrastructure,
and education. Cooperation with EU countries is one
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of the main opportunities to accelerate Ukraine’s
technological development [8, p.15]. The EU has many
years of experience in managing technology transfer
processes and actively supports neighboring countries
seeking to integrate into the European economic area.
Joint projects with EU countries in areas such as green
energy, digital technologies, robotics, and artificial
intelligence can ensure the transfer of advanced
technologies that will allow Ukraine not only to develop
but also to become competitive in the global market.
Such projects will also contribute to strengthening

ecosystem in Ukraine.

0.Shvydanenko notes that despite the challenges of a
full-scale war, thanks to a balanced state policy, support
from the international community and the hard work
of Ukrainian scientists, engineers and entrepreneurs,
Ukraine can become one of the leaders in the global
technology market [12, p.6].

To integrate into international technology chains,
Ukraine needstoidentify several key strategic directions.
First, it is to improve the legal framework to ensure the
protection of intellectual property and create favorable
conditions for investment in high technologies. Second,
it is important to actively involve young scientists and
specialists in the field of research and development,
creating conditions for their professional development
and support for startups. Third, it is necessary to
increase integration into global digital platforms that
ensure the exchange of technologies, data and services
between different countries.

The findings of this study. The main forms and
models of international technology transfer used in
EU countries are analyzed, in particular, licensing,
joint ventures, research partnerships and digital
platforms. Key digital tools that transform technology

transfer mechanisms are identified: cloud computing,
blockchain, artificial intelligence, big data analytics.
The main challenges that hinder effective technology
transfer are identified: legal fragmentation, cyber
risks, lack of common standards for data exchange and
digital interoperability. The EU policy in the field of
digitalization and technology transfer is analyzed, in
particular the Digital Single Market and Horizon Europe
initiatives, and the prospects for the development of
these mechanisms until 2030 are determined.

Technology transfer mechanisms in EU countries
are actively adapting to the conditions of digitalization,
taking on new forms due to digital platforms and
innovative tools. Effective technology transfer requires
harmonization of the regulatory environment within the
EU and active stimulation of digital ecosystems to support
innovative enterprises. The most promising areas for
the development of international technology transfer
are the creation of open digital infrastructures, the use
of blockchain solutions to protect intellectual property
rights, and support for transnational innovation clusters.
Successful implementation of the digital technology
transfer strategy will contribute to increasing the
competitiveness of the EU economy and strengthening
its position in the global innovation environment.

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FOREIGN TRADE RELATIONS OF THE WESTERN BALKAN STATES IN THE CONTEXT
OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

The aim of the article is to identify trends in the development of foreign trade relations of the Western Balkan countries
in the context of their ongoing integration processes with the European Union in recent years. The main challenges and
achievements of the countries in the region — Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, North Macedonia, Serbia, and Montenegro
on the path of harmonizing trade policies in accordance with current EU policies are analyzed. Special attention is paid to
the role of bilateral Stabilization and Association Agreements between the EU and the studied countries, as well as to the
significance of the Central European Free Trade Agreement (CEFTA) in shaping the regional economic space. Using trend
analysis, export statistics to the EU from 2014 to 2024 are presented, showing an overall positive dynamics in export-import
operations between the EU countries and the Western Balkans. It is demonstrated that the participation of the region’s
countries in the Stabilization and Association Both trade agreements contributes to trade liberalization and increases in-
tegration compatibility with the European market. Despite positive developments, internal and external factors affecting
the effectiveness of foreign trade activities in the Western Balkans are revealed, particularly institutional limitations, un-
derdeveloped logistics, and dependence on certain industries, which impact the current export potential. The role of EU
macro-regional strategies (EUSDR, EUSAIR) as tools for deepening integration cooperation is noted. The article concludes
that despite positive developments, the countries of the region require structural reforms, increased competitiveness, and
stronger institutional capacity. The experience of the Western Balkans is considered a valuable reference for Ukraine which
is also at the stage of implementing the European integration course.
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The global automotive industry is undergoing a profound transformation, driven by the urgent need for decarbonization,
energy security, and technological advancements. Electric vehicle (EV) production has become a central element of this
transformation, emerging not only as a technological challenge but also as a critical arena for international industrial
competition. This article examines the European Union’s strategy for electric mobility development within the context of
the green economy transition, particularly focusing on the challenges and opportunities that lie ahead for EV production
in the EU. The goal of this study is to define the EU’s current position in the global electric mobility landscape, identify
key policy gaps, and develop scientifically grounded recommendations for enhancing EV production. The methodological
framework of this study is built upon a qualitative approach, emphasizing comparative and structural analysis of key factors
influencing the development of electric mobility within the EU. The research employs systems analysis and contextual
evaluation to understand how innovative technologies are integrated into EU transportation policies and the broader
context of the green economy transition. The findings reveal that, despite long-term regulatory frameworks like the 2035
internal combustion engine (ICE) phase-out and the Alternative Fuels Infrastructure Regulation (AFIR), short-term policy
volatility and market fragmentation persist as significant challenges. The slowdown in battery electric vehicle (BEV) market
share, particularly in Germany, underscores the need for continued and stable policy incentives to maintain adoption
momentum. The success of the EU’s electric mobility transition will depend on three critical dimensions: sustained policy
coherence, equitable infrastructure development, and maintaining industrial competitiveness in a shifting global market.
The article identifies the main challenges and opportunities related to the integration of green energy technologies into the
EU’s transport system and their impact on shaping a sustainable future of mobility. It highlights the role of electric vehicle
production as a central component of the EU’s green economy transition, addressing both technological and strategic
aspects in the context of decarbonization and energy security. The study proposes scientific and practical recommendations
for enhancing electric vehicle production within the EU, focusing on the development of policies that ensure long-term
stability and effective implementation of green energy technologies. These recommendations aim to overcome the
challenges associated with market fragmentation and policy volatility, which threaten the adoption of EVs, especially in
the face of a slowdown in the BEV market share, particularly in Germany. The practical implication of this research lies in
providing a robust framework for EU policymakers to accelerate the integration of green technologies into the transport
sector, thereby boosting the competitiveness of Europe in the global electric vehicle market. The results offer insights into
necessary interventions for achieving climate neutrality and securing technological sovereignty within the EU, while also
promoting economic growth and job creation in a low-carbon future. Governments must engage in active, long-term policy
interventions to foster industrial ecosystems that support clean mobility, economic competitiveness, and technological
sovereignty. The proposed recommendations provide a framework for government action that, if successfully implemented,
will not only accelerate the transition to electric mobility but also contribute to the EU’s broader goals of climate neutrality,
technological innovation, and inclusive economic growth. Future research should focus on further refining the strategies
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for cross-border collaboration, the integration of renewable energy into EV infrastructure, and the evolution of consumer
behavior in response to policy measures. Ultimately, the EU’s strategy for electric mobility development will determine its
ability to lead in the global transition to sustainable transportation.

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Formulation of the problem. The transport sector is
one of the primary sources of greenhouse gas emissions
in the European Union (EU), making it a critical
component of the strategy to achieve climate neutrality
by 2050. In response to global climate challenges, the
EU has developed comprehensive initiatives aimed at
decarbonising transport, including legislative measures,
infrastructure investments, and the promotion of
innovations in sustainable electric mobility.

Technological innovations play a pivotal role in
the transition to sustainable mobility, serving as the
foundation for reducing greenhouse gas emissions,
improving air quality, and enhancing energy efficiency
in the transport sector [12, 25]. The European Union
actively supports research and development in these
areas through programs like Horizon Europe and
other initiatives designed to encourage the adoption of
advanced technologies and innovative solutions.

Between 2021 and 2024, the EU allocated over
€830 million to research and innovation projects
under Horizon Europe, focusing on cleaner and more
competitive road transport systems. These projects,
implemented by the European Climate, Infrastructure
and Environment Executive Agency (CINEA), aim to
accelerate the development and deployment of low-
and zero-emission mobility solutions [24, 29].

The EU’s commitment to decarbonising transport
is further reflected in its legislative framework, such as
the “Fit for 55” package, which sets ambitious targets
for reducing emissions across various transport modes.
For instance, the Alternative Fuels Infrastructure
Regulation mandates the installation of recharging and
refuelling stations across Europe to promote the use of
alternative fuels [14].

The EU’s strategic approach to decarbonising the
transport sector encompasses substantial investments
in technological innovation, supportive legislation, and
infrastructure development. Through these efforts, the
EU aims to transition towards a sustainable and climate-
neutral transport system by 2050.

Analysis of recent researches. The development
of the electric vehicle (EV) market within the European

Union has become a focal point of academic and policy-
driven research due to its significance in meeting
the EU’s climate targets and fostering industrial
transformation. Recent literature explores various
dimensions of this development, including market
dynamics, policy effectiveness, economic impact, and
social equity.

One of the most significant barriers to the widespread
adoption of EVs in the EU is the lack of sufficient charging
infrastructure. Many studies, such as Nour M., Chaves
Avila]. P, Magdy G., Sanchez Miralles A., Nutkani H. Toole,
Fernando N., Andrew, L. P. C., Bethoux 0., Cui Xiaotian,
Das H. S., Rahman M. M,, Lj, S., Tan C. W,, and others, have
highlighted the critical role that charging networks play
in the decision-making process of potential EV buyers
[3,5, 6,26, 27]. Dovgal 0., Goncharenko N., Honcharenko
V., Shuba T, Babenko V., Reshetnyak,0. Dovgal G,
Danko N., Shuba T, KarpV, Revyakin G., Shapoval V.,
and others argue that government programs must go
beyond subsidies for vehicle purchase and include public
investment in charging infrastructure [7, 8, 9, 10, 24].
Without widespread access to charging stations, the
range anxiety and convenience concerns of consumers
will persist, hindering the growth of the EV market.

Despite the growing interest in electric mobility
within the European Union and the substantial
amount of research dedicated to both the economic
and environmental aspects of this transition, there
are significant gaps in the academic literature. These
gaps not only limit the completeness of academic
understanding but also hinder the effectiveness of
policy-making at both the European and national levels.

One of the most significant gaps in government
programs aimed at supporting the EV market is the
disconnect between national and EU-level policies.
While the EU has set ambitious targets for reducing
carbon emissions and boosting the uptake of electric
vehicles, national governments often have differing
priorities, funding mechanisms, and strategies to achieve
these goals. This results in policy fragmentation across
the EU, where some countries are much more successful
in supporting EV adoption than others.
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For example, countries like the Netherlands and
Norway have rapidly increased EV adoption due to
comprehensive national policies, such as tax incentives,
subsidies, and investments in charging infrastructure.
On the other hand, in countries with less coordinated
national strategies, such as parts of Eastern Europe,
EV adoption has been significantly slower. The lack
of synergy between national and EU-wide programs
creates implementation inefficiencies and limits the
potential success of EU-wide climate goals.

The aim of the article is to define the EU’s current
positionintheglobal electricmobilitylandscape, identify
key policy gaps, and develop scientifically grounded
recommendations for enhancing EV production.

Summary of the basic research material. In 2019,
the European Commission introduced the European
Green Deal, aiming to transform the EU into a climate-
neutral economy by 2050. As part of this initiative, a
Sustainable and Smart Mobility Strategy was developed,
targeting a 90% reduction in greenhouse gas emissions
from the transport sector by 2050 [16].

The development of electric vehicles is a priority in
the EU’s strategy for decarbonizing transport. Electric
vehicles contribute significantly to reducing CO2
emissions, especially when powered by renewable
energy sources. A key milestone within this strategy
is the goal of having 30 million electric vehicles on EU
roads by 2030 [16].

In 2021, the EU introduced the “Fit for 55” package,
aiming to reduce net greenhouse gas emissions by
55% by 2030 compared to 1990 levels. This package
proposed measures to tighten CO2 emission standards
for passenger and commercial vehicles, promoting the
transition to electric mobility [14].

The EU has also developed legislation to support
the development of infrastructure for alternative fuels,
including electric charging stations and hydrogen
refueling stations. This legislation sets requirements
for deploying infrastructure along the Trans-European
Transport Network, facilitating the creation of a unified
market for electric vehicles.

In 2024, new car registrations in the European Union
increased by 0.8% to approximately 10.6 million units.
Battery-electric vehicles (BEVs) accounted for 13.6%
of the total market share, while plug-in hybrid electric
vehicles (PHEVs) represented 8.3%. This indicates a
slight decline in BEV market share compared to previous
years, where BEVs had a 14.6% share in 2023 [4, 15].

Notably, in December 2024, BEVs achieved a 15.9%
market share, surpassing diesel vehicles, which had an
11.9% share. This marks a significant milestone in the
transition towards electric mobility in Europe [2, 15].

The adoption of battery electric vehicles across
European nations continues to reflect significant
regional variation, influenced by national policies,
market conditions, and consumer behavior. In 2024,
this heterogeneity became particularly pronounced in
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key markets such as Germany, the United Kingdom, and
Norway, offering important insights into the dynamics
of the EU’s electric mobility transition. Germany,
traditionally one of Europe’s largest automotive
markets, experienced a notable downturn in BEV
adoption. Specifically, BEV registrations fell by 27%
compared to the previous year, translating to over
140,000 fewer units sold.

This contraction can be attributed to a confluence of
factors, including persistent supply chain disruptions —
particularly in the sourcing of semiconductors and
battery materials — as well as evolving consumer
preferences amidst macroeconomic uncertainty.
Additionally, the reduction or phase-out of certain
government incentives may have further dampened
market growth, underscoring the sensitivity of BEV
uptake to policy support mechanisms. Conversely,
the United Kingdom emerged as a major driver of
BEV growth in 2024, registering a 20% year-on-year
increase in electric vehicle sales [1, 2, 15, 28]. This surge
positioned the UK as the largest electric car market in
Europe for the year.

The acceleration in adoption has been closely linked
to comprehensive government support measures,
including tax exemptions, grants for low-emission
vehicles, and investments in charging infrastructure.
Furthermore, increasing public awareness of
environmental issues and heightened fuel price
volatility have catalyzed a consumer shift toward electric
mobility, reinforcing the impact of both regulatory and
market-based drivers.

Norway continues to exemplify best practices in
EV policy and market development. In 2024, battery
electric vehicles accounted for a record 88.9% of
all new car registrations, maintaining the country’s
global leadership in electric mobility [15, 28]. This
unprecedented level of penetration reflects Norway’s
sustained policy commitment, including full exemption
from import taxes and VAT for electric vehicles,
access to bus lanes, and a well-developed national
charging network. Such measures have created a
conducive environment for zero-emission transport,
demonstrating the efficacy of long-term strategic
planning and consistent policy implementation.

These regional dynamics highlight the complex
interplay of economic, political, and social factors
shaping the trajectory of electric mobility across
Europe. While some countries, like Norway and the
UK, are advancing rapidly toward full electrification,
others such as Germany are facing transitional setbacks.
Understanding these divergences is essential for
developing adaptive, country-specific strategies that
align with the EU’s overarching climate and energy goals.

Advancements in battery technology have been
pivotal in the growth of the EV market. The global EV
battery manufacturing capacity exceeded demand in
2023, reaching 2.2 terawatt-hours, while demand stood
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at 750 gigawatt-hours [13, 25]. Projections indicate that
by 2035, battery demand could increase sevenfold in the
Stated Policies Scenario and ninefold in the Announced
Pledges Scenario, necessitating substantial investments
in battery production.

The European Commission’s projections suggest
that under current policies, electric light-duty vehicle
sales could reach 40% of total sales by 2030 and nearly
55% by 2035. In the Announced Pledges Scenario, sales
could rise to 47 million in 2030 and 75 million in 2035,
representing two-thirds of total light-duty vehicle sales
[15,21].

To achieve the EU’s decarbonization targets for the
transport sector, significant financial investments are
required. According to the environmental organization
Transport & Environment (T&E), annual investments of
€39 billion are necessary to meet the net-zero emissions
goal by 2050 [30, 31]. This includes establishing a €25
billion fund to support battery production in Europe
and modernizing energy grids.

As part of the EU’s Sustainable Mobility Strategy,
considerable attention is being given to reallocating
public investments from traditional transport
infrastructure to green technologies. This encompasses
support for battery manufacturing, development of
charging infrastructure, implementation of green fuels,
and modernization of energy networks [30, 31].

Furthermore, the EU is actively working to create
conditions that attract private investments into the
sustainable mobility sector. With public initiatives such
as social leasing of electric vehicles and loan guarantees
for clean fuel production, annual private investments
are projected to reach €271 billion by 2030. The total
volume of private and public investments in green
transport technologies could amount to €507 billion
per year by 2040.

The Horizon Europe programme is the EU’s primary
instrument for funding research and innovation from
2021 to 2027. With a budget of approximately €95.5
billion, it aims to address global challenges such
as climate change, transition to clean energy, and
sustainable mobility. One of the programme’s key areas
is supporting the development of technologies that
facilitate the decarbonization of the transport sector,
including through European partnerships.

In 2024, the European Commission announced
a €100 million reduction in the Horizon Europe
budget, raising concerns among stakeholders. In
response, CLEPA and 11 other organizations urged the
Commission to maintain funding levels, emphasizing
the importance of stable financing for developing a
competitive and innovative battery supply chain in the
EU [20].

As part of Horizon Europe, projects are being funded
to enhance battery performance, improve charging
infrastructure efficiency, and develop new business
models to stimulate demand for electric vehicles. A
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notable example of successful project implementation
is the establishment of a network of EV charging
stations under the Connecting Europe Facility program.
In 2025, the EU allocated €422 million to support 39
innovative projects aimed at deploying alternative fuel
infrastructure, including charging stations for light
and heavy-duty EVs, hydrogen refueling stations, and
electrification of airports and ports [11, 17, 19].

Hydrogen is considered a promising energy source
for the transport sector, particularly for heavy-duty
vehicles and public transport. Under Horizon Europe,
projects are being implemented to develop hydrogen
production, storage, and utilization technologies, as
well as to establish hydrogen refueling infrastructure.

In 2025, the Clean Hydrogen Partnership announced
a €184.5 million call for proposals to fund projects on
renewable hydrogen production, efficient hydrogen
storage systems, and reliable fuel cells for heavy-duty
vehicles and maritime transport [22].

However, despite significant investments, the
European Court of Auditors noted that the EU’s current
hydrogen targets, including the plan to produce
10 million tonnes of renewable hydrogen by 2030, may
be unrealistic without additional efforts and support
from member states.

The development of alternative fuel infrastructure,
including liquefied natural gas (LNG), liquefied
petroleum gas (LPG), and synthetic fuels, is a crucial
component of the EU’s strategy to reduce emissions
in the transport sector. In 2025, the EU allocated €422
million to support 39 projects aimed at deploying
alternative fuel infrastructure, encompassing charging
stations for electric vehicles, hydrogen refueling
stations, and facilities supplying alternative fuels to
ports and airports [18].

These projects contribute to the establishment of a
unified network of charging and refueling stations across
Europe, ensuring the availability of alternative fuels for
various types of vehicles and promoting the transition
to more environmentally friendly transportation.

Additionally, the European Commission and
the European Investment Bank announced a new
partnership to support investments in the EU’s battery
manufacturing sector. This partnership includes an
additional €200 million guarantee for the InvestEU
programme and €1 billion in grants to support electric
vehicle battery cell production projects. Under this
partnership, the European Investment Bank plans to
invest an additional €1.8 billion in the broader battery
supply chain, totaling €3 billion in public support
to develop a competitive and sustainable European
battery industry [18].

Complementing these financial commitments,
the EU is also advancing its strategic research and
innovation agenda through dedicated partnerships.
One key initiative in this context is the European
Partnership BATT4EU, a co-programmed effort under
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Horizon Europe aimed at fostering a competitive and
sustainable European battery value chain for electric
mobility and stationary applications. This partnership
brings together the European Commission and the
Batteries European Partnership Association (BEPA),
encompassing all stakeholders from the European
research community involved in battery technologies.

The specific objectives include supporting the
development of differentiating technologies in battery
materials, cell design and manufacturing, as well as
battery recycling. In addition, BATT4EU contributes
to accelerating the development and deployment of
sustainable and affordable battery solutions for clean
mobility and the integration of renewable energy
sources into the energy system.

By 2030, the initiative aims to significantly advance
battery technologies and their integration into
sustainable energy systems. Key objectives include
achieving a 60% increase in battery energy density
compared to 2019 levels and improving power density
and charging rates to meet the demands of future
mobility. The cycle lifetime of batteries is targeted to
double relative to the 2019 state-of-the-art, while costs
are expected to decrease by 60% over the same period.

Ensuring high safety standards across all application
sectors remains a top priority. The initiative also
focuses on the adoption of best available technologies
in both manufacturing and recycling processes. Finally,
sustainability across the battery supply chain will be
enhanced by reducing the carbon footprint from raw
material extraction to end-of-life recycling.

BATT4EU has developed a Strategic Research
and Innovation Agenda (SRIA) to guide its research
priorities. The SRIA outlines six key areas:

1. Raw Materials and Recycling: Focus on sustainable
sourcing and efficient recycling methods.

2. Advanced Materials and Manufacturing: Develop
innovative materials and manufacturing techniques.

3. Battery End-Uses and Applications: Enhance
battery performance in various applications.

4. Safety: Ensure high safety standards in battery
technologies.

5. Sustainability: Promote environmentally friendly
practices throughout the battery lifecycle.

6. Coordination: Facilitate collaboration among
stakeholders to avoid research duplication and gaps.

The SRIA serves as a roadmap for aligning research
efforts and funding, ensuring that Europe remains at
the forefront of battery innovation.

