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The article examines the prospects of cooperation between the European Union and Ukraine in the context of the globalization of
energy markets. The issues of the most beneficial ways of forming long-term partnerships in the energy sector, which can lead to a
strong economic and political partnership, are described in detail. The Ukrainian attempts to borrow the positive features of the
European energy sector are analized here. The aim of the work is to study theoretical aspects, generalization of methodological
approaches to substantiate ways to improve the functioning of the Ukrainian energy market in the way of its convergence with the EU
energy market. The tasks that stemming from this goal, which were decided during the study, are to examine the process of
convergence of the Ukrainian and European energy markets and to find and suggest ways to accelerate this process.

The object of the study is the process of convergence of Ukrainian and the EU energy markets. In analyzing the tendencies of
integration of Ukrainian energy market into the energy market of the European Union, the methods of statistical grouping and logical
analysis were used.

The results of the study are as follows. Convergence of the European and domestic energy markets will contribute to expanding
Ukraine's fuel self-sufficiency, as the introduction of new technologies borrowed from European partners will intensify. It will also create
a legal basis for expanding trade turnover and investment flows in the field of energy resources for each of the players within
international relations, will form the basis for creating a common economic space between the partners. Conclusions. The first
opportunity for Ukraine is to use the EU experience in creating a stable energy market, as well as its system of regulation; modernizing
the economy and using the European experience of institutional development.

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This publication studies the impact of information and communication technologies on the global economy; using
the main Indices (Network Readiness Index, Global Innovation Index, E-Government Development Index, E-
Participation Index and ICT Development Index) the authors analyzed at a on information society development.
Information and communication technologies are an integral part of the global economy; the decisive factor of the
country's economic development is the level of ICT use in various areas of public life. The fact of the transition from the
“old industrial order” to the “new economy”, which affects the processes of production, processing and transmission of
information, transforming the economy, politics and culture in the modern world, becomes obvious. The rapid
development and spread of new ICT technologies acquire the nature of the global information revolution. This leads to
an irreversible transformation into a new post-industrial type of society. The main idea of this research is relevant within
the scientific and practical terms.

The subject of the research is the informatization of global economic development. The purpose of the research is
to study informatization processes and to analyze ICT as a resource of the modern development of the world economy.
The object of the study is the dynamics of the informatization process development and the detailed analysis of the
impact of ICT on the world economy. The scientific methods are a system analysis, a factor analysis and a graphical
method. The study reveals new components of the world economy and countries’ positions on the global market. The
authors conclude that due to the development of ICT, almost all areas of the economy, which have an impact on the
development of states and people's welfare, are getting intensified.

Problem formulation. The process of globalization,
the strengthening of regional economic, political
integration are considered to be a defining
characteristic of the modern world economy [3]. The
problem of globalization is defined as a process
associated with the information revolution, as a result
of which our world is actively turning into a global,
unified, real-time system [7].

The economic integration should be seen as a
process of economic interaction between countries
that bring together national economies, where the
basis is stable interconnections and the international
division of labor [4]. The globalization of world
economic relations, the absence of information
boundaries between states, which means the
development of an information society in the states,
regardless of their classification (developed /
developing) depend on the introduction of the latest
advances in science and technology in the field of

communications and information, which are now used

by the economic synergy and are an integral part of
the modern life.

Under the conditions of globalization and
widespread use of ICT, all the structures of the society
are being transformed. The transition to the
information society is fully consistent with the
concepts of sustainable development: the economy is
formed on the basis of knowledge and information,
rather than on expanding the consumption of natural
resources[2].

Analysis of recent studies and published works.
The study of informatization of global economic
development is becoming very relevant nowadays.
V. Sidenko [7], A. Golikov [4], S. Dyatlova [2],
M. Kizima, I. Matyushenko, I. Shostak [6], V. Sidorov,
S. Glazyev, V. Baburin, Y. Yakovtsy and others have
carried out the research on the formation society and
globalization. However, despite the number of
modern scientific works, the assessment of the state of
the modern information environment and the impact

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of ICT on the world economy has not been sufficiently
examined.

The basic ideas. Information and knowledge have
always been the main components of economic
growth, and technological development has
determined the standard of living, the development of
society and the social forms of economic organization.
Flexible and powerful information technology made it
possible to turn information into a product of the
production process. The generation, processing and
transmission of information are gradually becoming
the main sources of labor productivity. Under the
influence of informatization there are new methods of
competition, there is a change in the structure of the
economy [2].

Traditionally, there are only three sectors in the

structure of the economy: 1) primary (extraction of

raw materials and their processing); 2) secondary
(enterprises of manufacturing industries); 3) tertiary
(enterprises of the service sector). However, this
classification is not sufficiently complete at the
present stage, because it does not take into account
the growing role of the information sector. In this
regard, it is advisable to classify the structure of the
economy in six sectors (Fig. 1.), paying particular
attention to the ICT sector, which includes types of
economic activities that are directly related to
software (design, production and trade),
communication equipment, computer technology,
consumer electronics, as well as to system integration,
to the provision of information technology and
telecommunication services [1].

Nowadays, the selection of information and
communication services as an independent sector of
the economy is a prerequisite for assessing the
potential of development and the degree of countries
moving to the "new economy". In the Western
countries, scientific-intensive industries are the basis
of a rapidly developing of the information economy.
Due to these industries, products with high
intellectual capacity are manufactured. These are,
first of all, the electronic industry, construction of
robots, the production of electronic computers, etc.
Nowadays, information economy is characterized by
an increase in the service sector. The information
sector of the economy is the basis for the gradual
transformation of the countries into the system of
post-industrial ones, and then — into the information
ones.

Due to information and communication
technologies, the business environment increases
productivity, simplifies and significantly accelerates
communications at the external and internal levels.
This has become possible due to the increased
mobility, the introduction of various systems,
including electronic document management. Also,
there are distant service markets, security and safety,
public health services and education. New forms of
interaction between business and customers arise due
to the fast access to the Internet. This increases the
efficiency, dynamics and importance of the business
environment.

The largest hotel companies in the world are a
demonstrative example of implementation of Internet
technologies in business. Marriot International
includes more than 6700 hotels in 130 countries, with
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a total capacity of 1190604 rooms [11]; Inter
Continental Hotels Group (IHG) has 5348 hotels in
100 countries with a total of 798075 rooms [9, 10];

Wyndham Hotels & Resorts includes 8422 hotels in 66
countries with a total capacity of 728195 rooms [8]
(Table 1).

The creation of interactive web pages by
companies has provided many amenities for potential
customers seeking a hotel that meets all
requirements, reservations with the ability to view the
hotel with a "virtual (3D) tour".

Due to the ICT sector, e-commerce has emerged in
the trading sector, which is now growing at a fast pace
and the newest online trading platforms are being
created for a convenient and fast interconnection
between counterparties; the process of transaction
trading is accelerating. ICTs also play an important
role in the country's financialisation. Information and
communication infrastructures provide instant money
transfers between banks of the world, electronic
payments, telecommunication payment systems

(SWIFT, TARGET, etc.), the proper functioning of
various funds, banking institutions etc. In the modern
world, under the conditions of fierce competition, the
country which produces and sells high-tech products
can attract more investment, because the final price of
this type of product includes a very highlevel of
added value. Today ICT forms the basis for the
"information society".

The importance of the information economy is
increasing day by day and there is no doubt that the
key to success is the ability to find and use the
necessary information efficiently, clearly and quickly.
In the following graph, we consider the percentage of
people using the Internet in 2017 by age (Fig. 2.).

The proportions in this table indicate the number
of people using the Internet, as to the percentage of

the global population, and the number of people aged
from 15 to 24 years who use the Internet, as to the
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percentage of the total population aged from 15 to 24
years. The graph shows that the European region has
the leading position in the number of Internet users,
in which 79.6% of the population use the Internet. The
group (15 — 24 years) equals to 70.6%. Young people
actively use the Internet in everyday life in all over the
world, without exception. In Ukraine, the number of

Internet users increases every year. In large cities, the
number of broadband connections increases [6]. The
main leaders in this segment of the market are Volya,
Triolan, Ukrtelecom. The index given in a graphic
includes users who access the Internet from all
possible devices (including mobile phones) over the
past 12 months (Fig. 3.).

The position of countries in the global information
technology market is determined by the rating
research. The five main indexes reflect the most
recent data on the state of the development of the
information society, namely:

e NRI —Network Readiness Index

e GII — Global Innovation Index

e EGDI — E-Government Development Index

e EPART — E-Participation Index

e IDI — ICT Development Index.

Network Readiness Index is a complex indicator
that characterizes the level of ICT development in the
countries around the world. It is used as a method for
an analysis for constructing comparative ratings,
which clearly reflects the level of information society
development in different countries of the world
(Table 2).

Despite the fact that our indicators are improving,
Ukraine continues to be very much inferior to the CIS
countries and the countries of Eastern Europe
(Fig. 4.). The reason lies in lagging behind the
components that characterize the political and
regulatory environment 113th among 139
countries, a very low level of information use and
communication technologies by the government—
114th. The advantages of Ukraine remain the
availability of ICTs, which allows it to take 6 steps, but
according to the assessment of the level of
competition in the market of telecommunication
services, we lose 3 points a year, which has moved us
to 80th position among 139 countries.

The Global Innovation Index is the world ranking
by the indicator of the level of innovation
development. The research evaluates activities,
institutes, human capital, the level of market and
business development and infrastructure. The index is
calculated on the basis of more than 80 parameters,
including the number of created mobile applications,
scientific and technical publications, applications for
intellectual property rights and the cost of education.
The Cornell University is ranked annually by the
INSEAD School of Business and the World
Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO). The rating
of countries according to the Global Innovation Index
has been published annually since 2007 (Table 3).

This rating is headed by Switzerland. Among the

leading innovation countries, there are Netherlands,
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Sweden, United Kingdom, Singapore, USA, Finland,
Denmark, Germany, Israel. China entered the Top 20

for the first time. Ukraine has become entrenched in
the Top 50 and improved last year's result. The
highest indicators of innovation are demonstrated by
our country in education and science (43rd place) and
business (46th place in the rating). At the same time,
institutions (107th place) and infrastructure (89th
place) remain the least innovative. Neighboring
Hungary took 33rd place, Slovakia — 36th, Poland —
39th, Russia — 46th, Moldova — 48th, Romania —
49th, Belarus — 86th.

The E-Government Development Index is a
comprehensive indicator, which assesses the capacity
and willingness of government agencies to use ICTs

to provide citizens with public services. The study
contains a systematic assessment of trends in the use
of information and communication technologies by
government structures (Table 4).

The E-Participation Index is an indicator of the
development of active communication services
between the state and citizens of the country that
includes: 1) the use of interactive services to facilitate
the provision of information to  citizens
(e-information); 2) consultation and interaction with
the citizens of the country (e-consultation);
3) participation of citizens in the processes of making
state decisions (e-decision-making) (Table 5).

European countries are actively pursuing the
development of e-government; North and South
America and Asia have almost equal positions,
speaking about the high and middle level of e-
government. African countries are also struggling to
improve the level of e-government development.

Denmark has the largest index — 0.915 (in 2016,
Denmark took the 9th position in the rating). Australia
and South Korea took their places — the 2nd and 3rd
respectively. Britain, which in 2016 headed the rating,
was placed 4th two years later. Ukraine was 82nd in
the list.
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The E-Participation Index, which reflects the
development of active communication services
between citizens and the state, is headed by South
Korea, Denmark and Finland, while Ukraine has fallen
to the 75th place (in 2017 it was 32nd, in 2016 —
77th place in the ranking) [16, 17].

The IDI indicator was created by analysts of the
International Telecommunication Union in order to

calculate the development of the ICT sector of the
world, and hence the level of information of its
population. The table below shows the leading
countries in the world according to their regional IDI
rating. For example, Denmark having the index of IDI
8.71 is the third in Europe, but the 4th in the world,
after Sweden — 8.74 (Table 6).

IDI rating in 2017 is headed by Iceland. There are
significant differences between the geographic
regions in the levels of ICT development, according to
the above table IDI. There is also a significant
difference in the experience of individual countries in
each region. These differences are mainly related to
the levels of economic development.

The average IDI of 2017 in the region of Africa is
2.64. Mauritius is in the upper half of the global
distribution of IDI.

In North and South America, the United States and
Canada are the leaders. The most visible improvement
in this region is noted in the countries of South and
Central America and the Caribbean, which have an
average rating.
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The region of the Arab States is also extremely
diverse in terms of IDI in 2017. This region is home to
a number of high-income countries — Bahrain, Qatar
and the UAE. Significant improvements can be noted
in middle-income countries, where, compared to
countries located in the upper and lower parts of the
regional distribution, the average figures have more
than doubled.

Seven countries in the Asia-Pacific region have IDI
values above 7.50 points and therefore belong to the
upper quartile, including the Republic of Korea,
which is 2nd among all countries of the world.

In the CIS, only Belarus is in the upper quartile of
the IDI, 2017. Ukraine was not among the Top 5

countries, it took only 8th place, and 79th place all
over the world — 5.62.

Europe is the region with the highest average rate
among the regions of the world (7.50 points). Twenty
eight countries are in the upper quartile out of the 40
countries of the region. The most significant
improvements were shown by Cyprus and Turkey.

Despite the rapid spread of information and
communication technologies, there are significant
digital divides between countries and regions.
However, it should also be noted that there is progress
in the growth of ICT in the least developed countries
(the ability to establish connections, use of the
Internet, etc.). At the moment, more than half of
households in the world have access to the Internet,
although it turned out that the growth rate has fallen
by5% per year. The significant progress in overcoming

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The article is devoted to the study of socio-economic problems in South Africa, as well as current and perspective measures for
their solving within the BRICS membership. The subject of the study is the life level of the population of South Africa. The goal is to
identify the perspectives for South Africa solving the problem of poor quality of life for an absolute majority of the population due to its
membership in BRICS. The objective is to examine poverty and Gini coefficients, unemployment, condition and problems of education,
data on AIDS and tuberculosis rates in South Africa and other BRICS member countries, and also to identify planned activities within
the framework of BRICS for these problems solving. General scientific methods such as analysis, synthesis and comparisons are used
in the article. The following results were obtained: after the abolition of apartheid policy some indicators in South Africa have improved
(rates of GDP per capita, availability of education and life expectancy have increased, more people got access to the Internet and
electricity). However, significant problems remained — high unemployment, unskilled work force, huge rates of uneven income
distribution, violence, high rates of AIDS and tuberculosis. Having examined the BRICS summit declarations, we have found that
member countries are paying considerable attention to the development of political methods for dealing with national problems. Some of
the issues have already been solved by certain members of the BRICS, while others are still common. Conclusions: BRICS planned
activities aimed at solving the problems of poverty, unemployment, education, incidence of tuberculosis and AIDS have been indicated;
we believe that if the ambitious goals of repositioning geopolitical forces in the world attributable to BRICS are real, the union can’t allow
any member to "turn a blind eye" to problems that are well-known and spoil the social reputation in the global space, not only for the
problematic country, but also for the whole union, and therefore South Africa has all chances to solve its basic social problems.

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Humankind stands on the top of technological revolution, which is changing the entire global financial system fundamentally. Financial
sector implements new financial technologies (alternative payment systems and lending systems, chat bots, BigData, quantum computing
and algorithmic trading, Cryptography, blockade, artificial intelligence, etc.),that respond quickly to changes in market conditions. These
financial technologies independently analyze the whole range of information necessary for the investor and make investment decisions,
excluding human emotions and fallacy. As a result of the implementation fintech, profitability of the financial business increases, structure of
the financial system becomes more difficult, and unidentified relations and interdependencies begin to operate and create a potentially
unstable environment with a high level of uncertainty. The purpose of the article: to determine features institutional transformations of the
global financial system in the terms of fourth technological revolution.

