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CONDITIONS OF EFFECTIVE SOCIAL INTERACTION OF STUDENTS OF YOUNGER CLASSES DURING DISTANCE LEARNING

The development of social interaction skills is important in elementary school age, because the ability
to cooperate, communicate, control and express one’s feelings, make compromises, overcome difficulties,
etc. is a guarantee for the further realization of the individual in life. Unfortunately, in modern realities,
in connection with the martial law, younger schoolchildren in most regions of Ukraine do not have the
opportunity to be in daily “live” communication with peers and teachers, where social interaction skills
are actively developed.

The distance learning format with online lessons raises a number of pedagogical and psychological
problems associated with a decrease in the effectiveness of interaction between teachers and students,

students among themselves, which negatively affects the development of social interaction skills. In this
context, new challenges arise for teachers (as well as for parents). In particular, it is important to provide
the necessary support and motivation to students, to promote the development of their social skills and
abilities, to provide an opportunity to interact with classmates and the teacher online. To solve these prob-
lems, it is necessary to use modern methods and technologies, in particular, use interactive forms of work,
remote games and tasks, effectively use video conferences to organize collective work and discussions with
students, etc. Distance learning, despite its inherent shortcomings, provided that a number of pedagogical
conditions are taken into account, can become a fairly effective tool in the development of social interac-
tion skills of younger schoolchildren.

The purpose of this work is to study the social interaction of junior high school students in the process
of distance learning, with the subsequent identification of conditions for increasing its effectiveness. In
order to study the social interaction of elementary school students, we created a Google Form that con-
tained 9 main questions. 47 junior school students took part in the survey. The questions were formulated
so that children, based on their own opinion, could answer them independently, without the help and
influence of adults. Analysis of the results of the survey of junior high school students confirm the need
for purposeful development of their social interaction skills in the process of distance learning. The effec-
tiveness of the development of social interaction skills in the process of distance learning, in our opinion,
is related to the observance of the following pedagogical conditions: the development of individual tasks,
the involvement of students in project activities aimed at the development of personal and social qualities;
the use of interactive learning methods that help students develop emotional and social intelligence, co-
operation and collaboration skills, critical thinking, analytical abilities and the ability to argue their views;
creating opportunities for independent work that allows students to develop their creative and leadership
abilities; inclusion of students in projects of cooperation and interaction with communities, for example,
environmental protection, improvement of the school territory, etc.; application of various methods of
developing moral and ethical awareness, including ethical conversations, use of role-playing games, ethical
stories and fairy tales; using methods and techniques to interest students and support their activity during
online lessons (online games, remote excursions, etc.); creation of a favorable psychological climate, pro-
viding opportunities for self-expression and self-development to students of younger grades; the use of
an individual approach, taking into account the personal needs and capabilities of students; organization
of interaction between teachers and parents in order to reveal the possibilities and limitations of distance
learning, increase motivation to raise children, help in creating favorable conditions for learning; cooper-
ation with other teachers and specialists who have experience of working with students of lower grades
during distance learning for the purpose of sharing experience; systematic monitoring and evaluation of
the results of educational activities.
