THE IMPACT OF ONLINE LEARNING ON STUDENT MOTIVATION

Due to the current situation in Ukraine, most higher education institutions were forced to switch
to online learning. Therefore, the analysis and improvement of the technologies, the methods and the
techniques to increase students’ motivation in online learning are relevant, since, as practice shows, there
are still a number of unresolved problems concerning students’ motivation.

The purpose of the article. To study the experience of international and domestic experts in the field
of distance learning and its impact on students’ motivation, as well as to analyze the results of a survey of
students of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National University, a higher education institution located in the combat
zone, in order to identify factors that affect their motivation in online learning.

Research methods. To achieve this goal, a survey was conducted by using the online platform Moodle
and empirical methods, namely methods of observation and generalization of pedagogical experience, as
well as general theoretical research methods, namely analysis, synthesis and explanation.

The main results of the study. The problems of students’” motivation and some advantages and
disadvantages of distance learning, which in themselves can promote motivation or cause demotivation,
have been considered. The results of the study include an analysis of certain aspects of distance learning
and a comparison with classroom learning. One of the results of the study is the conclusion that motivating
students by traditional methods alone is not effective in distance learning. Analyzing the results of a
survey conducted among the students of Kharkiv National University, the authors have found that the vast
majority of students believe that online learning can contribute to the acquisition of new knowledge and
can increase their motivation to learn under certain conditions.

Conclusions. This study suggests that online communication should be clear, timely, friendly, and
flexible. Social isolation and depersonalization can be reduced by creating a sense of online community.
When forming study groups, particular attention should be paid to the students’ level of knowledge. The
course content and materials should be engaging and meaningful to maximize students’ motivation and
learning outcomes. However, in the future, the most optimal learning model may be a hybrid one.
