The role of symbols, rituals, masgmonies within the identity politics, which is a
component of symbolic politics, is establisheds fproved that the identity politics is based oa th
development of cultural meanings, in particulartbigcal, geographical and other data, national
memory, collective myths, as well as taking inteoaat the specific context, indicating the
constructed nature of identity and implementatibthe relevant politics.
