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POLITICAL STABILITY IN THE DIMENSION OF THE CHALLENGES
OF THE INFORMATION AGE

The issues of stability / instability of modern society and the state, factors of overcoming destructive
phenomena are considered. Among the most important factors, the excessive growth of uncertainty,
polyvariance, randomness in modern political development are highlighted. The substantive core of the
crisis of political stability is explained and the reasons for the increase in the price of social and political
conflicts under conditions of social tension are revealed. The factors and conditions for the emergence
and development of political conflicts are determined. The greatest danger of value-based conflicts and
the clash of identities is emphasized. The formation of a new - global - identity is indicated as the basis
for a kind of elite circle of the information age. The essence and features of the phenomenon of post-
under-information are studied as a continuation of the theoretical logic of the concept of post-under-
modernity. The presence of certain characteristic features of identity, inherent in the industrial era, which
were manifested in value preferences and motivations, is noted. Special attention is paid to revealing the
issue of the features of the explication of the concept of political stability at the present stage. The
processes of formation of identities and their corresponding value meanings under the conditions of
globalization and informatization, which affect all spheres of social life, determine the emergence of
contradictions and conflicts, are analyzed. The multi-component nature of the selection of identities that
coexist, collide, and affect the growth of dysfunction in the political sphere both at the local and global
levels is analyzed. This leads to the growth of destructive phenomena. The principles of the formation of
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social hierarchies and elites, the features of the «digital divide» at the interindividual, social and inter-
social levels are studied.

It is determined that technological development can be combined with stagnation, or even regressive
manifestations in other areas of social and political life. Examples of this are glamorization,
carnivalization of political processes, the growth of the trend of scandal politics as a political
phenomenon, populism, and the statistical advantage of authoritarian practices in the world, which,
unfortunately, correlates with the corresponding trend in the information space, in the plane of global
transmission of value meanings. Thus, technologies are «digested» by social practices in accordance with
their needs and goals. Certain value meanings are analyzed, which within the framework of identity
formation contribute to social adaptation and political stabilization. The logic of the exacerbation of
contradictions in the dimension of such priority axiological meanings as freedom, democracy, stability is

proved.

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THE PATH TO SECURITY: MODELS AND MECHANISMS FOR
MAINTAINING EUROPEAN AND INTERNATIONAL SECURITY

Security is a central theme in international relations and modern political science, particularly
given the evolving security landscape in Europe and globally. Traditional mechanisms for
maintaining stability, such as the balance of power, defense alliances, and collective security, have
demonstrated limitations. European integration offers a potential alternative, capable of
transforming international interactions and mitigating the risk of conflict. This study aims to
identify the characteristics of different security models and assess their effectiveness within the
current international system. It focuses on the correlation between traditional security approaches
(balance of power, defensive alliances) and newer models based on integration and international
institutionalization.

The research employs a comparative analysis of international security concepts, a historical
method to evaluate the effectiveness of different approaches retrospectively, and a structural
analysis of international security systems. An institutional approach is also utilized to assess the role
of international organizations in shaping security policy.

The study reveals that traditional security mechanisms, such as defense alliances and the
balance of power, remain relevant but pose significant risks, including conflict escalation and
heightened security dilemma. While joining forces enhances participants' defense capabilities,
forming a basis for deterrence — a key condition for avoiding aggression — these alliances can also
create rivalries and instability. Collective security, despite its international legitimacy, often
struggles with implementation due to a lack of unified member-state positions. The difficulty of
establishing a truly universal collective security system, coupled with the prominent role of great
powers in world politics, suggests a simpler system: collective action by great powers interested in
maintaining the status quo, even without formal obligations to counter aggression as seen in
collective defense systems. The modern international security system, anchored by the United
Nations (UN), blends elements of collective security and a concert of nations (requiring unanimity
among the Security Council's permanent members), incorporating functional cooperation to address
conflict sources. A more effective approach to security combines traditional models with deepened
interdependence. This mitigates the structural causes of conflict and fosters a new kind of
international interaction. The European Union provides a successful example of this synergistic
approach to security.

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For a time, Europe's relative peace seemed to
relegate security concerns to a secondary
position. Peripheral conflicts did not challenge
the perceived strength of the European security
architecture. However, the events in Ukraine
have forced a reassessment of regional security
(Borzel 2023), casting a far more pessimistic
light. The ongoing war demonstrates that the
European security system retains many of the
very characteristics Europeans had hoped to
overcome in their efforts to transcend a history
of conflict (Claude 1988; Fiott 2023).

European integration has a significant
security dimension and represents an attempt to
transcend traditional power politics. A key
achievement of this process is the establishment
of peace among European states. European
integration has proven an effective means of
transforming the European regional security
complex and altering the foreign policies of
states that traditionally relied on military
instruments for security. EU membership offers
a compelling alternative: the creation of a
community of peace and prosperity founded on
compromise, tolerance, and respect for partners'
interests. This post-World War II paradigm shift
in how security is pursued is what has allowed
Europe to experience a period of relative peace.

While the EU's success as a «peace project»
is  significant, addressing  contemporary
European security challenges requires a broader
approach, potentially including an evolution of
the EU's own security model. This article aims to
summarize various approaches to resolving
security issues, outlining their core principles,
key differences, and the characteristics of the
modern collective security model exemplified by
the United Nations.

Security logic of international cooperation

Despite the success of the European
integration project, integration is conceded as a
counterintuitive approach to achieving security
(Zwolski 2024) and, in the case of the EU,
requires additional conditions, including the
removal of the «security dilemmay» (Gnatiuk
2022).

The nature of modern international
relations, which is based on the sovereign
equality of states and the primacy of national
interest, prevents the formation of sustainable
communities of states. States can cooperate, but
such interaction is short- lived and aimed at
achieving national interests. Craig Snyder, for
example, argues that states form temporary
alliances when they seek to gain relative
advantages — economic, political, or military
(Snyder 1997). From this point of view, the
participation of states in an integration project is
only appropriate if it allows them to achieve a
certain goal (Holsti 1973: 341).

Two factors hinder cooperation between
states: the issue of relative advantages and
concerns about the motives of partners (Grieco
1988). The focus of states on gaining relative
advantages, usually defined in terms of the ratio
of military and economic potential, is a motiva-
ting factor that determines the feasibility or
inappropriateness of participating in an integra-
tive entity. Relative advantages, among other
things, mean that states try to make sure that
other members do not use their participation in
the alliance to their advantage, for example, by
increasing asymmetric interdependence. In
alliances formed in response to a threat, states
also seek to ensure that their level of
commitment is commensurate with the threat
they perceive.

The example of European integration shows
that the mechanism to overcome this dilemma is
the US guarantees (Gnatiuk 2022). It was the
security guarantees from the superpower that
allowed to solve the key issues of the security
dilemma and move towards the creation of a
«stronger union» of European countries and
transform the traditional confrontation of
European states, which resulted in two world
wars.

