THE PROBLEM OF SOVEREIGNTY IN THE MACROHISTORICAL
POLITICAL PERSPECTIVE

The article analyzes the macrohistorical perspectif’the study of sovereignty in the framework

of political theory represented by a world-systemalgsis, the war-taxation theory of the state and
political Marxism. The relevance of the approaclrsed by macro-political theories for studying
the current state of sovereignty is considered. thieeretical prerequisites for the formation ofshe
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theories are investigated, which were caused bys#aech for fundamentally new approaches in the
1970s. in analysis of modern political and statstitntions, attention is focused on the influente o
the creative heritage of M. Weber in the processasfceptualization of macrohistorical political
theories. The basic theoretical approaches of weylstem analysis (I. Wallerstein, J. Arrigi), the
war-taxation theory of the state (Ch. Tilly, W. MglN M. Mann) and political Marxism (R. Brenner,
P. Anderson, B. Teschke) to the process of formatial development of states during the Modern
era are analyzed. In this article the problem ofeseignty is examined through an analysis of the
prerequisites for the formation of basic state itlmsibns in a historical perspective, which is the
main approach of macrohistorical political theorids is revealed that, despite the differences in
approaches, the world-system analysis and the wseation theory of the state can be compared as
the external and internal contours of the soversigproblems in the historical process of the
formation and development of European states duttiegModern era, special attention is paid to
the role of economically determined social transfations of Modern era in the framework of the
theoretical approach that is offered by politicalaMism. The similarities are noted in the
approaches of the analyzed theories to the prootfsrmation of modern type of states, which are
specified in the following positions: modern typgestates as a uniqgue phenomenon in Western
Europe, the special role of capitalism in the prexef socio-political and economic transformations
of Modern era, a successful configuration of fastan the historical process that led to the
emergence nation state, achieving a balance betvtleerinterests of diverse groups, structural
socio-political and economic changes as a respotwseexternal and internal challenges, the
interdisciplinary nature of theories.

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CURRENT PROBLEMS OF CIVIL SOCIETY DEVELOPMENT AND T HEIR IMPACT ON
REFORMS TO ENSURE NATIONAL SECURITY IN UKRAINE

Civil society plays a significant role in attemptsbuild a functioning democracy, support the
rule of law, and promote and protect rights, aslvesl remaining one of the main driving forces of
reform. Civil society continues to cooperate withtes agencies in the field of developing political
programmes, and to a certain extent assumes sospomsibility for the implementation reforms.
Despite this, the involvement of civil society éntain areas still remains declarative. An innovati
trend in the civil society development in Ukraires lbeen creation of CSOs and NGOs coalitions,
aiming to consolidate and accelerate the implentémtaof reforms through methods of advocacy
and cooperation with state authorities. In 2017-2@iere was tension between civil society and the
government despite the implementation of the NaliStrategy for Facilitating the Civil Society
Development, adopted in 2016, however. In 201%tern tendency for improvement in state-civil
society relations since the Constitutional Cours likeclared unconstitutional the clauses of the law
on preventing corruption, which obliged representd of public anti-corruption organizations to
submit their asset declarations. Moreover, it hasdme possible to register CSOs in Ukraine online
free of charge at the Governmental portal, whickamsimportant step forward to improving public
service delivery and creating a better legal enniment for civil society. Online services for civil
society organizations would be developed and intced, including online registration of charitable
organizations, public associations, applicationsrion-profit status, etc.

The article analyzes the state of development,lenad and challenges of the civil society within
the framework of the implementation of reforms Badopean integration of Ukraine , as well as the
influence of civil society on reforms in Ukrain@, order to implement reforms, achieve socio-
economic progress, and ensure the national secofitykraine. Also, the article analyzes the how
the reforms are assessed by population, and owesvibe tendency of increasing trust in the CSO
activities by the citizens of Ukraine.

It turns out that populism in the last 5 years hmecome the most dangerous problem in a
number of young and mature democracies. The paphbsoric of politicians is aimed at the part of
the electorate that is ignorant and eager to heaick solutions to complex systemic problems. This
is especially dangerous for societies in which htipal nation has not yet been formed, which istju
beginning to take its first steps towards its owstitutionalization and therefore requires the
attention and concrete action of responsible @uitiety.

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MODELS AND CONCEPTS OF MODERNIZATION OF GOVERNMENT

Modernization changes the basic target, functiprstuctural principles of building public
administration, thereby there is a paradigm shifunderstanding its place and mission in the state-
market-civil society relationship. The bureaucratiodel of public administration belongs to the old
paradigm, the new government and network modetsidb the new paradigm.
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These models are contradictory intertwined undbie tinfluence of globalization and
decentralization on modernization processes in ipudiministration, which creates new problems
in adapting administrative hierarchies (bureaucres) to global challenges and the requirements of
devolution. The problem arises of integrating nesizontal connections (networks) into traditional
vertical structures. At the same time, the probt#nthe state’s ability to increase the efficiendy o
officials’s actions in conditions of rapid enviroental transformation is exacerbating. In addition,
there is a problem of scale, traditional for pubdidministration, i.e. the correspondence of funetio
and resources at different managerial levels torthture and volume of existing tasks. The solution
of these problems at the transit stage largely ddpeon the nature of the emerging institutional
paths and the reform strategy, its focus on mainmai a balance of stability and changes based on
the experience of previous transformations. Theaganal model of priority for many reformers,
with its inevitable decentralization carried out am institutional environment that has not reached
the necessary level of self-organization and actahility, will obviously entail the progressive s
of autonomy by the state bureaucracy from specigdrést groups. Strengthening the role of
informal managerial practices in the face of notabished norms of administrative ethics will not
provide unbiased impersonal law enforcement.

