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FILLING THE REVENUE PART OF LOCAL BUDGETS
UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF MARITAL STATE

Abstract. Due to the full-scale war with the Russian Federation, many Ukrainian villages and
cities have changed beyond recognition. After February 24, Ukraine's economy is paralyzed, but
local authorities are making great efforts to ensure that the regions continue to develop and the
population of Ukraine feels the support of local authorities. And at a time when a full-scale war is
going on in Ukraine, the issue of quality provision of the revenue base of local budgets and the
identification of reserves for the growth of their resource base, the optimal redistribution of funds
within the country is more acute than ever. The purpose of writing the article is to analyze the
sources and structure of filling the revenue part of local budgets during the martial law in Ukraine,
to identify the main problems related to the formation of revenues of local budgets and to determine
ways to solve them. We summarized the key changes in budget legislation that were adopted by the
government under martial law to ensure the effective functioning of the budget sphere, protection
of public safety and vital needs of residents of territorial communities. An analysis of the structure
of local budget revenues by region revealed a noticeable decrease in revenues in areas where hos-
tilities are taking place or in occupied (de-occupied) areas. In contrast, there is a significant increase
in local budget revenues in those regions where businesses have been relocated and a large number
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of internally displaced persons (IDPs) are concentrated. We have identified the main problems that
prevent increasing the efficiency of the formation and distribution of funds of local budgets. We
proposed to take a number of effective measures to increase the income of local budgets and improve
the welfare of the population and the economic condition of the respective region.
