«THE ORDER OF THE SOCIAL» AS A CATEGORY: OPERATIONALIZATION
OPPORTUNITIES

The article reveals the heuristic potential of the category «social order», proposed by the author to study the
complexity of social systems. Based on historical and sociological material and conceptual analysis, the
author demonstrates the potential of this category from the sociology of knowledge perspective. The
problem of operationalization of the category «social order» is analyzed. It is emphasized that the key
heuristic in this problem is the isolation and construction of the concept «cardinality of the order», which, by
analogy with set theory, is understood as a generalization of the number of elements of order, that is the
number of existing or possible connections. The definition, systemic connections and methods of
operationalization and indication of the categories «social», «order of social», «cardinality of order» are
given and analyzed. A separate accent is placed on the analysis of how the category «cardinality of order»
allows us to synthesize micro- and macro-issues of research on the social order. The connection of the
social order with freedom as a social construct at the macro level, as well as the structures of order with the
event processes at the micro level are the most important plots. In addition, an important plot is the ratio of
production and consumption of the social order in terms of growth (differentiation) or decline
(dedifferentiation) of order power. The figures of «normal actor» (involved in his daily occurrence), producer
and consumer of order of social as factors of dynamics of this order are important in this plot. The
possibilities of the sociology of knowledge in the study of the social order are investigated. Particular
emphasis is placed on the role of imagination as a way of producing social and social order. The conclusion
is formulated on the possibilities and limitations of operationalization and indication of the social order
through micro- and macro-parameters.

Formulation of the problem. The sociological understanding of society as the central object of a
disciplinary and disciplined study of the science of sociology at the end of the 20th century received a number of
powerful blows. Many theoretical sociologists and academic teachers have abandoned attempts to comprehend the
central systemic and discipline-forming category altogether, making attempts to shift the main emphasis to other
sociological categories as basic for a disciplinary field and forming it. The most successful of these attempts
include attempts to transfer to a systemic discourse performed by N. Luhmann [1], abandon society in favor of the
«social» (J. Baudrillard [2]), and shift sociologists' views to microsocial framing phenomena (I. Hoffman [3]) and
incorporation — objectification — institutionalization [4], introduce into sociology the traditionally philosophical (for
example, P. Shtompka's «event» [5]), economic (for example, neo-institutional developments [6]) and
mathematical-model (N. Kristakis with his chains of interactions [7]) research methods. The sheer multiplicity of
such attempts at a relatively compact historical interval indicates an existing of a significant epistemological
problem. Whereas initially sociology as a discipline arose precisely on the wave of interest in (explicitly or
implicitly shown) systemic epiphenomena of society. Here, to illustrate, one can cite both O. Comte's identification
of society and humanity [8], and G. Spencer's organismic allusion to the emergence of a social order comparable to
the emergence of biological systems [9], and political economy borrowings of the study of equilibrium systems
performed by V. Pareto', and the general philosophical Marxist search trying to separate the nature of the physical,
chemical, biological, psychical and social as five different levels irreducible to each other [11], and — as the
culmination of this process — the concept of sociologism of E. Durkheim [12].

This contradiction between the original epistemological and theoretical mission of sociology and its current
theoretical and methodological position is certainly problematic for sociology itself. It is precisely because of this
contradiction that sociology is constantly losing its social position in the symbolic struggle on foreign fields (for
more details see [13]), it is losing its original epistemological territories’, is subjected to multiple and varied social
and epistemological attacks. «A house divided in itself» becomes an easy scientific and social prey for
interventionists. This process is manifested in the reprofiling of sociological faculties, in changing the subjects of
sociological research, in eroding disciplinary identity, and in destroying the scientific sovereignty of sociology
under the soothing melodies of multi-paradigmality and transdisciplinarity.

Without denying the importance of inter-scientific and transdisciplinary work, we note that any connection
should be preceded by an unambiguous, categoric and categorical disengagement. It is this that determines the need
for (re)(dis)tribution of not only sociological apparatus as is® but also sociological subject. The epistemological side
of the relevance of our study is determined by these motives.

Our previous developments were was partially devoted to this problem [17], in which we carried out the
preliminary construction of the categorical ladder «social — order of the social — social order regimes». However, it
was, of course, impossible to uncover fully the heuristic potential of this category ladder within the framework of
this publication cycle, which suggests further developments in this direction.

Based on all this, the goal of our article will be a theoretical and methodological substantiation of the
operationalization of the systemic category «social order» as an important aspect of its heuristic potential.

Methodological basis. We’ll recall that:

— the «social» we’ve defined as a way of nonrandomness of the joint action of people;

— «Order» — as a way of saving (effort, resources, time, attention) in the process (re)production of this
randomness (at the micro level — predictability, «transparency» to a certain limit);

— finally, «regime» — as an order of implementation order (that is, in a sense, a derivative of an order) [18].

? For example, pushing off from counter-sociological proposals like the «antisociology» of J. Baudrillard [2].
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Over the past century and a half, sociology, overcarried away by various metaphors of social, and
especially postmodern metaphors revolving around the game, has overlooked the fact that the production and
reproduction of systems, including social systems, is always an effort to establish an order.

