In the context of the
examined theme however does a question remain open: does "Add existence of informative network of the Inter-
net of wisdom to the users and assists appearance of sages"? There are different reactions on like development
of events. Critics assert that present conversations concerning revolution in area of information technologies
and "new economy" are absurd, or, at least, very exaggerated.

Tatyana Tsymbal. Myth and reality in the narrative practices of the Ukrainian emigration. /n this
article the experience of research the problem of mythologization of immigrants biography, is considered mostly
— the reasons why modern Ukrainian emigrants prefer staying outside the motherland. It is emphasized that
immigration advocates for modern young women is the way of gipersotsialization and giperemansipation, and
for the Ukrainian women — It is also a way to avoid having to deal with complex socioeconomically at prob-
lems, a way to approach more acceptable European norms and to improve arrange a personal life. During the
study the author uses the narrative threads, popular today, both as a method and as a subject of studying, which
is treated by philosophy as a postmodern language act, verbal presentation, fixing processuality of life story. In
this case, the narrative captures the self-realization and self-justification processuality women who for various
reasons chose to emigrate as a vital strategy. As a way of mythologization of emigrational motives narrative is
devoiced of ontological basis and serves as a subjective act, thereby creating a pseudoreality. Born in the myth
of the narrative is a kind of internal exile individual myths. Such myths help immigrants feel the state of existen-
tial rootedness. However it is only an illusion of rootedness, as it is impossible to achieve the fullness of entity
in the act of speech. Narrative analysis in this case can be used as a communication tool, which will provide
research different points of view on the complex social and cultural issues, subject to the mutual participation of
subjects. At the same time demythologization motives of emigration can be a factor in reducing the migratory
activity of women. In general, suspending of the feminization of Ukrainian emigration is possible, using a range
of consistent, coordinated measures. For this, woman should get rid of social and cultural marginalization,
which is imposed on her by patriarchy and decades of totalitarianism. The main role in this process belongs to
the system of education, social and cultural policy in general. The action state should be aimed at the rooted-
ness of Ukrainians on domestic soil, and the media can purposefully reflect the true motives and consequences
of women's migration.

Kultenko V. P. Rational, cultural and traditional approaches to solving problems of social
understanding. /n this article the author investigate two approaches to solving problems of social understand-
ing in the multicultural societies. The first way is rational, cognitive. It appealing to search and eliminate this
way the legal foundations of social control, forming ideas of justice, moral ethos and more. An alternative to the
previous one - way understanding, focused on cultural tradition. This path appeals to the practical reason of
man. Problems with understanding social search this path associated with the aggravation of inter-cultural con-
flicts in the world, violent confrontation of cultures. Research of answer on this question there analysis of the
philosophical legacy of modern Western philosophy, especially Jurgen Habermas, H Hart, D.Rolz, N.Kradin.
Philosophers need for coordination interpreted rationally with irrational forms that spontaneously evolved his-
torically for a long time and embodied in cultural traditions. Understanding this issue would be based on the
ability of each of the transcendental position to assess the situation. The peculiarity of the modern world is that
practical reason is seen through inter-subjective connotations. It is used to output communitarians idea of jus-
tice-dialogically, discursive way through the search for consensus. We would point out that modern society -

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mostly non-religious, because it destroyed the moral foundations that have traditionally formed the social ethos.

J.Habermas stresses the need for coordination of search and practically oriented, in-
ter- recognized concept of justice, which is formed through the recognition and inclusion of the other in their
life-world.

Przez niepetnosprawnos¢ rozumie sig trwala lub okresowa niezdolno$¢ do wypekiania rol spotecznych z
powodu statego Iub dlugotrwatego naruszenia sprawnos$ci organizmu, w szczeg6lnosci powodujaca niezdolnos¢
do pracy. W zaleznos$ci od stopnia zaawansowania niepelnosprawnosci wyr6znia si¢ trzy jej stopnie:

1) znaczny,

2) umiarkowany i

3) lekki'.

W Polsce okoto 5,5 miliona 0séb to osoby niepelosprawne’. Osoby niepetnosprawne stanowia 14,3%
mieszkancow Polski. Zdecydowana wigkszo$¢ niepetnosprawnych ma prawnie potwierdzone ograniczenie
sprawnosci. Najwigksza grupg wsrod niepelnosprawnych stanowia osoby legitymujace si¢ orzeczeniem o
lekkim (28,8%) i umiarkowanym (26,1%) stopniu niepetnosprawnosci.

Wigcej niz milion oséb (19,5%) posiada orzeczenie o znacznym stopniu niepelnosprawnos$ci, natomiast
prawie 14,5%. niepelnosprawnych odczuwa catkowite ograniczenie sprawnosci. Warto zwroci¢ uwage na fakt,
ze az 53% 0sob niepelosprawnych stanowia osoby w wieku produkcyjnym?’. Jednak zdecydowana czesé tej
grupy pozostaje poza rynkiem pracy. Wedlug Badania Aktywno$ci Ekonomicznej Ludnosci (BAEL, GUS) w 11
kwartale 2009 roku az 85% wszystkich niepelnosprawnych osob bylo biernych zawodowo. W analizowanej
frakcji spoteczenstwa tj. wsrod oséb niepetnosprawnych wystepuje niewielka aktywno$¢ zawodowa w stosunku
do pelnosprawnych pracownikow.

Celem niniejszy rozwazan jest proba znalezienia odpowiedzi na pytanie: Czy mozna zmniejszy¢ obszar
wykluczenia na rynku pracy obejmujacy osoby niepelnosprawne ruchowo? Poczynione refleksje nad
wykluczeniem spotecznym omawianej czgsci spoteczenstwa jest tymsamym przyczynkiem w tej dyskus;ji.

Jezeli chodzi o miejsce pracy to wsrod osob
niepetosprawnych 24,6% stanowia pracownicy zatrudnieni w zaktadach pracy chronionej'. Liczba
zatrudnionych o0so6b niepelnosprawnych wynosita blisko 72% ogoétu osoéb zatrudnionych w zaktadach pracy
chronionej”.

Zatrudnianie osob niepetnosprawnych najcze$ciej przebiega w oparciu o umoweg o pracg (zarOwno na
czas okreslony jak i nieokreslony). Czg$¢ niepetnosprawnych zajmuje si¢ prowadzeniem jednoosobowej firmy
badZ stuzy pomoca bezplatnie innym cztonkom rodziny’. Rzadziej osoby niepetnosprawne wykonuja prace na
podstawie umowy cywilno-prawnej i umowy ustnej, rzadziej tez wykonuja prace dorywcze. Jedynie nieliczne
jednostki prowadza firmy zatrudniajace innych pracownikéw badz pracuja na podstawie innych nietypowych
form zatrudnienia. Zauwaza si¢ stabilno$¢ zatrudnienia osoOb z przynajmniej $rednim wyksztatceniem oraz
kobiet. Z kolei najmniej stabilng sytuacj¢ na rynku maja osoby ponizej 24 zycia, ktére tym samym w
najwigkszym stopniu narazone sa na problemy ze znalezieniem pracy®. Ponad potowa 0séb niepetnosprawnych
wykonuje swoja pracg w pelnym wymiarze czasu. Podkresli¢ nalezy, ze ponad 14% o0so6b niepetnosprawnych
(przede wszystkim osoby mtode) z checia zwigkszyloby swodj czas pracy, ale nie moglo znalez¢é pracy
petnoetatowej’. Jest to potwierdzeniem relatywnie najtrudniejszej sytuacji najmtodszych rocznikéw osob
niepetnosprawnych na rynku pracy.

Mimo trudnej sytuacji 0sob niepetlnosprawnych na rynku pracy, znaczna cz¢$¢ tej grupy nie angazuje sig
w poszukiwanie zatrudnienia. Zdecydowana wigkszo$¢ ponad 4/5 oséb niepelnosprawnych pozostaje bierna
wobec tego faktu i nie poszukiwata pracy w okresie o miesiac poprzedzajacym prowadzone badania. Wida¢
wyraznie zatem, ze okoto 2/3 o0séb niepetnosprawnych w wieku mobilnym zawodowo znajduje si¢ poza
rynkiem pracy. Daje sig tutaj zauwazy¢ pewnego rodzaju paradoks, gdyz powszechnie osoby niepelnosprawne
uznaja praceg za wazny i potrzebny element zycia spotecznego. Powodow braku efektywnego zainteresowania
praca szuka¢ nalezy w kilku obszarach.

Jednym z gltéwnych powodoéw nieciekawej sytuacji osOb niepetnosprawnych na rynku pracy jest
niewlasciwe przygotowanie merytoryczne przysztych pracownikéw. Osoby niepetnosprawne bowiem nie
posiadaja wystarczajacych umiejgtnosci 1 kwalifikacji, a przede wszystkim wyksztalcenia potrzebnego na
obecnym rynku pracy. Jak si¢ okazuje gtéwnymi barierami w wejéciu na rynek pracy tej grupy osob sa’:

e niskie wyksztalcenie i brak kwalifikacji do wykonywania pracy (wsrdd osob niepelnosprawnych jedynie 6%
posiada wyksztalcenie wyzsze) — jest to znacznym utrudnieniem w znalezieniu dobrej pracy,

e niedostatki w zakresie ,,twardych” kompetencji i ksztalcenia fachowego,

e brak przygotowania, kompetencji i motywacji do podejmowania pracy — a wigc brak umiejgtnosci
»~migkkich” zwiazanych z funkcjonowaniem na rynku pracy, a takze brak inicjatywy, motywacji,
przedsigbiorczos$ci.

Przedstawiciele roznych firm bardzo nisko oceniaja posiadane przez osoby niepetnosprawne kompetencje
1 umiejetnosci — dotyczy to przede wszystkim ,,twardych umiejgtnosci zawodowych” do$wiadczenia w pracy,
ale takze ,,migkkich umiejgtnosci” (nisko ocenia si¢ takie posiadane kwalifikacje jak: znajomos¢ jezykow
obcych, obstuga komputera i programdw oraz posiadanie prawa jazdy).

Generalnie wystgpuje niechg¢ do zatrudniania osob niepetnosprawnych — jesli pracodawca ma do wyboru
osobg petnosprawna lub niepelnosprawna raczej wybierze ta pierwsza.

Braki w umiejgtno$ciach 1 kwalifikacjach oséb niepelnosprawnych, jak wspomniano, sa tylko jednym z
powodow matego udziatu tych oséb w rynku pracy.

Drugim obszarem, ktory znacznie wplywa na mniejsza gotowos¢ podjgcia pracy przez
niepelosprawnych sa nastgpujace kwestie: zty stan zdrowia oraz nabycie uprawnien emerytalnych lub
rentowych, a nastgpnie wiek, ktory nie odpowiada potencjalnym pracodawcom oraz konieczno$¢ nauki i
zdobywania potrzebnych kwalifikacji’. Zwraca si¢ jednak uwage na to, ze kwestia ztego stanu zdrowia moze
by¢ w wielu wypadkach tak naprawd¢ wygodnym usprawiedliwieniem bierno$ci zawodowej i braku pracy, a nie
gléwnym powodem takiego stanu rzeczy. Nakladaja sig tutaj na siebie dwojakiego rodzaju stereotypy. Z jednej

Nic dziwnego,
ze prowadzone badania do gotowosci wstapienia na rynek pracy wskazuja, iz wigkszo$¢ 0sob
niepetnosprawnych (az 96,3%) nie jest gotowych do podjgcia pracy ,,0d zaraz”. Zastanawiajacym jest fakt, ze
tylko 2,3 % biernych zawodowo niepelnosprawnych stwierdzito, ze aktywnie poszukuje pracy, przy czym
najwigksza gotowos¢ do jej podjecia wykazywali mezczyzni (4,6 %), osoby bedace w srednim wieku,
niepetnosprawni mieszkajacy w malych miastach ponizej 20 tys. i $rednich 100-200 tys. mieszkancow. Byly to
osoby, niepelnosprawne z wyksztalceniem zawodowym/gimnazjalnym i $rednim.

Znaczne braki w aktywizacji zawodowej osOb niepelnosprawnych wynikaja takze z matego
zainteresowania tej grupy pracownikow szkoleniami i warsztatami podnoszacymi kompetencje i umiejgtnosci.
Wystepuje zrdéznicowany poziom kwalifikacji zawodowych osob niepelnosprawnych, ktory ponadto nie ulega
zmianie. Znikoma czg$¢ respondentow zadeklarowala, ze w ciagu ostatnich dwodch lat uczestniczyla w
jakiejkolwiek aktywnosci zwiazane] z podnoszeniem swoich kwalifikacji zawodowych badz innych
umiejetnosci. Aktywno$§¢ w tym zakresie maleje bardzo wyraznie wraz z wiekiem i wyksztalceniem osob
badanych.

W przypadku os6b niepelnosprawnych, ktore — cho¢ obecnie nie maja zatrudnienia, kiedy$ pracowaly —
osoby te najczgséciej posiadaja kwalifikacje zawodowe zwiazane z praca fizyczna (ostatnio pracowali przy
pracach prostych, jako rzemies$lnicy, robotnicy przemystowi, rolnicy). Rzadziej pracowali wykonujac prace
biurowa i zwiazana z ushugami.

Znaczne braki w aktywizacji zawodowej osob niepetnosprawnych wynikaja takze z matego
zainteresowania tej grupy pracownikow szkoleniami i warsztatami podnoszacymi kompetencje i umiejgtnosci.
Wystepuje zrdéznicowany poziom kwalifikacji zawodowych oséb niepelnosprawnych, ktory ponadto nie ulega
zmianie. Badania dotyczace aktywizacji zawodowej oséb niepelnosprawnych przeprowadzone w 2009 roku
pokazuja, iz tylko 4,2 % respondentow zadeklarowato, ze w ciagu ostatnich dwodch lat uczestniczylo w
jakiejkolwiek aktywno$ci zwiazane] z podnoszeniem swoich kwalifikacji zawodowych badz innych
umiejetnosci. Aktywno§¢ w tym zakresie maleje bardzo wyraznie wraz z wiekiem i wyksztalceniem osob
badanych.

W przypadku os6b niepelnosprawnych, ktore — cho¢ obecnie nie maja zatrudnienia, kiedy$ pracowaly —
osoby te najczesciej posiadaja kwalifikacje zawodowe zwiazane z praca fizyczna (ostatnio pracowali przy
pracach prostych, jako rzemie$lnicy, robotnicy przemystowi, rolnicy). Rzadziej pracowali wykonujac prace
biurowa i zwiazana z ustugami'.

Jak juz wcze$niej wspomniano, mimo deklarowania przez osoby niepelnosprawne waznosci i znaczenia
pracy nie sa one chetne do podjecia tejze. Czg§¢ niepelnosprawnych wprost zaprzecza mozliwosci podjgcia
zatrudnienia a czg§¢ uzaleznia swoja decyzj¢ od wielu czynnikow. Wérdd nich znajduja sig¢ przede wszystkim
czynniki zwigzane z sama praca, a wiec™: zbyt daleka lokalizacja miejsca pracy w stosunku do miejsca
zamieszkania (powyzej 10 km), konieczno$§¢ pracy w systemie zmianowym, duza odpowiedzialnosc,
wykonywanie rutynowych, powtarzalnych czynnosci, stres towarzyszacy pracy oraz brak formalnej umowy.

Znaczenie projektu w zahamowaniu wykluczenia oséb niepelnosprawnych. W chwili przystapienia
do projektu wszyscy jego beneficjenci — osoby niepetnosprawne ruchowo — byli bezrobotni badz nieaktywni
zawodowo. Glowna przyczyna braku zatrudnienia tych osob przed przystapieniem do projektu byt problem z
samodzielnym znalezieniem pracy (34,8% wskazan) badz fakt kontynuowania nauki (23,1% odpowiedzi).
Ponad Y4 respondentéw wskazala na ,,Inne” przyczyny takiej sytuacji — przede wszystkim wzgledy zdrowotne
oraz pobieranie renty socjalnej. W przypadku niespelna 6% badanych powodem bylo zwolnienie z pracy.
Nalezy podkresli¢, iz wigkszos¢ osob z subpopulacji zwolnionych nie znato przyczyn takiego postgpowania
pracodawcy. W pozostatych przypadkach wskazywano przede wszystkim na fakt zakonczenia umowy badz
»lnne” powody (np. zly stan zdrowia). Respondenci, ktoérzy sami si¢ zwolnili jako przyczyneg tej decyzji
podawali niskie zarobki, za duzy nakfad pracy/obowiazkow oraz zty stan zdrowia.

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Wsrdd ankietowanych osob pracujacych przewazaty osoby z wyksztatceniem Srednim (35,3% wskazan)
oraz z wyksztatceniem wyzszym (28,6% wskazan). Najwigksza liczba 0s6b niepelnosprawnych obecnie posiada
zatrudnienie badz odbywa staz/praktyki w przedsigbiorstwach prywatnych (41,18% wskazan). Znaczna czgs$¢
stanowili réwniez osoby zatrudnione w instytucjach publicznych (18,49% wskazan). W zaktadach pracy
chronionej znalazta zatrudnienie co piata przebadana osoba z subpopulacji oséb niepetnosprawnych ruchowo.
Odsetek respondentow, ktorzy posiadaja wilasna dzialalno$¢ gospodarcza wynosit 6,72%. Ponad 13% oséb
niepetnosprawnych prace badz staz/praktyki odbywata w miejscu innym niz wskazany w kwestionariuszu.
Osoby te pracowaty glownie w fundacjach i stowarzyszeniach, w tym m.in. w ,,Caritasie”.

Wigkszo§¢ badanych osob niepetnosprawnych deklaruje, ze znalazla  zatrudnienie samodzielnie
(36,13%). Co piaty ankietowany znalazt prace bezposrednio poprzez udzial w projekcie Wsparcie osob
niepetnosprawnych ruchowo na rynku pracy II. Wiroéd osob, ktére znalazty zatrudnienie dzigki udziatlowi w
projekcie wigkszo$¢ pracuje w przedsigbiorstwach prywatnych (50% wskazan), nastgpnie w instytucjach
publicznych (33,3% wskazan), a najmniej 16,6% w zaktadach pracy chronione;.

Udziat niepelnosprawnych fizycznie w analizowanym Projekcie przyczynit si¢ do aktywizacji zawodowej
0s0b niepelnosprawnych przede wszystkim na otwartym rynku pracy.

Nalezy jednak mie¢ na uwadze rowniez fakt, iz celem projektu nie byto jedynie znalezienie miejsca pracy
dla jego beneficjentow, lecz réwniez zwigkszanie umiejgtnosci ,,migkkich” osob niepetnosprawnych, w tym
migdzy innymi w poruszaniu si¢ po rynku pracy. Odsetek osob, ktore zwigkszyly swoje szanse na zatrudnienie
dzigki uczestnictwu w projekcie (posrednio i bezposrednio) jest zatem wyzszy.

Niezmiernie istotne w procesie poszukiwania pracy okazato si¢ wsparcie instytucji zajmujacych sig
aktywizacja osob niepetnosprawnych. Ponad 13% beneficjentéw przyznalo, iz znalazto pracg w wyniku pomocy
ze strony tych instytucji. Wérdd instytucji nalezy podkresli¢ role, jaka w wyszukiwaniu ofert podjeli partnerzy
projektu. W wywiadach IDI byli oni bardzo pozytywnie oceniani przez beneficjentow.

Podczas wywiadéw poglebionych respondenci najcze$ciej zwracali uwagg na fakt, iz samodzielne
poszukiwanie pracy wymaga wiele wytrwato$ci oraz pozytywnego nastawienia. Osoby niepetnosprawne
odpowiadaly na wiele ofert pracy. Zapraszane byly na rozmowy kwalifikacyjne, jednak gdy potencjalny
pracodawca dowiedziat sig o ich niepetnosprawnosci, zostali oni pomijani w dalszym procesie rekrutacyjnym.

