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The article analyzes the problems of evaluation of cultural activity of modern
classical universities. It is emphasized that in the postmodern world this activity
requires a triune symbiosis of science, education and culture, which should mutually
enrich each other, i.e. it is proved that a new paradigm of university life is needed.
The example of the activity of V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National University demonstrates
how the desire of a modern university to be not only a center of knowledge and
professional education, but also a center of active creative cultural practices is
manifested. It is noted that such practices are very diverse, that they differ in
their focus, objectives and forms of work. It turns out that due to such diversity
there is a need to subordinate these practices to the main goal and determine an
integrated assessment of their effectiveness, development and improvement. It is
demonstrated that the latest model of evaluation as an interactive, communicative,
self-corrected process of evaluating the classical university cultural activities is best
suited for the development of the university as a cultural hub. This model is described
as contributing to a deeper and more systematic understanding and development of
such activities. In this sense, evaluation is seen not so much as a tool for evaluating
activities, but as a tool for its development and improvement in changing conditions,
i.e. in emergent siocial contexts. It is argued that in the evaluationary process, in
addition to communication, research methods to study and analyze the opinions,
positions, proposals, critiques of all actors and beneficiaries of the cultural project
should be actively used. As such, sociological surveys, expert assessments, focused
group interviews are provided, which provide valuable information about the real
state of the project, its strengths and weaknesses, currentissues. Conclusions about
the status of evaluation in modern educational practices are formulated. Potential
directions of further researches of evaluative practices in educational contexts are
described.

Formulation of the problem. The and the training of specialists on this basis.

problematic situation that determines the
relevance of this article is that in the modern
world universities, often claiming the status of
a classical one, do not always correspond to the
characteristics and criteria of such a status. An
authentic university should be considered not
only as a place for the production of scientific
knowledge, the creation of new technologies

The university should also be a space for the
storage and enrichment of spiritual values, be
the center of intensive cultural activity.

This aspect of the university mission
has increasingly receded into the background
in recent years. The massification and
commercialization of university education
contributes to the positioning of the university

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as a service organization offering “educational
services” that are on a par with other services
available on the market.

Such a changed environment for the
existence of classical universities poses new
tasks for them and throws up new challenges,
one of which is a constant reflection of their
own position and their own activities in such a
highly competitive market. A possible tool for
such reflection is evaluation, the identification
of the possibilities of which in relation to the
cultural activity of the university (on the
example of V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National
University) has become the goal of our work.

Main material

And yet, let us designate a different view
of the modern purpose of the university, its
functions in the modern world.

The long history of classical universities
has shown that higher education requires an
organic connection with a systematic search
for scientific truth. And, on the contrary,
science cannot develop and solve its problems
in isolation from education, from the mutually
enriching intellectual communication of
scientists and students. On this foundation
the “Humboldt University” was built, which
played a huge role in the formation of the
modern world as we see it. However, culture
both conceptually and practically dropped out
of this dual interaction. Today, however, the
relationship between classical universities and
culture must be built in a different format [1].

The culture in post-modern world is
marked by vast pluralism and fragmentation,
growing axiological relativism, erosion of
once stable criteria of morality and aesthetic
perfection.

Therefore, authentic universities have
to take responsibility not only for the fate of
science and education but also for spiritual,
moral and cultural development of their
students and societies in general. They have to
oppose cultural entropy. That fact stipulates
the necessity for a tripartite symbiosis of
science, education and culture as three mutually
enriching and mutually impregnating creative
sources, that are essential for a new paradigm
of university life.

In line with this paradigm, Karazin
University is striving to build up a single space
of cognitive, educational and cultural activities.
We have made an attempt to transform the
university into the center of scientific cognition
and professional education, but also into the

center of active creative and cultural practices.
It became possible on the basis of extensive and
multifaceted cultural infrastructure with the
Museum and Exhibition Complex at its center.

It may seem that today, at the time
of dominating computer technologies and
mediaculture, university museums become
absolutely excessive. We hold another opinion.

Firstly, at the time of “mass university”,
tens of thousands of students, schoolchildren,
attendants of particular programs are
involved in the educational process within one
educational establishment. Together, they
make a big and self-sufficient audience of
museum pedagogy.

Secondly, modern technologies
themselves allow to transform museums into
innovation centers combining in a genuine
form education, science and culture as well
as providing for the inheritance of cultural
traditions and stimulating different forms of
cultural creation.

Museum and Exhibition Complex of
Karazin University consists of University
History Museum, Museum of Nature, Museum
of Archeology, Museum of Astronomy,
Center of Modern Art “YermilovCenter”,
Henryk Siemiradzki Art Gallery, Interactive
Educational center “LandauCenter” as well
as exhibition premises of Central Scientific
Library.

University History Museum is nearly
50 years old. Its collections include about 20
thousand exhibits. The Museum is very active
in virtual space; it has its own Facebook and
Instagram pages whose information is updated
on a practically daily basis.

Karazin University’s Museum of Nature,
one of the oldest museums in Europe, is more
than 2 hundred years old. Its collection amounts
to more than 25 thousand exhibits. In the
period between 2011 and 2020, more than 250
thousand visitors attended the Museum.

Museum of Archeology’s collection was
started in 1907 and has been replenished on a
regular basis since then. Today, it amounts up
to 300 thousand artifacts.

Museum of Astronomy. The Museum
gathered a vast collection of instruments and
documents reflecting more than 200 years of
astronomical research at Karazin University.
The Museum provides a lot of activities for
students and schoolchildren from Kharkiv and
other Ukrainian cities helping them discover
the mysteries of the Universe.
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In addition to Museums, the University
has a number of educational and exhibition
centers and galleries. University Center of
Modern Art “YermilovCenter” is a leading arts
institution specializing in contemporary art.
In addition to its exhibitions, the Center hosts
quite a lot of cultural and educational events
of different kinds dedicated to the history
of avant-garde arts and design — master-
classes, lectures, discussions, conferences,
performances and film screening.

At the end of 2015, Henryk Siemiradzki
Art Gallery was inaugurated. It bears the
name of Henryk Siemiradzki — an outstanding
artist and graduate of Kharkiv University who
is known as the “last classic of the academic
tradition”. The Gallery’s agenda also features
film screenings, meetings with artists and

talent nights.

Karazin University’s cultural
infrastructure also includes Interactive
Educational center “LandauCenter” whose

aim is to popularize science and stimulate the
revival of interest in science, especially among
young people.

Central Scientific Library plays an
important role in the cultural life of the
University. Its exhibition spaces and reading
halls are used for as many as 200 annual book
reviews together with other types of events,
such as exhibitions and presentations of new
publications, literary works among them.

The University has a number of venues
that are used for education together with leisure
and recreation. Among them there is “Karazin
Student Hall”. The Hall is used for trainings,
workshops, master-classes, competitions,
exhibitions, festivals and meetings with famous
people.

Promoting intercultural communication
and fostering the ideas of multiculturalism
is another important area of the University’s
cultural activities. Karazin University “Code
of Values” states that “The University is
open to intercultural dialogue, free exchange
of information, publicity of scientific
discussions, tolerant interaction with different
groups, expansion of international scientific,
educational and cultural cooperation” [2].

Almost 4,5 thousand foreign students
from 93 countries study at the University.
That is why, forming the culture of interethnic
communication, cultivating tolerance towards
representatives of other cultural traditions and
maximal involving foreign students into the

cultural life of the University acquire supreme
importance [3].

With the purpose of promoting the ideas
of intercultural communication, the University
hosts a number of international centers such as
Confucius Institute, Ukrainian-Arab Academic
Center, Ukrainian-African Academic Center,
Ukrainian-Israeli Academic Center, Ukrainian-
Indian Academic Center, Ukrainian-Italian
Academic Center, Ukrainian-German Academic
Center, Ukrainian-Polish Academic Center
of Science and Culture, Ukrainian-Turkish
Center, Ukrainian-Francophone Academic
Center, etc. In addition to their academic
functions, these centers organize all kinds of
cultural events and help foreign students learn
new cultural traditions.

We paid so much attention to the
description of numerous cultural practices in
order to demonstrate how varied they are in
their functions, tasks and forms. At the same
time, we feel the necessity to overcome this
fragmentation, to subjugate different cultural
practices to a single purpose, to evaluate
their efficiency and to give prospects of their
evolution and improvement.