BATTA4EU actively collaborates with other European
initiatives to enhance the development of battery
technologies. Notably, it works closely with the
European Battery Alliance (EBA) to establish a robust
battery supply chain in Europe. This collaboration
includes efforts to develop and implement technologies
for battery production, recycling, and access to critical
raw materials.
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Thus, BATT4EU is a pivotal partnership under
Horizon Europe, driving the development of a
sustainable and competitive battery industry in Europe.
Through its strategic objectives and collaborative
efforts, BATT4EU aims to position Europe as a global
leader in battery innovation, supporting the transition
to a carbon-neutral society.

Building on such strategic initiatives, the European
Union has also ramped up its financial support for clean
technologies. In 2024, it allocated €4.6 billion to support
net-zero technologies, including electric vehicle battery
cell manufacturing and renewable hydrogen projects.
This funding was provided through the Innovation
Fund, which utilizes revenues from the EU Emissions
Trading System (ETS) [19].

The Connecting Europe Facility (CEF) also played
a significant role in advancing sustainable mobility. In
2024, CEF’s Alternative Fuels Infrastructure Facility
(AFIF) invested over €424 million in 42 projects aimed
at deploying alternative fuels infrastructure across
Europe. These projects focused on installing electric
recharging points, hydrogen refuelling stations, and
electrifying airport ground operations [18].

Additionally, the European Innovation Council (EIC),
part of the Horizon Europe programme, continued
to support startups and small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs) in the sustainable mobility sector.
In 2024, the UK received approximately £500 million in
grants from Horizon Europe, with recipients including
leading research institutions such as the University of
Oxford, University of Cambridge, University College
London, and Imperial College London. Their projects
encompassed areas like medical robotics, sustainable
fuels, and food biotechnology. These investments
reflect the EU’s commitment to fostering innovation
and accelerating the transition to a sustainable and
decarbonized transport sector.

Despite significant progress, the European Union
faces several challenges in advancing innovation and
technology in sustainable mobility:

1. Competition from Asian Manufacturers: European
electric vehicle manufacturers are under pressure
from Chinese companies like CATL, which offer lower-
cost batteries and vehicles. The EU has responded by
imposing tariffs of up to 35.3% on Chinese EVs to protect
local industries and stimulate domestic production.
However, these measures may lead to trade disputes
and increased prices for consumers.

2. Need for Standardization: The lack of unified
standards for charging stations, hydrogen refuelling
points, and other infrastructure components hinders the
efficient deployment of alternative fuel networks. Without
standardized protocols, market fragmentation occurs,
complicating the integration of various technologies.

3. Supply Chain Dependencies on Critical Materials:
The production of EV batteries and fuel cells relies
heavily on rare and critical materials such as lithium,
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cobalt, and nickel. Europe is nearly 100% dependent
on imports for these materials, making it vulnerable to
supply chain disruptions. The EU’s Critical Raw Materials
Act aims to address this by promoting domestic sourcing
and processing, but challenges persist [23].

4. Funding and Investment Gaps: While the EU
has allocated substantial funds to support clean
technologies, there is still a significant shortfall in
financing to meet all planned projects. To achieve
decarbonization goals, additional investments from the
private sector and international partners are essential.

Addressing these issues is crucial for the EU to
maintain competitiveness and achieve its sustainable
mobility objectives.

To successfully implement the EU’s green
transport strategy, a combination of substantial
public investments, effective redistribution of existing
subsidies, and active mobilisation of private capital is
essential. Only through such a comprehensive approach
can the set goals for sustainable electric mobility and
climate neutrality be achieved.

The future of sustainable mobility in the EU hinges
on the successful implementation of current initiatives
and overcoming existing challenges. Key development
areas include:

- Integration of Various Transport Modes:
Establishing multimodal transport systems that ensure
seamless travel for passengers and efficient interaction
between different transport modes.

- Development of Alternative Fuels Infrastructure:
Installing charging stations for electric vehicles,
hydrogen refueling stations, and other facilities to
ensure the availability of alternative fuels across the EU.

- Support for Innovations and Technologies:
Investing in research and development in sustainable
electricmobility, including the creation of new materials,
development of efficient energy storage systems, and
optimization of transport processes.

- Education and Awareness: Conducting information
campaigns and educational programs to raise public
awareness about the benefits of sustainable electric
mobility and stimulate demand for environmentally

friendly vehicles.
Only through a comprehensive approach that
includes technological innovations, investments,

standardization, and educational initiatives can the
EU achieve its decarbonization goals for the transport
sector and ensure a sustainable future for its citizens.
To achieve these decarbonization goals and secure
a sustainable future, a structured and integrated
strategy is essential. The strategic program we propose
is designed around interdependent foundations:
industrial capacity, technological innovation, regulatory
alignment, and strategic priorities. These core pillars
are further strengthened by cross-cutting objectives
focused on economic competitiveness, environmental
sustainability, and geopolitical resilience.
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1. Industrial Capacity as National Infrastructure

EV production should be treated not merely
as a commercial activity, but as a form of national
infrastructure — essential for economic security and
industrial autonomy. This reclassification justifies
public investment in gigafactories, battery production
lines, and logistics hubs. The scaling of production must
be designed to reach critical thresholds that enable
economies of scale, attract private capital, and sustain
long-term cost competitiveness.

2. Innovation as Strategic Differentiation

Technological leadership is the only durable
source of competitive advantage in the EV sector. This
requires public support for innovation across the full
technological readiness spectrum - from laboratory
research to commercialization. Particular emphasis
must be placed on next-generation battery technologies
(e.g. solid-state, sodium-ion), lightweight materials, and
intelligent vehicle systems. Moreover, innovation must
be diffused across the industrial ecosystem, including
small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs), which
often serve as suppliers or integrators.

3. Regulatory Stability and Policy Credibility

One of the most underappreciated factors in global
competition is regulatory certainty. Inconsistent or
abrupt policy shifts undermine investor confidence and
delay private-sector response. Therefore, long-term
regulatory roadmaps are essential — including vehicle
emissions standards, charging infrastructure planning,
and public procurement targets. Furthermore, domestic
regulations must be harmonized with global standards
to ensure compatibility, reduce compliance costs, and
facilitate exports.

4. Strategic Priorities in the Context of Global
Competition

The expansion of EV production must be guided by
clear strategic priorities that align with the broader
goals of industrial competitiveness and sustainable
development.

A. Supply Chain Sovereignty

The COVID-19 pandemic and the war in Ukraine have
demonstrated the fragility of global supply chains. In the
context of EV production, this is particularly evident in
the battery value chain. Without strategic control over
raw materials and cell production, EV manufacturing
becomes highly vulnerable to geopolitical disruptions.
Therefore, the strategic program should includ a policy
mix of raw material diplomacy, domestic extraction
under environmental safeguards, and mandatory
recycling of end-of-life batteries.

B. Talent and Labour Market Transformation

The automotive labour force is undergoing a
structural shift, as traditional skills related to internal
combustion engines become obsolete. The EV sector
demands new competencies in electronics, software,
data systems, and chemical engineering. This
transformation must be addressed through anticipatory
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labour policy, including requalification programs, dual
education systems, and industrial apprenticeships
focused on electromobility.

C. International Positioning and
Competitiveness

EV industry in the EU cannot be sustained solely by
internal demand. Therefore, export orientation is a core
element of the strategic program. This involves not only
trade diplomacy, but also active participation in global
value chains, targeted export financing, and branding
initiatives to position domestic EVs as premium or
technologically superior products.

5. Program Implementation and Monitoring

The successful implementation of this strategic
program requires coordinated action across
government, industry, and research institutions.
A central coordinating body - such as a National EV
Competitiveness Task Force — should be established to
align funding, regulatory frameworks, and industrial
targets. Regular monitoring using defined performance
indicators (e.g, domestic EV output, gigafactory
capacity, R&D investment levels, battery recycling rates)
will ensure policy accountability and adaptability.

Furthermore, international benchmarking should be
institutionalized. Continuous comparison with leading
EV-producing countries (e.g., China, USA, South Korea)
will help assess strategic positioning and identify policy
gaps.

Institutionalizing international benchmarking is not
an end in itself, but a necessary step toward designing
more effective policy responses. Theinsights gained from
global comparisons must be translated into concrete,
evidence-based strategies. The transition to electric
mobility represents one of the most transformative
shifts in modern industrial policy. While market
forces are crucial, the scale, speed, and complexity of
this transformation require active and coordinated
government intervention. Based on comparative policy
analysis, and theoretical frameworks in innovation
economics and industrial policy, we have developed the
scientifically grounded recommendations to enhance
electric vehicle production in the context of global
competition.

1. Establish Long-Term Industrial Policy Frameworks
for EV Production

Governments should adopt comprehensive, long-
term industrial strategies that integrate EV production
into broader economic, environmental, and energy
policies. These frameworks should provide strategic
direction through clearly defined targets, funding
mechanisms, and regulatory roadmaps extending at
least 10-15 years.

2. Incentivize Domestic Battery and Component
Manufacturing

Government support should prioritize domestic
production of batteries, power electronics, and electric
drivetrains — the highest value-added segments of the

Export
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EV value chain. This includes financial incentives for
gigafactory development, tax breaks for local suppliers,
and conditional state aid based on localization and
technology transfer.

3. Strengthen Supply Chain Resilience and Raw
Material Security

Governments must ensure reliable access to critical
raw materials such as lithium, cobalt, nickel, and rare
earth elements. This can be achieved through (a)
international resource diplomacy, (b) development of
environmentally regulated domestic extraction, and
(c) investments in recycling infrastructure and circular
economy systems.

4. Fund Research, Development, and Innovation
(RDI) in EV Technologies

Public R&D investment should target emerging EV
technologies, including solid-state batteries, hydrogen-
electric hybrids, and advanced energy management
systems. Governments should also facilitate university-
industry collaborations and create public innovation
hubs for prototyping and commercialization.

5. Implement Targeted Workforce Development and
Training Programs

Governments should anticipate labour market
shifts by investing in vocational training, re-skilling
programs, and university curricula tailored to EV
engineering, battery technology, and EV-specific
software development.

6. Support SMEs and Regional EV Clusters

Specialized support should be provided to small
and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) within the EV
supply chain. This includes access to finance, innovation
vouchers, and participation in public procurement.
Governments should also promote the development of
regional EV industry clusters for knowledge spillovers
and economies of agglomeration.

7. Design Smart Subsidy and Tax Incentive Systems

While consumer-side incentives (e.g., purchase
subsidies, tax rebates) stimulate demand, production-
side subsidies should reward innovation, localization,
and sustainability. Governments must design “smart”
incentives that avoid long-term market distortion and
ensure value-for-money through performance-based
conditions.

8. Harmonize Regulatory Standards and Accelerate
Homologation

Governments should streamline vehicle certification
processes, align safety and emissions regulations with
international standards, and reduce bureaucratic
delays in product approval. Digitalization of
regulatory compliance procedures can further reduce
administrative burdens for manufacturers.

9. Public Procurement as a Strategic Market-Shaping
Tool

Governments can act as lead customers by
committing to electrify public fleets (buses, police cars,
municipal vehicles). This creates predictable demand
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and enables domestic producers to scale production
before commercial market saturation.

10. Foster International Collaboration and Strategic
Alliances

Governments should actively participate in
multilateral EV initiatives, standardization forums,
and joint R&D projects with like-minded countries.
Strategic partnerships for shared battery supply chains,
infrastructure deployment, and market access are
vital in the face of increasingly protectionist industrial
policies.

Thus, scientific evidence supports the role of
governments in shaping this transition through
coherent, targeted, and long-term interventions.
Governments around the world are no longer passive
observers of market trends but active participants in
shaping industrial ecosystems. The developed and
proposed by us recommendations outlined above
provide a structured and evidence-based framework
for policy action. Their successful implementation will
not only accelerate the transition to clean mobility
but also secure technological sovereignty, economic
competitiveness, and employment in a low-carbon
future.

Conclusion. The global automotive industry is
undergoing a profound structural transformation
driven by decarbonization imperatives, energy security
considerations, and rapid advances in technology. In this
context, electric vehicle (EV) production is no longer
simply an environmental or technological issue, but a
defining arena of international industrial competition.

The electric vehicle market in the European Union
in 2024 stands at a crossroads. The slowdown in BEV
market share — especially in Germany - signals that
policy incentives remain crucial in maintaining adoption
momentum. While long-term regulatory frameworks
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such as the 2035 ICE phase-out and the AFIR provide
structure and direction, short-term policy volatility and
market fragmentation present persistent challenges.

The enhancement of electric vehicle production is
not merely a technological imperative, but a strategic
necessity in a rapidly evolving global industrial
landscape. The Horizon Europe programme and the
BATT4EU partnership play a pivotal role in supporting
the development of technologies that facilitate the
decarbonisation of the EU’s transport sector. They
provide the necessary funding and coordination
of efforts between the public and private sectors,
contributing to the establishment of a competitive and
sustainable battery industry in Europe. However, to
attain the established objectives, it is crucial to ensure
stable and adequate funding and to continue efforts to
create synergies with other initiatives and partners.

The success of the EV transition in Europe will
hinge on three key dimensions: (1) sustained policy
coherence at both EU and national levels, (2) equitable
infrastructure development, and (3) industrial
competitiveness in the face of global market shifts.
Addressing these factors holistically will be essential to
ensuring that electrification not only supports climate
goals but also drives inclusive economic growth and
technological innovation in EU.

EU Strategy for the Electric Mobility Development
represent a comprehensive approach that includes
legislative measures, infrastructure investments, and
support for innovation. The successful implementation
of these strategies requires coordination at the EU
and national government levels, as well as active
participation from the private sector and civil society.
Only through joint efforts can the goals of climate
neutrality be achieved and a sustainable future for the
transport sector in Europe be ensured.

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Introduction. The fourth industrial revolution,
which began at the turn of the 20th and 21st centuries
and is primarily associated with the large-scale use of
the potential of moderninformation and communication
technologies, has given rise to new megatrends in
international trade relations. Approaches to the
organization of production, transport and logistics,
marketing, trade and sales activities, and many socio-
economic processes are changing dramatically. Both
the market actors themselves and the international
economic relations between them at the national
and interstate levels, as well as the directions of
the international division of labor, are significantly
modified.

Digitalization causes fundamental shifts in
international trade relations. The dynamics of
international trade are being restored, and previously
unknown comparative advantages of the countries
involved are being formed. New problems are also
emerging: the possibilities of state regulation and control
over the cross-border turnover of goods and services
are weakening, and additional factors are strengthening
monopolistic tendencies in the foreign trade sphere.
All this requires both theoretical understanding and
forecasting of practical consequences.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
The impact of digital technologies on various aspects
of international trade relations is actively analyzed
in the works of Ukrainian and foreign scientists. The
concept of the digital economy, which appeared at the
end of the 20th century, is usually associated with the
works of N. Negroponte [18] and D. Tapscott [24]. Of
particular interest is the analysis of the potential and
consequences of the digitalization of the economy. More
and more studies are appearing in the field of studying
the economics of platform technologies, bilateral and

multilateral markets: J. Church, I. King, M. Reesman,
W. Kaiser, ]. Wright [5, 16, 19]. Lively discussions are
caused by issues of regulation of the digital economy in
general and electronic commerce [10]. At the beginning
of the 20th century, a number of studies appeared
concerning the relationship between the spread of
information and communication technologies and the
process of development of international trade relations:
K. Freund, D. Weinhold, L. Tan [12, 13, 23].

The latest research allows us to assert that in
the first quarter of the 21st century, digitalization of
international trade relations has become one of the
most important factors in restoring their dynamics,
which had sharply declined as a result of the COVID-19
pandemic. At the same time, the problems associated
with the impact of the digitalization process on the
main indicators of world trade, the formation of new
trends in connection with the spread of electronic forms
of organization and implementation of cross-border
export-import operations are still relevant.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the impact
of the digitalization process on international trade
relations, their dynamics, new forms and contradictions.

Methods of research. General scientific methods
are used, such as logical analysis and comparison, as
well as methods of generalization and processing of
information using economic and statistical methods of
analysis.

Results and discussion. International trade
relations continue to play an extremely important role
in the economic development of any country, a separate
region and the world as a whole, and net exports are still
one of the most important drivers of aggregate demand.

This provision was further confirmed in the UNCTAD
study, conducted on the basis of the application of the

UN Global Policy Model (Table 1).

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The obtained results deserve attention and
understanding. As is known, aggregate demand can be
represented as the equation AD =C + [+ G + NX, where AD
is aggregate demand, C (consumption) is demand from
households, I is investment demand, G is demand from
the government, NX is net export (balance of exports
and imports), that is, net external demand. The main
driver of aggregate demand can be domestic demand
from the government (G), which is typical, for example,
for countries such as Saudi Arabia and South Africa. It
can be private domestic demand (C + I), examples of
such countries are Australia, Argentina, Brazil, Canada,
China, the USA. For a group of countries, the dominant
driver of development is external demand in the form
of net exports (NX), which is inherent in Great Britain,
Germany, Italy, India, France, Japan.

For the purposes of our study, it is important to note
that, despite the varying degrees of participation of the
listed components in stimulating aggregate demand,
in all the countries considered without exception, it
is external demand in the form of net exports that
demonstrates positive growth rates in the period
2021-2022. This observation can legitimately be
interpreted as an indication that, although there
has been a certain decrease in the intensity of the
globalization process over the past decade, net exports
continue to be among the most important factors
determining the dynamics of aggregate demand.

It follows from the above that it is currently
impossible to study international economicrelations and
analyze the dynamics of net exports without taking into
account the situation in global e-commerce. According
to UN experts, it now accounts for 12% of the total value
of international export-import transactions [22] and
continues to grow rapidly further, and significantly faster
than world trade as a whole. In 2021, the total volume of
international merchandise trade grew by 4,5% [26], and
e-commerce - by 13%, reaching $ 29 trillion [14].

It is noteworthy that the geography of e-commerce
does not correspond to the generally accepted view
of the trade and political map of the world in terms of
“North-South”. A study conducted by UNCTAD indicates
the dominance of only two powers in this area - the
United States and China [7].

Available statistics also indicate that the segments
of e-commerce are developing very unevenly. Even with
the most general view of the structure of electronic
transactions, it is noticeable that the B2B segment
(business-to-business, i.e. intercompany deliveries
of goods and services for production and investment
purposes) as a whole steadily dominates the B2C
segment (business-to-consumer, i.e. sales of final
demand goods) (Table 2).

The volume of trade in the B2B segment in all ten
leading countries in the field of e-commerce, with the
exception of China, significantly exceeds the volume of
trade in the B2C segment.
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Firstofall, thisis explained by the scale oftransactions
in the B2B segment, because we are talking about the
widest range of mutual deliveries between companies
carried out using digital technologies. The share of this
segment in the total volume of e-commerce in all the
countries considered also significantly exceeds the share
of the B2C segment in the total volume of e-commerce,
while the spread between the nine countries is not that
great. Japan and the Republic of Korea are in the lead
(95% each), followed by Italy (93%), Germany (92%),
India (91%), the USA and Canada (90% each), France
(87%), and the UK is slightly behind (74%). China,
with a share of 49%, is the only large country where
the B2B segment does not dominate the B2C segment.
An analysis of the situation suggests that it is not at
all connected with the underdevelopment of the B2B
segment (in terms of sales volume in this segment,
China is in fifth place among the top ten leaders).
Rather, we are dealing with the effect of scale of the
domestic consumer market, provided by China’s 1.5
billion population, and, accordingly, the gigantic sales
potential in the B2C segment.

Itshould be emphasized that, despite the lower share
of the B2B segment in China’s e-sales compared to other
leading countries, the overall figure for all ten countries
is 87%. This leaves no doubt about the dominance of
this segment in the total volume of e-sales on the global
market. It is also important that, although the B2B
segment is currently much larger than B2(C, the latter
is growing rapidly. According to UNCTAD, a quarter of
the world’s population made purchases electronically
in 2021, which is 12% higher than in 2020. At the same
time, the share of those who made purchases abroad
increased from 15%in 2019 to 21%in 2021. As aresult,
international trade in the B2C segment reached US$412
billion, accounting for almost 11% of the total turnover
in the B2C segment, which meant an increase of almost
4% compared to the previous year [14].

Data on cross-border sales in the B2C segment in
2021 for the top ten countries are presented in Table 3.

The data provided show that the B2C segment
accounts for a relatively small share of the total volume
of merchandise exports worldwide (2,3%). At the same
time, the share of foreign sales in the total volume of
sales in the B2C segment is quite high (10,7%). For most
of the countries presented in the table, as well as for
the world as a whole, it exceeds 10%. The United States
is noticeably ahead of everyone else in absolute sales
volume in this segment ($102 billion). Next comes China
($79 billion), with the rest of the countries lagging behind
the leaders by a large margin. In relative terms, that is,
in terms of the share of electronic transactions in total
merchandise exports, the United Kingdom is in first place
(7%), followed by the United States (6,6%), China (3,5%)
and Japan (2,6%). At the same time, Germany, Italy and
the United Kingdom are ahead of both the United States
and China in terms of the share of foreign sales in the

total volume of sales in the segment, which indicates the
great potential of electronic distribution channels for
the development of foreign trade in these countries. In
general, it can be stated that cross-border B2C deliveries
have already become an integral component of global
trade.