Conclusions.In the conditions of the technological revolution, institutional transformations of the global financial system are just
beginning. However, it is already clear today, that under the influence of Fintech, institutional structure of the global financial system will
change radically. Financial innovations increase complexity of the financial system and become a source of its vulnerability. Under these
conditions, habitual practices cease to operate, instruments of regulation and forecasting, spontaneity of factors increase, which may cause
a new crisis. Therefore, participants in the financial system need to institutionalize new financial technologies effectively. Government
institutions and businesses should encourage change, create new alternatives within the existing financial system, rather than to protect the
elements of the old system.

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CREATING THE SYSTEM OF SOCIAL PARTNERSHIP AS A MANAGEMENT MECHANISM IN CONTEMPORARY ENTERPRISES:
WORLDWIDE EXPERIENCE AND UKRAINIAN PECULIARITIES

Great majority of studies of the social interaction within the system of Ukrainian enterprises management are devoted to the mere
description of its forms and mechanisms dominant in the developed market countries, being oriented at their sole imitation within the
transitional economy. The subject of the article was to reveal the particularity of formation of the social partnership system at the
contemporary enterprises of Ukraine. Principal aim was to delineate the potentialities that these companies possess in utilizing the
worldwide experience of the corporate governance. Main tasks of the study were to: expose the behavioral particularities of varied
enterprise governance subjects in the post-command economy; detect the interconnections between models of the management and
social dialogue formed at the privatized enterprises; outline the objective limitations and possibilities of reworking the international
experience of social partnership and corporate governance to the transitional economy conditions. The factual evidence was drawn from
the external and internal data of the Ukrainian corporate bodies and its generalization by the National Commission on SSM at various
stages of enterprises operation. The study methodology comprises systemic, factorial and statistical analysis.

Main results include: demonstration of vital necessity that the first-hand consideration of the nationally-based forms of all economic
actors’ interaction has in constructing the institutes of enterprise governance in Ukraine; elucidation of algorithm of the different social
partnership system elements enhancement; and elaboration of forecast of its effects in optimizing the management process at the
national and international companies in economy of Ukraine.

THE OVERCOMING DIRECTIONS OF THE STRUCTURAL ECONOMIC CRISIS IN OIL EXPORTERS’ COUNTRIES
ACCORDING THE CONDITIONS OF GLOBAL OIL PRICES’ INSTABILITY
(AT THE EXAMPLE OF THE BOLIVARIAN REPUBLIC OF VENEZUELA)

The article examines the dependence of the country's oil export economies (for example, Venezuela) on the state of the world oil
markets through the analysis of the individual components of its socio-economic system. The subject of the study is the manifestation of
the structural economic crisis in Venezuela in conditions of changes in oil prices in international markets. The goal is to identify the
main causes of the structural economic crisis in Venezuela and to generalize the ways to overcome it. Objective: the consequences of
the fall of world oil prices in 2014-2016 on the economic situation of Venezuela; A review of economic cooperation between Venezuela
and key global players, in particular, the United States, the People's Republic of China, and the Russian Federation; The changes in the
socioeconomic situation in Venezuela that were caused by export losses were analyzed and prospective ways of overcoming the crisis
are presented. The study used the scientific methods: the method of comparison — in describing the bilateral political-economic relations
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between Venezuela and the developed countries of the West, on the one hand, and the new geopolitical partners of Venezuela on the
other; analytical-empirical, statistical method and others. In analyzing the socio-economic indicators of Venezuela's economic
development under conditions of recession, the cause-effect and the method of deduction — in identifying the weaknesses of the
Venezuelan economy and the ways of smoothing the contradictions in conditions of oil and export dependence. On this basis, the
following results were obtained: it was identified the main causes of the structural crisis in Venezuela and promising ways in stabilization
of the monetary and financial situation in the economy (in particular, the introduction of cryptocurrencies with an attachment to oil as an
additional source of financial resources in the country and searching the new sources of loan financing with using of the geopolitical
aspect. Conclusions: the economic crisis in Venezuela caused by the over-dependence of economic development on oil exports and
due to the ineffectiveness of the socio-economic system’s elements. The alignment of world prices does not allow for a deep recession’s
quickly emerging, therefore, price fluctuations in world markets will aggravate the internal economic position and will provoke a socio-
political crisis in the country.

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Since the establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO) as the main institutionalizing force in the trade area
more than 20 years ago, developing countries have sought to gain special recognition and treatment within the
multilateral system in order to solve their structural and systemic problems.However, the impact of global
institutionalization within the WTO on member-countries’ foreign trade remains debatable.

The subject of research of the article is the impact of global institutionalization within the WTO on Ukraine’s foreign
trade flows. The objective is to evaluate the impact the global institutionalization within the WTO has on the foreign trade
of Ukraine and develop a roadmap for national institutional environment improvement. The main method used is gravity
modelling.Heritage Foundation’s Index of Economic Freedom, World Economic Forum’'s Index of Global
Competitiveness and World Bank’s world gavernance indicators are used separately in constructed models as
institutional variables. All the models also include dummy variables, which indicate WTO — or RTA-membership of two
countries. The sample includes all the countries, which have been trade partners of Ukraine during last 20 years.

The following results were obtained:6 gravity models areconstructed, which allowes to calculate the possible
percentage of Ukraine’s exports increase due to the enhancement of Ukraine’s institutional variables to theaverage
European level and develop a roadmap for national institutional framework improvement. Conclusions: the calculated
percentage of increase proves that the global institutionalization within the WTO may have a a positive impact on
Ukraine’s foreign trade flows, gravitaty modelling helps in determining how Ukraine’s national institutional framework
can be improved.

Problem setting. Transitioning to a market
economy entails big changes over a short period of
time. It demads a transformation of institutions as well
as of aregional structure and a commodity disposition
of foreign trade. The main issue is, whether an
institutional improvement can lead to an exports
increase among other things. It should be noted that
country's WTO accession is not an event, but a
process, which in case of Ukraine as well as in other
post-Soviet countries, overlapped with transition from
the plan to the market economy. It has improved the
national institutional framework for the better, but to
a much lesser extent than one can expect.

Despite a common legacy of central planning and
of a 'fresh start' in the 1990s, some former USSR
countries have already successfully transitioned to
market economies. Others, Ukraine included, still
have economic performances. The implementation of
reforms depends upon economic growth, which in
turn cannot be achieved without the reforms. And that
is where institutions can step in.

Analysis of the later
publications.The importance of institutions for
economies has been noted by T. Veblen [18].
However, only in the second half of the XX century
economists attempted to formulate an exhaustive
definition of an institution and to qualitatively
evaluate their influence. Summarizing the theoretical
conclusions, R. Matthews [10] in his article
emphasizes the importance of institutions, but points
out that it is not possible to assess their impact on the

researchers and

economy because they are very complex structures.
M. Olson [12] turnes to institutions to explain the
difference between the poor and rich countries. A.
Greif [7] attempted to make a qualitative evaluation
ofinstitutions' influence on country's foreign trade. In
his opinion, institutional changes determine the
efficiency, volume and geographical distribution of
trade flows.

The first attempt to make a quantitative evaluation
of the influence of institutions on foreign trade was
made by J. Anderson in 2000 [2]. He considered the
difference between real international trade volumes
and predicted and explained its existence by the
influence of factors such as the development of
institutions, access to information, imperfect contract
execution, risk and non-diversified risks. J.
Anderson's further research focused on the qualitative
influence of informal institutions.

The impact of institutions on economic growth
received much more study than their impact on
foreign trade. The study of an impact of institutions
on economic growth was undertaken by foreign
scholars such as R. Hall, K. Jones [8, D. Acemoglu,
S. Johnson, S. Robinson [1], D. Rodrik,
D. Sabramanyan, D. Trebbi [15], D. Piazolo [14] and
others.

E. Brezis and T. Verdir considered joining the EU
as an external ‘anchor' that stimulates the
development of the national institutional
framework [4]. O. Babetska-Kukharchuk notes that
WTOmemvership or even the whole process of its
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acquisition can be considered such an'anchor’ [3]. A.
Rose, D. Vinkop [16], A. Subramanyan, S. Wai [17], O.
Babetska-Kukharchuk, M. Morel [3], D. Li and C. Wu
[9], M. Persson, F. Wilhelmsson [13], T. Drautsburg, I.
Melnikovska, R. Schweickert [6], are among the
scholars who explored the role of membership in the
GATT/WTO system and the development of the
national institutional environment.

Problem definition. In order to evaluate the
quantitative effect of global institutionalization within
the WTO on foreign trade, most studies use a gravity
model with different variables.But the above-
mentioned scientists do not focus on the role that the
WTO accession as an external anchor for national
institutional framework development and therefore
foreign trade increase, especially as applicable to
Ukraine, merely touching upon this subject, and its
evaluation.

The aim of the article is to evaluate the impact of
the global institutionalization within the WTO on the
foreign trade of Ukraine and develop a roadmap for
national institutional environment improvement.

Presentation of the basic material.The majority of
countriesof Central and Eastern Europe have
completed the transition process. At present, some
have even joined the EU, while Ukraine is still
struggling to carry out efficient market-oriented
reforms. The countries that acted immediately upon
the dissolution of the USSR are more successful than
those, which hesitate to radically change their
national institutional framework and go on with
institutions that hinder their economic progress.
However, the transition can be solicited by the
presence of an external anchor. A
GATT/WTOmembership can be that external anchor
for Ukrainian transition.

We consider GATT/WTO accession as a potential
factor for an external trade increase in developing
countries and aim at estimating this impact. Our
empirical strategy is based on the well-known gravity
equation. It fits our purpose well, because qualitative
variables do not always clearly represent institutional
changes, which occur in countries due to the process
of their accession to the WTO and RTAs'ratifications.

In our study, the transition from qualitative to
quantitative characteristics of the influence of global
institutionalization on country's foreign trade is
carried out according to the following algorithm:

— assessment of the foreign trade sector of the
country;

— a qualitative evaluation of the influence of
global institutionalization within the WTO on foreign
trade of the country;

— selection and evaluation of factors influencing
foreign trade of the country;

— assessment of institutional factors;

— construction of a gravitaty model;

— assessment of the average
institutional variables;

— comparison of Ukrainian and European

institutional variables;

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— calculation of the impact of improvement of
Ukraine's national institutional framework to the
European level on the growth of foreign trade.

Our empirical strategy is based on gravity
modelling widely used in the above-mentioned
studies. This means that the volume of bilateral trade
flows is directly proportional to the size of the
economies (their 'masses') and inversely proportional
to the distance between them and other trade barriers.
We consider accession to the WTO as a factor of the
foreign trade growth particularly in developing
countries. This is in line with the purpose of our study,
because qualitative changes do not always accurately
reflect the institutional changes that occur in the
country through the process of accession to the WTO
and the ratification of regional trade agreements
(RTAs), as well as cultural differences, historical ties
that have a strong impact on the volume export of the
country.

According to the gravity equation, bilateral trade
(variable 'Trade') depends on a variety of factors, such
as:

— market size of country i (variable ‘GDP}');

— market size of country j (variable ‘GDP;');

— distance between two countries (variable 'Dy');

— bilateral exchange rate volatility (variable
‘'VOL;');

— national institutional framework ofthe country i;

— national institutional framework ofthe country j;

— both countries are WTO-members (variable
‘WTO;') or RTA-members (variable '‘RTA;').

All this factors contribute to the bilateral trade
growth, that is the natural logarithm of exports of the
country i from the country j. The market size of the
country i (and j respectively) is measured as the
natural logarithm of country's real GDP per capita in
PPP. The 'Distance’ variable entails not only
transportation costs, but cultural differences and
historical ties, and is measured as the distance
between capital of the country i and the capital of
country j. Bilateral exchange rate wvolatility is
calculated as a standard deviation of the ratio of the
monthly exchange rate over its yearly average.

The role of of the global institutionalization within
the WTOmanifests itself in the national institutional
framework development. In order to measure the
institutional framework in both countries a few
indicators can be used, such as:

— EBRD Transition Indicators;

— Heritage Foundation's Index of Economic
Freedom;

— World Bank Governance Indicators;

— Global Competitiveness Index of the World
Economic Forum;

— Global Enabling Index of the World Economic
Forum,;

— World Bank Ease of Doing Business Index;

— World Bank Ease of Doing Business Index;

— World Bank Logistics Performance Index;

— Freedom in the World of the Freedom House;
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—  Corruption Perception Index of the
Transparence International;

— KOF Index of Globalization.

Having  considered all advantages and
disadvantagesof all the indicatiors, we have chosen to
use the Index of Economic Freedom (variables 'Inst'),
which consists of 12 subindexes, which influence the
institutional setting of economic growth [20], the
Global Competitiveness Index, namely ‘Institutions'
pillar of its Basic requirements subindex (variable
‘Complnst’) [21], and the World Bank Governance
Indicators (variable 'WGI'), which consists of 6
subindexes [22, 23].

‘WTOij' is a dummy variable, which equals 1, if
both countries are WTO-members. 'RTAij" is also a
dummy variable, which equals 1, if both countries
belong to some regional trade agreement.

Thus, in practice the gravity equations look as
follows:

Thus, we were able to construct 6 models, three of
which feature Ukraine as an exporter, another
three — as an importer.

In order to calculate the percentage of country's
exports growth due to the convergence of Ukrainian
institutions to the European level, we wuse the
following equation:

The model is constructed on the basis of the
countries, that have been trade partners of Ukraine for
the last 20 years. Thus, the original sample consists of
more than 3500 cases. However, due to the lack of
necessary data, the model includes 1915 cases.
Alternatively, we evaluate the model which consists of
1381 cases and includes importers of Ukrainian
products, that have been trade partners of Ukraine for
the last 20 years.

certain average European

All the variables, besides institutional framework
in the country i, "VOLij' and government spending in
the country j, are significant at 5% level. Positive
impact have variables, such as real GDP per capita in
PPP in both countries, some factors of the national
institutional framework (namely property rights,
government integrity, trade freedom and financial
freedom), being a WTO — or some RTA-members.

The model utilized all available data from the
World Integrated Trade Solution's statistical database
of the World Trade Partners, as the State Statistics
Service of Ukraine does not provide data for the
period between 1995 and 2001. The official website of
the State Statistics Service of Ukraine contains
information on Ukraine's trade partners in 2016-2017
years, but they have not been used in the model, since
the data of previous years contained on the website of
the State Statistics Service of Ukraine do not correlate
with World Bank's data. Therefore, the modeling was
performed on the basis of World Bank's data on
foreign trade of Ukraine in 1995-2015.

According to the results, Ukraine's national
institutional framework has no impact on its import,
‘'WTO;' and 'RTA;' are significant variables. We had
to exclude ‘Inst_3' (government integrity), 'Inst_6'
(fiscal health) and 'Inst_8' (labor freedom) from the
model, because the Heritage Foundation does not
provide enough data on them. The variables, such as
volatility (immediately after the inclusion of
institutional variables), and Inst_J5, i.e., government
expenditures, became insighificant.

All institutional variable, apart from ‘Inst_J5'
(public  expenditure), are significant. Positive
influences are institutional variables, such as property
rights (‘Inst_1"), judicial efficiency (‘Inst_2'), trade
liberty (‘Inst_10') and financial freedom (‘Inst_12").
WTO and/or some RTA membership of both
countries also positively affects by foreign trade of the
country.

The similar results are obtained from the usage of
the second and third equation. In that case, all the
variables, besides 'VOLij'and national institutional
framework of the country i, are significant at 5% level.

Thus, the results of the calculation within the
framework of the first equation show that Ukraine's
foreign trade can increase by 106% as the result of the
convergence of its national institutional framework to
the EU average. However, despite the fact that WTO
membership indirectly affects all areas of the national
institutional environment, it directly affects trade
liberty only. However, unlike M. Morel and
O. Babetskaya-Kukharchuk [3], we take into account
institutional factors that negatively affect foreign
trade. Due to the interconnectedness of all
institutional factors, convergence of only certain
spheres of  Ukraine's national institutional
environment to the EU-average level is not possible.