At the same time, despite the obstacles to
cooperation between states, the same logic of the
security dilemma pushes states to form and
aintain other mechanisms for achieving security,
in particular through such forms as ing stability
in the international system or even forming
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alliances to counter a common enemy or joining

existing ones.

In the modern system of international
relations with its horizontal distribution of
power (Waltz 1979), the preservation of
peaceful relations between states in the
regional or global system is achieved through
mechanisms of balance of power or hegemony.
Balancing the power of another state is
possible through alliances and coalitions. The
formation of alliances makes it possible to
distribute forces in the international system
more evenly to deter other states (alliances)
from changing the status quo. In the regional
or international system, a state or alliance can
emerge as a hegemon and act as an organizing
factor, structuring the international or regional
order.

Mechanisms of the balance of power

Historically, European states viewed each
other as potential security threats, seeking
protection through alliances. The most
common security strategy was forming
collective defense agreements or alliances.
Stephen Walt defines a defense alliance as a
formal agreement that commits states to
combine their military forces against a
particular state or states (Walt 1987: 2). From
a threatened state's perspective, aligning with
another similarly threatened state is the most
effective way to bolster defense capabilities
and, ultimately, enhance deterrence.

Membership in a collective defense
system entails a commitment to use military
force under specific circumstances, typically
an act of aggression against a member state.
Because the primary security threat is external,
these alliances generally lack mechanisms for
resolving internal disputes among members.
However, the shared perception of an external
threat often overshadows internal disagree-
ments, minimizing the perceived need for such
mechanisms.

Military-political alliances are formed to
counter a perceived military threat. Their
primary purpose is to deter and prevent attacks
from states seeking to unilaterally alter the
existing status quo. Combining the military
resources of alliance members is crucial for
effective deterrence. While a shared perception
of a common threat provides a basis for
converging security policies, member states
retain their independence and autonomy.

Defensive alliances are often temporary,
contingent on the perceived threat. This threat
typically arises from either the growing
strength of a particular international actor (e.g.,
increased military capabilities) or a radical

shift in its priorities (e.g., a change in domestic
political regime) (Walt 1987). If the
threatening state cannot be deterred by a single
state's power, it often triggers a balancing of
influence and the formation of a counter-
alliance.

A successful defense alliance can,
however, outlive the initial threat and evolve
into a political alliance, as demonstrated by
NATO's trajectory after the Cold War. Unlike
defense alliances, political alliances often rely
on hegemonic power to maintain stability.
NATO stands as a prime example of a modern
alliance with both defense and political
dimensions. U.S. nuclear guarantees to
European allies were central to deterring the
USSR and its allies. Even after the primary
threat dissipated, NATO continued to function,
maintaining nuclear deterrence against Russia
and broadening its definition of security threats
beyond armed attack.

In general, however, European states'
historical experience with defense alliances as
a means of achieving security is largely
disappointing. The two World Wars illustrate
how forming a defense alliance can escalate
the security dilemma, prompting the creation
of a counter-alliance. The increased security of
one side inevitably leads to a heightened sense
of insecurity for the other.

Collective security systems

In terms of threat identification and
response, a collective security system stands in
contrast to a defense alliance. Members of the
collective security system pledge not to use
force to resolve disputes and commit to
collective action should this pledge be
violated. Unlike collective defense systems,
which respond to external threats from
potential adversaries, collective security
systems are designed to address internal
challenges.

This security mechanism rests on the
principle that peaceful relations are in every
participant's interest, and that aggression
against one is considered aggression against
all. This shared interest in peace motivates
states to maintain peaceful relations.
Furthermore, collective security systems
emphasize the central role of international
institutions, which develop and implement
mechanisms for preserving peace.

International institutions contribute to
transforming states' perceptions of national
interest by promoting peaceful interaction.
International institutionalization helps mitigate
the negative effects of international anarchy by
shaping behavior, transforming expectations,
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and making interstate relations more
predictable. This fosters increased trust among
participants, which directly correlates with a
greater sense of security and, consequently,
system stability.

Unlike collective defense, which relies on
balancing a specific threat, collective security
aims to create maximum deterrence by
mobilizing the combined potential of all
participants against aggression. Furthermore,
by transforming interstate interactions and
fostering trust, collective security systems can
lessen the impact of the security dilemma and
encourage peaceful dispute resolution.

In a collective security system, security is
treated as a collective good, requiring the
participation of all members in countering
aggression. In practice, however, this can be
challenging, as assessments of conflict
situations often vary significantly. The League
of Nations' experience illustrates the practical
difficulty of member states defining security as
a common good and, consequently, acting
consistently to achieve it.

In their article «Concerts, Collective
Security, and the Future of Europe», Charles
and Clifford Kupchan argue that while
collective security is theoretically the most
reliable approach compared to capacity
building and balance-of-power strategies (like
defense alliances), achieving unanimous
agreement, particularly  with  universal
membership, is challenging. A large number of
participants can hinder effective collective
responses, even when states agree on a
definition of aggression. They suggest that a
concert-based system offers a more practical
approach to maintaining international peace
(Kupchan 1991: 119-20, 138).

Concert of nations

Like collective security, a concert of
nations relies on collective action. However,
unlike collective security, it involves only a
select group of powerful states acting together
to counter aggression. In this system, great
powers play a leading role, often exerting
influence over smaller states. While the
concert system requires unanimity among
these great powers, their interactions focus on
problem-solving and don't necessarily involve
formal obligations to counter aggression, as
seen in collective defense or security systems.

The Concert of Europe, established in
1815 by Great Britain, Prussia, Russia, and
Austria (later joined by France in 1818), serves
as a prototype for this system. Unlike the
League of Nations and the United Nations, the
Concert of Europe was regionally focused,

with its members primarily concerned with
resolving  their own  differences and
collaborating to maintain peace within Europe.

The Concert was based on the recognition
of the territorial status quo among its members
and allowed changes only if a compromise was
reached among the members. Collective action
to maintain security is the result of informal
negotiations, not a pre-determined mechanism
like the League of Nations charter. The
mechanisms for collective action also remain
subject to agreement betweenthe great powers.
The nature of the concert requires consensus in
decision-making, as the system is based on the
primacy of joint action and the impossibility of
imposing will on the great powers.

The concert system is effective in
maintaining peace, provided that there is no
clear hegemon among the great powers. No
state can be so large that other participants, by
joining forces, cannot surpass its power
potential (Claude 1988). In addition to the
composition of the concert, the priorities of the
participants are also important, including the
lack of intentions to change the status quo and
the interest in preserving the existing
international order.