However, criticism of the new government does raienthe choice of bureaucratic or network
models justified. The priority is not the choiceook or another theoretical model of modernization
as its goal, but the process of developing a polay its implementation. The criterion of
manageability, reflecting the development of moidation abilities of public administration,
provides guidance for institutional construction.

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IDENTITY PHENOMENON RESEARCH: THEORETICAL LEVEL

Classical and modern theories of identity, suchEasGiddens concept of self-identity, social
identity of I. Hoffmann, non-reflective identity Mf Foucault, the theory of recognition and social
imaginary of C. Taylor, the concept of imaginaryncounities of B. Anderson, the theory of «using
the Other» and the exclusive identity of I. Neumanenanalyzed.

As a result of the analysis, methodological benasknpainciples for the conceptualization of
identity phenomenonare defined. It is suggestetbtsider the phenomenon of identity as a multi-
level construct, also, the principles of identypalogy are developed. According to this typology,
ontological (personal identity) and social (colleet identity) dimensions of the phenomenon are
distinguished. It is admitted that personal identiin addition to being directly connected with
emotions, is the result of an individual's persoeaperience. Meanwhile collective identity is a
phenomenon of a social level, mental awarenedseoéxistence of a community that shares common
for an individual interests/values. As types ofspeal identity, the reflective, when the individual
asks himself «whom | relate to/ want to relate ritgs®>, and non-reflective — the individual
unconsciously reproduces certain practices, patieoh behavior —-forms of the phenomenon are
analyzed. Within the framework of collective idgnii is suggested to distinguish between idesiti
according to the institutional level (regional/ldcar national/state), as well as according to the
attributes of a social group (ethnic, racial, lingtic, gender, etc.).

The attention is drawn to the further perspectiveéhe social identity study precisely through
the prism of the institutional level. In particulahe following research question is identifiedaams
important aspect of the further research: how thatdires of the reproduction of certain formal and
informal practices affect the formation and «renésr@constitution of regional and national
identities.

GENDER EQUALITY IN UKRAINE: ANALYSIS OF LEGAL ACTS

Today, in most countries, the equal legal statusvofmen and men, as well as the equal
opportunity to execute it in society, that is, gamequality, has long been a commonplace in public
discourse and politics. In Ukraine, equality betweeen and women is declared at the constitutional
level, which testifies to the approach of the Ukian state and civil society to the European and
world level of solving gender problems.
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The execution of the legal regulation of the sggader policy in Ukraine is considered by the
normative legal acts of two levels: supranationahdanational and the results of their
implementation.

The actual problem of not only creating a suffitieegulatory and legal field, but also its
compliance is analyzed. Moreover, attention is peudthe facts of violation and neglect of the
current legislation, which in turn leads to the pegvation of gender inequality in Ukrainian society
where most property, power and general influenderizeto men. There is a need to develop a new
paradigm of state power, which should envisagefitenal use of human resources, in particular its
female component and, ultimately, the achievemkegender equality as an important part of the
development strategy, which is intended to enalilanan and women to improve their living
standards. It is argued that the relevance of geretjuality in the contemporary historical context
will be maintained in the short term. This is doethe fact that the problems of gender inequality,
and therefore of socio-economic and political disgnation against women, cannot be solved solely
by state reforms, since a system of rules thaidahy deterioration of women's rights is unliké&dy
operate without an effective system for monitoohgorms implementation.

2012-2019 IN UKRAINE

The results of 2012, 2014, 2019 Ukrainian parliataen elections which were conducted

The party composition of each convocation is exathirAccording to the 2012 elections, 450
people's deputies were elected, while only 423 lpawpre elected during 2014 and 2019 elections.
This is due to Russian aggression in Crimea anteeadJkraine, which makes it impossible to hold
elections in majoritarian constituencies of the igaded regions. With regard to the gender
composition of the Parliament, the smallest numbérwomen were represented in the 7th
convocation of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, wihitelargest number was represented in the 9th
convocation. This tendency is explained by raigidlic awareness and greater involvement of
women in politics every year, because even witlttimstancy of the electoral system, the number of
women in the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine has douldlad. majoritarian component of the parallel
electoral system remains inaccessible to womerausectwice as many women deputies get their
seats by proportional component. The political cosifion of the Ukrainian Parliament changes
during each election campaign. Only one politicaltg has been able to overcome the 5 percent
electoral barrier in all three of its last campaign the All-Ukrainian Motherland Association.
Another party has been able to go to parliamentcéwi the Petro Poroshenko bloc / European
Solidarity. All other 11 parties are representecparliament with only one cadence. A characteristic
feature of all three campaigns is the support fdagge part of the population of the presidential
parties, both in a proportional system and in a ondy one, which testifies, however, to the
significant influence of the political preferencesthe population rather than the influence of the
electoral system. The fact that parliament is rezgtvey more than two-thirds during each of the
three election campaigns refutes the argument BMi@s or parties do not change and that a new
electoral system is required to update parliament.