Generally speaking, social without the order is impossible, and in this sense our heuristic idea of
distinguishing social and its order would be tautological. However, it is important for us to note that social is not
reducing solely to order, on the one hand, that the order of the social is a structural dimension (G. Simmel would
say the formal dimension [19]), — on the other, and, finally, that social is also the processuality of its own
implementation — on the third. So, for example, in the nature of social, in addition to the social order (which is
precisely its procedural nature), one can isolate the fabric of social, that is, the totality of specifics that distinguish
society as a system from any other communication system, using N. Luhmann’s language [1].

Analysis of recent research and publications. Sociologists are accustomed to the fact that the social, both
in its tissue and in its ordinal dimension, is (rep)producing unproblematically, latently* and effective. However, a
number of processes in (post)modern society have undermined this confidence. This is globalization as the
establishment of a «society of flows» according to J. Urry [21], permeating traditional physical and social spaces,
and, consequently, depriving them of centuries-old tools of (self)control of themselves and of (self)control of
selection. This is the process of individualization, which, contrary to the hopes of N. Elias [22] expressed in his
later work, is not accompanied by a deepening of the civilization process of all those involved in it’. This is the
process of Weberian «spell» and «rationalization» of the world [23, p. 713], which turned to the state, as critics of
neoliberal world argue [24], that the icy water of capitalist calculation gradually swallowed up the whole
multiplicity of «cities of justice» by L. Boltanski and L. Thevenot [25]. The illusions of honor, the ecstasy of faith,
philistine naivety, family sentimentality, the burning of service, and the virtue of duty. This is the «collapse of
methanarrativesy praised by postmodernists [26], which actually led to the triumph of the next metanarrative, and
which at the same time only hides its own metanarrative nature. By the beginning of the 21st century it was
exposed — by the efforts, for example, of S. Zizek [27], who showed the completely ideological character of the
apparently non-ideological postulates of «anti-metanarrative» postmodern world.

Main material. Such erosion and destruction of the traditional, once indisputable (and therefore non-
negotiable) foundations of (re)production of social and its orders poses a completely different question to
sociology. It is in the process of «breakdown», as M. Heidegger would describe [28]. We'll recall that in such
process the habitually and practically hidden phenomena and their structures reveal themselves: we can discover
the habitually used thing during three possible «break-ins» of habit, one of which is breakdown. The «breakdowny
of modern sociality with its usual, traditional, systemically organized orders and regimes gives sociologists a
unique chance to look behind the scenes of the social without additional efforts.

And here we finally notice that social as an order is the result of (purposeful or not) efforts to (re)product’ the
social. Of course, production differs from reproduction, and differs significantly. Reproduction is a secondary process,
requiring the involvement (often no less than the production itself) of the actor, but the production of the plurality of
possible’ is a much more important act. That is why the actors who have produced a new way(s) of establishing order
(economy in production) are mystified, sacred, elevated to the status of ascetics, saints, icons, fathers-founders,
leaders, lifecoaches, ideological inspirers, and so on. All these diverse (and often ethnographically specific) categories
are united by the «hero» category. They are described as a figure superior in principle to a layman: the hero is the
producer of order, the converter of Chaos into Space®. Sociologically, this means that a society is developing in the
right direction’, elevates to the rank of heroes those who participated in the production of its complexity10 — material,
symbolic, practical, memorial, communicative production of the whole variety of possible (and therefore conceivable
and imaginable) methods of articulation and interaction''. In the same way, an actor who manages to save, reproduce
and extend this or that complexity, this or that imaginable and practiced method in non-trivial, atypical conditions is

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declared a «hero». For example, a baker is not a hero in trivial conditions, but the baker of besieged Leningrad [28],
who died of starvation cooking bread, is interpreted as a hero.

The «zero» figure in this (re)production is the (re)producing philistine, a typical actor described by
R. K. Merton as a conformist [30]. This is a normal character in theoretical and sociological literature'?, well and
correctly socialized, having mastered the basic arsenal of roles, adopted and accepted key social norms and rules,
quietly juggling frames and transposing them. This character is actually a virtuoso of using orders, modes and
regimes, filled with a huge number of protocols, knowledge, prohibitions, restrictions (making, in fact, his freedom
possible). Social paths in the configuration of the order of this layman are not destroyed behind him; the social
«transition» used by him (that is, speaking the language of P. Sztompka [4], an event) is not burned by him after
use, but is confirmed, reproduced, and practiced steadily. The conformist is free, but free precisely in the sense in
which his freedom was produced (systemically or personally, macro-socially or micro-socially). His freedom is
determined by his being, that is, the trajectory that he has traveled at the moment. It is not determined, that is, it is
not put uniquely into functional correspondence: it is namely defined, in Latin meaning of word «fine» (end;
border). That is, a limit has been set for the freedom of the conformist, which the conformist himself is not aware of
as the limit, since it is unimaginable and unthinkable for him, what is beyond this limit. In this sense, the process of
social production and its order (that is, the ordering of production) is the process of expanding possible acts of joint
(i.e. more than a single) action, and therefore, from the perspective of the sociology of knowledge, it is the process
of expanding the catalogue of the imaginable and thinkable.