Efektem samodzielnego poszukiwania pracy jest zatem czesty udzial w rozmowach rekrutacyjnych, ale
rowniez czeste spotykanie si¢ z odmowa. Sytuacja taka moze zniechgca¢ osoby niepetnosprawne do dalszego
poszukiwania pracy na otwartym rynku. Zdaniem niemal 60% opiekunéw osdb niepelnosprawnych ich
podopieczni bylo zdecydowanie niezadowolonych, a wedtug kolejnych 23,1% badanych byto niezadowolonych
z efektow poszukiwania pracy. Jedynie nieco ponad 0,5% opiekunéw zadeklarowalo, ze ich podopieczni byli
zdecydowanie zadowoleni z efektow poszukiwania pracy.

Jednym z istotnych dziatan projektu byta wspotpraca z pracodawcami w celu pozyskania ofert pracy oraz
stazy dla beneficjentow projektu. Dzialania w tym zakresie obejmowaty:

e spotkania indywidualne z pracodawcami w celu uzyskania ofert pracy i stazy,

e 7 zainteresowanymi pracodawcami prowadzone byly konsultacje dotyczace dostosowania i wyposazenia
stanowisk pracy,

e w przypadku wspoélpracy nastgpowalo przygotowanie pracodawcy i jego zespotu do przyjecia osoby
niepetlnosprawnej jako pracownika/stazysty

Udzial w projekcie osdb niepelnosprawnych przyczynit si¢ do zorganizowania stazy dla ponad 13%
beneficjentéw projektu'. Staze stanowily forme wsparcia wysoko oceniana przez osoby niepelnosprawne.
Dawaly one mozliwos¢ zdobycia niezwykle waznego do$§wiadczenia zawodowego. Dla wielu beneficjentow
udzial w stazu stanowil pierwsze samodzielne przebywanie poza domem powiazane z obowigzkiem
wykonywania rdéznorodnych czynnosci. Udzial w stazach bezposrednio przyczynit si¢ do wzrostu
samodzielno$ci 0s6b niepetnosprawnych. Trudniejsza jest ocena skutecznosci projektu pod wzglgdem liczby
pozyskanych ofert pracy, gdyz projekt przyczynit si¢ do zatrudnienia oséb uczestniczacych w projekcie
posrednio oraz bezposrednio. Wedtug danych zebranych przez partnerow projektu, zatrudnionych byto prawie
14,5% wszystkich oséb niepelnosprawnych ruchowo uczestniczacych w projekcie.

Ponad 30% respondentéw badania bylo zdania, iz proponowane w ramach projektu oferty pracy oraz
stazy byly adekwatne do zdobytych umiejgtnosci, 26,2%, iz byly atrakcyjne z punktu widzenia stanowiska do
objecia, 22,8%, iz byty réznorodne, a co piaty badany wyrazit zdanie, iz oferty byly liczne.

Beneficjentéw ze zdaniem przeciwnym byto jednak wigcej — ponad 60% ankietowanych uwazato, iz
oferty pracy i stazy nie byly liczne, 53,7%, iz nie byly rdéznorodne, a ponad potowa nie zgodzila si¢ ze
stwierdzeniem, iz byly atrakcyjne finansowo. Osob, ktore uwazaty, iz oferty pracy i stazy sa nieadekwatne do

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zdobytych podczas projektu umiejgtnosci oraz sa nieatrakcyjne z punktu widzenia stanowisk do objgcia byto w
badaniach ponad 40%. Ocena ofert pracy proponowanych w ramach projektu nie byta negatywna, natomiast
zauwazy¢ nalezy, iz beneficjenci oczekiwali wigkszej liczby proponowanych im ofert pracy, a takze oczekiwali,
iz oferty beda bardziej zr6znicowane.

W ramach projektu instytucje zaangazowane w jego realizacje nie byly jednak zobligowane do
wyszukiwania licznych i réznorodnych ofert pracy dla beneficjentéw, jak tylko do przedstawiania ofert pracy
odpowiadajacych indywidualnym potrzebom kazdego uczestnika projektu. Osoby niepetlnosprawne ruchowo
mogly jednak mie¢ znacznie wigksze oczekiwania wobec projektu, wierzac, iz dzigki nim bgda mogly wybiera¢
wsrdd licznych i zréznicowanych ofert pracy.

Posumowanie. Zdaniem osob niepelnosprawnych oferty pracy, proponowane osobom niepelnosprawnym
ruchowo byly na ogoét przewidywalne. Na podstawie wynikow badan rysuje si¢ obraz osoby niepetnosprawne;j
jako pracownika, ktory zatrudniony jest na ogoét na stanowiskach nie wymagajacych wysokich kwalifikacji.
Przykladem moze by¢ praca na recepcji, w ochronie obiektow, czy w biurze. Oczekiwania o0séb
niepetnosprawnych nie zawsze moga zosta¢ zaspokojone ze wzgledu na relatywnie mala liczbg ofert pracy (w
tym ofert skierowanych bezposrednio do 0séb niepetnoprawnych ruchowo), a takze niski poziom wyksztatcenia
tych oséb.

Sytuacja osob niepelnosprawnych na rynku pracy nie jest prosta. Po pierwsze musza oni zmierzy¢ si¢ z
licznymi stereotypami, jakie ich dotycza, a takze z wysokimi wymaganiami, jakie posiadaja pracodawcy.
Przeprowadzona analiza wynikow badan okreslajacych sytuacje osob niepetnosprawnych, wskazuje na silna
potrzebg ich aktywizacji spoteczno — zawodowe;.

Niewatpliwie ,,zamknigcie si¢” o0sOb niepelnosprawnych na rynek pracy jest glowna przyczyna
pozostawania tej grupy osob wsrdd bezrobotnych. Do przetamania tej bariery nie wystarcza szkolenia, ani nawet
znalezienie pracy, gdyz wnioskowa¢ mozna, iz poza sprawami zwiazanymi ze zdrowiem glowna przeszkoda w
znalezieniu pracy sq uwarunkowania mentalne

Najwigksze szanse na =zatrudnienie maja osoby niepelnosprawne z wyzszym wyksztalceniem.
,Wyksztalcenie ma znaczacy wplyw na pozycje i mozliwosci osoby niepemosprawnej na rynku pracy”'.
Posiadane wyksztatcenie roznicuje aktywno$¢ zawodowa osob niepetlnosprawnych — istnieje powiazanie: im
wyzszy poziom wyksztalcenia posiadanego przez osoby niepetnosprawne, tym wyzszy wspotczynnik
aktywnosci zawodowej tych osob, jak tez wskaznik zatrudnienia. Najwyzsza aktywnoscia zawodowa cechuja
si¢ osoby z wyzszym i §rednim poziomem wyksztatcenia.

Podsumowujac, poprzez udzial w projekcie 14,4% beneficjentéw uzyskato zatrudnienie, a 12,1% odbyto
staz. Osoby niepelosprawne uzyskaly réwniez wsparcie w poruszaniu si¢ po rynku pracy. Na podstawie
wywiadow IDI wiadomo, iz samodzielnie poszukiwanie pracy powodowato u respondentdéw frustracj¢ oraz
zniechgcenie w wyniku czestej dyskryminacji oséb niepetosprawnych ruchowo, natomiast pomoc udzielona
poprzez pracownikoéw instytucji realizujacej projekt przejawiajaca si¢ bezposrednimi propozycjami pracy oraz
stazu okazata si¢ bardzo skuteczna. Zwigkszyla si¢ rowniez pewnos¢ siebie beneficjentow oraz umiejetnosé
poruszania si¢ po rynku pracy). Projekt zatem przyczynit si¢ do zwigkszenia samodzielnosci o0sob
niepetnosprawnych ruchowo w poszukiwaniu pracy.

Przekroczenie zatozonych wskaznikow dotyczacych liczby osob, ktore rozpoczgly staz oraz ktore
zdobyly zatrudnienie $wiadczy o skuteczno$ci partnerow projektu w pozyskiwaniu ofert stazy dla
beneficjentow. Uzytecznos¢ tych dziatan oraz zaangazowanie pracownikdéw projektu przyczynito sig¢ do
pozytywnego odbioru projektu przez ich uczestnikow.

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THE POPULAR CULTURE OF THE COLD WAR:
THE SPY GENRE AND ITS EVOLUTION IN THE SOVIET CINEMA

The article is devoted to analyses of the cultural consciousness during the Cold War, which was reflected
in the genre of spy cinema. It was argued that the spy movie (along with the film noir and nuclear fantasies) was
one of the most representative genre of the Cold War, because it reflected the basic cultural notions of that ep-
och. It was concluded that the popular culture during the Cold War was focused on the genre of the spy detec-
tives because it contains the most representative images of the confrontation between the Soviet and the Western
societies

Key words: Cold War cinema, popular culture, Soviet movie, spy genre

The World War II had cost more 50 million people their lives and left behind massive material destruc-
tion in the West Europe and the Soviet Union. Only the United States among other allies had survived the
World War II as the richest nation in the world. However concord among the previous allies continued not long
time after the end of the war: in 1946 the former British premier W. Churchill first spoke about the “Iron Cur-
tain” that should to divide the East European countries under the Soviet control and the Western European coun-
tries which were considered as a citadel of democracy. American president H. Truman declared the containment
of Communism and the spreading and the influence of the Soviet Union as the highest goal of the American for-
eign policy [1]. The epoch of the Cold War started as the ideological confrontation and the economic and politi-
cal competition.

The ideology of the Cold War offered not only the certain political ideas to the mass audience, but also a
certain cultural perspective, through which was supposed to interpret the world. The main political events that
associated with the Cold War epoch in the contemporary American mentality, were the “Red Scare” and the
McCarthyism in the early 1950s, the Korean war (1950-1953), the Vietnamese war (1965-1975), the Suez Crisis
(1956), Cuban Crisis (1959-1962), African-American Civil Rights Movement (1954—68) and murdering Martin
Luther King, execution of Julius and Ethel Rosenberg (1953) who were convicted of conspiracy to commit es-
pionage, the nuclear fears and anti-communism in 1960-1970". American scholar Richard Hofstadter defines
the American politics which culminated in the “conspiracy theories” and "movements of suspicious discontent"
during the Cold War as the "paranoid style" [2] which affected the popular culture: American cinema, televi-
sion, songs, youth movements. Despite a number of the political, public and war crises during the Cold War,
that period, 1940-1950s were considered as the “golden age” of the American cinema. As Tony Shaw wrote [3],
the tensions between East and West were fully institutionalized Cold War and thanking to television and cinema
penetrated in hearts and minds of Americans. The public fears have been supported by the official propaganda
of a military threat of the hegemony of the "Others" and the nuclear war, and have generated plots, among
which the most representative genres became the anti-Communist movie, film noir, spy detective, horrors, and
fantasies about “nuclear apocalypses”. The post-war time was the “Classic Period” when Hollywood created the
best samples of cinema and established the thematic paradigms for American commercial filmmaking [4]. And
some American researchers suggest [5] that the era of the Cold War created the modern American identity in the
form which it exist now.

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The political context of the Cold War in the Soviet Union was associated with other political events: to
replace the post-war repression (1947-1949) and the “Doctor’s Plot” (1948 -1953) came to the "Thaw" and the
common liberalization of the Soviet regime after the death of Stalin and the 20th Congress of the Communist
Party. Among the political events that have influenced the Soviet consciousness of the Cold War, was the divi-
sion of Germany and Berlin on the East and West parts, the invading the Soviet troops in Budapest (1956) and
Prague (1968), as well as the war in Afghanistan (1978-1988), and the participation of Soviet specialists in the
local conflicts in Africa and Asia. But among the tragic events the important Soviet achievement was launching
the first artificial “Sputnik” (1957) and put into orbit the first human cosmonaut Yuri Gagarin (1961), and the
World Youth Festival in Moscow (1957) and the dissident movements in the Soviet Union. In the beginning of
the Cold War, the Soviet Union tested the world's largest hydrogen bomb (1953), but information about it in the
Soviet society was more secret than the "spy scandals" because information about them infiltrated the Soviet
mass media and television political debates such, for example, as the "International Panorama" (1969-1991).
The fundamental category of the Cold War was the opposition between the "democratic West" and the "Com-
munist East" (in the terms of the Cold War propaganda) as mutually exclusive values and as the images of the
"hostile", "dangerous" and "unpredictable" Other for each other. It means that during the Cold War period the
spy genre was the most convenient matrix dedicated to confrontation between two ideological systems in the
images of the secret agents and spies.

The actuality of my research is stipulated by several reasons: if the American popular culture of the Cold
War has received quite extensive studies in the West [6; 7], but Soviet cinema art was investigated mostly in
political and historical perspectives in the Soviet Union and Russia [8; 9]. The first monographs on the cultural
specifics of the Cold War cinema in the Soviet Union have been published in the West [10] and in Russia [11]
recently, and they give different views in comprehension of the Soviet and American movies of the Cold War
time. During the Soviet period it was customary to assume that the spy detectives are products primarily of
Western mass culture and the Western myths of the Cold War, of the anti-Soviet hysteria, searches for the post-
war images of the Other in the world "after the atomic bomb". However, my vision is that despite the fact that
the Western genre terminology was not widespread in the Soviet Cultural studies, the phenomenon of the "spy
movie", the same with Western Bondiana, existed in the Soviet Union during the Cold War. I will concentrate
on the genre of the Soviet spy movies and its evolution which were not researched until now.

A classic the Western "spy genre" is considered to be I. Fleming’s novels, and then the series about the
fearless agent Bond 007, saving the Western democratic values in the fight against “Red Moscow”. Ideological
confrontation with the West was absent in the first Soviet films about the spies. If the structure of the classical
Western spy movies (classical Bondiana) had scheme of fairy tale, in accordance with Umberto Eco [12], but a
situation was different in the Soviet cinema of the postwar years because the first films on the "spy issue" could
be identified as the “war dramas”: they were dedicated to the recent the Soviet war against German Nazis.

The first Soviet films on spy issue demonstrated the post-war moods in the Soviet society: the happiness
of the end of the war and the Great Victory; the believing in a flourishing future, which should come after the
war sufferings. The Soviet spy was fighting with the Nazis in the beginning of creation of the “spy genre” in the
Soviet Union, and it acquitted any spy’s behavior. The famous Soviet film “The Feat of Secret Agent” (B. Bar-
net, USSR, 1947) referred to the fragments of the fate of the famous Soviet spy-saboteur Nikolai Kuznetsov,
acting on the territory of Western Ukraine during the Nazi occupation. A key phrase of Kuznetsov from the So-
viet film “The Feat of Secret Agent” is an expression which has become a motto for many Soviet generations
and a part of Soviet mythology: pretending to be a German lieutenant, Kuznetsov in the movie gave a toast
among other German officers: "To OUR Victory!", demonstrating thereby for the Soviet audience the benefits
of the "double" spy identity: even being in the center of enemies, the hero openly articulated his love to his
motherland (the Soviet Union), using a "double code" of his own expressions. Kuznetsov makes a play of
words in movie because his expressions were addressing to the real situation being among Germans, but it was
having an internal, symbolic meaning wishes victory to the "OURS", which meant the Soviet people.

To my mind, the first Soviet films on spies had not tropes which were traditional for the Western "spy"
movies (in accordance with A. Hepburn [13]) — “concealment”, “loneliness”, fears; the first Soviet spy movies
combined the heroic pathos and the drama in picturing of the main positive character. The Great Victory under
Nazis was not a symbol of power and success of the Soviet Union only, the war and the heroic victory in it, ac-
cording to Western historians [14], consolidated the Soviet society and even reinforced the Communists’ influ-
ence in the country.

However, in the beginning of the 1950s there is a gradual drift of genre conventions and the image of the
"enemy" has been changed in the direction of the new realities of the Cold War. The goal of the Soviet propa-
ganda during the war years was to form a positive image of the United States, the Great Britain, and the anti-
Nazi resistance in France. The friendly feelings of the Soviet people to the allies were strengthen not by propa-
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ganda only, but also because of the material support of the Soviet army and suffering population: there were the
American egg powder and canned stewed meat, which were ironically called by Soviet soldiers "the second
front"; but also there were the famous Arctic convoys, in which the British, Canadian, American soldiers coop-
erated with Soviet combatants and behaved very bravely; there were the British pilots in Murmansk; and there
was the famous French contingent called "Normandy-Neman". The Soviet film-makers even at the height of the
Cold War, made the films about the international armed brotherhood of the Soviet and Western combatants dur-
ing the all-European struggle against the Nazis.

With the beginning of the Cold War, those who recently were “armed friends”, increasingly personified
an image of the "enemies", but it was difficult to explain a transition from the Soviet media admiration of allies
to their condemnation for the Soviet mass audience. Therefore, the post-war driftage of the image of the former
allies from friendly to a hostile one, required not political only but also certain moral explanations. In my opin-
ion, the film which was created by Gregory Alexandrov “Encounter at the Elbe” (USSR, 1949) was such an
artistic explanation. That film told about the beginning of the American-Soviet relations in the post-war Ger-
many on the sample of two German neighbor cities and their American and Soviet majors. The state of being
relevant of that movie in the post-war conditions of the early Cold War was confirmed by the fact that Gregory
Alexandrov who was a director of this film and a prima-actress Lubov Orlova have received the Stalin Prize for
that film.

One more spy movie was awarded the Stalin Prize in 1951, it was The Secret Mission (M. Maklyarsky,
M. Romm, USSR, 1950), shot in the dark and dramatic colors of the “noir style”. That film has been clearly
manifested poetics which was typical for "spy movie": conspiracy, surveillance, threat of torture and death,
disguise, fear of detection. Director of that film was awarded by the Stalin Prize (1951), which again verified an
ideological nature of the film, determined by a situation of the Cold War.

In the 1950s the Soviet literature produced several works that clearly demonstrate their proximity to the
Western "spy detective" conventions with the Soviet-oriented plot. I would give as a example the military ad-
venture novel H. Muguev “Doll of Mrs. Bark” (1958), dedicated to the events in Tehran in 1943, preceded by a
meeting of leaders of the USSR, USA and Great Britain. This Soviet movie represented the typological features
of the Western spy novel: there was a mysterious woman with a "double" identities; there was a port city in an
exotic country, where the main characters involved in a complot of Western agents. In that novel (devoted to
the war period), opponents of the Soviet counterintelligence agents depicted were not Germans, but representa-
tives of the Western secret services with unidentifiable nationality and citizenship. This novel, written during
the Cold War, contents all typical tropes of the Western "spy" genre, such as: multiplicity of identities of almost
all the characters, political intrigue with the elements of the detective, war adventures, thriller, romance, and
practices of murders, threats, kidnapping, poisoning, deception, mistaken identity, and caches.

Another novel, written and published during the Cold War, contains strong allusions to the classic "spy
detective" in the style of "noir": a novel of Lev Ovalov “The Brass Button” (1958). The main character of the
novel is a femme fatale, the super-agent, working simultaneously on the three secret services: German, English
and American ones. The plot of novel placed in Riga in 1941, at the beginning of the German occupation of So-
viet Union. However, despite the fact that the main positive character of that novel was a Soviet officer, by a
force of circumstances forced to live under the guise of two passports, Latvian and English, his main opponent
was not the Gestapo, but the representatives of the American intelligence secret service, who offered him the
post-war cooperation. The novel is interesting because it attempted to discover the psychology of becoming a
"spy", and it included a self-alienation, transformation personality from spiritual sincerity to cold rationality in
relation with people and finding their weaknesses to manipulate. So, this novel contained a motive of psycho-
logical violence over others, which was normal for the “spy job”, according with that novel. The vivid adven-
ture plot, completely atypical for the Soviet literature in Socialist realism style, unusual situations and insidious
characters inclined to psychological manipulation, made that novel a vivid manifestation of the "spy" genre in
the Soviet Union, but reflecting ideas of the Cold War, in spite of it devoted to the time of the World War II.