The most suitable tool for solving
these problems is evaluation. The history of
evaluation as a special research practice goes
back about a hundred years. Evaluation studies
are used in democratic social systems, where
free critical reflection is possible about projects
being implemented in various spheres of public
activity. One of the shortest definitions of
evaluation belongs to H. Simons: «Evaluation is
aninvitationtodevelopment»[4]. Thisdefinition
emphasizes two most important features of
evaluation: a) voluntariness of participation,
unacceptability of coercion; b) development,
dynamics, interactivity and prospectiveness,
which entails an element of socialization [5, 6].
Evaluationhasgone throughseveral phasesofits
evolution and its corresponding comprehension.
Today, the emphasis is on the fourth generation
of evaluation practices. From measurement,
description, judgment, the evaluation came to a
process based on the deep involvement of both
the beneficiaries and all actors involved in the
project (program) [7].

With regard to the cultural activity of
the university, the most effective is the model
of developmental evaluation proposed by
M.Q. Patton [8, 9] and interpreted in relation
to education by S. Jaskula [10, 11, 12]. In
Ukrainian sociology, the same problems are
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raised by anumber of researchers, in particular,
by V. Evtukh, M. Sachok, S. Zdragat and others
[13; 14; 15].

Evaluation is a necessary instrument
of integrating cultural activity within a
university. Indeed, by allocating human,
material and financial resources for the
development of different components of
cultural infrastructure we pursue the main
task — to ensure university’s integration into a
new triune paradigm of mutual enrichment of
science, education and culture.

Wecanregister thenumberof exhibitions,
excursions and other events, the number of
visitors and participants of different cultural
venues, but these calculations do not provide
a possibility to evaluate the integral efficiency
of all the subjects of cultural activity, to see
the prospects and ways of its improvement,
its conformity with the fundamental values of
university way of living.

It is obvious, that in case of designing
the project of a university as a cultural hub, we
should apply the newest model of evaluation —
as interactive, communicative, self-correcting
process of evaluating activity that contributes
to its deeper and more systemic comprehension
and development.

This kind of process implies, first of
all, active communication of all the different
and relatively autonomous subjects of
a university’s cultural life, joint discussion
of its essence, tasks and values. Besides, it
requires systematic cooperation with potential
beneficiaries of cultural activities, students in
the first place. For this purpose, it is necessary
to create permanent communicative spaces
of “discourse, dialogue and negotiation”
[8] where evaluation communication can be
continuous and democratic which implies equal
participation of all the involved parties in the
process of determining its advantages and
disadvantages, its axiological interpretation
and in the search for the most efficient forms
of interaction and collaboration as well as in
producing managerial solutions.

In this case, evaluation appears not as an
instrument of estimation this activity, but as
an instrument of its progress and improvement
in the ever-changing social context. To decide
this issue evaluation process should actively
involve research methods of analyzing opinions,
positions, proposals and criticism from all
the actors and beneficiaries of a particular

cultural project. These methods include
public opinion polls, expert estimations, focus
group interviews that allow to obtain valuable
information as to the project’s real state, its
strong and weak sides, its pressing problems.

There is no doubt that general principles
cannot substitute specific evaluation
techniques that are vast and varied and depend
on the character of the actors’ occupations,
their potential and other relevant factors. That
is why, we need a thorough and professional
design of an evaluation program that would
take into account its specific organizational
forms and research tasks.

Conclusions

Thus, a modern university, in search
of opportunities to comply with the status of
a classical one, differentiates its activities,
paying more and more attention to various
cultural activities and institutions, involving
an increasing number of various actors and
beneficiaries. However, the complication
of these types of activities, as well as the
complication of the environment for their
implementation, leads to an exacerbation of
the need for a scientifically grounded and
multifaceted process of (self)assessment and
reflection. Evaluation can become one of the
most significant tools for such practices, the
best practices for which are already available
in educational institutions and are in the phase
of rapid growth. Universities that ignore these
opportunities run the risk of falling behind
in the increasingly competitive educational
market. The exponential dynamics of social
changes, their rapidity and unpredictability
will require universities to make independent
efforts to monitor the environment, take
into account its modification and their own
responses to these challenges.

That is why the topic of evolution in
education, as well as its possibilities in the
analysis and development of cultural activities
of theuniversity, needs furtherdevelopmenton
the part of sociologists. Possible stakeholders
and rules of competition in the educational
services market, the experience of universities
in different countries and different profiles
in adapting to new challenges and the results
of the implementation of various cultural and
educational programs - all this can be an object
of evaluation actions, and, accordingly, an
object of further sociological analysis of such
actions.

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The paper reveals the features of sociological theorizing offered by classical sociology,
including M. Weber’s concept. The thematic directions that became central to the German
scholar’s sociology are identified: modernization, rationalization, legitimization, etc.;
their genesis is analyzed from the point of view of the philosophical (Baden School of
Neo-Kantianism) and sociological (G. Simmel’s concept of cultural forms) studios. It is
emphasized that rationalization, which was first considered by M. Weber, becomes a cross-
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cutting theme in sociology up to the end of the twentieth century. Further development of
the concept of rationalization takes place within the communicative turn, associated with
the name of J. Habermas. The concept of constructing the social, taking into account
the meaning that the author puts into his actions, becomes the first attempt of theoretical
synthesis in the process of overcoming the methodological crisis in sociological science.
M. Weber’s sociology offers a departure from the “container approach” in the analysis
of society, which was later realized within the world-systemic (A. G. Frank, |. Wallerstein,
J. Arrighi, etc.) and synthetic (M. Archer, P. Bourdieu, E. Giddens, P. Sztompka, etc.)
concepts. The problematic of a bureaucratization, formulated by M. Weber in the early
twentieth century to describe the processes of formation of the modern state, acquires new
relevance today in connection with the expansion of the “bureaucratic spirit” to commercial
enterprises, built according to the network logic. The tendencies of (self-)management on
the partof employees, which are accelerating due to the transition to the remote form of work.
The author shows how processes of legitimation, which are necessary for the perception
of changes in professional activity, simultaneously contribute to the fragmentation and
disintegration of local social spaces.

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Paper describes two basic principles of sociological analysis of ideology in the early XXI
century: the principle of double contextualization of M. Burawoy and the principle of the duality
of structures and subjects of P. Sztompka. This allowed to clarify the focus of the author’s
research on the intersection of the plurality of ideologies and multiparadigm of modern
sociology. Authors have distinguished a sociological understanding of the transformations of
the social role of ideology in the development of societies during the XIX — early XXI century and
its three main phases. Taking into account the multiparadigm of ideology, the possibilities of its
conceptualization in a number of major sociological metaparadigms and their axiomatic nuclei
are analyzed. Paper emphasizes on diversifying the debate on the macro-micro dichotomy in
the study of ideology by increasing the invariance in the interpretation of both members of this
dichotomy and recognizing the complex nature of structures and subjects that have object-
subject characteristics. There is a lack of sociological explication and conceptualization of
such a vision of ideology and corresponding methods of empirical research. Therefore,
the narrowing of sociological optics to the study of ideology within the socio-constructive
direction of sociological theorizing in its critical version is argued. As the importance of
studying the practical aspects of ideology and the role of its subjects in social transformations
is emphasized today, the position of N. Fairclough was chosen as the main methodological
source within the cluster of critical discourse analysis. Paper describes heuristic possibilities
and limits of using the theoretical provisions of critical discourse-analysis of N. Fairclough for
cognition of ideology. The main characteristics of ideological discourse are argued, as well
as the main provisions of critical discourse-analysis are applied to the study of ideology with
special attention to its subjects. As a result of the application of these research procedures,
an approach to the conceptual scheme of ideology research is developed, which takes into
account its object-subject characteristics and allows studying the role of agents and recipients
in the construction and consumption of ideology, as well as in the transformation of social
practices and socio-cultural transformations.

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Thearticleanalyzesthe possibilities of applyingthe methodology of poststructuralism

in modern sociology, in particular in relation to the problems of space production and
the exploitation of attention. The heuristic potential of poststructuralism for sociology
is investigated, where the methodology of deconstruction is especially studied. The
problem of space production by means of attention exploitationis analyzed inthe context
of Gilles Deleuze’s concepts. It is emphasized that the central Deleuzean concept
of difference in correlation with a number of concepts (in particular, representation
and repetition) provides important tools for understanding the nature of production
and reproduction of space, on the one hand, and the procedurality of attention as an
object of exploitation, on the other. Poststructuralist metaphors of systematicity (tree
and rhizome) are being rethought from the sociological perspective not as mutually
exclusive, but as typologically compatible. Deleuze’s distinction between nomadic and
structuralmodes of perceptionis analyzed. The attentionis focused on the phenomenon
of a dividuum («divided») from the point of view of the production of acts of perception
and acts of attention. In addition, an important aspect is the problem of production of
chronological as structurally comparable with production of spatial. The preconceptions
isolated from the Deleuzean theoretical rhizome are used by the authors in relation to
the problems of mass culture in the explications of Gilles Lipovetsky and Paul Virilio.
Attention is investigated as a fundamental substratum for the production of space(s) in
a society of communicative / cognitive capitalism, which is revealed through examples
of problems of visual perception, practices of cultural consumption, language, etc.
A conclusion is made about the possibilities and limitations of studying the processes
of space production and the role of attention in this process of exploitation in sociology
from the standpoint of post-structuralist theory.