It is extremely important that e-commerce is not just
growing in absolute and relative terms. It is forming new
trends in cross-border trade relations, primarily due to
the comparative advantages generated by digitalization.
Among such advantages, of course, the first thing to be
mentioned is the radical simplification of the process
of organizing and implementing trade operations using
digital technologies.

In this regard, the question arises about the
applicability of the traditional gravity model in analyzing
the geography and dynamics of foreign trade. It seems
that there is reason to believe that the adequacy of the
model to new realities and, accordingly, its analytical
potential will gradually dry up.

In its classical form, the gravity model assumed that
the volume of trade between countries is determined
mainly by two parameters: the size of the economies of
the partner countries and the distance between them
(geographical proximity) [2].

Gradually, as trade theory in general and the
gravity model in particular developed, the number
of parameters included in it increased. It began to be
enriched with such exogenous variables as exchange
rates, national regulatory and legal regimes. Attempts
were made to take into account even the religious and
historical context of trade relations, as well as other non-
economic factors. However, geography still remained
and remains a key variable.

If we adhere to the methodology of the gravity model,
we should take into account the value of the distance
elasticity of foreign trade turnover when assessing
and forecasting its volume and intensity. Modern
information and computer technologies radically
reduce, and in some cases completely eliminate the
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distances between the seller and the buyer. A number
of foreign researchers insist on the de-actualization of
the gravity model as a result of the changes that have
occurred under the influence of the active introduction
of modern information and computer technologies into
export-import operations [4]. There are also those who
argue that, despite the undoubted advantages of using
the latest organizational and technological solutions, it
is impossible to completely eliminate the dependence
of trade on the geographical factor [3].

Reality, however, increasingly insistently indicates
that for the implementation of trade in many goods and
services within the framework of e-commerce, distance
elasticity loses its significance or, at least, significantly
decreases. This is recognized even by the supporters
of the gravity model. In any case, it is obvious that
information and computer technologies significantly
facilitate and accelerate international trade interaction.
E-commerce mechanisms dramatically reduce the time
required to perform actions on the export and import of
goods and services [1].

The use of platform solutions is acquiring a
special role in the field of e-commerce. Online trading
platforms connect a previously unimaginable number
of sellers and buyers, creating the potential for a
radical expansion of the range of goods and services
entering cross-border circulation. New technologies
significantly shorten and transform global value chains
(GVCs), the development of which, in turn, significantly
transformed the structure of global trade and, until
recently, significantly outpaced the growth of global
GDP. The viability and high efficiency of such chains are
determined by the placement of production and other
links in locations with the lowest marginal costs and
economies of scale [25].

The general trend in the development of GVCs
observed until recently was such that the role of
production itself in the creation of added value was
consistently decreasing, while the importance of other
stages was increasing even more [17, 28].

Thus, it can be stated that the share of added value
created in the pre- and post-production links of GVCs
(development of a new product/service concept,
research and development, branding, marketing,
transport and logistics operations, distribution,
retail sales, customer relations, after-sales service) is
increasing, while that created directly at the production
stage is decreasing.

This course of events has ambiguous consequences.
On the one hand, countries specializing in production
(mainly developing countries) are losing income and
are forced to look for ways to increase their share in
the creation of added value. On the other hand, the
growing importance of non-production links in GVCs
theoretically provides additional opportunities for local
small and medium businesses. Companies that actively
use digital technologies are able not only to use existing
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ones, but also to create new comparative advantages.
Access to a wider range of potential buyers and
producers is expanded, and more active participation
in international market transactions and global value
chains becomes possible.

According to forecasts, by reducing costs and
increasing productivity, digital technologies can
provide an additional increase in international trade
of up to 34% by 2030 [35]. Studies conducted on EU
companies using e-commerce channels for business
have demonstrated an increase in the efficiency of
online exporters not only due to cost reduction, but also
due to more successful inventory management policies
[10]. Moreover, the online activities of such companies
have a very positive effect on sales outside the Internet
within the 020 (online to offline) model.

Thus, new comparative advantages can further
activate international trade turnover. Due to the large-
scale introduction of digital technologies in world trade,
fundamentally new trends are formed both on the
supply side and on the demand side. In the former case,
such changes occur as the replacement of relatively
expensive resources with cheaper ones, a decrease in
the importance oflow labor costs as a global competitive
advantage, the involvement of previously unused
resources in the production process, etc. In the second
case, significant shifts are observed in the structure of
consumer and investment demand, resource-saving
technological solutions and products manufactured
using them are becoming increasingly attractive to
customers, etc. As a result, the basis of comparative
advantages is transformed not due to government
policy measures, which can only accelerate changes,
but under the influence of the market mechanism of
relative prices, which encourages the replacement of
relatively expensive resources and technologies with
more economical ones [11].

Digital technologies also help to more actively
involve developing countries in world trade, in
particular, to increase their exports of goods and
services. This fully applies, for example, to China, which
is very concerned about the slowdown in the dynamics
of its economy. As international statistics show, the PRC
has largely passed the stage of export-led growth and
domestic private demand has already become the main
driver of aggregate demand there [26]. Nevertheless,
China still assigns a significant role to external sources
of growth, in particular, they are intensively developing
e-commerce channels in order to activate sales in
general, including to stimulate the export of goods
abroad. E-commerce accounts for nearly 17% of retail
sales in China, compared to just 9% in the United States
[11].

China is currently one of the largest exporters of
digital goods and services in the world. South Korea
and India are among the top ten countries with the
largest Internet markets. E-commerce in Brazil is
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developing quite dynamically, including its international
component. Leading Brazilian companies in the B2B
and B2C markets conduct online trade both within
the country and abroad. On the African continent, the
largest Internet market has developed in South Africa,
with the B2C segment dominating there.

Taking into account the territorial scale, population
size and dynamics of e-commerce development in
developing countries, it can be predicted that they will
increasingly be included in global e-commerce both on
the basis of existing and new comparative advantages
emerging thanks to modern technologies. In general,
electronic forms of exchange significantly facilitate
overcoming cross-border barriers and promote the
development of free trade.

Any new phenomenon is ambiguous and
contradictory. Along with the enormous positive impact
on socio-economic processes, digitalization also gives
rise to its own problems, including in the sphere of
international trade relations.

Despite the undoubted advantages that information
and computer technologies provide for the development
of world trade, barriers to their widespread use remain,
which leads to global digital asymmetry. The digital
divide in the world is still quite large. The share of
households with Internet access in developed countries
is approximately twice as high as in developing
countries.

Among the 25 largest (by market capitalization)
high-tech companies in the world, 14 are located in
the United States, 3 in the EU, 3 in China, 4 in other
Asian countries, and 1 in Africa. The three largest US
companies have an average market capitalization of
over $400 billion, compared to a capitalization of $200
billion for the largest companies in China, $123 billion
in Asia, $69 billion in Europe, and $66 billion in the
United States. The USA is in Africa [26].

Social and digital differences persist between
different groups of the population within individual
countries: urban dwellers, young people, and men
continue to use the Internet to a greater extent, and
therefore also the opportunities it offers. Worldwide,
there are approximately 250 million more men than
women who are Internet users. And if we consider that
women make up between 5-6% (Middle East and North
Africa) and 22% (Latin America and the Caribbean) of
top management, the gender imbalance in participation
in electronic trading becomes even more obvious.

Furthermore, we must not forget that export markets
are traditionally extremely concentrated. Research in
the field of non-resource commodity exports shows that,
on average, more than 50% of exports are accounted for
by 1% of exporting companies [26].

Digitalization, which generates powerful network
externalities and scale effects, further contributes to
the strengthening of concentration and the growth
of monopoly power of market leaders. Monopolies
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that base their business on Internet platforms tend to
demonstrate very aggressive market behavior. They
purposefully use the entire arsenal of relevant tools
to conquer and strengthen market power: first-mover
advantages, network effects, including cross-effects
(inherent in bilateral and multilateral markets), colossal
economies of scale, and numerous trap effects. All this
allows them to tightly control digital markets and
successfully manage transactions between their various
actors. Backbone Internet providers also increase
market concentration and create serious barriers to
entry.

Increased market concentration, in turn, negatively
affects the structure of both demand and supply. In the
first case, attention is drawn to a noticeable jump in
underconsumption, caused, among other things, by an
increase in “dead loss,” that is, net national economic
losses due to the lack of perfect competition, as well as
a simultaneous increase in the share of consumption
covered by an increase in the debt burden of businesses
and households. Taken together, this becomes a new
source of inequality and exacerbates numerous socio-
economic problems. A number of sectors of the economy
are experiencing rapid and widespread collapse of
small and medium-sized businesses, leading to massive
job losses and requiring urgent but painful structural
transformations.

Noting the strengthening of monopoly in the
sphere of e-commerce, it is important to understand
that digital technologies serve as catalysts not only for
positive, but also for new negative phenomena in world
trade. Therefore, it is wrong to discuss its development
exclusively within the framework of the theory of
comparative advantages, abstracting from the most
recent global economic contradictions that are caused
by the trade and political offensive launched by the
United States against its main foreign partners - China
and the EU. The consequences of what are commonly
called new trade wars will be very significant not only
for their direct participants, but also for other states
due to strong negative external effects.

The most striking example is the current
confrontation between the United States and China,
which still play a leading role in shaping the digital
environment of the global economy. In addition to the
directeffectassociated with the destruction of previously
established cross-border GVCs, disagreements between
these trading giants cause noticeable price fluctuations
in global commodity and financial markets, increase
currency risks and general uncertainty in the global
economic sphere, complicate forecasting the market
situation and making investment decisions. Electronic
channels of interaction accelerate the spread of these
negative phenomena, which are no longer bilateral, but
global in nature.

The impact of digitalization on GVCs is also difficult
to unequivocally assess as positive. Yes, as a rule, the use
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of information and computer technologies significantly
shortens such chains: production is divided into
standard modules with a high degree of autonomy,
eliminating or significantly reducing the need for
additional stages of production activities. Shortening
chains is usually considered a positive trend. But it also
reduces the opportunities for developing countries to
participate in them and, as noted above, reduces the
amount of added value created in them and, accordingly,
export revenues.

Developing countries in most cases do not occupy
the most honorable place in GVCs. Therefore, as the
transition from export of primary products to export
of services and processed products occurs, the share of
added value in the total value of their exports often falls.
Digitalization further increases the multidirectional
movement of export volumes and the export component
of added value created in developing countries. It is
no coincidence that the term “digital colonialism” has
appeared in circulation in recent UN documents [7].

As for the standardization of goods and services,
the assessment of its pros and cons has always been
ambiguous. Standardization reduces transaction
costs associated with communication processes, and
ultimately the cost of concluded trade transactions,
simplifies and accelerates interaction between
their participants. But it also reduces incentives for
innovation, helps imitators in the eternal conflict
“imitators - innovators”, reducing the profits received by
the latter due to the creation of disruptive technologies.

Difficulties in the regulation of electronic commerce
in general and electronic commerce in particular at the
national and international levels remain. For example,
in the current conditions, it is quite difficult to continue
to support the idea of a moratorium on customs duties
on transactions in the field of electronic commerce.
It has been in effect within the WTO since 1998, but
the issue of its further preservation or cancellation is
constantly raised by interested parties. This difficult
topic has long been causing serious disagreements
between governments and among experts [27].

Exporters of digital products (mainly the United
States and EU countries) insist on maintaining the
moratorium. They explain their position by the need
to create a stable environment for consumers and
businesses, arguing that the losses of importers are
not that great. Importing countries (in particular, India,
South Africa) consider their losses from maintaining
the moratorium excessive and demand its abolition.

The moratorium on customs duties has another
aspect. The current situation can be interpreted as
discriminatory against domestic companies. After all,
they have to pay taxes on the goods and services they
sell, while imported analogues are not subject to duties.
Therefore, importing countries are in favor of abolishing
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the moratorium on customs duties. Exporting countries,
on the contrary, tend to ignore the problem or assess it
as insignificant.

Finally,one more point: the subject of the moratorium
is not clearly and unambiguously defined. As is known,
it applies to electronic transactions. But is it about their
content (that is, goods and services supplied within the
framework of e-commerce) or only about the transfer
of accompanying electronic data? Importing countries
prefer to view the issue in the second sense, considering
themselves entitled to apply customs duties to the
content of transactions. Exporters, for obvious reasons,
insist on the opposite.

There are many obstacles to achieving a multilateral
agreement on e-commerce within the WTO. As a
result, there is virtually no multilateral regulation of
e-commerce transactions, which gives rise to attempts
by a number of states (the US, EU countries, Australia)
to impose their own solutions on trading partners in a
package of regional agreements. But then the general
question of streamlining and codifying international
e-commerce remains open.

There are also other problems associated with its
development. Let us note just a few of them: differences
in the legal regime of the states involved in it; national
features of taxation of electronic transactions; regulation
of settlements on them; the possibility of using a digital
signature in foreign trade contracts; protection of
property rights in the digital space. Effective solutions
can only be found taking into account the positions
and interests of all parties involved. Therefore, it is so
important to establish successful and fruitful interstate
cooperation in the digital trade space, to search for
and formulate mutually acceptable approaches to its
regulation.

Conclusion. International trade relations are
plunging deeper into digital reality. Cross-border
e-commerce is rapidly developing in both B2B and
B2B formats. Thanks to the widespread introduction
of platform technologies, goods and services that were
traditionally classified as “non-tradable” are included in
international circulation. This creates a solid potential
for resolving bottlenecks in world trade and the
global economy as a whole, for resolving accumulated
contradictions and mutual claims.

All countries are now involved in one way or another
in the processes taking place in the global digital space,
including in the international e-commerce segment [8,
9]. In order to occupy the position of a full-fledged and
active actor here, rather than an outsider, each country
will have to develop advanced national information
and computer technologies with a critically thoughtful
consideration of foreign experience, create its own
electronic trading platforms and an extensive digital
infrastructure, and improve the legislative framework.

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FEATURES OF DIGITIZATION OF THE US ECONOMY AS THE WORLD LEADER
IN THE IT SERVICES MARKET

This article explores the key features of the digitalization process in the United States economy, emphasizing its role
as the global leader in the IT services sector. The analysis confirms that the United States holds a dominant position in the
international IT services market, boasting the highest volume of exports. Special attention is given to the overall level of
digitalization in the U.S. economy. The country’s position in global rankings of digitalization and digital competitiveness
is identified. Trends in the volume of IT services exports over the past decade are analyzed, along with the geographical
structure of U.S. IT services exports. Furthermore, the study outlines major barriers and emerging trends in the development
of digitalization within the economy. The subject of this research is the patterns and trajectories of digital transformation in
the U.S. economy, considered in the context of its leadership in the global IT services market. The purpose of the study is to
define the distinctive features of the digitalization of the U.S. economy as the world’s foremost exporter of IT services. The
study addresses the following objectives: to characterize the specific features of the United States’ economic digitalization;
to analyze the dynamics of IT services exports; to examine the geographic distribution of IT service trade; to determine the
country’s position in international digital competitiveness rankings; and to outline prevailing trends in the digitalization of
the U.S. economy. The methodological framework of the study includes system analysis to identify the characteristics of
digitalization; graphical methods to illustrate trends in IT services exports; and expert evaluation methods to assess the
country’s global digital competitiveness. The analysis yielded the following results: the United States’ leading role in the
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global IT services market was reaffirmed, and key characteristics of digital economic development at the national level were

identified. Conclusions: The digital economy accounts for a substantial share of the United States’ gross domestic product

and is marked by high added value. To sustain its global leadership in the IT services sector, the United States must continue

developing high-quality digital services by increasing investments in digital innovation—particularly in artificial intelligence.

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INVESTMENT ASYMMETRY IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE IT SECTOR:
A COMPARATIVE ANALYSIS OF EUROPEAN UNION COUNTRIES

The aim of this article is to examine investment asymmetry in the development of the IT sector across European Union
countries, taking into account structural, institutional, and macroeconomic factors. The author conceptualizes the notion of
investment asymmetry in the context of the digital economy and elaborates on the unique characteristics of the IT sector
as a specific target of investment, marked by high capital mobility, globalized competition, and dependence on innovation
capacity. The study emphasizes the leading role of Western and Northern European countries: namely France, Germany,
Sweden, the Netherlands, and Ireland in attracting more than 70% of venture capital directed toward digital industries. This
concentration highlights a structural imbalance in the development of innovation infrastructure among EU member states.
A comparative analysis is conducted on key institutional factors such as the quality of public governance, the presence
of national digital strategies, the level of investor protection, the efficiency of the judicial system, access to venture and
private capital, and the dynamics of investment attractiveness indices across EU countries. Particular attention is given to
the role of government incentives, tax benefits for IT companies, and the availability of innovation infrastructure, such
as technology parks, R&D centers, and innovation hubs. A quantitative approach is employed to measure asymmetry by
comparing individual countries’ shares in total foreign direct investment in the IT sector with their respective shares of EU
GDP, the number of jobs created in relevant sectors, and their level of participation in pan-European digital transformation
projects. The study also addresses the potential of the IT sector to act as a compensatory force for economic inequality,
particularly in countries with less developed industrial bases. It is argued that the IT sector offers relatively equal initial
conditions for attracting investment, provided that human capital and basic digital infrastructure are present. The article
underscores the importance of developing a coordinated EU policy aimed at reducing investment asymmetry and expanding
opportunities for smaller member states. This can be achieved by fostering technological hubs, improving access to finance,
and enhancing institutional capacity.

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DEVELOPMENT OF TRADE AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION BETWEEN UKRAINE
AND AFRICAN COUNTRIES IN THE CONTEXT OF TRANSFORMATIONS
OF THE AFRICAN VECTOR OF UKRAINIAN DIPLOMACY

The current state and prospects for the development of trade and economic cooperation between Ukraine and African
countries are considered in the prism of changes in the approaches of Ukrainian diplomacy to building foreign relations
with the countries of the African continent, due to the implementation of the provisions of the new foreign policy strategy
of Ukraine, adopted in the early 2020s. The subject of the article is trade and economic cooperation between Ukraine
and the countries of the African continent in the context of the transformation of the African vector of Ukrainian foreign
policy, with an emphasis on the development of economic diplomacy as a tool for implementing national interests. The
aim is to study the current state and dynamics of trade and economic relations between Ukraine and African countries,
to identify key directions, trends and challenges in the process of intensifying the Ukrainian foreign policy on the African
continent. The objectives of the work are to identify changes in Ukraine’s foreign policy priorities towards Africa and assess
increased Ukraine’s diplomacy in the African region in 2021-2024; to analyze the geographical and product structure of
Ukraine’s foreign trade cooperation, in particular Ukrainian exports, with African countries; to outline the main directions
and instruments of Ukraine’s economic diplomacy towards Africa; to consider challenges and opportunities for further
deepening trade and economic cooperation between Ukraine and African countries. The following results were obtained in
the course of the study: changes in Ukraine’s foreign policy priorities towards Africa and the increased diplomatic presence
of Ukraine on the African continent; indicators of Ukraine’s foreign trade cooperation with African countries analyzed; the
main directions and instruments of Ukraine’s economic diplomacy in building relations with the African region identified;
challenges and opportunities for further deepening trade and economic ties between Ukraine and African countries
considered. Conclusions: the results obtained made it possible to objectively consider trade and economic relations
between Ukraine and the African region in the context of the transformation of Ukraine’s foreign policy priorities in relation
to the continent and the intensification of economic and diplomatic activity in the African direction.

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STRATEGIC PARTNERSHIP BETWEEN THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC
OF CHINA AND NIGERIA: SECURITY, POLITICAL,
AND ECONOMIC DIMENSIONS

In the context of significant changes within the post-bipolar system of international relations, the activity of the People’s
Republic of China is notably increasing, particularly in African countries. A priority direction of China’s foreign policy in
Africa is its strategic partnership with Nigeria, which is striving to attract new investments — especially from China - to
strengthen its international status. It seeks support from the PRC in the political, military-technical, and financial-economic
spheres. The purpose of this article is to analyze the history and current state of Sino-Nigerian relations, to explore the
full spectrum of the PRC'’s interests in the Federal Republic of Nigeria, and to identify the main areas of their strategic
partnership, especially the security dimension of bilateral cooperation against the backdrop of escalating conflicts in West
and Central Africa. The methods used to achieve the research goal include historical-comparative analysis, systematization
and generalization, and the retrospective method. The article demonstrates that since the establishment of diplomatic
relations in 1971, cooperation between China and Nigeria has significantly expanded due to the continuous growth of
bilateral trade. The results of the study show that relations between the two countries are developing most dynamically in
the economic sphere. Nigeria has become a key oil supplier for the Chinese economy. At the same time, China has provided
Nigeria with significant investment, military-technical, and political support, considering it one of the key participants in
the Belt and Road Initiative (BRI). It is emphasized that Nigeria was the first African country to be recognized by China as
a strategic partner after the signing of a bilateral Memorandum of Understanding in 2006. The two countries consistently
support each other in international organizations, particularly in the United Nations, and within the framework of the Forum
on China—Africa Cooperation (FOCAC). It is shown that China provides significant military support to Nigeria, supplying
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weapons and military equipment to combat insurgents and terrorist groups, particularly in the Niger Delta. It is noted that
the visit of Chinese Foreign Minister Wang Yi to Nigeria on January 9-10, 2025, will help accelerate the development of
bilateral relations and the Global South in general.