In the case of Ukraine, as well as many other
countries, the WTOmembership, as well as the EU
Accession Agreement, can be an external anchor for
national institutional framework improvement. Thus,
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we can measure the impact of the institutional
improvement on exports volumes of developing
countries. In order to do so, we compare the
qualitative differences between subindexes of Index
of Economic Freedom of Ukraine and EU, as well as
between ‘Compinst’ of Ukraine and EU. It allowed us
to estimate the expected growth of exports due to the
improvement of Ukrainian institutional framework to
the EU-level.

Ukraine's accession to the WTO was a long
process, which stimulated harmonization of Ukrainian
legislation in accordance with international standards.
However, many institutions were reformed only
formally, and on the eve 10th anniversary of the
Ukrainian  membership in the WTO the
advantageousness of terms of accession is still
debatable.

The estimation in the frame of the first equation
suggest that one can expect the growth of volume of
Ukrainian exports by 207 per cent (including 2% due
to the growth of trade freedom to the EU-level), in the
frame of the second equation — by 71 per cent. The
difference can be explained by the differences in the
methodology of these indexes' calculation. However,
the accession to the WTO alone can gradually
increase the exports of the country by 198 per cent
according to the first equation (95 per cent according
to the second), ratification of the RTA — by 326%
(148%). Thus, both accession to the WTO and
ratification of RTAs have positive direct impact on the
bilateral trade, as well as indirect in the form of
improvement of country's institutional framework.

The general assessment of the growth of foreign
trade due to the convergence of Ukraine's national
institutional environment with the EU in the third
model is 281%. However, WTO membership directly
affects corruption only, that is, it can stimulate the
growth of foreign trade by 37%.

We also construct three gravity models for
Ukraine as an exporter. They include all those
countries that have imported Ukrainian products in
the last 20 years.They show that Ukraine's national
institutional environment has no effect on the growth
of its exports. Nevertheless, its exports is positively
influenced by the following areas of the national
institutional framework of the partner country, such
as the tax burden of the partner country (‘Inst_4'), its
public expenditure (‘Inst_5") and freedom of business
(‘Inst_7'), negative — judicial efficiency.A similar
situation is observed when constructing a gravity
model based on the data of Ukraine as an exporter
using the 'Institution'pillar of the WEF's Global
Competitiveness Index.According to the results of the
third model it is evident that the institutional
variables, such as quality regulation ("WGI_4'),voice
and accountability (‘WGI_1') and corruption control
("WGIL_6") have negative impact on the increase of

Ukrainian exports. Thus, the reduction and
prevention of corruption in the partner countries of
Ukraine leads to their reorientation to more

developed countries.
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According to the results of the gravity modelling,
it is clear that the national institutional environment
of Ukraine does not affect the increase of its exports.
An interesting observation is that the more developed
the institutional framework of the partner country, the
less it exports to Ukraine, which undoubtedly hinders
the development of the institutional framework of the
latter.

It should be noted that accession to the WTO is
not a significant variable for Ukraine as an exporter,
which is connected both with the specifics of its
accession to the WTO against the backdrop of the
global financial crisis and the fact that the national
institutional frameworkwas reformed in the process of
accession prior to the official membership of Ukraine
in the WTO. However, this does not explain the fact
that all three models using the database of Ukraine as
an exporter show that the national institutional
framework of Ukraine and its development has no
effect on the growth of its exports, while in other
countries almost all institutional variables are
significant. The fact that control over corruption
negatively affects Ukraine's exports 1is also
unexpected. However, all this can be explained, if we
only remember that according to D. North institutions
are a set of formal and informal rules [11], but all the
institutional variables used in the study make it
possible to measure practically only changes in formal
rules. Therefore, we agree with D. Rodrik that 'the
actual change of tariff regimes is only a small part of
the process' [15] of the national institutional
framework improvement. The most informal
behaviors are particularly relevant for Ukraine, since
the differences between them and formal rules are
extremely important. This explains the difference in
the results of the gravity modellinig on the basis of the
data of Ukraine as an importer and Ukraine as an
esporter.

Therefore, the gravity modelling proves that in the
process of joining the WTO, the national institutional
framework of Ukraine was also reformed only
formally. This also applies to the fight against
corruption, which further exacerbates the negative
impact of the formal reformation of the national
institutional environment and does not allow the
transformation of formal institutions built on EU
standards into generally accepted rules of conduct.

However, reforms must be well thought out and
consistentwith the real needs of the economy. Only
then will they stimulate entrepreneurial activity and
economic growth. Otherwise, there may be an
opposite result.Membership in the WTO can be seen
as an external ‘anchor' for building a national
institutional environment, utilizing opportunities and
leveling up existing threats (Table 1).

The successes or failures of the WTO member
countries are largely determined by the strength and
quality of the institutions for implementation and for
the strengthening of which radical reforms should be
undertaken. Moreover, trade reform is only a catalyst
for the improvement of the national institutional
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framework and, as a result, it gives impetus to
economic growth. The effect of accession to the WTO
is positive only for countries that have indeed
undergone a radical reformation of their national
institutional framework by increasing its
effectiveness. Thus, we develop a following roadmap
for Ukraine's national institutional framework
improvement (Fig. 1).

Consclusions. Gravitational modelling proves that
the sccession to the WTO can contribute the growth
of foreign trade in countries, particularly in
developing countries. However, it was found that the
national institutional environment of Ukraine has no

effect on the growth of its exports, and control over
corruption only worsens the situation. It should be
noted that the reduction of corruption in the partner
countries of Ukraine leads to their reorientation of
their trade flows to more developed countries. We can
conclude that in the process of joining the WTO, the
national institutional framework of Ukraine was
reformed only formally. This also applies to the fight
against corruption, which further exacerbates the
negative impact of the formal reformation of the
national institutional environment and does not allow
the transformation of formal institutions built on EU

The goal is to
develop proper management of that tools where the improvement institutionally and structurally in agriculture sector.
The overall objective of this study is the entire parts of Kautilya Arthashastra, the bases for the economic development
from the agricultural development has been selected, and comparative study is done with the present agriculture and
economic development of Nepal along with reviewing its compatibility has been evaluated. The method of study is the
descriptive and analytical in nature. The analytical tool has depends on the conceptual and development frame works
and descriptive research design has been applied by quantitatively and qualitatively.

The result of the study is the base of economic development is development of agriculture sector is important in
Kautilya Arthashastra and is still equally important in Nepal. While comparing today with Kautilya Arthashastra, he has
also mentioned that production is impossible without the development of agricultural sector and life is not happy without
agriculture production and that is important from theoretical and practical point of view. This research article is conclude
that the agriculture development was the backbone of yesterday, today and it will equally for tomorrow for economic
development, only dimensions can differ in that.
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Governance

Problem setting.

Kautilya, the great Indian philosopher and
statesman, has also known as Visnugupta and by the
name Chanakya. Kautilya has written many books.
One of his main contributions is Arthashastra which is
believed to have been published in Northern India
more than 2500 years ago somewhere between 321
and 286 BC (Fleet, 1914). Arthashastra deals
thoroughly with statecraft, economics, espionage,
administration, law, management, war science,
ecology and various other aspects pertaining to
human living. It contains useful insights about
economics. He has thought a strong and wealthy
monarchy but his ultimate objective, however, has not
to benefit the king but to benefit the people.

In Arthashastra, Kautilya has described three
sector economy. Among the three pillars of economy
he has given high importance to agriculture, the other
two pillars being animal farming and commerce.
Kautilya is of the view that cultivable land is better
than mines because mines fill only the treasury while
agricultural production fills both treasury and store
houses. Specialization of agriculture is done with the
help of professionally trained managers of farming
and animal husbandry.

Kautilya believes agriculture is the basis of an
economy. The Arthashastra has spoken about the
functions of a Superintendent of Agriculture, food
grains to feed the population, it generates revenue
and employment. He has talked about minute details
of land, cultivation, farm products, farming and
trading transactions. He has had an in-depth
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methodology for cultivation, selection of seeds, and
more importantly, meteorology and rainfall. He has
pointed out that irrigation should be planned and
there should be a provision for buffer stock, which is a
state responsibility. Arthashastra has highlighted the
significance of taxes on agriculture and allied
activities; tax the richer farmer might be something
that needs to be done.

In the economic systems of Kautilya's time, the
king (the State) is to a large extent involved in
production. Agriculture involved both state-owned
and managed farms as well as private farms. The king
was advised to (and did) carry on mining operations
and manufactures, exploit timber and elephant
forests, offer facilities for cattle-breeding and
commerce, construct roads for traffic both by land
and water and set up market towns.

Kautilya has given priority to farmer; a farmer busy
in farming activity could not be arrested by the state.
The farmer is protected by the law. Kautilya has
argued for collection and maintenance of data on
agriculture as it provided necessary information for
revenue assessment and collection. He has made
suggestions for the improvement of land records too.

Consumer protection is strongly emphasized in
Arthashastra. This may have been regarded as a
benefit to citizens of the sovereign's control of all
trade and commerce. The sale of products at the place
of production is forbidden and they could only be sold
at designated official urban market places. While on
the one hand, this may have strengthened consumer
protection as government officials could verify the
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quality of wares for sale, on the other hand, it was also,
in all likelihood, a means to more efficient taxation of
produce. Produce has been taxed often on the way to
market and at the market place. Furthermore, this
procedure has been probably imparted urban-bias to
the economic system.

Kautilya is keenly aware that Treasury's fortunes
depend on the agricultural productivity of the
nation's industries. He, therefore, outlines measures
for the development and improved management of
mines and forests, agriculture and livestock,
manufacturing, and commerce. He is very aware of
the importance of commerce and trade which totally
depends on the agriculture production. Agriculture
output as a contributor to economic development and
as a source of government revenue proposes several
measures for regulating commerce.

Kautilya has argued that agriculture tax policy,
price policy, wage rate policy and revenue policy
should take priority for the country's development.
Kautilya advocates limiting the taxation power of the
State, having low rates of taxation, maintaining a
gradual increase in taxation and most importantly
devising a tax structure that ensures compliance. He
strongly encourages foreign trade, basing it on the
premise that a successful trade contract to be
established, it has to be beneficial to all. He
emphasizes the state control and investment in land,
water and mining. Kautilya is a true statesman who
has bridged the gap between experience and vision.
He has suggested built-in checks and balances in
systems and procedures for the containment of
malpractices.

The agriculture sector plays a significant role in
accelerating economic growth and achieving overall
socio-economic development and also the most
important contributor to the nationwide economic
growth. Kautilya has focused on promoting economic
growth by the development of agriculture. It shows
that agriculture's share of contribution for economic
development has not changed during the time of
Kautilya.

We can not only learn about the methodological
problems of the time, scope of their inquiry, and
reality of their assumptions, but also gather
knowledge of the methodological, epistemological
and practical problems of modern economics from the
Kautilya Arthashastra. Agricultural concepts and
variables that we can identify in the Kautilya model,
leave us with no doubt in our mind that these are the
same standard exogenous and endogenous variables
that construct any modern economic model for the
development.

Kautilya Arthashastra represents a remarkable
scholarly achievement in many fields of Nepal like as
agriculture, industry, trade and commerce etc.
Although containing some inconsistencies, and some
peculiarities from a Nepalese perspective, it is a
valuable guide to political economy in its time and
provides us with privileged insights into the Kautilyan
economic system and society. Its close association

with a long Hindu tradition is clear, such as its
emphasis on the social responsibility of the state
towards its citizens. With sympathetic and careful
reading, one can pick up from it some economic
wisdom of relevance to our times, and it certainly
used to illustrate several modern agricultural ideas in
Nepal.

Objectives.

The overall objective of this research article is to
analyze agricultural development of Kautilya
Arthashastra and Nepal. The goal is therefore, to
analyze the comparison between agriculture and
economic development of Nepal with Kautilya
Arthashastra

Analysis of the later researchers and publications.

Singer (1979) has described about agriculture—
industry linkages and interactions. This linkage
stresses that increasing agricultural productivity
expands internal demand for intermediate and
consumer goods produced by domestic industries
and, in turn, helps to support the drive toward
industrialization. Such agricultural growth generates
incomes for the poorest members of society by
increasing the supply of wage goods.

Yang and Zhu (2004) has used a two sector inter
temporal model to demonstrate that, without raising
agricultural productivity, a traditional economy
cannot overcome the fixed supply of natural resources
and therefore cannot sustain the growth process. The
relationship between agriculture and broader
economic growth has recently been examined using
dynamic general equilibrium approaches.

Gardner (2005) has focused that agricultural
growth is surprisingly independent of the per capita
income growth for workers in the agricultural sector.
Neither is necessary nor sufficient for the other.
Although the potential for agriculture to serve as an
important engine in overall economic growth appears
compelling to some theorists, several arguments in
the literature suggest that the causality may run in the
opposite direction, i.e, from nonagricultural to
agricultural growth.

Mellor (1961) has given us relation of agriculture
and economic development in his book ‘The Role of
Agriculture in Economic Development'. Virtually
everyone agrees that the ultimate goal is a market-
oriented economy that uses price signals to guide
resource allocations, investment decisions, and
rewards to factors of production. Further, if poverty
and underdevelopment are fundamental problems of
market failures, government interventions will be
essential to starting and directing the growth process.

Timmer (1992) has explained about strategies that
seek rapid industrialization at the expense of
agriculture, even if the intent is to alleviate poverty, it
actually slow down economic growth and increases
levels of poverty. In a country with many
impoverished people, policymaker must address both
growth and poverty through an integrated
development strategy. Rapid reductions in poverty
are achieved most effectively when the strategy for

Nene (2002) has drawn a likeness between the
agricultural practices and economic development in
Kautilyan period and the modern times. He points out
policy and administrative support from government
officials in Kautilyan period or of today. For
production of crops, supply of good seed and other
purchases inputs are arranged. Assistance is provided
in making available other resources such as labour,
machinery, implements, and bullocks or tractor
power.

MOoAC, (2002) has explained about the suitable
agriculture policy, and investments are needed to
realize the full potential for the rural economy.
Agricultural growth can provide food security for the
country at an aggregate level and substantial
contributions to growth of the rest of the economy
through rural savings and foreign exchange earned by
exporting agricultural commodities. With the right
approach to developing the sector, food security at
the household level can be measurably improved and
the pace of poverty alleviation speeded up
significantly.

Bhattarai (2012) has examined about the growth
oriented investment in agriculture for the economic
development. A number of roles for the Nepal
government is important in linking agriculture,
economic  growth, and poverty alleviation:
development of a strategy for poverty alleviation,
maintenance of a growth-oriented macroeconomic
environment investment in agricultural technology
and rural infrastructure, including irrigation, at levels
that call forth private investments in the rural
economy; and development of the physical and
institutional foundations for a competitive market
economy, including a free flow of information, rapid
communications, and effective policies to lower
transactions costs, especially transportation costs.

Pant and Palikhe (2012) has explained that the
labour migration has joined the market linkages.
Market linkages connect a dynamic agricultural
sector, growing industrial sector and service sector. If
the agriculture and non-agriculture sector (industry
and service sector) is growing together it creates more
opportunities than it destroys.

Interim Plan (2010/11-2012/13) has covered the
overall economic development of the nation. The
overall development of the nation depends on the
development of infrastructures (non-market linkages)
in the agriculture areas. The economic development
depends mainly on the agriculture and various

industries, business and employment situation
activated in the rural areas.
Methodology.

The dissertation has conducted to analyze the
agriculture and economic development of Kautilya
Arthashastra as well as that of Nepal. It has described
the conceptual framework for an analysis of
agriculture and economic development. Conceptual
framework applied as an analytical tool by "means-
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end-continuum" as described by Timmons (1965).
Development framework designed by the help of
literature review of agriculture and economic
development in Kautilya Arthashastra and in Nepal.
Agricultural activities support the development of
industry, trade and commerce. These sectors are
needed to develop the transport, communication,
power, education, health and others. This study is the
descriptive and analytical in nature. So, the analytical
and descriptive research design has been applied.