In post-Napoleonic Europe, the Concert
was formed on the basis of a strong anti-
revolutionary consensus, so the political
consequences of the 1848 revolutions made it
less effective. Crises that had previously been
resolved at the negotiating table escalated into
military confrontation, such as the Crimean
War, which broke out in 1853 between Russia
on the one hand and Great Britain, France, and
the Ottoman Empire on the other.

The formation of a concert of great powers,
of course, does not mean that they have similar
interests or do not compete for power. On the
contrary, their relations can be extremely
conflictual. However, the task of the concert is
to maintain stability, not to eliminate conflicts.
The stability of international order is one of the
key interests of the great powers, so any
changes to the status quo require the consent of
all participants in the system.

The UN and the modern peacekeeping system

The modern system of international
security maintenance based on the United
Nations (UN) combines elements of collective
security and the concert of nations. Established
after World War II, the UN is a global security
system both in terms of its reach and activities.
The UN Charter enshrines the principle of
refraining from the threat or use of force
(Article 2.4) and a collective response to a
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threat to the peace (Article 2.5) (Charter of the
United Nations).

Unlike the League of Nations Covenant,
the UN Charter doesn't mandate automatic
economic and diplomatic sanctions in response
to aggression. However, it does establish a
mechanism for collective response in the event
of a breach of peace. Article 42 empowers the
Security Council to take necessary measures to
maintain or restore international peace and
security. Article 43 obligates member states to
provide the Security Council, upon request and
in accordance with special agreements, with
armed forces, assistance, and related facilities
necessary for maintaining international peace
and security (Charter of the United Nations).

The UN's founders recognized the need
for great power leadership (a concert of
nations) to ensure the system's effectiveness
(Woolner 2009). Consequently, the UN
Charter stipulates that any collective action to
maintain peace requires the consent of the five
permanent members of the Security Council:
the Republic of China, France, the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics, the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern
Ireland, and the United States of America
(Charter of the United Nations).

Integration as security

These strategies for maintaining peaceful
relations rely on the threat of punishing
aggressors to ensure international stability.
Since World War II, Europe has demonstrated
a more successful approach (at least thus far)
to preventing war and achieving peace. The
European Union exemplifies the creation of a
community of sovereign states that resolve
disputes peacefully. In stark contrast to the
previous century, when intra-European
conflicts triggered two world wars, war among
EU members is now considered highly
improbable.

From an institutional perspective, forming
cooperative structures like the EU helps
mitigate the negative effects of international
anarchy and influences how states define their
interests, thereby altering their security
behavior (Keohane 2011). Full integration
eliminates the possibility of war among
participating states, but it also fundamentally
changes the political landscape of their
interaction (Ramirez  2020), effectively
dissolving international politics in that specific
context, whether regional or global.

Although other regions have turned to
integration, the example of Europe is the most
successful. Integration has transformed the
most conflict-prone region in the world, and

the classic problems of balance of power and
alliances have disappeared from the agenda.
Integration as an approach to security is a
long-term strategy that is difficult to replace,
but as the example of the UK, namely,
withdrawal from the EU shows, it is also
possible.

The experience of the European Union,
which emerges as a result of the integration
process at its early stage and remains in the
realm of international politics, is extremely
relevant for considering practices of solving
security problems. The EU member states, as
well as those seeking to join, such as Ukraine,
remain sovereign, but form a special security
dynamic among themselves, not considering
each other as possible enemies. However,
integration alone cannot fully resolve the
security dilemma; other mechanisms are also
necessary.

Conclusion

The analysis reveals two primary
paradigms for achieving security in the
anarchic international system, where states
ultimately rely on self-help. The most
innovative and, in the long run, most effective
approach is integration as a security
mechanism. This approach posits that econo-
mic, political, and legal interconnectedness
among states eliminates the root causes of
conflict and fosters a stable international
environment. The FEuropean Union, where
former rivals have achieved peaceful
coexistence through integration, serves as a
prime example.

However, the success of this model
depends on external conditions, particularly
mitigating or overcoming the security
dilemma. European integration demonstrates
that U.S. security guarantees played a crucial
role in this process. These guarantees from a
superpower enabled the resolution of key
security dilemma issues, paving the way for a
«stronger union» of European countries and
transforming  traditional ~European state
rivalries.

The balance of power (or hegemony) and
collective action remain key security
mechanisms. Forming collective defense
agreements or alliances allows states to
enhance their defense capabilities through
combined strength, which serves as the
foundation for deterrence. Deterrence is
essential for preventing aggression. While
defensive military-political alliances help
maintain a desired status quo, they are often
temporary. NATO is a prominent example of a
modern defense and political alliance.
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Collective security systems offer greater
potential for guaranteeing security for all
participants, as they are based on a
commitment to non-use of force in dispute
resolution and collective action in response to
violations. The institutional aspect of such
interactions 1is also important, helping to
reduce the negative impacts of anarchy by
shaping behavior and transforming
expectations.

The difficulty of implementing a truly
universal collective security system, coupled
with the prominence of great powers in world
politics, suggests a more pragmatic approach:
collective action by great powers interested in
maintaining the status quo, even without
formal obligations to counter aggression (as in
collective defense systems). The current
international security system, anchored by the
United Nations, combines elements of
collective security and a concert of nations,
while also promoting functional cooperation
and joint problem-solving.

In conclusion, global security can be
pursued through various mechanisms, from
military and political alliances to diplomacy
and economic integration. However, history
demonstrates that long-term stability is
achieved not only through military deterrence,

but also through shared institutions,
interdependence, and political cooperation.

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A NEW WORLD WAR CAN BEGIN OR HAS ALREADY BEGUN?

The article examines the problem of clarifying the essence of world wars, which is relevant in
the current conditions of international relations. For a long time, the World War I (1914-1918) and
World War II (1939-1945) were considered such wars. The consequences and impact of Russia's war
against Ukraine, which began in 2014 and became widespread in 2022, on the renewal of disputes
about the essence of world wars are investigated, since other countries began to participate indirectly
in it on the side of both one side and the other. Attention is focused on two points of view within the
discussion regarding the spread of the Russian-Ukrainian war to international relations. The essence
and content of both points of view are revealed, which directly relate to the issue of the Third World
War and the role of the Russian-Ukrainian war in its beginning. The first point of view is that
Russian aggression against Ukraine threatens to start World War III. The second point is a new world
war has begun, as the Russian-Ukrainian military confrontation causes not only military support from
other states, but also an escalation of conflicts in other parts of the world. In the Middle East, the
confrontation has already taken on the character of a war, involving Israel, Iran and its proxies, as
well as Turkey's proxies. Military action is unfolding in Africa, where autocratic regimes supported
by Russia are fighting opposition movements. Tensions are rising in the Far East, thanks to North
Korea's aggressive stance and communist China's claims to Taiwan. The author of this paper,
analyzing the current state of international relations, believes that a new world war has already
begun. The theoretical and methodological basis for such a conclusion is his division of world wars
into classical and post-classical. He considers the World War I and World War II to be classic, and
he defines the Cold War and the growing war between democracies and autocracies in the modern
world as post-classic. The main differences between classical and post-classical world wars are
analyzed. The main reason for the transition of world wars from the classical stage to the post-
classical stage was the appearance of atomic weapons.
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The time that has passed since the beginning of
Russia's military aggression against Ukraine has
shown that more and more countries are being
drawn into its orbit, both on the side of the
victim of aggression and on the side of the
aggressor. Although the participation of other
states in the Russian-Ukrainian war is still more
indirect (granting its territory to an aggressor