That is why we argue that the processes of social production at the macro level and the production of
freedom at the micro level are synonyms in the conceptual sense. Freedom, which is ideologically reified and
fetishized, is not absolute; it is a relativity of sociality, that is, the result of certain relationships, awarenesses,
thinkings and imaginations. Hence, one of the key threats to the social as an order arises, namely the consumption
of the social, arising as a result of fetishization and the reification of freedom.

Naturally, the concept of consumption turns out to be a paired concept to production / reproduction.
However, this concept, in isolation from political economy, although it retains its essential characteristics, is
changing somewhat. The main indicators of consumption (that are completely transposed from political economy)
are the appropriation (i.e. partial or complete restriction of access for others) and depreciation (partial or full) of the
consumed. In relation to such common and shared benefits (using the terminology of neoinstitutionalism [6]), as
the possibility of joint action or set of conceivable co-actions, this means a number of possible manifestations: from
the occupation of the right to nomination and the definition of a phenomenon to «destruction after use». For
example, the prohibition of a certain action in public and in personal space is certainly different from the point of
view of conformist reproduction and nihilist consumption; the prescription of a certain action in open and closed
spaces. Fetishized individual freedom'® here turns out to be the main instrument, legitimation, and ideology of the
consumption of social orders. Consumption, which ultimately (taking into account any of the two criteria for
consumption above) implies a decrease in the number of generally available possible options for action and
thinking. Such a fetishized freedom is precisely why it turns out to be freedom-at-the-expense-of-others, freedom of
non-freedom and non-freedom of freedom.

Thus, the complexity of social systems, expressed in Luhmannian terms [1], or a set of nonrandom (that is,
repeatable, that is, not singularly) conceivable and / or practiced actions of compatibility (that is, the actually order
of social), expressed in the terminology of the sociology of knowledge, can grow, differentiate; may fall,
dedifferentiate; and can remain at the same level, zero-differentiate. These outlined processes allow us to talk about
such an important quantitative sign of the social order as cardinality, which, by analogy with set theory, can be
understood as a generalization of the number of order elements, where the order element is a connection or the
possibility of communication. The cardinality of the order of the social increases with the mass successful
production of new ways of interaction, cooperation, co-action and co-being. The cardinality of the order of the
social decreases with the mass effective destruction (including through consumption without compensatory
production) of conceivable or fundamentally imaginable ways of coexistence, co-action and co-existence of people.
The cardinality of the order of the social remains at the same level if these processes are in equilibrium or if R.
Merton’s conformists dominate in society.

This explains and operationalizes the famous Spinoza maxim «Freedom is a conscious necessity» [31]
(albeit understood by B. Spinoza as exclusively deterministic, anti-emancipatory). It is precisely this, one can

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suppose, that N. Elias had in mind, linking the process of civilization as a person’s entry into external requirements
and the process of individualization as penetration and consolidation of external requirements in a person. That is
why freedom cannot be absolute, because the «strategy of riding on the tram footsteps» [32; 33], the strategy of
«appropriating the collective good» [34] is not freedom collectively and socially (re)produced, but arbitrariness
opposing both freedom and collectivity, which does not increase the cardinality of the social, but «collapses» it.
And the substrate causes and manifestations of this process — material, reifical, communicative, symbolic,
discoursive, practical, — are already completely secondary. People who have lost the possibility to freely move
around their city without the threat of being robbed; tourists who refused to hike due to the threat of getting into the
war zone; a scientist who was suddenly put before the limit of his right to comprehend the object of study; an artist
deprived of his favorite theme for political reasons; an average man who, as a result of deception, has ceased to
trust counterparties and now cannot painlessly and calmly carry out a trivial economic transaction, — all these actors
are in a structurally identical situation. This situation is micro-socially defined through the categories of
«restrictiony, «freedomy, «distrusty, «deficit of social capital», «destruction of the frame», «erosion of normsy, and
macro-socially — «anomiey, «decrease in the power of the social order», «destruction social institute».

Conclusions and prospects for further research. Thus, sociology is faced with the challenge of
researching social systems, and one of the possible options is our proposed concept of these systems as systems of
social order. The sociological-knowledge approach to these phenomena allows us to understand them synthetically,
that is, at the same time as macrophenomena and microphenomena, as processes and phenomena, as products of the
system and as epiphenomena of actor’s actions. This approach, of course, contains possible limitations and
problems. For example, it returns to sociology a normative statement: it turns out that, contrary to the implicit
ideology of the postmodern world, society still encounters both functional and dysfunctional phenomena'®. This
throws not only an epistemological challenge to many phenomena that have become established in recent years and
decades, if not as normal, but as minimum as massively presented. However, mass does not always mean
functionality for society, as evidenced by many examples of mass and dysfunctional or openly threatening society
as a complex of possible and conceivable combinations.

In addition, at the current stage of conceptualization and operationalization of the social order, it is aimed
primarily at quantitative distinctions, while the completely trivial evidence is the fact that the power of the social
order is constituted by diverse, heterogeneous, complexities, thinkings and imaginariums. However, this is solely a
matter of further development of the concept.