One more innovative motif in that spy novel was the gender duel of the femme fatale with the protagonist
of novel. The beautiful temptress tried to make the hero falling in love with her to control him. Such plot was
spreading in the American “noir” and the classical "spyware" works in a style of “North by Northwest” (A.
Hitchcock, USA, 1959), but it did not have a deep development in the Soviet cinema. The image of the "femme
fatale" was relevant to the fears of the post-war society in the United States and Western Europe [15], which
was caused by significant changes of the traditional women’s roles and the transformation of patriarchal order
of things. These changes have become a source of man's "fears" in front of the woman's independence. "Norma-
tive" gender order was politicized and was identified with the political security of "femmes fatales", undermin-
ing gender morality. Although the image of a "woman-spy" was a new to the Soviet novel, the idea of
identifying "woman's body" with a "body of espionage" was not a paradox: a woman was comprehended for
many centuries as the "Other" in the traditional culture, similar to an “alien” or a “spy” [16]. The image of a for-
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eigner, or a beautiful, an independent, and a single woman becomes a common metaphor for the threat or hidden
danger, and it was sounded with the “espionage-mania” of the Cold War time. The popularity of L. Ovalov’s
novels was so big during the Cold War that Brass Button was translated in 1960 in GDR, China, Poland, Bul-
garia, and it was cinematized in Czechoslovakia and in German Democratic Republic.

The 1960s years were the “Golden era” for the Soviet spy genre and the most famous and “classic” mov-
ies were created in that period. Further development of the Soviet spy genre can be identified with the novels of
Vasilii Ardamatskii “Counterblow” (1959) and “Saturn" is almost invisible” (1963), which have been success-
fully screened in three films: The way to "Saturn” (V. Azarov, USSR, 1967), “The End of "Saturn” (V. Azarov,
USSR, 1967), and “The Battle after Victory” (V. Azarov, USSR, 1972). These novels, written in the midst of
the Cold War, devoted primarily to the Soviet intelligence operations against Nazis and against the Western se-
cret services in the first post-war years. The intrigue was concentrated around the secret center for training
commandos against the Soviet Union, and Western emissaries tried to use Nazi collaborates and Soviet prison-
ers of war, as the training enemies of the post-war Soviet country.

The issue of the Soviet prisoners of war was one of discussable subject in the Soviet mass-media during
the Cold War, because the Soviet POWSs were considered as the "ambivalent Others" in the post-war Soviet pub-
lic consciousness because Soviet people who experienced captivity in the Nazi concentration camps or survival
on the territories occupied by Nazi, were suspected in espionage, or treachery, or collaboration [17]. The Soviet
prisoners of war remained the "invisible" ones in Soviet culture for a long time, their fate was even more tragic
than the fate of the Russian political exiles [18]; there were not made Soviet films about the Soviet prisoners of
war during the Cold War time, and even the fact of their survival in the German captivity questioned their per-
sonal honesty and their loyalty to the Soviet state. They were turned out in "internal" Others in the Soviet mass-
consciousness, and some Soviet spy and detective movies of the Cold War time had a plot pivoted around the
fates and moral choices during the finishing war.

There were shown several films on the screen in 1968, which can be considered in the context of the Cold
War: “Dead Season” (S. Kulish, USSR, 1968), “The Shield and the Sword” (V. Basov, USSR, 1968), and “The
Secret Agent's Blunder” (V. Dorman, USSR, 1968). Each of these films has become a cultural event and con-
tributed to the genre of the Soviet "spy movie" of the Cold War period. The difference between them lies in the
fact that if “The Shield and the Sword” is closer to the genre of "military adventures" and tells of a heroic Rus-
sian spy Belov who was an agent “under cover” during World War 11, but “Dead Season” and “The Secret
Agent's Blunder” used the motives of the World War II only as a precondition of the movie narrative, and the
main intrigue was built as the classic spy story of the Cold War time about the confrontation between Soviet and
Western intelligence services.

Some historical allusions were presented in “Dead Season”, where were used some facts of biographies
of the famous Soviet “sleeper agents” of the Cold War time — Rudolf Abel (Fisher) and Konon Molody (known
in the Great Britain as Gordon Arnold Lonsdale). These agents were arrested in a result of a betrayal and con-
demned by courts in the Western countries (in the USA and the Great Britain) for long terms; after several years
of imprisonment both of them have returned to the Soviet Union in the result of the exchange of the arrested
agents between Western and Soviet intelligence agencies. Abel’s exchange took place on the Glienicke Bridge
in West Berlin, which later became famous as the "Bridge of Spies". The movie episode of the agents ex-
change on the bridge in the film Dead Season became a classical part of the Soviet spy cinematography of the
Cold War time.

The history of the Soviet spy Konon Molody (Gordon Lonsdale) got a wide popularity as a part of the
“spy scandals” of the 1960th years: being as a Soviet illegal resident spy and the mastermind of the Portland
Spy Ring, he was very successful as a businessman, and he became a millionaire as a result of his business ac-
tivity [19] ; after his arrest and later releasing, there was shoot the British film “Ring of Spies” (R. Tronson,
United Kingdom, 1964), based on some facts of Lonsdale’s biography. The originality of the film “Dead Sea-
son”, in my opinion, is opening some details of routine “spy job”: it is patience, self-discipline and belief, which
is especially necessary in situations of "breakdown", uncovering of an agent. A risk of the spy profession lies
not in the possibility of a betrayal only, or a failure and agents’ death, but also in the fact that even the highest
self-discipline and good fortune does not guarantee survival after arrest. In particular, Rudolf Abel was released
from prison because of the occasion, but the brilliant Soviet spy Richard Sorge was executed in a Japanese
prison during the World War II, and the Soviet Union about a quarter of century has denied Sorge’s connection
to the Soviet secret service even in own country [20]. Only after releasing of movie “Who Are You, Mr. Sorge?”
(Y. Ciampi, France-West Germany-Italy-Japan, 1961), the Soviet government recognized Sorge’s feat in the
struggle against Nazis and awarded him with the highest military title of Hero of the Soviet Union (1964). In
other words, any agent’s merits to the motherland and loyalty to the security services, does not give a hope for
help outside and solidarity of comrades of an agent, because any failed agent can be sacrificed for the sake of
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more important political tasks. And this specific of any agent (who can become a "victim", or a "bait" or a "sui-
cide murderer") in any moment, was brightly demonstrated in the famous Le Carre novel The Spy Who Came in
from the Cold and this issue was actively developed in the post-Soviet Russian cinema.

The movies “The Secret Agent's Blunder” (V. Dorman, USSR, 1968), “The Fate of the Resident” (V.
Dorman, USSR, 1970), “Returning of the Resident” (V. Dorman, USSR, 1982) and “The End of Operation
"Resident" (V. Dorman, USSR, 1986), based on V. Vostokov and O. Shmelyov's novel of the same name, are of
interest as vivid samples of the spyware genre of the Cold War culture. These four films composed the cinema
tetralogy devoted to the Soviet intelligence service officer and Russian aristocrat Michael Tuljev. Michael Tul-
jev came to the Soviet Union as a resident of the Western intelligence agency (with allusions on the Western
Germany) and voluntary moved to the Soviet counter-espionage service. The theme of emigration took a sig-
nificant place in that films because, in my opinion, they reflected the real cultural discourses in the USSR in the
period of the Cold War, such as forming of their own identity for the part of the Soviet intelligentsia of that time
was existed through opposition to the government, and an emigrant or a dissident in a “hidden” discourse per-
sonified a heroic symbolism. The cinema plot when the former emigrant Tuljev, a Russian nobleman, a profes-
sional Russian secret service officer, came over to the Soviet counter-espionage service, is symptomatic for the
Soviet cinema of that time: it can be seen as a symbolic call of the Soviet authorities to the Soviet intellectuals,
who preferred to be in opposition, to cooperate with the Soviet political system. The image of Tuljev, passed a
difficult way from an enemy of the Soviet authority to the loyal Soviet officer of the secret service security, was
aimed to strengthen the patriotism in the Soviet society during the Cold War, as if even former enemies of the
Soviet state go to the Soviet side just because of love to Russia. So, these films were not only about the battle of
the Western and the Soviet secret services, but more about the relations of the Soviet state and the Soviet oppo-
nents inside USSR.

The climate of the Cold War was showing in the movie “The End of Operation "Resident" in a situation
dedicated to the spy games around the Soviet nuclear physicist Nesterov, whose figure had clear allusions to the
figure of the well-known Soviet physicist and dissident Andrei Sakharov during his exile in Gorky. Other essen-
tial aspects of that films were in showing the working relations in the security services: for example, the films
showed the "spy" methods of recruiting of informants and sabotage performers, as well as the principles of veri-
fication of agents who "returned from the cold"; for the first time that movie demonstrated the procedure of
working of the "lie detector"; also, there were depicted the everyday intrigues in the spy agency and the perma-
nent suspecting on each other. The films about Tuljev contributed to the ideological matrix of the Cold War
time, because all Soviet officers were portrayed as the honest, sincere people who do the hard work for the pro-
tection of the homeland, while all Western secret service agents were depicted as immoral people and often as
the Nazi criminals in the past. Despite the ideological filling, that movies were extremely successful in the So-
viet screen: the ideology was skillfully hidden in the spyware and adventure plot; the Soviet patriotism and work
for intelligence services was presented as a love to the Russia (not to the Soviet regime); cinema fate of the spy
was narrated as a drama of a person who has passed a difficult way of the Russian intelligentsia in the 20th cen-
tury.

The most famous Soviet secret service officer of the Cold War was Stierlitz, a spy-intellectual from the
extremely popular Soviet TV series “Seventeen Moments of Spring” (T. Lioznova, USSR, 1974), and it was the
Soviet response to the Western spy Bond. That Soviet movie got the runaway success on the Soviet screen, and
it is a popular until present. In spite of that cinema was shot on spy issue, it presented the new comprehension
on many different themes which were actual for the Soviet society of the 1970s, it was ideological, adventures,
entertainment and philosophical all at one. The movie had several levels of narration, which allowed to compre-
hend about the nature of the Soviet power, a status of the Soviet intelligenzia in the state and the relations of the
Soviet society towards aliens. The phenomenon of the Soviet spy Stierlitz was in a fact that he became the
popular cinema and cultural hero among all social and professional circles of the Soviet society. Even more, it is
necessary to add, this image continues to be popular in the post-Soviet society, generating a big post-Soviet in-
dustry as cultural discourses, literature, music, TV shows, urban and Internet folklore, computer games.

The image of Stierlitz became a subject of many post-Soviet cultural studies [21; 22; 23], especially Shtir-
litz was analyzed as a “space” of transparency of the Other, which includes the image of the perfect fascist and
the ideal Soviet man in same time. The idea of "crossing", "transgression" and taboo breaking is fundamental
for understanding of espionage (in according with P. Sloterdijk [24]). In according with spyware job, a spy
should cross boundaries between two confronting worlds, as the borders between alives and deads, a discourses
of “owns” and “others”. In my opinion, the transition of a spy from “own” world to “another” world can be as-
sociated with the rejection of his true and original identity (as well as his truly name, family, and friends) and as
if his symbolic death, similar with a "spurious death" of a neophyte during the archaic or shamanistic initia-
tions. Transforming of a person in the “absent somebody” for all who knew him before, and the "spurious
death" of a person should preceded the beginning of espionage work.
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One of the last Soviet spy film of the Cold War period, dedicated to the double complot of the Western
intelligence agencies against the Soviet Union is “TASS is Authorized to Declare” (V. Fokin, USSR, 1984), in
which intrigue is build around the Soviet research institute dealing with Africa. The main cinema plot scheme
was based on the cultural contrast of "our Soviets" and "anti-Soviet others". This film discovered some methods
of intelligence service and demonstrated a method of so-called "honey trap": provocation of sexual contact or a
romantic relationship, and then blackmail, that forcing a person to carry out orders of intelligence. As noted T.
Crowdy [25], this method is equally used the KGB, the CIA, and the Stasi, although the primacy of systematic
applying of this method, the historian gives to the KGB. In that film there was an attempt not only to romanti-
cize the work of the Soviet secret services, but also to show KGB responsibility at all the levels as the hard and
ungrateful work — from a defense of Soviet citizens from the American provocations and the political intrigues
against the Soviet prestige abroad, and to the KGB counter-actions against the domestic enemies, who were
willing to cooperate with American residents for money.

To conclude up, although the Cold War period in the Soviet Union stimulated creation of ideological
movies or the special genres (for example, “spy movies”), the Soviet society did not create own “cultural my-
thology” of the Cold War in the mass consciousness. The majority of the Soviet movies were devoted not to
the nuclear fears (like in the Western cinema) but re-thinking of the different people’ painful and tragic experi-
ence of the World War II. Maybe, it was because the Cold War time was not so much traumatic for ordinary
Soviet people: the majority of the Soviet people during the 1950-1980s had an opportunity to live private, quiet
and peaceful life, in comparison with the Civil war of 1918-1921, the Great Patriotic war of the 1941-1945 and
the Stalinist repressions.

The majority of the Soviet espionage films was shooting on demand by the state and had first of all
propaganda purpose: creation a positive image of the Soviet authority and its knights (secret agents) of “invisi-
ble front", who protected the Soviet authority against external and internal enemies. However despite of the
ideological order, the Soviet espionage cinema evolved according to challenges and changes of the public con-
sciousness. If the first images of the Soviet agents in cinema represented the positive heroes in monumental
style, they did not know any doubts and failures are not peculiar, and the opponents of the Soviet scout are pic-
tured as the narrow-mindedness, severe, and silly in own arrogance people ("The Feat of Secret Agent"), but in
the 1960s the image of the Soviet agent in the Soviet cinema has more ambivalent features: he became more
suffering, with internal doubts, risks and not always it appears by the winner; often he depends on destiny in the
same measure, as simple mortal (“The End of Operation "Resident"). Thus, the image of the Soviet agent moved
from the mythological hero to the image of "the split consciousness", which was characteristic of the Soviet in-
tellectuals of the 1960s.

The spectrum of the Soviet agents’ opponents was extended: the Soviet popular culture of the 1960-1980s
presented the types of "enemies" that existed in the official Soviet rhetoric of the 1970-1980s: the American
“imperialists” and their satellites; NATO; representatives of big business; former Nazis and their allies; traitors;
flabby people (“TASS is Authorized to Declare”). The main opponents of the Soviet agents in the Soviet movie
1970s were American residents who depicted as people not hostile especially to the Soviet Union, but the im-
moral ontologically, who betray their own supervisors; they were presented as trafficked drugs are sent own
family members to a insane asylum. However Soviet films about the spies of the 1970-1980x make accent not
on the detective or the political intrigue, but on the double and splintered identity of the Soviet agents: the agent
constantly stays in danger, he risked to lose confidence of his both formal and informal heads. The discussions
about the loyalty and the distrust, fidelity and treachery continue to be the main discourses in the most known
spy film of the Soviet popular culture “Seventeen Moments of Spring”. And it corresponds to a situation in the
late Soviet society, in which the public mistrust penetrated all levels of the Soviet society, despite of the state
requirement from the people to be of loyal towards that regime.

L’inquietante cronaca del presente riporta ad interrogarsi sul senso e sul valore della scrittura poetica nel
processo di superamento delle catastrofi, facendo riemergere una problematica apertasi nel corso del XX secolo,
quando le inaudite dimensioni della tragedia e 1I’incomprensibilita degli eventi hanno varcato la soglia del lin-
guaggio, lasciando 'uomo in una sorta di “afasia”. L’esito estremo di questa perdita della parola ¢ riassumibile
nella celebre affermazione di Theodor Adorno, pronunciata al culmine degli eventi:

Persino la piu lucida consapevolezza dell’imminente catastrofe rischia di degenerare in
chiacchiera inane. La critica della cultura si trova davanti all’ultimo stadio della dialettica di cultura

e barbarie. Scrivere una poesia dopo Auschwitz ¢ un atto di barbarie e ci0 avvelena la

consapevolezza stessa del perché ¢ divenuto impossibile oggi scrivere poesia [4, p. 22].

Al fondo dell’obiezione del filosofo, osserva Adriano Dell’ Asta, si trova una «paura delle forme, che
pone un nuovo muro di separazione tra le cose <...> e il loro senso, tra gli elementi del mondo e il principio di
organizzazione che li informay [13, p. 1]. Tuttavia, se da un lato si assiste a questa sfiducia nei confronti del
linguaggio, dall’altro si pud osservare come dalla tragedia siano fiorite una moltitudine di grandi opere. Basti
pensare a Primo Levi che, rispondendo direttamente all’obiezione di Adorno, afferma: «dopo Auschwitz non si
puo piti fare poesia se non su Auschwitz» [16, p. 137]; o ancora Salamov che ricorda come la poesia fosse
I’unico modo per conservare quel poco di umanita rimasta nei campi sovietici; e molti altri come Paul Celan,
Robert Antelme, Aleksandr Solzenicyn. La grande quantita di questi esempi ci porta a riflettere sulle caratteris-
tiche della poesia, che le permettono di superare 1’indicibilitad di un’esperienza limite come quella della guerra,
rendendola in grado di esprimere I’inesprimibile e riconsegnando la parola all’uomo.

A questo scopo si vuole proporre la testimonianza di Clemente Rebora [*1], poeta nato a Milano nel 1885
e combattente di trincea nella prima Guerra Mondiale. La sua opera, profondamente segnata dall’esperienza del
fronte, riflette il drammatico passaggio dal silenzio pieno di sgomento alla rinascita della parola poetica, fino
all’affermazione — fatta da sacerdote due anni prima della morte: «varco d’aria al respiro a me fu il canto / a
verita condusse poesia» [19, p. 312]. Il presente articolo ripercorre la produzione reboriana immediatamente
post-bellica, concentrandosi in particolar modo sulla traduzione del racconto Lazzaro di Leonid Andreev (1919),
poco considerato dalla critica ma fondamentale per comprendere I’esperienza della guerra vissuta da Clemente
e, dunque, le motivazioni del suo ritorno alla poesia.

La guerra e il ritorno alla parola.

Il 15 marzo 1915 Rebora viene chiamato alle armi, raggiungendo nel novembre di quell’anno le prime
linee dello scontro presso il fronte di Gorizia. L impatto con la realtd disumana della trincea rende il giovane
poeta incapace di comunicare, come egli dichiara nelle brevi e lapidarie lettere ai cari: «quanta esperienza non
dicibile» [20,p. 289]; «di me non posso dir nulla» [Idem, p. 289]; «se non scrivo pit perdonatemi» [Idem, p.
292]; «le attivita clementiane soffrono tanto, e allora ¢ meglio star zitti» [Idem, p. 295]; «ma la mia intimita
devo tacere a voi» [Idem, p. 296]; «come ¢ possibile in condizioni simili dare notizie di sé?» [Idem, p. 299];
«I’orrore di cid che mi circonda <...> non mi lascia espressione piu» [Idem, p. 304]; «di me, non dico» [Idem,
p. 305]; «inenarrabili noie» [Idem, p. 306]; «tutto cio che ¢ indicibile ora» [Idem, p. 309]. Significativa € questa
lettera inviata a Monteverdi:

Fortunati voi che avete soltanto sofferenze ‘psicologiche’ — e non potete neppure
lontanamente figurarvi. Cento mila Poe, con la mentalita pero tra macellaio e routinier, condensati

in una sola espressione, potrebbero dar vagamente 1’idea dello stato d’animo di qui. Si vive e si

muore come uno sputerebbe: i cadaveri insepolti, come una pratica non emarginata — il tutto in una

esasperazione militaresca in débacle. Non so piu scrivere ne esprimere: sapro — non che voglia —

quando cantero, perché non intendo morire [20, p. 306].