Sociology of the twenty-first century is
facing with more and more epistemological
challenges in describing, explaining and
analyzing the phenomena and processuality
of global capitalism and its communicative
nature. In particular, despite the «practical
turn» [1; 2; 3] in modern sociology, despite
the appeal to the problems of space both from
Marxist [4] and Simmelian [5] and synthetic
[6] positions, a number of the most important

phenomena of late capitalism of the latter
remain in the «blind spot» of mainstream
sociology for several decades.

One of these problems is the problem
posed by L. Althusser[7], namely, the problem
of the production of the manufacturer. And,
first of all, before the process of production,
it is necessary to reproduce the conditions of
production itself, an important component of
which is the «reproduction of labor power». In
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particular, we are talking about reproduction
at the sign-symbolic (and not only at the
physical-bodily and physiological-material)
level.This(re)productioninmoderncapitalism
is carried out primarily communicatively,
discursively and symbolically, in which, as we
show in our previous study [8], the processes
of production of subjectivity through the
exploitation of attention play a significant
role.

However, modern sociology has not
developed tools for defining, operationalizing
and researching on the border between
objective structures of space and subjective
practices of (self)exploitation of attention.
At the same time, not only strategies of (self)
exploitation of attention, but also tactics of
such are becoming more and more relevant.
«Surveillance capitalism» is gradually
moving from a metaphor to the category
of categorically defined categories [9; 10].
«Exploitation of attention» is gaining more
and more sociological, political, economic,
philosophical recognition as a worthy object
of research for a society of communicative
/ cognitive capitalism (co-co-ca) [11; 12].
However, the overwhelming majority of
research in this area is still carried out
essentially, from the standpoint of the social
factuality of the already existing political-
economic-social system, while the problems
(both objective and subjective) of the
production of this system remain outside the
brackets. This explains the relevance of our
work.

In light of all above, the purpose of our
work will be toidentify, define and analyze the
heuristic potential of the poststructuralist
concept in the study of the joint «production
of space — exploitation of attention».

The poststructuralist turn in sociology
of the second half of the twentieth century
is primarily in the fact that sociology
began to master, domesticate and apply
poststructuralist metaphors, and then
categories to redescribe its own object of
research. Perhaps, in this sense, the work
of M. de Certeau is very indicative, in
which he wuses such clearly de-essential,
relativized and discourse categories to study
social phenomena, as «walking rhetoric»,
«metaphors of place», «body noises» or
«pedestrian utterances» [13].

However, the difficulty of applying
poststructuralist vocabulary into

sociological grammar lies in the fact that the
poststructuralist episteme is highly hermetic
and needs «direct penetration» into it, as J.
Derridapointed out, «subjecting thediscourse
to all sorts of distortions or contractions...
by deconstruction to its deepest basis»
[14]. Society and the social, understood as
discourse, lose their proximity, immediacy,
presence, cease to be «naively real» and
«obviously unproblematic». In place of the
study of social «contents», in the language
of G. Simmel, we turn first of all to the
study of «forms», and not even so much the
forms themselves, as the relations between
them. «The mere presence» (presence), as
J. Derrida notices, should be changed back
and ceased to be reduced to just accounting
horizons of potentially present. Here, the
most trivial step is a requirement formulated
generalized as: «A deconstruction of presence
must pass through the deconstruction
of consciousness». It is precisely this
structuralist-constructivist deconstruction-
without-deconstruction that P. Bourdieu
implements in his project of reflexive
sociology [15]. Thus, in poststructuralist
methodology, the requirement to take into
account the double construction of reality
turns out to be implicated by (epistemo)logic
itself.

This requirement is reinforced by
the poststructuralists’ awareness that
«ordinary language is completely incapable of
expressing some forms of modern thinking»
[14]. R. Barthes writes this about when
he says that language becomes alienated,
uncontrollable and objective in relation to
the user of language [16]. Indeed, insofar as
language is a structure (but not reduced to
(discursive) practice of the language), to the
extent we have to look at the objectivity of
language in looking for response to a question
about the order and its possibility.

And, so, the study of rhetorical
and discursive orders should answer the
fundamental remark: «Rather than destroy,
one should also understand how a certain
ensemble was constructed, to reconstruct
it for this» [17]. The study of genesis
through Heidegger’s hacking of order
turns out to be an important guarantee for
the epistemological transformation of any
order into a grammatical order: after all,
only in this case «despite the appearance,
deconstruction is neither analysis nor
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criticism» [17], only in this case «dismantling
some structure is not a regression to a simple
element, some indiscriminate source» [17].
It is the grammatical nature of structures
(and not their mechanicalness, organicity,
physicality, biologicality, etc.) that requires
a specific deconstruction procedure — which is
not a method, cannot be reduced to and cannot
be transformed into a method, not analysis,
not criticism, «nothing», by definition J.
Derrida.

Anexampleofthisprocedural «<nothing»
is the exploration of the cinematic space by
David Weberman [18]. He subordinates the
narration in the film to the four (hypo)theses
he formulated about the differences between
reality and simulation in dialogue with the
texts of Plato, R. Descartes, J. Baudrillard,
G. Debord and other authors. Deconstruction
implies, in particular, recontextualization:
each thesis is accompanied by a quotation or
description of a scene from the film, thereby
revealing several contradictions associated
with the «Matrix»:

— in the outside, which consists in the
fact that the film addresses postmodernist
problems, refers to the work of J. Baudrillard,
but remains essentially an old-fashioned
Hollywood motion picture, where good fights
against evil, and only theme of movie is
borrowed from postmodernism for greater
urgency;

— on the inside, consisting in the fact
that the traitor Cypher (born Reagan, by the
way) actually made the right choice when he
chose a simulation of reality. The «goodies»
Neo and Trinity choose a desert of reality as
opposed to simulation, which is described
in the film as not free: thus, the paradox is
that Neo chooses the red pill, but the blue one
sends to a much «better» world.

It is this deconstruction methodology
that we apply to the construction of space with
the tools of poststructuralism. So, the basis
of any space is differentiation: « Each consists
of differences and communicates with others
through differences of differences» [19].
Moreover this differentiation, as well as
the differentiation of the text suggests «...
the repetition, but repetition, implying
difference between the two words» [19].
Structures exist precisely as structures of
repetition, structures of space function due
to the space of reproduction and reproduction
of the space of reproduction. On the level of

the structures of thinking, this process is
mirrored with full form: «...thinking thinks
through the differences...» [19]. Space, being
differentiated, makes it possible to establish
notonly thedifferencesbetween the different,
but also the difference between the identical:
both the identity of the different and the
identity of the identical. Each of these acts of
(de)equivalence (and we have demonstrated
that any knowledge operation is an operation
of (de)equivalence [20]) requires ongoing
work on (re)production of (de)equivalence. As
we prove [8], this work exists as non-material
labor, in the process of which not only the
direct product of this labor is produced (in
this case, the space of differences of the
different and the identity of the identical, the
differences of the identical and the identity
of the different), but also the subject of
differentiation and identification itself.