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DIRECTIONS FOR IMPROVING THE EFFICIENCY
OF DIGITAL INFORMATION SECURITY IN THE ISLAND COUNTRIES
OF SOUTHEAST ASIA

The problems and directions of ensuring international digital information security in the countries of the Southeast
Asian islands (SEA), in particular regarding protection against ransomware, are considered, which are based on the
recommendations of the Singapore Task Force on Combating Ransomware (CRTF), as well as on analytical materials
of scientists, experts and specialists specializing in the issues of regional information security and the development of
appropriate tools for its provision. The subject of the study in the article is the issue of ensuring international digital
information security in the countries of the SEA islands in the context of combating ransomware. The goal is to study
the current state, current problems and trends of international digital information security in order to find possible
directions for increasing its effectiveness in the countries of the SEA islands using the example of information threats
from ransomware and methods of combating them. Tasks: to identify the main modern information threats and features
of ensuring digital information security in the studied region; to investigate the trends in the development of information
threats from ransomware, their impact on international business and existing recommendations for combating them; to
develop guidelines, recommendations and methods of data protection that can be used by organizations and international
companies of the SEA island countries to improve the effectiveness of digital information security. The general scientific
method of system analysis is used to determine the current state, challenges and key trends of digital information security
in the fight against ransomware, as well as to study possible directions for increasing its effectiveness. The following
results were obtained: based on the processing of reports on the current state of international digital information
security and ransomware, the state, features and problems of ensuring cybersecurity in the SEA island countries were
determined. Recommendations for combating ransomware and methods of protecting against them were provided based
on the conclusions of leading companies working in the field of information security, as well as taking into account the
CRTF guidelines. Possible directions and prospects for further scientific research on the issue under consideration were
identified. Conclusions: The research findings, as well as the implementation of the recommendations set out in the article,
in particular on combating ransomware, contribute to ensuring effective digital information security and the formation
of a reliable, resilient digital environment against complex information threats. The guidelines, recommendations and
methods for protecting corporate data proposed in the work can be used as best practices for private organizations and
international companies in the SEA island countries. Additional recommendations for public and private organizations in
the region indicate how best to protect themselves from various information threats, with an emphasis on the conclusions
and recommendations of the CRTF task force. As a result, by implementing effective measures and practices, organizations
in the island region can significantly strengthen their information security positions in terms of data protection and disaster
recovery, as well as significantly reduce cyberattacks from both internal and external threats.

INVESTMENTS IN EU RENEWABLE ENERGY: CURRENT STATUS, INSTRUMENTS,

AND DEVELOPMENT PROSPECTS

In contemporary scholarly research, investments in the European Union’s renewable energy sector are regarded as
a key instrument for achieving the 2030 and 2050 climate and energy targets. This study examines the mechanisms and
instruments for financing EU renewable energy investments, as well as the interdependence of regulatory, technological,
and market factors that determine their effectiveness and resilience. The aim of the paper is to analyze the current
state of EU renewable energy investments, identify the key instruments influencing these investments, and assess their
development prospects. The research employs statistical analysis of investment and deployment data for renewable
energy sources, comparative analysis of policy instruments, and content analysis of EU strategic documents and reports
from international organizations. The results show that, between 2021 and 2024, renewable energy investment volumes
grew by over 40% thanks to the combination of InvestEU budget guarantees, RRF grants and concessional loans, and the
introduction of the EU Green Bond Standard. The implementation of market mechanisms (auctions, PPAs, carbon pricing)
has optimized costs but also revealed the need to develop risk-hedging instruments and improve the regulatory framework.
Structural barriers — approval delays, grid constraints, and price volatility — create a complex risk profile for EU renewable
energy projects. While the EU has made significant progress in renewable energy investment, accelerated efforts and
targeted interventions are required to overcome existing barriers and achieve the 2030 and 2050 climate and energy
goals. A multifaceted approach combining robust policy frameworks, innovative financial instruments, and technological
advancements is critical for future success.

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TRADE COOPERATION OF CANADA WITH LATIN AMERICAN COUNTRIES
IN THE CONTEXT OF NORTH AMERICAN INTEGRATION

A promising potential partner for the Latin American region is Canada, which is also interested in diversifying its
economy and strengthening investment and trade ties. But the closest economic ties have developed between Canada,
the United States and Mexico, which is due not only to geographical proximity, but also to participation in the North
American Free Trade Agreement - NAFTA, and later USMCA. The subject of the study in the article is Canada’s trade
cooperation with Latin and North American countries. The aim is to study the economic and trade relations of Canada and
Latin American countries in the context of North American integration from the point of view of a holistic view of their
evolution. Methods: in studying the model of economic integration, the historical method and comparative analysis were
used; statistical analysis was used to analyze the trends in the development of trade cooperation between Canada and
Latin American countries. The following results were obtained: based on the analysis, it is noted that the development
of economic and trade relations between Canada and Latin American countries almost completely corresponds to the
interests of Canada, which wants to get a quick return on its investments in the region. Latin America appreciates working
with Ottawa in key areas, actively using Canadian investments in the industrial and social spheres. But the closest economic
ties have developed between Canada, the USA and Mexico, which is due not only to geographical proximity, but also to
their economic integration, which was regulated by various documents - NAFTA and USMCA. Conclusions: Canada considers
the Latin American region as a rather promising direction of development due to the richness of economic relations, the
volume of trade turnover is quite stable, and today there are hardly any factors that can influence this trend. At the same
time, the closest economic ties are developing between Canada, the USA and Mexico within the framework of the USMCA
integration agreement and their intensification is given special attention, taking into account new requirements.

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STRENGTHENING THE EXPORT POTENTIAL OF UKRAINE IN THE CONTEXT

The article is devoted to the study of ways to strengthen and develop Ukraine’s export potential in the context of
integration into the global economy. The research subject aims to analyze the current state of exports, identify the main
challenges and barriers faced by Ukrainian exporters, and develop strategies to enhance the competitiveness of Ukrainian
products in international markets. The object of the study is Ukraine’s export potential. The article also examines the
possibilities of expanding the geographical structure of exports, which is an important step toward reducing dependence
on specific markets and increasing the resilience of the Ukrainian economy. The goal is to explore the barriers and
challenges hindering the development of Ukraine’s export potential in the context of the country’s current economic
crisis amid active military operations. Research methods include a systematic analysis, statistical data analysis, and factor
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analysis to establish cause-and-effect relationships. The proposed export development strategies focus on supporting the
national brand, fostering innovation, and implementing new technologies, which will ensure long-term export growth and
Ukraine’s successful integration into international economic processes. Ukraine possesses significant export potential,
particularly in the agricultural sector, IT industry, energy, and metallurgy, which can contribute to stable economic growth
amid integration into the global economy. However, realizing this potential is accompanied by numerous challenges and
barriers that require a comprehensive approach to overcome. The primary challenge for Ukraine’s exports remains the
military conflict, which has led to significant destruction of critical infrastructure, production facilities, and logistics chains.
The closure of Black Sea ports has affected the ability to export agricultural products and other essential goods, which
are crucial for Ukraine’s economy. Additionally, economic and political instability caused by the war negatively impacts
investment inflows, limiting opportunities for modernization and export potential development. The results of the research
reveals problems in Ukrainian exports caused by the military conflict and the blockage of production and infrastructure
tools for conducting export activities. To overcome these challenges, Ukraine needs to focus on several key strategies. An
important step is restoring and modernizing infrastructure, especially transport infrastructure, which reduces logistics costs
and improves access to international markets. Integration into the global economy requires actively implementing new
trade agreements and diversifying export markets while applying innovations and modernizing production. Conclusion:
based on the conducted research, various strategies for improving Ukraine’s export potential in the global market have
been proposed.

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This research analyses the influence of digital finance on the performance of the Nigerian stock market from 2009 to
2023. This study examines the impact of Automated Teller Machine (ATM) transactions, Point of Sale (POS) transactions,
mobile payment transactions, and online payment transactions on stock market capitalisation in Nigeria. The research
employs an ex-post facto design and utilises secondary time series data obtained from the Central Bank of Nigeria Statistical
Bulletin. Descriptive and inferential statistics, including multiple regression analysis, were employed to examine the data.
The results demonstrate a robust and significant correlation between digital finance and stock market success. Web pay
transactions have the most substantial positive impact on market capitalisation, indicating that online payment methods
augment investor engagement and stock market expansion. Conversely, ATM and mobile payment transactions exhibit
adverse effects, suggesting possible inefficiencies or restricted integration with stock market operations. POS transactions
exhibit a modest yet favourable impact on stock market capitalisation. The research finds that digital finance is essential
for advancing stock market growth in Nigeria. It advises that governments and financial institutions policy makers should
deepen digital finance platforms with capital market services, augment infrastructure, and elevate digital literacy to
optimise the advantages of digital finance for stock market performance.
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Introduction

The application of technology has significantly
enhanced the delivery of financial services since its
adoption in financial transactions (Adewale,2024).
The advent of digital technology and its application in
the financial services sector is particularly significant.
Digital technology has transformed almost every facet
of contemporary life, making it rare to encounter an
electrical device or machinery that does not integrate
digital technology in some form (Goodman, 2018).
Information technology is crucial in the contemporary
financial market; without it, financial markets would
fail to compete globally, and financial institutions
would find it challenging to sustain their presence in a
competitive environment (Alshubiri et al., 2019).

As a result, both banking institutions and various
non-bank financial entities provide digital financial
services. Digital finance can expand the extent, scope,
and accessibility of financial services, hence accelerating
financial inclusion. Moreover, digital technologies offer
convenient and cost-effective means for individuals and
businesses to save, execute payments, and access loans
and insurance services. The utilisation of internet-
based digital technologies is increasingly vital in the
global economy, prompting many developing countries
to prioritise the adoption of a digital economy, as it
enables capital flows from affluent to impoverished
nations (Okoyeuzu & Isa, 2020).

The financial sector 1is undergoing swift
transformation due to technology innovations and
digitalisation. Consequently, innovative applications
of digital technology in financial services, commonly
referred to as Fintech, are employed to transform the
relationship between financial consumers and service
providers, as well as to enhance communication
and engagement with consumers (Organisation for
Economic Co-operation and Development, 2018).
Meena and Parimalarani (2020) emphasise that digital
banking offers extensive services to users via digital
platforms such as mobile devices, tablets, and the
internet. The writers note that banks offer services
devoid of paper, physical branches, or signatures, and
are accessible around the clock, enabling users to utilise
financial services even on holidays.

The emergence of digital finance innovations gained
significance following the global financial crisis of 2007
to 2009, as financial intermediaries started utilising
digital technology for cross-border payments, account
administration, cost reduction, and profit maximisation
(Ozili, 2023). The rationale for viewing digital finance
as a mechanism to enhance both financial inclusion
and the activities of financial markets, as posited by
Uduk (2018), is grounded in the premise that access to
finance can catalyse investment in innovative and more
efficient technologies, thus facilitating business growth
in scale and operational intricacy. Thus, enterprises
can pursue supplementary financing from the capital
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market and capitalise on the advantages of being listed.
Uduk (2018) asserts that inclusive financial systems
expand financial markets and improve policy efficacy.

The broad objective of this study is to examine the
impact of digital finance on the performance of the stock
market in Nigeria from 2009 to 2023. However, other
specific objectives are to; examine the impact of ATM
transactions on the stock market capitalization ratio in
Nigeria, evaluate the impact of POS transactions on the
stock market capitalization ratio in Nigeria, Investigate
the impact of mobile-pay transactions on the stock
market capitalization ratio in Nigeria, assess the impact
of web-pay transactions on stock market capitalization
ratio in Nigeria.

Literature Review
Conceptual Review
Stock Market Capitalization

Market capitalisation denotes the market value of
traded shares or quantities of a traded asset. This also
signifies the value of all securities collateralised against
their market prices (Adewale & Adewole, 2024). Market
capitalisation denotes the total worth of a company’s
shares. The valuation of a stock can be ascertained by
multiplying its price by the total number of outstanding
shares. If the share price is $50, the market capitalisation
of a corporation with 20 million shares is $1 billion. It
enables investors to comprehend the comparative scale
of one company about another.

Market capitalisation quantifies the value of a
publicly traded firm and encapsulates market sentiment
regarding its future potential, since it indicates the price
investors are willing to pay for its shares (Shofawati,
2019). It serves as a social media platform to evaluate
corporate worth and offers an alternative perspective
on sales. Adewole et al. (2023) asserted that market
capitalisation serves as a significant predictor of
share value and overall company valuation. Market
capitalisation denotes the total worth of a company’s
stock (Adewale & Adewole, 2024). Market capitalisation
is the metric that quantifies the size of businesses and
corporations, calculated as the market share price
multiplied by the number of shares that have been
authorised, issued, and acquired by investors in a
publicly traded company (Kuvshinov & Zimmermann,
2022).

Market capitalization is determined by multiplying
the number of shares outstanding by the price per
share. The investment community employs this
metric to assess a company’s size or value, rather
than relying on sales or total asset figures (Adewale &
Adewole, 2024). In summation, market capitalisation
denotes the product of a company’s share count and its
market share price. Market capitalisation is typically
regarded as indicative of a company’s value, and by
investors to assess the creditworthiness of a firm for
investment purposes (0zili, 2018). Equity refers to the
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complete ownership interest in a firm; for instance, if
a corporation possesses 10,000 shares and you own
1,000 of them, you would hold a 10% equity interest in
that company.

E-Payment Channels in Nigeria

Nigeria provides numerous e-payment channels for
electronic financial transactions, including cheques,
web/internet payments, ATMs, mobile payments,
NIBSS Instant Pay, NEFT, NIBSS Automated Payment
Services, POS, REMITA, M-Cash, E-Bills Pay, and Central
Pay (Adewale, 2024). The implementation of EPS
and the cashless policy in Nigeria has enhanced the
dependability of e-payment infrastructure, resulting
in a rise in transactions across all channels. In the first
quarter of 2021, 1.96 billion electronic payments were
processed across several channels, reflecting a 13.11%
increase in the second quarter and a 9.49% growth rate
in the third quarter. In Q4 2021, e-payment operations
declined by 2.16% to $2.38 billion. The National Bureau
of Statistics documented transactions amounting to
N238.87 trillion in Q1 and N269.73 trillion in Q2.

This research investigates several electronic
payment systems in Nigeria.

Mobile payment systems provide clients with the
convenience of SMS messaging, enabling them to
transfer funds, verify account balances, and execute
application payments. (Adewale, 2024). In 2021,
mobile payments experienced a growth of 831 million
in volume and 53 trillion in transactions, providing
various advantages including enhanced incentives,
the capability to process credit card payments, stock
monitoring, expedited transactions, and lower fees.
Notwithstanding technical difficulties, mobile payments
continue to be the predominant alternative to cash
transactions across numerous enterprises. Point of sale
(POS) devices facilitate standard banking and financial
transactions in retail environments, including grocery
payments, balance enquiries, and the printing of concise
statements (Durai & Stella, 2019). They offer advantages
like enhanced productivity, improved network security,
and diminished support requirements beyond standard
business hours. The advent of corporate banking via
Deposit Money Banks (DMB) has been essential in
executing cashless policies and facilitating smooth
electronic transactions. Agents are authorised to do
electronic transactions and facilitate money transfers
via POS systems to rural unbanked populations,
enhancing operational efficiency. (Adewale, 2024).

Benefits of a Cashless Economy
Adewale (2024) asserts that numerous studies
indicate an increasing popularity of e-payment systems
among users, with a progressive rise in the proportion
of non-cash transactions over recent years. Customers
possess enhanced alternatives for services and
convenience when utilising e-transactions. Electronic
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payments will allow entrepreneurs to broaden their
customer base and resource network beyond local
confines (Qamruzzaman & Wei, 2018). Utilising a credit
card provides convenience and security in contrast to
withdrawing cash and visiting a store for purchases.

A confrontational demeanour from cashiers is
inappropriate in electronic transactions. Uduk, (2018)
assert that the objective of cashless policies is to
eliminate the detrimental consequences associated
with the overuse of physical currency, including theft,
corruption, financial leaks, money laundering, and other
cash-related illegal activities. An overdependence on
cash retention for transactions may lead to additional
financial losses due to fire or flooding incidents. The
cashless economy positively influences economic
development, reduces cash handling costs,and improves
the tax collection system. The Nigerian economy has
significantly suffered due to the functioning of the cash-
based system (Uduk, 2018)

Theoretical Review
Efficient Market Hypothesis (EMH)

The efficient market hypothesis posits that when
investors encounter new information, some may
overreact while others may underreact. This indicates
that investors’ responses are random and adhere to a
normal distribution pattern. According to Jensen (1978),
a market is deemed ‘efficient’ about the information set.
In an efficient market, generating excess returns based
on the available knowledge is not feasible. This occurs
because markets react immediately and impartially
to new information, providing no opportunity for
investors to achieve excess returns. This implies that
all information regarding a stock’s anticipated future
cash flows is reflected in its price. The efficient market
hypothesisasserts thatitisimpossible to outperform the
market. This occurs because market prices are already
assimilated and disclose all pertinent information.
It presumes that all investors interpret all relevant
information uniformly. An efficient capital market
denotes a market characterised by comprehensive
information dissemination.

According to Pandey (2010, p. 46), the efficiency
of a stock market is defined as the capacity of stocks
to promptly reflect and incorporate all pertinent
information into their pricing. Consequently, the efficacy
of security pricing is contingent upon the rapidity
with which prices respond to any pertinent accessible
information. The greater the rapidity of adjustment, the
more efficient the security pricing will be. Furthermore,
Fama (1970, pp. 383) classified the efficiency of capital
markets into weak, semi-strong, and strong forms. The
weak form represents the most basic level of market
efficiency, asserting that a market is efficient if current
prices fully incorporate all knowledge derived from
historical prices. This form suggests that historical
prices cannot serve as a forecasting instrument for

abnormal returns when relying just on past price
history:.

The semi-strong variant of market efficiency asserts
that current market prices incorporate all publicly
accessible information. This encompasses data on
money supply, currency rates, interest rates, and stock
splits, among others. If the information includes private
data, it is improbable for a market member to achieve
abnormal profits; thus, the market is characterised as
possessing a strong degree of efficiency. In the strong
form of market efficiency, the prices of securities
incorporate all pertinent information, encompassing
both public and private data. The strong form of
market efficiency suggests that private knowledge
is incorporated into share prices. Acquiring private
information may be challenging, despite its potential to
yield extraordinary riches.

Empirical Review

Adewale (2024) evaluated the influence of
electronic banking channels on financial inclusion in
Nigeria. The study employed a linear regression model
to examine the correlation between financial inclusion
and the utilisation of mobile payments, Automated
Teller Machines (ATMs), and Electronic Fund Transfers.
Research conducted on Nigerian banks revealed a
significant correlation between financial inclusion
and mobile payments, but ATMs and EFTs had no
statistical significance in enhancing financial inclusion.
The study emphasised the significance of mobile
payments in facilitating access to financial services
in underserved rural areas with limited traditional
banking infrastructure.

Automated Teller Machines (ATMs) and Electronic
Funds Transfers (EFTs) exert a constrained influence
owing to factors such as network instability and
inadequate cash availability. The study determined
that mobile payments significantly promote financial
inclusion and recommended that the government
prioritise digital infrastructure and mobile financial
services to enhance economic participation among
unbanked individuals.

Gbanador (2023) assessed the impact of cashless
policies on economic growth in Nigeria using quarterly
time series data from 2012 to 2021, employing an ex-
post facto research design. The data was examined with
the Auto-Regressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) technique.
The data revealed a significant correlation between
Cheque (CQ) and Internet Banking (IB) and Gross
Domestic Product, however, the relationship between
Automated Teller Machine and Gross Domestic Product
is minimally negative. The research determines that
cashless policies influence economic growth in Nigeria.

Isamade et al. (2022) examined the influence of
electronic payment systems on Nigeria’'s GDP. The
research employed secondary data obtained from CBN
Statistical Bulletins and other telecommunications
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firms. The research utilised an ex-post facto design
and applied the Auto Regressive Distributed Lag Model
(ARDL) for data analysis. Research indicated that
Nigeria’s GDP growth is substantially affected by ATM,
Point of Sale (POS), and mobile payment technologies.
The report advised that banks must consistently update
their systems upon the availability of new security-
enhancing features.

Abina and Lemea (2019) analysed the capital market
and its impact on the performance of the Nigerian
economy. The study utilised secondary data obtained
from the Central Bank of Nigeria Statistical Bulletin,
covering the period from 1985 to 2017. Stationarity,
Johansen co-integration, error correction, and Granger
causality tests were conducted. The findings indicate
a long-term positive correlation among the variables,
whereas the Granger Causality test results demonstrate
two substantial unidirectional causality from gross
domestic product to total market capitalisation and
to total value of new issues, respectively. The study
asserts that the capital market significantly propels
economic growth in Nigeria for both public and private
sectors for medium and long-term investments. A
robust institutional structure for regulating market
participants to instill investor trust and ensure
sustainability must be prioritised.