Conceptual Framework (Analytical Tool):
Economic development, which is the goal or broad
objective of the society, is a means in relation to a
higher or superior end- life. The basic ends (life and
opportunity) is not competitive when we look at them
in their entirely (as a matter of fact there cannot be
single end functioning as an entity by itself in today's
world), they are essentially complementary.
Nevertheless, the relationships may become
competitive and conflicts may arise in the process of
achieving these ends. For instance, as Timmons (19695)
has pointed out life might be purchased with the cost
of liberty and opportunity. Similarly, liberty might be
purchased with the cost of life. Wars have been fought
with huge sacrifices in human life for liberty. Thus,
conflicts must be resolved in an optimum
achievement of all ends.

In the agriculture based inflow-outflow linkages
concepts, the emphasis on development policy
guidelines converge around agriculture activities in
such a manner that the development activities in other
parts of the system serve basically inducement
mechanism to the development in agriculture. The
rate of reinforcement or inductive effects of linkages
depend on the degree of absence or presence of traps,
such as structural traps in the path, related to
incentives, knowledge and capital, about which more
will be said later.

Analysis of Agriculture and Economic Development
in Nepal: Agriculture is the predominant sector of the
Nepalese economy. It provides a major source of
livelihood to about 70 percent of the population. The
sector performance records a virtual stagnation with
3.13 to 3.2 percent average growth rates during past
three and half decades. It contributes about thirty five
percent to GDP and serves as a major source of raw
materials to most of the agro-based industries. It,
therefore, rightly deserves topmost priority. The well-
developed and capable agriculture sector alone is a
great source of raw materials, employment generation
and capital for the development of the non-
agriculture sector. While development of the
agriculture sector has received top priority and huge
amounts of money has been invested in this sector,
productivity of the major crops is very low compared
to the productivity of other countries. Difficult
geographical condition, lack of irrigation facilities,
reliance on monsoons, and traditional and subsistence
level of agriculture farming are the major obstacles in
the development of this sector.

Nepalese agriculture is unique in the sense of its
complex nature of farming systems that are
intertwined among the multiplicity of enterprises of
crops, livestock, poultry, vegetables, fruits, spices,
fisheries, agro forestry and non-timber forest
products. Majority of the farmers produce what they
consume and consume what they produce. Majority
of population are involved in traditional agriculture
and animal husbandry. Agriculture constitutes only
around one third of GDP.

Nepal's major agricultural production is Paddy,
wheat and maize. Barley, Potato, etc. are also major
production in Himalayan region. Terai region in
Nepal is also called green belt as most of the crops
production of country is supplemented by this region.
Plain land with fertile soil, easy irrigation, suitable
climate and infrastructural development has boost the
agricultural productivity of this region compared to
hilly and Himalyan regions. But despite the
possibility, Nepal's agriculture has not been able to
upgrade from traditional style of farming. Majority of
famers still practice traditional ways of farming like
using livestock for ploughing land, old seeds and
local labours. Further, farming in Nepal is seasonal
and weather dependent. The basic farming is monthly
cycle of paddy and wheat production which is always
affected by various natural and manual causes like
drought, erotic rainfall, lack of seeds and labours.

Nepal government has always prioritized
agriculture in the country with major share of annual
budget in advancement of agriculture each year.
Foreign aid flow, which is a source for nearly a third of
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public investment in agriculture, remained stagnant
during past three and half decades. Donor supports in
agriculture are mainly focused on infrastructure,
natural resource sustainability, and livelihoods
improvement. But, still agriculture in Nepal has been
a traditional continuity and based totally in
subsistence farming. The business aspect of
agriculture in Nepal is very less whatever agricultural
industry is there, they have been limited to small
regions and district serving local consumers only.

Despite decade long prioritized investment and
planning the agriculture sector in Nepal is
continuously declining in terms of production and
labour engagement. Besides the traditional trend of
farming, Nepal also lacks youth involvement in
farming. In fact most Nepalese have never taken or
better said or never thought agriculture as a business.
If such structural shift were systematic it would be
satisfactory. But in absence of sustainable
development in other sectors like service and
industry, such shift could be suicidal for a country
having deep rooted life style, culture, religion and
knowledge based on agriculture. Until recently Nepal
has been considered an 'Agriculture Country' with
overwhelming proportion of its population involved in
agriculture. It was a food exporting country a decade
ago but it is a food importing country now. However,
coming to the current time, the country has shown
dramatic change. Agriculture was the primary life
sustaining activity of the country from early history. It
has been deep rooted in the tradition, life practice,
literature, religion, knowledge and philosophy of
people. A sudden decline or shift from it could
dramatically affect on all aspect of social life and
national economy.

Agriculture activity is basically a rural activity
which is mostly carried by the poorest people of the
country and these people are less educated, have very
little technical knowhow and lack of access of
information. As a large majority of people live in rural
areaq, this implies the above conditions are responsible
for poverty vis a vis inefficient agriculture practice.

But there are some good symptoms in Nepalese
agriculture sector set by the interdependence
between agriculture and industry. The
interdependency between agriculture and industry is
becoming stronger as the economy is developing. The
application of science and technology in agriculture
induces innovations in respect of industrial products,
which are wused for agricultural production.
Agricultural inputs like fertilizers, pesticides, diesel
oil, electric motor, diesel engines, pump sets,
agricultural tools and implements, tractors, power
tillers etc., are supplied by the industry and oil, sugar,
jute and cotton textiles and tobacco industries rely
heavily on the agricultural sector. Processing
industries are utilizing agricultural raw material, and
developing fruit canning, milk products, meat
products etc.

Comparative Analysis: The matter to be considered
while comparing Kautilya Arthashastra to present
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economy of Nepal is that there is difference of more
than twenty five hundred years. Due to such a long
time differences, there have been massive changes in
the society in economic, social, political, scientific
and technological field in Nepal.

Arthashastra gives us fundamental knowledge
about economic development, and several of its plans
and ideas. Kautilya does not believe that it would be
applicable for all times or to all social settings.
However, many modern concepts of economic
development underlie much of Kautilya's discussion.
Kautilya economics is the obligation of the State to
provide welfare of the people. A careful analysis
reveals that many of the recently popularized
development theories and concepts have been in
practice in Asian countries. These practices are not
only in the context of development, but also in the
context of state or economic governance. Many
communities and countries in the world are now
trying to discover and explore their own system of
economic  development. The lessons  from
Arthashastra are relevant even today and can be
integrated into the modern development towards
achieving the ultimate aim, which is to provide value
to today's people. Arthashastra gives understanding
of different focus areas, which help us, develop a long
term strategic plan and fulfill all ends from our
resources. It helps to understand ancient approach to
manage and restructure and reorganize development
plan and priorities. In general, the comparative
analysis of economic development is as follows:

o Agriculture sector is found to be the most
important sector for the economic development in the
Kautilya economy. Nepalese economic development
also depends on the agriculture sector which
contributes thirty five percent in the total GDP. There
are many similarities between the two different time
period's agriculture, animal husbandry and forest.
Only difference is that the devices and modern
technologies have been started in agriculture in
present days.

° The base of the economic development is the
determination of the certain value of the produced
goods and factors of production. The contributions of
Kautilya Arthashastra in the determination of the
value are not inferior to the contributions of the
classical economists. At present, the value has been
uncontrolled in Nepal for that reason the necessity of
value determination of Kautilya Arthashastra and the
provision of the department of control of the same is
still useful.

° The Governmental revenue is another
indispensable organ for the economic development.
There is compulsion of tax for the running of the state
and for economic development in Kautilya
Arthashastra is still important. As mentioned in
Kautilya Arthashastra, agricultural tax, business tax,
economic fine, royal property and royal business are
still the important sources of the income of the state.

o The proper use of the revenue is as important
today as it was during the time of Kautilya. During the

time of Kautilya, the misuse and expenditure of the
revenue used to be considered as the crime against
the state, which is accepted by the present Nepal as
well.

o The present society is not divided into races;
it has rather been divided into caste, creed and
nationalities. The citizens are given more rights and
freedom. But the Kautilya economy has categorized
the labour on the basis of caste. Although the present
context of Nepal is not exactly how Kautilya
described, there is still the trend of the Brahman
working as priests, Kshelries joining army, Baishyas
doing trade, and Shudras doing others kinds of
farming.

° Another basis of the economic development
is population. We cannot imagine of the economic
development without human resource. There was no
problem of population during the time of Kautilya but
in the present days, in the developing country like
ours, the policies of population control have been
adopted.

° The production and consumption capacity
has been increased a lot. The industrialists produce
competing internationally by using the newest
technology. Similarly, the consumers are free to use
the goods of international quality. Such facilities of
production and consumption were not in the time of
Kautilya. But we find that the development of society
and nation is not possible without the production. The
matters of the rights of the consumers are found.

e We find the provision of treasurer for the
economic discipline in Kautilya Arthashastra. But the
supreme controller of the economic aspect is
considered to the king. But the autocratic supremacy
of the king has not been accepted because the right to
change in the rates of the tax or fee in his wish and
spend in the unproductive field has not been given to
the king. Still today, there is no right to do the
economic impartialities to the head of the state.

° We find that there is full implementation of
economic discipline in present context in Kautilya
Arthashastra because in the present century, the
sovereignty of the people is considered as the base of
the Economy of the country. Accordingly, for the
good governance, the representatives are elected by
the people and the party having majority forms the
government who determines the tax by getting
approval from the people's representatives. The
revenue is received in this way and it is divided in an
economic way by the representatives of economic
development like agriculture, industry,
communication, transportation, education, health,
water supply, electricity etc. that shall make the
maximum benefit to the people. For the economic
irregularities, there are internal auditing, bodies of
Auditor General, and at the peak is the Account
Committee in the parliament in the apex and for the
investigation of economic impartialities, there is
Commission for Investigation of Abuse of Authority.

o There is the necessity of the governmental
income and governmental expenditure for the
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economic development and for the same, the
government has made the provision of budget in the
fiscal year. And the Government of Nepal has also
reqgularly formed the annual budget from 1950 AD
onwards; even in the Kautilya Arthashastra, there is
mention of Annual Budget. In the Kautilya
Arthashastra, there is the provision of beginning of
fiscal year from the new moon day of the month of
Shrawan and that ends at the full moon day of the
month of Ashadh.

o In Kautilya Arthashastra there is no any clear
device technology to measure the increment of
economic development clearly. Therefore, it is very
difficult to say what percentage of economic
development was done during the time of Kautilya.
But at present, there is the provision of measuring the
increment or decrease of economic development by
the cats conducted by the state and the per capita
income and other new economic standard measuring
device has been developed.

Findings.

There is a greater difference in the time of Kautilya
mentioned before 2500 years ago and present Nepal
on the concept of agriculture and economic
development. Various infrastructures necessary for
the agriculture and economic development in
Kautilya economics like agriculture, industry, trade,
commerce, transportation, communication, health,
education, law, rule, state etc. are described clearly.
The present Nepal also uses the same policy for the
agriculture and economic development. There is just
the difference in the use of those policies due to the
development of new technologies. The basis of the
consumption of that time was different. The basis of
the production, basis of exchange and the revenue to
be obtained by the state and the basis of the
expenditure are different. During the time, there was
the value of morality in men but today that is hard to
find. It is almost vanished. Today profit has been the
major thing. The infrastructures to be used for the
economic development like in the time of Kautilya,
before 2500 years ago, are the same in present Nepal
as well. During that time only agriculture, animal
husbandry, industry and commerce were the
infrastructures of the economic development, but in
present Nepal the economic development is being
counted with 15 different categories. Some findings
are in the bullet.

. Input output studies are required for
evaluating the potentials for development.

° The studies are essential for examining the
relation of agriculture to other forms of economic
activity.

° Increase in research activities will require
planning, coordinating and supervision.

° Studies on the nature and magnitude of
employment would be essential for large numbers of
underemployment and unemployment exists in
Nepal.

° Extensive survey of the nation would be
essential for determining production potential,
employment problem, and areas of priority.

° Structural studies are essential for cost of
marketing of major crops.

° Price wvariation should be analyzed from
different areas in the country.

° Credit agencies should be studied and
evaluated in terms of cost and efficiency.

° Projecting demands for products by quality
and kind.

° Extension service would plan for farmer to
plan their farm operation.

° Credit agencies would insist upon the use of
the improved knowledge as a condition for loan.

° To ensure reasonable price of products.
° Improved technology

° To fill the gaps in existing information as a
basis for future.

° Cultivation allowing for capable owner with
well mechanization.

e  We should be conscious the all agricultural
policies of Kautilya Arthashastra.

Conclusion.

Agriculture development was the backbone of
yesterday, today and it will equally for tomorrow for
economic development, only the dimensions can
differ. Among those dimensions, agriculture
development is always necessary for the economic
development.

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This article discusses the prospects for the development of the implementation of scientific and technical
cooperation (STC). On the example of interstate cooperation between Ukraine and Chile, there are approaches to
improving the procedure for developing cooperation priorities. The current state of these relations does not reflect real
trends in the development of international economic relations (IER) in the vector of strengthening the scientific and
technical component.

The subject of research of the article is formation of scientific and technical cooperation priorities between Ukraine
and Chile. The goal is to develop the approaches of foreground international economic relations formation in relation to
the conditions in relation to the conditions of Ukraine and corresponding to the needs of overcoming crisis socio-
economic phenomena based on the intensification of scientific and technical cooperation.The objective is to research
the dynamics of the actual non-conventional energy production as one of the priority areas of cooperation between
Ukraine and Chile. As part of this study, theoretical, methodological and system-logical methods for analyzing primary
sources are used, including statistical materials, regulatory documents, scientific publications for descriptive and
structural analysis to assess the initial state of international economic relations primary level and methods for forming
trends in their development prospects.

The following results were obtained: on the basis of phased analysis of the priorities formation for the development
of Ukraine, was proposed an approach for analyzing the similarity of the integrated development of national economies.
Conclusions: the results of the analysis allowed in the framework of interstate cooperation between Ukraine and Chile to
highlight the promising area of development of non-traditional renewable energy.

1. Introduction.

International economic relations influence the
economic development of the world economy
subjects.

2. Literature review and problem statement.

An analysis of the research indicates significant
attention to the problem of developing priorities for
the development of scientific and technical
cooperation in the framework of international
economic relations. The topic was actively studied
and developed by many prominent academics Sidorov
V., Babenko V., Matyushenko I. and others. The field
of non-conventional energy sources technologies in
the process of effective global and domestic
development studied by academics Dyuzhev
V. Voitko S., Dzhedzhula V. and Vytvytska O,
Matyushenko I. and others. However, A number of
issues, in particular, the problems of developing
priorities for scientific and technical cooperation,
taking into account the objective conditions of states
and the needs and prospects for their scientific and
technological development, need further theorizing
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International Relations. Economics. Country Studies. Tourism (IRECST)

and methodological elaboration. A theoretical and
methodical conceptual integrated approach to the
formation of these priorities and the corresponding
measures that implement it and increase the
innovative susceptibility of the subjects of production
and economic activity to the non-conventional energy
sources technologies is necessary [2].

The priorities of interstate scientific and technical
cooperation influence the economic development of
the subjects of the world economy. With the
emergence and development of the world economy,
scientific and technical cooperation is constantly
expanding and deepening the sphere of its existence,
acquiring new forms. However, when implemented,
they become relatively independent phenomenon
obeying their own laws and have their own specifics in
realizing the potential of international economic
relations in general.

3. The aim and objectives of the study.

Analyzing of the approaches of foreground
international economic relations formation in relation
to the conditions of Ukraine and corresponding to the
needs of overcoming crisis socio-economic
phenomena based on the intensification of STC. In
order to study the dynamics of the actual non-
conventional energy production as one of the priority
areas of cooperation between Ukraine and Chile.