for conducting military operations, overt or
covert supply of weapons to one of the
belligerent states from the outside, imposing
economic sanctions on the aggressor and
countering it, economic support of the victim of
aggression by some countries and the aggressor
by others), but it shows that the situation on the
international arena is becoming acutely bipolar.
In such a situation, the problem of a new
world war is increasingly being discussed in the
media and scientific publications. The
discussion articulated two points of view: the
first — the escalation of the Russian-Ukrainian
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war threatens the beginning of the Third World
War, the second — a new world war has already
begun. Proponents of the second point of view
reflect it as the World War IV, because in their
opinion the War III was the Cold War
(Podhoretz_2004).

Having joined the discussion, I set the
following tasks here: to find out the main
characteristics that distinguish world wars from
other wars and military conflicts, and on this
basis to give an answer to the question posed in
the title of this publication.

What is a world war? The definition of
«world war» acquired a conceptual character as
a result of the two great wars of the 20th
century, which, unlike the previous ones,
involved all the principal states of contemporary
world. They acquired a global character due to
their geographical extent and unlimited use of
resources (people, weapons, etc.), and their
consequence was a radical reorganization of
international relations (Schubert & Klein 2020).
These wars received the names of the World
Wars I and World Wars II. The generalization
of their specific features led to the emergence of
the classic model of the world war, the main
elements of which are:

1. Global coverage. Military actions take
place on the territory of most continents of the
globe. The most powerful states of the world at
that time, as well as their allies, are participating
in the war. 23 out of 59 (40%) states and their
colonies were directly or indirectly involved in
the World War I (Participants in World War I).
It covered most of the territory of Europe,
hostilities were also carried out in the Middle
East (Eastern Turkey and Mesopotamia), in
Africa (Togoland, Cameroon, South-West
Africa and the South African Union), in Far-
East Asia (Qingdao), in Oceania (Samoa, New
Guinea, Carolingian, Mariana, Marshall Islands
and Solomon Islands) in the waters of the
Atlantic and Pacific Oceans, as well as in the
Persian Gulf of the Indian Ocean. 61 countries
(80%) took part in the Second World War. The
main theaters of military operations were almost
the entire European continent and the Indo-
Pacific region. Important battles took place in
North Africa. Military operations were also
conducted in the Middle East, East Africa
(Ethiopia, Madagascar, Somalia) and West
Africa (Senegal, Gabon).

2. Bipolar structure. The war is fought
between two military-political coalitions.
During the World War 1, these were the Entente
and the Quadruple Alliance. World War II was
fought between the Axis Powers and a coalition

that proclaimed itself the United Nations in
1942.

3. Not a very long duration in terms. World
War [ lasted 4 years, 3 months and 17 days,
World War II — 6 years and 1 day.

4. A clear definition of the beginning and
end of the war. The beginning of the World War
I is considered to be the declaration of war on
Serbia by Austria-Hungary on July 28, 1914,
and its end - the Compiégne armistice of the
Entente countries with Germany on November
11, 1918, as a result of which the German
troops surrendered. The beginning of the World
War II was the attack of Nazi Germany on
Poland on September 1, 1939, and its end — the
signing of the Act of Surrender by Japan on
September 2, 1945.

5. Declaration of war. During the World
War I, 23 states declared war on 40 states
(Dufty 2009). During the Second World War,
declarations of war by one country against
another occurred more than 100 times (Doody
2016), although the aggressor countries usually
did not declare war or did so after their military
attack.

6. Continuity  of  hostilities. =~ Combat
operations between the troops of the warring
coalitions continued throughout the war,
although they could sometimes acquire a
positional character.

7. Enormity of victims. World wars brought
unprecedented losses to mankind. The total
human losses of the First World War amounted
to about 20 million people (9.7 million military
personnel and about 10 million civilians) killed
and 21 million wounded (Haythornthwaite 1996
: 382-383). 40-50 million people were killed
during World War II (Hughes & Royde-Smith
2024).

8. Change in the world order as a result of
the war. The main international consequences
of the World War I were the death of the
German, Austro-Hungarian and Ottoman
empires, the creation by the victorious states of
the Versailles-Washington system of world
order and the League of Nations - the first
worldwide intergovernmental organization
whose mission was to maintain world peace on
the principles contained in Covenant on its
formation. During the 26 years of the existence
of the League of Nations, its members included
a total of 63 states from all continents of the
world. This system was destroyed by the World
War 11, after which the victorious states created
the Yalta-Potsdam system of international
relations and the United Nations as the second
world intergovernmental organization, which
formed the basis of the new world order.
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However, this did not save the world from a
new global confrontation, despite the principles
laid down in the UN Charter. This confrontation
was called the Cold War.

Can the Cold War be considered World
War III? To answer this question, we need to
compare the classic model of the world war,
which was outlined above, with the
corresponding parameters of the Cold War.

1. Global coverage. Like the World War I
and World War II, the Cold War to one degree
or another covered all the continents of the
globe.

2. Bipolar structure. The Cold War was
fought between two coalitions led by the most
powerful powers in the world at that time — the
USA and the USSR, which were
institutionalized into military-political blocs, as
well as bilateral agreements between the leading
powers of these coalitions and other states. The
leading bloc of the Western coalition was the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO),
established in 1949. It originally included 12
states — 2 North American (USA and Canada)
and 10 Western European (Belgium, Great
Britain, Denmark, Iceland, Italy, Luxembourg,
the Netherlands, Norway, Portugal and France).
During the Cold War, the number of NATO
members increased to 16, as Greece and Turkey
(in 1952), West Germany (in 1955), and Spain
(in 1982) joined. In the wake of the Western
strategy were many anti-communist states of the
Middle and Far East, which together with the
Western states created military-political blocs:
ANZUS in 1951 (Australia, New Zealand and
the USA); SEATO in 1954 (Australia, Great
Britain, New Zealand, Pakistan, the USA,
Thailand, the Philippines, France); CENTO in
1955 (Great Britain, Iraq, Iran, Pakistan and
Turkey). The United States had bilateral
agreements in the military-political sphere with
Japan, Taiwan, South Korea, South Vietnam,
and a number of other states. The Western
coalition was opposed by a coalition of
communist states led by the USSR. Under the
leadership of the Soviet Union, a military-
political bloc of European communist states —
the Warsaw Pact was created in 1955 (Albania,
Bulgaria, Poland, Romania, USSR, East
Germany, Hungary, Czechoslovakia). The
Soviet Union had military-political agreements
with non-European communist states: People's
Republic of China (until 1979), Vietnam, Cuba,
Mongolia, and South Korea.