On the whole, it must be noted that sociology, if it is «on the side of society» (which, as we know, was
advocated by M. Foucault [35], who called sociologists «to protect society»), will inevitably have to return to this
formulation of the question, no matter how threateningly biased it is looked like. In this sense, the question of the
objectivity of sociology will not consist in neutrality (which is simply impossible in the relationship between
sociology and society), but in effectiveness, in the practice of applying and changing the power of the social order
in one direction or another.

TRANSFORMATION OF INCLUSION / EXCLUSION STRUCTURES IN A GLOBALIZING
SOCIETY

The article is devoted to the identification and consideration of the main structures of inclusion / exclusion,
as well as the transformation processes that are characteristic of modern society. By analogy with identity,
the author identifies the cognitive, conative and affective structures of inclusion / exclusion. The variability of
the manifestation of inclusion / exclusion can be different and does not always imply the presence of all
three structures. Cognitive is considered as a knowledge level, that is, inclusion in a certain information
space. The cognitive structure includes evaluative judgments, opinions about objects. The conative or
behavioral structure includes both an intentional readiness for a certain behavior, as well as real actions and
actions in relation to the locus of inclusion, as well as participation in its (rep) production. The third structure
is the affective, that is, the emotional-evaluative level, the appeal to feelings and emotions, the subjective
significance of the locus for the included subject, as well as the determination of positive and negative
attitudes towards «we» and «they». Appeals to these three structures are uneven, so the variability of the
manifestation of inclusion can be different and does not always imply the presence of all three. An individual
represents inclusion as a pattern of behavior, realizing only the conative aspect. Individuals are involved in a
certain activity to the end, not realizing the meaning or background of this action. In a globalizing society,
inclusion / exclusion structures are transformed toward an obsessive continuous stream, which, due to its
ubiquity, «dissolves», becomes invisible and inaccessible to reflection and understanding on the part of the
individual. The identification of structures allowed us to assume the presence of corresponding elements in
all inclusion / exclusion tools, regardless of who or what is the object of inclusion.

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The article deals with the semiotic communication models in terms of an substantial scientific basis of
sociological analysis of adolescent’s intercultural interaction at the borderlands area. The structure and
features of verbal aspects of communicative interaction are revealed. Some communication models are
emphasized taking into account the fact that they provide the greatest epistemological potential to explain the
interaction of different types of cultures in modern social and cultural circumstances. The dynamics of the
construction of semiotic communication models and their theoretical conceptualization have been investigated,
in particular, the models of K. Biuller, R. Yakobson, Y. Lotman, S. Paulsen, U. Eko are revealed. The
possibilities and limitations of above mentioned models use within the studies of intercultural communication, in
particular the epistemological ability of each one models to explain the practices of intercultural interaction of
youth groups at the borderlands, are investigated. It is emphasized that K. Biuller's model has the
epistemological potential of explaining the processes of intercultural communication at the microlevel and
partly at the, mesolevel of social structure, while R. Yakobson's model best reveals the linguistic aspects of
intercultural dialogue and understanding. The conceptual vision of the semiotics of intercultural interaction,
presented in Y. Lotman's model, is also of special interest in the context of explaining linguistic aspects, but, in
our opinion, it practically does not reveal the sociocultural aspects of intercultural communication. It is
emphasized that U. Eko's semiotic model of communication has perhaps the most powerful heuristic potential
for analyzing the issues chosen by the author (the studies of intercultural interaction of young people at the
borderlands), as it reveals the mechanisms of production and dissemination of untruths in communication
processes as a component of the communication model, reveals the dimensions of the transformation of the
content of the message in the process of its translation from sender to receiver. It is concluded that certain
elements of all analyzed models can be epistemologically useful tools for analyzing the processes of
intercultural communication of young people at the borderlands, however in terms of the epistemological use
the most optimal are semiotic model of communication U. Eko and some statements of R. Yakobson's theory.

THE LIFE SAFETY AND VICTIMIZATION IN CONTEMPORARY WORLD: THE
EXPERIENCE OF EMPIRICAL MEASUREMENT

The article is devoted to the study of the empirical measurement of indicators of life safety and victimization
of society. Attention is focused on the problems of official statistics regarding the reflection of the real state
of the spread of crime, as well as the need to determine its prognostic role and its relationship with state
policy, which is aimed at countering and preventing certain types of crimes. The article analyses the world
experience of conducting victimological research, particularly in Europe and the United States. The features
of the domestic research on the problems underlying the security of the population. Outlines their role in
modern criminology, victimology, sociology of security and securitology. The relationship between indicators
of safety and the victimization of society is analyzed. Based on data obtained through empirical sociological
study «Social inequalities: the perception by the Ukrainian society» conducted with the financial support of
International Fund «Revival» of the Sociological Association of Ukraine (SAU) (August-September 2017),
attempted to evaluate the level of public security in contemporary Ukraine, its differentiated territorially-
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administrative units according to their level of victimization. Analyzed the performance of the sense of
security as a prerequisite of personal development and building interpersonal relations daily activities. It is
proved that the state of security of the individual depends on the level of security and level of victimization.
Defined the relationship between sense of security and social status of the informants. Systematic data on
the prevalence of such crimes as traffic accidents, thefts, robberies, robberies, crimes against life and
health. The comparative analysis of data of official regional statistics in relation to specified offences and the
results of sociological and victimological research. Conclusions regarding the objective assessment of the
crime situation through the existing system of statistical accounting. The prospects for application of the
sociological and victimological research to prevent the spread of crime in our country. Attention is accented
on the necessity of sociological indicators to assess the extent of latent crime.