Rebora ¢ consapevole che ¢ possibile ritornare ad esprimersi solo recuperando il canto (la poesia), unico
strumento in grado di restituire la parola. Questo accade dopo il dicembre 1916, quando lo scoppio di una mina
gli causa gravi lesioni neurologiche che lo costringeranno a fare ritorno in patria. La lontananza dal fronte, vis-
suta in un primo momento come necessaria per sopravvivere, lentamente diventa insopportabile: ridotto
all’«ozio piu doloroso» [20, p. 286], nell’attesa del referto medico che gli consenta di fare ritorno — diagnosi che
non arrivera mai — egli sente su di sé il dolore dei compagni che ancora combattono ¢ la responsabilita di «can-
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tare» la tragicita della guerra vissuta da quegli «anonimi divini cuori travolti» [Idem, p. 317]. Cio che fino a
quel momento era orrore «indicibile» [Idem, p. 309], chiede ora di essere raccontato, non solamente per testi-
moniare la verita della guerra, spesso manipolata dall’opinione pubblica, ma per ‘rivendicare’ quella sofferenza
che tanto inutilmente sembrava essere stata patita. Egli stesso lo afferma in una lettera al fratello Piero che an-
cora combatte al fronte:
<..> m’¢ venuto una necessita di dire certe cose che tu hai provate sulla tua pelle. Non
proprio quelle, ma qualcosa che entra e “rivendica” quelle. M’¢ uscito un abbozzo indiavolato: una

mitragliatrice in azione [Idem, p. 333].

Tale necessita si concretizza in alcune prose liriche e poesie, pubblicate tra il 1916 e il 1920 su alcune ri-
viste dell’epoca. La loro composizione viene annunciata con gioia in una lettera scritta alla madre nell’agosto
1916: «ho buttato giu a colpi di penna qualcosa che potrebbe prendere un’insperata potenza artistica. “Rivendi-
chera” di pit domani un’opera d’arte, che tutto il resto. Quello € un documento che rimane» [Idem, p. 335].

In questo momento, in cui lo scrivere € «una missione, non un esercizio creativo» [18, p. 15], Rebora si
cimenta nella traduzione di alcuni racconti dello scrittore russo Leonid Andreev, pubblicati nel 1919 con il titolo
Lazzaro e altre novelle, raccolta che comprende: Lazzaro, Cristiani (Xpucmuane), Marsigliese (Mepcenvesa),
Straniero (Mnocmpaney), Fantasmi (Ilpuspaxu) e Ben-Tovit (Ben-Tosum). Una lettera scritta all’amico
Giuseppe Prezzolini ci conferma il valore che Clemente attribuiva all’esercizio della traduzione, possibile solo
«dietro la spinta di un bisogno spirituale e per affinita o simpatia con I’opera tradotta» [20, p. 438]. Tale affer-
mazione incoraggia a guardare a questo testo come volonta di espressione del poeta stesso e ad affermare, in-
sieme allo studioso Giuseppe Ghini, che la «sua opera di traduttore [ha] un grado di intenzionalita non inferiore
a quello della sua attivita originale» [14, p. 344].

“Eleazar” di Andreev: una traduzione marcata.

Un ruolo particolarmente significativo riveste la novella Lazzaro, che da il titolo a tutta la raccolta e che
Rebora dichiara essere «la sola traduz. alla quale io tenga» [20, p. 349]. 1l titolo dell’opera originale ¢ Eneazap
[1], breve racconto del 1906 di Leonid Andreev (1871-1919), scrittore di novelle e drammi nella Russia del XX
secolo. La trama si ispira all’episodio evangelico della resurrezione di Lazzaro [Gv, 11:1-54], sul quale Andreev
si interroga, immaginando la vita di quell’'uomo dopo il miracoloso atto di Gesu. La narrazione prende avvio dal
momento successivo al miracolo, quando il resuscitato, tornato a casa, viene accolto con grandi festeggiamenti.
Ma Lazzaro ¢ strano: oltre ai segni della morte ancora presenti sul suo corpo, qualcosa di terribile si avverte nel
suo sguardo, mentre una profonda indifferenza contraddistingue ogni suo rapporto con il mondo circostante. La
resurrezione, infatti, non ha cancellato la morte, 1’ha solo temporaneamente arrestata, poiché essa incombe come
un’onnipresente minaccia sulla vita di ciascuno. Cio che Lazzaro ha visto nella tomba ¢ impresso in modo in-
delebile nei suoi occhi, come a ricordare a chiunque lo guardi che tutto ¢ destinato a scomparire nel nulla.
L’angosciante verita che porta impressa in sé lo riduce all’isolamento, lo condanna all’emarginazione come un
lebbroso, ed infine, privato degli occhi, egli viene abbandonato nel deserto.

La frequentazione con I’opera andreeviana, per quanto ne da testimonianza 1’epistolario, risale al febbraio
1916, cio¢ appena dopo ’incidente al fronte, quando Rebora, stremato e sconvolto, passa da un ospedale psi-
chiatrico all’altro per I’accertamento delle sue condizioni fisiche e mentali. Proprio in quei mesi il racconto as-
sume un particolare significato e sempre piu di frequente, nelle lettere ai cari, il nome di Lazzaro compare come
pseudonimo del poeta:

Ma sapessi mio Raimondo, come, dopo che fui Lazzaro, mi torna arduo ‘comportarmi in

societa’ e dare un senso e un valore a uomini e cose [20, p. 415].

Come I’eroe andreeviano, Clemente sente su di sé gli effetti terribili dell’incontro con la morte e
I’impossibilita di tornare alla normalita della vita: «Fortunati (?!) 1 lettori di giornali, gli spirituali buongustai
dell’epopea delle logiche, i ferventi beneamanti della gloria della grandezza, ecc. Come ¢ senza scampo e piu
immensa la faccenda!» [Idem, p. 293], esclama in una lettera all’amico Giovanni Boine. Nel racconto di
Andreev Rebora vede descritta la condizione dell’uomo dopo la guerra, cosi che la traduzione diventa occasione
per scavare nel significato del testo e, contemporaneamente, nel dramma vissuto da lui e da migliaia di vomini.
11 piano letterario della novella si intreccia a quello biografico del poeta e nel passaggio dal russo all’italiano la
parola si carica di significato incontrando I’esperienza del poeta, il quale, proprio in virti del paragone con
I’opera, ¢ in grado di comprenderne a pieno il significato e renderlo di nuovo attuale. Acuta a questo proposito
I’osservazione di Piero Gobetti che, sottolineando I’elevata qualita artistica della versione reboriana, afferma:
«Clemente Rebora traduce per comprendere, e sa pure far comprendere ai lettori il suo autore» [15, p. 479].

E naturale che tale rapporto di immedesimazione stabilito con il testo di partenza si rifletta nella
traduzione, cosi che talora la voce di Rebora si fa sentire attraverso le parole di Andreev mediante particolari
soluzioni traduttive: nella sintassi, nell’impiego di ricorsi fonetici o di tropi, nelle scelte interpuntive e,
soprattutto, relative al lessico, singolarmente ricco ed espressivo nel linguaggio del poeta milanese. Proprio
su quest’ultimo aspetto, cosi ricco ed espressivo nella scrittura reboriana, si sofferma il presente articolo.
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Assai significative sono, infatti, le espressioni che definiscono la figura di Lazzaro, con il quale Rebora si
confronta personalmente ¢ si immedesima a tal punto da identificarsi con lui. E proprio qui che emerge
I’esperienza della guerra, evento che separa la versione italiana da quella russa. Non € un caso, infatti, che gli
stessi temi affrontati dallo scrittore russo nell’analisi della psicologia di Lazzaro si ritrovino anche nelle
prose di guerra, composte quasi contemporaneamente alla stesura della traduzione.

Traduzione di “cmpanuwiil”’: estreaneo.

Il racconto si apre con la presentazione di Lazzaro, nella cui casa amici e famigliari si sono radunati per
festeggiare il portentoso miracolo della sua resurrezione:

Korga Eneazap Bolien u3 MOTUJIB, TA€ TPU AHSA U TPH HOUM HAXOTHWIICS OH IOJ 3araJoqHOI0

BJIACTHIO CMEPTH, M ’KUBBIM BO3BPATHIICS B CBOE KMJIMILE, B HEM JOJITO HE 3aMEUali TEeX 3JI0BELINX

CTPaHHOCTEH, KOTOPBIE CO BPEMEHEM CJIeNalli CTPAIIHBIM caMoe uMs ero [ 1, p. 192] [*2].

In una piu recente traduzione italiana della novella, risalente al 1981, i traduttori Maria Rakovska e
Nennele Perroni optano per una traduzione pressoché letterale, rendendo «3moBemux ctpaHHocTel» (sinistre
stranezze) con «strani, sinistri particolari» [5, p. 203], scomponendo dunque il sostantivo russo “cTpaHHOCTb”
(stranezza)” nell’aggettivo “strani” e nel sostantivo “particolari”. Cosi invece la versione reboriana:

Quando Lazzaro usci dal sepolcro, dov’era stato tre giorni e tre notti nell’enimma sovrano

della morte, e vivo ritorno alla propria dimora, nessuno colse in lui quella funesta estraneita che

rese terrifico col tempo il suo nome stesso [6, p. 19].

La scelta di tradurre “ctpanHocTh” con “estraneitd”, non sembra trovare giustificazione nel significato del
sostantivo russo, che individua un soggetto inusuale, causa di perplessita [3, vol.14, s.v. cTpaHHOCTb, CTPaHHBIH |
[*3]. Eppure la soluzione di Rebora non ¢ arbitraria: mantenendo la stessa radice di “stranezza” (ctpaHHOCTB), il
poeta traduttore riflette sul valore semantico del sostantivo russo, immedesimandosi nella situazione e
anticipando ai lettori la reale, profonda motivazione della stranezza di Lazzaro, che si manifestera piu avanti nel
racconto. Dal momento in cui gli amici si accorgono della sua inquietante stravaganza, infatti, si allontanano da
lui, incapaci o non intenzionati a comprendere il suo cambiamento. La sola presenza di Lazzaro ricorda la morte
che nessuno vorrebbe «immischiare nella vita» [6, p. 27], ed il fatto che egli ne porti il marchio nell’aspetto e ne
testimoni la presenza con il solo sguardo, lo rende ben presto un emarginato: «Non si volle curar piu nessuno di
Lazzaro [...]. Come lebbroso lo fuggivano tutti; come lebbroso volevano al collo passargli un campanellino,
onde poterlo scansare all’incontro» [6, p. 33]. Nello stesso tempo, ’esperienza della morte getta Lazzaro in una
condizione di completa indifferenza verso tutto cio che lo circonda: niente cattura piu il suo interesse, perché
destinato ad essere inghiottito dal nulla. Sotto lo sguardo contagioso del resuscitato il mondo si fa estraneo:

Al suo guardare, non ristava gia di splendere il sole, non ristava di fiottar la fontana, e
permaneva senza nuvole azzurro il cielo natale; ma I'uomo caduto sotto quell’enimmatica fissita

non percepiva piu la fontana, non riconosceva piu il cielo natale [6, p. 24].

Ci0 che nel racconto andreeviano si capira solo qualche pagina dopo, ¢ gia compreso nella parola posta da
Rebora nell’incipit della novella. E questo il primo esempio di “traduzione metonimica” [10, p. 42], secondo la
formula con cui Anna Bonola definisce il frequente procedimento di slittamento semantico dall’effetto alla
causa nelle traduzioni reboriane. Qui, infatti, il termine “cTpanHocTh” viene sostituito dalla causa nascosta nelle
pieghe del suo significato: I’estraneita.

E proprio la vicinanza del poeta all’opera scelta che rende possibile questo modo di intervenire sul testo,
scavandone in profondita, procedimento che Giuseppe Ghini definisce “traduzione per analogia”, cio¢ “appli-
cazione al testo tradotto di un’analoga esperienza personale” [14, p. 349]. Per un lettore di Rebora, infatti, la
traduzione in questo passo si fa trasparente, lasciando affiorare la voce del traduttore, che, nel contempo, nella
veste di poeta, seguita a riflettere sul tema dell’estraneita, sentimento che pervade gran parte dei componimenti
e delle lettere di questo periodo. Nella poesia Tempo del 1917 il poeta si descrive come «inerte dentro» mentre
«fuori la vita ¢ la morte»:

<...> Apro I’anima e gli occhi — / Ma sguardo non esce, / non entra pensiero: / inerte dentro,

/ fuori la vita & la morte. / Lacrime da un nervo teso / Cadono tutte a una scossa. / Quello che fu

non ¢ piu, / ¢id che verra se ne andra, / ma non esce non entra / sempre teso il presente — / gocciole

lacrime/ a una scossa del tempo [18, p. 191].

Incapace di prendere contatto con il mondo circostante, il poeta si sente «escluso dal flusso della vita che
osserva con occhi sbarrati» [18, p. 192], percependo estranee le cose attorno a sé [*4].

Il sentimento di estraneita nei confronti del mondo circostante ha come conseguenza 1’incomprensione da
parte di questo stesso mondo, che non puo capire I’esperienza vissuta dai soldati al fronte. Emblematica in pro-
posito ¢ la prosa lirica In orario perfetto, pubblicata nel 1917 sulla “Riviera Ligure” [18, pp. 110-111]. Tra il
vociare della folla in attesa alla stazione, un grido d’angoscia — «Gesummaria, figlio mio!» — attira I’attenzione
del lettore, ¢ la voce di una donna che si congeda dal figlio richiamato al fronte, mentre attorno tutto ¢ indiffer-
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enza: «Simile intorno gente diversa si riméscola: epidermide attiva, ustoria lusinga. Paraocchi a ciascuno, il
proprio fatto: se da paura, 1’orizzonte ¢ eluso». Ogni persona ¢ distante dall’altra: pensa al proprio interesse ed
esclude dalla propria vita cio che fa paura. Rebora ritrae in questi versi un atteggiamento a causa del quale sofftri
molto dopo il ritorno dal fronte, cio¢ I’insensibilita della societa per il dramma vissuto dai soldati e dai loro
famigliari. La stessa tecnica compositiva, costituita solo da frammenti di dialogo che si accumulano 1’uno
sull’altro senza rispondersi, alimenta tale sensazione di straniamento, culminante nel finale, «un taglio reciso
che separa due mondi [...] che non possono comunicare tra loro» [18, p. 114]: «A spaccaminuto. / Non ¢’¢ piu
mano. / Tac taratatac. / Per la trincea ripartito ¢ qualcuno».

Qui, come in Territoriale consigliato, prosa del 1916, «il microcosmo del treno [...] torna a segnare un
momentaneo ed estraniante contatto fra i due mondi, quello dei morti e quello dei vivi» [12, p. 171].

La stessa separazione si percepisce con evidenza nella lirica Voce di vedetta morta, pubblicata su “Riviera
Ligure” il primo gennaio 1917:

Tu uomo, di guerra <...>/ Soffiale che nulla del mondo/ Redimera cio che ¢ perso/ Di noi, i

putrefatti di qui [18, p. 85].

Da queste parole, che paiono risuonare dal regno dei morti, affiora la figura di Lazzaro, richiamato
dall’appellativo «i putrefatti» con cui il poeta definisce i soldati. Il resuscitato, infatti, pur essendo vivo, porta
sul corpo i segni della morte: «proporzioni mostruose, orribili protuberanze, sotto le quali si avvertiva la se-
crezione fetida dell’imputridimento» [6, p. 20].

Altrove il poeta chiama i soldati i «semivivi» [18, p. 155] [*5], uomini nel limbo tra la vita e la morte:
I’espressione ricorre anche nella novella Lazzaro, riferita a due personaggi — I’artista romano e 1’imperatore Au-
gusto — che, imbattutisi nel resuscitato, sperimentano quel sentimento di estraneita alla vita che atrofizza il
cuore. Anche in questo caso 1’aggettivo scelto da Rebora ¢ il risultato di una traduzione marcata, dal momento
che nell’originale russo Andreev usa il participio del verbo “omeptBers” [1, pp. 202, 208][*6], traducibile con
‘impietrirsi, intorpidirsi’. La versione italiana Rakovska-Perroni, infatti, rende la prima occorrenza del termine
con «anima intorpidita»; mentre opta per la perifrasi «il suo cuore gia stretto da un torpore mortale» [5, pp. 216,
224], per tradurre il successivo «ero omeptaeiree cepaie» (il suo cuore intorpidito). Il testo reboriano, invece,
in entrambe le occorrenze usa I’aggettivo “semivivo” [6, pp. 39, 51] [*7], che subito rimanda all’esperienza del
poeta al fronte. Nella prosa lirica Stralcio, ad esempio, i “semivivi” sono proprio coloro che non godono né
della pienezza della vita, sostituita da un’amarezza rassegnata, né dell’oblio della morte, che rimane soltanto una
prolungata agonia:

Soltanto la vita ci manca — ma ’amarezza supina, I’ebetudine persa; la morte ci manca — ma

I’agonia che nell’assurdo mistero cinico ci avviluppa e costringe e restringe [18, p. 156].

Tale condizione richiama proprio la figura di Lazzaro:

Giacché, finora, era stata cosi: che il morto solamente la morte conosceva, e il vivo
conosceva solamente la vita — e non c’era ponte tra essi. Ma costui, anormale, conosceva la morte;

e spaventevolmente enimmatica era la conoscenza sua [6, p. 46].

La traduzione di “msaocenviil”: incombente

Meritevoli di osservazione sono anche altre espressioni riferite a Lazzaro, come nel passo seguente:

Cosi — maschera di cadavere (dove la morte aveva signoreggiato tre giorni nella tenebria) in
pompose vesti nuziali, riscintillanti di aureo giallo e di sanguigna porpora, incombente e taciturno,

gia spaventevolmente spersonato e incomunicabile — senza che alcuno n’avesse coscienza, fra

amici e congiunti sedeva egli a convito [6, p. 21][*8].

La qualita di Lazzaro tradotta da Rebora con “incombente” ¢ espressa, nell’originale, dall’aggettivo “ts-
xkenmprii”’, la cui traduzione pit immediata sarebbe, relativamente al contesto, «pesante, severo, gravoso,
opprimente, intrattabile» [3, s.v. Tsoxénerit] [*9]. La versione Rakovska-Perroni traduce «grave», facendo risal-
tare, per contrasto, la particolarita della scelta reboriana. Sfruttando la varieta di significato del termine russo e
ricorrendo ad un participio presente in funzione di aggettivo, tratto peculiare della sua scrittura, il poeta selezi-
ona il corrispettivo italiano di “Tspkensiii” piu legato all’idea della pesantezza fisica, associandolo poi ad una
idea di minaccia imminente, contenuta, infatti, nel significato stesso di «incombente», che indica appunto qual-
cosa «che sovrasta, che si approssima minacciosamente; qualcosa di imminente, che urge» [9, s.v. incombente].
Penetrando nelle pieghe del testo andreeviano, Rebora va alla ricerca di soluzioni espressive in grado di rappre-
sentare la personalita di Lazzaro, la cui presenza grava, infatti, sulle teste degli uomini del villaggio come un
monito di qualcosa che ineluttabilmente avverra: ¢ la morte che, attraverso il suo sguardo, si impone.