Moreover, the nature of the acts of this
labor differs depending on the content of
this act. Thus, the establishment of various
differencesis an act of branding, it is the most
common and known method of operation of
attention (see, e.g., as in the context of space
modern scholars [21] describe branding). The
establishment of the identity of the identical
as a result of the exploitation of attention
is an act of recognition and identification.
And this act plays a crucial role in the (re)
production of the structures of cognitive
capitalism (attention capitalism; surveillance
capitalism): after all, it is on such an act
that the very technique of authorization
and, accordingly, monetization is built.
Establishing the identity of the different is
an act of integration, in which the different
finds, in the language of N. Luhmann, a «loose
joint» [22] for the production of systems
for the joint and common exploitation of
attention (such, for example, «cohabitation»
of different brands, the connection of
different techniques and practices of
attraction, retention, exploitation and
monetization of attention, etc.). Finally, the
establishment of the difference between the
identical is the act of out-differentiation [23,
p. 125] of a functional (sub)system within a
spatial system, during which space isolates
its regions, identical in one dimension (for
example, halls of a museum or a factory
workshops), but different — in another (halls
of different eras; workshops of different
stages of production).
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In this light, the metaphorizations of
systemicity proposed in poststructuralism
look completely different. The opposition of
tree systems as «hierarchical systems» and
rhizomes as «antigenealogy» [24] turns into a
mutually non-exclusive. Insofar as «the logic
of a tree consists in tracing anything that is
already given to us ready-made..., the tree
articulatesand hierarchizestracings, tracings
are like the leaves of a tree» [24]. The logic
of a tree is the logic of the act of establishing
identity. Each new leaf of the tree is identical
to another, and their multiplication turns
out to be the multiplication of the identical.
The space of a school or university, factory or
museum with their classrooms, workshops and
halls turns out to be a tree-like organization of
identity. In contrast to this, in opposition to a
traced identity, «a rhizome deals with a map
that must be produced, constructed, always
disassembled, connected, revised, modified —
in multiple inputs and outputs...» [24] — and,
unlike the traditional museum or exhibition
gallery (the very metaphor of the gallery
space is tree-like with a dominant «gallery»
trunk), appeals to the procedure of difference.
Contemporary art-spaces are rizomes not only
in the sense of a- and dis-hierarchy, but also
in the sense of the cartographic nature of
these spaces.

It is characteristic that this logic is
also reproduced for the distinction between a
modern city (industrial, fabricated conveyor
belt, typical, with identical and selfsame
Builders’ streets) and postmodern urban space
(patchwork, scrappy, heterogeneous and
heterologous, fireworking and oscillating).
However, this does not mean that any of
these logics differ from the other in the
essential process of exploiting attention in
the production of spaces. Only the techniques
differ.

Thus, the technique of space production
implies multiple, competitive, formally
emancipatory exploitation of attention,
because «any point of the rhizome can —
and should be — attached to any other point
of it. This is very different from a tree or a
root that fixes a certain point and a certain
order» [24]. The struggle for methods and
algorithms, trajectories and substrates for
connecting points is becoming one of the
central strategies in the production of space
in communicative / cognitive capitalism.
The exploitation of attention begins with the

struggle for this exploitation, which only
sharpens and exacerbates the instruments of
exploitation, makes it more shameless and
manifested, painful and — paradoxically —
reified, attributed to the things themselves
and their logic. This reification is reinforced
by the ego-centering of the constructed space.
The consumer is illused as the center of the
constructed space. This does not close him
in the Matrix — this closes the consumers in
a multitude of small matrices, each of which
is intended for the corresponding consumer
(that is only confirmed and illustrated by
the power of Big Data). The vision voiced by
Deleuze comes true: «The plateau is always in
the middle — neither at the beginning nor at
the end. The rhizome consists of a plateau»
[24]. And formal freedom only strengthens
the illusory reality: « Each plateau can be read
from any place and be in conjunction with
any other place» [24]. Thanks to this illusory
liberation and illusory subjectivation (for
more details see [8]), the consumer himself
turns into a producer, a considerable part
of the production process (including the
production of space) is «shifted» onto his
shoulders and his activity. A slogan like
«Now shop X is closer to you», in addition to a
purely spatial connotation, is fundamentally
plateauized: «you» acts as the very plateau
that something <«approached» enters in
collaboration with, and space is represented
as purely ego-centered.

A significant role in this production of
thespaceofcommunicativecapitalismisplayed
by the absolute secondary and post- Benjamin
copyability: «No row has an advantage over
the others, none of them has the identity of
the sample or the likeness of a copy» [19].
This not only «equalizes» acts of production,
makes the space a «flat» and «predictable»,
«uniform» and «one-dimensional», but also
eliminates the objective subjectivity and
subjective objectivity: «The multitude has no
subject, no object, there are only definitions,
quantities, measurements, that can grow only
when the multitude changes its nature» [24].
In such a space the bearer and the operator
of attention being equalized, they constantly
invert their roles, exchange positions (by
the way, «infecting» each other with their
dispositions). Space ceases to be manifestly
asymmetric, implicitly retaining its political
economic and political asymmetry; ceases to
be explicitly heterogeneous, while retaining
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its social and hierarchical heterogeneity
implicitly. Attention in such a space ceases to
be a product of subjective choice and act, and
the process of exploitation is represented only
in «quantities and dimensions», in completely
Lukacsian way [25] being alienated and
objectified.

So, the precondition for the exploitation
of attention (for) poststructuralism is the
conceptualization of difference as «the
state of definition as one-sided difference»
[19]. «Difference in itself» is the possibility
of creation, it is dialectically freed from
identity and identified with it, it is itself
able to find this identity later, it exists
together with repetition, since differences
appear in repetition. That repetition (e.g.
repetition of/in perception and attention)
is an act of (re)production of differences,
because «repeat — means to behave in relation
to the unit or special, deprived of similar or
equivalent» [19]. The repetition does not have
a copy, it is not a production of the same, it
is a production of difference in the fight
against representation. Representation as a
doubling of reality is opposed to an endless
multiplication of reality in repetition and
difference. The represented space is not
multiplied and not realized, does not repeat
and does not differ: «The final representation
is the representation of the form, including
matter, but secondary matter, permeated
by extremes. ..It represents difference,
mediating it, subordinating it to identity as a
genus and providing such subordination with
the analogy of the gentes themselves, the
logical opposition of definitions, as well as
the similarity of their own material contents»
[19]. Equal and secondary turns out to be
synonyms for Deleuze and representation
becomes a production of the same and the
secondary. Concepts, syntax, semantics are
interchangeable in the representation, since
they are similar, governed by a common
prescription. There is no such prescription
in repetition and the difference based on
it. It is on the basis of this dialectic that
the poststructuralist will investigate the
phenomenality of the exclusive and the
conveyor, the processuality of hand-made and
craft, the ontology of forgery and the original,
the praxeology of closed and open spaces, and
the axiology of public and intimate.

Deleuze’s distinction between nomadic
and structural modes of perception adjoins

the same problematics: «...nomadic, not
sedentary distribution, where each system
of singularities communicates and resonates
with others...» [26]. And although J.
Deleuze first of all puts emancipatory and
anti-hegemonic pathos into this distinction
(for example, opposing nomadic thinking to
«state, limiting philosophy»), directing it
against representation and equipping it with
difference and repetition, it also allows a
completely different view of the production
of space. The nomadic as moving is implicitly
metaphorically connected with the spatial,
but it is not limited to this dimension: it
turns out that nomadic thinking, perception
and practice can serve a structural order.
The exploitation of attention by nomadic
means, in particular, turns each consumer
into a singularity, which communicates and
resonates in a pseudo-free, but marketing-
structured way with other singularities,
which are always-already connected to
the consumption plateau and the space
production plateau. Such nomadic consumers
— a functional and comfortable substrate
for fabricating dividuum («divided»),
fragmented into acts of perception, interests,
quanta of attention, acts of immaterial
labor, divided reactively or proactively,
objectively and authoritatively structured,
systematically limited actions following the
«proposals» and «feeds» of capitalism. It is
the dividuum (associated with all structural
elements of the rhizome and being the main
character of the capitalism) that is associated
with the functions and acts of distinction,
repetition and representation. We will not
use here Deleuzian schizoanalysis, since it is
not necessary for Raum-Analysis of the space
of communicative / cognitive capitalism. But
in the (post)Deleuzean analysis of space we
also find out-of-space heuristics.

Thus, the exploitation of attention
turns out to be relevant for the study of
the production of the chronological: «The
actual present is considered not as a future
subject of memory, but as something that
is reflected, thus forming a memory of the
past present» [19]. In this light everything
is relevant, that is happening now, learned
empirically and formed from the virtual, and
— in contrary — the virtual «is not subject to
the global character of real objects. It is not
only in origin, but in essence — a patch, a
fragment, a shell. It lacks identity» [19]. It is
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what happened before the actual, and what,
as it seems, should happen after. The virtual
influences the development of the actual,
the actual is implicated by the virtual, they
permeate everything around, where intensity
is formed between the virtual and the actual.
This turns out to be significant for both
chrono- and -topos production, in commercial
or political spaces and times, «orders of
worth» and «économie de la grandeur», fields
of journalism and fields of literature.