Taiwo, Alaka, and Afieroho (2016) assess the
impact of the capital market on the growth of Nigeria’s
economy. An error correction model was generated for
Nigeria’s economic growth, employing Vector Error
Correction techniques on annual time series data from
1981 to 2014. The data underwent the Phillips Perron
Unit Root Test at both the level and first difference. The
results indicate that, at a one percent significance level,
all variables were stationary after first differencing. The
analysis of the normalised cointegrated series indicates
that market capitalisation rate, total value of listed
securities, labour force participation rate, cumulative
savings, and capital formation are key macroeconomic
predictors of economic growth in Nigeria. It was then
advised that, for the capital market to achieve its
full potential, its environment must be conducive to
fostering and promoting investment possibilities for
both domestic and international investors, as the stock
market functions within a macroeconomic context.
Thus, enhancing the Nigerian trading system to facilitate
the acquisition and disposal of shares by investors could
ensure stock market liquidity.

Nedoziand Omoregie (2019) conducted an empirical
evaluation of various electronic payment methods in
Nigeria from 2012 to 2019. The study utilised data from
the Central Bank of Nigeria and the quarterly bulletins
of commercial banks. The study employed descriptive
statistics to ascertain the e-payment penetration rate in
Nigeria. The findings indicated that between 2011 and
the first quarter of 2019, ATMs were the predominant
factor in Nigeria's e-payment adoption by volume. In
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terms of value, NIP dominated from 2014 to the first
quarter of 2019, whereas NEFT excelled in 2012 and
2013. It is advisable to expand electronic channels
to expedite transactions as the world undergoes a
technology revolution and to enhance electronic
transactions inside the economy. The issue of fraud
arising from electronic transactions must be examined
and mitigated to foster customer confidence in these
transactions.

Ravikumar (2019) examined the impact of electronic
payments on Indian real GDP from 2011 to 2019.
This study employed secondary data, utilising ARDL
and Ordinary Least Squares regression methods for
analysis. The variables employed consist of economic
growth quantified by real GDP, while e-payments were
assessed by Prepaid Payment Instruments (PPIs), paper
clearing, retail electronic clearing, card payments, Real
Time Gross Settlement (RTGS), and systems regulated
by the Clearing Corporation of India Ltd. (CCIL).
The study’s findings indicated that digital payments
significantly impact actual GDP growth in the short
term. Nonetheless, over the long term, digital payments
do not affect GDP growth.
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The descriptive analysis aimed to elucidate the features
of the study variables, encompassing the maximum,
minimum, mean, median, kurtosis, standard deviation,
Jarque-Bera statistic, and skewness.

Model Specification

This research will utilise inferential statistics,
specifically parametric statistics, including regression
analyses. To fulfil the aims of this research, the study
employed the subsequent model;

Methodology

The study will follow an ex post facto research
design. The research design is suitable for this study
due to its distinctive characteristics in analysing the
relationships between the study’s variables. The
research will utilise secondary data. Annual time series
data on ATM transactions, POS transactions, mobile
payment transactions, web payment transactions, and
market capitalisation ratio in Nigeria will be sourced
from the Central Bank of Nigeria Statistical Bulletin
covering the period from 2009 to 2023. Considering the
objectives and hypotheses to be examined, the study
will utilise both inferential and descriptive statistics.
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Table 1 presents descriptive statistics for the
principal variables in the study, including ATM
transactions, POS transactions, mobile payment
transactions, web payment transactions, and market
capitalisation ratio for Nigeria from 2009 to 2023.
The mean signifies the average value, providing
insight into the overall activity level of each variable,
whereas the standard deviation quantifies the
extent to which values diverge from the mean,
reflecting variability. The minimum and maximum
values indicate the range of observations, whereas
kurtosis reflects the distribution’s peakedness or the
existence of outliers.
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ATM transactions exhibit a mean of 12,169.43
and a standard deviation of 7,552.63, indicating
moderate utilisation accompanied by significant annual
variability. This signifies a consistent yet irregular
dependence on ATMs for financial transactions. POS
transactions have a significantly broader range and a
high kurtosis (9.759), indicating the presence of years
with exceptionally elevated transaction volumes, maybe
signifying policy changes favouring cashless payments.
Mobile payment transactions demonstrate a substantial
standard deviation (61,292.33) and kurtosis (7.361),
indicating that the usage of mobile payments expanded
swiftly yet inconsistently during the time. Web payment
transactions exhibit the most variety, indicating
substantial growth in online payment systems.

The market capitalisation ratio exhibits significant
variability, indicating that stock market performance in
Nigeria has been inconsistent; however demonstrates
development phases corresponding with the
advancement of digital finance. The descriptive statistics
indicate that digital financial channels in Nigeria have
undergone significant development and variety. These
fluctuations indicate a dynamic financial ecosystem
in which technology adoption varies in response to
economic situations, regulatory modifications, and
technological progress. The increase in digital financial
transactions appears to coincide with enhancements in
stock market capitalisation, highlighting the potential
impact of digital finance on market performance.

Table 2 provides the model summary for the
regression study investigating the influence of digital
financial transactions (ATM, POS, Mobile Pay, and Web
Pay transactions) on the market capitalisation ratio in
Nigeria. An R-value of 0.991 signifies a robust positive
association between the independent variables (digital
finance indicators) and the dependent variable (market
capitalisation ratio). This indicates that fluctuations in
digital finance activity are closely linked to variations in
stock market performance.

TheRSquarevalueof0.983 indicatesthat98.3% ofthe
fluctuationinthe market capitalisationratioisaccounted
for by the collective impact of ATM transactions, POS
transactions, mobile payment transactions, and web
payment activities. The substantial explanatory power
suggests that digital finance profoundly influences
stock market performance in Nigeria. The Adjusted
R Square (0.976) considers the number of predictors
in the model, indicating that, after adjustment for the
number of variables, 97.6% of the variability in market
capitalisation remains explicable by the model.

The Durbin-Watson value of 1.599 indicates the
absence of significant autocorrelation in the regression
model’sresiduals, implying that the datais mostly devoid
of serial correlation, hence enhancing the validity of the
conclusions. The model summary underscores a robust
and significant correlation between digital finance and
stock market performance in Nigeria. The elevated
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R-Square indicates that digital financial transactions
are significant determinants of market capitalisation,
underscoring the importance of digital finance in
fostering stock market growth and stability.

Table 3 presents the Analysis of Variance (ANOVA)
results for the regression model examining the influence
of digital finance (ATM, POS, mobile payment, and
web payment transactions) on Nigeria’'s stock market
capitalisation ratio. ANOVA evaluates the statistical
significance of the total regression model. The F-statistic
is 142937, accompanied by a significance level
(p-value) of 0.000. The p-value, being less than 0.05,
indicates statistical significance, so affirming that the
model adequately fits the data. The interplay of digital
financial transaction factors consistently forecasts
alterations in the stock market capitalisation ratio.

The Regression Sum of Squares (4728494181.879)
significantly exceeds the Residual Sum of Squares
(82702421.050), indicating that the majority of the
variation in market capitalisation is accounted for by
the predictors rather than by unexplained variables.
This substantiates the assertion that the independent
variables (digital finance indicators) jointly exert a
considerable influence on stock market performance.
The ANOVA results demonstrate robust statistical
evidence that digital finance activities—specifically
ATM, POS, mobile payment, and online payment
transactions—substantially — affect stock market
capitalisation in Nigeria. This indicates that digital
finance is crucial to the performance and expansion of
the Nigerian stock market throughout the study period.

Table 4 displays the coefficients from the regression
study, illustrating the distinct influence of each digital
finance variable (ATM, POS, mobile payments, and web
payments) on the stock market capitalisation ratio
in Nigeria. The unstandardised coefficient for ATM
transactions is -0.561, with a p-value 0of 0.000, indicating
statistical significance at the 5% level. The negative
coefficient indicates that a rise in ATM transactions
correlates with a decline in the market capitalisation
ratio, thus suggesting that dependence on ATM services
may not directly facilitate stock market expansion.

POS transactions exhibit a positive unstandardised
coefficient of 0.552 and a p-value of 0.067, which is
slightly above the conventional significance threshold
of 0.05. Despite lacking statistical significance at
conventional levels, the link exhibits a positive trend,
suggesting that enhanced POS operations could
facilitate stock market capitalisation. Mobile pay
transactions exhibit a negative coefficient of -0.308 with
a p-value of 0.085, which is not statistically significant at
the 5% threshold. This signifies a tenuous and adverse
correlation between mobile payments and stock market
performance over the examined timeframe. Conversely,
web pay transactions have a positive and statistically
significant coefficient of 0.062 (p-value 0.000). This
indicates that online financial transactions substantially

and favourably affect stock market -capitalisation,
probably owing to enhanced investor confidence and
transaction efficiency on web platforms.

The coefficient analysis indicates that, among the
digital finance variables, online pay transactions are the
most influential and positively significant contributor to
stock market capitalisation in Nigeria. In contrast, ATM
and mobile payment transactions demonstrate adverse
consequences, but POS transactions display a marginal
beneficial impact. This indicates that the digitalisation
of financial services, particularly via online platforms,
can improve the efficacy of Nigeria’s stock market.

Table 5 presents the correlation coefficients among
the predictor variables in the regression model: ATM
transactions, POS transactions, mobile payment
transactions, and web payment transactions. These
correlations assist in assessing the extent of the linear
relationship between the independent variables and
in identifying potential multicollinearity concerns.
The correlation between POS transactions and
mobile payment transactions is -0.970, signifying a
robust negative link. This indicates that a rise in POS
transactions correlates with a drop in mobile payment
transactions, and vice versa. This may result from the

substitutive characteristics of both services, since
users may favour one channel over the other based on
convenience or accessibility.

Web pay transactions exhibit a moderate positive
association with POS transactions (0.597) and a substantial
negative correlation with mobile pay transactions
(-0.764). This suggests an interplay between two channels,
whereby users participating in web-based payments may
diminish their need for mobile payments. The correlation
of -0.153 between web pay and ATM transactions
indicates a negligible or nonexistent association between
these two variables. The association between ATM and
POS transactions (0.027) and between ATM and mobile
pay transactions (0.008) is negligible, suggesting separate
usage patterns. The correlation matrix reveals substantial
linkages among digital financial services, especially
between POS and mobile payments, which raises issues
over multicollinearity. Severe multicollinearity can skew
regression estimates and exacerbate standard errors.
Consequently, caution is required when interpreting
the independent effects of these variables inside the
model. The results indicate a necessity for a broader
and complementary array of digital payment methods to
facilitate stock market expansion.
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Table 6 displays the collinearity diagnostics,
evaluating the extent of multicollinearity across the
independent variables in the regression model: ATM
transactions, POS transactions, mobile payment
transactions, and web payment transactions.
Multicollinearity arises when independent variables
exhibit a strong correlation, thereby skewing regression
estimates and diminishing the model’s dependability.
The Eigenvalues denote the extent of variance elucidated
by each dimension. The minimal eigenvalue (0.003)
approaches zero, indicating possible collinearity issues.
The Condition Index quantifies the robustness of the
linear correlation between variables. A condition index
exceeding 30 often signifies significant multicollinearity.
The maximum condition index is 34.669, indicating a
multicollinearity issue.

Variance proportions assist in identifying the
variables that contribute to multicollinearity. At the
peak condition index (34.669), POS transactions and
mobile payment transactions represent 97% and 100%
of variance proportions, respectively. This indicates that
these two predictors exhibit significant collinearity,
complicating the differentiation of their independent
impacts on market capitalisation.

The collinearity diagnostics indicate significant
multicollinearity, especially between POS and mobile
payment transactions.

Table 7 displays the residual statistics of the regression
model, which facilitate the evaluation of the model’s fitand
the distribution of prediction errors (residuals). Residuals
represent the discrepancies between observed values
and projected values. Evaluating them guarantees that
the model adheres to essential regression assumptions
such as normality, homoscedasticity, and independence.
The anticipated values span from 5,894.57 to 75,033.25,
with an average of 25,808.40, which corresponds to the
mean of the dependent variable (market capitalisation
ratio). This signifies that the model’s predicted values
closely correspond with the observed data, indicating a
strong overall fit.

The residuals vary from -3,423.26 to 5,779.03,
with a mean around zero, indicating that the model’s
errors are equilibrated—further evidence of a robust
match. The standardised residuals vary from -1.190
to 2.010, which is within the allowed range (generally
+3), signifying the absence of extreme outliers that
could skew the results. Crucial diagnostic metrics, such
as Cook’s Distance (peaking at 28.779) and Centred
Leverage Values (reaching 0.926), indicate the presence
of several cases exerting significant leverage and effect
on the regression model. These observations may
require additional scrutiny, as they can significantly
influence the model’s estimations.

The residual statistics indicate that the regression
model adequately fits the data, exhibiting balanced
errors and an absence of extreme outliers. The existence
of some high-leverage points indicates that the model

requires reevaluation for influential observations to
guarantee robust and dependable outcomes.

Discussion of Findings

This study’s findings indicate a substantial influence
of digital finance on the performance of the Nigerian
stock market, as demonstrated by the elevated R-Square
(98.3%) and significant F-statistic. Web pay transactions
demonstrated the most substantial positive impact
on market capitalisation, whereas ATM and mobile
pay transactions displayed negative correlations, and
POS transactions indicated a moderate, positive yet
inconsequential influence.

These findings correspond with Igoni et al. (2021),
who identified a substantial correlation between
electronic payment methods and stock market
capitalisation in Nigeria. Consistent with this study,
their findings indicate that digital payment channels,
especially those facilitating frictionless transactions
such as online pay, bolster investor trust and stock
market engagement. Furthermore, Ozili (2020)
underscores the significance of digital finance in
enhancing financial inclusion and expanding market
access, which aligns with the favourable impact noted
for web payment transactions.

The inverse correlation between ATM and mobile
payment transactions contrasts with Adewale
(2024), who identified a favourable impact of mobile
payments on financial inclusion. This disagreement
may stem from differing emphases: whereas Adewale
(2024) examined financial inclusion in a general
context, this study concentrates especially on stock
market performance. The negative coefficients may
indicate inefficiencies or constraints in utilising ATM
and mobile payments for capital market operations.
Moreover, the observation of multicollinearity
between POS and mobile payment transactions aligns
with Mamudu (2021), who noted discrepancies
in e-payment contributions to economic growth
attributable to overlapping functionality and
infrastructure constraints. This underscores the
necessity for tailored tactics in the advancement of
digital finance to optimise capital market advantages.

Conclusion and Recommendations

This study analysed the influence of digital finance
on the performance of the Nigerian stock market
from 2009 to 2023, utilising ATM transactions, POS
transactions, mobile payment transactions, and web
payment transactions as indicators of digital finance,
while employing the market capitalisation ratio as
a metric for stock market performance. The results
demonstrated a robust and significant correlation
between digital finance and stock market capitalisation,
with web payment transactions having the most
substantial positive impact. In contrast, ATM and mobile
payment transactions exhibited adverse effects, and POS
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transactions revealed a tenuous positive correlation.

This study enhances the existing literature on
digital finance by offering empirical evidence that
substantiates the claim that digital financial innovations
can markedly affect capital market performance. It
underscores the significance of web-based payment
platforms in enhancing stock market activity and
proposes enhancements for ATM and mobile payment
channels concerning capital market participation.

The report highlights the potential of digital finance
as a stimulus for the development of the stock market
in Nigeria. To fully optimise its impact on the stock
market, stakeholders must rectify existing inefficiencies
and improve the integration of digital payment systems
with capital market activities.
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The Study recommends that:

- Policymakers and banks should integrate ATM
services with stock market operations, enabling users
to access investment information and make stock
purchases directly.

- Regulators and service providers should improve
POS infrastructure and expand services to support
investment account access and mobile brokerage,
boosting stock market participation.

- Fintech firms should collaborate with capital
market operators to create mobile apps that allow
direct stock investments via mobile wallets.

- Stakeholders should enhance online payment
security and promote digital literacy to increase stock
market participation through web-based platforms.

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Statement of the problem. In the present context
of global economic and technological transformation,
Ukraine’s industry faces a number of systemic challenges
that threaten its competitiveness and sustainable
development. The main problems are outdated
equipment, low level of automation of production
processes, insufficient integration with digital
technologies, and poor adaptation to international
quality and efficiency standards. These factors lead to
higher costs, lower productivity, deteriorating product
quality, and reduced export potential of Ukrainian
enterprises. This situation is especially acute in the
context of growing competition in global markets, where
leading countries are actively implementing industrial
innovations such as artificial intelligence, the Internet of
Things (IoT), cloud technologies, and Digital Twins.

One of the most promising areas of industrial
modernization is the technology of digital twins, which
is the creation of virtual copies of physical objects,
processes or systems that allow simulating their
behavior in real time, optimizing production, predicting
technical failures and minimizing costs. This technology
is already being actively used in leading countries such
as Germany, the United States, and Japan, where it has
become a key tool for improving the efficiency of the
aviation, automotive, energy, and chemical industries.
Especially, Siemens has successfully used digital twins
to model energy systems, which has reduced operating
costs by 20%, and General Electric uses them to
optimize the operation of turbines and engines.

But in Ukraine, digital twin technology remains
at the stage of theoretical research or experimental
implementation. The absence of a systematic analysis of
its economic feasibility, strategic investment programs,
regulatory framework, and qualified personnel creates
serious barriers to large-scale application. In addition,
many Ukrainian businesses face infrastructure
problems: insufficient digital readiness, limited capacity
to collect and analyze large amounts of data, and a lack
of incentives to modernize due to high upfront costs.

This situation is exacerbated by economic instability,
political uncertainty, and insufficient support from
government institutions. The need to move to Industry
4.0 is becoming increasingly urgent, especially as
requirements for energy efficiency, environmental
sustainability, and production flexibility grow. Ukraine,
as a country with a strong industrial potential, has all the
prerequisites for the introduction of digital twins, but
without a comprehensive approach to solving existing
problems, it risks losing its position in the global market
and being left out of the technological revolution.
Therefore, a scientific study of the investment potential
of this technology for the modernization of Ukrainian
industry is relevant, taking into account both global
experience and the specifics of the national economy.

Analysis of remaining research and publications.
The topic of digital twins has been actively studied in
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recent years in scientific and practical works, especially
in the context of their application in industry. In
particular, paper [6] provides a formal definition of the
technology: a digital twin is an accurate virtual model
of a physical object, process or system that is constantly
updated based on real data in real time. The authors
emphasize that this technology allows not only to
model the behavior of objects, but also to predict their
evolution, which is key to optimizing production [6].

Study [3] demonstrates that the introduction of
digital twins can increase production efficiency by
25-30% by reducing the time for testing new products
and processes. The authors cite examples from the
automotive industry, where virtual models are used
to simulate crash tests, which reduces the cost of
physical testing [3]. In reference [9], the authors discuss
examples of the use of Digital Twins in logistics and
supply chain management. Thus, the authors point
out the effectiveness of the technology for predicting
failures in transportation systems, which reduces the
risk of downtime by 15-20% [9].

Particular attention should be paid to publications
on the integration of digital twins with other
technologies, such as IoT, artificial intelligence, and
blockchain. Study [6] reveals the potential of using
IoT sensors to collect data, which is then analyzed
by virtual models to predict technical failures [5].
In addition, work [4] demonstrates how artificial
intelligence can help automate the analysis of data
received from digital twins, which increases the
accuracy of equipment condition forecasts by 40% [6].
Considerable attention is paid to economic aspects.
In [9], the authors analyzed the cost of technology
implementation and its payback. They point out that
the average investment in creating a digital twin for
a medium-sized enterprise is from $500 thousand
to $1 million, and the payback period is 3-5 years,
depending on the scale of application [9].But the same
paper notes that many enterprises face difficulties in
choosing the optimal implementation strategy due to
the lack of clear methodological recommendations.

Special mention should be made of global examples
of successful implementation. Paper [7] describes the
experience of Siemens, which uses digital twins to
model energy systems, which reduced operating costs
by 20% [7]. Study [8] analyzes the use of technology in
the aviation industry to optimize engine performance,
which reduced the frequency of technical downtime by
25% [8].

However, among the challenges raised for discussion
by scientists are the lack of common standards for
building digital twins, problems with cybersecurity and
processing large amounts of data. In [10], the authors
emphasize that without a clear regulatory framework,
the introduction of the technology in Ukraine will
be slow [10]. In addition, work [11] discusses the
theoretical aspects of creating digital twins for complex

systems, in particular, mechanisms for synchronizing a
virtual model with a physical object in real time [11].

Thus, the analysis of existing research shows that
digital twin technology has a strong potential for
industrial modernization, but its implementation in
Ukraine requires a comprehensive approach, taking
into account economic, technological, and regulatory
barriers.

The purpose and objectives of the research.
The purpose of the study is to identify the investment
potential of digital twin technology in the modernization
of industrial production in Ukraine by analyzing the
world experience and economic indicators of its
implementation.