4. Substantial statement of the problem.

In our opinion, the principles of international
scientific and technical cooperation need a broader
justification, taking into account specific conditions.
If we take as a basis the concept of specificity of a
subject (country) from the point of view of historical,
political, economic development, peculiarities of
territorial and climatic conditions, question arises
which priorities to choose in a particular scientific and
technical cooperation between states. That is, the
above shouldbe considered when choosing one or
another direction of economic and STC? If this is
relevant, then at first glance a certain contradiction
arises: why the priorities in the formation of an
international STC should not be limited only to the
orientation towards the scientific and technical level
reached in a certain sphere by the advanced country,
and the above conditions and circumstances should
be taken into account [5]. Based on the provisions of
economic psychology, we tearfully use methods of
analysis similar to the subjects. In our opinion, the
rationale may be as follows:

- the experience of past similar stages of
historical, political and economic development of a
country that has achieved certain levels of scientific,
technical and economic development is more
valuable for a country that has also passed similar
stages, and which is faced with the task of developing
a socio-economic innovation strategy;

- it facilitates the understanding of the relevant
causes, conditions and circumstances, the experience
of which should be adopted by this particular country;

- it is necessary to take into account the
similarity of natural and climatic conditions, since, if
they are similar, they make a significant adjustment to
the conditions and circumstances of the
implementation of the respective strategies.

It is necessary to highlight the factors that
determine priorities in the formation of an
international NTC:

a)  historical and political stages, including
armed conflicts, characterizing the formation of a
nation, state structure, socio-economic policy
orientation under various regimes of political power in
the field of production, corresponding forms of IER;

b) economic factors that characterize the
economic level at various stages of development of a
given country, including the growth rate of the gross
national product, monetary policy, inflation rates,
business fluctuations, employment and purchasing
power of the population, etc.;

c) factors of resource potential, which include
the scale of the territory, the value of minerals and
other resources, demographic indicators, natural
climatic zones, etc.;

d) priorities of the
environmental policies [6].

In the context of the unstable political and
economic situation in Ukraine, the experience of
countries that implement a successful exit strategy
from the crisis and the establishment of stable
economic development are interesting. One example
of such countries is Chile. Despite the territorial
distance, Chile went through similar stages of
historical, political, socio-economic development.
Namely: the formation of the Chilean nation took
place in the process of struggle for independence and
territory (17-19 centuries). Chile has passed a difficult
path of economic development from the raw material
orientation of industry to the modern technological
level, which was accompanied by political crises,
Fig. 1.

Chile has significant reserves of natural resources
(copper, nitrate, iron ore, nitrates, precious metals,
molybdenum, hydropower, etc.), developed industry
and agriculture. Most products are exported.

In the process of economic development, Chile
went through stages of political instability, civil
opposition, reforms, crises and upsurges.

In turn, Ukraine has gone through similar stages in
its development: the formation of the Ukrainian
nation in the struggle for independence, the
establishment of independence in the course of civil
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wars and struggle for territories, development stages
from the raw materials orientation of industry to the
modern technological level.

Chile's experience is characterized by the fact that
industry reforms, agriculture combined with political
instability, civil confrontation periodically led to
severe crises and  negative socio-political
consequences, including those on ethnic and cultural
grounds. Chile's political elite is heterogeneous and
there is a split along the line of conservatism-
liberalism and attitudes towards socialist
transformations and dictatorship [4]. Similar problems
of political instability, conflicts, reforms, split of the
political elite, including non-ethnic-cultural grounds,
occur in Ukraine.

However, given the similarity of the initial
conditions (the territory of Chile is 756.102 km?,
Ukraine is 603,628 km? the population of Chile is
about 20 mln. ppl., Ukraine is about 40 mln. ppl.)[8],
the similarity of factors, conditions and circumstances
of development Chile has GDP for 2017 of
452,1bln.dol. and GDP per capita of more than 24,000
dol. Ukraine is lagging far behind (GDP for 2017 is
95,93 bln. dol., GDP per capita is 2,262 dol.) [9].

Currently in Ukraine the political and socio-
economic systems are in crisis. Since the 90s in
Ukraine, despite certain periods of overcoming the
crisis, there has been a decline in scientific, technical
and technological development.

From the above, we can conclude that both
countries have natural and industrial potential,
however, if Chile shows growth rates, then in Ukraine
the growth rates are declining. Based on the above,
there is a different level of synergy, at first, of similar
factors. Accordingly, Chile's experience should be
used in studying the mechanisms of synergistic
interaction of these factors in the process of
institutional reform.

The existing trade turnover between Ukraine and
Chile can be characterized as follows: according to
the International Trade Center, in 2017, the total
volume of total trade in goods between Ukraine and
Chile was 42,1 million dollars.with a negative balance
of 34,5mln.dol. Exports amounted to 3,8 mln. dol.;
imports — 38,3mln. dol. At first glance, the indicators
point to the unpromising economic relations between
Ukraine and Chile [10].

However, in the conditions of a modern innovative
economy, economic relations may have a priority not
in commodity items, but in intellectuals and
organizational communication systems of their
realization. This means the exchange of experience,
licenses, know-how, rapid expansion of scientific,
technical and technological cooperation. It is through
this that it is possible to solve the issues of raising the
technological level of various industries and the
national economy as a whole, the tasks of its
accelerated technological re-equipment, expanding
export opportunities and reducing imports,
developing technical and economic ties between
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countries based on specialization and cooperation in
the production of various types of products [10].

In our opinion, one of the potential areas is the
exchange of experience, knowledge and technologies
in the field of the formation and implementation of
the strategy for the development of non-conventional
renewable energy (NCRE). Prerequisites for this are
the following circumstances:

. both in Ukraine and in Chile there are various
climatic conditions that imply the development of
certain types of NCRE;

. both in Ukraine and in Chile there are
sufficient potentials of sources of NCRE;

. both Ukraine and Chile have a comparable
research and production potential that can be used to
implement the NCRE technologies;

. both Ukraine and Chile, at about the same
period, since the 2000s, have embarked on the path of
development of the NCRE.

However, the growth rate of NCRE in Chile is
significantly higher than in Ukraine, as we presented
in Table 1.

The table shows that in Chile, the growth rate of
NCRE generation based on solar, wind energy and
bioenergy is much higher than in Ukraine. The
Figure 2 illustrates this.

In the process of analysis, the dynamics of average
values and trends of total indicators of NCRE
production of Chile and Ukraine show the field of
growth of potential innovative susceptibility to NCRE
technologies in the process of mutual scientific and
technical cooperation between the subjects of
international economic relations.

Justifying the prospects of interstate cooperation
between Ukraine and Chile, we made an analysis of
the comparative dynamics of the volume of NCRE
production. Based on these sources, there are
comparative figures for the period from 2000 to 2017.
According to Table 3, there are graphs, which
presented in Fig. 2, which really reflects the dynamics
of these processes. If the starting conditions for the
development of NCRE were relatively similar, then, as
we consider the entire period, we should conclude
that the growth rates of various types of renewable
energy in Chile significantly exceed Ukrainian ones.

Analyzing the comparative dynamics of trends in
NCRE production, we can conclude that the Chilean
dynamics substantially exceed the Ukrainian one,
which implies a corresponding analysis of the
conditions and forms of state support for these
processes. Fig. 2 presents the interpretation of the
dynamics of NCRE development based on
mathematical methods, in particular the logarithmic
smoothing of graphs and their corresponding
transformations into averaged trends. This made it
possible to visualize graphically the field of potential
innovative susceptibility (IS) of the development of
the use of NCRE technologies by business entities of
Ukraine.

This is especially important for improving the
efficiency of existing traditional energy
generation [19].

For example, it is possible that energy-saving
complexes based on, for example, a gas boiler house,
will systematically include a solar system and a heat
pump, which will allow, as experience shows, to
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reduce the average annual consumption of fossil fuels
by 40%. At the same time, elements of NBIC
technologies are used to some extent. All this shows
serious scientific production and organizational-
economic prerequisites for the formation of the
priorities of the scientific and technical cooperation
between Ukraine and Chile in NCRE field.
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5. Conclusions and future work.

On the basis of a phased analysis of the formation
of priorities for the development of Ukraine, we
propose an approach for analyzing the integrated
development of national economies. According to the
authors, this will allow a more reasonable approach to
the selection of priorities for intergovernmental
cooperation, including the development of relevant
areas of development. The results of the analysis
made it possible in the framework of interstate
cooperation between Ukraine, the EU and Chile to
identify a promising area for the development of non-
traditional renewable energy.

In general, in Ukraine the development of certain
areas of NCRE (such as solar and wind power) began
within the framework of world trends (including the
EU) much earlier than in Chile. However, up to the
present, there have been no institutional changes in
the attitude towards the NWE technologies in the
country.

In Chile for a relatively short period 2007 — 2017
institutional changes have occurred in the sphere of
innovation susceptibility to NCRE technologies,
which affect a wide range of factors, including

Separately, it is possible to single out a complex of
factors of scientific and technical cooperation with
various advanced actors of the world economy on
NCRE issue.

2. Organizational and economic forms of
scientific and technical cooperation in NCRE field
between Chile and Ukraine and the EU.

3. The experience of state support of subjects of
producer-consumer NCRE cycle, taking into account
the best international practices, including the EU.

4. Forms of development of producer and
consumer motivation; selection of priorities for NCRE
technologies taking into account the experience of
advanced economies, including EU countries.

5. Exchange of intellectual products
(technology, licenses, know-how, etc.).

RESEARCH OF THE SYSTEM OF RELATIONSHIP WITH CONTRACTORS AS AN ELEMENT
OF EVALUATION OF THE EFFICIENCY OF THE ACTIVITY OF THE ENTERPRISE

In the conditions of high level of instability and market uncertainty, it is necessary to continuously develop and improve mechanisms
for increasing the stability, effective management of enterprises, and the formation of new ties. The increase of possible variants of
interaction in the modern socio-economic environment requires the expansion of the methodological apparatus and tools for studying
the relationship between contractors. The subject of research in the article is the applied aspects of evaluating the relationship
management system with contractors of oil and gas enterprises.

The purpose of the study is to summarize the theoretical and methodological principles, the development of methodological and
practical recommendations for evaluating the system of interaction with contractors of oil and gas enterprises. The task: to describe the
methodical approach to the formation of a system for managing relationships with counterparties of the enterprise. General scientific
methods of modeling modeling, variation, integral calculus and economic analysis are used to study the system of relationships with
counterparties of oil and gas enterprises; system approach and structural-logical analysis - to present the results.

The following results were obtained: a universal method for assessing the satisfaction of counterparties and the system of
interaction with them was developed, in which, unlike the existing ones, the modified 10-point Staple scale and the model of
“discontinuities” were used as analysis tools. the level of their actual satisfaction establish the correspondence of the ratio between the
indicators of "satisfaction", "expectation”, determine the rating of the importance of indicators for consumers oil, and on its basis to set
indicators to focus attention units of oil and gas enterprises in the total enterprise management system to achieve a common goal - to
strengthen customer relationships and a corresponding increase in profits as a result of economic agreements with them. Conclusions:
as a result of analyzing the gaps between the counterparties' expectations and the level of their actual satisfaction, it was found that the
indicators for which satisfaction was rated highly have a high rating of importance for consumers, as well as certain indicators for which
significance exceeds satisfaction and, therefore, needs improvement.

Awareness of how important the coordination of
economic and social processes as well as
environmental protection are resulted in the
introduction of the innovative economic theory of
sustainable development by Herman Daly [2].

In his publication “Beyond Growth" (1996) H. Daly
outlined the basic principles of the economic theory
of sustainable development. In that regard he wrote
that one of the ways to nullify the content of any
concept is expanding it to the extent of making it
overinclusive. With that he emphasizes the
importance of giving clear definitions because
"adoption of a term that exceedingly lacks definition
creates a situation when the one who succeds in
defining the term automatically wins a great political
battle for influencing our future” [2].

In terms of economic growth stages the
postindustrial society has replaced the industrial one
having shifted the emphasis from developing material
wealth to producing knowledge and information,
using renewable sources of energy, and protecting
environment instead of resources and means of
labour. According to D. Bell [3], the main controversy
inherent to postindustrial society is a serious gap in
the knowledge level between teachers, scientists, and
researchers on the one hand, and undereducated
people on the other hand.

To overcome this controversy the Concept of
Sustainable Development was adopted, which was to
harmonize its economic, social, and environmental
aspects. Overall, the majority of researchers regard
the theory of sustainable development as the most
prominent in over twenty-five years. The greater part
of developed countries across the world use it to work
out their own strategies of development. These
strategies define the programs aimed at minimizing
the long-lasting environmental effects of economic
growth. Fro example, resources are planned to be
used in such a way that will ensure future generations
do not suffer from their scarcity and exhaustion. The
analysis of the researches by foreign scientists has
enabled developing the strategies of resource
utilization and regeneration in terms of global
environmental challenges.
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Overall, with reference to a long-term period of
economic growth it is usually true to say that "what is
ecological is economical”. There can be distinguished
approximately six criteria of sustainable economic
development determining the vision of natural
resource regeneration:

1. The supplies of renewable natural resources
are not to decrease in the long run, i.e. it is necessary
to establish the scheme for simple regeneration.

2. Maximum possible slowdown in the depletion
of non-renewable natural resource supplies with the
perspective of their replacement with other unlimited
types of resources.

3. A possibility to minimize waste based on the
implementation of low-waste resource-saving
technologies.

4. Environmental pollution (both total and
specific types) is not to exceed its present level in the
long run. A possibility to minimize pollution to
socially and economically acceptable level (a "zero"
level of pollution can not be achieved).

5. The use of innovative eco-technologies to
reduce atmosphere, land, and water pollution, namely
the maximum use of means enabling the slowdown of
this harmful process.

6. Introduction of investment projects to reduce
the level of ecosystem pollution [4].

With reference to this, it is necessary to emphasize
the importance of people's consumption behavior.
The move towards sustainable development mainly
means implementing reasonable restrictions in goods
and services consumption, unlike industrial
development that encourages maximum consumption
as a prerequisite for further prosperity.

Rapid advancement in science and technology has
enabled humanity to satisfy basic people's needs in
the course of economic growth while on the other
hand, it has caused serious damage to their living
conditions, which has in turn catalyzed a rise in
environmental awareness. In general the emergence
of the "environmentally-friendly economic growth"
concepts, such as "green", "blue", "eco-intensive",
“low-carbon”, and ‘“circular" economy could be
expected. These concepts radically alter global
business practices shifting focus to solving
environmental problems. A number of countries
across the world are now undergoing this change,
moving towards a new industrial model (industry 4.0)
based on the use of methods and technologies that
minimize negative impact on the environment.

It is commonly known that intensification of
anthropogenic activity has endangered the survival of
humanity due to the depletion of many natural
resources and environmental deterioration. In
Ukraine, the urgency of the need to solve these
problems is aggravated by a long-term lack of
economic growth and insufficient state control over
the compliance with environmental regulations.
Namely, finding a solution to environmental and
economic problems as well as balancing
environmental management in the national economy
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became the focus of research by leading Ukrainian
scientists.

V.Vernadsky was the first to develop a
comprehensive doctrine of "“the noosphere” (the
sphere of cognition) as a completely new phase in the
evolution of biosphere emerging as a result of
interaction between nature and society under the
influence of the creative activity of man, which
transforms the world [5].

V. Vernadsky associates biosphere with a living
being, which is transformed into the noosphere, where
the key factor of development is human cognition.
The structural wunit of the noosphere is
"neobiogeocoenosis”, which is a limited, intrinsically
homogeneous, functional system of interrelated living
organisms and the environment under the influence
of production. The constituents of neobiogeocoenosis
are ecotope (atmosphere, hydrosphere, and
lithosphere), biocoenosis (plant and animal life), and
noocoenosis (society, means and products of labour).
While ecotope and biocoenosis determine the
productive activity of man, noocoenosis is concerned
with the environmental system of national economy.