3. Duration by time. Unlike classical world
wars, which lasted 4-6 years, the Cold War
lasted four and a half decades.

4. Definition of the beginning and end of
the war. Some scholars consider the beginning
of the Cold War to be Winston Churchill's
speech in Fulton on March 5, 1946 (Churchill,
1946). Others consider it to be the proclamation
of the doctrine of containment of communism
by US President Harry Truman on March 12,
1947. A Gallup poll in December 1950 found
that more than half of Americans considered
World War III to have already started (Reed
2004, p.41). There is also no established
understanding of what constitutes the end of the
Cold War (Service 2015). Some consider its
final end to be the collapse of the communist
regime in the USSR and its disintegration in
December 1991 Others associate this with the
liquidation of the military structure of the
Warsaw Pact (February 25, 1991), and then
with its final dissolution (July 1, 1991). Still
others refer to Gorbachev's proclamation of the
doctrine of «new political thinkingy», which he
represented in his speech at the 43rd session of
the UN General Assembly on December 7,
1988 (Holloway 1989).

5. Continuity of hostilities. The Cold War
was not a continuous military campaign, but a
series of local wars and conflicts, in which the
main opposing powers — the USA and the
USSR - were indirectly involved. These wars
were not connected to each other either
territorially or in time. The largest military
conflicts between the Western and communist
worlds were the Korean War (1950-1953) and
the Vietnam War (1959-1975). US military
forces took full part in both wars (in the Korean
one under the mandate of the UN Security
Council). On the other hand, over a million
Chinese «volunteers» and secretly about 30,000
Soviet soldiers participated in the Korean War.
In Vietnam War — 320 thousand Chinese
(Qiang, Zhui, 2000, p. 135) and 15 thousand
Soviet military personnel. The most acute
situation of the Cold War was the Cuban
Missile Crisis in October 1962, which arose
from the placement of Soviet missiles with
nuclear warheads in Cuba and almost led to the
outbreak of thermonuclear war between the
USA and the USSR (Dobbs 2008). The
confrontation between the Western and
communist worlds encompassed the Middle
East, where in the Arab-Israeli wars the United
States supported Israel, and the USSR
supported the Arab countries (starting with the
Suez Crisis of 1956), South Asia (the Afghan
War of 1979-1989, where a Soviet military
contingent of 100,000 soldiers participated on
the side of the communist government, and the
Afghan popular resistance movement was
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supported by the United States with weapons
and advisers), Africa (the civil war in Angola,
where the USSR supported the MPLA, and the
United  States supported UNITA, in
Mozambique, where the USSR supported
FRELIMO, and the United States supported
RENAMO), Latin America (the civil war in
Nicaragua, where the USSR supported the
Sandinista government of Daniel Ortega, and
the United States supported the Contras).

6. Declaration of war. Local wars between
states were not declared during the Cold War.

7. The enormity of the victims. It is not
known for certain how many people died as a
result of the Cold War. According to «rough»
estimates by Xyke Leiyon from the University
of Tartu, the number of people killed in the
Cold War ranges from 10.8 to 25 million
(Leiyon, 2018). Tom Billings from Portland
State University, who considers the Cold War to
be World War III, puts the figure at «45 million
direct combat deaths», but unlike Leiyon, he
does not provide his own calculations (Billings
2024). It will probably never be possible to
calculate the more or less accurate number of
victims of the Cold War, since, firstly, it is
impossible to attribute all the military conflicts
that took place in the period 1946-1991 to the
confrontation between the Western and
communist worlds; secondly, the question
arises: can victims of political repression in
communist and pro-Western countries be
considered victims of the Cold War? However,
even by rough estimates, the number of victims
of the Cold War correlates with the number of
victims of previous world wars.

8. Changing world order. There was no
radical change in the world order after the Cold
War. The principles of the United Nations
Charter (which, however, were constantly
violated during the Cold War) and the
institution that was supposed to ensure them
were preserved.

Thus, of all the elements of the classical
model of world wars, the Cold War only fits
three or four. Despite such significant
differences, many researchers insist that the
Cold War should be considered the Third World
War. Why? Because a factor has emerged that
creates a real threat that a new world war in its
classic form will lead to the destruction of all
humanity. This factor is atomic weapons, which
were first and, fortunately, last used at the end
of World War II against Japan in the cities of
Hiroshima and Nagasaki. The atomic bomb
explosion in Hiroshima instantly killed 70,000
residents, and another 90-140,000 died within a
year. During the bombing of Nagasaki, more

than 73,000 people were killed or missing, and
another 35,000 died later from radiation
exposure and injuries. After the USSR created
its atomic bomb (with the help of Soviet
intelligence) in 1949, a nuclear race began,
which included Great Britain (1952), France
(1960), and communist China (1964). At the
beginning of 1966, these states had 37,741
nuclear warheads (USA — 31,149, USSR -
6,129, Great Britain — 436, France — 32, China —
5 (Norris & Kristensen 2010). Therefore, all the
states of the then «nuclear club» refused to be
the first to use it. As a result, the fierce
confrontation between the Western and
communist worlds did not escalate into a hot
world war, although it continued until the
avalanche of the communist world and the
collapse of the USSR.

Thus, although the confrontation between
the Western and communist worlds did not lead
to a hot new world war, due to its global nature,
the severity of armed conflicts, and the number
of wvictims, it should be considered a Third
World War, but of a special, post-classical type.
A characteristic feature of this type is that the

military sphere is not a priority and is
characterized by the predominance of
unconventional methods of warfare over

conventional ones. No less important than the
military sphere is the information sphere, where
special psychological operations are actively
conducted, as well as the socio-economic one,
where opponents try to weaken each other's
economic potential and provoke social crises. It
was the understanding of these features that led
to the development of the hybrid warfare
concept (Mattis & Hoffman 2005; Hoffman
2007 and 2009).