FACTORS OF INEFFICIENCY OF SOCIAL COMMUNICATION OF FORCED
MIGRANTS IN THE HOST SOCIETY

The article considers the factors of ineffective social communication between forced migrants and local
population in the host society, such as the presence of bias and stereotypes in the relations between
communicators; experienced collective trauma, which makes it difficult for forced migrants to create new
social contacts, causes a «distrust syndrome» and the adoption of the role of a victim by migrants; the
presence of objective differences in needs, which may be perceived differently by the parties of
communication as a consequence of different personal experiences; the presence of sociocultural
differences between representatives of the host community and forced migrants, which may be caused by
the specifics of the local labor market and linguistic traditions. It is emphasized that these factors can affect
the perception by forced migrants of several communication contexts, such as physical, social, emotional,
thematic ones. It is indicated that in conditions of insufficient awareness of the subjects of communication
about each other and about the subject of communication, inference becomes a significant factor in
(non)understanding. By «inference» we mean the process of constructing certain knowledge and
conclusions about a communication partner (and the subject of discussion) through the use of non-verbal,
background channels of communication. Inference can be based both on logical conclusions and on
contextual information, sociocultural knowledge, norms and principles of communicative influence. It is
concluded that an important factor in successful interaction between migrants and the host community can
be a wider involvement of the migrants in solving problems that exist both for themselves and the host
community. This can contribute to a deeper understanding of the sociocultural context of life and the needs
of each group by representatives of another group.

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The article is dedicated to the review of traditional approaches and the development of proposals for
contemporary sociological analysis of legislation. Analyzing the existing attempts of sociological analysis of
legislation, the author concludes that their theoretical and methodological limitations arised from the paradigm
of social facts, the dominance of structuralist-positivist research optics, the lack of practice of specific
sociological research. This, in the author's opinion, contributes to the informality of the categorical apparatus of
sociological research of legislation, legal reduction of the social nature of law within the sociology of law,
replacement of the current role of sociologist by a social technologist who is deprived of intellectual freedom
and depends on the intentions of the actors of the legislative process. Based on the «Coleman's boat»
analytical scheme and J. Ritzer's integrated 4-level social analysis, the author identifies theoretical gaps in the
traditional research scheme of sociological analysis of legislation at the macro-subjective and micro-objective
levels. The article proposes to modernize the consideration of legislation from the standpoint of socio-cultural
approach (as a socio-cultural space that produces, translates and defines a system of values, symbols,
meanings, nominations, identifications, rituals, myths) and through the application of the theory of social
practices. Based on the context of active legislative changes that causes the emergence of new social
phenomena, the author concludes the necessity of theoretically reconstruction the sociological analysis of
legislation by strengthening the concept of «social effectiveness of legislation» by risk-analytical perspective.
This allows the involvement of all levels of social reality, as well as to identify the hidden and non-obvious
social consequences of the introduction, change or repeal of legal norms. On the example of the analysis of
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the laws of Ukraine «On purififcation of power» and «On voluntary amalgamation of territorial communities»
among the potential areas of social risk, the author proposes to identify areas of potential conflict, social
disintegration, social inequality, discrimination, accompanying the results of legislative activity.

2 Ukrainian-Norwegian research project «Accommodation of Regional Diversity in Ukraine (ARDU)» is oriented finding out to what extent,
and how, current Ukrainian decentralisation, education and language policies affect social cohesion among ethnocultural groups in two very
different border regions. Kharkiv in the east and bordering Russia, has a sizable Russian ethnocultural population, while the western region of
Chernivtsi borders Romania and comprises a substantial Romanian minority.