Lo stesso avvertimento di minaccia ¢ presente nelle prose liriche reboriane di questo periodo, nella quali
la morte regna sovrana su scenari di assoluta desolazione. Cosi, ad esempio, la prosa lirica Fonte nella macerie:

Gluglu , c’era una volta, e sempre ¢’¢, ’acqua a sgorgare — ¢ la fontana pit.
Dicitura dell’amen sul paese che fu [...].
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Al cielo spalancata ora la chiesa — breve inferno di santi; giu dalla croce, crocifisso Gesu
[...]

Risorto il cimitero — incombe — in liberta di scheletri le tombe.

Gluglu , c’era una volta, e sempre c’¢, nel forato silenzio I’acqua che va gitu: cammino
ancora a chi non sa il destino [18, p. 206].

Rebora usa qui lo stesso termine che nella novella ¢ riferito a Lazzaro: il verbo «incombe» € posto in una
posizione di rilievo, isolato da due pause che costringono a soffermarsi su di esso e avvertirne il peso del sig-
nificato. La frase in cui il verbo € incastonato € formata da due versi in rima, un novenario ed un endecasillabo,
in cui il suono cupo della ‘o’, acuito dall’allitterazione del gruppo consonantico ‘tr’ rimarcano la sensazione di
minaccia. La rima ‘incombe-tombe’ pone in stretta relazione i due termini, poiché ¢ appunto la morte a sovras-
tare minacciosamente tutta la scena. Il giocoso sgorgare dell’acqua, unico segnale di vita, appare infatti inutile
poiché nessuno ve ne attingera piu, ed il rigolo che discende sotto terra vale solo ad indicare I’inevitabile fine di
tutti e di tutto.

L’incombere della morte ¢ richiamato spesso dall’immagine dei morti insepolti, scenario terribile e ricor-
rente in guerra, come nella lirica Camminamenti:

Piccone sordo / Morder gravame, / Fin che la notte resista: / Galeotta pista / Maciullar
pietrame, / Fin che nel mondo s’insista: / Incomber teso / Che nessuno torni / Di chi fu preso, /
Frana di morti / Su noi vivi ancora / Insostituibilmente nativi. [18, p. 171].

I versi, pubblicati su “La Tempra” nel febbraio del 1917, sono le parole dei soldati costretti la notte a
scavare un passaggio nella roccia: lavorano come automi, con movimenti impersonali resi in poesia dall’'uso
degli infiniti e dalla sintassi spezzata, mentre aleggia fra loro 1’idea che nessuno tornera («incomber teso che
nessuno torni»). Ancora ritorna il verbo “incombere” legato all’immagine della morte che, infatti, pesa sulle
schiene dei soldati, nel tormentoso ricordo dei compagni morti.

La traduzione di “ocobennwiii”: incomunicabile

Oltre che «incombente e taciturno», il protagonista del racconto di Andreev ¢ descritto da Rebora come
«spaventevolmente spersonato e incomunicabile». Nel testo russo il protagonista appare «m1o yxaca Ipyroi u
ocobenHsbIi» [1, p.193], che la versione Rakovska-Perroni traduce fedelmente con «spaventosamente mutato e
strano» [5, p. 205]. L aggettivo russo «apyroii» significa, infatti, come attributo di una persona, «altro, diverso»
[2, s.v. mpyroii] [*9]; mentre “ocobennsiii” ¢ traducibile con «particolare, che si distingue dagli altri» [2, s.v.
ocoOeHHBIN]| [*2], in questo caso, appunto, “strano”. Dunque anche in questo caso Rebora si discosta dalla
traduzione letterale, approdando ad una soluzione del tutto personale. Interrogandosi sulla natura della stranezza
di Lazzaro, egli ne individua all’origine I’incapacita e I’impossibilita di comunicare la propria esperienza, rima-
nendo, di conseguenza, incompreso e estraneo, appunto «incomunicabiley.

Come si ¢ gia potuto osservare, a partire dal 1915 il problema dell’incomunicabilita dell’esperienza al
fronte ¢ uno dei temi principali, ricorrente in quasi tutte le lettere del poeta dall’agosto al dicembre di
quell’anno. Un primo aspetto dell’afasia che accomuna il poeta al personaggio andreeviano ¢ I’ineffabilita: la
brutalita della guerra ¢ tale da non essere descrivibile, poiché non si trovano parole né mezzi adeguati per farlo.
L’esasperata sperimentazione linguistica delle prose liriche di guerra rende evidente questo aspetto, poiché gia
nella forma riportano i segni di questo immenso sforzo di Clemente di superare la barriera dell’inesprimibilita.
Non ¢ un caso, infatti, che Dante sia il principale modello da cui il poeta attinge le parole per «esprimere
I’inesprimibile» [11, p. 299], proprio dove egli «¢ maggiormente inventore di linguaggio, diciamo dell’Inferno,
quindi, per I’inenarrabilita del carattere estremo, verso il basso, il pietroso delle situazioni» [7, p. 144].

Un'altra causa dei questa incomunicabilita ¢ il processo di disumanizzazione a cui sono sottoposti i
soldati, che non lascia spazio ai sentimenti umani: «il tormento interno non vale (dicono) ora — ¢ quindi non ha
nessunissima importanza!y» [20, p. 295]. La voce, di conseguenza, si riduce a un «guardar di spurgo» [18, p.
156], come quella che caratterizza anche 1’elocuzione del personaggio andreeviano:

Le parole che eccezionalmente articolava, erano elementari, meccaniche, indispensabili:
suoni privi di elaborazione e profondita, come quelli che servono all’animale per esternar pena e
soddisfacimento, sete e fame. Potrebbe un uomo tutta la vita dire tali parole, € nessuno conoscere
mai I’intima gioia o 1’intimo tormento della sua anima [6, p. 21].

Oltre all’impossibilita quasi fisica di esprimersi, i versi della gia citata Voce di vedetta morta introducono
un altro aspetto legato alla comunicazione, ovvero la mancanza di un terreno comune. Il «non dire» ripetuto in
anadiplosi segna, infatti, una distanza necessaria tra chi ha vissuto la circostanza della guerra e chi invece vuole
rimanere nell’incoscienza:

Pero se ritorni / Tu uomo, di guerra / A chi ignora non dire; / Non dire la cosa, ove I’'uomo /

E la vita s’intendono ancora [18, p. 85].
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Il sostantivo «la cosa», che si ritrova anche nella prosa Stralcio («Se anche non si spera, la cosa tuttavia si
avvera»), nasconde infatti una verita terribile, a tal punto da essere impronunciabile. I versi, infatti, ammonis-
cono il reduce a non rivelare I’orrore della morte «a chi ignora» cosa essa sia, poiché «dire» quel segreto farebbe
crollare tutta la realta, gettandola nella disperazione del nulla. E cio che accade all’inizio della novella di An-
dreev, quando, nel mezzo del banchetto, la domanda rivolta a Lazzaro sulla morte «nudo la verita in tutto il rac-
capriccio» [6, p. 22]. Da quel momento nessuno si avvicinera piu a lui.

Nel termine «incomunicabile» ¢ racchiusa anche un accezione di “estraneita”, in quanto esso descrive un
individuo «che non riesce a stabilire un rapporto di relazione con gli altri, che si mantiene estraneo agli altri» [9,
s.v. incomunicabilita]. Lazzaro, ¢ «incomunicabile» poiché non puod esprimere, se non con lo sguardo, cio che
ha visto una volta chiuso il sepolcro. Inoltre la sua stranezza, espressa dall’ “ocoGennsbiii” di Andreev, deriva
appunto dall’impossibilita di essere compreso dagli altri, che volontariamente si mantengono incoscienti del
destino che li aspetta. Ne consegue, dunque, che la traduzione di questo passo non ¢ stata fatta a prescindere
dall’originale; piuttosto, Rebora scava nei nessi logico semantici di “ocoOennsiii” e porta alla luce I’accezione
di incomunicabilitd. Anch’essa, infine, contribuisce ad approfondire il concetto di estraneita introdotto nelle
prime pagine della novella di Lazzaro: Rebora ne esplora tutte le implicazioni e conseguenze partendo innanzi-
tutto dalla propria esperienza.

La traduzione di “‘Opyeoti”: spersonato.

Ancora, Rebora definisce Lazzaro «spersonato». Egli sostituisce all’aggettivo “npyroii” un participio pas-
sato, che, confermando un tratto caratteristico dello stile reboriano, esplicita I’azione che ha condotto Lazzaro ad
essere “diverso”, sottolinea cio¢ il processo di privazione della personalitd. Non a caso il termine adottato dal
poeta ¢ un neologismo, creato dal participio passato di un verbo derivato dal sostantivo ‘persona’, preceduto da
‘s’ sottrattiva, il cui valore ¢ intensificato dall’allitterazione con 1’avverbio precedente: «spaventevolmente sper-
sonato». Tale prefisso, osserva Fernando Bandini, ha un valore «violentemente separativo o intensivo» [8, p. 17]
e caratterizza molti verbi del dettato reboriano, in quanto espressivo di un processo di frattura e dissoluzione.
Rebora, infatti, mediate 1'uso del solo participio «spersonato» riesce ad esprimere tutto quel processo di disinte-
grazione che conduce Lazzaro allo stato di estraneita ed indifferenza: un progressivo appiattimento della propria
personalita e volonta, conseguente alla scoperta della cupa vertigine del nulla.

E evidente che con questa scelta di traduzione, cosi pensata ed espressiva, Rebora intende comunicare
qualcosa in piu del generico cambiamento espresso da “mgpyroii”, qualcosa che, testimoniano ancora le lettere
coeve, egli stesso ha sperimentato. Scrive infatti a Francesco Meriano nel marzo del 1917: «un po’ come Laz-
zaro, a chi m’invita vado infinitamente spersonato — gravitante soltanto nell’essenza tremenda delle cose» [20,
p. 355]. Lo stesso processo di distruzione dell’individualita descritto da Andreev sembra essere, infatti, quello
vissuto dal poeta nei mesi al fronte sotto 1’effetto della «routine macabra e vana» [20, p. 304] della guerra, che
trasforma tutti gli uomini in soggetti anonimi, confusi nella massa. Il fango, il freddo, I’orrore, la minaccia in-
cessante della morte e la convivenza con essa, distruggono ’'umanita dei soldati, riducendo la loro vita alle sole
necessita primarie di sopravvivenza, dove «mangiare e coprirsi € ormai 1’unica soddisfazione» [20, p. 303]. La
guerra «dove si vive e si muore come uno sputerebbe» [20, p. 306], disumanizza la persona, porta
all’ «imbestiamento» [20, p. 304], muta i soldati in un «branco cavernicolo» [20, p. 306]. E una condizione di
paralisi dell’io che si riflette anche nelle liriche di guerra, come ¢ documentato in Perdono?, dove il poeta si
dimostra incapace di ritrovare dei sinceri sentimenti umani: il suo cuore ¢ «impietrito» [20, p. 304] [*3] anche
davanti al cadavere di un compagno:

Feci come per tergerlo al cuore — ma viscido anche il mio cuore. Perdono?
Diedi come a fasciarlo di sguardi — ma senza benda i miei sguardi. Perdono? [18, p. 165].

Nel 1925, in una lettera ad un compagno d’armi, Rebora riguarda con lucidita a quei mesi e afferma:
Gettato a faccia a faccia con i diavoli della Citta del Male, non seppi scansarmi dal guardare

il viso impietrante di Medusa che essi mi sbarattarono davanti agli occhi — e anziché mirare al fine

ideale e con ’aiuto dell’alto vincere le difficolta e aprire le porte verso il Bene, io retrocessi, non

resistendo al disumano presente, sin quasi alla negazione passiva e agitata degli ignavi [20, p. 590]

[*4].

Tra 1 vari riferimenti danteschi presenti nella lettera compare anche la figura di Medusa, stesso personag-
gio mitologico che, nelle pagine del racconto di Andreev, viene paragonato a Lazzaro, il cui sguardo ha la stessa
capacita di pietrificare tutto cio che incontra [6, p. 47] [*5]. Egli, infatti, una volta resuscitato non sa piu dare
valore alle cose circostanti: «andava cosi in isfacelo, sotto 1’estraneo guardare del redivivo tutto cio che serve ad
affermare la vita, il suo senso, la sua gioia» [6, p. 41]. Anche Rebora, vista tutta la malvagita di cui I’'uomo &
capace, afferma: «il mio cuore ¢ diventato una medusa» [20, p. 322], e cade nella negazione della vita, definita
in Stralcio «un assurdo mistero cinico» [18, p. 156].

Tuttavia il Rebora-Lazzaro che torna dalla guerra, pur essendo un uomo dall’umanita sfasciata, ¢ un
«Lazzaro che deve vivere» [20, p. 315], ed ¢ proprio questo attaccamento alla vita che lo differenzia dall’eroe
andreeviano. Gli occhi di Lazzaro si mutano e, da portatori di morte, si fanno testimoni di amore: «Se il vivere
ha significato qualcosa, i miei occhi ancora sbarrati lo testificano, e (se mi sara dato) faranno vedere, da Lazzaro
amore» [20, p. 314]. L’intuizione di una bonta che permane in qualsiasi circostanza, scoperta al fronte
nell’umanita dei suoi soldati, ¢ cio che inizialmente lo induce a desiderare di poter tornare a vivere [*6], e suc-
cessivamente a spendersi e a scrivere affinché questa umanita sia preservata e coltivata. Riscoperta la sua funzi-
one di poeta, Rebora torna a scrivere, non piu nei panni di un Lazzaro «incomunicabile», ma che chiede di ac-
cogliere la parola:

Accogli, Brigata, una parola — da uno che spersonato nel male del tempo rimane tuttavia
insanabilmente uomo [...]. Una parola come non mia, che equivalga a una tacita coscienza diffusa
[...]- Ora, Brigata, vuoi accogliere questa parola da un Lazzaro, che chiamato venne a te senza
intenzione né parte? [...] Tagliar netto alla “boria” e offrire anche solo un pane, nutrimento a
qualcosa di piu che ¢ in noi e dappertutto? Cosa significa la persona, quando non ¢ pretesto di una
nobilta? [...] Aver la forza della propria miseria o umiliazione — la lealta di affrontare il proprio
vuoto: ma questo forse vuol dire qualcosa di troppo superbo e rispettoso insieme [18, pp. 227-228].

La fiducia nella bonta del prossimo sara il preludio per la ricerca di una Bonta che con la sua presenza
redima il male sofferto. Il cammino del personaggio andreeviano e quello di Rebora, dunque, si separano: il
primo rassegnato ad un destino malvagio, il secondo teso nella venuta di qualcosa, o qualcuno, che squarci la
monotonia del presente, come si evince dalla lirica posta a chiusura della raccolta Canti Anonimi, scritta nel
1920: Dall’immagine tesa.

Dall’immagine tesa / vigilo I’istante / con imminenza di attesa / e non aspetto nessuno: /
nell’ombra accesa / spio il campanello / che impercettibile spande / un polline di suono / e non
aspetto nessuno: / fra quattro mura / stupefatte di spazio / piu che un deserto / non aspetto nessuno:

/ ma deve venire, / verra, se resisto, / a sbocciare non visto, / verra d’improvviso, / quando meno

I’avverto: / verra quasi perdono / di quanto fa morire, / verra a farmi certo / del suo e mio tesoro, /

verra come ristoro / delle mie e sue pene, / verra forse gia viene / il suo bisbiglio [19, p. 151].

NOTE

*1. Clemente Rebora nasce a Milano il 6 Gennaio 1885 da Enrico Rebora e Teresa Rinaldi, quinto
di sette figli. In famiglia riceve un’educazione laica, ispirata ai valori del Risorgimento italiano. Si laurea
presso 1I’Accademia Scientifica-letteraria di Milano e inizia a lavorare come insegnante. Nel 1913 pubblica
la sua prima raccolta poetica presso le edizioni “La Voce”: [ frammenti lirici. Nel 1914 inizia la sua relazi-
one con la pianista russa Lidya Natus, che avra termine dopo la guerra. Tornato dalla guerra, tra il 1919 ed il
1928, insegna in vari istituti privati e tiene numerose conferenze. Nel 1922 pubblica la seconda raccolta po-
etica, I Canti Anonimi e la traduzione de I/ Cappotto di Gogol’, entrambe edite da “Il Convegno” a Milano.
Nel 1930 pubblica la sua ultima traduzione dal russo: La felicita domestica di Tolstoj (Edizioni “La Voce”,
Firenze). In questi anni inizia un serio percorso di fede, che lo porta nel 1929 a ricevere i sacramenti e nel
1930 ad entrare come novizio presso 1’ordine dei rosminiani. Nel 1936 viene ordinato sacerdote, ed inizia a
svolgere le sue attivita sacerdotali tra Domodossola, Rovereto e Stresa. Tra il 1955 e il 1955 pubblica due
raccolte poetiche: Curriculum vitae e Canti dell’infermita (Sheiwiller, Milano). Muore a Stresa il primo
Novembre 1957.

The article is
devoted to philosophical research of irony category, which is proposed to review as cultural context figure,
representing the substitution of existing sense by hidden one, and fixing the interruption of common perception
or communication and intention to sense creation renewal. The transformation of sense in different cultural
paradigms allows revealing of such fundamental features of ironical discourse as reflectivity, contrariety,
axiologity. The strict definition of culturological and aesthetical terms, close to irony, their specific and
interrelation, revels the content of this cultural universal term. The holistic historical and cultural
understanding of irony, as human conscience position and human being existential, which indicates to
possibility of its’ further establishment, is proposed into article.

The cultural transformations of irony term reveal the genesis of its’ philosophical content. The classical
metaphysics understood irony as methodological strategy of knowledge acquiring, but modern modality
philosophy underlines its” human measured content.

In critique of the absurdity of traditional values systems nihilistic philosopher guided by the desire to
destroy it as outdated and build another, which, in his opinion, is more consistent with real life. Nietzshe’s
nihilistic irony is an example of extreme disappointment and subjective sustainable metaphysical systems. Non
classical interpretation of ironical discourse denies the overpower of logocentrism and rehabilitates the direct
human feelings sphere.

HOW THE USTASHA REGIME EXPLOITED PREJUDICES AND STEREOTYPES
ABOUT JEWS IN CREATING THE MYTH ABOUT ENEMY

In examining the role of political myths in the Independent state of Croatia (NDH) propaganda, I will
explore one political myth that aroused from pre-existing images and stereotypes about Jews in Croat lands
that lie at the heart of NDH propaganda: The Myth about the Enemy. That myth was instrumental in providing
“moral” justification for genocide and military violence against Jews throughout NDH history and is
important for understanding how propaganda was successful in the recruitment of soldiers in the Ustasha
movement, as well as for understanding war and genocidal rhetoric. 1 will discuss how official-level rhetoric
has tailored that myth in order to provide significance for political circumstances and legitimize mass violence
against Jews.

Key words: propaganda, political myth, stereotypes, prejudice, Jews, Ustasha.

Introduction. The Myth about Enemy has an effect on our perceptions of war and genocide in the 20"
century. Also it has an influence on the extent to which such perceptions redefined our views of victimhood and
identity. So, that myth can be viewed as among the most crucial issues of 20" century. This is a vast topic, and I
do not presume to cover it all. I will focus on one issue: Croat self-perceptions and attitudes toward Jews, from
the end of 19" century till the end of World War II. Unfortunately, this relationship has been crucial in defining
national and individual identities of Croats and Jews, it has retained a persistently pernicious potential that has
often led to repression, violence, and mass killing, rather than understanding and reconciliation.