In modern variations of post-
structuralist sociology, the preconceptions
outlined by us are applied and operationalized
in more detail for specific social phenomena
and processes. Thus, the French sociologists
and philosophers Paul Virilio and Gilles
Lipovetsky, who study mass culture and its
spatial-visual representations, are indicative
in this sense. It is through their example
that one can see specific methodological and
research implications of the above, seemingly
purely philosophical provisions.

Thus, when defining the objectification
of animage, P. Virillospeaks of distinguishing
between «paper or celluloid base-surface»,
«space of material reference» and «exposure
time, which allows or forbids seeing» [27].
This post-structuralist internal composition
of theimage leads P. Virilio to the problematic
of the production of the seeing act itself: «The
act of seeing turns out to be an act before
the act; it is a kind of pre-action» [27]. The
act of perception is not a passive action of
reflection or reception, but an active act of
(self)exploitation of efforts to intensively (re)
producing the above-described composition
at all its levels. It turns out that seeing the
space of material reference or keeping within
the exposure time is a disciplined action that
requires massive (self)learning, tight (self)
control, and a detailed and differentiated
apparatus of violence and power.

This leads to the naturalization and
subjectivation of things no longer as artifacts
of space, not as a concentrates of relations,
not as materializations of the relations, but as
things: «I no longer see the poster on the wall.
The poster itself is presented to me from the
wall, itsimageitselflooksat me. Thisinversion
of perception, this catchiness of advertising
photography makes itself felt everywhere —on
street pedestals, in newspapers and magazines;
not a single image of them is complete without
«suggestiveness», which is the very meaning

of advertising» [27]. Here, no distinction is
made, representation is made here, where
flashiness, (self)positioning, view, imagery,
suggestiveness — all this is obsessively and
objectified represented in an imperious way,
appropriating the spectator’sattention quanta
in favor of the «spatial capitalists», and the
consumer, as we noticed above, is turning
into a producer. Even the sanctions acquire
communicative nature, and there P. Virilio
becomes similar to J. Baudrillard: «Penalty
acquires primarily advertising nature: it is a
punishment by a desire and lust» [27]. Thus,
punishment acquires not only the power of
sanction, but also the power of seduction,
motivation, pushing, initiation. The space is
homogenized, representation takes the place
of differences: «The war of images and sounds
replaces the war of objects and things, and
in order to win a new war, it is enough to be
always in sight» [27]. These representations
are seductive precisely because of their
fundamental accessibility, consumability,
attainability: «Everything that I see is, in
principle, achievable for me (at least for my
sight), is present on the «I can» card...» [27].
Here subjectivity turns into subjectivity of
obedience and obedience of subjectivity.

It is especially important here that
subjectivity is replaced by personalization,
or, more precisely, subjectivity is represented
by personalization, and the controllability and
subservienceof thissubjectivityisensured and
guaranteed by the anisotropy of transparency
(which we wrote about in [8] and [28]) due
to hyperproduction of a quantitatively
defined reality. In this case — the reality of
diversity, the reality of the proposals, the
reality of the possible and the actual: «The
systematic process of personalization, the
work of which, in essence, is to increase
and diversify the proposals, to do more so
that everyone could make new decisions;
substitute violent uniformity by free choice,
homogeneity — by diversity, the severity of
morals — by fulfillment of desires» [29, p.
36]. In such a space, the «reference point»,
body, subjectivity, singularity turn out to
be illusory, produced purely discursively,
but in practice, «...one’s own body, personal
balance, free time are influenced by the
majority, the individual constantly has to
choose, take the initiative, be aware, criticize
the quality of products, be listened to and
examined, keep himself young, puzzle over
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the simplest problems: what car to buy, what
movie to watch, where to go on vacation, what
book to read...» [29]. Space is produced in an
exclusively illusory way in the process of non-
reflective and «lightning-fast absorption»
of television news, medical, technical and
artistic programs, different genres of music,
culinary, tourist or psychological advices,
intimate confessions, films — everything
that «along with an abundance of goods are
they are an integral part of the consumer
society» [29]. All this hyper-produced reality
does not oppose information and pleasure,
but juxtapose and collate them, along with
prosumerism, creating also the phenomenon
of infotainment. Such hyperreal production
and hyperproduced reality creates the illusion
of rejection of «uniform structures» and the
appearance of «personalized systems based on
need, choice, communication, information,
decentralization, participation» [29].
However, in the space of society, this leads
dialectically to homogenization, flattening
and simplification space, to smoothing folds,
as J. Deleuze and F. Guattari would describe,
to dissolve differences. So, J. Lipovetsky
cites a quite Boltanski-Thévenotian example:
«Advertising refused from the solemn
word; the more refined the teacher’s speech,
the worse he is listened to. When using
humorous methods, the quality of the
product is emphasized all the more clearly
when it appears against the background of
striking improbability» [29]. A quarter of
solemnity and a quarter of pathos, a quarter
of elevation and a quarter of majesty in a
city of inspiration or a city of authority are
destroyed by the iron core of the market
bulldozer, exploiting attention to smooth
space during its production. «The process of

personalization sterilizes the wvocabulary»,
says Gilles Lipovetsky, and this sterilization,
dialectically combined with hyperrealization,
produces the enclosed space of a whitewashed,
nameless metro station entirely under
Merovingen’s control.

Thus, poststructuralism, which we
studied using the example of Gilles Deleuze’s
methodology and  applied explications
performed by Gilles Lipovetsky and Paul
Virilio, provides us with a rich arsenal of
research of hidden (for traditional political
economy, positivist, structural-functionalist
andothersociological paradigmatics) problems.
Of course, our research is a rather sketchy and
exploratory one, we did not touch on many
aspects of poststructuralism in its classical
versions (R. Barthes, J. Kristeva), historical
and sociological (M. Foucault, J. Baudrillard,
M. Maffesoli) sections. However, our
research made it possible to reveal that a
poststructuralist approach makes it possible
to identify, on the one hand, stable recurring
patterns of structural (re)production of the
society of late (cognitive / communicative)
capitalism; on the other hand — to preserve its
logic of exploitation and alienation; on the third
hand — to make important distinctions, defined
primarily structurally (rhizomatic — tree-
like; difference / repetition — representation;
dividual - individual, ete.). All this allowsin the
future to deploy a complex multidimensional
toolkit for research and operationalization
of space production processes through the
exploitation of attention, specific mechanisms
and methods of exploitation of attention,
empirical artifacts of space production and
much more, reconceptualizing capitalism itself
as simultaneously attention capitalism and
capitalism space.

SOCIALLY RESPONSIBLE BUSINESS AS A REQUIREMENT OF TIME: INDIVIDUAL
AND ORGANIZATIONAL DIMENSION
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The article explores the logic of the emergence and differentiation of the paradigm
of socially responsible business. Both individual and organizational measurements of the
problem are highlighted. The explicit and latent factors of influence on the problem situation
on a global scale and possible options for its solution, taking into account the experience
of developed countries, are considered. It is noted that an effective solution of social and
environmental issues involves the application of joint efforts of representatives of the state,
business, civil society, scientific community, leaders of public opinion, etc. The expediency
of typology of socially responsible business is substantiated, in particular, the American,
European and Asian models are highlighted. At the same time, it is noted that there is also the
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possibility of singling out other universal system-forming criteria for typologization of socially
responsible business, namely external and internal. The relevance and heuristic potential of
these approaches for the sustainable development of modern Ukrainian society is indicated.

Taking into account socially differentiating factors, the generational dimension of this
problem is briefly covered i.e., the perception of socially responsible business through the
prism of mass consciousness, especially youth. It is noted that in a global society, such
practices are especially favored by millennials, perhaps due to their somewhat romantic
worldview and developed social marketing, which is quite common in countries with a
high human development index. At the same time, the paradigm under study emphasizes
successful practices in the application of event marketing as certain derivatives for the
implementation of social marketing. Particular attention is paid to social, scientific, legislative
practices on research and implementation in the daily life of environmental marketing, the
content and characteristic derivatives of which in the developed world have become a «visit
card» of modern socially responsible business. The situation regarding socially responsible
business in Ukraine is analyzed. It is noted that both external and internal businesses of this
kind are of the utmost importance in Ukrainian society. Such initiatives allow, on the one hand,
partially solving the most pressing social, environmental, economic problems of national
and global scale, to focus on them the attention of the public opinion, and on the other -
to effectively capitalize a commercial brand, but only if its representatives will sincerely and
systematically use the basic principles and values of socially responsible business.