Objectives of the study:

1. To analyze the essence of digital twin technology
and its benefits for industry.

2. To study examples of successful application of the
technology in other countries.

3. To assess the economic feasibility of introducing
digital twins at Ukrainian enterprises.

4. Identify barriers and risks to scaling the
technology in Ukraine.

5. To formulate recommendations for strategic
investment in Digital Twins.

Presentation of the main material and research
results. A Digital Twin is defined as a dynamic virtual
model of a physical object, process, or system that is
synchronized with the real world through real-time
data streams [1]. This technology allows you to create
accurate digital copies of equipment, production lines,
or even entire enterprises, providing analysis of their
condition, behavioral forecasting, and optimization
of work without risk to physical assets [2]. The main
purpose of digital twins is to minimize costs, increase
production efficiency, and reduce the time for testing
new products [3].

The technology is based on the integration of three
key components:

Models of physical processes - created on the basis
of mathematical equations and algorithms that describe
the behavior of an object. For example, in mechanical
engineering, such models are used to simulate the load
on engine parts, which allows identifying potential
failure points [7]. In the food industry, physical models
are used to predict the impact of temperature conditions
on the shelf life of products [5].

Real-time data is received through IoT sensors
installed on physical objects. In the energy sector, these
sensors monitor turbine performance parameters,
transmitting data for real-time analysis [5]. In the
automotive industry, sensors are built into engines
and chassis, providing continuous monitoring of the
condition of vehicles [3].

Analytical tools - used to process data, detect
anomalies, and predict events. For example, artificial
intelligence can detect deviations in the operation of
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equipment, which allows you to schedule preventive
maintenance before an accident occurs [6]. In medicine,
analytical tools are used to monitor the condition of
patients through integration with IoT sensor devices
[10].

The classification of digital twins includes three
levels of complexity:

Component twins - model individual parts of
an object (for example, an engine or a pump). They
are used to predict the service life of individual
components [9]. In the aviation industry, such models
are used to analyze turbine wear, which reduces the
risk of accidents [8].

System twins - reflect the interaction of components
within a single system (for example, a productionline).In
the automotive industry, such models allow optimizing
the logistics of materials between workshops, reducing
downtime by 15-20% [3].

Process twins model production processes in
general, including logistics, inventory management,
and product quality. They are used in the food industry
to control temperature conditions in the production
process, which reduces product losses by 10-15% [5].

This approach allows not only to analyze the current
state of the object but also to test hypothetical scenarios,
which makes the technology universal for various
industries [9]. For example, in the construction industry,
digital twins are used to simulate loads on structures,
which reduces the likelihood of design errors [6].

The main functions of digital twins include:

Simulation of production processes - allows testing
changes in technology without risking real equipment.
For example, in the automotive industry, virtual models
are used to simulate crash tests, which reduces the cost
of physical testing by 30% [3]. In the textile industry,
simulation allows to model the operation of weaving
machines, which reduces the loss of raw materials by
12-18% [9].

Predicting technical failures - analyzing sensor
data allows identifying potential problems before they
occur. In the energy sector, this reduces the frequency
of accidents by 25% [7]. In the oil and gas industry, the
technology is used to monitor the condition of pipelines,
which reduces the risk of leaks by 20-30% [5].

Cost optimization - through energy efficiency
analysis and rational use of resources. For example, at
metallurgical enterprises in Ukraine, the introduction
of Digital Twins can reduce the energy consumption of
blast furnaces by 15-20% [7]. In the chemical industry,
the technology allows optimizing the consumption of
reagents, which reduces costs by 8-12% [5].

Improving product quality through real-time
monitoring of production parameters. In mechanical
engineering, this reduces rejects by 10-15% [8]. In
the pharmaceutical industry, the technology is used
to control the conditions of drug production, which
guarantees compliance with GMP standards [5].
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In addition, the technology provides integration
with other digital tools:

[IoT - for collecting data from equipment;

Artificial intelligence - to automate data analysis;

Blockchain - for secure data storage [5].

These features make Digital Twins a universal
tool for industrial modernization [6]. For example,
in agriculture, digital twins are used to monitor soil
conditions, which increases yields by 10-15% [9].

In the leading countries of the world, the technology
of digital twins is already actively used in various
industries. For example:

Germany - Siemens has implemented Digital Twins
for modeling energy systems, which has reduced
operating costs by 20% [7]. In addition, as part of the
“Industrie 4.0” initiative initiative, Germany is actively
developing standards for building digital twins, which
facilitates their scaling [6].

USA - General Electric uses the technology to
optimize the operation of turbines and engines, reducing
the frequency of technical downtime by 25% [8]. In
addition, NASA uses virtual models to test spacecraft,
which reduces the cost of physical testing by 40% [3].

Japan - Toyota uses virtual models to test new car
designs, which reduced the time to market by 40%
[3]- As part of the national strategy “Society 5.0”, Japan
integrates Digital Twins with other technologies such as
robotics and artificial intelligence [6].

The key factors of successful implementation were:

Government support through subsidies and tax
breaks. For example, in Germany, the Digital Hub
Initiative program provides financial support to
enterprises that implement digital technologies [6].

Infrastructure readiness is the availability of high-
speed networks and powerful servers. In the United
States, investments in 5G networks have provided
reliable real-time data transmission [8].

Qualified personnel - specialists in digital
technologies and data analysis. In Japan, universities
are actively training specialists in Digital Twins as part
of national educational programs [3].

This experience demonstrates that the technology
has a strong economic potential, but its implementation
requires a comprehensive approach [10]. For example,
in South Korea, the introduction of digital twins in the
electronics industry has reduced the cost of testing
chips by 35% [9].

For Ukrainian enterprises, the introduction of
digital twins can lead to a reduction in production
losses, improved product quality, and increased
competitiveness. It is estimated that investments in
the technology can pay off within 3-5 years, taking into
account effective project management [9].

For example:

Metallurgical industry - the introduction of Digital
Twins to optimize the operation of blast furnaces can
reduce energy consumption by 15-20% and extend
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the service life of equipment by 10-15% [7]. This is
especially important for Ukrainian enterprises facing
high energy prices [9].

Mechanical engineering - the technology will
allow testing new designs without creating physical
prototypes, which will reduce costs by 25-40% [8]. In
the context of the Ukrainian economy, this can increase
export potential by reducing the time to market [5].

Food industry - through monitoring of production
parameters, it is possible to reduce the loss of raw
materials by 10-15% [5]. For small businesses, this will
increase profitability by 5-8% [9].

Economic efficiency, though, depends on several
factors:

Scale of implementation - the more objects are
modeled, the higher the payback. For example, the
introduction of technology on all production lines of
an enterprise saves 15-20% compared to individual
facilities [7].

Level of automation - the need to install IoT sensors
and modernize equipment. On average, automation
costs account for 30-50% of the total project budget [9].

Staff qualifications - the need to train specialists to
work with digital tools. It is estimated that training for
10% of the company’s staff increases the efficiency of
implementation by 20-25% [5].

According to a study [9], the average cost of creating
a digital twin for a medium-sized enterprise is $500
thousand-$1 million, and the savings due to production
optimization are $150-$300 thousand annually [9]. This
makes the technology attractive to investors, especially
in the face of growing competition in the global market.
For example, Ukrainian textile factories can reduce raw
material losses by 12-18% by implementing Digital
Twins, which will increase their profitability by 7-10%
[5].

Nevertheless, despite its potential, the introduction
of digital twins in Ukraine faces a number of barriers:

High initial cost - the need for significant investments
to modernize infrastructure and purchase software [9].
For example, the cost of a single integrated solution for
a metallurgical enterprise can exceed $1.5 million [7].

Lack of qualified personnel - lack of specialists in
digital technologies, artificial intelligence and data
analysis [9]. It is estimated that only 12% of Ukrainian
enterprises have internal experience with Big Data [5].

Technical limitations — many Ukrainian enterprises
do not have sufficiently powerful servers or
communication channels to process large amounts
of data [11]. For example, 45% of enterprises face
problems with data transfer speed, which makes it
difficult to use real-time technology [9].

Lack of a regulatory framework - there are no
standards for building digital twins and no rules for data
processing [10]. This createslegal uncertainty regarding
the ownership of virtual models and responsibility for
their use [5].
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Risks include:

Cybersecurity - threats of malicious access to virtual
models. For example, a cyberattack on a digital twin of
the power system can lead to large-scale accidents [10].

Overdependence on data is the possibility of errors
due to incorrect sensor data. If the sensors transmit
inaccurate data, the model can make false predictions,
which will lead to losses [11].

To overcome these problems, it is necessary to:

Develop a state strategy for the digital transformation
of industry.

Provide financial support to enterprises.

Increase the level of digital literacy of personnel [9].

These measures will reduce barriers and accelerate
technology adoption. For example, the creation of
regional digitalization centers can provide small
businesses with access to the necessary infrastructure
and expert support [5].

Potential application sectors in Ukraine

The possibility of using digital twins in industries
with high equipment costs and critical quality
requirements deserves special attention. These include:

Energy - modeling the operation of thermal power
plants and hydroelectric power plants to predict
failures and optimize energy production. This can
reduce maintenance costs by 15-20% [7].

Agriculture - creating virtual field models to monitor
soil conditions, which will increase yields by 10-15%
[9].

Mechanical engineering - testing new designs
without creating physical prototypes, which will reduce
costs by 25-40% [8].

In addition, the technology can be implemented in
the service sector, for example, to optimize logistics
or urban infrastructure management. In cities such as
Kyiv or Lviv, digital twins can be used to monitor traffic
flows, reducing congestion by 20-25% [5].

Technological integration and future prospects

Digital twins are actively integrated with other
disruptive technologies, such as:

Artificialintelligence (Al) - to automate data analysis.
For example, Al algorithms can detect deviations in the
operation of equipment, which allows you to schedule
preventive maintenance before an accident occurs [6].

Blockchain - for secure data storage. In the
pharmaceutical industry, this will provide control over
supply chains, preventing counterfeiting of drugs [5].

Robotics - for production automation. As part of
the Smart Factory initiative, Germany has already
successfully combined digital twins with industrial
robots, which increases productivity by 30% [6].

Future research should focus on:

Development of methodologies for assessing the
economic efficiency of implementation.

Adapting the technology to the specifics of Ukrainian
industry, in particular, taking into account the age of
equipment and production structure.
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Creation of an ecosystem for cooperation between
the state, business, and scientific institutions.

This approach will ensure Ukraine’s rapid entry into
the digital age while maintaining competitiveness in the
international market.\

Conclusions and perspectives. This analysis
suggests that digital twin technology has significant
investment potential for modernizing industrial
production in Ukraine. Ukraine has all the prerequisites
for the introduction of digital twins, but successful
implementation depends on a comprehensive approach
that includes government support, investment in
infrastructure, training, and the creation of a favorable
regulatory environment. Without these steps, the
country risks being left out of the technological
revolution, losing its competitive advantage in the
international market.

For the effective implementation of digital twin
technology in Ukraine, a set of measures that can be
divided into short-, medium-, and long-term ones must
be implemented.

Short-term measures (1-2 years):

Create regional digitalization centers that will
provide access to the necessary infrastructure and
expert support for businesses.

Increasing the digital literacy of the workforce
through specialized trainings and educational programs
at universities.

Pilot projects in priority industries, such as energy,
metallurgy, and machine building, to demonstrate the
effectiveness of the technology.

Medium-term measures (3-5 years):

Development of a state strategy for the digital
transformation of industry, including standards for
building digital twins, data processing rules, and state
support mechanisms.

Financial support for enterprises through subsidies,
tax breaks, and guarantees for investors.

Integration with other technologies, such as artificial
intelligence, blockchain, and IoT, to improve forecast
accuracy, automate processes, and ensure data security.

Long-term prospects (5+ years):

Large-scale implementation in key industries,
including agriculture to monitor soil conditions, which
will increase yields by 10-15%, and in the energy sector
to optimize the operation of thermal power plants and
hydroelectric power plants.

Developmentofthe digital transformation ecosystem,
including cooperation between the state, business, and
academic institutions to create innovation clusters.

Adaptation of technology to the specifics of the
Ukrainian economy, in particular for enterprises with
old equipment, by developing hybrid solutions that
combine digital twins with traditional production
processes.

In the long term, digital twins can become a key
element of Industry 4.0, providing flexibility, energy
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efficiency, and environmental sustainability in
production. For Ukrainian companies, this means an
opportunity to reach a new level of competitiveness,
reduce costs, and improve product quality. Successful
realization of these goals will require coordination
of efforts by the government, business, and scientific
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Thus, digital twin technology has exceptional
potential for modernizing Ukrainian industry. Its
implementation will not only increase production
efficiency but also ensure long-term economic
growth, strengthening Ukraine’s position in the
global market.

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Introduction

The Nigerian economy is resilient despite challenges
such as volatile oil prices, structural bottlenecks, and
demographicpressures.Monetaryand quasi-fiscal policy
are crucial for steering the economy towards desired
objectives (Popoola et al,, 2023). The Central Bank of
Nigeria (CBN) employs various quasi-fiscal operations,
such as targeted credit programs, development finance
initiatives, and foreign exchange interventions, to
stimulate economic growth by providing credit to
key sectors like agriculture, manufacturing, and SMEs
(Adeyemo & Adewale 2024). However, these operations
come with challenges and risks, such as potential
distortion of market mechanisms, increased fiscal
burden on the central bank, and potential inflationary
pressures (Adeyemo & Adewale 2024).

The sustainability of its quasi-fiscal interventions,
the CBN must carefully navigate these challenges and
strike a balance between supporting economic growth
and managing inflationary risks (Adegboyo, Keji &
Fasina 2021). The effectiveness of these operations
depends on factors such as foreign reserves, external
imbalances, and market sentiment (Titiloye & Ishola
2020). However, Afonso, Alves & Balhote (2019) argued
that overreliance on these interventions may deplete
foreign reserves and create vulnerabilities in the
external sector. According to Ogbonna et al,, (2022) the
effectiveness of monetary and quasi-fiscal operations in
Nigeria’s economic can be limited by several challenges.
According to Lawrence (2023) one of the key issues
is the limited depth and liquidity of financial markets,
which constrains the transmission mechanism of
monetary policy. Danylyshyn et al. (2021) argued that
the prevalence of informal and unregulated financial
activities poses a challenge to the implementation
of monetary policy. Additionally, Adeleke, (2022)
highlights that there is a lack of comprehensive
evaluation and assessment of the effectiveness of quasi-
fiscal measures in achieving their intended objectives.

Furthermore, there are issues related to moral
hazard and credit misallocation arising from quasi
fiscal interventions (Toby, Emmanuel & Akani 2024;
0jo 2019). A lack of transparency and accountability
in the implementation of quasi fiscal measures may
undermine public trust in the CBN’s interventions and
hinder the effectiveness of these measures in achieving
their developmental goals (Adeyemo & Adewale 2024).

On the other hand, Nigeria has grappled with
persistent inflationary pressures, influenced by both
domestic and external factors. The effectiveness
of CBN’s Monetary and quasi-fiscal operations in
managing inflation remains a subject of debate (Uddin,
Monehin & Osuji 2020). Moreover, Nigeria’s exchange
rate regime has been characterized by volatility, posing
challenges for businesses and investors. Understanding
how monetary and quasi-fiscal operations influence
exchange rate dynamics is crucial for maintaining
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external sector stability (Okotori & Gbalam 2020). Also,
access to credit is vital for fostering entrepreneurship
and economic diversification. Evaluating the impact of
CBN’s operations on credit allocation across different
sectors of the economy is essential for promoting
inclusive growth (Uzodinma & Russell 2020).

In light of these challenges, there is a pressing need
for comprehensive research and analysis to assess the
impact, effectiveness, and sustainability of monetary
and quasi fiscal operations by the CBN (Adeyemo
& Adewale 2024). Addressing these issues will be
critical in enhancing the efficiency, transparency, and
accountability of monetary policy interventions and
ensuring their alignment with broader economic
development objectives in Nigeria. The specific
objectives are: to examine the impact central Bank of
Nigeria’s quasi-monetary policies (such as intervention
funds or sector-specific lending) on economic growth;
to assess the effect of CBN’s monetary and quasi-fiscal
interventions in stabilizing inflation and maintaining
price levels and lastly to determine the impact of
CBN’s monetary and quasi-fiscal on exchange rate
stability (naira strength and business operations). The
research questions and the null hypotheses are drafted
accordingly.

Literature Review

Conceptual Review

Monetary and Quasi-fiscal Operations

Monetary and quasi-fiscal operations are monetary
policy tools used by central banks to indirectly influence
economic conditions and credit availability (Muhafidin
2020). These operations include open market
operations, reserve requirements, and regulatory
measures to manage money supply and interest rates.
In Nigeria, these operations are guided by the Central
Bank of Nigeria’s monetary policy framework, which
aims to achieve price stability, promote sustainable
economic growth, and maintain external sector stability
(Okodugha 2021). They play a crucial role in managing
inflationary pressures, stabilizing interest rates, and
supporting exchange rate stability. The effectiveness of
these operations depends on factors such as financial
system transmission mechanisms, economic agents’
responsiveness to policy signals, and external shocks
(Adeyemo & Adewale 2024).

Quasi-fiscal operations are actions undertaken by
central banks that have fiscal implications, blurring the
lines between monetary and fiscal policy (Nuru 2020).
These activities often involve interventions beyond
traditional monetary policy tools and may include credit
programs, direct lending, and foreign exchange market
interventions (Okotori & Gbalam 2020). They are a form
of off-budget fiscal policy conducted by central banks,
which can be replicated by budgetary measures in the
form of an explicit tax, subsidy, or direct expenditure
that may impact the financial operations of the central
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bank, public financial institutions, or government
(Olakojo, Onanuga & Onanuga 2021). Quasi-fiscal
operations cover a range of activities, including credit
ceilings, subsidized lending, preferential rediscounting
practices, loan guarantees, rescue operations, and
operations related to the commercial enterprise sector
(Fiedler, Gern & Stolzenburg 2020). Central banks
often try to protect, support, and subsidize domestic
industries through subsidization, such as multiple
exchange rate regimes, direct lending at below-market
rates, and provision of goods and services by public
enterprises at prices set below market or cost recovery
levels.

Central bank interventions may take different
forms based on the capability of the central bank to
influence the interest rate on credit provided to the
government (Mobosi & Okonta 2024). This can affect
central bank profits and undermine central bank
independence. In Nigeria, the Central Bank of Nigeria
(CBN) frequently engages in quasi-fiscal activities to
address various economic challenges and promote
specific developmental objectives (Martin, Ondra &
Dominik 2022).

One of the most common forms of quasi-fiscal
operations by the CBN in Nigeria is the implementation
of direct lending programs, which involve providing
credit directly to targeted sectors or priority areas of
the economy. Other examples include foreign exchange
market interventions, interest rate interventions,
credit guarantee schemes, and infrastructure
financing initiatives (Olawoye & Erediauwa 2023).
Quasi-fiscal operations are a form of off-budget fiscal
policy conducted by central banks, often involving
interventions beyond traditional monetary policy tools
(Joel, O. C. (2021).). Quasi-fiscal operations by the
Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN) in Nigeria are crucial for
addressing structural constraints, promoting inclusive
growth, and achieving macroeconomic stability
(Akpoghelie 2022). Targeted credit programs, such
as the Agricultural Credit Guarantee Scheme Fund
(ACGSF), are implemented to provide access to credit
for specific sectors or groups within the economy
(Bello 2024).

These programs aim to enhance food security,
increase agricultural productivity, reduce rural poverty,
and support small and medium enterprises (SMEs)
(Mobosi & Okonta 2024). Export credit programmes,
such as the Nigerian Export-Import Bank (NEXIM),
support export-oriented businesses through specialized
financing schemes. Housing finance initiatives,
like the Federal Mortgage Bank of Nigeria (FMBN)
housing finance scheme, address the housing deficit
and promote homeownership. Youth empowerment
and entrepreneurship programmes, like the Youth
Entrepreneurship Support (YES) programme, provide
financial support, training, and mentorship to young
entrepreneurs (Okodugha 2021).
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Monetary accommodation refers to central banks’
actions to increase the money supply or provide
monetary stimulus to support economic objectives. In
Nigeria, the CBNimplements monetaryaccommodation
measures to manage liquidity, influence interest rates,
and support the overall economic objectives of the
government (Effiong, Arinze & Okon 2022). These
measures include adjusting the Monetary Policy
Rate (MPR), conducting open market operations
(OMO), adjusting reserve requirements for banks,
implementing special financing programs during
periods of economic distress or financial instability,
and managing exchange rate management. Overall,
monetary accommodation in Nigeria involves a range
of policy measures aimed at managing liquidity,
influencing interest rates, and supporting economic
stability (Gbadamosi 2022).

Inflationary Pressures

Inflationary pressures are factors that cause
sustained increases in the general price level of goods
and services within an economy (Tule, Onipede &
Ebuh 2020). In Nigeria, these pressures are influenced
by both domestic and external factors (Osagioduwa,
Solomon & Fumilayo 2022). Demand-pull inflation
occurs when aggregate demand exceeds aggregate
supply, leading to upward pressure on prices. Cost-
push inflation arises from increased production costs,
such as wages, raw materials, and energy prices, which
are passed on to consumers (Onwuka 2021). Exchange
rate pass-through affects the prices of imported goods
and inputs, making Nigeria vulnerable to these effects
(Popoola et al., 2023). Structural bottlenecks, such as
infrastructure deficits and supply chain inefficiencies,
impede productivity and limit output expansion (Wayas,
Onmonya & Ebire 2024). Fiscal imbalances, such as
persistent budget deficits and excessive government
spending, can fuel inflationary pressures. External
shocks, such as commodity price fluctuations and global
economic downturns, can exacerbate inflationary
pressures in Nigeria (Ozili 2024).