This theory was further elaborated in the concept
of a hierarchical biosphere structure and its properties
by L.Melnick. There can be distinguished the
following properties of a hierarchical biosphere
structure: self-organization (self-maintenance of
exchange  processes between  society and
environment), homeostasis (dynamic equilibrium of
eco-economic processes), self-regulation (essential
amendments to the mechanisms of eco-economic
regulation), self-development (enhancement of the
factors of  national eco-economic system
improvement) [6].

In 1970s a special interest was generated by the
future-oriented theories (technocratic, liberal and
radical, optimistic and pessimistic), which generally
represent  the forecasts of  building an
"environmentally balanced" national economy and
regard the interaction between society and nature in
terms of solving a dilemma: economic growth versus
environmental security.

In 1980s a close attention was paid to the
elaboration of alternative social development models
on the basis of the theories regarding a qualitatively
new economic growth as a means of solving
environmental problems. These theories are
characterized by a scientific interpretation and
justification of environmental imperatives of socio-
economic development, definition of factors, forms,
and methods of eco-economic control, as well as
including environmental attributes in the mechanisms
of economic regulation.

In 1990s the theory of sustainable environmentally
balanced development of national economy was
introduced. The term “sustainable development”
refers to the process of harmonizing production
forces, satisfying the needs of all community members
provided that environmental integrity is ensured and
gradually restored, creating opportunities for

balancing its potential with the requirements of
national economic entities.
The concept of sustainable environmentally

balanced development involves defining
environmentally oriented approaches to the
macroeconomic analysis. Among economically

adjusted criteria, we find it reasonable to use a so-

called "green" GNI produced without violating
environmental standards and regulations, public
environmental spending, and per capita

environmental spending.

GNI produced without violating environmental
standards and regulations (GNI) is defined as a
difference between the total GNI and its changing
due to the qualitative deterioration of the
environment (A GNle) [4]:

GNI' = GNI — A GNle (1)

Public environmental spending (Sp) should
include spending on environmental management
necessary to restore the process of human activities
(St), the use of natural resources included in fixed and
working assets (Sn), protection and timely
rehabilitation of the environment (Spr), carrying out
fundamental and applied research work in the field of
environmental protection and reasonable use of
natural resources (Se) [4]:

Sp = Sr + Sn + Spr + Se (2)

Within the concept of sustainable environmentally
balanced development of national economy the basic
constituent of national wealth is considered to be
natural capital viewed not only as natural resources
supplies but also as assets producing natural goods
and environmental services that can be provided only
by integral undamaged  structurally varied
ecosystems. There can be distinguished the following
types of natural capital:

- renewable (biological);

— non-renewable (geological);

—  hybrid (modified as a result of purposeful
intervention by man) [4].

Exhaustion of natural regeneration potential and
the degree of environmental deterioration are
calculated using the "ecosystem quantity” and
"ecosystem quality” indices. Ecosystem quantity is
calculated as a change in the area of species in the
territory of Ukraine, while ecosystem quality shows a
change in the abundance of national biodiversity in
the current and base years. Natural capital index (Inc)
is calculated as a product of aggregated indices of
ecosystem quantity (leqn) and ecosystem quality

(Ieql) [4]:
Inc = leqn ¢ Ieql (3)

Environmentally oriented approach to the
evaluation of business activities and overall national
economy is based on the idea that economic growth
must not damage the integrity of biological and
physical natural systems, their sustainability and the
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global stability of the entire biosphere. It means
implementing environmentally oriented methods of
measuring the economic activity of countries, which
will allow evaluating their environmental policy.

However, the concept of environmentally oriented
measuring has not yet been sufficiently studied, and
different authors interpret it in different ways.
Nevertheless, the majority of them are inclined to
viewing it as a complex multifaceted phenomenon.
Some researchers use index approach to define
environmentally oriented measuring of economic
growth. Thus, analyses of this concept focus
considerably on the index of environmentally
oriented measuring, which is defined as a system
capability to protect the environment.

As was already mentioned, the "measuring"
concept is interpreted as: 1) determining a physical
value with special technical means; 2) measuring in
the process of experimental search for these values.
Alternatively, S. I. Dorohuntsov et al. [7, p. 19] regard
measuring as an operation used to determine ratio of
one measured quantity to the other, which is taken as
1, that is a number showing this ratio is called a
numerical value of a measured quantity.

Thus, measuring the sustainability of economic
growth is to show the level of ensuring biological and
economic systems integrity, their capability to
maintain themselves and adapt instead of
deteriorating and suffer destruction. From everything
mentioned above environmentally oriented
measuring is closest to determining the status of a
process or system. As environmentally oriented
measuring is one of the criteria used to evaluate
sustainable economic development, it has to be
economically justified.

Environmentally oriented measuring of national
economic growth can be regarded as a quantitative
evaluation of environmental policy in the three areas:

—  ecosystem preservation using the indicators
of air, biodiversity, and land condition, quantity and
quality of water, radiation and environmental hazards;

— environmental pressure using the indicators
of atmosphere pollution, ecosystem load, particularly
water pollution load, waste production and lack of its
utilization;

—  determination of indicators showing the
contribution of countries, local communities, and
business organizations to environmental projects,
including international ones.

It should be noted that unsustainable economic
activity with reference to environment objectively

visualizes in the three interrelated forms:
environmental pollution, depletion of natural
resources, and demise of ecosystems.

Determining the range of environmentally

oriented measuring of economic growth involves
increasing production and distribution costs, which
exacerbates the problem of harmonizing the effect of
economic and environmental factors. This problem
can be solved by joining the four different
approaches:
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—  technological (development of
environmentally-friendly technologies, introduction
of low-waste production, upgrading of fixed assets);

— development and improvement of the
economic mechanism of environmental protection
(fines for emitting harmful substances, introduction of
additional benefits for producing eco-friendly
output);

—  implementation of administrative action in
case of environmental management regulations
violation;

—  harmonization of ecological
(education, guidance, promotion) [8, p. 95].

In appropriate attitude to environmental problems,
minimization of financial resources, unawareness of the
importance of solving problems arising in business
activities have a negative impact on the environment and
lead to substantial financial loss.

Conversely, system coordination and balancing all
constituents is a crucially important and difficult task,
as integration of social and environmental spheres
brings about the need for maintaining equal rights of
present and future generations in regard to using
natural resources. The interaction of social and
economic factors requires fair evaluation in the
process of material wealth distribution among people
of different social level. Thus, consistency of
conservational and economic factors requires
monetary  evaluation of the  technological
environmental impact. Namely, fulfilling these tasks
is one of the main challenges of today's world for

structure

many countries and reputable international
organizations.
At present, there are several aspects of

environmentally sustainable development of national
economy:

— aset of all types of human activity aimed at
the "“perpetual” use of natural resources to satisfy
people's needs;

— study of all spheres of human activity
(preservation, production, consumption, etc.) in the
process of long-term satisfaction of material and
spiritual needs of the society;

—  scientific justification of the use of various
natural environment components and natural
resource systems in socio-economic development of
the territory of a region, country, or planet;

—  justification and feasibility study of the use of
natural resources and natural environment
components in the short and long run on the basis of
IT solutions for managerial decision-making;

—  comprehensive cross-disciplinary approach
aimed at environmental education for the
implementation of sustainable development
concept [9].

In the process of production, natural resource
management is environmentally sustainable as long
as it ensures adequate standards of living, prevents
potential damage to the environment, and reasonably
controls the exploitation of natural resources.
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Sustainable development involves the balance of
economic and social development on the one hand, as
well as nature and resources study and protection on
the other hand. Thus, it means organizing an
economy, which can provide for the removal of
conflicts between the growth of productive forces and
environmental health. This can be achieved on
condition of complying with the law of internal
dynamic equilibrium and the principle of
environmental management optimality. In this case,
environmental management encompasses the whole
system of natural environment and resources, this
system being interrelated with population and public
production recovery at different stages of socio-
historical development.

Sustainable development of national economy can
be achieved on the basis of the use of renewable
biological resources balances. The use of balance
studies enables justification of quota arrangement,
which means steady extraction of biological resources
that is to be adjusted in accordance with variable
characteristics of natural environment.

As early as 1997, the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine adopted the Concept of the sustainable
development of Ukraine, the fundamentals of which
being as follows:

—  shift from resource-intensive and
environmentally destructive to resource efficient and
environmentally-friendly reproduction type;

— primacy of ecology over economy, of
ecological criteria, factors, and requirements over
economic ones;

—  optimal combination of branch and territorial
administration of natural resources management and
environmental protection, delegation of responsibility
for solving eco-economic problems to local
authorities and government bodies with central
authorities preserving their supervisory function over
business entities' compliance with environmental
restrictions, standards, and regulations;

— tight control over compliance with
environmental legislation, which is to encompass all
types and forms of human life and activities, as well as
efficient use of state, market, and civil governance
levers to regulate eco-economic processes;

—  radical economic restructuring and
implementation of privatization programs with the
account of environmental factors and conforming to
the requirements of environmental safety and
compliance;

— environmentally oriented science and
technology, investment, and innovation policies
including clearly defined nationwide priorities

concerning steady economic development and a rise
in the level of state environmental safety [10].

Alongside evolution of the sustainable economic
development concept, we can observe the
establishment of environmental economy. The
concept of environmental national economy is based
on the acknowledgement of the key role of man in the
biosphere. It is the conscious activity of man that is
meant to ensure essential biocoenosis recovery, and
also coevolutionary manner of nature-society
interaction.

A move to sustainable development has given rise
to numerous concepts concerning its implementation
in terms of solving the problems of sustainable
environmental = management. The  theoretical
justification of something of the kind from the
perspective of the laws of thermodynamics is merely
impossible, as is the invention of a “perpetual-motion
machine”. However, the use of non-depletable energy
sources (such as thermonuclear, solar, geothermal,
tidal, etc.) and renewable biological resources
(transgenic  organisms, cloning, etc.) allows
mentioning a possibility of theoretical justification in
regard to sustainable development. At the same time,
this refers to relative sustainable development, as this
type of environmental management is possible only
within the balance between inputs and outputs
(regeneration —utilization) of natural resources.

5. Conclusions and future work. Thus,
implementation of sustainable development is
possible only in the form of a steady environmentally
balanced development based on rapidly renewable
biological resources and use of practically non-
depletable energy sources, as well as application of
high-end technologies. Such type of development will
be able to ensure solving economic, social, and
environmental problems along with preserving the
Earth's natural system.

Research in this field is becoming especially
important for theoretical justification of the sustainable
development at large. Simultaneously, this research has
an impressive applied significance, especially for the
development of environmental management strategies,
making optimal managerial decisions and their
justification, evaluation of natural resources potential
and territory environmental condition.

Further development of the concept of sustainable
development and national economy greening involves
defining priorities in harmonization of eco-economic
relations both on the macro- and mega-levels of
economy management, because efficient national eco-
economic policy can be designed only as a result of
consistent and focused actions aimed at environmental
improvement by the entire global community.

RESEARCH OF EXISTING TAX SYSTEMS IN ADVANCED ECONOMIC COUNTRIES

One of the key factors on which the effective functioning of the entire national economy depends is the organization of the state
taxation system. Prospects for the reform of personal income tax are currently widely discussed with the aim of maximizing its fiscal
functions and achieving equity taxation. Let us consider in more detail how foreign countries solve the problem of the fairness of taxation
of personal income in the development of tax policy. The subject of the study is the foreign experience of taxation of personal income in
countries with developed economies. The purpose of the study is to study the approaches to taxation of foreign countries in the current
socio-economic conditions. Objective: to study the trends in the formation of the tax rate on personal income in countries with developed
economies. General scientific methods are used: system analysis - to determine the specifics of tax development in economically
developed countries; comparative analysis - to compare the principles in the formation of taxes in foreign countries and Ukraine. The
following results were obtained: The prospects for the application of foreign experience in the taxation of personal income in Ukraine
were considered. The analysis of income tax in Germany, France, Italy, Canada, the United States of America - the countries with the
highest standards of living, according to the United Nations. The main features of income tax in these countries are identified, the
possibility of borrowing them in the course of reforming the personal income tax in relation to Ukraine is assessed. Based on an analysis
of the main approaches to taxation of personal income in countries with developed economies and Ukraine, a SWOT analysis was
obtained. Conclusions: the tax systems of many states have their own historical prerequisites, are “adjusted” to the territorial and
transgeographic features of countries, as well as their internal policies and the mentality of the population. Improving the efficiency of
the tax system is really subject to the adjustment of the principles of taxation under the economic conditions of a particular state.

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Leadership and organizational behavior on workers performance has direct and indirect influence on organization
profitability whether public or private organization. Effective leadership is a crucial to organization growth. The central
focus of this paper is to examine in detail how leadership and organizational behavior influence workers’ performance in
Olawil wire industry limited Osogbo. The intention was to find a link between managerial leadership styles and employee
job satisfaction. Following the review of the literature about leadership styles and employee performance, and the
relation between the two, it was noticed that no studies had looked at the impact of managerial leadership style on
employee performance in Nigeria. The work is an exploratory research design and adopts interviews as source of data
collection. Thirty administrative Olawil staff were selected. My finding indicates that there are relationships between
leadership style and workers performance in Olawil industry Osogbo, roles play by leadership cannot be quantified. The
management guiding members on how to perform well, providing the facilities necessary for the performance of the
workers activities, matching people properly with the activities they perform, rewarding people on the basis of their
contribution towards the achievement of the organization goals and objective as well as aid effectiveness of
management decision on workers performance. Equal opportunities are given to everyone to advance and progress on
their chosen career. Workshops within the State were given to some selected staff to boost their profession. The study,
therefore, recommended that, the leaders should improve in interpersonal relationship between the staff and the

management team to ensure increase in performance and productivity.

1. Introduction

Background to the Study

Leadership is a process in which a leader attempts
to influence his or her followers to establish and
accomplish a goal. Leadership is valued in our culture,
especially when it helps to achieve goals that are
beneficial to the population, such as the enactment of
effective and preventive healthy policies. An
individual with leadership qualities can also improve
an organization and the individual in it, whether it be
a teacher who works to get better teaching materials
and after school programs or an employee who
develops new ideas of products and influences other

Mothers and fathers show leadership
in raising their children with good values and
encouraging them to develop to their potential.
Teachers show it in inspiring students to learn and to
develop their intellectual capacity. Health care
workers can be leaders and develop services that meet
the needs of the communities they serve, or work in
collaboration with other organization to create cost
effective, prevention oriented programme and
services. Many studies have been done, books and
articles have been published on this subject, through
this work, a consistent set of leadership attributes has
emerged. An effective leader does most, if not all of
the following:

Challenge the Process: searchoutchallenging
opportunities, take risks and learn from mistakes.
Inspire others to come together and agree on a future
direction or goal, create a shared vision by thinking
about the future, having a strong positive vision, and
encouraging others to participate.

Help others to act: Help others to work together,
to cooperate and collaborate by developing shared
goals and building trust and help to make others
stronger by encouraging them to develop their skills
and talents. Set an example to his or her followers and
encourage others to recognize each individual's
contributions to the success of a project. It could be
observed that leadership and management envisages
deeply into what the organization can achieve if the
quality of recognition is accorded to them. Leadership
has been propounded to include the sources of the

influence that are built into a position in an
organizational hierarchy.
These include organizationally sectioned,

reward and punishment, authority as well as reference
and expert power by Katz and Kahn (1996). It could
be seen however that subordinates within the
organization, through not all seem to enjoy the
influence that exists all over and above the
organization. Leadership is very essential in
organization and greatly influences the whole
organization because achievements and results occurs
corollary to the traits being projected by the leader.
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Leadership includes the ultimate source of power but
has that positive ability in persuading other
individuals and to be innovative in decision making.