Can we state today that the World War
IV has begun? The current situation suggests
the beginning of a new cold war, the main
initiator of which is Russia. The collapse of the
Soviet Union gave rise to the «Weimar
syndrome» among a significant portion of
Russians, as a result, political revenge began to
gain momentum in post-Soviet Russia. (Gati
1995). Back during the presidency of Boris
Yeltsin, Russian Prime Minister Yevgeny
Primakov put forward the doctrine of restoring
a bipolar world, where Western (pro-American)
democracies would be opposed by an axis of
states led by Russia: communist China, India,
Iran, Iraq, etc. (Delong 2020). After the transfer
of presidential power in Russia from Yeltsin to
Vladimir Putin, two interrelated processes
began to develop there: the retotalitarianization
of the political regime and foreign policy
acquired a clearly expressed revanchist and
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imperialist content (Romanyuk 2022). Having
overcome the Chechen people's desire for
independence as a result of the Second Chechen
War, Putin launched external aggressions
against Georgia in 2008 and Ukraine in 2014,
after which significant territories of these states
came under Russian control.

The full-scale war against Ukraine that
Russia launched in 2022 caused the final split of
the world into two military-political coalitions.
On the one hand, a coalition of Western
democracies and many other states emerged,
which took shape in April 2022 at the American
air base in Ramstein (Germany), where a
contact group was created in support of
Ukraine. 48 states officially participated in its
work, and 8 ones more also provided military
(lethal and non-lethal) assistance to Ukraine
without publicly joining it. On the other hand,
an «Axis of evil» was formed, which included,
in addition to Russia, autocratic states that
began to provide it with military support. This
coalition is not institutionalized, but is based on
bilateral formal and informal agreements
between its participants.

The main countries of the «Axis of evil»
today include Russia, Belarus, North Korea, and
Iran. Belarus provided its territory for the
invasion of Russian regular troops into Ukraine
in February 2022. Although, despite Putin's
pressure, Belarusian troops did not participate
in the Russian aggression, Belarus supplies its
military equipment and ammunition to Russia.
After the start of a full-scale war, North Korea
recognized the independence of the DPR and
LPR and began supplying Russia with artillery
shells and ballistic missiles, and after signing
the «Treaty on Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership between the Russian Federation and
the DPRK)» on June 19, 2024, its military began
to take direct part in the war against Ukraine.
Russia's active military cooperation with Iran
began with the war in Syria, where both
countries provided military support to the Shiite
government of Assad (Abdo, 2011). During the
war in Ukraine, Iran began supplying Russia
with kamikaze drones and ballistic missiles. For
its part, Russia provides these countries with
political, economic, and military support.
Several dozen Russian nuclear munitions were
deploved in Belarus at the beginning of 2023.
North Korea receives food, fuel, and technology
to produce spy satellites and improve nuclear
weapons from Russia. As for Iran, Russia is
illegally facilitating its nuclear program and
assisting its proxies.

Although the main battlefield between the
civilized world and the «Axis of evil» is the

Russian-Ukrainian front, in October 2023, the
Iranian proxies Hamas and Hezbollah, by
attacking Israel, opened the second hot front of
a new world war in the Middle East.
Unexpectedly, Jordan actually sided with Israel,
taking part in shooting down missiles that Iran
and its proxies were directed against that
country. The war in the Middle East gained new
strength at the end of 2004, when military
formations of opposition forces, with the help of
Turkey, overthrew the pro-Iranian and pro-
Russian Assad regime in Syria, which had
previously also been considered a member of
the «Axis of evily».

However, the modern world war covers not
only the territories of Eastern Europe and the
Middle East, but also Africa, where civil wars
are ongoing in Burkina Faso, Libya, Mali,
Niger, Sudan, and the Central African Republic
between government forces, which rely on the
military support of Russia (its «private» military
companies), and the opposition ones. It could
extend to Latin America, where Russia's ally
Venezuela is openly declaring its intention to
annex the Essequibo region of neighboring
Guyana, which occupies about two-thirds of its
territory. In East Asia, tensions are growing
between North Korea and South Korea, and
between communist China and Taiwan.

The fact that the current confrontation can
be considered a new world war is evidenced by
the huge human casualties. Although it is not
yet possible to count the number of its victims,
the count has already reached millions.
According to the Wall Street Journal, the
number of victims in the Russian-Ukrainian war
alone has already reached one million people
(Pancevski 2024). 620,000 combatants and
civilians have been killed in hostilities since
March 2011 in Syria (Baker 2024). In the new
war in the Middle East, more than 40,000
people died in the Gaza Strip alone in a vyear
(Reported impact snapshot: Gaza Strip, 2024).
Over 330,000 people have died in fighting in
the last three years in Africa (New data shows
record number of armed conflicts 2024). And
this is far from a complete list.

The destruction of the world order
indirectly indicates the beginning of a new
world war. The countries of the «Axis of Evil»
blatantly ignore the principles of the United
Nations Charter, and the UN has turned into a
decorative organization that is unable to adopt
any effective decision to stop their aggressive
intentions and actions.

Conclusions. 1) taking into account
modern realities, it is advisable to typify world
wars into classical and post-classical;
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2) the transition from classical to post-
classical wars was caused by the emergence of
atomic weapons, the use of which threatened
the existence of human civilization;

3) the main difference between classical
and postclassical wars is that the confrontation
does not occur between the main actors of the
international conflict directly, but between their
satellites and proxies;

4) post-classical world wars last a longer
time than classical ones;

5) the prerequisite for world wars (both
classical and post-classical) is the destruction or
at least the malicious non-observance of the
previous world order;

6) the situation in the modern world by
many signs indicates the beginning of a new
world war, but whether it will remain post-
classical or acquire a classical character
depends on many factors that it is impossible to
predict today.

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BACKSLIDING OF DEMOCRACY INSTITUTIONS AND UKRAINIAN PRACTICE
IN THE CONDITIONS OF GLOBAL BIFURCATION

Issues of changes in the activities of the institutions of democracy in the conditions of global shifts are
considered, and as a result, the practice of curtailing the principles of its activity is observed. The
researches of recent years also make it possible to update and significantly expand the previously used
concept of military democracy, which originally only applied to the Weimar Republic. In modern
conditions of global shifts, growing political extremism, and regional fragmentation, the demand for strict
mechanisms to limit the activities of populist and right-wing radical parties is growing. The situation of
global bifurcation, on the one hand, tests the strength of state institutions, and on the other hand, gives
push to innovative activity. This is evidenced by the results of the elections in Poland and Hungary, the
spread of the popularity of «Alternatives for Germany», and the strengthening of authoritarian regimes in
the world. There are negative trends in enshrining restrictions on human rights in legislation. The
relationship between the request for restrictions on decision-making procedures and the impact of such
decisions on the stability of society and the further reformation of the political system of society is
analyzed. The political elite is trying to adopt relevant laws in this direction. Therefore, history shows that
an effective means is the creation of mechanisms of checks and balances in the management system. It is
also important to introduce effective organizational and legal mechanisms of state administration and
political decision-making. An equally important issue is the legitimization of decisions made and
deviations from the basic principles of constitutionalism. It has been proven that the political practice of
Ukraine shows the selectivity of limiting the activities of right-wing and left-wing radical parties in favor
of right-wing movements and organizations, and the practice of popularizing right-wing radical symbols,
as opposed to left-wing ones, is widespread. That is, the principle of symmetry and consistency of
compliance with already adopted laws over the past twenty years is not observed.