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The article is devoted to the analysis of the connection between the school environment and the
manifestations of students’ risky behaviour and their mental health. The study is actual due to the spread of
students' risky behaviour in Ukraine and insufficient attention of Ukrainian sociologists to the relationship of
educational institutions with the health of community. The authors of the article substantiate the relationship
between the characteristics of the school environment and student behaviour and emphasise that the
positive school climate is a significant factor in reducing various manifestations of students’ risky behaviour.
The authors define «school climate» as a qualitative characteristic of relations between teachers, between
students, and between teachers and students, a set of psychological, moral and social conditions that
promote or inhibit productive joint activities of school staff, and actualize or minimize socially acceptable or
destructive behaviour of youth; «risky behavior» — as a problem or antisocial behaviour manifested as
aggression, violence, deviances, crimes, taking psychotropic substances. The empirical basis of the study
includes the results of the Ukrainian-Polish survey «Mental Health and Risky Behaviour of Adolescents»,
conducted in October — December 2016 among adolescents from Ukraine and Poland, based on the
methodology of Polish study on adolescents’ mental health that is more commonly known as the Mokotow
Study and has been regularly conducted since the late 1980s. Based on the research results, the authors
analyse various aspects of school relationship that influence the school psychological climate. The authors
draw particular attention to students' trust to each other, their readiness to help others in problem-solving,
providing psychological support as well as the respondents' attitudes towards their school and the way they
feel in the school environment. In the obtained data, there prevail respondents' positive evaluation of the
school climate. The authors present a correlation analysis that proves a positive relationship between the
school climate and students' risky behaviour. The logical regression analysis also shows its influence on the
minimising/actualising of students' risky behaviour. The authors demonstrate the decisive role of the family,
in particular, children-parents relationship. In conclusion, they formulate the scope of objectives and tasks
for the organisation of preventive work in the school and the family.

Introduction. Transformation of education is one of the cores of reforms in modern Ukrainian society.
Significant changes in the secondary level of Ukrainian education have been one of the most important among
the reforms of all levels of education in recent years. School reform is regulated by the Concept «The New
Ukrainian School» [1]. The strategy of changes is to turn to the child, therefore, in the Concept one of the main
principles is «focus on the students’ needs in the educational process, i.e. child-centeredness» [1, p. 7]. Reform
processes, unfortunately, are often implemented without a proper empirical sociological justification. Individual
results of the peculiarities of the educational environment of secondary school can be found in the PISA Project
(2018) [2] and All-Ukrainian monitoring survey of teaching and learning among principals and teachers of
secondary schools (by the methodology of TALIS) (2016) [3]. Among international studies the works of the
educational environment and climate of the school by D. Bekhovska, K. Bobrowski, K. Okulicz-Kozaryn,
K. Ostaszewski are of significant interest for us [4; 5; 6].

The research is actual due to the insufficient level of attention of Ukrainian sociologists to the
relationship of the institute of education with the social health of society. We focus on the influence of the
school climate on the manifestations of the risky behaviour of young students.

Numerous foreign researchers [6; 7; 8] substantiate the relationship between the characteristics of the
school climate and student behaviour. The positive climate of the school is a significant factor in reducing
various manifestations of the risky behaviour of young people. According to Eccles and Roeser, «the school
climate is one of those elements of the social environment that can significantly change the processes of
socialisation and development» [8, p. 225]. Components of this climate are «a sense of connection with the
school, a sense of belonging to the school community, commitment to school and teachers» [6, p. 33].

The article aims to substantiate the connection between the school climate and the manifestations of the
risky behaviour of youth.

School climate is a complex and multidimensional concept that is difficult to define unambiguously.
According to the typology of the American National School Climate Center [9], the main elements of the school
climate are the quality of social relations; features of the educational environment; physical and emotional
security; characteristics of the physical environment.

In this article the authors define the school climate as a qualitative characteristic of relations between
teachers, between students, and between teachers and students, a set of psychological, moral and social
conditions that promote or inhibit productive joint activities of school staff, and actualize or minimize socially
acceptable or destructive behaviour of youth. Describing the climate of the school, they characterise it from
positive to negative. «A positive climate is usually synonymous with a climate conducive to development,
characterised by dialogue and cooperation focused on understanding, support and safety at school, and a negative
climate usually means an unfavourable, conflicting climate marked by violence, tension and insecurity» [9].

We consider risky behaviour as problematic or antisocial, the indicators of which are manifestations of
aggression, violence, violation of social norms, crimes, use of psychoactive substances. Being at the stage of
self-determination (on the school bench), young people mainly feel the effects not only of education but also of a
whole range of social risks — political, legal, civilisational, etc., which cause deviations in their behaviour. The
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study of risky behaviour of student youth and its consequences is described in more detail in the publications of
S. Shchudlo [10, 11].

Method. The empirical basis of the study includes the results obtained from the Ukrainian-Polish survey
under the title «Mental Health and Risky Behaviour of Adolescents» conducted in October, November and
December 2016 among adolescents from Ukraine and Poland based on the methodology of the Polish
authoritative study on adolescents’ mental health that is more commonly known as the Mokotow Study and has
been regularly conducted since the late 1980s.

In Poland, the study was conducted by the specialists from the Institute of Psychiatry and Neurology under
the guidance of Krzysztof Ostaszewski, Dr hab. In Ukraine, the author of this article was the coordinator of the study
participated by a team of sociologists from Ivan Franko Drohobych State Pedagogical University and Lviv
Polytechnic National University (Svitlana Shchudlo, Larysa Klymanska, Halyna Herasym, Iryna Mirchuk, Olga
Gerus, Viktor Savka). The initiator of the project in Ukraine was the State Agency for Prevention of Alcohol-Related
Problems (PARPA, Poland), which provided all organisational support for the survey [12].

The survey was conducted in order to discover deep and reliable information about the mental health of
adolescents in Ukraine and Lviv region in particular. This information served as a scientific basis for initiating
and developing a system to prevent mental health disorders in children and adolescents in the region with the
help of the best European practices, including Polish experience.