First it should be known that, in the 19" and 20" century, among the most distinct features of the new
nations and new nation states were the eradication of inner resistance to its claim to sovereignty and control and
the ceaseless striving to expand either its proper borders or its overseas empire. These in turn tended to create a
mechanism of self-definition and legitimization based on two mutually dependent conceptual and material
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requirements, namely, the need to define enemies and the urge to make victims, even if the intensity and
severity of its application depended on specific circumstances in each individual nation and state. From the
nation's point of view, those seen as belonging to it had to be integrated, either willingly or by coercion,
whereas those seen as not belonging to it had to be excluded or eliminated, no matter whether they wished to
belong to it or not [1; 2]. In the course of this process, some ethnic, religious, or linguistically distinct
minorities within these large entities retained an especially ambiguous status, like Jews. This process brought a
profound transformation of the age-old anti-Jewish prejudices of Christian Europe into modern political and
racial anti-Semitism.

It should be known that, the term “anti-Semitism”, as a form of prejudices, hatred or discrimination, is a
hostile disposition toward Jews based on different traditional narratives (Greco-Roman, Christian, Muslim)
which includes hatred as a (political, religious, economic, cultural and/or social) threat, and usually elaborates
in religious, racial and nationalist terms, by, mostly, political and intellectual forces of extrinsic or intrinsic
reasons [3]. The nationalist politically — oriented type of anti-Semitic narrative doctrine arose after the French
and Industrial Revolutions which produced political, social, cultural, religious and racial problems. In those
countries such as Croatia at the end of the 19" and beginning of the 20" century, the upheavals of
modernization passed with raising major Jewish issues, the Jews became a salient element in the popular
perception of critical problem in the national liberation struggle. Croat nationalists found that the anti-Semitic
catchwords, grounded in nationalist narrative that spread prejudices and stereotypes, came easily to their tongue
and that they were highly effective in the propaganda for their major objectives. In that sense, nationalists
rooted anti-Semitism in their mythmaking strategy, by teaching and interpreting the past and present in Croatia
with stories of Croatians martyrdom and injustice, where the Jews were seen as the enemy and the reason
Croats suffered most of the time. With the Jews portrayed as the Croat enemy, nationalists supported the myth
making process which marked Croats not only as victims but also as the honest, dissent, and hard working
people in contrast with their enemies — the Jews — who were seen as immoral persons, robbers and traitors of
the Croat national interests.

In a way, the anti-Semitic myth making process became a powerful weapon of the Croatian political
elites, which through direct political control or through an indirect influence on the means of communication
attempted to impose on all other parts of society their particular view of the position that Jews have in world
history as the only possible view.

In terms of examining the role of prejudices about Jews while creating the Myth of the Enemy in the
Independent state of Croatia (NDH) propaganda, 1 will explore the position of the Jews in the Myth about the
Enemy, among Croat nationalist politicians from the end of the 19" century until the end of World War II.
Following Joanne Esch’s article [4] I will identify the words which serve as lexical triggers for that political
myth. Through their connotative and denotative meanings, these words suggest who the victims were and who
the perpetrators were. Each lexical trigger carries an opposite cognitive association: enemy (ies)/friend(s),
innocent/guilty, and evil/good. Each of these pairs has a normatively positive word and a normatively negative
opposite. When used as lexical triggers, the positive word is linked in the text, either implicitly or explicitly,
with “Us” (Croats), and the negative with “Them” (Jews). These words became lexical triggers in this way, and
supported the creation of The Myth about the Enemy, because their mimics used the binary framework to
which the myth owes its intuitive appeal [5].

So, now, we can ask ourselves, why this topic is so important. First, because we have to know that,
during the nineties, Croatian desire for statechood same as Croatian longing for sovereignty were rooted in a
problematic historical memory of the earlier NDH that existed during the World War II. It should be known
that NDH carried out numerous atrocities against non-Croats and other political enemies, including systematic
extermination of Jews. Second, at the beginning in the nineties and continuing to the present day, Croatia
commemorates pivotal and traumatic World War II events (most notably, concentration camp Jasenovac where
Ustasha militia exterminated between 80 000 and 100 000 Jews, Serbs, Roma and communist activists and the
site of communist execution of Ustasha militiamen — Bleiburg) where the second is used to promote
contemporary interpretations of Croat nationalists in attention to portray innocent victim image of Ustasha
militiamen. Third, teaching of the past in Croatia in that direction support rehabilitation of Croatia’s dark past —
notably the Ustasha movement and crimes committed against Jews, Serbs and Roma. Even at the beginning of
21 century, some Croatian historians and writers still portray a remarkably benign image of the Ustasha. Their
crimes are noted but are said to have been committed strictly under German orders — they were not the
authentic policies of homegrown fascists. And finally, forth, even today some people in the country of 4.5
million still tend to diminish the crimes committed by their compatriots in the World War 11, and Croatia is still
faced with glorifying the NDH, condemning Jews for the world conspiracy, and with fact that Jewish
community still received letters denying Holocaust, and calling for destruction of Jews [6].
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In accordance to diminished such myths, the following sections investigate one long standing Ustasha
regime political myth — Myth about Enemy - and examine how it has been adapted to provide significance for
the political circumstances after the NDH was founded on 10 April 1941 and how it has been accessed in
official rhetoric so as to legitimize policies of the genocide. But first, in the next chapter, it is important to shad
a light on prejudices and stereotypes about Jews that gave a solid ground for creating the Myth about Enemy in
Ustasha ideology.

The Origin and Development of anti-Semitism among Croatian Politicians. The Austro-Hungarian
Compromise of 1867 created the Dual Monarchy. Under the Compromise, Austria and Hungary each had
separate parliaments that passed and maintained separate laws. The "common monarchy" consisted of the
emperor-king and the common ministers of foreign affairs, defense and finance in Vienna. The Compromise
confirmed Croatia-Slavonia's historic, eight-century-old relationship with Hungary and perpetuated the division
of the Croat lands, for both Dalmatia and Istria remained under Austrian administration. At Franz Joseph's
insistence, Hungary and Croatia reached the Compromise (or Nagodba) in 1868, giving the Croats a special
status in Hungary. The agreement granted the Croats autonomy over their internal affairs. Although
the Nagodba provided a measure of political autonomy to Croatia-Slavonia, it was subordinated politically and
economically to Hungary.

With the arrival of the Jews in the north of Croatia at the end of the 18" and beginning of the 19"
century, anti-Semitism also “arrived” in the Croatian land. It was seeded among Croats in the first place based
on religious foundations using old hostility between Judaism and Christianity, but also hostility against Jewish
merchant competition and xenophobia towards Jews as newcomers and strangers [7]. As Croatia was at that
time in a difficult economic situation and Jewish financial wealth was dominant in regard to the Croatian, the
young Croatian bourgeoisie saw the Jews as an obstacle for their own development [8]. Taking into account
that fact, anti-Jewish protests were organized in Zagreb in 1838 and 1839 followed by demolitions of windows
in Jewish shops and 10 years later in some Croatian cities requests for the deportation of Jews were reported.

Antisemitism was being expressed by Croatian politicians. At the beginning of the 20" century Jews
were mainly targeted by some Croat politicians for socio-economic reasons. Because the Jewish life was
concentrated in the towns and cities and because they were seen as wealthy people who had power in their
hands but also supporters of the Hungarian authorities, in the early twentieth century, the Croat Peasant Party
leaders, Stjepan and Antun Radi¢ began to view the Jews as aliens to the Croatian peasant national culture.

It should be kept in mind that the Jewish communities in the Kingdom of Croatia and Slavonia tried to
become part of the community they lived in, to assimilate and not to isolate themselves. From the begining
they experienced language barriers due to the fact that the Jews spoke the Croatian language the least. Although
one part of the Jews accepted the Croat nationality, they still were not considered by the greater part of the
public as ,,genuine” members of the Croatian population. Due to the fact that a big part of the Jews didn't
recieve approval neither from the government or the public, they returned to their roots and hence strengthened
the Zionist movement.

In some cases Croatian and Serbian nationalism colaborated and together expresed anti-Semitism.
Similar prejudices and stereotypes at the expense of the Jews existed in the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and
Slovenes (Yugoslavia) between two World Wars. That State had about 70,000 Jews, of whom about 60 percent
were Ashkenazim and 40 percent Sephardim and most of them, lived in towns. The Jewish population of
interwar Croatia consisted of somewhere between 36,000 to 39,000 people, concentrated in several northern
towns and cities, above all Zagreb. Apart from the long established Sephardic communities found in Dalmatian
ports (Split, Dubrovnik), the Jewish minority had a fairly recent history of settlement in Croatia [9]. During that
period Jews born outside the newly created Kingdom, especially those from the former Austro-Hungarian
Empire, found obstacles put in the way of achieving citizenship; the Yugoslav authorities wanted to banish
them altogether. Only intercession by Jewish organizations within Yugoslavia stopped the expulsion. However,
by this time, many Jews had already suffered irreparable economic harm. Relative peace was during the
twenties but in the early 1930s, under the influence of the Nazi propaganda, the new disturbances started till the
end of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia.

Even when prejudices and stereotypes about Jews were relatively weak during the 1920’s, it was always
an issue whether Jews were considered equal in everyday life, whether they were able to achieve the same
professional goals with the same education, and so on. In the 1920s there were anti-Semitic incidents in every
major Yugoslav town, including Belgrade, Zagreb, Sarajevo, and Ljubljana. Often used as a tool in internal
political strife, Jews were accused of disloyalty to the new state and of economically exploiting the Croats and
Serbs. Some incidents were indirectly encouraged by the authorities, some were the work of journalists, and
some took place in the street. The attacks were motivated by religious and national intolerance, xenophobia or
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fear of business competition. The Jews were accused of treason, of insufficiently expressing patriotism and of
getting rich in devious ways.

The stereotype about Jew-communists appeared on the territory of the Kingdom SCS after communists
in former Tzar Russia came to power. Newly formed ,,bolshevic danger* became a political myth about the
enemy with which voters across Europe and in the Kingdom of SCS were frightened with. In this scope the idea
that Jews made up Bolshevism and that they were behind the labour movement manifested, which made one of
the strongest perceptions about the enemy both in Europe and on the territory of the Kingdom of SCS. In that
perception the ,,enemy* meant Jew capitalist, a stranger and person of different faith, as well as a Jew
communist.

Therefore it is no surprise that the anti-Semitic attacks and outbursts of hatred continued for the duration
of the new state, the Kingdom of SCS. In that sense, there were attacks on Jews on the whole territory of the
new state and the reasons always depended on the anti-Semitic tradition of the particular areas. During the
twenties, there were two pronouncedly anti-Semitic newspapers which were being published. In Croatia, the
Franciscans from Makarska published ,,The New Journal to Religion and Science™ and in Serbia ,,the Political
Gazette* was published. The first paper published in several sequels ,,The Protocols of the Elders of Zion “
which had the task of spreading anti-Jewish propaganda. The mentioned Serbian paper praised the Croatian
paper for its ,,publishing efforts and highlighted that the ,Jewish danger” is a ,,World problem™ [10].
Between the two World Wars books were published which represented anti-Jewish ideas. During the thirties of
the 20" century, under the influence of Nazi Germany and fascist Italy, in the time of the Yugoslavian
government, starting from Stojadinovic (1935-1939) and then the Cvetkovic-Macek government (1939-1940),
there were more frequent anti-Jewish attacks. In November 1939, almost all universities in Zagreb accepted a
conclusion to limit the number of Jewish students.

The Jews as the Enemy in Ustasha Media. From the very first moment of the founding Ustasha
movement, it began not only with agitation with the aim to destroy Yugoslavia, but also spread hatred towards
Jews. It was an addition to the already existing Croatian anti-Semitism and Ustasha propaganda in accordance
with national-socialism, which had the stance that the root of all problems lay in the purity of race and as soon
as racial problems have been solved, political, social and economic problems will be solved as well [11]. When
it comes to hatred and prejudice towards Jews, the Ustasha ideology was a substrate pre-war Croatian
nationalism and anti-Semitism with Nazi ideology. Prejudices and hatred were expressed through ideas and
practices that included chauvinism, racism, xenophobia, anti-communism, glorification of violence, contempt
for the ,,Jewish™ liberal democracy, hatred towards ,,Jewish* Bolshevism and communism [12].

It should be mentioned that the Ustasha ideology had its specificity compared to other similar
movements, and those were anti-Yugoslav and anti-Serb feelings connected with confessional and religious
intolerance. UstaSa-anti-Semitism had a specific phenotype since it was shaped by the anti-Serb ideology. Jews
were perceived as agents of the Serbian people, as a fifth column that was helping the Serbs to break the racial
unity of the Croatian people. In their mission to establish on the territory of the NDH an idea about the purity of
the Croatian race, the Ustashas defined Croats as the white Europeans or ,,Aryans* and identified the most part
of the Balkan population including the Serbs as ,,Asians“. In doing so, they developed an exclusivist racial
ideology that did not leave room for certain minorities, primarily the Jews who were identified as a non-
European population. In addition to the ,,nomadic* Balkan Serb-Vlach population, which according to the
Ustasha ideology was rootless, there was another enemy — a cosmopolitan and mercantile Jew. This enemy was
potrayed in similar terms to the past prejudices constructed by Croatian politicians as immoral and as a
predator, the Ustasha propaganda heightened this political construction with emotion always potraying this
enemy as the opposite to the ideal form of the European noble race of warriors and peasants — the Croat. The
creation of such contradictions and racial prejudice was of vital importance for the theory of race to the
Croatian Ustasha. In order to strengthen these antipodes, the Ustasha emigres and their sympathizers created
the image of the Jew whose characteristics and appearance were the exact opposite of the Croatian appearance
and characteristics already in the interwar period.

The Ustasha regime from the beginning showed a special interest in the field of culture so the authorities
made an effort that almost all printed texts have the seal of the Ustasha propaganda policy in terms of its
program principles. Therefore there was a need to carry out a so-called ,,profound cultural revolution® or
ideological transformation on basic national cultural institutions as the main carriers of the Ustasha cultural
program in order to achieve a ,,new Croatian national consciousness and feelings* [13].

The intelligentsia was given a special role in influencing the orientation of the Ustasha youth and writing
numerous books and manuals in which the youth already in the early years were taught to hate Jews [14].
Because of the need to racially purify the nation and create a homogeneous nation, Ustasha national state
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supreme objectives became the deportation and liquidation of “foreign elements”, such as Jews, Serbs and
Roma [15].

The newspaper “Hrvatska Krajina” (Croatian Krajina) in every issue demonized the Jews and Serbs.
During the spring and summer of 1941, when the largest arrests and detentions in concentration camps were
carried out, the front page was reserved for the speeches of the Ustasha dignitaries Viktor Gutic and Ante
Pavelic. Gutic's speeches called for violence by seeking Croats to eradicate Serbs and Jews, he stated himself
that he recieved orders from the head of government to cleanse the Krajina region of Croatia from ,,undesirable
elements* [16].

The old prejudices of Croatian Semitism related to the Jews were transfered to the advertising space of
the NDH. From May 1941, accusations against Jews began that they want to destroy Croatian education and
schooling. An almost half a century old stereotype which states that there exists Jewish professions such as
lawyers, bankers and doctors, was spread by the Ustasha propoganda spreading direct accusations for biological
extermination of the Croatian national substrate by Jewish doctors who carry out abortions [17].

The Ustasha campaign against Jews was conducted under the motto that "there is no place in the NDH
for Jews." Along with the media attacks, the Jews were subjected to racial laws as well. These were supposed
to give legitimacy to persecution and genocide. Thus, all the newspapers were tasked with informing their
readers of these racial laws, and in this sense, the most important law was the "Legal Decree on Racial origins",
as well as the "Legal decree for the protection of Aryan blood and the honor of the Croatian people", with
which marriage between Jews, as well as other people of “Non-Aryan” descent, and people of "Aryan" descent
was banned [18].

In addition to the existing prejudices, which were primarily based on anti-Semitism that has already been
manifested in Croatia at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th century, the propaganda of the Ustasha
also spread anti-Semitic prejudices about the "Jewish-Bolshevik conspiracy" that emerged after the success of
the October Revolution. In this regard, in order to demonize the Jews, and to make them appear as enemies of
the people and thus gain the support of the majority for the planned genocide, propaganda emphasized the
political constructions that were first spread by the leadership of the NDH. Thus, among other fictional
conspiracy theories in which the Jews were the main protagonists, lies were spread, in public, by leader Ante
Pavelic about the "Moscow - Jewish - Bolshevik potentates who wanted to infiltrate the countries of Southeast
Europe.

All of these were clear signs that special attention was paid towards the total annihilation of the Jews.
This was made clear in mid-1943, when the Jewish question was written about as part of the "social (or state-
forming) transformation of the Ustasha Croatia". According to the text, this is a matter "solved with
thoroughness and persistence, which has to greatly distress all those whose paths intersect with the roads of the
Ustasha social or state-forming revolution." [19].

The prejudices about Jews were also spread by propaganda posters. So, for example, on the 1* of May,
1942, in Zagreb, the visitors of the exhibition “On the development of Judaism and its destructive undertakings
in Croatia before the 10™ of April, 1941, and the Solution of the Jewish Question in NDH” could see Jews being
portrayed as caricatures and in demeaning fashion which gave credit to the racist theory. The poster used to
invite people to the showcase portraying a Jew as a venomous snake, and in the showcase as a spider,
enveloping the globe with its legs, or the usual stereotype of an ugly fat rich guy with a crooked nose.

Lastly, it remains to be concluded that the entire anti-Semitic propaganda was directed toward one goal —
the elimination of the Jews. The propaganda was supposed to incite and justify the apprehensions, deportations
and massacres which started in June 1941. By December of 1941, according to the data Pavelic gave to count
Ciano, the total number of Jews was reduced from 45,000 to 12,000, and that was only the beginning of their
eradication [20]. Synagogues were ransacked, and then burned, with some, like the Synagogue in Banja Luka,
redesigned as brothels for German and Ustasha soldiers [21]. The terror over the Jews gained an increased
swing in mid-1941, and then culminated by the beginning of 1942. Ethnic cleansing is completed with absolute
success — in part due to the liquidation of Jews in local communities, and partly due to deportation to
concentration camps until 1942. In this period of mass arrests and executions by firing squads, followed all the
way by propaganda, set to create an image of Jews as enemies of the Croatian state, only a small number of
Jews remained free. After some calmness, which lasted till the spring of 1943, the rest were arrested and only
around 5000 Jews survived the holocaust in the NDH, only by fleeing to the Italian occupation zone, or by
joining the partisan movement. The final account was that an estimated 85% of the Jewish population was
killed. The exact number of the Jewish victims who perished in the Ustasha genocide will remain unknown
[22], but what is evident is that, aside from demonizing the Jews, the Ustasha propaganda successfully
mobilized the Croatian people.
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Historians estimate that the UstaSa had approximately 4,000 pre war members only, and 30,000 to
40,000 active supporters. Realizing that many of the members were activists who had been trained in camps,
and realizing that more than 100,000 Croats bought UstaSa publications, the UstaSa stands in a more powerful
light. The Ustasa was able to dominate the universities, some Catholic convents, and intellectual circles, and it
was far from being a movement of the socially declassed. After the takeover, quickly more than 100,000 men
and women swore the Ustasa oath [23]. But whatever the exact number of sympathizers was, the question of
public participation in violence cannot be answered with sheer numbers.

Summary. In NDH myth making process such as creating the Myth about Enemy played particularly
powerful role in extermination of the Jews. It had its roots in the growth of anti-Semitic sentiment among some
Croat politicians and its development into an ideology at the end of 19" century. In accordance with that, this
article emphasized danger of wide spreading prejudice, discrimination, racism and anti-Semitism through press
during that critical historical period. Also, it stress, that the story about state’s origin, its past, nation self victim
status, nation suffering and past injustices and contrary to that, “enemy's wickedness” and “alien craving for
power” — made not only human rights abuses against Jews, but even worse, mass killings and extermination. In
that light, NDH propaganda passes off war crimes to look defensive, justifiable, and even necessary. By this
article, it is obvious that Ustasha regime promoted the negative image of the Jews as the “enemy” and
reinforces it with rhetoric about the righteousness of “ourselves”. The attempt was to muster up support and
nurture the belief that what is to be done is in the positive and beneficial interest of all Croats. In that sense, the
Myth about Enemy had a key role in Ustasha propaganda.