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The authors of the article based on the understanding of intellectual property as
an immanent component of the innovative economy, an important factor, resource
and mechanism of innovation environment and development, note the actualization
of this phenomenon in nowadays society of revolutionary technological changes.
The article deals with the brief overview of the some features and characteristics of
the process of reforming the institute of intellectual property in Ukraine, including
regulatory framework, and also is based on the analysis of data gathered in
sociological survey «Intellectual property through the eyes of university lecturers and
high school teachers», conducted during May-December 2019, method - interview;
n =356. Based on the research results, the authors analyze high school teachers’ and
university lecturers’ attitudes to the intellectual property, the factors and mechanisms
of protection of intellectual property rights. What are the attitudes towards violation
of intellectual property rights in the field of education? How acute is the problem
of intellectual property rights (IPR) violation for the participants in the educational
process? Is the impact of intellectual property rights violation noticeable on their (high
school teachers and university lecturers) day-to-day activities? Who, what institution
(organization) should make efforts to protect IPR? These and some other issues are
analyzed in the paper. The authors note, among other, that, in general, the problem
of IPR violations perceived as quite acute for many (relative majority) of university
lecturers and high school teachers, the impact of this problem on respondents’ daily
activities is mostly negative. Opinions of respondents on the institution(s), which
should make efforts to protect IPR were clarified. Analysis of possible ways (inner and
external factors, mechanisms) to enhance the level of protection, public management
of the protection process, as well as the development of a culture of IPR is presented
also. The authors propose the prospects for further research of the problem.

Introduction the important component of innovation

Intellectual property as a phenomenon
is not new, it isn’t something that is unique
to present time. Instead, this phenomenon
is immanent to a market economy, it is

environment and development. It is this
characteristic of intellectual property
that makes it the important factor, lever,
resource, mechanism of innovative progress,
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actualizesits status today and, in our opinion,
will keep attention to this phenomenon in the
future. Accelerating technological revolution
processes, first of allIoT, AI, Big Data, but not
only, have brought great changes to the global
economy, all its sectors, and society as a whole.
That fully applies to intellectual property,
enhances its role, because the importance
of intellectual resources (knowledge, ideas,
technologies etc.) and hence the mechanisms
of protection, legal translation plays key role
in the value of capital and, thus, increases
dramatically.

Among international studies the works
of the intellectual property by Adcock M.,
Aoki R., Barazza S., Beyleveld D.,
Bhansali N.S., Borysov B., Epstein E.,
Foster F.H., Grant R., Idris K., James T.S.,
Jolly A., Lisitsa V., Noam Eli M., Rees M.,
Rosati E., Ruse-Khan H.G., Sahni M.,
Schneider M., Schook R.L., Tiltman P., are
of significant interest. Also, if we focus on
Ukrainianscientists’ contributiontothetopic,
we should mention the works of Asaul A.,
Boshytsky Yu., Chuhayenko Yu., Dakhno I.,
Drobyazko V., Kapitsa Yu., Kharitonova O.,
Khoroshko V., Kolomiyets P., Koval V.,
Kraynev P., Manzhura O., Matviychuk V.,
Orlyuk O., Ponomaryova N., Prohorov-
LukinV.,ShtefanO., Verbal., Voynarenko M.

Mostly, all those publications reflect
the results of research of the intellectual
property from point of view of economics,
management and law. Moreover, we can
say that the research is actual due to the
insufficient level of attention (or even lack of
it) of sociologists, Ukrainian sociologists are
among them, to the phenomenon and concept
of intellectual property too. For example,
content-analysis of titles of articles in three
Ukrainian journals in sociology: «Ukrainian
Sociological Journal», «Ukrainian Society»
and Visnyk V. N.Karazin Kharkiv National
University series «Sociological studies of
contemporary society: methodology, theory,
methods» — conducted by authors shows that
among 425 articles total published during
2016-2020 there was no one devoted to
intellectual property!.

The article aims to theorize and to
provide empirical analysis of the phenomenon
«intellectual property» in the educational
space of Ukraine.

What is «intellectual property»? What
does it mean? As well known WIPO defines it
as the following: «Intellectual property (IP)
refers to creations of the mind: inventions,
literary and artistic works, and symbols,
names, images and designs used in commerce.
IP is divided into two categories: industrial
property — which includes patents, utility
models, trademarks, industrial designs
and geographical indications of source
— and copyright, which includes literary
and artistic works (such as novels, poems,
plays, films), musical works, artistic works
(such as drawings, paintings, photographs
and sculptures) and architectural designs.
Rights related to copyright include those of
performing artists in their performances,
those of producers of sound recordings in
their recordings and those of broadcasters in
their radio and television programs» [1].

It seems that this definition is basic
and adequate, so it is not surprising that we
can find its basic theses in other definitions.
One of such examples is the definition of the
website «Oxford University Innovation».
Due to it intellectual property is understood
as ideas, information and knowledge. In the
university context intellectual property
can be viewed as the results and outcomes
of research — «intellectual», because it is
creative output and «property», because it is
viewed as a tradable commodity. Intellectual
property rights are specific legal rights which
protect the owners of intellectual property.
Intellectual property rights can be subdivided
into the major categories: patent, copyright,
database right, design right, trade mark,
confidential information [2]. In «Webster’s
New World Law Dictionary» intellectual
property is proposed to be understood as
«property having to do with patents or
trademarks» [3, p. 210].

All these definitions are very similar.
But from our point of view second one
(definition of the «Oxford University
Innovation») is more instrumental, more
useful, when we have to analyze it on societal
level, as well as on middle level (institution),
and on micro level (person).

Intellectual property in focus of public
governing

Intellectual property, for many, is
rather an understandable and clear problem
with purely practical meaning. And in this
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context we can mention the activity of WIPO
(World Intellectual Property Organization)
(for instance, WIPO Academy, its courses
(distance learning, as well as face-to-face),
numeral initiatives, programs aimed to help
individuals, businesses and countries all
year round. It is very important but it’s not
enough, moreover, attention to this area of
activity only creates the impression of the
simplicity of the problem.

Nevertheless it’s seems that this is a
rather deceptive simplicity. It is connected
with many phenomena and processes in
society. In this sense, the statement of the
authors of The Global Innovation Index
2019 draws attention. Firstly, because
authors connect intellectual property and
innovation and, secondly, because they focus
on the human dimension of the problem.
They emphasize on (it’s clear that these
theses are not just about medicine and health
care, because they are much more versatile)
human-controlled uncertainties and risks
and say, that they relate to recommendations
and decisions that drive approvals,
investments, or allocation of resources that
support product development, accessibility,
availability, affordability, acceptability,
or sustainability of health technologies.
Such decisions can significantly create or
overcome barriers to medical innovations in
all settings. Political will, appropriate and
relevant incentives, sufficient or insufficient
allocation of financial and human resources,
cost- and risk-sharing — or lack thereof — and
favorable or unfavorable ethical, regulatory,
and policy decisions can either advance or
stall innovation. Evidence-driven shifts in
the collective understanding of what is truly
impeding access in low-resource settings
today and more comprehensive analyses
of the value proposition that a particular
health technology brings to advancing health
equity are needed to overcome these human-
controlled uncertainties and risks. Human-
controlled factors act asbarriers toinnovation
and access to new products [4].

Ukraine also has achievements in this
field. Mention some of them. For example,
if we take such indicator (term) as «utility
model» (a special form of patent right,
also known as «petty patent», «short-term
patent», «innovation patent») we will see
that due to newest WIPO statistics (WIPO

Statistics Database 2019) Ukraine with little
positive dynamics ranks 4" of the world total.
[1, p.18] Ukraine is ranked among the top
20 offices in the world in terms of industrial
design filing activity and ranks 4% among
middle-income countries. [1, p.31] Compared
to previous year Ukraine demonstrates a
little progress (has improved its place on two
points) and ranks 45% in the Global Innovation
Index 2020 and 2™ in the context (group) of
lower middle-income economies neighboring
by Vietnam and India [5].