The Adverse effects of Quasi-Fiscal Operations:
Quasi-Fiscal Losses

Quasi-fiscal operations (QFOs), while intended
to address specific economic challenges, often carry
adverse implications for macroeconomic stability,
particularly when transparency and accountability
mechanisms are weak. Recent studies have emphasized
that the lack of comprehensive disclosure in fiscal and
monetary accounts undermines the credibility of central
banks and distorts economic data (Uddin, Monehin
& Osuji 2020). When central banks undertake QFOs
without proper alignment with the national budget, it
leads to off-balance-sheet liabilities and complicates
efforts to track the true fiscal stance of the government.
These operations can erode the effectiveness of
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monetary policy, especially those targeting price and
exchange rate stability.

Quantifying the economic cost of QFOs remains
a challenge in developing economies, particularly in
inflation-prone environments such as Nigeria. In such
contexts, interest rate subsidies and below-market
lending rates tend to distort real interest rates, often
resulting in negative returns and undermining investor
confidence (Adeyemo & Adewale 2024). Furthermore,
the continued reliance on historical cost accounting
by the Central Bank of Nigeria hampers the ability to
assess the real financial position, as it fails to adjust
for inflationary pressures and fair value standards.
Poorly managed QFOs contribute to negative cash
flows, mispricing of financial assets, and ultimately,
the weakening of the central bank’s balance sheet. As
noted by Benedicta, (2017), the accumulation of quasi-
fiscal losses often necessitates increased money supply
through debt monetization, thereby exacerbating
inflationary pressures and compromising monetary
control. Over time, such practices not only deteriorate
fiscal credibility but also create a feedback loop of
inflation, debt servicing burdens, and diminished
monetary policy independence.

Theoretical Review

Neoclassical Growth Theory

The Neoclassical Growth Theory posits that
sustained economic growth is primarily driven by
capital accumulation, technological progress, and
efficient resource allocation. This theory emphasizes
that increased investment in physical capital such as
infrastructure, machinery, and technology enhances
productivity and raises output levels. In the Nigerian
context, the Central Bank of Nigeria’s quasi-fiscal
interventions can influence growth by expanding credit
availability, thereby stimulating investment and capital
formation. Recent studies, such as Benmelech, & Tzur-
Ilan (2020), have found that targeted monetary policies
and development financing significantly improve output
in key sectors like agriculture and manufacturing. These
findings reinforce the theoretical claim that growth can
be catalyzed through increased access to productive
inputs and investment.

Furthermore, the theory wunderscores the
importance of technological advancement and market
efficiency as key drivers of long-term development.
In this regard, policies that promote innovation,
competition, and financial intermediation play a
pivotal role. For instance, empirical evidence from
Chugunov et al. (2021) and Gbadamosi (2022) and
George-Anokwuru (2022) indicates that technological
investment and credit accessibility significantly
influence productivity and business expansion in
Nigeria's SME sector. Within this framework, monetary
and quasi-fiscal tools such as interest rate adjustments
and sector-specific lending schemes contribute to a
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more efficient allocation of resources and improved
macroeconomic stability. Thus, Neoclassical Growth
Theory provides arobust framework for understanding
the impact of monetary and quasi-fiscal policies on
Nigeria's economic trajectory, particularly in the post-
pandemic era.

Empirical Review

Adeyemo and Adewale (2024) conducted an
empirical investigation into the role of the Central Bank
of Nigeria (CBN) in achieving economic stabilization
in Nigeria. The study focused on how key monetary
policy variables reserve requirements, exchange rates,
and interest rates affect economic stability. Utilizing
an ex post facto research design and secondary data
sourced from the CBN Statistical Bulletin and Economic
Development Integration reports covering the period
2000 to 2022, the study employed quantitative analysis
to determine the effects of these policy tools. The findings
revealed that while reserve requirements and exchange
rates had a positive impact on economic stability,
interest rates exerted a significant negative effect. The
authors concluded that CBN’s policy management plays
a crucial role in promoting macroeconomic stability.
They recommended continuous refinement of monetary
policy instruments, particularly through regular
assessments of interest rates, reserve requirements, and
open market operations to enhance the effectiveness of
CBN’s stabilization efforts.

Popoola, Adewole, Olorunmade, and Adewale (2023)
empirically investigated the effect of monetary policy
instruments on rural financing by commercial banks
in Nigeria. Using data sourced from the Central Bank
of Nigeria Statistical Bulletin and applying regression
analysis, the study examined how instruments such
as lending rate and minimum reserve requirements
influenced the availability of credit to rural customers.
Although the correlation coefficients were found to be
positive, the analysis revealed no statistically significant
relationship between monetary policy instruments
and rural loans issued by commercial banks. The
authors concluded that while monetary policy tools do
have some influence, they were not strong enough to
significantly affect rural credit access during the period
under review. The study recommended measures such
as reducing lending rates, increasing the minimum
reserve requirements, and enhancing bank liquidity to
promote better rural financing.

Adegboyo, Keji & Fasina, (2021). The impact of
government policies on Nigeria economic growth,
employing autoregressive distributed lag (ARDL)
models. Their results confirm that exchange rate
volatility significantly drives inflation, particularly
through its impact on import prices and the cost of
intermediate goods. These findings underscore the need
for more synchronized exchange rate and monetary
policies to manage inflationary pressures effectively.
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Effiong, U, & Okon, ]J. (2020). The Effectiveness
of Monetary and Fiscal Policies in Stimulating
Real Sector Output in Nigeria. Employing panel
data regression, they found that targeted credit
interventions significantly increased crop yield and
farm income among beneficiaries, suggesting that
quasi-fiscal operations can stimulate sectoral output
when efficiently implemented. Lawal, I. M. Manga,
[. U, & Imam, U. B. (2022). Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN)
non-interest intervention funds: Opportunities and
challenges. Using a structural vector autoregression
(SVAR) model. Their findings showed that while such
interventions occasionally stabilize external accounts,
they often result in long-term macroeconomic risks
such as rising debt, inflation volatility, and weakened
central bank independence.

Methodology

This study adopts a quantitative, cross-sectional
survey design to examine the impact of the Central Bank
of Nigeria’s (CBN) monetary and quasi-fiscal operations
on key macroeconomic indicators: GDP growth,
inflation, and exchange rate stability. A purposive
sampling technique was employed to select 200
respondents from stakeholder groups directly affected
by CBN policies, including policymakers, financial
institutions, SME owners, and economic experts. Data
were collected using structured questionnaires and
analyzed using SPSS version 20.0, with significance
set at 0.05. Descriptive statistics were used for
demographic analysis, while Pearson and Spearman
correlation techniques were applied to test hypotheses
and measure relationships between variables.
Instrument reliability was confirmed with a Cronbach’s
alpha of 0.78, and ethical standards such as informed
consent and confidentiality were strictly observed. The
model specification follows a simple functional form:
Y =8, + fIX) + ewvrvrnennnn, (1). Y where represents
macroeconomic indicators, X denotes CBN’s policy
operations, and e is the error term. This relationship
was operationalized using correlation coefficients to
determine the strength and significance of associations
between variables (Titiloye & Ishola 2020; Pallant,
2020).

Results

Table 1 depicts the correlation coefficients between
monetary/quasi-fiscal policies and GDP growth are
very high (Pearson’s R = 0.885; Spearman = 0.978), with
p-values of 0.000, indicating a statistically significant
positive relationship. This leads to the rejection of
the null hypothesis, confirming that these policies
significantly influence GDP growth.

Table 2 reveals a strong positive correlation between
monetary policies and inflation dynamics (Pearson’s
R = 0.851; Spearman = 0.988), also with p-values of
0.000. This implies that monetary and quasi-fiscal
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policies have a significant effect on inflation in Nigeria,
thus rejecting the null hypothesis that says monetary
and quasi-fiscal policies have no significant effects on
inflation dynamics within the Nigerian economy.

Table 3 shows a moderate to strong correlation
between these policies and exchange rate stability
(Pearson’s R = 0.560; Spearman = 0.922), again with
highly significant p-values (0.000). The null hypothesis
that says monetary and quasi-fiscal policies play no
significant role in ensuring exchange rate stability in
Nigeria is rejected.

Discussion of Findings

The findings from this study provide significant
empirical evidence on the relationship between
monetary and quasi-fiscal policy operations by the
Central Bank of Nigeria (CBN) and key macroeconomic
indicators. Each hypothesis was tested using Pearson
and Spearman correlation analyses, revealing
statistically significant relationships.

Firstly, the study investigated whether monetary
and quasi-fiscal policy operations have a significant
impact on GDP growth in Nigeria. The result showed
a strong positive correlation (Pearson’s R = 0.885;
Spearman = 0.978) with a p-value of 0.000, indicating
a statistically significant relationship. This finding
suggests that the interventions by the CBN in monetary
and quasi-fiscal operations substantially contribute
to national output and economic growth. This result
aligns with the findings of Onalo et al. (2021) who
reported that proactive monetary policies, especially
credit expansion and liquidity injections by the central
bank, positively influence economic growth in Nigeria.
Similarly, Uzonwanne and Okechukwu (2022) affirmed
that quasi-fiscal interventions such as targeted sectoral
lending and intervention funds had a notable multiplier
effect on GDP, especially during post-COVID recovery
efforts.

Secondly, the study assessed the impact of monetary
and quasi-fiscal policies on inflation dynamics
within the Nigerian economy. The correlation values
(Pearson’s R = 0.851; Spearman = 0.988) were both
high and statistically significant at a 0.000 significance
level. These findings suggest that such policies are
critical in shaping inflation trends in Nigeria. This
supports the work of Ibe and Okonkwo (2023), who
found that effective monetary policy tools such as open
market operations and cash reserve ratio adjustments
had significant roles in curbing inflationary pressures.
Furthermore, Adelakun and Salisu (2022) observed that
the CBN'’s quasi-fiscal instruments, like intervention in
the agricultural and energy sectors, helped stabilize
food and energy prices, thereby reducing headline
inflation.

Thirdly, the study examined whether monetary
and quasi-fiscal policies play a significant role in
exchange rate stability in Nigeria. The correlation

analysis revealed a moderate to strong relationship
(Pearson’s R = 0.560; Spearman = 0.922), also with a
highly significant p-value (0.000). This indicates that
CBN’s monetary and quasi-fiscal policies are crucial
in managing exchange rate volatility. This result
corroborates the study by Ogunleye and Hassan (2021),
which established that exchange rate movements in
Nigeria are largely influenced by monetary policy
instruments such as interest rate management and
foreign exchange market interventions. In addition,
Mohammed and Yakubu (2023) found that quasi-fiscal
measures, including export support programs and
forex liquidity injections by the apex bank, significantly
reduced speculative pressure on the naira and enhanced
exchange rate stability.

Conclusion and Recommendation

Conclusion

The study reveals that the Central Bank of Nigeria’s
monetary and quasi-fiscal operations positively
impact the Nigerian economy, particularly in sectors
like agriculture and manufacturing. However, these
operations face challenges in managing inflation and
maintaining exchange rate stability. The study also
highlights sectoral variations in the impacts of CBN’s
interventions, suggesting the need for improved
transparency and accountability in CBN operations.

Recommendation

Based on the analysis and interpretation of the data
collected, the following recommendations are proposed
to enhance the effectiveness of the Central Bank of
Nigeria’s (CBN) monetary and quasi-fiscal operations

in promoting sustainable economic growth, managing
inflation, and maintaining exchange rate stability:

1. Given the significant positive impact of direct credit
interventions on GDP growth, the CBN should continue
and expand these programs, particularly targeting key
sectors such as agriculture, manufacturing, and small
and medium enterprises (SMEs) to boost economic
activities and job creation.

2. To bolster investor confidence and foster a
favorable investment climate, the CBN should enhance
the transparency and accountability of its monetary
and quasi-fiscal activities. Regular reporting and clear
communication of policy objectives and outcomes can
help in achieving this.

3. While monetary and quasi-fiscal measures have
positive impacts, they are not sufficient to address
structural issues. The CBN should collaborate with other
government agencies to implement comprehensive
structural reforms aimed at improving infrastructure,
reducing institutional weaknesses, and enhancing the
overall business environment.

4. To mitigate the inflationary pressures associated
with quasi-fiscal activities, the CBN should implement
targeted measures such as tightening monetary policy
when necessary, improving supply chain efficiencies,
and enhancing agricultural productivity to stabilize
food prices.

5. To address the challenges in maintaining
exchange rate stability, the CBN should adopt a more
flexible exchange rate regime, coupled with policies
that encourage foreign direct investment and diversify
foreign exchange earnings, particularly through non-oil
exports.

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MUSICAL HERITAGE AS A FACTOR IN SHAPING UKRAINE’S TOURIST APPEAL

The article is devoted to the analysis of musical heritage as a factor in shaping Ukraine’s tourism attractiveness in the
context of the growing importance of cultural tourism as a tool for sustainable development. The focus of the study is on
exploring the potential of musical heritage as a significant resource of intangible cultural heritage capable of stimulating
interest in Ukrainian tourist destinations and contributing to the preservation of cultural identity. Subject of the study —the
musical heritage of Ukraine in the context of its integration into contemporary tourism practices and the development of a
strategy for enhancing tourism attractiveness based on authentic cultural experiences. The aim of the study is to identify the
prospects for developing Ukraine’s tourism appeal through the promotion of its musical heritage, particularly by examining
its potential as an essential component of tourism. Research methodology is based on an interdisciplinary approach that
combines methods of cultural studies, tourism studies, sociology, and systems analysis. The study includes content analysis
of regulatory documents, analytical reports, and academic publications, as well as the development of a conceptual model
for integrating musical heritage into the tourism space. Research results. The study reveals that musical heritage, as one
of the most expressive forms of national identity, holds strong potential for revitalizing tourism activities, especially in the
context of growing interest in cultural authenticity. At the same time, the absence of a systematic approach to utilizing
musical resources in Ukraine’s tourism sector complicates the formation of a coherent policy in this field. Conclusions. The
proposed conceptual model serves as an analytical tool for identifying the key mechanisms through which musical heritage
can become a catalyst for increasing the country’s tourism appeal. This approach not only enhances the cultural value of
tourism products but also provides socio-economic benefits, supports the preservation of national heritage, and expands
opportunities for international cultural communication.

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BARRIER-FREE ENVIRONMENT AS A PREREQUISITE FOR SUSTAINABLE TOURISM
DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE

The article examines the barrier-free environment as a key factor in ensuring the sustainable development of tourism
in Ukraine. A barrier-free environment is not only a matter of social responsibility, but also an important tool for the
sustainable development of the tourism business in Ukraine. Creating accessible tourism will allow integrating vulnerable
categories of the population into tourism activities, increasing the economic efficiency of the industry and improving the
international image of the country. Investments in accessibility are investments in the future that take into account the
interests of everyone. The object of the study is the socio-economic processes of the development of the tourism sector
of Ukraine in the context of transformation to an inclusive model of spatial organization. The subject of the study is the
structural and functional characteristics of the barrier-free environment in tourism, the mechanisms of its integration into
the tourism development management system and the practices of implementing accessibility principles in the strategic
planning of sustainable tourism. The methodological basis of the study is an interdisciplinary approach that combines a
systemic analysis to identify relationships between elements of tourism infrastructure and inclusive access conditions;
institutional approach to the analysis of regulatory and legal principles and management practices for the formation of a
barrier-free space; comparative analysis of foreign experience in developing inclusive tourism to adapt best practices in
the Ukrainian context. It is substantiated that the inclusiveness of tourism infrastructure is not only an element of social
responsibility, but also a strategic resource for expanding the market of tourism services, increasing the competitiveness of
destinations and integrating into international standards of sustainable development. The regulatory and legal prerequisites
for the formation of an inclusive space are analyzed, in particular the provisions of the National Strategy for the Creation
of a Barrier-Free Space by 2030, as well as Ukraine’s international legal obligations in the field of the rights of persons
with disabilities. A structural model for the formation of an inclusive tourist environment is proposed, which integrates
the principles of universal design, information and spatial accessibility, digital inclusion, professional training of personnel,
regulatory regulation and intersectoral interaction. The results of the study confirm that the implementation of barrier-free
solutions in the tourism sector is a necessary condition for achieving sustainable development goals, in particular in the
aspects of social equality, accessibility of economic opportunities and preservation of cultural diversity. The conclusion is
made about the feasibility of institutionalizing inclusive tourism as a priority area of state tourism policy.

The tourist brand of a country
should reflect its mission and tourism development strategy, as well as take into account the segmentation of consumers of
tourist services according to various criteria. In our opinion, the process of forming a territory brand requires coordinated
work with the involvement of government agencies and the tourism business.

It has been established that providing a high level
of tourist services contributes not only to increasing the economic efficiency of enterprises, but also to the development
of sustainable tourism, which is an important component of the tourism industry development strategy. The main and
modern approaches to managing the quality of tourism services include: implementation of international quality standards;
customer orientation; digital transformation; competitive market analysis and study of tourist requests. It is noted that
service lies at the core of tourist services. The main components of a high level of service are staff professionalism,
communication culture, quick response to the needs of tourists and an attentive attitude towards each tourist. It has been
established that improving the quality of service is crucial. Among the key tools for improving service quality are: regular
professional training of staff, self-directed learning, the implementation of employee motivation systems, and conducting
customer surveys. It is determined that competitiveness is defined by two main indicators: primarily the quality level of the
product and the pricing level.

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LIFE AND PROFESSIONAL ACTIVITIES OF CHEF
AND RESTAURATEUR HOMARO CANTU (1976-2015)

The article analyses the life and professional activity of one of the most famous American chefs and restaurateurs, a
representative of molecular gastronomy, Homaro Cantu (1976-2015). Obsessed with the diversity of food forms, Homaro
Cantu was set to change the restaurant experience: to redefine service, the way customers interact with food, what can and
cannot be consumed. One of his main ideas was to get rid of cardboard or plastic packaging for juices by treating fruit with
an ultrasonic wave generator. Homaro Cantu also actively researched the effect of miracle berry (synsepalum dulcificum).
This small West African fruit contains miraculin, a complex molecule that temporarily disrupts the sweet and sour receptors
on the human tongue. On Future Food TV series (2010) chef Cantu demonstrated how tasteless but edible plants can be
used to mimic familiar flavours in foods by tricking the appropriate receptors. In 2013, Homaro Cantu published the book
«The Miracle Berry Diet Cookbook», where he presented more than 150 dishes where it is suitable to use this miracle
berry. Homaro Cantu was a media personality who regularly participated in television shows. In his media appearances, he
advocated ending world hunger and believed that his edible paper creation and miracle berry could play a significant role in
achieving this goal. One of his projects was consulting with the National Aeronautics and Space Administration (NASA) and
Elon Musk’s company SpaceX on 3D printing food for astronauts and growing crops on board spaceships. At the beginning
of 2015, Homaro Cantu was busy with his famous establishments «Moto», «Berrista», his own research company «Cantu
Designs», a new brewery, a non-profit mentoring program that he ran in honour of Chef Charlie Trotter, trying to support
each of his projects. Despite all this, friends and colleagues did not notice anything strange in Homaro's behaviour. On April
14, 2015, Homaro Cantu hanged himself in the large warehouse where the brewery was about to open. In 2016, Brett A.
Schwartz directed a documentary «Insatiable: The Homaro Cantu Story». After his death, the book «Moto: The Cookbook»
(2017) was published. Homaro Cantu entered the history of world gastronomy as a true innovator and visionary, whose
creative ideas continue to be actively explored and used.

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Contemporary trends in tourism highlight the increasing significance of event-based formats, with festival tourism

emerging as a particularly dynamic and promising direction. Festival tourism involves participation in large-scale artistic,
gastronomic, historical, religious, or musical events, which serve as catalysts for tourist flows, instruments for preserving
cultural heritage, and tools for regional branding. In recent years, festivals have also increasingly been positioned as platforms
for social dialogue, intercultural communication, and the construction of a positive image of destinations in the global
arena. The subject of this study is festival tourism as a distinct form of tourist activity that combines cultural participation,
social interaction, and the economic stimulation of localities. The goal of this article is to systematize theoretical approaches
to the analysis of festival tourism and to identify its core classification features, structural components, and developmental
trends in the context of global challenges. The objectives include: clarifying the conceptual essence of festival tourism,
outlining its key functions and influencing factors, and examining international practices of its implementation. The
research methodology is based on general scientific methods: systems analysis to explore the specific features of the
field’s development; comparative analysis to identify relevant international models; and structural analysis to elaborate
a typology of festival formats. Key results include an in-depth analysis of the factors shaping demand for festival tourism,
its typological features, institutional development frameworks, and emerging participatory formats. Conclusions: Festival
tourism is defined as a multidimensional socio-cultural phenomenon that combines event-based experiences, the creative
economy, communicative practices, and territorial identity. It demonstrates substantial potential for enhancing the tourism
attractiveness of regions, fostering intercultural cooperation, building sustainable destination brands, and reinforcing local
economies under conditions of global transformation.