Statement of the Research Problem

Some leaders do not appreciate the fact that
employees have to be motivated to ensure they do
what they have to do so that the goals and objectives
of the organizations are achieved. Because of the
prevailing situation in Nigeria where supply of labour
is greater than its demand, and every organization has
a distinct leadership style, some employers do not
believe much in effective motivation of workers to
produce high performance. They uphold the view that
even if workers are not properly motivated, they
cannot leave the job since there is no job in the labor
market. Most employers are not effective in their
leadership behavior and this has negative impact in
their organization growth. They treat workers as
machines believing that workers could be treated
anyhow; some leaders do not also manage their time
effectively with their workers to enhance effective job
performance from the workers. In response to this,
workers do not handle their properly.

Objective of the study

The central focus of this paper is to examine in
detail how leadership and organizational behavior
influence workers' performance in Olawil wire
industry limited Osogbo.

2. Literature Review

Conceptual Clarification

Concept of Leadership

Leadership is the integrated sharing of vision,
resources and value to indicate positive change.
Leadership is defined in many different ways that it is
hard to come up with a single working definition.
Leadership is not just a person or group of people in
high position, understanding leadership is not
complete without understanding interaction between
a leader and his or her follower. Many people have
defined leadership differently. For instance, James C.
Georges, of the Par Training Corporation says
"Leadership is the ability to obtain followers", while
Keith Davis define leadership as "the ability to
persuade others to seek defined objectives
enthusiastically. It is the human factor which binds a
group together and motivates it towards goals.
Popoola (2014) explained that leadership has to do
with casting vision and motivating people, and a
leader needs to influence the behavior of others.
Korabik and Ayman (2007) view leadership as a
transaction between one person (leader) and another
person (subordinate), while Ngodo (2008) perceives
leadership to be a reciprocal process of social
influence, in which Ileaders and subordinates
influence each other in order to achieve
organizational goals. For instance, a leadership style
is view as the combination of traits, characteristics,
skills and behavior that leaders use when interacting
with their subordinates (Marturano and Gosling,
2008). Also in Popoola (2014), leadership is a process
in which a leader attempts to influence his or her

followers to establish and accomplish a goal. In order
to accomplish these goals, the leader exercises his or
her power to influence people. That power is
exercised in earlier stages by motivating followers to
get the job done and in later stages by rewarding or
punishing those who do or not perform to the level of
expectation.

(Koontz, O’Donnell&Weihrich). Leadership occurs
when one person "induces”" and “inspires” others to
work toward predetermined objectives.

° To lead is to guide, conduct, direct and
precede.

. Leaders act to help a group achieve
objectives with the maximum application of its
capabilities.

. Leaders do not stand behind a group to push
and to prod; they place themselves before the group
as they facilitate progress and inspire the group to
accomplish organizational goals.

What does leadership do for an organization? If we
defined leadership as a process involving interactions
between a leader and followers, usually subordinate
employees of a company, leadership profoundly
affects the company. Another vital role of leadership
is to represent the group or organization and link it to
the external world in order to obtain vital resources to
carry out its mission. When necessary, leadership has
to defend the organization.

Impact of Leadership Styles
performance

By leadership style, it means the way in which the
functions of leadership are carrier out, the way in
which the manager typically behaves towards
members of the group to achieve organizational goals
and objectives. In order to get the results from
subordinates, the manager must also have regard for
the need to encourage high morale, a spirit of
involvement and co-operation and a willingness to
work.

This gives rise to the style of leadership and
provides another rubric under which leadership
behavior can be analyzed.

Broad classification of leadership style: there are
many possible ways of describing leadership such as

in Workers'

for example, dictatorial, unitary, charismatic,
benevolent, bureaucratic, consultative, and
participative. The style of leadership towards
subordinated staff and focus of
power can be classified within broad three-

fold headings.

(@) Authoritarian (orautocratic) style: Here, the
focus of power is with the manager and all
interactions within the group move towards the
manager. The manager alone exercise decision
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making and authority for determining policy,
procedure, for achieving goals work tasks and
relationship, control of rewards or punishment. This
may have impact on organizational productivity
provided that the managers have capability to carry
out operational activities of the firm. Subordinates
under this style do what they are told to do so as not
to lose the means (in terms of salary, increase
promotion etc.).

(b) Democratic/Participative Style: This
approach seeks to obtain the cooperation of workers
in achieving organizational goals by allowing them to
participate in decision making. It was believed that
workers would support a decision they were involved.
The democratic or participative leader is
characterized by employee-oriented, democratically
supportive behaviors. He uses general supervision
and he is considerate of his subordinates. He is group
centered. He consults with his subordinates on
problems, tasks and goals that face him and the group
as a whole. He encourages participation in matters or
decisions affecting his subordinates. He is particularly
relationship-oriented. He is willing to share
responsibility in both planning and execution.

Democratic style shows:

. Consideration for subordinates - He treats
them with dignity and kindness. He is non-punitive in
his dealings with them.

o Consultative decision making — frequently
asks subordinates for their opinions on issues before
he makes vital decisions.

. General supervision — His supervisory style
is in a general rather than in a close manner. He
delegates authority to his subordinates and permits
freedom to exercise discretion in their work. He does
not believe in imposition of tight controls and close
supervision.

However, Democratic/participative
style is most effective only when:

U Decisions are not routine in nature

. Decisions need to be made rapidly, this
allowing time to involve subordinates in the decision

leadership

process.
. The information required for effective
decision making cannot be standardized or
centralized.
. Subordinates feel a strong need for
independence.

. Subordinates regard their participation in
decision making as legitimate.

. Subordinates see themselves as able to
contribute to the decision making process.

. Subordinates are confident of their ability to
work without close supervision.)

(c) Laissez-Faire Leadership: The laissez-faire or
free-rein style of leadership does not depend on the
leader to provide external motivation as do the
autocratic and participate styles. The workers
motivate themselves based on their needs, wants and
desires. They are given a goal and left mostly up to

their own to achieve it, using their ingenuity. The
leader principally assumes the role of a group
member.

Everything is so supportive that only positive
information is passed along. He allows subordinates
to set their own goals/quotes. He allows absolutely
free hand in the process of decision making.

Theoretical Clarification
The Situational Theory Leadership

This approach believes that leadership is the
product of situations in particular groups. The
argument by the proponents of this theory is that
leadership will differ in each group situation. The
situation in which the leader finds himself is thus
more important than what he does or what he is. This
concept of situation means that leadership is specific
and relative to the situation in which it occurs.
Therefore, it will be seen that the management style
that is most meaningful in any situation is a function
of multitudes of relevant variables such as:

. What the position of the leader is in the
hierarchy

. How much power is accorded that position

e  What type of people work in the system

. What kind of business it is

. What is the environment of the business

. What is the nature of organizational climate

. In what national culture is the organization
located

Thus, because of these variables, it is a bit (if not
exceedingly) difficult to develop a single leadership
standard. However, no matter which ever style is
adopted and ideal leader must be sensitive, adaptive
and flexible to get subordinates to put up their best so
he can get the work done through other people
effectively.

Fielder's Situational Control Theory of
Leadership: Fielder's theory states that the group's
performance will be contingent upon the appropriate
matching of leadership styles and the degree of
favorableness of the group situation for the leader,
that is, the degree to which the situation provides the
leader with influence over his group members.

The leader's effectiveness is partially contingent
upon three variables:

1. Theleader-member relations

2. The task-structure

3. Theleader's position power

a. The leader-member relations refer to the
extent to which the leader is accepted by the group. In
some cases, the personalities of both the leader and
the led affect these relations. In situations where
the leader and his group get along well, the leader has
greater influence than where he is disliked.

b. The task structure refers to the degree to
which the task is structured or unstructured. The
more the task is structured or routine, the easier it is
for the manager to lead and get compliance from his
group. Unstructured tasks call for more creative
leaders and make leading much more difficult. |
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c. The leaders position power refers to the
leader's former power provided for that position by
the formal organization. The more power he has to
reward or punish, the more influence he will have.

Empirical Clarification

There are many empirical evidence relating to
leadership and organization behavior in an
organization. In his work, Jamaludin (2011) conducted
their research on the leadership and their styles and
suggested that effective leaders are those who use
their powers for betterment of the followers and
organizations as well. Leaders are one of the major
key drivers in enhancing the production and
innovations. According to Raelin (2011), Leadership is
directly connected to the practices to which people
are dedicated. The most substantial of leaders is their
influential personality that has positive relation with
the follower's job satisfaction and the performance.

3. Research Methodology

The study is an exploratory research design, and
researcher's philosophy is epistemology with
positivism perspectives. The researcher collected data
through the use of interview which was conducted on
thirty senior administrative of Olawil wire industry
limited Osogbo. Qualitative technique was used in
this research in line with Abdulraheem (2016) who
noted Corbin and Strauss submission that; Qualitative
research is germane when the researcher intends to
comprehend the inner experience of the certain
study.

4. Discussion of findings

The researcher conducted interview on selected
workers on Olawil wire industry limited Osogbo.
Researcher finding indicates that there are
relationship between leadership style and workers
performance in organization as a result of roles play
by Olawil management on leadership style cannot be
quantified because they guide members on how to
perform well, providing the facilities necessary for the
performance of the workers activities, matching
people properly with the activities they perform,
rewarding people on the basis of their contribution
towards the achievement of the organization goals
and objectives as well as aid effectiveness of
management decision on workers performance. In the
same vein, equal opportunities are given to everyone
to advance and progress on their career. Workshops
within the state are given to some selected staff to
boost their profession.

In addition, effective leadership by Ezeh (2008) did
analysis and gives evidence in the favour of
transactional effective leadership, they observed that
transactional leadership is more effective when
organization desire to achieve their aims and
objectives. Supervisors play a vital role in job
satisfaction as seen in Olawil wire industry Osogbo. In
other words, transactional leadership encourages
followers to perform according to the leader's
expectation and get rewards and promotion. Ample
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support is available in the leadership literature
according to (Avolio, Bass and Jung,1999) to make
transactional leadership more effective, appropriate
usage of contingent reward is an important feedback
to assemble expectations with followers in term of
their performance. Facilitating the followers to be
familiar with job obligations and recognized
objectives to achieve estimated degree of
performance is an important aspect of transactional
leadership style (Lo, Ramayah and Min, 2009).
(Janssen and Yperen, 2004) acknowledged that
transactional leadership assists the efficiency by
enhancing innovative job performance and job
satisfaction. Hence, the study shows that effective
leadership has significant impact on employee
performance and job satisfaction in Olawil industry
Osogbo.

5. Conclusion

Following the review of the literature about
leadership styles and employee performance, and the
relation between the two, it was noticed that no
studies had looked at the impact of managerial
leadership style on employee performance in Nigeria.
Based on the literature review, it was predicted that
leadership styles would differ according to managers
demographic profiles and similarly that employee job
satisfaction would also be influenced by demographic
profiles. The intention was to find a link between
managerial leadership styles and employee job
satisfaction. The findings indicated that there were
indeed significant differences in leadership style in
use by the organizations under review and employees
of these organizations. The study found that there
were also significant differences in leadership style
due to managers' demographic characteristics, and
that the democratic leadership style was preferred
among managers, in contrast to suggestions that
business managers prefer to be autocratic. The
outcomes showed that the relationship between
leadership style and employees performance in
Olawil industry Osogbo is cordial and this lead to
higher productivity in the organization.

6. Recommendations

The following recommendations are suggested
based on the findings.

(i) The leader should improve in interpersonal
relationship between the staff and management team
to ensure increase in productivity.

(ii) There should be a free flow of information to
ensure cohesion.

(iii) The management team should always have
the welfare of the workers at heart.

(iv) The management team should create an
enabling environment that will enhance workers

participation in the day-to-day running of the
business.
(v) The leader should ensured that their

employees are well directed, coordinated appraised,
and leading them toward achieving the organizational
goals and objectives.

One of the most significant changes that the business world is experiencing now is the progressive development and
implementation of electronic commerce. Taking into account the rapid development of web and Internet technologies, e-commerce is
increasing volumes on a global scale and is being formed as a separate sector of the economy. Every year, from 30% to 70% of the
business of all countries (regardless of their level of development) goes online. This is especially true for business entities that carry out
trading activities.

The subject of research in the article is the e-commerce market in Ukraine. The goal is to conduct a statistical analysis of the state
of development of the electronic commerce market in Ukraine Objectives: to study the concept of "electronic commerce"; to analyze the
legislative base of Ukraine in the regulation of this sphere; statistical analysis of the development trends of e-commerce in Ukraine.
General scientific methods are used: classifications and theoretical generalization - to study the theoretical foundations of electronic
commerce, statistical analysis - to analyze the current state of electronic commerce in Ukraine.

The following results were obtained: based on the analysis of statistical data describing the development of the e-commerce market
in Ukraine, the main trends in the country were identified, the strengths and weaknesses of this area, and development prospects were
identified. Conclusions: the analysis of the development of e-commerce in the world proved that today this area is rapidly increasing its
volume. Ukraine has become Europe's leader in the development of e-commerce. It is proved that Ukraine has the potential to expand
the influence of e-commerce companies, as 35% of the population still does not use the Internet, and a large number of users prefer
foreign services due to distrust of national enterprises and an imperfect legislative base.

The article is devoted to the study of the essence of economic security, the prerequisites of its formation, the definition of the place
of economic security in the system of national security of Ukraine. The article conducted a study of theoretical and methodological
approaches to the definition of the category of "economic security". The levels of normative regulation of economic security, the
historical aspect of the formation of economic security are considered. The main approaches to the interpretation of the essence of the
category “economic security of an enterprise” are highlighted.

The subject of research is the theoretical and methodological aspects of the formation of the essence of economic security. The aim
of the article is a complex study of the essence of economic security, the preconditions of its formation and the definition of its place in
the system of national security. The task: to determine the theoretical principles of the role and place of economic security in the
national security of Ukraine on the basis of a systematic approach. The methods of research: the methodological basis of the study is
the dialectical method of knowledge of economic phenomena, the position of the economic theory of economic security; the analysis
and synthesis to determine the theoretical foundations for the economic security formation.

The following results were obtained: a study was conducted of theoretical and methodological approaches to the definition of the
categories “economic security” and “economic security of an enterprise”.

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THE PROBLEM OF DISINTEGRATION: CASE OF BREXIT
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There are constant changes in the modern development of the society, signalling that the existing orders are no longer suitable for
the participants of trade and political agreements. The prospect of the UK leaving the EU took the markets and politicians by surprise. It
is clear that Brexit brings economic and political consequences of disintegration not only for the United Kingdom, but also for the EU
partners and for the future of European integration. The subject of our article is to find out the causes for disintegration processes in the
UK. The purpose of the article is to analyse the economic and non-economic factors influencing the decision of the referendum on
leaving the European Union. In order to look at the reasons for Brexit, this article collects economic and non-economic factors that
influenced it. The study uses general scientific methods: analysis of the macroeconomic indicators of the UK over the years of
participation in the EU, data fromthe latest scientific papers on Brexit.

The results suggest that unemployment rate, lower GDP or inflation cannot be decisive when it comes to leaving the EU. In line with
this view many contemporary studies show that the exit is not profitable from an economic point of view and will affect the
macroeconomic indicators of the state. Moreover, there is considerable normative uncertainty about how the exit process will be carried
out. This further indicates that the process is unlikely to be completed. In conclusion we say that the main reasons for Brexit are
determined socially, historically and geographically and associate with the strong identification of voters primarily as citizens of the
nation-state, rather than the European Union.

The article deals with reaserch of the development of balneological tourism in Ukraine. The theoretical and methodological bases of
the territorial organization of balneo resorts and functioning of the institutions of balneological tourism are highlighted. The estimation of
activity of sanatorium and spa establishments of balneological specialization is given. The present state of the development of
balneological tourism in Ukraine is analyzed.

The subject of the study is the development of the country's balneological tourism, its condition and place in the system of the
sanatorium and health complex of Ukraine. The purpose is to analyze the development of balneological tourism, assess the
infrastructure and activities of balneological institutions. Task: description of resource base and territorial organization of balneological
tourism in Ukraine; assessment of the infrastructure of balneo tourism in Ukraine; the analysis of the activity of the institution of
balneological tourism. Common scientific methods are used: synthesis and analysis - to determine the peculiarities of the development
of balneo tourism in Ukraine, the tabular method - for the compilation and grouping of analytical data, the method of graphical
representation of information - for generalization and popularization of statistical data, mathematical modeling.