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LOCALIZATION OF SOCIAL DISTRESS: THE ROLE OF LEGITIMACY AND
CAPACITY OF MODERN UKRAINIAN AUTHORITIES

The focus is placed on the factors influencing Ukrainians' ability to overcome the social distress
caused by the war. In particular, special attention is given to how the institutional capacity of the
state and the inclusive nature of its institutions affect the development and implementation of
policies aimed at addressing post-war socio-political trauma. It is emphasized that the war has
led to profound social scars, heightened perceptions of injustice, and exacerbated existing
inequalities. Overcoming these consequences requires a comprehensive policy that combines
efforts to restore social trust, heal societal wounds, and create conditions for sustainable
development. The argument is made that the low institutional capacity of the Ukrainian state is
one of the key factors hindering effective mitigation of the war's aftermath. The lack of a robust
institutional foundation not only slows down recovery but also risks perpetuating social and
political challenges in the long term. Successful reconstruction in Ukraine necessitates profound
reforms aimed at strengthening state institutions, enhancing their transparency and efficiency,
and fostering conditions for inclusive citizen participation in political and administrative
decision-making processes. It is highlighted that the underestimation of participatory tools,
characteristic of both the authorities and civil society, limits the potential for social cohesion. At
the same time, inclusivity can have a positive impact (e.g., building trust between the state and
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its citizens) only if accompanied by deep institutional transformations. Addressing the «capacity
traps» embedded in the legal and regulatory framework, which constrain the functionality of
state institutions, is a critical step toward achieving sustainable peace and social stability.
Therefore, rebuilding new social connections and institutional trust becomes not only a task for
the state but also a collective responsibility of the broader society.

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UKRAINIAN NEOPATRIMONIAL BUREAUCRACY AND THE DISTRIBUTION
OF ECONOMIC BENEFITS DURING THE WAR

This study examines the distribution of economic benefits in the interests of the neopatrimonial
bureaucracy amid the Russo-Ukrainian war. It argues that the neopatrimonial theory provides a more
accurate explanation of the functioning of Ukraine’s political regime during wartime, as binary
oppositions such as "democracy vs. totalitarianism" fail to adequately describe the actual exercise of
power. Neopatrimonial bureaucracy is understood as the dominant politico-administrative class that
exploits its political status and official position for personal enrichment. The paper analyzes two key
aspects of economic benefit distribution — official budgetary revenues and «rent-seeking» mechanisms.
Based on empirical analysis, the study finds that the influence of the neopatrimonial bureaucracy has
strengthened in both of these areas. It demonstrates the rise in official budget expenditures allocated to
sustain the neopatrimonial bureaucracy and reveals how the incomes of its representatives significantly
exceed the national average. The study systematizes 15 primary «rent-seeking» instruments used by
various sectoral fractions of the neopatrimonial bureaucracy to generate profits. The research highlights
that the full-scale war has not led to a rejection of the rent-seeking model. On the contrary, it has provided
neopatrimonial bureaucrats with new rent-seeking opportunities. Most of these instruments are directly
linked to the war, particularly in the areas of defense procurement, reconstruction, humanitarian aid,
fortifications, mobilization, and border crossing. However, some highly profitable rent-seeking
mechanisms during wartime are not directly related to the war (for example in the banking sector) but
have become feasible due to additional state restrictions and regulations. Drawing on sociological
research, the paper argues that beyond economic losses for the broader society, the rent-seeking behavior
of the neopatrimonial bureaucracy leads to a decline in public trust in state institutions and government
bodies.

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TEACHER RETENTION POLICY IN THE UK:
INNOVATIVE APPROACHES AND PRACTICAL SOLUTIONS

The article studies the problem of teacher retention policy in the profession on the example of the
United Kingdom. Innovative approaches to motivating teachers to stay in the profession are analyzed and
practical solutions that can be adapted in Ukraine are proposed.

It is concluded that the lack of homogeneity in the teaching profession is an important aspect of the
problem of this study, which aims to assess the attractive aspects of the teaching profession and develop a
system of measures that will contribute to the attractiveness of this profession in the future. It has been
found that there is a steady upward trend in the number of teachers leaving the profession every year.
Educational researchers and government officials in many countries are working to overcome this crisis.
It has been found that the lack of qualified teachers in certain areas, subjects, or to work with children
with special needs can be an important factor in the development and implementation of the necessary
measures to encourage future entrants to teaching, which requires targeted action at the level of reforming
public education policy. An analysis of the UK's teacher retention policy demonstrates the importance of
a comprehensive approach to addressing the teacher shortage. The UK experience shows the need to
reduce the professional workload of teachers; support for the well-being and working conditions; reform
of the remuneration system; investment in professional development; raising the social prestige of the
teaching profession; implementation of targeted policies, etc.

It is emphasized that the governments of the leading European countries understand the importance
of this problem and emphasizes that modern teachers should not only transmit knowledge but also act as
facilitators, as they teach students with different socio-economic backgrounds, interact with families of
different cultural backgrounds, create an appropriate learning environment for children with special
educational needs, etc.

The article considers the current problems of the quality of the Ukrainian ruling elite and possible
ways to optimize its recruitment in the conditions of the Russian-Ukrainian war. The key parameters of
the formation of the political class of Ukraine during the period of restoration of independence are
analyzed. It is determined that the empirical analysis of the transformation of the Ukrainian political class
shows its close connection with the previous power groups. It is emphasized that this connection can be
traced to this day, because in the first years of independence a significant number of the former
nomenclature of various levels retained high positions in the political and administrative sphere and
quickly adapted to the new conditions, easily changing, depending on the situation, their own political
positions and party affiliation. The inextricable interdependence of the elite recruitment process and the
nature of the formed social relations is postulated. It is noted that among the mechanisms of elite
recruitment, the dominant role of belonging to the «team» remains, connections, patronage, nepotism, etc.
are necessary. It is established that the closedness and degradation of the political class of Ukraine was
the result of the lost opportunity to reboot the government in the first decade of the restoration of the
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independence of the Ukrainian state. The scientific interest is aimed at studying various ways and
methods of qualitative change of the current political class and its further transformation. The emphasis is
on the spread of authoritarian styles of management and leveling the role of international institutions. The
final conclusion of the work emphasizes that in conditions of full-scale armed aggression, when many
processes are passing through a zone of turbulence, solving the problem of the quality of the managerial
elite requires political will, determination of the political elite to change the principles of its own
formation for the sake of preserving an independent Ukrainian state.