The Ukrainian-Polish study on the mental health of adolescents involved 15-year-old pupils — ninth-
graders from Ukrainian comprehensive schools and third-graders from Polish gymnasia. The respondents were
selected due to the probabilistic method.

In Ukraine the study was conducted for the first time and involved the pupils from the Lviv region only. The
respondents were selected in a representative manner, taking into account the type of living area: the large city
(regional centre) — Lviv, the average city — Drohobych, the villages of Drohobych district. In Ukraine, 2001 pupils
were surveyed, of whom 1246 ones were from Lviv (69%), 307 ones — from Drohobych (17%) and 288 ones — from
the villages of Drohobych district (14%). In the Ukrainian sample, the percentage of girls is 48,2% and boys — 51,8%.

Results

Among the full range of research questions answered by the study, the authors chose a block of
questions that characterise the social well-being of school students, as well as the impact of the school climate on
the manifestations of risky behaviour of youth.

Table 1 shows the students' attitude to the statements characterising various aspects of the school

climate.

The results of the study cover students' trust in each other, help and mutual respect in the school
environment. The scale consisted of 5 items (with 5-point answers scale each) concerning the school climate. It
had good reliability and normal distribution.

As seen from the table, our respondents appreciate first of all friendly relations in the classroom and
beyond (35,0%). The lowest indicator is one that characterises students' trust in each other (8,9%).

Students' feelings of emotional support from school friends are shown in Table 2.

In this question, we used the same 5-point scale. The set of four questions in the table characterises the mutual
support between the student community. Analysis of the extremely positive response, which characterises full agreement
with the above statement, shows that emotional contact of students (38,1% and 29,6%) is the most valued. The result of
students' low expectations for their help to their school friends is noteworthy (0,1%).

Table 3 covers the categories, which together reflect the students’ attitude towards school. In this question, a
4-point scale was used. Students and teachers are highly rated (25,8% and 25,2%), and the learning process itself is
rated significantly lower (13,0%). Only 15,7% of students willingly go to school.

Table 4 shows the students' responses of their attachment to the school and teachers. We observe a close
connection between students and their peers at school, with whom they spend a significant part of the day at
school (43,3%). At the same time, the content of the educational process is the lowest, which can not help but
worry (18,7%).

Table 5 shows the correlation of elements of the school environment with the external problems of student
youth. Risky behaviour is associated with aggression, violence, violation of social behaviour, criminal behaviour,
using of psychoactive substances. We can see the negative value of the obtained indicators indicates the inverse
dependence of the school climate on the level of manifestation of the risky behaviour of young people. The more
positive the school climate, the fewer manifestations of risky behaviour among students. The closest link between
school attachment (-0,270) and risky behaviour.

Table 6 presents the results of the logistic regression analysis. The dependent variable is the level of risky
behaviour that determines the mental health of youth. Independent variables, the influence of which turned out to
be significant, are school climate, parent and peer support, family openness and their control.

The results of logistic regression analysis show that the school is among the crucial factors that influence
all manifestations of risky behaviour of student youth. According to our results, the most important are open
relationships with parents (1,202) and a positive school climate (0,936) (Picture 1). The results of the regression
analysis on peer support are noteworthy. Although the indicator is one of the highest (1,019), these data are not
statistically significant. In our opinion, peers with risky behaviour can have a notable impact on adolescents.

In the authors' opinion, measures involving work with teachers, students, and their parents will be useful in
reducing the manifestations of risky behaviour of student youth. It is essential to form a model of positive
behaviour through the formation of the key life and social competencies.

Conclusions
Summing up the results of the study, the authors note that the school climate is an essential factor that
affects the performance of the school and the behaviour of its subjects. In the process of its functioning, the school
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creates a specific climate and type of interpersonal relationship.

The research results allowed to reveal the inverse correlation of the school climate with the manifestations
of risky behaviour of student youth: the more positive the school climate, the fewer manifestations of risky
behaviour among students. The closest connection is between school attachment and risky behaviour, which is
manifested in aggression, violence, violation of social behaviour, criminal behaviour, using of psychoactive
substances. Thus, the school can be both a protective factor and a risk factor for manifestations of problematic or
antisocial behaviour of student youth.

In addition to the influence of school, with the method of logistic regression, the authors found the
influence of other social factors, including relationships with parents, namely the openness of relations, trust, the
influence of peers.

The results of logistic regression analysis prove the influence of the school climate on the
minimisation/actualisation of risky behaviour of student youth. The family, in particular, the open relationship
between children and parents, also plays a unique role in preventing such behaviour.

New social realities require the formation of qualitatively new, relevant to modern challenges forms of
work with young people to prevent risky behaviours, which requires the development of scientifically sound
preventive work in Ukraine.

The goals and objectives of preventive work at school will be activities aimed at working with teachers,
students, and their parents. Notable in this process is the formation of key life and social competencies in the subjects of
education. Creating a positive school climate will reduce the manifestations of the risky behaviour of student youth.

The main limitation of our results is that we cannot generalise our outputs to the entire population. Further
research is needed to find out what proportion of these factors could bring the most positive results.