So, unmasking political mythology of fascist regimes such as it was NDH regime, which was filled with
prejudices and stereotypes, is important because of at least the three facts. First, it shad a light on importance of
propaganda in purges and mass killings. It can sensitize society to the danger of prejudice, discrimination,
racism and anti-Semitism. And finally, unmasking political mythology also addresses one of the central
mandates of education in Europe, which is to examine what it means to be a responsible citizen same as to
provide a structure inquiry for an investigation into human behavior.

Zmieniajacy si¢ rynek pracy w kazdym momencie stawia na nowo pytanie jaka
pomoc ma otrzymac osoba pozostajaca bez zatrudnienia a takze przedstawieniu pracy z bezrobotnymi jako
zadania kosztotworczego pod wzgledem psychologicznym, bo rzutujacym nie tylko na jego najblizsze
otoczenie — czlonkdéw rodziny ale i1 innych przedstawicieli spotecznosci. Czy wachlarz tej pomocy ma by¢
stalym zestawem dzialan?

Proba znalezienia odpowiedzi na to pytanie musi by¢ stawiana kazdego dnia przez zajmujacych si¢
problematyka rynku pracy. Nie bez znaczenia jest rowniez dla animatoréw zycia spotecznego i praktykow
zawodowo zajmujacych sig problematyka przezwycigzania bezrobocia. Niniejsze rozwazania stanowia probe
zabrania glosu w dyskusji nad tym wazkim zagadnieniem. Bedzie takze przyczynkiem w dyskusji praktykow.

Srodki i metody walki z bezrobociem. Polityka spoleczna, rozumiana jako dzialalno$¢ panstwa i
organizacji pozarzadowych (w przeciwienstwie do polityki spotecznej jako dziedziny naukowej), stuzy
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rozwiazywaniu kwestii socjalnych. Ma zatem na celu ksztaltowanie warunkéow zycia ludnosci oraz stosunkow
migdzyludzkich, zwlaszcza w $rodowisku zamieszkania i pracy. Obowiazek prowadzenia przez wiladze
panstwowe polityki spotecznej wynika z zapisow konstytucji danego panstwa, z wartoSci narodowe i
uniwersalng, zaznaczyl W. Wandyszew [4, s. 33-36]. Poszczeg6lne przepisy ustawy zasadniczej konkretyzuja
ten zapis, nakltadajac na rzad obowiazki w takich dziedzinach jak ochrona zdrowia, stosunki pracy, edukacja,
pomoc socjalna i innych.

Zadania polityki spotecznej w walce z bezrobociem jak twierdzi M. Szylko-Skoczny [2, s. 224-231].
skupiaja si¢ na trzech obszarach:

- ochrona pracownikéw przed utrata zatrudnienia, przez zapewnienie im ochrony prawnej przed
zwolnieniami indywidualnymi i grupowymi. Utrzymywanie zatrudnienia, nawet na gorszych warunkach, staje
si¢ obecnie podstawowym problemem dla coraz wigkszej grupy pracownikow.

- zapewnienie bezpieczefistwa socjalnego bezrobotnym oraz ograniczenie negatywnych skutkow
spotecznych braku pracy. Chodzi tu o ochrong egzystencji bezrobotnych (i ich rodzin) oraz zmniejszenie
negatywnych psychospotecznych skutkow braku pracy

- pomoc bezrobotnym w uzyskaniu zatrudnienia poprzez aktywizowanie bezrobotnych i wyréwnywanie
szans do zdobycia pracy.

Wyzej wymienione zadania realizowane sa poprzez polityke rynku pracy. Odwotujac si¢ rowniez do
opinii praktykéw podstawowe cele to:

- zmniejszenie rozmiaréw bezrobocia (cel zatrudnieniowy)

- poprawa funkcjonowania rynku pracy poprzez zwigkszenie mobilnos$ci i lepsze dopasowanie struktury
zatrudnienia (cel strukturalny)

- zapewnienie bezpieczenstwa socjalnego bezrobotnym (cel socjalny)” [Tamze, s. 226-227].

Dopiero poznanie przyczyn powstawania bezrobocia, zaréwno naturalnego, jak i1 przymusowego
umozliwia okre$lenie metod, jakimi moze postuzy¢ si¢ panstwo w celu ograniczania tego zjawiska. Przy
istnieniu pewnego poziomu bezrobocia naturalnego rynek pracy pozostaje w rownowadze. Niebezpieczne jest
jednak to, kiedy tego rodzaju bezrobocie moze siggnac¢ nawet 10% zasobow pracy lub przekroczy¢ tg wielkosc.
W tej sytuacji mimo utrzymujacej si¢ rOwnowagi rynek pracy zaczyna ponosi¢ straty. Wowczas panstwo
oddziatuje na rynek pracy poprzez odpowiedni zestaw instrumentdow sktadajacych si¢ na polityke rynku pracy.
W tym miejscu powolujac si¢ na definicj¢ polityki rynku pracy B. Winiarskiego ktoéra oznacza wg. niego
,»dziatalno$¢ panstwa i jego organéw zmierzajaca do redukcji bezrobocia, likwidacji ubdstwa, wypetienia luki
zatrudnieniowej oraz oddziatywanie na decyzje w sprawie wyboru migdzy bezrobociem a inflacja”’[Tamze, s.
226]. moze ona przybrac postac polityki podazowej i popytowe;.

1) Narzedzia polityki podazowej opieraja si¢ na stosowaniu bodzcow ekonomicznych w celu zmiany
poziomu petnego zatrudnienia, poziomu produkcji potencjalnej oraz naturalnej stopy bezrobocia. Narzedziami
tymi sq m.in.:

- obnizenie podatku dochodowego,

- zmiany w wysokosci zasitku dla bezrobotnych,

- zmniejszenie obciazen podatkowych plac.

2) Z kolei narzedzia polityki popytowej stanowi:

- stosowanie ulg inwestycyjnych,

- obnizenie stopy procentowej,

- ozywienie sytuacji gospodarczej poprzez zwigkszenie popytu globalnego.

Instrumenty te mozna uzupehic¢ réwniez o dzialania, ktore zmierzaja do usprawnienia funkcjonowania
instytucji obstugujacych rynek pracy (np posrednictwa pracy dla pracownikéw urzedéw pracy,. szkolenia w
zakresie doradztwa zawodowego itp.).

Wyzej wymienione instrumenty sprzyjaja obnizaniu bezrobocia naturalnego i przymusowego, jednak
efekty moga przynies¢ dopiero w dtuzszym okresie. Dlatego oprocz dlugofalowych dziatan, polityka rynku
pracy przybiera forme¢ doraznych, przynoszacych efekty w krotkim okresie krokéw. Te ostatnie autorzy
podzielili na formy pasywne i aktywne i sa to [Tamze, s. 227]:

1) Formy pasywne glownie maja ztagodzi¢ indywidualne skutki pozostawania bez pracy. Nie maja one
wplywu na zwigkszenie zatrudnienia ani na zmniejszenie si¢ liczby bezrobotnych. Dlatego tez formy pasywne
mozna raczej okreslic sposobami tagodzenia skutkéw bezrobocia niz narzedziami jego zwalczania. NajczgSciej
stosowanymi sa:

- wyplacanie zasitkow dla bezrobotnych,

- wczesniejsze emerytury,

- zasilki przedemerytalne,

- $wiadczenia przedemerytalne.
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2) Formy aktywne maja wigksze znaczenie dla poprawy sytuacji na rynku pracy. To m.in. od ich
wlasciwego doboru i skutecznosci zastosowania uzalezniona jest sytuacja na rynku pracy w krotkim okresie.
Do nich zalicza sie:

- dziatalno$¢ w zakresie posrednictwa i doradztwa,

- szkolenia i przekwalifikowania bezrobotnych,

- prace interwencyjne,

- roboty publiczne,

- pozyczki na tworzenie matych firm,

- aktywizacja zawodowa absolwentow,

- programy specjalne (np. dlugookresowo bezrobotni, mtodziez, kobiety).

Mozna stwierdzi¢, ze pasywna polityka rynku pracy shuzy zapewnieniu bezpieczenstwa socjalnego
bezrobotnych; sa to $wiadczenia spoteczne, ktére kompensuja brak dochodow z pracy, chronia egzystencje
bezrobotnych, pozwalaja takze ograniczy¢ zagrozenia rozwoju psychospolecznego jednostki oraz nie dopuscic¢
do jej marginalizacji i wykluczenia spotecznego.

Z kolei aktywna polityka rynku pracy jest skierowana na aktywizacjg zawodowa oraz tworzenie miejsc
pracy. Ma ona za zadanie przerwac, cho¢by na pewien czas, bezczynno$¢ zawodowa bezrobotnych, poprawi¢
ich szanse na znalezienie pracy 1 stworzy¢ pomost prowadzacy do trwatego zatrudnienia. Pozwala
rownocze$nie zmniejszy¢ niedopasowania strukturalne na rynku pracy i poprawi¢ struktur¢ zatrudnienia w
gospodarce (wzrost mobilnosci i produkcyjnosci sity roboczej). Umozliwia takze kontrole i selekcje
bezrobotnych oraz weryfikacje ich gotowosci do pracy.

Dzialania urzedow pracy swym zakresem obejmuja bierne formy pomocy bezrobotnym (do ktérych
zalicza wyplaty zasitkow, informacje o poszukiwanych pracownikach) oraz aktywne wsparcia poszukujacych
pracy. Ze wzgledu jednak na brak pienigdzy rola urzedéw zostata ograniczona do biernego przekaznika
pieniedzy i ofert pracy. Poszukujacy pracy potrzebuja obok informacji o lokalnych miejscach pracy tatwo
dostepnej, rzetelnej i aktualnej informacji o rynku pracy, a wigc popycie i podazy miejsc pracy, biezacym i
prognozowym zapotrzebowaniu na kwalifikacje 1 umiejgtnosci w bliskim 1 dalszym otoczeniu, o
mozliwosciach zdobycia pozadanych umiejetnosci i kwalifikacji, o zrodtach i formach pomocy finansowe;j
temu shuzacej a takze o zrdédtach potrzebnej informacji. Bezrobotnym potrzebne jest poczucie, Ze nie sg sami.
Nalezy ich u§wiadamia¢, ze ich bezrobocie ma wymiar prywatny i publiczny, ze dzigki swojej aktywnosci
w sferze publicznej, moga zwigkszy¢ swoja szansg na osiagnigcie sukcesu. Realizacji tego celu sprzyjaja
organizacje, w ktorych bezrobotni byliby inicjatorami i tworcami dzialan, a nie tylko ich adresatami,
odbiorcami, ktoérzy jedynie biernie czekaja na ofertg innych.

Posrednictwo pracy nie moze uczyni¢ nic, aby tworzy¢ miejsca pracy zlikwidowane wskutek recesji
gospodarczej. Pojawiaja si¢ tendencje do zwigkszania wydatkéw na roboty publiczne i inne formy wspierania
zatrudnienia, ktore miaty czgsciowo zrekompensowac utratg miejsc pracy w sektorze prywatnym.

W Polsce i innych krajach Europy Wschodniej od momentu rozpoczgcia transformacji i towarzyszacego
jej bezrobocia przyjmowano réznorodne modele przeciwdzialania temu zjawisku. Na poczatku lat 90 zostaty
zastosowane glownie dziatania ostonowe, czyli pasywne metody zwalczania bezrobocia. Wtedy okoto 80%
bezrobotnych posiadato prawo do zasitku w wysokosci zwiazanej z wczesniejszym wynagrodzeniem (ok. 70%
jego wysokosci), przyznawanym na czas nieokreslony. Rowniez zostat wprowadzony zasitek dla bezrobotnego
absolwenta szkoty wyzszej, ktory stanowit 120% minimalnego wynagrodzenia. Regulacje te stanowity
apogeum ostonowej polityki panstwa. Z jednej strony ztagodzity szok wywotany pojawieniem si¢ masowego
bezrobocia, natomiast z drugiej wcale nie zachgcaly do aktywnego poszukiwania pracy. Szczegolnie bylo to
widoczne w sytuacji niskich ptac. W drugiej potowie lat 90. wladze wycofywaly si¢ z tak liberalnej wobec
bezrobotnych polityki. Aspekty finansowe zadecydowaly o tym w duzej mierze (zla sytuacja finansow
publicznych) oraz wzgledy psychologiczne: ograniczenie $wiadczen socjalnych miato zaktywizowaé osoby
bezrobotne i zmusi¢ je do aktywniejszego poszukiwania zajecia. W tej chwili tylko okoto 15% osob
bezrobotnych ma prawo do zasitku, gdyz przystuguje on po okresie co najmniej 12 miesigcy Swiadczenia pracy
w ostatnich 18 miesigcach. Zasitek jest przyznawany na Sci$le okreslony czas w zaleznosci od poziomu
bezrobocia w danym regionie i stazu bezrobotnego. Obowiazuje rowniez jedna stawka zasitku niezalezna od
ostatnio osiaganego wynagrodzenia (przy czym jest on o 20% wyzszy w przypadku osob majacych ponad 20-
letni staz pracy i 20% nizszy w przypadku osob majacych staz pracy krotszy niz 5 lat).

W wielu Srodowiskach wyrazany byt poglad, ze zasitek dla bezrobotnych to $swiadczenie o charakterze
obligatoryjnym, powszechnym i okresowym, przyznawane przez starostg¢. Prawo do zasitku zostato uzaleznione
od posiadania statusu bezrobotnego oraz od braku propozycji odpowiedniej pracy, a takze od posiadania
minimalnego stazu zatrudnienia, wynoszacego co najmniej 365 dni w okresie 18 miesigcy poprzedzajacych
dzien zarejestrowania w urzg¢dzie pracy i osiagania dochodéw kwocie co najmniej minimalnego
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wynagrodzenia. Okres wyptaty zasitku wynosi: 6, 12 lub 18 miesigcy i zalezy od stopy bezrobocia na lokalnym
rynku pracy, od stazu zatrudnienia oraz od sytuacji rodzinnej. Wysokos¢ zasitku dla bezrobotnych zalezy od
okreslonej w ustawie warto$ci. Warto zauwazy¢, ze ustawodawca wielokrotnie zmienial przepisy prawne
regulujace zasitek dla bezrobotnych. Nastgpowato stopniowe zaostrzenie warunkow nabycia prawa do
swiadczenia, skracanie okresow jego wyptacania i obnizenie wysokosci. W rezultacie wigkszos¢ bezrobotnych
zostala wykluczona z publicznego systemu ochrony socjalnej. Trzeba dodaé, Ze otrzymywanie zasitku od
bezrobocia nie chroni jednostki i rodziny przed ubdstwem; mala wysokos¢ §wiadczenia sprawia, ze podczas
jego wyplacania nastepuje szybki spadek poziomu zycia.

Kolejna grupe metod pasywnego zapobiegania bezrobociu zastosowanych stanowily metody polegajaca
na wycofywaniu szerokich grup spotecznych z rynku pracy. Osiagnigto to poprzez wyptacanie zasitkow
przedemerytalnych, stworzenie mozliwosci do przechodzenia na wczesniejsze emerytury oraz liberalne zasady
przyznawania rent. W pierwszym okresie transformacji instrumenty te ulatwialy w jakim$ stopniu wejscie
mlodych ludzi na rynek pracy, a ludziom starszym dostarczaty srodkéw do zycia po zwolnieniu i dlugotrwatym
braku zatrudnienia. Te pozytywne lecz krotkotrwate efekty nie zrownowazyly jednak wad takiej polityki.
Obecnie emeryci z Polski sa jednymi z najmtodszych na §wiecie (najmtodszymi w Europie) Natomiast biorac
pod uwagg liczbg rencistow i ich wiek dostrzec mozna, ze polskie spoteczenstwo jest najbardziej schorowanym
spoteczenstwem w Europie. Coraz wigksza rzesz¢ osob nieaktywnych zawodowo (a w wieku produkcyjnym)
utrzymuje kurczaca si¢ liczba pracujacych. Grozi to ruing finans6w publicznych i systemu emerytalnego oraz
napigciami spolecznymi (coraz bardziej odczuwalny brak zgody spotecznej na rozbudowane przywileje
emerytalne). Oprocz tego rynek pracy (w okresie rosnacego zapotrzebowania na pracownikow i koniunktury)
odczuwa brak osob do§wiadczonych, wczes$niej wypchnigtych juz z rynku pracy.

M. Szylko-Skoczny [Tamze, s. 229] twierdzi, iz specyficzna forma zmniejszania ryzyka zwiazanego z
bezrobociem staly si¢ w Polsce zasitki i §wiadczenia przedemerytalne, przyznawane osobom w starszym
wieku, o dlugim stazu pracy. Swiadczenia te, wyptacane poczatkowo przez Urzedy Pracy, zostaly przeniesione
do Zaktadu Ubezpieczen Spotecznych. Wérod swiadeczen shuzacych ochronie socjalnej bezrobotnych znajduja
si¢ takze takie, ktore ustawodawca uzaleznit od aktywnego zachowania na rynku pracy. Mozna tu wymieni¢:
dodatki szkoleniowe, ktore maja motywowaé do podjecia szkolenia zawodowego, stypendia przyznawane
bezrobotnym w wieku ponizej 25 lat i innym bezrobotnym znajdujacym si¢ w szczegolnej sytuacji na rynku
pracy w wypadku podjgcia szkolenia lub stazu u pracodawcy, a takze dodatki aktywizujace przyshugujace
bezrobotnym majacym prawo do zasitku, jezeli podje¢li zatrudnienie w niepelnym wymiarze czasu pracy i
otrzymuja nizsze od minimalnego wynagrodzenie za pracg.

Jednak w minionych latach w Polsce nastapita ewolucja podejscia ustawodawcy do polityki rynku pracy
polegajaca na stopniowym odchodzeniu od dzialan ostonowych na rzecz wzmacniania roli aktywizacji
zawodowej bezrobotnych. Wyrazny zwrot w polityce rynku pracy nastapil w ustawie o promocji zatrudnienia i
instytucjach rynku pracy. Zasadniczy kierunek zmian zakladal wzrost dziatan skierowanych na promocj¢
zatrudnienia, miata takze miejsce istotna modyfikacja instytucji 1 instrumentoéw rynku pracy. Przyjgto regulacje,
ktore sprzyjaja rozszerzeniu wspotdziatania podmiotow publicznych i niepublicznych, zwigkszaja selektywnosé
instrumentow aktywizacji bezrobotnych, prowadza do dalszego zmniejszenia ochrony socjalnej bezrobotnych”
[Tamze, s. 227-228].

Obecnie prowadzenie aktywnej polityki rynku pracy jest uznawane jako jedno z priorytetowych dziatan
zwiazanych z przeciwdzialaniem bezrobociu w Polsce. Wystgpuja tutaj takie formy jak:

- wprowadzanie zmian strukturalnych w gospodarce, ktére uwzgledniaja kryterium zatrudniania, tak by
stuzyly dlugofalowej polityce zatrudnienia,

- wspieranie przedsigbiorczosci oraz poprawy dostgpu do kapitalu oraz likwidacjg barier fiskalnych i
administracyjnych,

- poprawa jakosci zasobow pracy przez edukacje i ksztalcenie ustawiczne. Praktyka i polski system
prawny wskazuje, iz najpopularniejszymi metodami aktywnej walki z bezrobociem od lat sa:

- programy specjalne, chodzi tu gldwnie o dzialania aktywizacyjne zwigzane ze wsparciem absolwentow
(program ,,Absolwent”, ,,Pierwsza Praca”, Wiatr w Zagle),

- roboty publiczne i prace interwencyjne,

- wydatki na szkolenia zawodowe.