At the same time, if to consider
Ukraine’s potential, it is apparently that
achievements should be more visible and
higher. In fact, one can see the feasibility
and the inevitability of the intellectual
property reforming. Obviously, that’s the
way it is. If to analyze the state policy in the
field, it is noticeable that there have been
some changes over the last few years. From
our point of view these changes are directly
concerned with the signing of the Association
Agreement between the European Union and
Ukraine, that have contributed to the process
of reforming the institute [6]. This process
has been long enough in time, since it has
lasted more than 10 years and is still ongoing.
Interesting and worthy of research, there are
at least three stages of it: the drafting of the
Association Agreement, the act of signing and
especially the Association Agreement itself.
And the very last one (stage after the signing
of the Agreement) turned out to be a strong
incentive, which motivated (and motivates)
intellectual property reforming. It seems
to us that these influences cause changes
(perhaps sometimes systemic) in public policy
and that the government’s policy has become
more consistent. Some decisions of the
authorities in Ukraine (first of all, Verkhovna
Rada (parliament) and government) are in
this direction and so, give some optimism.
Obvious, clear and perhaps the most
important evidence to support this thesis
are the discussions focused on intellectual
property, legislative reform in this terrain
in public sphere, educational institutions,
discussions concerning these issues in
parliament. As well known newly (June-
July, 2020) Verkhovna Rada (Ukrainian
Parliament) has passed two Laws of Ukraine:
Law of Ukraine «On Amendments to Certain
Laws of Ukraine on the Establishment of a
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National Intellectual Property Authority»
(No. 703-IX, 16.06.2020) [7] and Law
of Ukraine «On Amendments to Certain
Legislative Acts of Ukraine on Strengthening
the Protection of Rights on Trademarks and
Industrial Designs and Combating Patent
Abuse» (No. 815-IX, 21.07.2020) [8]. That
became the basis and allowed the government
to make some important decisions, the
determination of the institution with powers
of National Intellectual Property Authority
(October 2020), more effective counteraction
to patent trolling are among them. However,
it is also clear that this is not enough, and the
intellectual property institution reforming
requires much more efforts. This is especially
important in nowadays society, because the
rapid and spread of access to the Internet,
easy coping of electronic data, revolutionary
technological transformations (AI, Big Data,
cloud computing etc.) challenge the existing
network of intellectual property regulations,
laws surrounding intellectual property rights
are among them. And, if that is so, we guess,
that no less important than in the business
environment, economics, other spheres
and institutions it becomes in the field of
education and science, given their key role
in the process of knowledge’ producing and
transmissing.

The phenomenon of intellectual
property needs additional attention and, of
course, it is not just about only reform of
it. It’s also important to conceptualize this
phenomenon, where a sociological approach
is rather promising. The methodological
potential of sociological science creates
the basis for a comprehensive study of
intellectual property, its objective and
subjective characteristics, assessments of
public opinion, various manifestations at
the macro-, meso- and micro-levels of social
interaction. As mentioned above, the topic
is on the periphery of research attention
of sociologists, Ukrainian sociologists are
among them. There are no studies on this
phenomenon (at least the authors did not
find any confirmation of the opposite). We
can note only researches of some related
issues (academic culture, academic cheating,
academic dishonesty). For instance, studies
by Ukrainian researches of these issues are
known [9;10;11;12;13]. Some of these issues
(academic culture) are quite close and related
to intellectual property, but the advantage of

the latter concept is that it more, compared to
pointed ones, focused on the actual ensuring
and secure (for the owner) knowledge
transmission. From our point of view, this
concept, in contrast to academic culture, is
not limited to the academic sphere, is more
universal. In addition, it, by embracing
behavioral patterns, also focuses on the
other side of the problem — the protection of
property rights and figure of owner of the
intellectual property object. The profound,
systematic analysis of the phenomenon, its
conceptualization is ahead. Below are some
results of survey, conducted by authors.

Method

The empirical basis of the study
includes the data gathered in sociological
survey «Intellectual property through
the eyes of university lecturers and high
school teachers»2? (leader of the team — V.
Nikolayevskyy). Survey has been conducted
during May-December 2019, 356 people
were interviewed, including 180 university
lecturers (4 different higher schools—classical
university (V. N. Karazin Kharkiv National
University, 10 faculties), IT University
(National University of Radio Electronics,
3 faculties), engineering and pedagogical
higher school (Ukrainian Engineering and
Pedagogical Academy, 4 faculties), medical
school of postgraduate education (Kharkiv
Medical Academy of Postgraduate Education,
1 faculty); social, natural and technical
sciences are among them) and 176 high
school teachers (8 different high schools —
comprehensive school (3 ones in different
administrative districts), specialized school,
gymnasium, lyceum (3 ones in different
administrativedistricts, onetechnical and one
private lyceum are among them) in Kharkiv.
Method — interview. Model of the sample
— multistage, unique, random. In the last
selection stage a solid survey of respondents
was used. The purpose of the research was to
study high school teachers’ and university
lecturers’ attitudes to the intellectual
property, the factors and mechanisms of
protection of intellectual property rights.

What are the Kharkiv educational
community’s (secondary school teachers
and lecturers of higher school institutions)
attitudes to intellectual property, in
particular the factors and mechanisms of
protection of intellectual property rights?
Above all what are the attitudes towards
violation of intellectual property rights in the
field of education, public management of the
process of protection of IP rights in education
sphere? A rather relevant tool for studying
a given problem (to identify, evaluate and
measure “pain points” and weaknesses (risks,
obstacles, incentives etc. in managing the
system, including its reform), traits that
are important to characterize the problem
condition is a poll.

The analysis of data gathered in
sociological survey to some extent makes
possible to clarify the problem and provides
some possible answers to questions mentioned
above. The conducted research has revealed
the following worthy results.

Sociologists tried to study opinions of
the respondents (university lecturers and
high school teachers) on level of severity of
the problem of intellectual property rights
violationbythe participantsintheeducational
process. In general, the problem of intellectual
property rights (IPR) violations is more acute
for university lecturers, compared to high
school teachers (37% compared to 29% ). This
problem is not perceived as acute by every
fifth of university lecturers (22% ) and about
every third (31%) of high school teachers.
Female university lecturers and male high
school teachers, as well as those, who possess
developments that require the acquisition
(protection) of rights as intellectual property
objects (further — referred to as owners of

problem.

Respondents were also asked about
effect, impact of intellectual property rights
violation on their day-to-day activities. They
were proposed to answer the question «Is
the impact of IPR violation noticeable on
your day-to-day activities?» Below (please,
see Table 1) the distribution of respondents’
answers to this question is presented.

Opinions of high school teachers
and university lecturers differ little:
approximately every second respondent —
university lecturer (55%) and high school
teacher (50%) rate such an impact on their
daily activities as insignificant, while the
opinion of 11-15% is the opposite: they
consider that impact as significant. There
were slightly more female university lecturers
than the average those who judged this impact
to be insignificant. University lecturers and
high school teachers who are the owners of
developments (intellectual property objects)
rate this impact as more significant.

According to the relative majority of
respondents (48% of university lecturers and
43% high school teachers), this influence is
mostly negative. 14-15% of respondents are
of the opposite opinion. Female university
lecturers, male high school teachers,
development holders, and those, who believe
that the issue of rights abuses in this terrain
needs to be addressed as soon as possible,
are more likely to estimate this impact as
negative.

Respondents were asked also, if, in their
opinion, the problem of intellectual property
rights violation needed to be addressed as
soon as possible? The overwhelming majority
(75% of university lecturers and 70% of
high school teachers) guess that this problem

for a particular institution.

needs to be addressed as soon as possible.
This opinion is more than average, held by
male high school teachers, those high school
teachers, who have experience in acquiring
(protecting) intellectual property rights
for their own developments and high school
teachers — owners of developments. At the
same time 12-16% of respondents hold the
opposite opinion. It seems that this contradict
to above-mentioned and partly is explained
by the following: a little more determination
on this issue by university lecturers is
correlated with opinions, that the problem of
intellectual property rights violation is more
acute for university lecturers, compared to
high school teachers. But it is obvious, also,
that clarification of this contradiction is a
task for further studies.

One of research tasks was to clarify
opinions of respondents on the institution(s),
organization(s) which should make efforts
to protect intellectual property rights.
Summarized opinions of the interviewed
university lecturers and high school teachers
are presented in Table 2.

On the whole, with few exceptions, the
top five institutions (organizations) that need
tomakeeffortstoprotectintellectual property
rights are almost identical in the view of

university lecturers and high school teachers.
According to the hierarchy of «popularity»
of such institutions (entities, subjects),
according to the university lecturers they
are the following: the Council on Intellectual
Property of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine, the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine, owners of the intellectual
product, inspectors of intellectual property,
the Ministry of Justice of Ukraine.