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Formulation of the problem. In the context
of the transformation of tourism motivations and
growing demand for authentic, emotionally engaging
experiences, festival tourism has emerged as a distinct
and increasingly significant segment of event tourism.
This form of tourism not only satisfies recreational and
cultural needs but also serves as a driver of regional
development, creative industries, and social cohesion.
However, the rapid evolution of festival tourism in its
forms, functions, and management practices creates a
demand for a systematic theoretical framework. There
is a need to conceptualize festival tourism as a socio-
cultural and economic phenomenon and to generalize
global and local trends that influence its structure
and potential. At the same time, the theoretical
understanding of festival tourism remains fragmented.
While numerous empirical studies exist, there is still
a lack of conceptual clarity regarding its structure,
classification, and socio-cultural functions. This makes
it difficult to develop comprehensive approaches to its
planning, management, and integration into tourism
strategies at the regional and national levels.

The purpose of the article is to systematize
theoretical approaches to the analysis of festival tourism
and to identify its core classification features, structural
components, and developmental trends in the context
of global challenges.

Analysis of recent research and publications.
Theoretical and applied research on festival tourism is
actively developing both in international and Ukrainian
academic discourse. Foundational contributions by
scholars such as J. Getz, T. Andersson, and C. Mason
have conceptualized festival tourism as a form of
cultural consumption, a tool for regional branding,
and a platform for social co-creation. Their work
emphasizes the emotional, symbolic, and economic
dimensions of festival experiences. In Ukraine, scholars
including I. Honcharenko, I. Kuznetsova, L. Chernetska,
I. Tkachenko, and I. Hrynova have studied festival
tourism as a component of cultural tourism and a factor
inlocal development. They explore its role in preserving
intangible heritage, supporting local communities, and
stimulating tourist flows. The academic work of M.
Topornytska has contributed to defining festival tourism
as a multidisciplinary phenomenon that integrates
tourism, culture, art, and communication. Despite these
contributions, there remains a gap in comprehensive

classifications and  theoretical generalizations,
especially in light of the post-COVID transformation of
the tourism industry.

An overview of the research material and its
main results. In the current stage of tourism industry
development, where globalization intersects with the
growing demand for unique cultural experiences, non-
traditional forms of tourism are gaining increasing
popularity. Among these, festival tourism holds a
distinctive place as one of the most dynamic and
vibrant segments of event tourism. It revolves around
participation in or attendance at large-scale cultural,
artistic, gastronomic, historical, musical, religious, or
other public events.

As a distinct form of tourism activity, festival tourism
has deep historical roots dating back to Antiquity. In
Ancient Greece and Rome, major religious and artistic
events - such as the Pythian Games, Dionysia, or the
Panathenaic Games - drew thousands of participants
from across regions, blending aesthetic, spiritual, and
entertainment dimensions. In the Middle Ages, similar
roles were played by fairs, carnivals, and pilgrimages,
often accompanied by artistic performances. Thus,
long before the emergence of the modern concept
of “tourism,” travel for the purpose of participating
in festive events was already a widespread social
phenomenon.

In the 20th century, festival tourism began to take
on more clearly defined institutional and commercial
features. From the 1960s and 1970s onwards,
Europe and North America witnessed a surge in
the development of themed cultural festivals, which
became tools not only for cultural expression but
also for regional economic stimulation. Increased
mobility, urbanization, the rise of youth culture, and the
expansion of the creative industries contributed to the
transformation of festivals into value-added tourism
products. Since the late 1980s, scholarly discourse (e.g.,
Getz, 1991) has increasingly identified festival tourism
as a distinct branch within event tourism, leading to its
conceptualization as a form of socio-cultural activity
driven by specific tourism motivations [15].

Festival tourism is grounded in motivations such
as emotional engagement, creative leisure, cultural
enrichment, and interaction with other participants.
While traditional forms of tourism typically focus
on geographic features, recreation, and relaxation,
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festival tourism centers around the event itself, which
serves as the “core” of the tourism product. The entire
logistics, programming, communication, and marketing
strategies are structured around this central experience.

According to the definition provided by the United
Nations World Tourism Organization (UNWTO), event
tourism - which includes festival tourism - is a form of
tourism where the primary motivation is participationin
planned cultural, sporting, or other time-bound events
[13]. Within this broader category, festival tourism is
understood as organized travel related to attending or
participating in festival events with a cultural, artistic,
religious, gastronomic, or historical orientation.

Ukrainian scholars I. Honcharenko and I. Kuznetsova
define festival tourism as “a component of cultural
tourism based on visiting events with a predominant
cultural content, which are significant both for the local
community and for incoming tourists” [4]. Researchers
L. Chernetska, I. Tkachenko, and 1. Hrynova emphasize
that festival tourism not only meets recreational
demands but also contributes to the preservation
of cultural heritage, supports intangible cultural
expressions, and stimulates regional economies. In this
regard, festivals emerge as tools of local development
and instruments of cultural diplomacy [5].

It is important to note that festival tourism
encompasses not only major international events
but also local initiatives, which often bear a deeper
connection to regional authenticity [2]. As A.
Hrytsyshyn highlights, it is precisely local festivals that
help establish sustainable tourist routes at the level of
communities and grassroots initiatives.

In academic discourse, the term “festival
tourism” is also at times approached through its
functional dimensions. For instance, M. Topornytska
conceptualizes festival tourism not only as a form of
travel but as a complex sociocultural phenomenon
integrating tourism, culture, art, and communication
[4].

Prominent international researchers such as J. Getz
and T. Andersson view festival tourism as a powerful
mechanism for social integration, identity formation
within local communities, and the stimulation of tourist
flows. They underscore that participation in festivals
“strengthens the bond between tourists and place,
creating emotional, symbolic, and repeat connections”
[8]. Furthermore, they highlight the role of festivals as
drivers of regional branding and sustainable destination
development [10].

Similarly, British scholar Christine Mason stresses
the multisensory nature of festivals, describing them
as an immersive cultural experience that combines
aesthetic consumption with emotional involvement.
She argues that “festival tourism is not only a form of
cultural consumption but also a format for social co-
creation,” which enhances the relevance of such events
in a globalized world [14].
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Also noteworthy is the position of Australian scholar
Lee Yoon, who explores festivals as a component of the
creative economy. He suggests that “event tourism is a
key channel for communicating the cultural narrative of
regions while simultaneously transforming local spaces
into global stages ” [18].

Concurrently, researchers K. Robertson and M.
Rogers interpret festival tourism as “a form of niche
tourism where events act as the core product attracting
visitors and serve as a vehicle for promoting regional
culture, traditions, and creativity.”

According to Thomas Richardson, festival tourism
is “a type of themed tourism that integrates cultural
participation, emotional immersion, and a shared
event experience,” playing a role in “reinforcing
cultural diplomacy and enhancing the international
attractiveness of destinations ” [15].

Yanka Cheng, a scholar from The Hong Kong
Polytechnic University, further emphasizes that festival
tourism is “a mechanism for cross-cultural dialogue,”
allowing visitors to “experience authenticity through
temporary engagement in a symbolic cultural space” [17].

The academic and practical relevance of festival
tourism lies in its multidisciplinary potential. In
particular, I. Tkachenko identifies the key functions of
festival tourism, which enable it to be understood as an
effective tool for sustainable territorial development
within the context of global competition among
destinations (Fig. 1.1) [4].

In practice, festival tourism is closely interconnected
with other forms of tourism - such as cultural,
gastronomic, musical, ethnographic, and religious
tourism. This multidisciplinarity ensures high flexibility
in developing tourism products tailored to the
preferences of specific audiences [6; 13].

In today’s rapidly evolving context of tourist
motivations, the analysis of the socio-economic factors
influencing the choice of festival tourism has become
particularly relevant. Unlike traditional tourism, which
is often associated with relaxation or sightseeing,
festival tourism appeals to emotional engagement,
social interaction, and cultural participation [10; 15],.
Therefore, the behavior of potential tourists is shaped
by both objective economic parameters and subjective
social determinants [3].

Contemporary academic literature highlights that
a tourist’s decision to participate in festival events
is driven by a combination of interrelated social and
economicfactors. According to research by H.B. Voronina
and the generalizations provided in the monograph by
M.P. Malska, the key socio-economic factors influencing
festival tourism participation include: income level;
educational and cultural background; age and
professional profile; activity on social media platforms;
the quality of local infrastructure; availability of free
time; and the political and social stability of the event’s
host region [4; 6].
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Income level plays a particularly significant role,
as attendance at festivals often entails substantial
expenses - including tickets, travel, accommodation,
and meals [11]. At the same time, educational and
cultural background is also critical: individuals with
higher education and a strong interest in art, culture,
or authenticity are more likely to favor event-based
tourism with intellectual or creative content [2; 17].

Age and occupation further influence preferences:
young people and representatives of the creative
industries tend to be the most active consumers of
festival tourism, as they seek novel emotions and
unconventional experiences [1; 18]. In this regard, the
impact of social media and digitalization is becoming
increasingly prominent. Online platforms shape public
perception of festivals as prestigious and socially
meaningful events, thus amplifying their appeal among
target audiences [9].

Infrastructure-related conditions are no
less important. The quality of transportation,
accommodation, and gastronomic networks, as well
as the safety and accessibility of the destination,
significantly influence the tourist’s final decision [12].
The amount of free time is also taken into account:
short-term trips - such as weekend festival tours - are

stimulation of enhancement of the
seasonal or off- tourism appeal of
season activity in areas lacking
regional traditional mass
destinations; tourism resources;
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increasingly popular due to their emotional intensity
and convenient format [14].

Moreover, it is essential to emphasize that political
and social stability in the country or region hosting
the festival is a critical factor shaping the tourist’s
fundamental trust in the destination and perception of
safety [7].

These factors reflect an explanatory framework
aimed at gaining a deeper understanding of consumer
motivation. At the same time, for the sake of
systematization and clarity, it is reasonable to outline
a structural model of key socio-economic factors
influencing the choice of festival tourism [4; 6]. This
approach enables a generalized categorization of
influential variables based on their functional roles -
from individual tourist characteristics to external
environmental parameters (see Table 1).

Theabovetableillustratesthatthe factorsinfluencing
the choice of festival tourism are heterogeneous in
nature. They originate from various domains of human
life and environmental conditions. For instance,
economic accessibility (costs, logistics, income)
constitutes a primary prerequisite for participation,
while social and cultural-psychological characteristics
shape the depth of involvement and the mode of event

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consumption [4; 13]. Media influence and the festival’s
visual environment increasingly act as standalone value
components for specific social groups, particularly the
youth [6; 19]. At the same time, infrastructure and
safety serve as the basis for the practical realization
of participation, while political conditions may act
as either external barriers or, conversely, facilitators
[3; 7; 12].

Following the analysis of the motivational landscape
of tourists, it is appropriate to proceed with the
systematization of specific types of festival tourism,
which constitute the substantive core of this tourism
segment. Festival tourism is complex in structure, as
it encompasses events with diverse themes, scales,
frequencies, geographical localization, and target
audiences. As such, classification allows for a more
precise identification of each type’s features and enables
more effective adaptation of the tourism product to the
needs of specific consumer groups [1].

Academic literature offers a range of classification
criteria for festival tourism, among which the most
significant are: thematic focus, geographic scale,
spatial localization, frequency, target audience, and
motivational drivers (Table 2) [4; 15; 17].

The classification presented above highlights the
multidimensionality of festival tourism, in which each
type fulfills a specific role in shaping a destination’s
image, attracting target audiences, and stimulating
tourism flows [1; 4; 13],. At the same time, many festivals
are inherently multi-genre, making strict typological
divisions more complex. For example, an ethnographic
festival may incorporate gastronomic, musical, and
educational components, transforming the event into a
universal tourism platform [3; 10].

Contemporary  festival tourism not only
demonstrates thematic diversity, but also increasing
flexibility in organizational formats and tourist
engagement. Whereas events in the past typically
adhered to a singular format - such as strictly music or
strictly food festivals - there is now a clear trend toward
hybrid formats [12; 18]. These combine multiple
thematic strands, span varied spatial and temporal
scales, and engage audiences through online tools and
digital platforms [7; 9; 19].

It is important to note that these shifts are driven
not only by the development of digital technologies but
also by changing tourist demands: the contemporary
consumer no longer seeks a single product but a multi-
layered experience that combines entertainment, self-
expression, social interaction, and engagement with the
cultural life of a community [6; 14].

As a result, a new typology of festival tourism
is emerging - one that complements the classical
classification by introducing additional criteria such
as event format, mode of engagement, interaction
channels, and level of participation (Table 3). This
typology does not replace the foundational one but
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rather expands it, enabling a more accurate adaptation
of tourism products to the conditions of the new reality
[15; 20].

The contemporary transformation of festival tourism
reflects a broader evolution in cultural consumption:
the tourist is no longer a passive observer but an active
participant, ambassador, and content creator. This has
led to the increasing use of the concept “experience-
based tourism”, which emphasizes authentic, personal,
and emotionally resonant experiences [6; 19].

In many countries, festival tourism is regarded
as an effective instrument for regional development,
cultural diplomacy, and territorial branding [4;
10]. International practice shows that successful
implementation of festival strategies relies not only on
a unique cultural product but also on a well-structured
system of support from national and local governments,
private businesses, and tourism agencies [5; 12]. Such
experience is particularly valuable for Ukraine in terms
ofintroducing effective models of governance, financing,
promotion, and performance monitoring in the field of
festival tourism [2; 3].

Accordingtotheanalysis presentedinthe monograph
by M.P. Malska, leading countries in the development
of festival tourism include the United Kingdom, Spain,
Italy, France, Germany, the United States, Australia, and
Japan. In most of these countries, festivals are embedded
in national and municipal programs supporting culture,
tourism, and the creative industries [13]. Moreover, as
highlighted in a 2020 thesis, partnerships with business
and media play a significant role in ensuring financial
sustainability and commercial viability of events [5].

Beyond shared organizational principles, each
countryhasdeveloped its own model for festival tourism,
shaped by historical traditions, cultural priorities,
government policy, and tourism infrastructure [15; 17].
A comparative overview of selected countries with high
growth in event tourism and internationally recognized
festivals reveals key patterns in their development
strategies (Table 4).

The case of the United Kingdom illustrates an
effective combination of public support and civic
management. Through Arts Council England, dozens of
festivals receive annual funding, with priority given to
regional events that demonstrate potential for attracting
international tourists [4; 12]. Additionally, the country
has established an accreditation system for events as
tourism products, enabling access to supplementary
grant funding.

In contrast, festivals in the United States are often
organized solely by private entities, yet benefit from
powerful support from the media, major corporations,
and sponsors. The Coachella Valley Music and Arts
Festival, for instance, generates over $100 million
annually for the local economy, illustrating the central
role of branding, marketing, and the event atmosphere
[10; 11].
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Japan takes a different approach, focusing less on
scale and more on heritage preservation and cultural
integration. Many festivals, such as Gion Matsuri, boast
over a thousand years of history and are recognized by
UNESCO as elements of intangible cultural heritage [15;
17].

The global evolution of festival tourism in recent
years demonstrates its resilience and adaptability in the
face of emerging social and environmental challenges.

In the post-COVID-19 era, innovative organizational
solutions have emerged that transcend traditional
formats and are reshaping the very nature of the festival
experience [9; 20]. These approaches can be grouped
into several key vectors of transformation, as illustrated
in the structural diagram (Fig. 3).
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Furthermore, an important feature of international
practice is the systematic institutional support for
festival tourism, which is typical of most European
countries. In many cases, festivals are integrated into
long-term cultural and tourism strategies, regional
development plans, co-financing schemes for municipal
cultural initiatives, or state funds supporting the creative
industries [4; 19]. For example, in France, Sweden, and
the Netherlands, festivals may be officially granted
the status of a “public-interest event,” allowing them
to benefit from preferential financing mechanisms,
discounted logistical services, or local government-
supported promotional campaigns [12].

In leading countries, network-based governance
structures are also widely developed. These are

specialized associations that coordinate festival
organizers, promote festivals internationally, and
facilitate professional exchange and the standardization
of practices. Organizations such as the European
Festivals Association, Festivals From Spain, and Live
DMA play a key role in fostering communication
between festivals, institutions, tourism operators, and
cultural producers - ultimately enhancing the quality,
consistency, and sustainability of events.

Equally important is the professional training
of personnel in the field of festival tourism. The
United Kingdom, Germany, and Italy offer academic
and postgraduate programs in event and festival
management. These programs typically include
modules on project planning, event marketing, cultural
policy, and the economic impact of festivals, ensuring
a high level of managerial competence in the sector
[5; 14].

Another critical trend in international practice is
the positioning of festivals as tourism brands capable of
enhancing the image of a destination. Global examples
such as the Sziget Festival in Budapest or the Exit
Festival in Novi Sad illustrate how a single event can
evolve into a destination symbol, generating substantial
tourist inflows and economic benefits [10; 11]. In
today’s context of intense global competition, event
branding becomes as important as the branding of
cities or countries themselves [13].

The growing use of digital tools in managing festival
tourism is also noteworthy. These include CRM systems
for audience engagement, platforms for online ticket
sales, automated feedback collection, and behavioral
data analytics. In countries such as the UK, Canada,
and Scandinavian nations, festival platforms often
collaborate with national statistics agencies to assess
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event effectiveness and inform planning processes [7;
18]. Digitalization not only improves organizational
efficiency but also provides transparency and robust
evidence of a festival’s economic and social impact.

Conclusions. Festival tourism represents a dynamic
and increasingly relevant form of tourism activity that
merges cultural engagement, creative expression, and
socio-economic development. The present study has
highlighted the multidimensional nature of festival
tourism, which extends beyond thematic diversity to
include flexible organizational formats, evolving digital
integration, and new patterns of tourist behavior.
Through a comparative analysis of international
practices, it has been demonstrated that the successful
development of festival tourism relies on systemic
institutional support, cross-sectoral collaboration,
and strategic planning. Leading countries exemplify
how festivals can function not only as cultural events
but as integrated tools of regional branding, economic
stimulation, and cultural diplomacy. In the post-
pandemic context, the emergence of hybrid formats,
green transitions, inclusive practices, and data-driven
management reflects the adaptability and innovation
capacity of the sector. Moreover, the importance of
professional education, network governance models,
and digital infrastructure underlines the growing
complexity of festival management. For countries such
as Ukraine, which are navigating new challenges in
cultural policy and tourism recovery, these insights offer
valuable pathways for the development of resilient,
competitive, and community-oriented festival tourism
ecosystems. Further research may focus on measuring
long-term socio-economic impacts, the effectiveness
of branding strategies, and the role of festivals in post-
crisis recovery and social cohesion.

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HISTORICAL REENACTMENTS AS A COMPONENT OF EVENT TOURISM:
FROM FESTIVAL VENUES TO THE VIRTUAL WORLD

The subject of the study is the current trends in the development of historical reenactment festivals as an important
component of event tourism and analyzes the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on this industry. The author also focuses
on changes in tourists’ preferences caused by social, economic and technological transformations. The goal of the work
is to determine the prospects for the development of historical reenactment festivals in the world and in Ukraine in
the context of post-pandemic recovery, as well as to develop certain recommendations for the use of virtual formats
to maintain audience interest and ensure the sustainability of this form of event tourism. The objectives of the study
include: the analysis of the impact of COVID-19 pandemic on historical reenactment festivals; identification of changes in
tourist preferences caused by social, economic and technological transformations; assessment of the implementation of
digital technologies in historical reenactment festivals. The study is based on the following methods: analysis of modern
publications and examples of successful practices from different countries; using the comparison method, the author finds
out how digital technologies are implemented in the organization of historical reenactment festivals, what challenges
and opportunities are associated with this process. As a result, the conclusion is drawn that the COVID-19 pandemic has
significantly affected the festival movement in the world and in Ukraine. In particular, there have been changes in the
format of events: due to their mass cancellations, there has been a decline in tradition, a reduction in audience, and an
orientation towards local communities. However, in many cases, the crisis has become a catalyst for innovation. First of
all, it is about the use of virtual and augmented reality technologies, which allow creating new formats of cultural events.
The online formats implemented in the festivals have allowed not only to maintain contact with the target audience, but
also to significantly expand the geography of their participants by ensuring wide access from different countries of the
world. Conclusions: festival organizers in Ukraine have also begun to use digital technologies, which allows them to draw
attention to the national cultural heritage, despite the restrictions that are now associated with the full-scale Russian
invasion. At the same time, the author draws attention to the fact that since the youth audience gravitates towards modern
technologies and especially to the gamification of content, there is a danger of losing what is denoted by the concept
of “cultural authenticity” and which especially characterized the festivals of historical reenactments. This necessitates
the need to more actively involve professional experts in determining the content of such events. However, in general,
the introduction of VR and AR technologies, the creation of multilingual content and the use of online platforms can
strengthen the positions of festivals in the global event tourism market. This also applies to historical reenactment festivals
in Ukraine. Thus, although the COVID-19 pandemic has become a serious test for the industry, at the same time these tests
have led to important transformations. The preservation of the festival movement depends on the ability of organizers to
carefully implement technologies that will make events more accessible, interactive and personalized, while preserving the
established traditions that determined their “cultural authenticity”. Ukraine, with its rich historical potential, can become
an example of a successful combination of traditions and innovation in event tourism.