The results of the study confirm the reduction of the tourist inflow with the health-improving purpose in Ukraine, the reduction of
balneological tourism establishments, and the reduction of the quality of services provided in these institutions. Conclusion: insufficient
development of the market of balneological tourism in Ukraine, ineffective use of resource potential, weak level of material and technical
base.

CINEMA TOURISM AS AN INNOVATIVE DIRECTION OF TOURISM DEVELOPMENT IN UKRAINE

Cinema tourism as one of the specialized types of cultural and cognitive tourism is an innovative area where meeting cultural needs
is the main goal. Cinema tourism can be represented by various qualifications and types of cultural and cognitive tourism (by duration,
directions, purpose, way of travel, duration of stay, organizational forms etc.). The characteristics of the forms of cinema tourism with
examples have been given. The classification of the destinations of cinema tourism has been indicated.

The subject of the study is the film industry development in Ukraine, which directly affects the creation of destinations, that are one

of the factors of the film tourism development, in the country.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the film tourism development in the world and, in particular, in Ukraine. The main objectives
of the study are: to analyze geographic aspects of the film tourism development in Ukraine; to quantify the availability of movies made in
the territory of cities and regions of Ukraine as well as destinations, locations that were used in filming; to determine the prospects of the

film tourism development in Ukraine.
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The research methods are: empirical and statistical analysis of actual data; analytical and comparative research method which
means study of the current state of film tourism resources for film tourism in Ukraine; complex method which is a full description of the
research object; generalizations about the current state of film tourism in Ukraine.

The following results have been obtained: it has been determined that film tourism, as one of the specialized types of cultural and
educational tourism, is an innovative approach, according to which meeting the cultural needs of tourists is the main goal. The cinema
tourism influence on the economic growth of a number of countries has been analyzed, and Ukraine too. In recent years, the high
increase in the number of moviegoers offers marketers a cinema product as one of the alternative means of promotion. Sites, studios,
hotels, houses and especially places where movies have been or are being filmed become a tourist attraction. Today, the role of the
cinema industry and tourism is constantly increasing, which allows many countries to effectively improve their economies and give
international tourism strategic importance for stimulating employment.

Conclusions: the preconditions for the development of cinema tourism in the world are, first and foremost, natural geographical
features, socio-economic, historical and cultural tourist resources, which have become filming objects. Films give the opportunity of full
usage of natural resources, that's why cinema tourism satisfies these needs. Cinema tourism is quite difficult to be organized, because
its object can be both a separate telephone booth and the landscape of the whole country. Literary works, which might be called an
“ally”, have a significant influence on the development of cinema tourism as well because of a great number of movies based on books.
This factor plays an important role in the development and popularization of cinema tourism.

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Ukraine has a sufficient amount of tourist resources and a powerful potential for its further development. For today, castle tourism,
based on the use of fortification objects, is extremely attractive both for tourists and for attracting investment in its development. At
present, the castles have found their new purpose: they have become museums, hotels, art galleries, restaurants, platforms for
theatrical performances and musical concerts, various shows and performances.

Ukraine is not the first time back to the problem of preserving its historical and fortification heritage. The seriousness of this issue is
determined by the fact that the castle heritage is in an extremely neglected state. Another negative phenomenon is still the indifference
of the population to their own history and the current state of the tourist infrastructure. Ukrainian society should be the engine of
practical changes. Historical monuments are destroyed, and sometimes the local population dismantles locks for building materials. But
it should also be noted that Ukraine has all the possibilities and conditions for the development of castle tourism. Of course, there is
definitely a lot of work to improve the conditions and quality of service, but the components of the success of the development of this
area in the country go along with the preservation of natural landscapes, accessibility of the area, advantageous infrastructure,
interesting tourist sites and facilities, the image of the state and a significant contribution of funds to country budget. The potential of
castle tourism is amazing and needs to be developed. The subject of the research is the use of the castle-palace complex in tourism.
The purpose of the research is an analysis of the current state and definition of prospects for the use of the castle-palace complex in
Ukraine, first of all in the industry of hotel and restaurant business.

Tasks: to highlight the main problems and prospects for the development of the castle tourism, to formulate the strategy of using the
castle heritage of Ukraine. The scientific methods are a system analysis, a structural-genetic synthesis and a direct analysis. As results
this study found the main directions of development of the castle tourism, the impact of this type of tourism on the country's economy
and the ways of attracting investment for the development of castle-hotel business in Ukraine. The authors conclude due to the
development of the castle tourism, the economy, which has a significant impact on the development of the state in general and on the
standard of living of the population, is growing intensively. In the future, the establishment of a competitive market for services by
upgrading the existing vacation infrastructure and the spread of small forms of recreation can significantly increase the number of
tourists in our country, which will improve the economy and the quality of life of the population. It will also help create a new tourism
infrastructure, increase the share of inbound tourism, which will positively affect the development of transport, accommodation and
catering, retail, construction, communications, and insurance.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF KHARKIV TOURISM BRAND

Under modern conditions of the development of the tourist market, the competition between tourist destinations is increasing,
therefore, the factor of tourists’ attraction and the investment is brand. Although Kharkiv has all the necessary resources to become a
leader in the development of tourism in Ukraine, the city does not have the correct positioning — the brand.

The subject of research of the article is the creation of a tourism brand of Kharkiv. The goal is to create a competitive tourism brand
for the city domination at the tourist market, attracting visitors and foreign investment. The objectives are to analyse the concepts of
"brand", "territorial brand" and "brand of the city", to define the goals, tasks and functions of the city brand, to describe the features of
the city brand development, to analyse the existing Kharkiv brands and to create the new brand of the city. General scientific methods
are used, such as systematic approach — to determine the terms, goals, tasks and functions of the city brand, structural analysis — to
characterize existing city brands, analytics and statistical methods — to analyze the resource availability, literary method used for all
aspects of the article.

The following results were obtained: on the basis of the analysis, the concepts of "brand", "territorial brand" and "brand of the city",
methods of its development were determined and the new competitive brand of the city of Kharkov was developed. Conclusions: the
existing brands of the city Kharkiv do not reflect the whole essence of the place and do not make the city as attractive as possible for
tourists; a new competitive entertainment-based brand has been created taking into account all the shortcomings of the previous ones
and, therefore, it can be concluded that the new brand can be successful with further use.

As the Internet system grows and spreads into
different parts of everyday life, we can expect a future
where every physical device that we use analyzes our
data and automatically provides us services. The
hospitality industry is inclined to follow this growing
trend to offer new types of services to its quests as
well as to enact cost saving measures. Figure 1 shows
examples of Internet of things devices the different
service categories they can be employed for.

1. Body Area Sensors

Sales of devices such as smartphones,
smartwatches , etc., are soaring and smart technology
is beginning to be included in other wearable forms
like smart clothing, smart shoes, etc. These devices
gather user data like body temperature, heart rate,
location, fitness activities, etc. Wireless medical
sensor technology further expands the scope of data
collection by providing detailed data about organs
and systems within the body. With proper analysis of
data gathered through body area sensor networks,
Hospitality Service Providers (HSP) can offer a host of

new services to their guests such as, automatic
adjustment of in-room temperature based on body
temperature, adjustment in-room lighting based on a
guest's sleep-cycle, etc. [6, pp.135-136].

2. Energy Management

HSP can admit several cost-saving measures in the
management of on-property energy consumption by
leveraging technology. These measures are particular
beneficial in achieving "green” operation of on-
property systems. Some hotel properties include
smart lighting and temperature control systems as
well as use of low power devices like LED lights
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[8, pp.1-13] [12]. IoT technologies can significantly
expand the scope of energy-saving systems.

3. Building Automation and Monitoring

Both guests and service providers benefit from
building automation and monitoring. New hospitality
services such as keyless entry services, digital
concierge, etc. which will be brought about by
developments in IoT - enabled systems will greatly
improve guest satisfaction. These services are not only
appealing for technophile users ,but, they can be
specially helpful for guests with disabilities. Building
automation and monitoring also leads to better
operational and managerial efficiency for HSP [5].

4. Augmented Reality and Beacon Technology

HSP are coming up with new ways to incorporate
augmented reality and beacon technology into their
on-property systems [6, pp.135-136; 2]. This
technology can be used to provide guests with
services such as digitally guided tours, previews of in-
room environment (e.g., décor, facilities and
amenities, etc.), immediate translation services for
signs and other written materials, interactive
restaurant menus with dish previews. These services
can be bundled as part in-house loyalty applications
[1, pp.133-135].

5. Smart room keys

It's fascinating that a function as simple as a door
key could undergo so much evolution. But the tool
that once started as a carefully shaped piece of metal
quickly turned into electronic key cards, and is set to
shed its physical form altogether [3].

The next evolution of the hotel key transforms it
into data on a guest's mobile device. Hotels will
increasingly install smart room access systems that
allow guests to unlock their doors by simply swiping
their phones across a keyless pad on the door.
Another innovative way to offer a keyless experience
is through fingerprint-activated room entry systems
and retina scanning devices. Retina scanning is even
more accurate and secure than fingerprint scans [9].

6. Guest Apps

The vision of the connected guest entails nearly
every aspect of the guest experience. Something as
complex as that needs a single hub from which to
operate-and guest apps for personal mobile devices
are the natural place to host all of these functions. A
smartly designed guest app combines everything from
deal notifications to hotel services to loyalty
programs. If you see a guest used the group rate for a
conference, you could use the app to electronically
send your guest the event itinerary, complete with a
map of meeting spaces where sessions will be held.

Most major hotels have some element of this
picture in play already, and they're adding
capabilities every day. Some of the major flags are
closer, but much of the technology and integration is
still in development [10].

7. Battle For Bandwidth

A smart phone.A laptop.A tablet.An e-reader. It
seems like hospitality guests bring every Internet
bandwidth-sucking device they own when they travel.

And whether they're travelling for business or
pleasure, you can bet you're going to hear about it if
they can't connect as quickly and reliably as they're
used to at home.

But a hotel is not a home. You have to multiply
those data needs by dozens, if not hundreds, of
guests—possibly thousands if you land a big
conference. It's a huge strain and one that many of the
best hospitality brands are working on. Whatever
your solution, rest assured, the demand for bandwidth
at hotels is only going to grow [10].

8. Location Based Services

Much of this technology is in its infancy, but the
implications are huge. Being able to understand
where hotel staff and guests are located at any given
time creates all kinds of opportunities to improve the
guest experience—f{rom being able to deliver services
to guests while freeing them from their rooms to
helping event staff operate more efficiently to turning
over rooms more quickly and beyond.

Some employee location-based features are
already available using SIP-DECT, but this is just the
beginning. This is a category to keep an eye on [10].

9. SIP-DECT

Already popular in the hospitality space and other
industries in Europe, SIP-DECT is a mobility-enabling
alternative to VOWLAN and radio-based networks
that are starting to get attention in North America.

Many SIP-DECT setups bring the kind of features
usually found on a fixed network to mobile workers all
over your hotel or campus without tethering them
down to specific locations. Since hotel service staff,
like housekeeping, valet, concierge, and event staff
are often on the go, SIP-DECTa natural fit for hoteliers
[10].

With relatively low cost compared to the
alternatives, ease of deployment and quality,
predictable voice quality, SIP-DECT is poised to take
off in a big way.

10. Check-in via guests' smartphones

It'll make life easier for everybody. Guests can
check into their room on their phones, grab the keys
from the check-in counter, and head straight to their
room without having to stand there with their bags,
staring off into space while the receptionist taps away
at a keyboard.

Mobile check-in is also a good way to get
customers using your app, which allows you to
promote your hotel and make it easier for your
customers to connect with you when they want [3].

The technology certainly exists, and people seem
to really want it:data firm Zebra Technologies
published a study that found that 68% of guests want
to speed up the check-in process using their
smartphones.

11. Trecking of loyal guests

The Zebra Technologies study also found that 74%
of hotel guests would like some sort of customized
offer or a loyalty program.

Through information technology, it is possible to
keep track of hotel's guest preferences and log special
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requests, room service orders, and other data so that
when they check-in again down the line, they can be
surprised with a thoughtful gesture, such as a fresh
cup of their favorite brand of coffee [3].

"As competition for travelers’ mindshare
intensifies, hospitality managers have sharpened their
focus on differentiating the guest stay via unique and
personalized experiences in a bid to strengthen
loyalty and encourage repeat visits," the report states.
"For guests, feeling catered to nowadays means not
only hassle-free booking, but also service and offers
that reflect individualized messaging and marketing
based on their personal profile, activities and
preferences.”

12. Artificial Intelligence

Take Hilton Worldwide, for example, which
unveiled an Al-based concierge that they dubbed

“Connie" in 2016. The robot uses the power of IBM's
supercomputer Watson, and it is able to help guests
with tourist attractions, dining recommendations, and
hotel features (Fig.2).

«Currently stationed near reception at the Hilton
McLean in Virginia, Connie is learning to interact
with guests and respond to their questions in a
friendly and informative manner». Hilton, the general
manager of the hotel, says that the more guests

interact with Connie, the more it learns, adapts, and
improves its recommendations.

This kind of technology can remain too costly for
some years/. But as hotel chains start to use it more
frequently, the cost will come down, and these Al
options will be available to independent and boutique
hotels in the coming years [11].

13. NFC Technology

Near field communication (NFC) technology is the
next-generation short-range high frequency wireless
communication technology that gives users the ability
to exchange data between devices. Communication
between NFC devices can transfer data at up to 424
kbits/second and the communication is enabled when
two devices touch each other, which makes mobile
payments (by touching the smart phone to a credit
card) an instant, secure process [9].

Besides payments and an easier way to gain entry
to hotel rooms, NFC technology can also be used to
personalize a guest's experience at a hotel or resort.
For example, advertising can be targeted based on
gender and age (so if a child walks by a digital sign in
the lobby, the advertisement can change to promote a
local theme park or the hotel's kids club) and this
technology could also be used to track loyalty points
from a guest's use of the conference facilities or room
service. This opens many doors for hotels who want to
offer a more personalized experience at their
establishment.

14. Robots and infrared sensors

Some hotels are already offering more futuristic
experiences, with robots delivering any items ordered
through room service to a guest's door. A boutique
hotel that is nestled between Apple's headquarters
and other tech companies, called Aloft Cupertino, has
a robot butler called Botlr that is able to move
between the various floors of the hotel in order to take
items such as toothbrushes, chargers and snacks to
guests. These types of digital systems not only make it
easy for hotel staff to deliver items to guests, but it
also offers a forward-facing digital experience to
people who stay at the hotel.

Infrared scanners are now also used to minimize
disruptions relating to housekeeping (which is a
common complaint from customers). Instead of
hanging a ‘Do Not Disturb' sign on doors or having
cleaning staff wake up traveling guests with knocks
and phone calls, hotel staff can take a more innovative
approach by using infrared scanners that will detect
body heat within a room and tell cleaning staff that
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they should rather come back later if the room is
currently occupied [9].

15. Predictive Analytic

The use of predictive analytics is one of the most
important ways to increase hotel revenue.

Wouldn't it be great if tailor-made updates could
be sent via emails, SMSs to customers based on their
preferences? For e.g.: A spa coupon can be targeted
particularly for guests who have used this service in
your hotel earlier. It empowers hoteliers to make
informed decisions by understanding what kind of
problems they may face tomorrow.

Investing in the right kind of technology in
hospitality industry will help you to be prepared and
improve a hotel's management in all aspects. For e.g.
any hotel that includes multiple POS outlets needs to
focus on providing a personalized service to their
guests. This will ensure hoteliers have a higher chance

Technology will be helpful to suggest which guest
is suitable for any specific promotion, offers, and
discounts.

At the present stage of tourism development in the world, the ecological tourism is one of the priority directions of sustainable
development of the territories.