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POLICY NETWORK THEORY IN THE STUDY OF MODERN
POLITICAL PROCESSES

In the modern globalized world, political processes increasingly occur as a result of interactions
between individual actors who form networks. Contemporary political processes are examined through
the lens of Policy Network Theory. This theory elucidates the essence and content of Policy Network
Theory itself, highlighting the importance of studying networks in political processes and the value of
network theory as a subfield of political science for developing new concepts to analyze and explain
diverse political phenomena and current trends. It is noted that politicians, business structures, and civil
society organizations, by uniting based on shared interests, can influence the political decision-making
process no less effectively than state institutions. Networks in political processes are characterized by
decentralization, close interaction, and an ever-changing structure in which resources, including financial
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assets, information, or simply ideas, are constantly exchanged. An illustrative example of network
formation in the political process in Ukraine is the «Servant of the People» Political party. Founded on
the eve of the parliamentary elections, this leading party created a network of a new political elite whose
members had no prior experience in politics, but included industry experts, activists, business
representatives, and cultural figures. By adopting a decentralized approach to communication
and organizing support at the regional level, the party managed to build a nationwide network in a short
period of time. This example illustrates how a political party can operate within the network model,
uniting different social groups around a common goal and using horizontal links to effectively
disseminate its ideas and implement initiatives. The study of works from the German and British schools
of social network analysis leads to the conclusion that traditional approaches to analyzing political
processes and explaining the dynamics of modern politics are insufficient. These approaches primarily
focus on studying rules and norms, the development of structures, and institutional interactions, while
overlooking more complex interconnections and their causality.

It is proposed to view the foundations of Policy Network Theory as a new approach to
understanding political processes, emphasizing the critical role of connections and interdependencies
among various political actors. The evolution of Policy Network Theory is traced, beginning in the 1970s
with the emergence of the neo-institutional approach, and its importance for studying contemporary
political processes in the context of modern transformations is substantiated.

It is suggested that political power should be viewed not as a hierarchical structure but as a
network, where each node (e.g., state authorities, intergovernmental organizations, business corporations,
or civil society associations) can influence the overall outcome of policy. It is suggested to adopt new
terminology, previously unused in Ukrainian political science, for studying networks of political actors.

The relevance of Policy Network Theory is emphasized, and its application in future research is
recommended as a tool that allows for the consideration of the broadest range of factors influencing
policymaking.

MISPERCEPTION AS A CATALYST FOR CONFLICT: ANALYZING U.S.-CHINA
RELATIONS THROUGH THE LENS OF ROBERT JERVIS' THEORIES

The contribution of one of the leading scholars in international relations, Robert Jervis, to the
understanding of security mechanisms, signaling, and distorted relations between states is analyzed. The
study examines how misinterpretations of intentions, the escalation of distrust, and incorrect
interpretations of signals can become the driving force behind the intensification of confrontation. Despite
the significant influence of Jervis's ideas, their potential in contemporary analysis of international politics
remains underutilized, making his approaches especially valuable for studying current crisis situations.
The mutual perception between the United States and China, which plays a crucial role in shaping the
dynamics of their relations, is identified. Jervis's «spiral model» is used to explain the assessment of
threats in the context of increasing tension. The value of Jervis's model for describing the behavior of
states, which, driven by fear and distrust, begin to overestimate the hostility of others while considering
their own actions justified and defensive, is clarified. Analyzing recent events in relations between the
two states, the study discusses how both sides operate within contradictory logics: simultaneously
perceiving the other as a potential threat while expecting their own peaceful intentions to be properly
understood. Robert Jervis's concept of the «security dilemmay is considered a key tool for explaining
mutual distrust between major geopolitical players in an anarchic international system, where the absence
of a higher authority means that one state's actions aimed at strengthening its own security can be
perceived by others as a threat. The ideas underpinning this concept are explained. Practical
recommendations are provided on how the psychological aspects of decision-making in international
politics, which Jervis extensively researched in his works, can be applied to address practical problems in
international politics.

The role of social networks in shaping
public discourse on gender issues is analyzed, as well as historical and contemporary approaches to
gender equality, including the ideas of John Stuart Mill and their influence on the development of
contemporary theories.

The interaction of formal and informal institutional practices that affect the position of women in
politics, economics and society is considered. The mechanisms through which gender stereotypes are
entrenched in institutional structures are studied, as well as the prospects and strategies for overcoming
them. Special attention is paid to the analysis of legal initiatives and international standards in the field of
gender equality, as well as their impact on political and social reforms.

The importance of a comprehensive approach to the analysis of gender inequality is emphasized,
taking into account political, social and economic factors. Special attention is paid to approaches to
institutional research in the social sciences, their common elements and fundamental differences. The
significance of feminist institutionalism as a new approach to the analysis of institutions in the context of
gender equality is argued. Special emphasis is placed on the need to transform social norms and values,
which will contribute to the formation of an equal environment for all citizens. The study also considers
examples of successful practices in combating gender inequality in different countries. Thus, a
comprehensive overview of the main challenges and prospects for the development of gender equality in
the modern world is provided.

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POLITICAL PARTICIPATION: FROM ANTIQUITY TO THE PRESENT

This study has explored the historical evolution of citizens' political participation: from direct
democracy in ancient city-states to modern digital mechanisms of civic engagement. It has examined
the factors that influenced the transformation of citizen involvement in the political process,
including: the direct participation of adult male citizens in the politics of ancient city-states, feudal
monarchies in medieval Europe, the development of Enlightenment ideas and the formation of
nation-states in the 18th—19th centuries, and the impact of globalization and digital technologies
(including social media and e-governance) in the late 20th and early 21st centuries.

Various forms of political participation have been analyzed, encompassing both traditional

methods (elections, referendums, party activity) and modern digital tools of political engagement
(online platforms, electronic petitions, political activity on social media, digital voting). The study
has examined the impact of digitalization on political processes in the contemporary world and
concluded that modern digital technologies, on the one hand, offer new opportunities for
democracies (up to the revival of ancient direct democracy on virtual agoras (public platforms)),
while on the other hand, they provide non-democratic regimes with powerful tools for spreading
propaganda (both domestically and abroad) and maintaining control over their own populations.
The study has analyzed the challenges associated with the use of emerging technologies in political
life, particularly the risks of manipulation and disinformation, hacker attacks, and the digital divide.
Special attention has been given to the analysis of risks linked to the use of modern digital platforms
in political processes: manipulation of public opinion, fake news, and the issue of cybersecurity. The
role of e-governance in engaging citizens in public administration has been explored, along with the
function of social media as a platform for political mobilization and online activism as a new form of
civic initiative.

It has been concluded that the future prospects of political participation will depend on how
effectively societies and state institutions can adapt to new technologies and ensure citizen