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Authors demonstrate that the influence of globalization is contradictory with respect to the socio-cultural sphere
and causes transformation of moral and ethical values and changes traditional manifestations of the human
capital subjectivity. In this regard, the problem of a new subjectivity arises in scientific discourse, the
understanding of which does not contradict the established concept of personality subjectivity, while at the
same time supplementing it with the specific psychophysical features of the carriers of this subjectivity. A new
subjectivity can manifest (and manifests) itself in a situational change in the ways of self-realization, depending
on the circumstances. Under conditions of unpredictability of moral transformation, it is important to direct
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manifestations of subjectivity in favor of society, while simultaneously preventing negative consequences, and
this mission should be performed by state institutions. Using the example of the educational sphere as the
most important producer of human capital, it is proved that within the system itself there are carriers of a new
subjectivity amongst the best representatives of the pedagogical environment, but they are still not enough for
fundamental changes across the country, mainly because of bureaucratic obstacles to pedagogical creativity. It
is assumed that the role of the state is crucial for the start of the desired changes in education, and it is
advisable to focus on the priority efforts to improve the regulatory framework to release faculty’s creative
potential and to provide institutions with modern resources for information and communication technologies. It
is argued that in general the state policy of promoting positive manifestations of the new subjectivity will be
effective if it relies on the interests of individuals and high-level groups of such subjectivity, using the modern
capabilities of information and communication technologies to enhance network interaction between them. This
is especially true during the global COVID-19 pandemic, since the activity of the carriers of a new subjectivity
can contribute to the stabilization of society.

MATHEMATICS AS A TOOL OF MANIPULATION IN MODERN SOCIETY

Review of the book by Cathy O’Neil «Weapons of Math Destruction. How Big Data Increases
Inequality and Threatens Democracy»

The article focuses on the analysis of big data phenomenon that by the expansion of information technology
has become a challenge for sociology and social statistics. The history of «big data» term origins is presented,
the factors of appearance and development of this phenomenon are determined. It is noted that in the
sociological perspective big data have not only transformed the methods of obtaining primary sociological
information, but also changed the very logic of the study. The author considers that with a help of big data
sociology will be able to return to its calling — the creation of a large theory of society, which, in turn, the
opportunity to analyze and interpret big data depends on. Emphasis is placed on Cathy O'Neil's work «Big
data. Weapons of Math Destruction...», which concludes that big data construct new forms of inequality in a
contemporary world. It is stressed that through the focus of this idea the American researcher analyzes the
impact of big data on various spheres of public life: on the educational system, emphasizing the role of
university rankings (which definition is not always transparent) in commercialization of higher education, its
turning into big business; on the law enforcement system, in particular in a country such as the United States,
noting that the mathematical models developed for the country's police have discrimination grounds for poor
and «colored» citizens; on the system of employment, credit system, etc. At the same time, she writes that
because of big data privacy is disappearing in people's lives, they are increasingly adapting to models of mass
behavior, being under the influence of consumer and political (what is especially alarming) marketing. The
author of the publication notes that Cathy O'Neil, unfortunately, gives no answer to the question of how it is
possible to counteract the manipulative effects of big data. She relies heavily on ethical regulators and
recommends to data specialists create models with mandatory forward linkages.

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Review of the monograph by Alexander Golikov «Fabrication of order. Knowledge in the
Constitution of Socialy
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Faculty of Sociology Taras Shevchenko National University of Kyiv, 58, Volodymyrska Str., Kyiv, 01601,
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This paper is devoted to analysis of the monograph written by Alexander Golikov, Doctor of Sociological
Sciences, Associate Professor of the Department of Sociology of the Sociological Faculty of V. N. Karazin
Kharkiv National University. The author emphasizes the indisputable theoretical significance of reviewed
work, focused on the elucidation of the role of knowledge in the constitution of the social, which in the
context of globalization, virtualization and individualization of social life acquires the properties of an
«unfamiliar social». The monograph pays special attention to the processes of fabrication of various types of
knowledge, that is, the creation and dissemination of various knowledge as structural and practical factors in
the constitution of the social. It is noted that the author's research strategy is original, constructive and
productive both in theoretical and practical sense. It is emphasized that the scientific novelty of the work lies
in the conceptualization of the categorical triangle «knowledge — social — order»; in the proposed concept of
an internalized Second and a depersonalized Third as «generalized Othersy; in clarifying the specifics of
communication in the production of sign-symbolic and informational forms of knowledge; in the introduction
to scientific circulation the concept of «chronotope of the order of knowledge», etc. At the same time, it is
emphasized that this fundamental monograph contains certain controversial provisions. In particular, a
clearer definitions are required by: the scientific problem of work, that is, the question of what kind of
epistemological inconsistency the author's concept solves; meaningful content of the «fabrication» category;
ideological shape of knowledge, as a result of which it becomes one of the components of manipulative
social technologies. Despite the remarks, the reviewer notes the significant heuristic potential of A. Golikov's
developments, which, in his opinion, is distinguished by a refined professional language, a high level of
scientific reliability and innovative content.