Na powyzsze dzialania wydatkowanych jest wigkszo$¢ $rodkoéw przeznaczanych na aktywna walke z
bezrobociem w ramach Funduszu Pracy. Zrédtem finansowania polityki rynku pracy jest w tym pr zypadku
glowny Fundusz Pracy- panstwowy fundusz celowy, utworzony ustawa o zatrudnieniu z 1989 roku. Dochody
Funduszu Pracy pochodza ze skladek pracodawcéw (obowiazkowe 2,45% wynagrodzenia), dotacji budzetu
panstwa, kredytow i pozyczek, oraz innych zrodet .
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Zwraca uwage fakt, iz mimo deklaracji o priorytetowym traktowaniu aktywnej polityki rynku pracy,
wciaz wigkszo$¢ srodkéw Funduszu wydatkowanych jest na pasywne metody przeciwdziatania bezrobociu.
Chociaz z roku na rok proporcje te ulegaja poprawie.

Najwazniejszym kryterium oceny skuteczno$ci okreslonej metody przeciwdzialania bezrobociu jest
przede wszystkim liczba oséb, ktore wskutek jej zastosowania uzyskaly zatrudnienie. Biorac je pod uwagg,
skuteczno$¢ zastosowanych instrumentow aktywnej polityki rynku pracy wnioski nasuwaja si¢ same. Jak
dowodza dane najwyzsza skuteczno$¢ uzyskaly pozyczki udzielane bezrobotnym na zalozenie wlasnej
dziatalno$ci gospodarczej. Ta forma aktywizacji bezrobotnych nalezata do najbardziej skutecznych takze w
latach wcze$niejszych. Stuszne wige wydaje si¢ podwyzszenie wydatkowanych srodkéw z Funduszu na ten
rodzaj aktywizacji bezrobotnych.

Dos$¢ niska skutecznos$cia odznaczaly sig¢ staze i pozostale formy aktywizowania absolwentow przy
jednoczesnym, utrzymujacym si¢ wysokim udziale wydatkow z Funduszu Pracy na te instrumenty rynku pracy.
Niska skuteczno$¢ osiagnely tez roboty publiczne oraz prace spotecznie uzyteczne.

Na podsumowanie mozna doda¢, ze od poczatku okresu transformacji najwazniejsze znaczenie miato
zapewnienie bezpieczenstwa socjalnego bezrobotnym. Skladaly si¢ na to $wiadczenia urzgdéw pracy, w tym
przede wszystkim zasitek dla bezrobotnych. Uzupelialy go inne $wiadczenia, a zwlaszcza: zasitki i
$wiadczenia przedemerytalne, dodatki szkoleniowe, stypendia. Waznymi elementami systemu ochrony
socjalnej staly si¢ rowniez §wiadczenia ubezpieczen spolecznych oraz swiadczenia pomocy spoteczne;.

Aktywizacja zawodowa bezrobotnych. Podstawowe instrumenty polityki rynku pracy shizace
aktywizacji zawodowej bezrobotnych oferowane przez publiczng administracjg pracy to: posrednictwo pracy,
poradnictwo zawodowe, szkolenia i przekwalifikowania zawodowe, prace interwencyjne, roboty publiczne,
staze, pozyczki idoplaty na tworzenie nowych miejsc pracy, doptaty dla pracownikéw zatrudniajacych
skierowanych do nich bezrobotnych” [Tamze, s. 229]. Zasady stosowania instrumentow aktywizacji
bezrobotnych istotnie zmieniono dostosowujac ja do wymogéw rynku pracy. Wyodrebnionych zostato kilka
grup ustug rynku pracy w celu zwigkszenia selektywnosci oraz skuteczno$ci w odmienny sposob a mianowicie:

e ustalono katalog ustug podstawowych rynku pracy oferowanych przez publiczna administracj¢ pracy
ogoOlowi bezrobotnych, zaliczajac do nich: posrednictwo pracy, ustugi EURES, poradnictwo zawodowe i
informacj¢ zawodowa, pomoc w aktywnym poszukiwaniu pracy i szkolenia,

e przewidziano druga grupe ustug rynku pracy tylko nowo wyodrebnionej kategorii bezrobotnych
znajdujacych sig¢ w szczegdlnej sytuacji na rynku pracy, wlaczyt do tej grupy: prace interwencyjne, roboty
publiczne, staz, przygotowanie zawodowe, pokrycie kosztow opieki nad bliskimi, uczestnictwo w Centrum
Integracji Spotecznej, tworzenie spotdzielni pracy,

e zaoferowano trzecia grupg instrumentéw majacych zacheci¢ do korzystania z podstawowych ustug
rynku pracy, zaliczajac do niej: zwrot kosztow dojazdéw do pracy, na staz, szkolenie poza miejscem
zamieszkania, dofinansowanie wyposazenia nowego miejsca pracy, ponoszenie przez urzedy pracy czesci
kosztow pomocy prawnej udzielonej bezrobotnym, refundowanie kosztow sktadek na ubezpieczenie spoteczne
skierowanego bezrobotnego,

e okreslono roéwniez zadania odnoszace si¢ do przygotowania i realizacji projektow lokalnych
1 programo6w regionalnych na rzecz zatrudnienia.

Warto réwniez zwrdci¢ uwage na to, wprowadzono kilka nowych instrumentéw aktywizacji, takich jak:
przygotowanie zawodowe Ww miejscu pracy, umowa aktywizacyjna, skierowanie bezrobotnych do
wykonywania prac spotecznie uzytecznych na rzecz gminy. Rozszerzenie wachlarza ofert w zakresie sposobow
aktywizacji bezrobotnych niewatpliwie zwigksza ich szanse na zatrudnienie.

Oceniajac skutecznos¢ aktywnych programéw rynku pracy, mozna dostrzec, ze zalezata ona gléwnie od
skali i kierunkéw alokacji $rodkéw z Funduszu Pracy.

Wsparcie spoleczne osoby bezrobotnej. Wsparcie spoteczne pelni w Zyciu istotna role, gdyz utatwia
ono rozumienie otaczajacego S$wiata 1 wlasnego polozenia. Wplywa rdéwniez na przezywane emocje,
przyjmowane postawy a takze reguluje podejmowane przez jednostke dziatania odpowiednio nadajac im sens i
wlasciwie ukierunkowujac. Adekwatno$¢ otrzymywanego wsparcia jest tym wigksza im bardziej oferowana
pomoc jest dostosowana do potrzeb. Odpowiednie wsparcie wzmacnia tozsamos$¢ osoby, chroni samoocene,
sprzyja mobilizacji wlasnych zasobow a dzigki temu jednostka uzyskuje $rodki do radzenia sobie w trudne;j
sytuacji. Otrzymywane wsparcie powinno tagodzi¢ skutki braku pracy i sprzyjac¢ aktywnos$ci zaradcze;.

Kazdy cztowiek charakteryzuje si¢ pewnym ogdélnym poziomem poczucia wlasnej wartosci, natomiast
stan samooceny zmienia si¢ odpowiednio od sukcesow i porazek doswiadczanych przez jednostke. W efekcie
osoba taka winna do$wiadcza¢ wzmocnienia samooceny na skutek odniesionego sukcesu w istotnej dla niego
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dziedzinie. Analogicznie niepowodzenie powodowaé powinno obnizenie si¢ samooceny. Sytuacja bezrobocia
bez zwatpienia wptywa na samooceng osoby dotknigtej bezrobociem. Najczesciej przyczynia sig do jej spadku.
F. Znaniecki [3, s. 53] wyraza poglad, iz istnienie szeroko rozpowszechnione i stare przekonanie, ktére moéwi o
tym, ze osoba, ktora nie zdolala utrzymac¢ lub zdoby¢ platnego zatrudnienia musi by¢ fizycznie i psychicznie
miej warto§ciowa w porOwnaniu z tymi, ktory udato si¢ to. Otrzymywane wsparcie przez osoby dotknigte
bezrobociem moze by¢ przez nie réznie interpretowane. Wplyw otrzymywanego przez dana osobg wsparcia na
jej samooceng ma duze znaczenie i czgsto stanowi zrodto problemoéw zwigzanych z podejmowaniem wsparcia”
[1, s. 41]. Osoby bezrobotne moga przejawia¢ negatywna reakcj¢ na otrzymywane wsparcie jesli bedzie ono
zagrazalo ich samoocenie. Przyjmowanie pomocy moze budzi¢ w podmiocie poczucie nizszosci lub tez rodzi¢
obawe przed wejsciem w relacje zaleznosci.

Wsparcie emocjonalne pomaga budowac¢ pewno$¢ siebie i poczucie samoskutecznosci, a to prowadzi do
dziatania. Ten rodzaj wsparcia moze dodatnio korelowa¢ z zachowaniami zaradczymi. Przede wszystkim
bliskie relacje interpersonalne moga pemli¢ te¢ funkcje. Na przyklad poprzez umozliwianie jednostce
wypowiadania sig¢, rozmowy o wlasnych biedach, stabo$ciach bez obawy przed kara, czy potepienie. O takich
rzeczach i1 myS$lach lepiej jest powiedzie¢ komus$ zaufanemu, akceptujacemu t¢ osobg. Powoduje to
utwierdzanie si¢ wlasnej warto$ci jednostki jako osoby. Obecno$¢ cztonkow rodziny, czy tez znaczacych osob
pomaga osobie bezrobotnej utrzymaé poczucie wlasnej wartosci na odpowiednim poziomie. Wsparcie pomaga
jednostce stawia¢ czota codziennym wydarzeniom. Okazywane przez otoczenie wsparcie w duzym stopniu
moze wpltywaé na wzmacnianie poczucia wlasnej warto$ci osoby bezrobotnej a tym samym sklania¢ ja do
wigkszej aktywnosci w radzeniu sobie z problemem jakim jest bezrobocie. Wysoki poziom samooceny sprzyja
uporczywosci w dazeniu do celu i motywuje, by go osiagnac.

Bezrobocie powoduje nadwyrezanie dotychczasowej kondycji materialnej, statusu, pelnionej do tej pory
roli spotecznej a takze pozycji zajmowanej w grupie. Utrata pracy wielokrotnie oznacza tez obnizenie
samooceny jednostki. Jednak trafne jakosciowo i iloSciowo wsparcie moze prowadzi¢ do pozytywnych
skutkéw odczuwanych przez osoby pozostajace bez zatrudnienia. Otrzymywane wsparcie spoleczne ulatwia
jednostce rozumienie rzeczywisto$ci i planowanie wlasnych, odpowiednich do sytuacji poczynan.

Whioski i uwagi koncowe. Skutki bezrobocia, oprocz samego bezrobotnego, odczuwa najpierw jego
rodzina. Pierwsze koncepcje, ktore okreslaja jak zaradzi¢ bezrobociu powstaja wlasnie w rodzinach osob
bezrobotnych, a nie w gabinetach politykdw.

W rodzinie bezrobotnej wystepuje doskwierajacy szczegolnie dzieciom brak poczucia bezpieczenstwa.
Stale panuje atmosfera niepokoju jak rowniez zwigksza sig¢ tez ilo$¢ sytuacji konfliktowych. Poczucie
zagrozenia przeklada si¢ na wiele aspektow zycia. Wplywa nie tylko na codzienna egzystencje, ale tez na
edukacje przysztych wlasnych dzieci, ograniczenie mozliwos$ci uczestnictwa w kulturze, korzystania z rekreacji
1 dostepu do zaje¢ pozaszkolnych. Powoduje to u rodzicOw poczucie frustracji a u dzieci poczucie krzywdy,
zalu 1 niesprawiedliwo$ci. Bardzo czgsto rodzice boja si¢ gorszego traktowania swoich dzieci ze strony
rowiesnikow i to powoduje, ze rodzice pozostajacy bez pracy probuja je izolowac.

Faktem jest, ze bezrobocie zatamuje realizacj¢ funkcji ekonomiczno-konsumpcyjnej. Ludzie musza sie
prawidtowo odzywia¢, mie¢ mieszkanie, ponosi¢ koszty jego utrzymania oraz wyposazenia, organizowac
wypoczynek swoj jak i dzieci a takze korzysta¢ z dobr kultury. W szczegdlnie dramatycznej sytuacji znajduja
si¢ samotne, bezrobotne matki. Rola zasitku dla bezrobotnych jest niewielka. Bezrobotni aby zaspokoié
podstawowe potrzeby rodziny najpierw wykorzystuja oszcze¢dnosci, potem sprzedaja rzeczy a nastgpnie
zadluzaja sie. Rezygnuja z zakupienia obuwia i odziezy, minimalizuja spozycie zywnosci, nie korzystaja z dobr
kultury, ushug, turystyki, wyjazdow urlopowych oraz zycia towarzyskiego. Najbardziej obciazaja ich wydatki
mieszkaniowe. Narastajace zaleglo$ci w oplacaniu czynszoéw powoduja poczucie zagrozenia eksmisja. Réwniez
bolesnie degradacje materialna odczuwaja bezrobotni w srednim wieku, ktérym wydawato sig, ze juz osiagneli
stabilizacj¢ na pewnym poziomie. Z uptywem lat sprze¢t domowy ulega zuzyciu, mieszkanie wymaga remontu a
brak dochodéw uniemozliwia odtworzenie posiadanych dotad zasobow. Dzieci przestaja korzysta¢ z form
wypoczynku 1 zaje¢ pozaszkolnych, nie maja takze wlasnych przyboréow szkolnych. Degradacja materialna
roéwniez negatywnie wptywa na realizacj¢ funkcji opiekunczo-wychowawcze;.

Wigkszo$¢ bezrobotnych to ludzie znajdujacy si¢ w wieku aktywnego rodzicielstwa. Utrata pracy
zmienia formy opieki nad dzie¢mi miodszymi. Z reguly bezrobocie matki powoduje odebranie dziecka z
przedszkola ze wzgledu na niemozno$¢ ponoszenia zwiazanych z tym kosztow, zaznaczyt Marek Gramlewicz
[5, s. 50-52]. Wplywom bezrobocia (zwlaszcza dlugotrwatego) podlega takze funkcja emocjonalno-
ekspresyjna.

Zle zaczynaja sie¢ ukladaé stosunki rodzice-dzieci z tego wzgledu, Ze rodzice nie moga zaspokoié
potrzeb konsumpcyjnych potomstwa.
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Deprywacja materialna takze wplywa na funkcje prokreacyjna. Miodzi ludzie czesto rezygnuja z
zawarcia malzenstwa i deklaruja zamiar przesunigcia w czasie decyzji urodzenia dziecka. Chociaz réwniez
istnieje mozliwos¢ ,,wymuszonych urodzen” w rodzinach bezrobotnych wbrew ich mozliwosciom materialnym
jak i wychowawczym.

Stad tez waznym elementem jest prawidlowy uklad realizowanych przez panstwo, a kierowanych w
obszary bezrobocia, instrumentow pomocy spotecznej. Wachlarz tych instrumentéw winien miec¢
komplementarny charakter. Filar tych dzialan oparty powinien by¢ o aktywne formy obnizania bezrobocia.
Tylko w ten sposdb mozna w praktyce zrealizowac cele w tym zakresie. Pasywne formy lecza skutki utraty
pracy nie dajac zatrudnienia. Takie powiazanie obu form winno takze tworzy¢ spojny system dostosowany do
warunkow wystepujacych na danym rynku pracy.

Praca socjalna z bezrobotnymi powinna opiera¢ si¢ na rozbudzaniu i podtrzymywaniu aktywnos$ci w
poszukiwaniu pracy. Odbywaé si¢ to moze poprzez organizowanie na przyklad klubow aktywnego
poszukiwania pracy, kursy i szkolenia w zakresie pisania podan, zyciorysow, autoprezentacji itp. W zwiazku z
wieloma negatywnymi skutkami bezrobocia w sferze psychicznej i emocjonalnej niezbgdne moze byc¢
zorganizowanie grupy wsparcia dla tych bezrobotnych, ktérzy szczegolnie cigzko przezywaja sytuacjg¢ braku
zatrudnienia. Obecno$¢ wsrod innych ludzi jest rowniez sposobem uniknigcia automarginalizacji i izolacji
spotecznej. W przypadku osob bezrobotnych jest to szczegdlnie grozne, poniewaz wraz z utrata pracy utracily
one czesto takze swoja pozycje spoleczna, Srodowisko kolezenskie, a nawet poczucie wlasnej wartosci.

V. The role of the educational discourse in the process of training farmers in educational
institutions of higher and professional education. The article discusses the phenomenon of educational dis-
course and its role in training farmers in educational institutions of higher and professional education. Thus,
the author emphasizes that environmental education should reflect the continuity of the connection between so-
ciety and nature, between the Humanities and the natural knowledge and become a process of acquisition, on
the one hand, knowledge about the environment and about environmental problems, predicting their conse-
quences, the need and possible solutions in case of occurrence. It is environmental education and environmental
education specialists-farmers should go, according to the author, in two directions: theoretical knowledge
about the environment and about the practical boundaries of human intervention into nature.

The choice of the directions of the conceptualization of a new philosophical paradigm of education for
professional agricultural workers, according to the author of the article suggests a solution to such problems: a
new understanding of human nature, which is associated with the restructuring of the entire educational proc-
ess and the humanization of educational practice; socio-cultural rethinking the relationships that arise between
man and society, with a radical reassessment of the meaning of education as the inculcation of the individual in
its socio-cultural surroundings and ontologization these relations through the recognition of their existential
potential for each individual.

Kolycheva T.V. Gestalt as a solution of the problem of perception The urgency of the given theme is
connected to growing interest of modernity(present) to questions of visualization. The interest results in this
subjects to formation of a new type of processing of the information by the modern man. There is so-called "
clipevent " of consciousness - that is his fragmentariness representing constant change of images. The purpose
of given clause is the formulating of mechanisms, which allow to generate complete structures of thinking. In
the greater degree these mechanisms are connected to the phenomenon nepyenyuu.

The perceptive the stage of development of mentality is characterized by an opportunity of display of
subjects, as whole, and also, duration of preservation of images of memory. A Gestalt-direction, which origi-
nally arose, as the reaction on associanism, subsequently has put before itself the research problem perceptive
of opportunities of the man, proceeding from the definition Gestalt as the descriptions of the complete forms
(structures, configurations). To answer a question on a reality perceptive of images, it is necessary at first to
note, that in the knowledge the learning subject works and with direct perceptive images, and with ideas con-
nected, as a consequence, with these images.

The conceptual Gestalt-images carrying internal character, also change in time, depending on chang-
ing of a perceptive image. In a basis of Gestalt-images originally perceptive lays, and under the statement of a
number of the authors, the action underlits of perceptive mechanisms processing real object, does not give us a
final opportunity for adequate perception of the object - original.
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On the one hand Gestalt takes into account in the construction a number of the mentioned laws, and on
the hand - Gestalt, as the integrity which is not being set, can derivate in the view of perceptive of a desorienta-
tion new structures. It once again confirms presence of perceptive and conceptual circuits of the description
Gestalt.

The perceptive circuit Gestalt is connected to the conceptual circuit Gestalt. That is the perceptive
mechanisms which underlip constructions Gestalt, are not final mechanisms of its construction. Conceptual Ge-
stalt is formed at direct interaction of the perceptive - touch information with the structure which work at rec-
ognition of subjects, having cognitive character. The perceptive circuit Gestalt, based on mechanisms forming
complete structures, is not yet final formation. It is connected that after a perceptive image - Gestalt. Follows
based on Gestalt conceptual it a confirming, in its turn, a new perceptive Gestalt.