Also, data gathered and analyzed
indicate the following:

1) absence of an institution/entity - the
leader with an absolute magority of votes in
the field of efforts to intellectual property
rights protection: # 1 rating — the Intellectual
Property Council of the Cabinet of Ministers
of Ukraine — received 47-45% of the votes of
university lecturers and high school teachers,
respectively;

2) respondents — of university
lecturers and high school teachers extremely
skeptical of the media in this context (3-4%
respectively);

3) university lecturers, if to compare
their opinion with high school teachers, are
much more critical about police’ efforts to
protect intellectual property rights (8 and
21%);

4) 15% of university lecturers
guess that when one says on institution
(organization) that should make efforts to
protect intellectual property rights higher
school institution should be; compared only
2% high school teachers hold similar opinion.

It is important to clarify a number of
issues related to the protection of intellectual
property rights, including factors,
mechanismstoenhance thelevel of protection,
public management of the protection process,
the development of a culture of intellectual
property protection.

Let’s consider these questions in more
detail.

Below, in Table 3, generalized responses
to possible ways to enhance the level of
protection of intellectual property rights are
presented.

So what, according to the opinions of
Kharkiv university lecturers and high school
teachers, could firstly help to improve the
level of protection of intellectual property
rights? The vast majority of respondents
guess that a consistent public policy on the
protection of intellectual property rights
should be in first: 61% of university lecturers
and 52% of high school teachers think so.
Among university lecturers and high school
teachers, who have a positive track record of
acquiring (protecting) intellectual property
rights for their own development, even more
people hold this view.

The second largest group of respondents
— university lecturers (38%, among high
school teachers — 22%) emphasized the
importance of forming an intolerant attitude
to the facts, cases of intellectual property
rights violation in society. University
lecturers—holders of developments emphasize
this more often than the average. 27-30%
of university lecturers and a third (32-
36% of high school teachers) emphasize the
importance of attention to legal mechanisms),
including updating of legislation, legal
support, punishment for intellectual property
rights violation. At the same time such levers
of influence as «media promotion: coverage,
promotion of intellectual property rights on
TV, press etc.», «introduction of intellectual
property training courses for higher school
programs», «explanatory and educational
activities», from respondents’ point of view
are less effective (16-22%).

The views of the university lecturers
and high school teachers differ significantly
on the role of the factor «demanding
management of the educational institution»
in promoting the protection of intellectual
property rights and increasing the level of
such protection: every fifth (21% ) university
lecturer and four times less (5%) of high
school teachers notes the effectiveness of this
factor.

It may be that the position of the high
school teachers regarding the demanding

management of the educational institution as
a factor in promoting the level of protection
of intellectual property rights is explained by
the way in which they see (evaluate) the role
of the administration of their educational
institution in managing this process (please,
see Table 4). The data presented in the table
suggest that among high school teachers
there is a relative preference that the role
of the administration of their educational
institution is now unobserved (27% ).

For comparison, 18% of respondents —
high school teachers say that the high
school’s management (lyceum, gymnasium)
is making significant efforts to protect
intellectual property rights, and thus
estimate it as significant and significant.
University lecturers’ assessments are
opposite: the relative majority of university
lecturers (one third) guess that management
of higher education institution is making
significant efforts to protect lecturers’
intellectual property rights, and 17% see it
as invisible. Also notable is the large number
of respondents who have not been able to
answer this question. At the same time, the
overwhelming majority of respondents —
high school teachers and university lecturers
— (563-64%) underline that the management
of the educational institution must make
considerable efforts to protect the intellectual
property rights of university lecturers / high
school teachers. There are more people than
average on the faculty among male university
lecturers, holders of developments, and those

who think that the problem of IP rights abuses
needs to be addressed as quickly as possible.

It is rather important to focus on
formation and developing of a culture of
intellectual property protection. Part of
this was discussed above (see Table 3), in
particular when it came to the potential of
introducing education programs in higher
education disciplines on intellectual property
in the context of enhancing the level of
protection of rights in this field. It should
be noted that according to two thirds of
university lecturers (68% ) such discipline is
taught in their university.

Are the issues regarding contracting
with university lecturers / high school
teachers on their intellectual product related
to copyright distribution regulated in
educational institutions - universities and
high school institutions?

In order to clarify the respondents’
opinion in the survey, the question was asked:
Is there a practice in education institutions
to contract with their university lecturers
/ high school teachers on their intellectual
product on copyright distribution?

One third of the interviewed university
lecturers and only 7% of the high school
teachers confirmed that «yes, such a practice
exists». At the same time according to every
fifth university lecturer surveyed (21% ) and
just over half of high school teachers (55%),
this practice is absent. Either everything is
owned by the university lecturer / high school
teacher-author of the intellectual product

(42% of teachers and 11% of university
lecturers), or all is owned by the educational
institution (10-13% ). For significant number
of respondents it was rather difficult to
answer this question.

Do university lecturers and high school
teachers know cases where their counterparts
have realized intellectual property rights
for commercial gain? The overwhelming
number of respondents (81-87% ) replied that
they didn’t know anything about when their
counterparts would exercise intellectual
property rights for commercial gain, which is
likely to indicate that the practice has not yet
become widespread.

Conclusion

Such, in general, is brief overview
of the some features and characteristics of
the process of reforming the institute of
intellectual property in Ukraine and the
attitudes of university lecturers and high
school teachers to intellectual property.
Summarizing, it should be noted, that the
data presented and analyzed, on the one
hand, to a certain extent allow us to better
understand the under-researched processes
and phenomena associated with the institute
of intellectual property reform. Sure, the
research we say about, results of survey,
analyzed in the article, are just the beginning
of the research process. The profound,
systematic analysis of the phenomenon, its
conceptualization is required. It seems, that
directions of further research are numerous,
because of potential of the concept, because of
its embeddeness in a challenging reality.

Sure, effects and implications of the
analysis provided is a deeper immersion in
the issues discussed in the article and the
emergence of other issues, focuses are not
addressed in the text. For instance, issue
needs to be explained in further research: in
general, as was noted, the problem of IPR
violations perceived as quite acute for many
(relative majority) of university lecturers
and high school teachers, but at the same
time they estimate the impact of this problem
on theirs daily activities as insignificant. If
we say about directions and methodology
of further analysis of issues, focused in our
study, it seems, that a rather relevant tool for
studyingagiven problem (toidentify, evaluate
and measure «pain points» and weaknesses
(risks, obstacles, incentives etc. in managing
the system, including its reform), traits that
are important to characterize the problem
condition is a survey. But, of course, not only.
Methodology based on quality and quantity
analysis is relevant. And, if concerning
obstacles to effective public administration in
the field, university lecturers’ and high school
teachers’ behavior, motivation, their training
in the digital age etc. may be considered as a
perspective of further study too. We guess
also, that, when one looks at and says about
the main participants, actors in the field of
education, it would be appropriate to consider
high school students’ (pupils), university
students’, as well as managers as actors in
the field of education too, and to study their
opinions on issues discussed.

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The article analyzes the dreams of teenage youth as a social phenomenon. It
is emphasized that the relevance of the research is related to the transitivity, the
instability of the social position of teenagers as a socio-demographic group, which
determines the specifics of their life strategies and projects, which is expressed
in their dreams. The theoretical basis of the research are the basic concepts
of phenomenological methodology. It is noted that the theoretical basis of the
publication is the fundamental concepts of phenomenological methodology. It is
emphasized that phenomenological sociology rehabilitates the dream as a subject of
sociological research, considering it as one of the finite province of meanings within
the life world of the personality, which can be attributed to the worlds of fantasy and
imagination. The empirical material of understanding the dreams of teenage youth
is analyzed, in particular the results of a quantitative sociological study conducted
by the Department of Sociology of V.N. Karazin Kharkiv National University among
teenage youth in Kharkiv and Kharkiv region in 2013. The article presents the results
of a content analysis of schoolchildren’ answers to an open question about what they
would want from a goldfish if it agreed to fulfill their three wishes. It is emphasized
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that the data obtained thanks to this method made it possible to distinguish seven
groups of schoolchildren’ answers: “Life guidelines”, “Life strategies”, “Significant
resources”, “Relationships with others”, “Supernatural”, “Personal desires”,
“Combined desires”. It is noted that among the life goals of schoolchildren in the
first place “health”, among life strategies — “education”, and among resources —
“money”. The authors focuses on the group of desires “Supernatural”, which most
clearly demonstrate the essence of the dream, which, although detached from the
reality of life, but expresses the deep existential desires of teenagers. The results
of the research are presented, indicating the importance of the role of relatives and
close peoples in the life world of teenage youth, which is not only significant but
also recognized by them. It is emphasized that the obtained data can be interpreted
in different ways, including as an expression of teenagers’ life landmarks, their life
strategies, life plans and/or ideas about the future, that is, using concepts that are
more traditional for sociology. The need for further research in this area is noted.
